This week our city has been stirred in-
to abnormal festivity by the grand cele-
bration of the St. Jean Baptiste, next
week Montreal will be enlivened in a still
more unusual manner by the ceremonies
connected with the Christian Endeavor
Convention. For fully a year there has
been talk of this great event and com-
mitteea of earnest workers have been
busy making preparations for the recep-
tion, accommodation and entertainment
of the delegates. It is expected that
these Christian workers will flock here
to the number of twenty, or perhaps
twenty-five thonsand, The details of
their programme have been given in the
daily press and everything indicates the
thoroughly religious aspect of the con-
vention.

At first sight it might seem that we
Catholics are “outin the cold” and that we
have nothing to do with the movements
of these representatives of so many de-
norainations ; but on reflection it appears
to us that the meeting of the Christian
Endeavor in Montreal has very mnch to
do with us as we have two very good
parts to play in the serious drama that
will be here enacted. This is the most

" Catholic city upon the continent, it has
been called the Rome of America, and

to it ‘comes the largest and
most representative Protestant con-
vention of the age. In a few

days men and women, in thousands,
will fill our streets and they will repre-
gent the intellect, the spirit, the refine-
ment and the strength of Protestan-
tism, They come a8 the representatives
of divers sects and varied creeds—all
Christian, but each differing from the
others in some particular—and they
come to make giant efforts in the ceuse
"of union, harmony and trath. They
seek the union of all denominations,
they desire to see harmony reign in the
religious world, and they wish to find
the truth, that they may proclaim it to
the universe. With their divisions and
contradictions we have nothing to do;
but in their Christian Endeavor we have
a two-fold interest.

Our first duty, or part, is to learn ; our
gecond is to teach., We muat learn les-
sons in conrage, preseverance, zeal, and
fidelity to the object of life from the

.members of that convention. In them
we expect to see exemplified, not ™ fana-
ticiem nor bigotry, but honest, well-
meaning, untiring devotion to & cause
that they hold sacred,and in their exam-
“‘ple we should learn tobe s frevent in the
cause that we know to be that of union,
harmony and truth all combined.

matter whether she be right or wrong;
it is due to an absence of real knowledge
regarding the Church, the teaching of
our clergy and the inner lives of all true
and sincere Catholics. It is for us to in-
vite investigation as much us possible.
An eminent Protestant minister may
imagine that he knows something about
Cutholicity and Catholic life; but he
really knows less upon the subjact than
he does about the lives and tenets of the
Hindoos or Japrnese. How could he?
Granting him all the best will in the
world, he is unable to judge in the mat-
ter. He was rocked in his cradle and
wss brought up by Protestant parents;
he atiended Protestant schools and uni-
versities ; his text books were Protestant;
he studied a Protestant theology ; he as-
sociated with candidates for Protestant
orders; finally he took charge of a Pro-
testant congregation. He may have
read Catholic works; but he never lived a
Catholic ¥ife, therefore he cannot possibly
have the [aintest conception of our re-
ligion and of its effects. " For these rea-
sons we rejoice that the Christian En-
deavor convention comes to Montreal,
and we only hope and pray thatils mem-
bers will make it their business to find
out sll they can about Catholicity
and Catholicg, For us it is our duty,
whenever it may fall to our lot, to meet
and greet the delegates in a truly Chris-
tian spirit, to extend to them every
courtesy that is within our power, and
to pray that success may crown their
mission, that they may find union, har-
mony sand truth—to find these is to
find the Catholic Church, and the doors
of that sacred fold are ever and always
open to' receive all who come in sin-
cerity to drink at the true fountain of

orgirl. To that great graduating day all
look forward and they feel as each fresh
term of school commences it is merely
to be a step nearer to the long-hoped for
emancipation.

Not 8o, however, with the teachers.
They look ahead to no final vacation.
As soon as the month of September
comes the same old treadmiil work re-
commences. Year in, year out, it is the
same story; the only change to bieak
the monotony consists in new faces at
the desks and the absence of familiar
features that have vanished. To the
cause of education has the teacher chain-
ed bimself, or berself, for life. The long
vgcation is but a short yearly breathing
space between two lengthy heats in the
race of life. Along that great desert of
years, where the sun flashes intolerable
day and the sands burn the weary tra-
veller's feet, where not 2 breath of plea-
sure comes to cool the fevered atmos-
phere of duty and sacrifice, the only
oaises, the only resting places are those
regular holidays that appear upon that
pathway.

In plain Eng-
lish we consider that if the long vacation
is a benefit to the pupils, it iz an absolute
necessity for the teachers. Especinlly
those men and women, whose lives are
consecrated to God in a religious life,
have not even vacation enough, accord-
ing to our mind. A great portion of
those two short months is spent in re-
treat and in preparations for the coming
session, consequently these teachers
have really & short vacation.

For these and countless other reasons
we rejoice at the approach of the long
vacation, and we desire to wish the
pupils ot our different schools the best
and happiest of times during the coming
months and to express the hope that the
teachers will enjoy every imaginable
benefit from the relaxion of the holidays.
But before closing we have & word of
advice for the pupils who. have not
graduated and who return next yearto
school. Remember that all you have

learned during the past ten months
‘can be easily forgotten between this and
September, that 1t is not your prizes of
this year that will raise you a grade in
next year’s classes, it is what you shall
retain.of the knowledge acquired. So
to be wise and to be sure of success in
your classes of the coming year you
should devote balf an hour, or an hour
of each day, to a self-examination upon
the subjects that you have studied. By
go doing, very little effort will be neces-
sary to keep you upon & level with your
class and your will reap the benefit and
reward of your wisdom when .the next
commencement day comes around,
Having laid down this rule for yourself,
turn to the full enjoyment of your holi-
days, go in for all the recreation, mental
and physical, that. you can have, ‘and let
innocent pass-times.be as. numerous as
possible. In -this-way the pupils will
pass, what we wish them, 'a” happy, pro-

fitable and most ‘pleasant vacation.

DOMINION DAY,

On Saturdsy next, the First of July,
our Dominion will commence the second
year in the second quarter of our first
century of national existence. Since the
day of Confederation our young country
has advanced with giant strides along
the highway of progress. There are ups
and downs in the life of every individual,
80 in that of & nation are their trinmphs
and reverses ; butif the former are more
numerous and more eflective than the
latter we can honestly say that success
attends the country in its onward march.
The state has been often compared to a
ship at sea ; the ark of our Canadian na-
tionhood, that had been two centuries and
a half in building, was fairly launched on
the First day of July, 1867, and, with the
flag we all love 8o well, flying from her
mast-head, commenced her voyage upon
the ocean of time. The seas were not
always calm ; lempests strong and furious
lashed them into temporary excitement;
these squalls weresucceeded by lengthier
periods of fair weather. As often as the
good ship sank into the trough of the
waves as often did she buoyantly riee
upon the crest of the next billow ; but
ever and always keeping her course and
never slacking for » moment her progress
towards the port that awaits her. Strong-
or has the vessel become and her sea-men
have grown more experienced and better
calculated to guide her safely.

The fact is that nothing perfect exists
on earth, neither in individuals nor in
nations ; but some may possess more
human perfections than others, and some
may be blessed with successes. that fall
not to the Jot of their neighbors. Look-
ing thus at Canada, during the past
twenty-six years, we have every reason
to thank heaven for all the advantages
we have had and all the good that has
been the share of our young country.

Political parities
have arisen and have passed away ; Go-
vernments have come axd gone ; states-
men of eminence and Imperial fame
have appeared upon the scene and have
made their exils; policies have been
promulgated and abandoned ; party cries
have xe-echoed from ocean to coean and
have died away in echo ; hopes have been
realized and hopes have been shattered ;
great megaures have been consummated
and petty measures have been perpetra-
ted ; economists and spendthrifts have
held in turn the strings of the public
purse : & Macdonald—with success smi-
ling*upon his career—has bound the land
from Atlantic to Pacific with an iron .

a8 any olden nation in ten times that
space. Through all these vicissitudes
and changes, these successes and rever:
gses, Canada as a great cosmopolitan na-
tion has ever advanced, rising higher
and higher at each stride and growing
daily more important in the eyes of the
world, becoming constantly more pros-
‘perous at home and more respected
abroad. ‘

Let political ' parties contend and let |

politicians wrangle and wrestle for su-
premacy ; no matter which side wins it
will be for the greater glory of the
country, for, as Lord Dufferin once said,
“the spoils of victory will fall into the
{ap of Canadaand the garland of triumph
be twined around her brow.” Each
party, with its policy, has in view the
greater good of the country; all are not
place-seekers, all are not corsupt or cor-
ruptable ; on both sides tower aloft great
and good men, who axe devoting their
lives and their talents to the cause of
Canada, and Canada will reward them
with undying gratitude.

But there are two evil spirits that
haunt the land, and these phantoms of
illlomen must be exorcized, before we
can positively say that peace and pros-
perity are our portion : the one is reli.
gious bigotry and the other raceal preju-
dice. It is time that we should learn
that we have to live together im this
land of the future, and that if we desire
to have our feelings, cur opinions, our
counvictions, onr principles, and even our
prejudices respected, we must begin by
vespecting those of others; we must
grant the concessions that we demand.

While
proud of the traditions of our respective
races, while honoring and loving the
lands where our forefathers sleep, we
must join in Canada as one solid and
united people; we must bury in the
waves of the Atlantic the prejudices, en-
mities and divisions of the old world and
commence togetherto carve out a future
.of peace, happiness and glory for this
* our fair, our young, our boundless Do-
minion !

‘Canadian national festival has come to a
close, and our fellow-countrymen are to
be congratulated upon the great success
with which it was attended.

the cross in one hand and lhe flag-of
France in the other, croased the furrowed’
face of the Atlantic and landed upon the’
bank of the.St. Lawrence. :There, in
front of the old rock of Stadaconna, at
the foot of that grand cliff destined to
become the future city of Quebecy
there, within ear-shot of the roaring
cataract of Montmorenci, Jacques Cartier
cast the large and solid foundations of
those grand and imperishable institu-
tions of the land. He came, in the
name of God, to Christianize and civilize
the countless hordes of savages deep
plunged in the night of barbarism and
idolatry ; be came, in the name of his
king and his country, to take possession
of this immense territory and recuse it
from the state of wilderness in which it
existed. Canada was asleep in the arms
of nature, when the trumpei voice of the
French mariner awakened her into life
and activity. Frond that till this very
hour the young giantess of the nations
has progressed with strides so rapid that
even the older peoples of the world have
gazed with astonished upon her npward
course. To French pioneers we owe the
foundations of our great ecities; to

Papineau,
Liafontaine, Dorion, Cartier, Ferland,
Garnesu, Cremazie—but the dead are
countless; Laurier, Chapleau, Lemay,
Casgrain, Frechette, Routhier, Tascher-
ean, Bulte,—but we might go on ad in-
finitum !

Never were there two races that had
more interests in common and more
memories that are mutually dear, than
the Irish Catholicsand the French Cana-
dians.

“8ir,~There is a subject that deeply interests
the English-speaking Catholics of the Province
of Quebec, and which seems 10 be seldom re-
ferred Lo, {r ever, by the daily press of this sec-
tion of the ecountry. It is the proper aud
adequate inspections of the schools. It seems
tn me that a8 much, !f uot mors, depends upon
the thoroughness of Lhe insprction as upon the
attention of pupils. The English-speaking
Protestant section of the community has its
able inspectors In the different districts; the
French-Canadian Catholle section has 1ts own
very capable inspectors, but the Euglish-speak-
ing Cathollc portion of the popuiation has po
one to perform the 1mportant duties of in-
spector. These numerous schools require as
much attention, in proportion totiheir num-
bers, and have & Just right to It, as do the other
schools of the province. The Eng]lsh Catholic
gchool cannot ask the Protestant inspector to .
come and devote his time to the examlination
of teachers, the classification of pupils, the re-

ulating all the questions that constantly arise
fn the efficlent managemeny of the institution.
The French-Canadinn inspector may be an
admlirable man, most competent 1n every way,
as far a8 French teachers and French pupils
are concerned: but he ls not, and cannot be
expected to be capable of fairly, thoroughly
and adequately inspecting. organizing aod re-

rting upon English schools, It1s my hum-
le oplnion that in a mixed community like
the one we have in Quebec there should be
officers appointed who are able to properly ful-
fil the duties demanded of them, and Lhat each
patlonallty should have 118 own officers.

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Four Hundred and Thirty of the Seamen
Co Down with Her. "

Admirable Tyron Lost His Life—The
News Causes Mnch Exoltement—
in London—In the House of
Commons.

LowpoN,June 28.—Great Britain to-
day mourns the loss of one of the most
magnificent vessels in her navy, and
what is more, the lives of four hundred
and thirty brave sailors who went down
in her. The fist news of the awful
disaster came this morning in the follow-
ing despatch from Rear Admiral Albert
H. Markham, under date of Tripoli,
Syria. It read as follows:— .

“T regret to report that while man-
ceuvering off Tripoli this aftornoon the
Victoria and Camperdown collided. The
Victoria sank in fifteen minutes in eigh-
teenfathoms of water. Shelies bottom
uppermost, The Camperdown struck
the Victoria forward of the turret, on the
starboard side. Twenty-one officers wers
drowned. Two hundred and fifty-five
men weresaved. The injury to the Cam-
perdown hrs not yet been fully ascer-
tained, but it is serious, and will neces-
sitate hergoing on dock fur repairs. I
propose to send the survivors to Maita.”

Bad news always travels quickly, and
in a very shurt time after the receipt of
the news the Admiralty office in White-
hall was surrounded by an immense
crowd which eagerly devoured the
meagre details obtainable.

THE CAUSE OF THE DISASTER,

The Mediterranean squadron, under
command of Vice-Admiral Tyron, with
the Victoria as his flagship, and Rear
Admiral Markham, with the Trafalgar
as flagship kas been performingthe usual
summer manceuvres, Yesterday after-
noon the squadron wuas off Tripoli, &
small searort town on the Eastern Me-
diterranean, fifty miles northeast of
Beyrout, Syria, and a comparatively short
distance from the island of Cyprus.
Here the Victoria eame into collision
with the Camperdown, a ship of about
the same gize. The Victoria had an
enormous hole made in her side, through
which the water poured in torrents. The
immense hull at once began to settle.
As soon as the officers of the Victoria
saw that there was danger of the ship
foundering, orders were given to close
the collision bulkheads, in order to kes
the water in the compartment into whicl

_the Camperdown had shoved her ram.
“The sailors triedto obey the order, but
the ship was making water too fast to
allow of closing the bulkheads, and while

" the men were 8till trying to sbut them,

the sbip with her immense guns and
heavy tophamper turned over and betore
those on board of her could cast loose
their small boats she went to the bottom
canrying down with her nearly all on
board. Some of the officers and crew
managed to get cut of the suction caused
by the sinkin§ vessel and were rescued.
Among those lost is Vice-Admiral Tyron.
Sir George Tyron was commander-in-
chief of the Mediterrapean station. Ile
was mede & vice-admiral on August
20th, 1890.

THE OFFICERS DROWNED.

The complement of officers and crew of
of the Victoria comprised six hundred
men, The list of officers drowned in-
cluded, besides Vice-Admiral Tyron,
Chaplain, Morris, Lieut. Monroe, Xleet,
Paymaster Rickford, Fleet Engineer
Foreman, Engineer Harding, Aesistant

Epgineers Deadman, Hathorl
and Seaton, Gunner Howell,
Boatawain, Barnard, Carpenter,

Beall, Midshipmen Inglis, Grieve Faw-
kes, Lanion, Henley, Gambier snd
Scarlett, Cadet Brooks, and Clerks Allan
and Savage. .

A change had recently been made in
the commader attached to the Victoria,
Charles L. Otley having been detached
and succeeded by Commander Fellicome
who was saved, as were also Captain
Maurice A. Bourke .and fifteen other
officers. _ L

The Victoria was a twin-screw battle-
ship of 10,470 tons aud 14,000 horse
power. She mounted 15 guns. . Shé was
8 single turret ship, carrying two.110-

. ton guns, mounted in a forward turret

coated with 18 inches of compound ar-
‘mour, one 10-inch 2%-ton-gun firing" aft,

. and & brogdside" 'auxilidry armament of

speed was 16,75 knots. She could stow
1,200 tons of coal in her bunkers and her
radius of action at 1¢ knote’ speed with
her full complement of coal was estima-
ted at 7,000 knots. Her armored belt
and ‘bulkheads consisted of compound
srmor from 16 to 18 inches in thickness.
She was built at Elswick. The Camper-
down is .also a first-class twin-acrew
battleship, She is 10,600 tons and 11,
000 horse power and carries ten guna.

AN OBRANGE METHODIST.

Mr. R. Lanigan, of the Calumet, writes a
very interesting letter to the Dally Witness.
It appeared in that organ on Saturday, 17th
Juane. The prineipal argument that Mr. T.ani-
gan uses is aganist politics and party strite;
In 8 most clear and powerful style he points
out how religious animos!ties and party hat-
reds, that usually lle slumhering, and that
would die A natura! death if left alone, &re
constantly awakened into vicious life by poli-
Vel velt-seeking men. Thedivislons between
Catholle and Orangeman In Ireland were per-
petuated by interested politicians, and these
same divisions occur periodically here when
certain occaslons arise and anniversaries
come abont. To illustrate his arguments the
writer tells a part of his own life, and we re-
produce it for the benefit of our readers
Evidently Gerald Griffin referred to falr-
minded men like Mr. Lanigan when he wrote
his famous poem, '*The Orange and the Green."
Thus does the writer speak, afler describing
the eruel divisions In the old land :—

'“ You a<k me, who I8 to blame? Political
mountebanks principally. Men who fain would
grasp fame, or power, or wealth, at the ex-
Fense of the public. One of my earliest recol-

ections 18, R long, low, stone honse, with
thatched roof, nestled smong the hills, some
miles inland off the rock bound coast of Done-
gal. My father was a& Methodist, and an
Orangeman. He had served the Government
through the \roubles of '88. He had rented
thls house apd the lands adjolining from & Pro-
teatant landlord who had just evieted from
these premises a Roman Catholic tenant.
Mosl of our pew neighbors were of that reli-
gion, and we were warned that soms night the
house would be burned over our heads. It
was there that I was born, and there that [
lived to the age of twelve years. Most of the
Roman Catholic young men of the place be-
longed to ‘Ribbon’ lodges, and my elder
brothers had grown up among them the best
of friends. None were more ready (o lend a
kindly hand when needed than these same
Roman Catholic neighbors. 1 can remember,
however, when elegtion times camse  round
and the passions of these men were inflame

at political meetings, dark looks and frowns
weére deminant. mors, oo, of vengeance
were at 8uch times rife. Stlll we were aseured
by these very people that no neighbor would
aver molest us; if the doom was pronounced,
it would be Infllcted by strangers from an-
other county, but we would somehow recelve
timely notice. It was wilh a sense of relief
that I learned the decision of our removal to
Oanada. Convoys of neighbors with emigrat-
ing parties were then In vogue, and the ma-
jority of our convoy was Roman Catholic.”

He thendescribea his trip from Quebee to
Three Rivers on the ““John Munn,'” the landing
there and his taking up residence in that
place. Then follows this splendid tribute to
Catholios and to priests:

“In the autumnI went a8 clerk to a store-
keeper namea Maurice Ryan, an Irish Roman
Catholic. Hls wife was a Nova Scotian of the
same persuasion, and for the two years that I
lived with them I never heard & disrespectful
word spoken of a Protestant, A new dry goods
gtore was being opened,-and having recelved a
better offer, I changed places. The proprietor
was one John Keenan, an Irlsh Roman Oatho-
lio, married, & gear or two later on, to adaugh-
ter of Michael O'Meara, a coachmaker, Mon-
treal, also an Irish Roman Catholic. I lved
with Lhese people for twelve years, and never
heard from husband or wife a8 word in dispar-
agement of Protestantism, Eric Dorlon, after-
wards known a8 'L’Enfant Terrible,’ was, dnr-
{ng this time for two yearsmy fellow clerk and
room-mate, and, though a French-Canadian
patriot to the heart’s core, nothing unkind
ever passed his llps as to another’s race of re-
ligion. Roman Cathollo Erlsat.s were frequent
cnstomers at the store; they knew well that I
was & Protegtant, but they always met me with
frankness—indeed, many of them with friend-
ship. Onein parilcular, whose menory is
green, the Qure Desilet, of Cap dela Madelelna,
always greeted me with &8 warm hand-shake,
and often stroked my head, calllng me ‘his
young Mathodist.’ Perfect gentlemen they
were ; never a word of controversy, never any
attempt st proselytism. No jar In life's har-
mony till potitics crept In. Cursed politics,
whose fires are kindled at the- mouth of hell,
It 18 now twenty-three years since I left Three
Rivers, but 1 still reckon among the French-
g?na&ua'ns orthat oity some of my warmest

ends.”»

COLONIZING THE NORTH-
WEST.

Communications and Resolutions En-
couraging Mr. MaoMillan’s
Patriotic Work. .

RaT PorTAGE, 18th May, 1893.

J. P. MacMiLLaX, Esq. :

DEAR Sir,—Your valuable communi-
‘cation is just to hand. The cause you
ate laboring for deserves all encourage-
ment and in the light you present it to
me, it becomes a duty with me to give
you 1l possible assistance. I am not sta-
tioned mpyself on Rainy River. I live
here at Rat Portage—or rather have my
head quarters here—for I live more out
of it. Iam in charge of the Indian Mis-
sions in the surrounding District, inclu-
ding Rainy River and Rainy Lake. I
make frequent trips up Rainy River and
have an idea of the country. My expe-
rience tends to corroborate the printed
reports you refer to in your speech. As
regards the quantity and quality of soil

oinfed out in those reports I believe the
information is relinble. The River front
is about all taken up, and one may say
there is a continuous string of houses
from the mouth of Rainy River to Fort
Francis. Of course quite a few locations
have been taken up on speculztion and
could be easily purchased. Presently
settlers are going back from the River—
eapecially from the Sault Rapids down-
wards. In my estimation the lower end
iz the best part of Rainy River. There
is a large tract of land including Town-
ships of Nellis and Blue and North-West
to Grassy River which has been swept
by fire some years ago and is now very
eany of clearing.

It is the largest tract of arable land in
one expanse on Rainy River and is
claimed to be the best also. Thereisa
little Catholic settlement in the Town-
ship of Dilke, extending into Nellis. They
number at least 20, mostly married men
having families. It is the largeat Catho-
lic settlement on tbe River, and they
have a school in operation. As soon as
a few more settlers are added to the
number they will apply for a resident
prieat. These Catholics are mainly
French Canadians, with about five or six
Irish families. An advantage for new
settlers is that there is a quantity of wild
bay in this district—partly on Pine River
and especially around Grassy River—
towards Lake of the Woods. Fort Fran-
cis is a thriving village of about six hun-
dred souls—where a large trade is carried
on—partly with the Indians and partly
on account of the lumbering trade car-
ried on there. American explorers also
turn up there. There is no lack of labor
in winter time on Rainy River for most
of the timber that now covers the land
has a commercial value., I am going up
Rainy River in June and will bring your
letter with me and try to furnish you
with more ample information. There is
& man named William Hough, residing
at the mouth of Pine River, Township of
Dilke—Pinewood Post Office, who is paid
by the Government for shewing up the

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CATHOLIC MARRIAGE.

IT IS A CONTRACT FOR THE PRES-
ERVATION OF THE CHURCH.

A BSvstem Superlor to All Others It
Comes In Contact With, Xts Charac- -
ter 18 Unalterable—-The Golden
Rule ot the Inevitatble Ap-
ples to Matrimony.

Ever since Jan. 1, 1858, when the di-
vorce courts were established in Eng-
Jand under Lord Palmerston, we more
frequently hemr the question asked,
* Why should the Catholic church be so
_stern in her law regarding divorce!” In
thess days, when the English and the
American secular press is s full of the
subject and when marriage is being sec-
ularized in so msny countries, it may be
well to remind ourselves of what the
great sacrament of matrimony is in the
Christian system.

‘We may rest perfectly assured that if
the Catholic church is founded by the
Redeemer of man there are many and
good reasuns for her stern laws. Not
the least among them is the necersity to
preserve the sacranent of matrimony it-
self and consequently to assist in her
own preservation. At the present day
we have the advantage of 1900 years of
working to throw light on the science of
the sacraments. That light meakes clear
the gladsome tidings of great joy how in
the olden time the Maker of man came
on earth to teach and help his weak and
erring children.

A church which had no marriage legis-
lation would lack what we should expect
from the foresight of & wise man, but a
study of the Catholic sacrament of
matrimony proves that He who institut-
ed it was divine and perfectly understood
the needs of his creatures. At the
right moment, in the fullness of time,
our Saviour came on euarth to set ns the
example of His life, to teach us the way
to the happiness of heaven and to give
us gifts of help to be born again.

But these, His entire ductrines and
sacraments. He destined to be preserved
through the turmoil of all tines, and
for that purpoee intrusted them to an
jostitution which Hefounded to be per-
manpent amid all possible opposition.
As the chureh preserves His doctrines
and sacraments, so the docttines and
sacraments by their nature help to pre-
serve the church. As the sacrameuts
generally are the means by which the
sou! is prepared for and born again in-
to a better life, so the sacrament of
matrimony helps the chnrch hermelf to
be horn again to the next generation.

By the union of a Cathulic husband
and wife rn ark ia prepared wherein the
coming childyen of the church are shel-
tered trom dangers to their faith, insur-
ed Cathalic surronndings and gecured a
reasonable certainty that they will be-
come members of the Redeemer’s house-
hold.

Proteslantism, in its lax guardianship
of the marringe tie, has by that neglect
alone proved iteell not of divine origin,
not imbued and penetrated with a prin-
ciple of self preservation and propaga-
tion and not zealous for the interests of
Chrisl's creed.

Lax goardinuship of the marriage tie
leads to disintegration and breaking ., up,
and that fact alone quite justifies the
stern law of the Catheolic church regard-
ing warringe and divorce. Wheat, then,
is Catholic marrisge ? It is nnt merely &
contract for the preservation of the
home, the family and human society,
but, it is far more. It I8 & coutract for
the preservation of the Cutholic church.
Out of that contract comes the main
body of the next generation of Catholics
and of the ‘next generation of bishops
and priests.

The Catholic church does not of course
depend absolutely on the sacrament of
matximony for her concrete existence,
because she gaine recruits by her com-
miesion to preach and subseguent ad-
snisaions of her fold. But matrimony ie
oeoe of her own internal means by which
she perpetuatens herself to a people yet to
come, and therefore the rensous for her
legislation are many and of vital impor-
tance.

If the systern is destined to preserve
and sccompany the main body of the
church throughout all time and over all
lends, it must he in every way superior
to dli the nppaosing systems it will necea-
sarily comein eontact with amoung dif-
ferent naviung and from driveys forms of
government and religion. If it were not

superior, it would soon alter in character
and rapidly disappenr before the influ-
ence of the matringe customs and the
strength of the marriage laws it would
meet with all over the face of the earth
and down the centuries of its life.

In the marriage contract there are dif-
ficulties somctimes met with, as there
are difficulties and advantages in every
contract for social and business purpose
which can be undertaken wmong uhe
family of men.

Throughout our lives there are misfor-
tunes, tronbles, accidents and sickness
which will overtake us, whatever our
station and whatever onr occupation.
The golden rule thnt the inevitable
which canuot be cured must be endnred
holds good of matrimony as well as any-
thing else human. These d.fficulties
which sometimes crop up among the
parties to the marringe contract are in-
cluded in the vow to tuke each othnr for
weal or for vaw, but the Cathohie knows
that the sacrrment gives grace and
Btrength to bear in the proper spirit such
trizla should they arise.

In bearing them he knows that he
strengthens his own heroism and is suf-
fering not only for his family and coun-
try, but for the sake and advantage of
that church whose founder and builder
is God.~ Liverpool Catholic Times.

At the general chapter of the congre-
gation of the Passionists at their Mother
House in Rome, which cnmmenced on
May 3rd, the Most Rev. Bornard M. Sil-
vestrelli wus elected Superior General,
He iz in the 62nd vear of his age; was
horn in Rume oOf an old and wealthy
family. Early in life he hbegun his
studies for the Priesthood, and imme-
diately after his ordination he entered
the Novitiate of the Passionists =t
Macerata, where he made his profession
in April of 1857. After having filled
various offices in the Order he was elected
General in the chapter of 1878 ; re-elected
in 1884. His health breaking down, he
resigned in 1890. Having regnined his
strength he was elected for the third
time Supericr General of the whole
Order. The term of office lasts for six
YyeRrs.

Very Rev. J. Thomas Stephanini, who
is well known in this country. was elect-
ed Vice-General ar First Consultor, as it
is called. He was born in Allumiere,
Italy, on September 11, 1835; was pro-
fessed in the Order September 25, 1852,
and was ordained April 3, 1868. Since
his ordination ne has labored in the
United States, giving Missions and Re-
trests in various localities. Three dif-
ferent times he was elected Provinoial of
the Passionists in the United States.—

THE PARNELLITES ISSUE A MANI-
FESTO.

A Critical Moment in Irish Affalrs—Cash
Needed to Carry on the Fight
Against the Enemies
of the Old Land.

The followlng manifesto has been issued by
the Parnellite sectlon of the Irish Parliament-
ary Party. The appeal apeaks for itself. But
we must frankly admit that in presencs of the
recent events that have taken place and the
very critical position that the Home Ruie Bill
has reached, we feel somewhat disheartened. It
does not lock well—at lesst to people on this
gide of the Atlantic—to find addresses coming
from two different sections of & party that has
every reason to be united. Nordoes it seem to
us to come with good gracs from those who
drove a man like Davitt out of Parliameut at
such s moment. The divisions and bickerings
between leading men in the MeCarthyite camp
and tbe open bostility towards the majority on
the part of the Parnellites, all lend a dark com-
plexion to the cause. Now that so many steps
bave been takXen in advance we would like to
gee the Irish members sink all personal differ-
ences in the principle at stake. Otherwise
they have no right to the sympathy or support
that they ask. Woe see in this manifesto any-
thing bul the cause of Ireland. However we
give It as it stands. We believe that the Irish
people of America should send a manifesto
back in whioch they would give the Irish repre-
gsentatives at home to understand that unmtil
they show signs of harmony and sincere union
it is useless for them appesling to their fellow-
countrymen abroad. The Irish in America—
that includes Canada—have done their utmost
in the past and are prepared to do as much
agaln and far more if necessary. Butwe don’t
see what right any set of men has to ask sup-
port for faction, strife, disunion. Their re-
criminations are only sc many daggers plunged
into the cause of Ireland, and until they give
evidence of a strong determination to place
country before personsl interest, petly spite or
ungovernable ambition, it 18 but a loss of time,
a squandering of money, and a cruel wrong to
the Home Rule cause to furnigsh them with
weapons to cut each other down and toslay the
country in their fratricidal warfare.

“To THE 1RISH PEOPLE IN AMERICA—Rely-
ing upon your devotion Lo Ireland and mindful
of the generous part you have taken in build-
ing up and maintaining the struggle for nation-
ality under the leadership of the late Churles
Stewart Parnell, we venture to address you
at this moment of extreme peril to our coua-
try’s cause, and in the face of a danger during
which it would be a betrayal of the trust im
posed on us to refrain from commzunicating
with you in regard to the loyal teeling and
brotherhood among the good men of our race
in Amerlca. Respect of the national charac-
ter has hitherto prevented an attempt on our
part to involve you in the unbappy coutro-
versy and unpteasant strife that the desertion
and betrayal of Mr, Parnell have given rise to.

TWO STATEMENTS DENIED.

Two statements it is our duty tonotice: The
first that we are opposed to the principle of the
Home Rule bill; the second that the Ameri-
can fund was intended for the use of both sec-
tions of the Irish representatives, do not con-
tain a particle oftruth. So far from sharing in
the funds reaped by the American federation
they have been employed in foreing us to ex-
pensive contests and when gsserting the right
of a {ree election we petitioned against the
seating of Mr. Michael Daviti snd Mr, Patrick
Fullam, both became bankrupts in oraer to
deprive us of the costs awarded by the courts,
ur attitude on the bill introduced by the
Liberalsso far as it fell short of national re-
quirements has been one of constant vigilance
to amend its provisions and extend its scope.
Qur opponents have been silent while restric-
tion afier restriction have been granted on the
bill. Our endeavors to secure the name of Pare
liament and to the lower chamber the title of
House of Commong was supported by many
Euoglish Radicals, while the Irieh representa-
tives, claiming to he the depository of national
feeling, defeated them by going over in a body
to the Government and the Tories.

THE CLIMAX HAS COME.

Now the climax has com:e. The Prime Min.
{ster has announced {0 the House of Commons
that he intends to withhold from Ireland for
8fx years after the passage of the bill the power
of imposing, controlling or interfering with
her own tuxes. They &re (o be regulated by
Imperial anthority. Ireland is to be compelied
tp contribute one-third of her whole revenue
towards Imperial charges in addition to a
possible war tax.

The announcement of this proposal caused
the House of Commons to stand aghast. It
was received without a Protesl. by the men
who sacrificed Mr. Parnell for an English al-
lisnce. It was left to us to prolest in the naine
of the [rish people sgalnst a proposal involy-
ing natlopal humiliation and calculated to re-
duce the Irish Legislature 1o impotence and
bankruptey.

These facts make it clear that if that Home
Rule bill be carried it must be rendered worthy
of acceptance by the Irish and that the fight
for natlonality for both Ireland and ber parila-
ment must be malntained with vigor, We
commit to you the solemn duty of donating
your share to the work in which we are en-
fa,ged. We appeal to your in a great crisis that
§ more dangerous than any that heretofore
threatened the national life of Ireland within
our memory.

The resources of people at home and their po-
sition to make a stand for freedom af political
thought and action are severely taxed. The
combined forces against which we are com-
pelled to struggle are ever potent Lo delay the
dawn of freedom.

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THE ACT OF UNION.

THE PENAL CODE AND ITS CON-
'SEQUENCES.

A Bketch of the Abominable Acts of
Parllament That Led up to the
Unlon—Several Emlnent Pro-
testant and English Opinlons
on the Subject,

Last week we told when and by what
means the Act of Union between Eng-
land and Ireland was brought about.
The object we have in view is to come to
tbe state of the Comwmerce, Trade, In-
dustries and Manufactures in Ireland
prior to the free parliament, during the
short spnce of Grattan’s unshackled
power, and since the Union was con-
summated. But in order that the reader
may have a more thorough ides of the
legislative iniquities that.crushed the
Irish nation, we deem it proper to dedi-
cate an article to the story of the Penal
Code and its effects. It will be noticed
that we do not seek our information
from any Irish Catholic sources, we even
quote the notorious Goldwin Smith, who,
at times, has given expression to senti-
ments that he afterwards repudiated in
the days of his anti-Irishism.

THE PENAL CODE,

England ruled Ireland for centuries
with a code of laws, of which Edmund
Burke, in his famous speech at Bristol,
said : “It had a vicious perfection. It
was & machine of wise and elaborate
contrivance, and as well fitted for the
oppression, impoverisbment and degra-
dation of a people, and the debasement
in them of human natureitself as ever
proceeded from the perverted ingenuity
of man.”

“This horrid code,” said Montesquieu,
“wag contrived by devils, written in hu-
man gore, and registered in hell.”

Let us hear Arthur Young, the cele-
brated Scottish Traveller, on the Penal
Cade. His impressions are worth repro-
duction: “As for the Catholic laity,
their disabilities continued all this time
in full force, (viz., from the reign of
“Good Queen Bess,) and while a con-
temptous connivance was shown to their
religious worship, good care was taken
to debar them from all profitable occu-
pation, and Lo seize the poor remnants of
their property. Indeed, the toleration
of their worship was for the better secur-
ing of these latter abjects; it was known
that men who went regularly to Mass
would never take an onth that the King
of England is the head of the chureh, or
that the Mass is & damnable idolatory;
and these oaths formed the very barrier
which fenced in all the rich and {at
things of the land for the Protestants,
and shut the Pupists out.” Again in his
righteous indignatinn, against these
Pensl Laws, he says :—“But it seems to
be the meaning, wish, and intent of the
discovery lawe, that none of them (the
Trish Catholics) ehould ever be rich, [t
is the principle of that system, that
wealthy subjects would be nuisances;
and therefora every means is taken to
reduce, ;and keep them in a state of
poverty. If this is not the intention of
these laws, they sre the most abominable
hedp of self contradictions that ever were
issued in the world. They are framed
in such a manner that no Catholic shall
have the inducement to become rich.....,
Take the laws and their execution into
our view, and this state of the case is so
true, that they actizally do not seem to
be g0 much levelled at the religion, as at
the property that is found init...... The
domineering and aristocracy of five hun-
dred thousand Protestants, feel the
sweels of having two millions of slaves;
they have not the least objection to the
tenets of that religion which keeps them
by the law of the land in subjection;
but property and slavery are too incom-
patible to live together: hence the
apecial care taken that no such thing
should ariee among them.”—Quoted by
Mitchell, from Young’s tour in Ireland,
vol.2, p. 48, In another place Mr,
" Young repeats :—Vide Mitchell’s Hist.

of Ireland: “I have conversed on the

subject with some of the most distin-
uished characters in the Kingdom, and
cannot after all but declare that the
scope, purport, and aim of the laws of
discovery, as executed, are not against
the Catholic re igion, which increases un-
der them, but against the industry and
 property of whoever professes that reli-
gion. In vain has it besn said, that eon-

sequence and power follow property, and !
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that the attack is made in order to wound
the doctrine through its property. If
such was the intention, [ reply, that
seventy years’ experience prove the folly
and futility of it. These laws have crush-
ed all the industry, and wrested moast of
the property from the Catholics; but the
religion triumphs; it is thought to in-
crease.”” Commenting on the foregoing,
Mitchell says :—*“Readers may now un-
derstand the extent of that!vaunted tolera-
tion, and the true intent and purpose ot
it, such as it was—namely plunder. In
fact we mightsay that the sufferings of
the Catholice have been so loudly chant-
ed in the very streets, that it is almost
needless to remind our readers that dur-
ing the reigns of George Iand George II,
the Irish Roman Catholics were disabled
from holding any civil or military office,
from voting at elections, from admission
into corporations, from practising at law
or physic. A younger brother in becom-
ing Protestant, might deprive his elder
brother of his birthright...... A baptised
Catholic was disabled from purchasing
freehold lands, and even from

holding long leases. From educat-
ing his . childlren at home or
sending them abroad to be edncated......

Any person might take his Catholic
neighbor’s horse by paying him five
pounds sterling:”

‘ Green Erin,” says Dr. Newman, in
the Cutholic University Gazette, of June
15th, 1864, “is a land ancient and yet
young; ancient in her Christianity,
young in her hopes of the future. A
nation which recetved grace before the
Saxon set his foot on English soil, and
which has never suffered the sacred
fiame to he extinguished in her heart;
a Church which comprised within its
historic period the birth and the fall of
Canterbury and York; which Augustin
and Paulinus fonnd at their coming, and
which Pole and Fisher left behind them.
I contemplate & people which has had a
long night and will have an inevitable
day. Iam turning my eyes toward a
hundred years to come, and I dimly see
the Ireland I am gazing on become the
road of passage and union between the
two hemispheres, and the centre of the
world,”

“Yes, dear Ireland!” says the illus-
trious Dupanloup, in a sermon preached
in March, 1861—*“nobly Catholic land;
land of the Saints of old ; fruitful in vir-
tues and sufferings ; fatherland of faith
and honor, and courage; glad am I
to tell you, the entire world regards
you with reverence and love ; pities your
misfortunes, admires your endurance!
Every generous heart is with you! ...
Hope! since I anticipate a better future
for Ireland, and seem even now to see
signs in the distant horizon, the harbing-
ers of happier times, and heralds of de-
liverance. For, tirst, is not this candour
of free writers, and of the first states-
men of Engiand, one hopeful sign, one
step in the return to xight? WhenIhear
voices raised to plead Ireland’s cause
even from the ranks of her oppressors;
when 1 see her masters begin to be
ashamed of their long injustice towards
her, letting fall from their hands, link
by link, the chains wherewith they
have so0 long laden ber; I say to my-
gelf : Justice is8 at length appearing :
she will come ; she will come soon, and
without reserve. The sense of right
that belongs to human nature calls ont
for her; that sense which men may
gometimes think (as the Roman histor-
ian said) they have smothered—con—
scientism gemeris humani arbitrabaniur
s posse extinguere; but which reappears

one day, in spite of all, and re-awakens,
all-powerful and unconquerable.”

- The following extracts are from a lec-
ture by Rev. M. Harvey, of the Free
Church, St. John’s, Newfoundland :—

“The unhappy relations existing at
this day between the land-owner and the
land-occupier in some districts of Ireland,
show that no great improvement has yet
been eflected on the old-sept system, in
regard to security and permanency of
tenure, 8o [ar as the cultivater of the soil
is concerned. As long as suicidal rapa-
city on the side of the proprietor grasped,
in the form of rent, the whole produce
of the soil except the most wretched pit-
tance, barely sufficient to sustain the life
of the occupier of the land, leaving to
him to execute all improvements, but
denying him for the most part any secu-
rity of oceupancy, we cannot wonder at
the people seeking retribution.”

He then quotes Prof. Goldwin Smith,
as follows :—

“Have the beneficial effects of separate
ownership of land been long experienced
by tbe Irish pessantry ? Has property in
land, according to the Engligh system,
presented itself to him in the course of
his history in the form of security, inde-
pendence, domestic happiness, dignity.
and hope ? Has it not rather presented
itself to him in the form of insecurity,
degradation, and despair ? It would not be
too much to say, that even modern Irish
agrarianism is rather the offspring of
rudeness prolonged by unhappy cirecum-
stances &nd bad government, than of
anything deserving of unquaslified indig-
nation.”

Rev. M. Harvey thus continues, after
describing the earlier periods of history
from the Norman :—

“After the battle of the Boyne was the
time when magnanimity and wisdom
might have dictated a merciful and con-
cihatory policy ; and the ( violated)
treaty of Limerick might have marked
the close of Ireland’s misery and the
commencement of her prosperity. But
when all the vile passions of faction, fear,
hatred, revenge, blind rage, were domin-
ant, how could generosity or even justice
beexpected? . . . . . . . . . .

This era of woe was ushered in by the
engctment of the Penal Laws—the
shame and disgrace of Protestartism,
for, in persecuting, Protestants violate
their own fundamental principles. For
eighty years Celtic Ireland groaned
under this atrocious code.”

“Its memory,” says Goldwin Smith,
“will still remain a reproach to human
nature, and & terrible monuament of the
vileness into which nations may be led
when their religion has been turned into
hatred, and they have been taught that
the indulgence of the most malignant
passions of man is an acceptable offering
to God. For it was a code of degradalion
and proscriptiun—not only religious ana
political, but social.”

“We may judge of the whole of these
laws from one ot two samples,” gays the
Rev. Mr. Harvey, in the same lecture.

“ By their enactments, Roman Catho-
lics were prohibited from educating their
children, at home or abroad; and were
heavily fined and punished for keeping
them ignorant.

Is it any wonder the
Englishman of to-day is ashamed for the
pagt misrmle of Ireland—the finger of
scorn is pointed at him from every
pation on earth—even Russia points the
finger of scorn, and tells him to turn to
Ireland!

Hearken to these wourds of the same
learned divine:

“It is with very bad grace and profound
dissimulation that England heaps ou the
Irish people, the opprobrious titles of
lazy, slothful, careless and drunken,

“The working of this penal code was
disastrouns to the interests of the l're-
testanit religion, which it professed to
support. It was disasirous to the in-
terests of England, which it promised to
maintain; for it drove the best of the
Irish nation into exile on the Continent,
where they joined Eagland’s enemies,
and, as st Foutenoy, turned their swords
against Britain with terrible . effect.
‘Cursed be the laws that deprived me of
such subjects,” exclaimed George the
first when the Battle of Fou-
tenoy wus fougat and won by the
Irish exiles Too late George did you
It made Ireland
the source of England’s weakness. Mean-
time, Irigh poverty overflowed into the
cities of England, swamping her labor-
market, reducing the wages of her
laborers, and pulling down her people to
Irish hunger and Irish despair. Thus
does retribution follow national as well
a8 individual wrong-doing. The whole
gocinl frumework of Ireland became dis-
organized. The gentry and landed pro-
prietora themselves were involved in the
general disaster. Their estates, encum-
bered by a starving, rack-rented, broken-
hearted tenantry, were impoverished.
Morigage was added to mortgage; ah-
senteeism, Continental gambling, debt,
ruin, drunkness, followed, and at length
the Encumbered Estates Court took
them in hand, and made an end of Irish
squireocrasy. No one mourns their de-
parture. As landlords they wers greedy
and merciless; as masters, brutal, de-
bauched, cruel, and tyrannical. They
and their middlemen ground the un-
happy tenantry to the dust, and drove
them, maddened and brutalized, into
Whiteboyism and agrarian outrage.”

We are now upon the threshold of the
most important question of all, the
smothering of Irish industries. If our
readers will bear with us we hope to fur-
nish them next week with material not
only interesting, but deeply instrctive
upon this important question. Mean-
while we thunk *Qbserver” for having
asked for replies that necessitated re
gearch and caused us to hunt up a littie
the story of Ireland’s past union with
England. These are all so many argu-
ments in favor of Home Rule to-day.—

WHILE expressing, as we do in our
editorial column, our gympathy with our
French-Canadian fellow citizens on the
occasion of their national festival, we
feel bound to most emphatically record
our disahproval of one feature in Sun-
day’s celebration. “Liquor flowing in
the morning and blood in the evening”
were the terms in which an observer and
 stranger to our city described the fes-
tivities. Needless to say that the opening
of the saloons and grogshops all day
Sunday, has met with the decided dis-
approval of every honest citizen in Mon-
treal. While commemorating the 250th
anniversary of de Maisonneuves’s ar-
rival at the foot of Mount Royal it would
have been more edifying to have allow-
ed the day reserved for religicus cere-
monies to be beld sacred. Even if the
festive-inclined felt it mnecessary to
have some stimulants to raise their
spirits, had they not Saturday, Monday
and Tuesday, to disgrace the city, their
cause, their nationality and their reli-
‘wion, without openly setting Iaw
and order at defiance and turning
a day of prayer into one of drunken-
ness? With a few honorable exceptions
every restaurant was open and its busi-
ness in full biast. It wns a glorious
sight to watch the guardiaps of the city’s
morality dodging out of the ranks and
into saloons, in the morning, and then
arresting in theevening their reeling and
boisterous compatrints. Shades of de
Maisonneuve, Curtier, and venerable
Mother Bourgoise, could you have but
gazed upon that scene, would not your
noble sentiments and great aspirations
for the country’s future have sunk low!
To see the standard of unbridled license
flannted beside the flag of a nationality,
and the colors of moral degredation keep-
ing pace with the banners of religion!
Whomsaever 18 to blame for this de-
eerves the censure of the city and
the honest and patriotic men who sought
to celebrate a great festival in a becom-
ing manner.  Truly the 250th anniver-
sary of de Maisonneuve’s landing will be
remembered fcr many a long day in
Montresl, and remembered with feelings
other than those of plersure and pride.
There is one coneolation, however, and
it is that Sunday’s celebration did not
take place during the Christian Endeavor
Convention week. We must say that
«ur French-Canadian iriends are as loud
in their condemnation of this affair as
are the people of other nationalities.

Madder the crowd grew,and as the
negro was safe In jall threata against Cashler
Ohildress were freely made, He was out on
bond, however, and not 1o be seen. At eleven
o'clock to-night the crowd abont the jail s in-
ereasing and lrouble I8 feared.”

It appears to us that the courts of Ten-
nessee should be able to punish crimin-
als and to meet out justice to every
citizen. But the fact of irresponsible
people taking upon themselves to play
judge, jury and executioner, all in one,
is a disgrace ta the State, to the Repub-
lic and to civilization at large. We won-
der that these murderers—for that is
exactly what they are—do not perceive,
in cooler moments the enormity of their
crimes. Just imagine that in one case
an innocent man became the victim of
these hardened scoundrels, and in another
case the enraged demons fail in breaking
into & jail and securing a negro, so they
turn on the cashier of & bank and want
to Iynch him. Let us suppose that the
person whose crime has horrified the
community, were guilty of the most ter-
rible acts that man could possibly perpe-
trate ; even then are not the incarnate
devils, with their ropes and axes, stilj
more criminal, still more dangerous to
soclety ?

Coneequently, the writer who records
what is not in perfect harmony with
truth is not an historian. The English
Churchman, in order to uphold the
action of Henry VIIIL, in suppressing
the monasteries and- persecutiug the
monks, quotes the preamble of the Act
under which the monasteries were die-

solved. Froude, when apxious to sup-
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port this theory of the purity of Henry
VIII.'’s motives, quotes the preamble of
the act by which be intended to divorce
himself from his wife. This style of
proving statements that are claimed to
be exact is as foolish as to quote the
counts in an indictment against a
prisoner, and to ask the court to take
them as conclusive evidence of his guilt.
The one who thus juggles with history
seeks to deceive the public, to insult the
intelligence of his readers, and to per-
petrate a fraud upon many a generation.
He reverses Cicero’s definition, and his
work becomes “sa false witness of the
past, & cloud of error, & slave of pre-
judice, the death of memory and the
perverler of oracles.” Too many of our
anti-Catholic historians are of this stamp.

ADVICE TO CATHOLIC
EDITORS.

Though the divinely ordaived means
of bringing truth to the minds of men is
the ministry of oral teaching, yet the
press is another way, vouchsafed in these
Iatter centurics by I'rovidence, not less
universal and acarcely less potent. It
has perhape this advantage over the pul-
pit, that the journalist addresses a wider
audience than the priest, and through
the printed word reaches thousands who
geldom or never come within sound of
the spoken word. Moreover the press
speaks a language always accommodated
to the mind of the day ; snuhject matter
and place donot impose o it the re-
straints that hedge in the pulpit; yet
the preacher, too, with all respect for the
divine truth he handles, may speak to
the living century so as to be understood.

Alongside the Catholic press in this
land, and overshadowing it in extent and
power, is a vast body of secular journal-
ism—political, scientific, litevary. I am
glad to say from my short experience
that the leading American newspapers
show a disposition to be fair to the
Church, and I have noticed with extreme
pleasure their respect and enthusiasm for
Our Holy Father Leo XIII. However,
in matters of Catholic teaching, practice,
and policy they may happen at times to
misunderstand and unwittingly misre-
present us.

Now, o chief duty of Catholic journal-
ismis to put Catholic matters in their
true light, correct misunderstanlings in
al] gentleness and courtesy, and i, peal-
ing to the American senge oOf fuirnesg, do
away with involuntary misrep:e<enta-
tions, for it is lack of knowing us a8 we
are rather than ill-will thut causes op.
position and attack. Here is fur the
minister of the Gospel a field of work
full of usefulness and glory, so that
through the press no less than through
the pulpit be can fulfil the Lord’s com:
mand to teach all nations.

But, in order to attain these desirable
ends, certain conditions are uecessary.
They have been must clearly and forcibly
indicated by Qur Holy Father Leo XIII
on various occasions during his glorious
Pontificate,and notably in his “Discourse
to Catholic Editors,”” February 22, 1879 ;
his *“Letter to the Bishops of
the Province of Milan,” January 25,
1882; his *“Letter to the Nunicio in
Paris,” November 4, 1884, and the “En-
cyclical Immortale Dei,” November, 1,
1885. They may be resumed thus: A
grave and temperate style that will not
uifend by bitterness and personal ani-
mosity ; the common good above private
euds und trinmpbs. Respect for the
episcopate, its decisions and authorita-
tive actions; and, above all, complete
barmony with the pronouncements of
the Holy See. I cannot reftuin from
quoting the Sovereign Poniiff’s words in
the closing paragraph of the encyclical
“Immortale Dei:” “If formerly there
have been dissensioans, let & willing for-
getfulness bury them ; if rash and in.
jurious acts have been done, to whom-
goever the fault,let mutual charity make
compensation ; and let the common
obedience of all to the Holy See redeem
the past.” .

It is announced that the Holy Father
will issue an Allocution at the Consis-
tory, thanking the Almighty for having
permitted him to celebrate his Episcopal
Jubilee, and expressing his acknowledge-
ments to the Suvereigns, the clergy, and
t.l_:tg faithful for their homage and their
gifts.

During the last four months forty
thousand Catholics, headed by their Bis-
hops, havelaid their testimony of obed-
ience and affection at the feet of the
Pontiff. The Patriarchs, Archbishops,
and Bishops who took part in these edi-
fying proceedings are estimated atl two
hundred.

Cardinal Moran, Archbisho)p of Sydney,
arrived in Rome recently, accompanied
by his secretary, Canon O'Huara.

Messrs. Guil. Moncel and Arthur Roy
were appointed scrutineers, and Mr.
Desjardins, seconded by Mr. Laviolette,
moved the adoption of the report.

Mr. Lucien Huot moved an amend-
ment that the number of directors should
be increased from five to seven. The
number had at the beginning been nine.
It had been reduced because af one time
the bank found difficulty in getting
qualified parties toact as directors. But
a more prosperous condition of affairs
had now come about, and those who had
recently acquired stock should be recog-
nized.

Mr. Desjarding opposed the motion.
It was well to let well enough alone.

Then Mr. H. Beaugrand offered a aub-
amendment. He moved to increase the
salary of the cashier to $4,000, and to re-
quest him to resign from the board of
directors. Having the highest esteem
for Mr. de Martigny, he was willing to
rccognize the great obligations which
the Bank owed to him, but still he did
not think it good policy that an official
of the Bank should at the same time be
a director.

Mr. Thos. Gaulhier seconded this
motion, but Mr. de Martigny refused to
accept it. Hesaid that he would con-
sider its adoption equivalent to a vote of
want of confidence.

Mr. Berugrand thereupon eaid that he
would withdraw his motion.

The vote being taken on the motion of
Mr, Huot, it was defeated by & large ma-
jority.

The following Board was then elected :
Messra. Alph. Degjardins, A. S. Hamelin,
D. Laviolette, A. I.. de Martigny, Joel
Leduc. All the above are former direct-
ors, with the exception of Mr. Joel
Ledue, who replaces Mr. Huot.

Owing to the absence of Mr. Ledue,
tbe new Board did not meet to elect
officers.

The usual vote of thanks was unani-
mously carried.

The annual general meeting of the
shureholders of the Merchants Bank of
Cunsida was held in Board room of that
institntion on Wednesday, 21st June, at
noon, when there were present Messrs.

After
the secretary had read the advertisement
convening the me=ting, the president
gubmitted the following report of the
directors:

THE REFORT.

The directors of the Merchants Buank
of Canada, in presenting to the stuck-
holders another annual statement, beg to
say that the business of the bank during
the year just closed has been well main-
t ined.

The amount of deposits and circulation,
