The combat lasrcd for almost an heur.

Soihcmcircs aîzackcd frcshmen eoming
from a lecture reem. The Soplis were
arnîed witi some 15 tozen boxes of polish,
which thcv icgan to use with good cffect.
S'oiu thure was a struggling mass tf about
two huntîrecl sîzîcenîs, altif wlieînqtîiekly
began to appear like black men. Thli
attacking men intended te confine hos-
tilities te ticesîudents thenîselves, and net
interfere xxithî University preperty, but
the fresimen seized a fire hose from the i
building, and liegan pouricg water on
their antagenists. Tie hose was soon
taken away from them and cet used any
more.

Tic combatants wcrc watcliec by an
inîerested grotîp of spectators. Constable
Christie was presenîz and succeccded in
quieting cnc side or tic other f rom time
te time, but tic taunts of tic other party
cuused hostiities te lbe resumed.

From the way the men engaged in tic
inelee, tliey liat an aicîndance of surplus
ecergy te work off. Cloîzies suffcred
greatly. However, it is net believed thut
any damage was donc te University pro-
pcrty.
