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U.S. Armored Cruiser Sunk Not Far
From the Entrance of New York Har-
bor, and Other Vessels Are Reported

Attacked by German Submarines.

New York, July 19.—German sub-
marines appear to have renewed opera-
tions off the American coast. The
/United States armored cruiser San
Diego was sunk not far from the en-
trance of New York harbor today. Cir-
cumstantial reports reaching here in-
dicate that she was torpedoed.

There were also Treports tonight,
tho not confirmed, that other ships
had been attacked, one being described
as a coastwise passenger ship.

Whether there had béen a toll of
livex taken on the San Diego was not
known up to the late evening hours,
Not more than 835 had been accounted
Tor out of a crew of 1,144 men aboard
the warship, of which some 300 reach-
ed New York on a tank steamship at
10 o'clock tonight. Thirty-two, a lieu-
tenanf, an ensign and thirty sallors,
were landed in lifeboats this afternoon
on the Long lsland shore. Survivors
‘were reported to have been picked up
by other ships, however, and to be on
their way to New York.

The San Diego was sunk at 11.30
a.m., about ten miles southeast of Fire
is off the Long
lsland shore, about 60 miles east of
ilie entrance to New York harbor, and
on the marine highway of trans-
Atlantie ships bound.in and out of the

o Was Doubtless Torpedoed.

Altho the navy department an-
nounced tha: the cause of the. loss
of the San Diego had not been de-
termined, information received from
reliable sources in the afterpoon in-
dicated that submarines had been op-
erating off 4he coast and that she
had been torpedoed. There were ru-
mors “hat the cruiser had been in
collision, also  that she had struck
a ine; but reports current where
survivors landed on the Long Island
shore bore out the indications that
a German submarine had been re-
sponsible. Inhabitants of Bay Shore
and Babylon said that ‘hey heard
gunfire and explosions at sea shortly
before noon. 3

The 820 officers and sailors came
ashore in three boats between 3 and
7 p.m, at Point O"Woods, which is on
a remote sandpit. They were held
at a coast guard station where in-
quirers were barred.

The firing continued during “he af-
ternoon and into the evening, the
villagers reported. The Treason for it
could only be conjectured. Fleets o’
submarine chasers, it is known, put
om from New York and other coast
ports immediately upon rthe receipt
of the news of the disaster and de-
siroyers were also rushed to - the
scene., i

Seven merchant steamers were re-

ported to have responded to S.0.8,
calls of the San Diego, and shore
wireless etations, and are said ‘o have
stood by to. pick up survivors,

Crews of the Fire Island and Oak
Island coast guard stations, left for
the scene of the disaster and had not
returned at a Jate hour tonight.

Aviator Saw the Disaster.

Details of the S8an Diego’s destruc-
tion remained wiaolly veiled tonight
except. for a story told by an uniden-
tified naval aviator on patrol who ap-
parently witnessed the disaster from
the air. The story as obtained by
villagers, was that while flying along
the Long Island shore he s the
San Diego suddenly list and later saw
hundreds of men struggling in the
water.  He immediately sped for the
point O’Woods, where he landed and
got into communication with a wire-
less station, which he ordered to send
out 8.0.8. calls,

Soon after the 8.0.8. call had been
sent out, seven or more vessels raced
‘to the scene, and, circling around the
San Diego, began a systematic search
for survivors. Hundreds of these, it
was sald, were taken aboard the res-
cue ships, which included several
tankers and one naval vessel. ’

Late ‘oday it was reéported in ma-
rine circles here that wireless calls
for assistance had been picked up
from an American coastwise steam-
er plying retween _Boston and a
southern port. The steamer usually
carries passengers.

That another visit from wubma-
rines  off this coast had been expec:-
ed by navy officials hecame known
today when it was learned that dur-
ing the past few days masters of
coastwise vessels had received orders
to take a course that would keep
them as close to shore as sa’ely
would permit,

Many of Engine Rosm. Crew Killed.

Point o' Woods, N.Y. July 19.—
Survivors of the United States cruiser
San Diego, sunk ten miles off.Fife Is-
land shortly before noon today, de-
c'ared tonight that many members of
the engine room crew must have been
killed ‘by \the explosion which wreck-
ed the warship.  They were uncertain
whéther the vessel was sunk bv a
trrpedo from a submarine or by a
mine. The cruiser remained afloat
26 minutes after she was struck. The
torpedo or mine struck -the ship just
aft amidships, blowing up the boilers,
Cne of the sailors daclared the guns
of the cruiser were fired at what &p-
reared to be a periscope.

Heavy explosions heard here late
tcday are believed to indicate that
some of the patrol boats which dash-
ed to the aid of the cruiser had met
a German submarine and were giving
kattle. The explosions continued until
after 8 o’clock tonight.

Australian troops advanced to a
short distance south of Meteren and
took 80 prisoners and 10 machine guns,
the report adds.

The text of the statement reads:

“By a successful minor operation
carried out by us this morning in the
Bailleul sector, Scottish troops captur-
ed the Village of Meteren, gaining
all their objectives and taking over
300 prisoners with a number of ma-
chine guns.

“Under cover of this operation, Aus-
tralian troops pushed their line for-
ward ‘a short distance south of Met-
eren, and captured oper 80 prisoners
and ten machine guns.

“We also secured a few prisoners
during the day in raids and patrol
encounters in the Nieppe forest ‘sec-
wr."

Valuable Ground Taken.

With the British Army in France,
July 19.—The German high command
will not be pleased with the news that
the British captured a valuable piece
of ground—Meteren—this morning, It
Is but a trifle compared with the big

(6) The types of houses to be
constructed with the proceeds of
the  aforesaid loan shall (a) not
exceed in cost for each house
$2500. (b) The houses ¢to be of-
fered to workingmen and women
on easy terms of payment. (¢)

rented, the monthly rental shail
not exceed $26. (d) The building
scheme of each municipality, in-
cluding the plotting of the build~
ings on the land, the plans of ¢the
houses, the form o: comstruction,
“he location of the land to be de-
veloped, shall be approved by the

overnment of Ontario.

(6) The period of the loans
above mentioned shall be for a

At the civig reception to the visit-
ing police chiefs yestorday the feat
ure speaker was Inspector Cunning-
ham of the New York police force, He
described the workings of the Ger-
man spy system in the United States
before the Americans entered the war,
He told of a German agent working In
the foreign department of the Nation-
al Bank who had stolen copies of all
the cables from the allfed govern-
ments concerning the ~ purchases of
munitions and other supplies in the
United States and supplied statements
of these to an agent of the German
Government, Dynamite was contin-
ually being distributed by the same of-
ficial for the purpose of blowing up
factores and bridges in the TUnited
States and Canada. “That went on
for three years while the States were
neutral,” he said. “That is the Ger-
man idea of neutrality.” In replying
to Mayor Church, who introduced him,
Inspector Cunningham sald: ‘This
convention considered chiefly how best
the police force of the two countries
could help the boys whe are fighting
our battles overseas and prevent the
foreigners here from stabbing th in
the back.”

In extending a hearty welcome

The majority judgment written by
Mr. Justice Anglin is as follows:

The applicant ‘moved before me in
chambers for a writ of habeas corpus
ad subjiciendum under 8.62 of the Su- |
preme Court Act. He is in military
custody awaiting sentence of a court
martial for disobedience as a soldier to
lawful orders of a superior officer. Such
disobedience is declared to be an of-
fence punishable’ by imprisonment for
any term up to life by the Army Act
(44 and 45 Vic., Imp., c. 58, s. 9; Manual
of Military Law, 1914, pp. 370, 387),

No Serious Difficulty.

Nor does the use of the term
“orders and regulations” preseat any
seripus difficulty. No doubt “regula-
tions” is a term usually employed to
describe provisions of an ancillary or
subordinate nature which the exe-
outive, or a minister, or some sub-
ordinate body is empowered to make
to facilitate the carrying out of
a statute. But, lkoupled with
the word ‘“orders’” (which, a8
used here, seems to me clearly to
mean orders in council) and employ-
 ed to connote provisions to be made
“for the security, defense, peace, order
and welfare of Candda,” it has neces-
sarily and obviously a more compre-
hensive signification. It was used, no
doubt, because the governor in coun-
cil usually acts by mkuﬁg orders or
regulations. “Ordinances” might have
been a more apt expression, but the
context leaves no room for doubt that
it was intended to confer power o pass
legislative enactment such as should
be deemed necessary or advisable by
reason of ‘“real or apprehended war,
invasion, or insurrection” which is
declared by a definitive, clause of the
military act to establish an emer-
gency.

Extreme Exercise of POwer.

No doubt the amendment of a sta-
tute or the taking away of pxivileges
enjoyed or acquired under the &uthor-
ity of a statute by order in council is
an extreme exercise of the power of
the governor in council to make ord-
ers and regulations of a legislative
character but the very statute, the
operation of which is affected by the
order now in question, contains a pro-
vision not found, we are told, in the
original draft and apparently isert-
ed for the purpose of expressing the
acquiescenice of parliament in such a
use being made of the powers which
it had conferred on the governor in
council by the War Measures Act.
By #8 5, of s 13, of the Military Ser-
vice Act, it is provided that nothing
in this act contained “shail be held
to limit or affect the powers of the

The very presence of this sub-
section in the M. 8. A, 1917, imported
that under the power conferred on
the governor-in-council by the War
Measures Act, orders and regulations
might be made with the validity of
which, but for it, some provisions of
the M. S. A. might be deemed to in-
terfere.

The Danger of Abuse.

It has also been urged that such wide
powers are open to abuse. This argu-
ment has often been presented and as
often rejected by the courts as afford-
ing no sufficient reason for holding
that powers, however wide, if con-
ferred in language admitting of no
doubt as to the purpose and intent of
the legislature, should be restricted.
In this connection reference may be
made with advantage to the observa-
tions of their lordships in delivering
the ju nt of the house of lords in
the King v. Halliday, 1917, A.C. 260.
As Lord Dunedin there said: “The
danger of abuse is theoretically pre-
sent; practically, as things exist, it is,
in my opinion, absent.”

As Lord Atkinson observed: “How-
ever precious the personal liberty of
the subject may be there is something
for which it may well be, to some ex-
tent, sacrificed by legal  enactment,
namely national success in the war,
or escape from national plunder or en-
slavemenf. It is 'not contended in this
case that the personal liberty of the
subject can be invaded arbitrarily at
the mere whim of the executive. What
is contended is that the executive has
been empowered during the war, for
paramount objects of state, to invade
by legislative enactment that liberty in
certain states of fact.” :

(c) It may be open to doubt whe-
ther parliament had in mind when
enacting the War Measures Act that
legislative enactments, such as those
now under ‘consideration, should be
passed by the governor in council act-
ing under it while parliament {tself
should be actually in" session. We
can only determine the intention of
parliament, however, by the language
in which it has been expressed.

The terms of s. 6, of the War Mea-
sures Act are certainly wide enough
to cover orders-in-council made while
parliament is in session, as well as
when it stands prorogued. The fact
that in the present instance a resolu-
tion was adopted by both houses of
parliament approving of the orders-
in-council, while it does not add any-
thing to their legal force as enact-
ments, makes it abundantly clear that
no attempt was made in this in-
stance to take advantage of the pow-
ers conferred by s. 6 of the War Mea-
sures Act to pass legislation without
the concurrence and approval of par-
liament.

For the foregoing reasons, I am of
the opinioni that the motion for
habeas corpus must be refused. But

Whether the good retting qualities
of the River T.ys are due to the com-
pozition of the soil it washes over,
or to the chemical substances con-
tained in ity stream, or even to it hav-
ing been used for centuries for the
retting of flax and thus having be-
come a regular solution of a number
of substances contained in flax itself,

has never hbeen decided, The fact
remains that the very fine grades of
Courtrai grown flax ean only be wsafely
“rotted” in the River Lys,

After romaining in the water for a
certain period, the time for retting
being fixed by the yuality of the flax,
it iw taken from the river or pitw and
stucked on the flelds to dry.

When perfectly dry, the flax is
taken: to the zcutch mill.  The first
actual process in the manufac(pfe 18
the breaking of the. straw by gassing
the flax thru groved {iron rollers,
When properiy broken the flax i
ready for the actuaml “scutching” or
#lashing, to wseparate the straw from
the fibre inside,

In some of the smaller scutch mills
in ‘Belgium, the wpashing was wtill
done in a primitive manner, The flax
war pluced in a wedge shaped opening
cut in a brond board and the part
hanging on the outside was wlashed
with 4 sharp paddie shaped wooden
instrument which gradually beat off
the outside wiraw. In the better mills
the work Is done by machinery, the
prineiple being the same avy in the
actual hand scutehing,

When the flax has been scitched, the
fibre which still contains s certain
quantity of straw in very minute par-
ticiow, is “meraped” with a blunt iron
knife and then given a first rough
combing, It is then handed over to
the “hecklers” who pawss it thru a
weries of graduated combs or “heckles”
to relieve it entirely of every particle
of broken wtraw and straigthen out
Lhe strands of fibre until they look ke
# mans of fine blond human halr,

The next process consists in “dross-
ing”’ the flux by careful manipulation,
rubbing it with the hand covered with
@ kind of leather glove, to smooth it
out and thoroly clean 1 of all impur-
ftiew,

The flax is next 1ied up in tight bun-
dles weighing each about 256 pounds
und packed in large jute or heavy
twine bags or hales, which, when filled,
weigh about 206 pounds, and the pro-
duct is then ready to be sold to the
flax buyers representing the various
) spinning mills and sent across the seas
to the Irish factories,

As can be seen by the foregoing,
flax goes thru a number of interesting
processes before it is ready to be turn-
ed into yarn, thread or linen, A great
deal of that work could be done by
returned soldiers; even by men who
have lost the use of an arm or leg, or
even for that matter men who have
jomt both legs., Combing, heckling,
dressing, cleaning could all be perform- |
ed by men who were deprived of one
arm, as the flax is held in one hand
only when being passed over the.hec-
| kKles or combs and is often tightly
| gripped between the knees when being
| cleaned or dressed. The same opera~
{tions, and in addition, the tying in
| bundies, could be performed by sol-
| diers who had lost both legs, {

All the other procespes of manufac-
ture of flax are of course open to re-
turned soldiers who Have not been ser-
fously disabled.

DRY YOUR VEGETABLES,

Try drying your vegetables this
year. It's a. profitable business
any way you look at it. The ad-
vantages over canning are the
economy 4n. space, the lower cost
of jars and diminished risk of
injury from frost or heat, There
is the old-fashioned method of
“sun drying’’ which s Iinexpen-
sive, simple and satisfactory where
there is enough sun. The most
modern and the quickest method
is . that of using ah electric. fan
either with or without artificial
heat. Vegetables dried by this
method are not so likely to dis-
zolor. The third method, known
as ‘“artifical . heat,” consists of
utilizing the heat of the stove or
of the oven. For the majority
of town and farm homes this me-
thod is the most practicable.

Germany has made a fine art
of drying. Indeed, at the present
time, the total capacity of the
potato-drying factories in the
enemy country is 37,000,000 hun-
dred weight. There are about
700 potato drying factories, 250
drying cylinders, 400 open drying
plants, 150 corn-drying plants and
250 vegetable-drying factories.

This is not only sound strategy, but
is sound common sense. The Ger-
mans never intended to stake every-
thing on the Rheims blow, but ex-
pected, military officers say, after
shattering the French there, to fol-
low it up with an immediate offen-
sive against the British in the north.
The effect of the Rheims failure, then,
will probably be to accelerate a blow
somewhere on the front between
Montdidier and the sea. Altho the.
allied line has many vulnerable points
on this long front, and restricted room
for manoeuvring, it is always a dan-
ger; yet it remains 4 fact that the
allies now have used up half the fresh
divisions in the German reserve, and
the blow to come must be proportion-
ately less severe .

BETTER REGULA"HON
FOR WEARING CHEVRONS

London, July 19.—It is understood
that an effort will be made while Ger.

The nationalist
motto was “South Africa first, last,

TOTAL REGISTRATION
OVER FIVE MILLION

Ottawa, July 19.—A total registra-
tion of five million or over was pre-
dicted by Senator Robertson, head of
the Canada Registration Board this
morning. Senator Robertson stated
that he hoped to ve able to announce
the final figures of the registration

shortly, but as-yet returns were not
complete. The returns from 204 out
of the 230 constituencies in Canada,
he said, showed a total of 4,800,000
registrants, and in addition to these
at least 200,000 cards would be re-
ceived from constituencies in the Pro-
vince of Quebec, where registration
was being carried on thru the post-
offices,

“The total registration will expeed
our estimate,” said Senator Robert-
son, “ll'ld the results are very satis-
factory.”

In the following notes there are dealt
with the five most prominent straw-
berry diseases in Ontario. It is hoped
that the hints for control given may:
prove helpful to many whose plants
are affected by one or more of these
diseases, ; ¢ 3
Strawberry mildew ars during
June and early July. It is due to a
fungus which grows mainly on the un-
der sides of the leaves, and may
seen there as a white, webby or frost-
ltke coating, usually rather. scanty in’
amount. It causes the leaves to curl
upwards, and a fleld which is badly
affected has a peculiar whitish cast,
due to this curling. Later on the lower
surfaces of these' curled-up .leaves
which are exposed to the sun are likel
to turn purple or «dfe at the

and when the leaves are badly a’-
tacked they may be totally destroyed.
Besides reducing the feeding power of
the leaves, a very serious :5«” of the
mildew is to allow 'the hot sun to pene-
trate thru the leaves so that the fruit

tively cool, shaded position is ex
to dt?y, hot air, which shrivels the fruit
and prevents it from reaching normal
size. The fungus also attacks and rots
the fruit, i
The mildew is rather erratic in its
occurrence. In some years it is almost
‘absent, and other years very prevalent
over large areas. It develops most rap-
idly in warm and moist weather and
will hardly spread at all when the
weather is dry and hot. :

Methods of Control.
The most useful means of. combat-
ing strawberry mildew is in the use of
ordinary sulphur, which should be ap-
plied to the rows when the first symp-
toms of mildew are noted. The sul-
phur may be applied either by using &
dusting apparatus, by shaking thru a
fine sleve, or by putting it in a coarse
cotton bag and pounding the bag as it
is cacrried over the rows. Since it is
the fumes of the sulphur, wmch
are produced in the hot sun,
which are effective against the
disease, it is not necessary
sary to cover every leaf with dust,
as has to be done in spraying. One
feature of this treatment should be
noted: If the sulphur is applied too
close to picking time the fumes are
apt to be rather irritating to the
pickers on a hot day.

Leaf

The Leaf Spot disease is often very
damaging to strawberry plantations
where it is allowed to become preva-
lent. As the name indicates, spots
occur in the leaf which are purple in
color at first or with grey or white
colored centre ?‘tlled a purple border as
the ts get older, ;

uemm ra: of control should begin
when setting out the plants. Select
healthy young plants and remove any
spotted leaves from them. They should
be gprayed with Bordeaux mixture 4-
4-40 shortly after they, are set out,
and the leaves should -be kept covered
with the same mixture by two or more
sprayings as needed thruout the grow-
ing season. In the second year they
should be gprayed before the blogsoms
are out with the same material. After
the fruit is picked another spraying of
Bordeaux mixture should be given, or
else the leaves should all be mowed
after picking, and when dry burned as
they lie. :

Root Rot.

During the last few years a great
many strawberry plants have been lost
and many plantations badly -damaged
by a peculiar “rot” of the roots, which
is. noticed during the spring and sum-
mer months. The plants which are
worst affected die early in spring and
others survive only till blossoming
time or until the fruit is being form-
ed, when they gradually shrivel up
and die. It is suspected that the in-
jury is mainly due to winter, altho
there is some evidence for believing
that soil fungi may also play a part
in aggravating this trouble.

It has been found that when young
transplants are taken from a badly af-
fected fleld early in spring th e
likely to die and result in a poor "
It is, therefore, advisable whem:8et-
ting out a new plantatien to examine
the roots carefully, Thé roots may be
browned on the outside, but if the
small cord-like centre {is still white
and moist they are still uninjured, but
if the central cord-like part is also
browned, then these roots are dead.

It is encouraging to note that sev-
eral cases have been observed where
plantations which were rather seri-
ously affected one year recovered and
did well during the following year.

The only control measure that
seems necessary in this case is the
protection of the plants from winter
conditions. It is probable that the
damage is done by -late spring frosts
after an early start of growth pro-
cesses, rather than by hard or severe
winter conditions. In either case,
however, the remedy is a mulch of
strawy manure or leaves applied in
late fall.

The two most important rots of
strawberry fruits which have been
noted are the Dry Rot and Leak. Both
of these occur in the strawberry re-
gions of Ontario, in some cases to a
considerable extent. The symptomse
and method of control for both are
clearly given in a recent article by
Dr. C. L. Shear, of -the Fruit Discase
Investigations Branch at Washington,
His statement is quoted as follows:

“The importance of the diseases of
strawberry fruits is not generallyj
recognized by growers because they !
rarely see the fruit at the market. |
These discases are, however, of great |
importance, since they inJure the keep- |
ing quality of the fruit and thus re-
duce the returns to grower, shipper
and merchant, and also increase the
cost of the herries to the consumer.
No plant diseases cause more serious
losses than those which decay the ripe
fruit and thus destroy food which has
been produced at great expense and
labor. A careful study of the diseages
of strawberry fruits carried on by Ahe
office of Fruit Disease Investigations
during the past three years has shown
that the two most important diseases
may be very largely reduced by means
which are within the reach of everyl
grower, :

; Suggestlons on Potato Growing

‘Richardson

The potato seems to offer much
room for improvement in yleld.
I propowe to suggest a few ideas as
to the increasing of yield by seed se-
flection,

If you observe any-.given number of
hills of. potatoes being taken up you
will invariably find that e large per-
centage of them are not uniform In
their yleld. Thac is to say, there will
be a large difference - between the
yield of each nill. 1 would like to
suggest one or iwo reasons for this
variation, The frst being due to the
general custom of selecting the seed
from a hulk of potatoes, regardless
of the kind of s hill they came from,
and not choosing any of uniform size,
often choosing the very smallest. ' In
many cases small, potatoes come from
hills that have nad no marketable
potatoes in the hill, and the choice
of small potatoes tor seed should be
avoided on that account amongst oth-
ors, as it is a form of degeneracy. It
has been my experience that if the
potatoes for seed are chosen in this
way from a crop that has shot bheen
uniform in yield, the resulting crop
has not been uniform.

Experiments have been carried out
(0. A, C,, Guelph) that seem to prove
that each part of the potato yilelds
differently. That is to say. the top
or eye pari.has a different yield to
both the middle and stem end, and
the middle part to each of the others.
This being the case, it is only natur-
al to suppose that if a potato is cut
up with each cut piece coming from
a different part of the potato, and

In cutting see that the potato is

Selecting Seed Potatoes.

In buying 7potatoes Zor weed care
should be taken to se2 that the potato
comes from a cooler class of land to
trat in which you intend to plant. I
do not think it wise to. buy potatc
seed that has been grown in very poor
coil, If you buy <eed from the morth
it would not be much of a change if
seed came from a soil similar to that
‘utended to be planted. From experi-
ence I would suggest that the seed be
ctiosen from soil that is cooler than
your own, providing, of course, he
term “wet” could not be applicable to
your own.

Many have had experience of what
damage is done by frost that has come
a week or so before the haulm is fully
g/own. The same applies to the root
system, with the exception that the
root system is only purtly injured bLy
cvitivation, but the nearer the cultiva-
t‘on of the row after the stage men-
tioned has arrived the more damage,
aso the' oftener cultivated after tl.is
stage (to a certain extent) the more
the yleld is decreased up to the stag:
that root growth ceases.

With reference to this, I quote froin
The Gardener's Chronicle, April 27,
1918, taken from an article from the
journal of the departmen tof agricul-
ture, Victoria, Australia. Their object
was to ascertain the rate at which the
plant absorbs food from the sofl, etc.
In order to obtain this knowledge the
authos made complets analysss of sct,
haulm, root and tuber at four stages of
the life history of the potato, roughly
at the end of the firet, second, third
and fourth month of growth. Frum
tnese analyses the point of interest is
that 41 per cent. of the total growth
15 completed in the first month. In
the second month the plant makes 52
cxnt. of its root growth, and at the end
or ‘that period root growth is practi-
cally completed. During these two
periods the haulm makes 22.5 of iis
total growth in the first month and
49.8 per cent. during the second. In
the third month the roots practically
coase to grow, but the haulm makes
27.7 per cent, practically finishing
its growth, From tkis it is easy to sce
what damage could be done by inter-
fering with root or haulm growth at
any\ stage.

The article also points out that any
food \ substances should be availabls
f.om the start, if thes» are to aid root
growth, owing to the Hmited time,

No! rn Grown Seed.

Lately if has been found out that
seed potatoes brought from northern
parts of Ontario and other northern
tlaces give a larger yield, so that the
argument may be raised of what avaii
would it be to spend time and care in
selecting your seed if it is shown that
the yield can be increased by im-
porting certain northern seed. As a
suggestion I would 1like to say that if
good seed was obtained by care and
selection { twould be wise to Zind
a reliable grower in the north; send
Iim some of the selected seed to grow
tar{a r-use the following season. Or he
‘could grow it for two seasons; by
this means a system of exchange could
be made, and the result of care and
selection would not «mly not be lost,
but the vitality woul® be increased. It
shiould not be Adifficult to find a reliable
grower who would be pleased to dn
Pusiness in this way. English and Scotch
growers are particular about the soil
the seed has grown in being cooler
than that in’ which they. intend to
plant it, The more northern the cli-
mate and cooler the soil the slower
the potato would grow, and generally
the slower formation of seed, provid-
[ing it 1s healthy, the better vitality.
‘T would “not éhoose a hot, dry, eandy
bsotl from the north, if my own was
of that nature, as the change would
not be likely to be of much differ-

ence.

,Some diseases are first transmitted
from “he haulm to the tuber. These
diseases can be eradicated by taking
up the potato before the haulm has
died. If this is done the diseaze will
not.be transmitted 40 the turers, as
the disease does no' go into the tuber
until the haulm is ailmost dead. The
tuber, or po‘ato, does not suffer in
any respect to be used as seed If
this is done.

PREVENTING SCAB.

Scabby potatoes arg worth -much
less thar good clean potatoss for
cooking purposes because a consider-
able portion has to bs pared off and

the parings as a general rule contain
the best part of the potato. Potato
growers wshould, therefore, guard
against scab when sowing ftheir sced.
Scabby , se¢d may be ftreated by
soaking for .two hours in a solution
of formalin, one pint of formalin to 40
gallons of waltter in a harrel. I change
the water every day, as it loses
sirengtn after a certain number of
potatoes have been soaked in it.

Potatoes should not be treated witn
formalin _ unless they  are scabby
enough to warrant treatment., The
formalin treatment Wil put back the
growth of potatoes 10 days, because all
the huds that have started will be kill-
e¢d by the same agent that kills the
scab, and growth will have to begin
all ovver again~-Douglas Maynard in
Canadian Horticulturist.

SHIP EGGS PROMPTLY

Keep Nests Clean and Do
Not Seli Muddy

Eggs.

Eaclh yewr .hundreds of dollars are
lust in the process of marketing, Viy
the producers of market eggs. }arm~
ers espucially, the smail poultry grow-
ers and commercial poultrymen to a |
slight extent, do not give the atten-
tion they should to the quality of the
eggs they send to the market. 'The
quality of these eggs as well as the
value could be greatly increased Iy
giving oattention to the few items
nentioned below,

Produce omly infertile eggs. ile-
move the males from the flocka after
the breeding season and keep them by
themselves. Maley dre not negessary

for the production of eggs, and eggs
thus produced Wwill keep a longer
time bofore spolling than will fertile
eggs. There is always the possibility
of gerin development in fertile

there is always the danger of spoiling.
Eggs which have been held bhefore
shipment are always detected in the
process of candling, when shipped to
« commission man, and deduction
made for them. A hold egg is easily
distinguished in candling, becaus? the
cogunu dry out, leaving a large air
cell.

In a fresh egg the air cell is about
the wize of a dime, while in a held
egg the cell varies from the size of &
quarter to that of a half dollar, de-
pending on the length of time it was
held. For this reason eggs should he
shipped or sokl as soon as gathered—
twice or three times a week In warm
weather. Wiienover it is necessary to
hold them a week or so, they should
be held in @ cool amom in which there
is a slight amount of moisture.

On a farm Where the flock has the
1un of the farm, hens will very often
steal thoir nests, laying as many as
ten or twelve eggs before the nest is
dizcovered. A candler of some soct
shonld be rigged up and these ezgs
candled, If any appear old
should ot Le sold, for if mixed with
good cggs they will materially reduce
the price received for those eggs and
will, at the same thme, create a feel-
ing of suspicion for any recoived
{Tmm that particular producer in the

Such eggs probably could be used at
rtome fur cooking. allowing the other
good eggs to bring their full value,-
fuch loswes could be avoided by keep~
ing the flock fenced in and by provide-
ing condortable nests in a dark pore
tion of the hen house. Where it is
not practicable to fence in the flock,
greatsr, care should be exercised In
looking for nests, and eggs shoull be
collected regularly—on many farms a

round-up of eggs s made
about twice a week. They should he
collected at least once a day. /

Don't produce «lirty  egge---they
never bring full price. Keep nests
clean, Nests should be cleaned out
every two or three weeks and clean-
wood shavings put in them,

On miny days, when the ground is
muddy, keep the hens shut in the
house or they will track in the dirt
and step on the eggs in the nest, thus
dintying them, i

‘When a high-class private trade ‘s
catered to, grade up the eggs accord-
ing to shape, #ze and color. Never
mifx a white and brown egyg. for
white eggs as a rule bring more than
brown eggs, and mixed eggs bring less
than either., Don’t sell small of mis-
shapen eggs; eat them at home and
sell the larger and mcre perfect eggs.

Use a good pack. When a high-
class private trade is served, a carion
on which is printed the name, of the
farm in neat letters can bhe used.
When eggs are shipped in cratey 6o
commission men, see that the crates
