- night sittings in defence, of Manitoba, 
had no regrets to express at the Gov­
ernment's action. In fact, Mr. Mc­

per on tlfe sensible move,even if It was 
at the 11th hour. Sir Charles, however, 
reiterated the support of the Govern­
ment to the coercive measure and 
would not admit that the death of the 
bill meant the abandonment by the 
Government of the policy of granting 
remedial legislation to the Manitoba 
minority.'

Much objection was taken by sup­
porters of the Government to the state­
ment of Mr. Ouimet that remedial leg­
islation would be in the forefront of 
the planks of the Conservative party in 
the coming elections. Mr. Davin, 
epeaklng for the Northwest, said he 
would be unable to travel under any 
such banner.

The attack of Major Sam Hughes 
on Mr. Wallace was a sensation of the 
day, second only to the dropping of 
the Remedial Bill.

Hnghes Attack* Wallace.
A remarkable turn was given tothe de­

date after dinner by Sam Hughes. The 
gallant major rose and asked Mr. Wal­
lace if he charged him with writing a 
letter signed "West York Conserva­
tive,” which appeared in The Mail a 
few days ago.

Mr. Wallace replied that Mr. Hughes 
had no right to catechise him.

Winnipeg, Man., April 15.—(Special) 

—In the matter of grain inspection 
fees at Fort William, Winnipeg grain 
shippers do not share the apprehen­
sions entertained by the Toronto grain 
men.

"Experiments like these are not. of 

course, final, but on the whole one Is 
forced to the conclusion that with our 
present methods the,' radiant ethereal 
energy Is powerless âgainet pathogen­
ic organism. At the same time In­
creased knowledge and Improved ap­
paratus may place the cure of disease 
by radiant energy -within the possibi­
lities of the future.”

Sciential, are Sceptical.
The British Medical Journal has also 

published long speculative communica­
tions on the subject. Dr, Willoughby 
Wade, In Its columns, first urged the 
desirability of determining definitely 
whether the new radiant had or bad 
not sterilizing effect upon the tubercle 
bacillus. Dr. Spencer Watson con­
sidered It most important, in view or 
the known effect of ordinary light, to 
ascertain whether there 1» any rela­
tion between X rays and bactericidal 
rays, already assumed to be part and 
parcel of the aim’s light.

Many other British scientists hold 
the view that the X rays are modifi­
cations only of ordinary light, but as 
.far as known, the sole direct experi­
ments were undertaken by Prof. Schus­
ter. who, at a recent meeting of the 
Manchester Medical Society, said the 
results were altogether negative, the 
bacteria thriving as well In Roentgen 
rays as out of them.

Infnrlated Man Dashed a Child’» Head 
Against n Hydrant-His Flight 

and Capture.
A brutal and cowardly assault oc­

curred last night at Church and Lom­
bard. A middle-aged man of power­
ful build picked up a little girl 8 years 
old, and apparently endeavored to 
dash out her brains against a hydrant. 
But for the timely intervention of 
passers-by he would probably have 
murdered the child. As It was, he in­
flicted Injuries that required three 
stitches being put into her forehead. 
James Fairbank, 36 years of age, and 
residing at 614 Queen-street east, Is 
the man who committed the act, and 
he Is now in custody at Police Head­
quarters.

The assault was witnessed by Jerry 
Burke, 103 Duke-street, and R.J. Jamie­
son. 85 1-2 Church-street.

Mr. Burke was seen last night, and 
he gave a graphic description of the 
affair. He says that Fairbank was 
coming up the street. In an intoxicat­
ed condition, when he walked Into the 
midst of a group of playing children, 
and grasping one of them by the arm 
and leg, made an attempt to dash her 
against the hydrant. In his drunken 
condition, he fortunately did not suc­
ceed. Mr. Burke rushed across the 
street towards the man, but before he 
he oould reach him. Falrbhnk had 
swung the child around again aria 
struck her head against the Jagged 
end of the key of the hydrant, Inflict- 
in a cut in the forehead.

Seeing Burke approach, Falrband 
dropped the child and rushed up 
Church-street, closely pursued by 
Burke and others, vowing vengeance. 
He turned west along Richmond-street 
and met Policeman Dempsey and Pa­
trol Sergt. Geddes, who, on hearing 
from Burke what had occurred, took 
Fairbank into custody.

The victim is little Lillie Cohen,who 
lives with her parents at 16 Duchess- 
street. Her father Is Julius Cohen, 
and Is employed with Fraulin Bros. 
The child was rendered partially 
conscious, and with blood streaming 
from the gash in her forehead, she 
was taken home by her 12-year-old 
sister Ethel. Dr. Wallace attended her 
and sewed up the wound, which is 
about an inch long, going right to the 
bone, and is above the right eye,about 
midway between the eyebrow and hair.

THKBVIIS OF OVER-EDUCATION.
The kind of man that this country 

requires more than any other is one 
that is content to live on the farm. 
There is an overplus of men In every 
occupation, except that of agriculture. 
The country is overrun with doctors, 
lawyers, ministers and other profes­
sional gentlemen. The towns are full 
of clerks, bookkeepers and men of simi­
lar occupations, but of practical agri­
culturists the Dominion Is several mil­
lions short. The most Important work 
that lies before us to-day is the filling 
up of our farm lands, not only in Mani­
toba and the Northwest, but In the old­
er Provinces of Ontario and Quebec. 
It seems to be generally admitted that 
we are not educating o-ur young people 
In a way that will hold them on. and 
attract them to the farm. If the pros­
perity of Canada depends upon her 
farmers, we should see to it that this 
section of the community ils .properly 
educated for that business. We should 
not bring up our children with the no­
tion that a haphazard existence In 
the city is preferable to an indepen­
dent life on the farm. In spite of the 
great benefits that are said to result 
from education in all walks of life, 
there is undoubtedly such a thing as 
over-education, and we think there is 
considerable of it in this country. 
Farmers’ sons are being educated with 
a distaste for their fathers’ occupation. 
The same state ofTthings seems to pre­
vail in England ;®at least we should 
Judge so from reading an’ advertisement 
that recently appeared In an English 
paper and was subsequently quoted by 
London Truth.
