Inter-state business. This should be 
accompanied by provision for the com­
pulsory publication of accounts and 
the subjection of books and papers to 
the inspection of the government offi­
cials. No corporation or associatlon- 
of any kind should be permitted to 
engage ln foreign or inter-state com­
merce that Is formed for the purpose 
of or whose operations create, a mon­
opoly or general control of the pro­
duction, sale or distribution of any one 
or more of the prime necessities o( life 
or articles of general use and neces­
sity.

Greater elasticity in the currency

' conditions are urged, and the presi­
dent adds:

“It Is worth Investigating to deter­
mine whether officers and directors of 
national banks should ever be allow­
ed to loan to themselves. Trust com­
panies should be subject to the same 
supervision as banks.’’

Postal Savings Banks.
“I recommend,”- says the president, 

“to the favoraible consideration of the 
congress a postal savings bank sys­
tem, as recommended by the postmast­
er-general. The primary object Is to 
encourage among our people economy 
and thrift and by the use of postal 
savings banks to give them an oppor- . 
■tunity to husband their resources.par­
ticularly those who have not the fa­
cilities at hand for depositing their 
money in savings banks.

“Viewed, however, from the exper­
ience of the past few weeks, it is evi­
dent that the advantages of such an 
institution are still more far reach­
ing. Timid depositors have withdrawn 

"their savings for the time being from 
national banks, -trust companies and 
savings banks; Individuals have hoard­
ed their cash and the workingmen 
their earnings, all of which money 
has been withheld and kept In hiding 
or in the safe deposit box to the detri­
ment of prosperity.

"Thru the agency of the postal *»v«, 
Ings banks such money would be re­
stored to the channels of trade, to the 
mutual benefit of capital and labor.

“I further commend to the congress 
the consideration of the postmaster- 
general's recommendation for an ex­
tension of the parcel post, especially 
on the rural routes.

It is to be regretted, then, that In 
Mr. Paderewski's case our critics flat­
ly described his "Variations and 
Fugue” as wearisome. This Is to 
destroy the pedagogic value of criti­
cism and to propagate a nuisance. For 
wo may suppose that if Mr. Paderewski 
were to visit ps again and announce, 
say, Mendelssohn's "Prélude and 
Fugue In E minor” as the first num­
ber on his program, many would say, 
“There’s some more of that wearisome 
stuff; I’m not going.” How much bet­
ter It would have been for our critics 
to have explained (as I myself did 
explain in The World) that', variations 
or fugues are purely intelectual pro­
ducts, and that the Interest In them 
Is to be derived from watching how 
the composer has built up a structure 
of “tunes” in which the tune accom­
panies itself. A fugue, therefore, must 
always be more Interesting to the 
player than to the hearer. But It can 
bo made interesting to the latter IZ 
the critics would in a simple way 
state that there is always the delight 
of intellectual curiosity and the plea­
sure of recognition to be found in the 
playing of a canonic compositlon.sucn ; -
as a fugue. Now, Paderewski’s Var­
iations gave us perhaps too much of a 
goed thing, but they were far from 
wearisome, and in playing his Fugue 
ho illumined a species of composition 
which, unless we look at It histori­
cally and structurally. Is by nature not

Finally: Much more wearisome than 
any fugue Is the Inhuman criticism 
which talks only to itself, “The won­

ten, "Nuisances of tempo tomato.” In 
short, the musical criticism, which Is 
a private expression of prejudices and i 
tlie glorification of one’s vocabulary of 
musical terms, is antiquated. A demo­
cratic age waits criticism, which re­
veals and interprets to wayfaring men 
all the places where beauty <tnd de­
light may dwell unrecognized by them.

An Ottawa Report.

The census department at Ottawm 
yehterday issued a bulletin on field 
crops and live stock of Ontario. The 
area of cleared and Improved land 
In 1907 Is given at 14,123,742, an increase 
of 900,429 over 1901. The area of land 
In all crops was 9,197,716, an Increase 
of 567,000 acres. The area on orchard 
and vineyard was 326,290, 'an Increase 
of 64.360. Fall wheat in 1907 was 15.- 
540.491, a decrease of about six mil­
lions bushels; spring wheat, 2,473,651, 
a decrease of over 4,000,000. This no 
doubt Is due to the larger and cheaper 
production of these grains ln the north*, 
west.

Oats show a decrease of over four 
millions; barley a gal not over five mil­
lion bushels; buckwheat of one mil­
lion: potatoes, a million and a half; 
corn, one million; peas, a decrease of 
nearly four millions, and turnips a 
decrease of nearly fifteen 
bushels. There Is an increase ln all 
kinds of live stock. In horses the
increase is over 77,000; mlleh cows, 
ovei 133,000; other cattle. 365,000; sheep, 
62.000; hogs, 518,000, and poultry, nearly 
four millions.

Mr. E. H. King as General Manager— 
1863-1889. During that short time the 
business of the Bank of Montreal in­
creased by leaps and bounds. On his 
retiring, the old saying became rife: 
“What can the man do that cometn 
after the King?” But the men who 
came after Mr. King worthily Upheld 
tho traditions of the past. Mr. R. B. 
Angus, 1869-1879; Mr. C. F. Smithers, 
1879-1881; Mr. W. J. Buchanan, 1881- 
1890, and Mr. E. 8. Clouet on, our able 
and accomplished general manager to- 
day, since 1890.

The President of the Bank in 1817 
was the Hon. Peter McGill, who was 
twice Mayor of Montreal. I have good 
cause to remember Mr. McGill, for it 
was from him I purchased the old 
Crysler Farm, where I earned my 
bread, for twenty-five years, by the 
sweat of my brow. The presidents of 
the Bank following Mr. McGill were: 
Mr. T. B. Anderson, 1860-1869; Mr. E. 
H. King, 1869-1873; Mr. David Tor­
rance, 1873-1876; Mr. George Stephen 
(now Lord Mount Stephen), 1876-1881; 
Mr C. F, Smithers, 1881-1887; Lord 
Strathcona, 1887-1905; Sir George 
Drummond, since 1906.

Among other officers of the Bank I 
retain a pleasant recollection of old 
Mr. Franklin, who dealt out his divi­
dend cheques with a smiting face dur­
ing twenty-eight years, up to 1879, as 
has since been done by Mr. Smith of 
tho Transfer Department, until now.

For several years we received divi­
dends and bonus at the rate of 16 per 
cent.; from 1871 to 1874, we got 12 per 
cent, annually; since then the rate 
has been unlformally 10 per cent.

The highest price for Bank of Mont­
real stock in the market was $310 (per 
$100) in June, 1870, the par value of 
the shares being then $200 per share. 
The lowest price on record since 1847 
was, in like manner, $108, in June, 
1857.

What Might Have *Been.

Let me illustrate this by a concrete 
case. A year ago the banks had $96,- 
000,000 loaned abroad; to-day these loans 
amount to $73,200,000, a reduction of $23,- 
000,000. In the same period current 
loans In Canada have been enlarged 
by $48,000,000, and the cash reserves 
have been increased upwards of $6,000,- 
000; that Is to say, as occasion warrant­
ed, the banks have drawn upon t their 
reserves abroad to meet requirements 
at home, and have carried on the pro­
cess with as much facility as if the 
reserves had been stored in their own 
vaults. Assume that these call loans 
on readily realizable securities protect­
ed by ample margins had been In the 
same markets in Canada, and that the 
money was required for commercial 
purposes, does anyone suppose that the 
sudden calling In of the loans wpuld 
not have been attended by most 
baneful effects?

I wish also to correct another er­
roneous Impression tyhrfch appears to 
have crept into the public mind, and 
that is, that in consequence of the 
financial condition In the United 
States our loans are tied up and the 
money cannot be brought Into Canada. 
I have no hesitation In saying that 
there has been no time during the 
.present crisis when we could not 
realize all our call loans In the United 
States, and transfer the proceeds to 
England, whence we could easily im­
port gold here If it should be consid­
ered advisable. But as we know how 
liquid and available they are, we con­
tinue to retain all that is not needed 
here, both as part of our reserves and 
as a valuable aid to our international 
exchanges.

ties and labor, when’ sound principles higher prices will

During this Interval of sixty years 

many other banks were founded, some 
of them destined to be short-lived, 
some amalgamated with kindred in­
stitutions, while others had resort to 
the dire expedient of writing oft large 
portions of capital.

When I began farming in Ontario, 
we had neither mowing, nor reaping, 
nor threshing machines, and the wo­
men had no sewing machines.

NEW YORK, Dec. 3.—The Journal 
of Commerce says this morning: A 
statement was published yesterday 
that the plan for a separate holding 
company for the Union Pacific’s hold­
ings of securities had been abandoned 
and that Delaware and Hudson, with 
Its broad charter, was to be used, not 
only for holding all the stocks owned 
by the Union Pacific, but for holding 
the Union Pacific Itself.

An authority on Union Pacific af­
fairs declared the report simply ab­
surd. He Intimated, however, that 
the committee ln charge of the plan 
for a segregation of the financial and 
operating departments of the Union 
Pacific were experiencing some diffi­
culty In finally agreeing upon the form 
of holding company.
