\Tuhipgton, April 15.—The “British and
the United States governments are plan-
ning t9 submit to .the permanent Court
of "Arbitration at the Hague the task of
interpreting . the Newfoundland Fisheries
treaty of 1818. Ratification of ‘the gen-
‘eral ‘arbitration treaty recently mnegoti-
ated between the two cduntries will be
necessary before the Hague tribunal can
be called ‘upon to take jurisdiction, but
this ratification is predicted in well - in-
formed ' quarters. In. settling this contro-
versy .the Hague tribunal will have to de-
cide .whether state or ‘colonial laws and
regulations ‘'shall be permitted to interfere
with the terms of a treaty. This latter
question has recently confronted the Am-
erican - administration in _the Japanese

~ Under the treaty , of 1818  Americans
were granted the same fishing rights in
Newfoundland waters as British subjects,
'is -the ' ‘American * contention.. The Brit-
ish view of this' question is that Ameri-
cans were given such rights only as Brit-
izh - subjects then, or at any subsequent
time, should poseess. To accept this

view, the American rights would be &ub
ject to change at the will of Newfound-
land expressed in the enactment of local
regulations. Such regulations have been
made, and each has been regarded by
American fishermen as a grizvous curtail-
ment of the original privilege to fish.
The attempted enforcement of these rights
has resulted in the accumulation of claims
on thes part of the aggrieved fishermen,
and these ' claims will be considered in
the award of the arbitration.

To this list of claims have been added
those of the two American captains of
Lfishing schooners arrested last- week and
finad $100 each by the Newfoundland
authorities. The submssion of this treaty
to the Hague court will, it is believed, in-
spire similar action by other nations.

Berlin,  April 15.—It is reported that
the great powers, as a sequel to the dis-
cussions at the Hague Peace Conference,
are arranging an international conference
for -the discussion of laws governing
Maritime Warfare to meet in the autumn.

Fredericton, April 15.—(Special.)—The
case of Chas. Seeley, an application for
habeas corpus, referred by Judge Han-
ington, was taken up in the supreme
court this morning and judgment was
reserved.

A charge of assault, a sharp cross-fire

between' counsel and a temporary cessation
of hostilities, forms a brief summary of
the case of Immigration Agent James .V.
Lantalum against Louis E. Tapley, tide]
surveyor of the local customs department,
which. came up before Judge Ritchie this
morning.

Mr. Lantalum alleges that as he was
about to board - steamship Virginian on
Monday the 6th instant, Mr. Tapley, in
an effort to prevent his going aboard the
vessel, stopped him on the gangway, seized
him by the chin and bent him backward
over the gangway rail about eight feet
above the wharf.

The defendant, who admits laying hands
on Mr. Lantalum, claims that the latter
had no right to board the vessel till he
(Tapley) had completed his duties there.

Mr. Lantalum, after describing his . of-
ficial duties, said that on the 6th instant
he was about to go aboard the Virginian
and when half way up the gang-plank Mr.
Tapley caught hold of his coat, telling him
he must not board the steamer, that he
would put him off if he attempted to do
s0. Defendant then caught him under the
chin, bent him over the rail, to which he
was holding with his hands, and his hat
fell off. Thomas Heffernon, a tidewaiter,
came up the gangway and said something
to Mr. Tapley about “making a fool of
himself” and the defendant sent him
achore. The Virginian's second officer
came down the gang-plank and, in reply
to his Juestion as to what the trouble
was, Mr. Tapley sent him back aboard the
ship. Defendant then went aboard the
vessel and witness followed him. He did
not think collector Dunn had any authof-
ity over him,

Louis E. Tapley was called for the de-
fence and testified that he had been
