ILIVES LOST |

"IN THE FIRE

Anywhere From Six to Thirty

Are the Estimates: Today.

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Oct. 25—Half a
dozen or more lives wehe lost in a fire
that destroyed the four story ‘&haunber
of Commerce building, in the Riverview
district of Kansas City, Kansas, esrly
today.

When the fire broke out two "hundred
persons /were asleep in' the building, the

three upper floors of which were oocgu-

pied by families,and lodgers. The walls
of the buiiding were of brick ard 'stone,

but the floors and partitions were of

wood. - No register of the ocoupants was
kept and it is not know exactly how many
persons were in the building. Several
hours must before ‘the ruins
can be searched. - Estimates of the num-
ber of dead 'are based largely on the num-
ber reported missing, The dead so far as
positively known are:

Robert, Bunton, stonemason; —— Lynch,
and the infant child of John A. Sparks.

Lynch, with the Sparks baby in his
apms,; ju from the second story bui
féll into the ruins and both ‘perished.
. 'There are anywhere froh half a dozen
to thirty bodies, according to estimates
given out today by firemen who had work-
od at the scene all night. On the other
hand Assistant Ohief Lind eaid the dead
would not number more than six. The
only person who knows the actual num-
ber of occupants of the building is the
janitor, who is missing and is believed
to be under the great mass of debris that
is piled high inside the bare wall of the
destroyed structure.

This was the first news the world
received of the failure, There was a wild
flurry among depositors, but' the name of
‘the Bank of (Montreal quickly inspired ‘the
fullest confidence, and what might have
been a panic of international consequences
was saved.

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THE BUSINESS MEN

Wuying the past dew. weeks there has
peen observed a somewhat general inter-
est, on the part -of.city business men,
in the work of the d:tzy council.

THE CRIMINAL CLASS
Mr. G. W. Stephens, of Montreal, de-

. livered a very interesting address before

the Women’s Club, of that e¢ity, on Mon-
day, on a subject that is attracting uni-
versal attemtion:- “The Responsibility of
Society Towards the Child Oriminal.” We
quote some interesting extracts from the
Wijness report:-

He considered the cniminal class a dir-
ect result of the congested state, which
prevails in the lange industrial centres of
the world. Proceeding, he spoke of the
cloime of this class upon society, and em-
phasized the fact that many had been ren-
dered moral paupers not of their own ac-
cord, but because of the sins of their an*
cestors, At the present time, in Que-
bec province, there were twenty pmisons,
exclusive of the two large ones in the
cities of Quebec and Momtreal, and the
twelve reformatery echools and schools
of dndustry. During the year 1904 six
thousand persons were incarcerated in
these institutions, at a cost of a hundred
and fifty thousand dollars; 3,250 were in-
mates of asylums, their cost of mainten-
ance being three hundred and fifty-cight
thousand dollars: the reformatories and
schools of industry contained five hundred
boys and girls, costing the state fifty
five thousand dollars; in brief a total of
ten thousand persons were being main-
tained by the state at the enormous ex-
pense of five hundred and sixty thousand

dollars annually. Of the six thousand
ariminals in the province two-thirds came
from the cities of Montreal and Quebec.
The principal causes directly responsible
for Montreal’s criminal class, he believed
to be the increase in population, the lack
of their proper classification under pres-
ent conditions, the large number of child-
ren being sent to jails' instead of to re-
formatories, and the absence of any sys-
tem of employment. Mr Stephens said
that the Montreal jail in its present state
is a school for criminals, a hot-bed of
vice, and an institution from which the
output must be expected to be worse
than the material it received. Hardened
criminals of all ages, youths of tender
years, and persons mot yet convicted, but
awaiting tmal, were allowed to rub shoul-
ders together. The condition of affairs he
compared with the system in England, ac-
cording to which the different classes
were kept strictly separate, Last year
there were eighty boys wunder sixteen
years of age ‘in the common jail, some for
trivial offences, but ‘the Recorder had mno
option in the matter. The point, how-
ever, which he wished to especially make
clear was'the.total absence of any com-
prehensive system of employment for
those comfined.in jail. When it was con-
sidered that for the year 1904 the aggre-
gate number of :days in jail spent by all
criminals amounted to 189,000, and the
revenue denived from their work reached

| [the absurdly low figure of $148.64, some

estimate would be formed of the great
economic waste of the present systém. In
brief the province was simply spending
money to increase her criminal class. The
speaker then gave a comprehensive sketch
of the employment system in prisons as
carried out in Austria, which was based
on the principle that the better a man
worked the better he would be clothed
and provided with food, while opportunit-
ies 'were afforded him to learn any trade,
and become a useful member of society.
Mr. Stephens concluded «with the remarls
that in its treatment of the criminal so-
cicty should assume an attitude of sym-
pathy and love, for only through these
two great agents could the greatest re-
sults be “achieved.

In .a peper read before the Political Eco-
nomy Club of Montreal this week, in
which he advocated making Montreal a
free port, Mr. A. McGoun, X. C., said:

“Another way of stimulating the trade
of the port of Montreal, as well as pther
Oanadian ports, would be to give the
benefit of the British preference to goods
coming to Canada throught Canadian ports
only. This would be of particular ad-
vantage to Halifax and St. John, and
would be a very great advantage to the
Intercolonial Railway.” .

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NOT ONE TENTH
HAS BEEN TOLD

This is Rev. Dr. Chown’s View
of Political and Financial
Crookedness.

At the Baptist convention in Peter-
boro, Ont., last week, Rev. Dr. Chown,
of the temperance, prohibition ,and mor-
al reform department of the Methodist
church of Canada, was given a Wwarm
welcome. He epoke of the work of the
Ndepartment, whose scope was as Wide as
the swhole field of sociology, and he em-
phasized the fact that, while it was sup-

denominational. Dr. Chown spoke depre-
catingly of the business systems of today,
which were not based on business princi-
ples. This specially applied to the com-
petitive system,. as summed up in joint
stock companies, which were not Chris-
tian. The people of Canada were mo-
ney mad, and they did not conduct busi-
ness with due regard for the other partg;s
rights, as they should do. In these
days people measured a man by his dol-
lars, instead of by his ability and faith-
fulness to. duty. ' Next to the money
question was the political question, which
chould be dealt with by the ministers of
the gospel. Recent revelations had been
such as to cause the blush to come to
the cheek of every true patriot. Dr.
Chown said that he believed that not one-
tenth had been told, if the people could
only get down to the bottom of things.
Even church officials had been caught in
the meshes of political corruption. A
clearer atmosphere should be created.
The public needed a new conscience, and
the sacredness of the ballot should be de-
veloped. In conclusion, Dr. Chown ask-
ed for the sympathy and co-operation of
the Baptist people in the fight against
the various evils which were threatening
the welfare of the Dominion.

ARE DISCUSSING
CHURCH UNION

Baptists of Ontario and Quebec
Ready to Meet Other Bodies

At the Baptist convention in Peterboro
last week, Prof. Farmer, Toronto, pre-
sented the report of the committee, which
had been appointed at the last convention
to confer with any church body seeking
union with the Baptist church. This
committee thad held a conference with
representatives of the Disciples’ church.
The conference showed a desire on the
part of the Disciples for closer union with
the Baptists, that there were some real
obstacles in the way, and that it might
be well to make haste slowly. In re-
gard to the question of the relation of
baptism to the remission of sins, tliere
was practically no difference in the views
generally held by the members of both
bodies and that the chief difficulty was
the mame to be adopted by a united body.
The Disciples’ convention had appointed
a committee for a further conference
with the Baptist committee.

BAPTISTS WILL MEET OTHER BO-
DIES.

A communication from the Committee
on Church Union appointed by the Me-
thodist, Presbyterian and Congregational
bodies, had led the committee to feel
that the question of church union was be-
fore the convention in a much more de-
finite form than last year, and the com-
mittee recommended that a larger com-
mittee be appointed to consider the
whole question.

Rev. Dr. Johnson, Grimsby, seconded
the adoption of the report, and said that
the Baptists ehould meet other bodies
frankly, and that there was a great op-
portunityﬁlplue the Baptists fairly be-
fore the jes seeking umion.

The report was passed and the nomin-
ating committee was instructed to name
the larger committee recommended.

CAPT. AND CREW
OF THE SIROCCO
ALMOST STARVED

Additional particulars of the heroic
fight being made by Captain Robbins and
the crew of the schooner Sirocco, who are
battling with the waves in an attempt to
take their vessel to Cuba, have been
received in a special dwpaatc'h to the
Daily Telegraph.
(Add Lift.)

Captain Carey, of the Parima, told the
story of his meeting with the Sirocco:

“On October 21, at noon, in latitude
22.59 north, and longxtude 69.21 west,” he
said, ‘“the Parima sighted = the  British
schooner flying signals of distress. A life-
boat was manned, and it put out for the
schooner, the captam and crew of which
were huddled together in the after deck
hole, weak from want of food, and from
exposure. The officer’ in charge of the
lifeboat offered to take the captain and
crew off. ‘I'll not desert my ship,” said
Captain Robbins, of the Sirocco. ‘Do any
of you men want to, leave the ship?, The
seven men coried ‘no,’

“Qaptain Robbins saxd that all he want-
ed was a little fuel for the stove, and some
provisions. For two hours the lifeboat
made trips to and from the Sirocco with
provisions., Captain A Robbins then ack-
nowledged his indebtedness and the Par-
ima continued on her ‘voyage after the
odews of both ships and the passengers of
the Parima had exchanged cheers.and God
gpeeds.

“The schooner’s skipper told us of leav-
ing St. John (N.B.), on September 30,
with ‘a load of lumber for Cuban ports.
On October 5, after four days’ of stormy
weather, he ran into a huricane.. The ship
sprung & leak, and the pumps failed to
work, and soon the heavy seas had gut-
ted the deckhouses and filled the after
cabin, spoiling all the provisions excepting
a tin of biscuits and a few cans of green
peas. The masts were swept away. Water
there was none, and the only thing that
the crew saved was a stove rescued from
the galley. This they placed in the after
deckhouse, and there the crew of seven
men and Ga.ptam Robbins lived until Oc¢-
tober 21, sixteen days, with no other food
than a dozen or so of peas and a piece of
biscuit for each meal. The water they
got during rainfalls—and of this, owing
}Rﬂ their primitive devices, they had but

“As his flags were all gone, Captain
Robbins made use of a woolen blanket
for signalling, and it was this which at-
tracted our attention on the Parima.

“During the hurricane the deckload was
partly -washed away, and unless Captain
Robbins and his crew meet with another
hurricane, in which ‘event there will be
great danger of the vessel going to pieces,
the Sirocco will drift to Cuba in ten or
fifteen days. When spoken by me she
wa; about 600 miles north of that Isl-
and.”

Liverpool, N, S., Oct. 24—Hon, W. 8.
Fielding and Dr. R. C. Weldon were noni-
inated today by the Liberals and Conser-
vatives respectively for Shelburne-Queens.
