FIRST DAY,
WEeDNESDAY MoORNING, Sept. 5th, 1883.

The Representatives of the four contracting Bodies of
Methodism in Canada, known as The Methodist Church of
Canada, The Episcopal Methodist Church in Canada, The
Primitive Methodist Church in Canada, and The Bible
Christian Church in Canada, met pursuant to call by the
proper authorities, in the Methodist Episcopal Tabernacle,
in the Civy of Belleville, at nine o’clock a.m., on Wednes-

day, September 5th, 1883, in accordance with the provisions
of the Basis of Union,
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Religious services were conducted as follows :—

The Rev.T. W, Mavery, M, A., announced the first Hymn,
The Rev. Jonn B. CrarksoN, M.A., read the I loly Scrip-
tures, and the Revs, DR, WiLL1AMs and DR. GARDINER led
in prayer. After singing a second Hymn, prayer was offered
by Revs. J. C. ANtuiFF and E. RoBerrs. The Conference
joined the REv. J. B, CLARKSON in the Lord’s Prayer.

On motion of REv. Dr. CArMAN, the REv. DR. WILLIAMS
was unanimously elected President.

On motion of Dr. DEwART, the REv. F. B. STRATTON was
elected Secretary.

On motion, the Rev. E. RoBErrs was elected Vice-
President.

On motion, the Rev. J. C. AxtLirr, B.D., and Davip
AvruisoN, LL.D., were elected Assistant Secretaries,

On motion, the hours of Session were fixed as follows :—
meet at 9 a.m., adjourn at noon; meet at 2 p-m., and
adjourn at 5 p.m. :

On the call of the Chair, the Secretaries of the various
Churches read their respective lists of Delegates appointed
to attend this General Conference.

On motion, a Statement setting forth the action of the
different Churches on the question of Union was read by
the respective Secretaries, and attested by the proper
officers of the several Conferences.

It was moved by Judge Dean, and seconded by Dr.
Aylsworth,—

That the Secretaries of the several Churches be requested
to have the findings of the several Conferences engrossed,
signed by their proper authorities, sealed with their seals,
and filed with this Conference.

Moved in amendment by the Rev. T. (. Williams, and

seconded by the Rev. W, 1. Shaw,-—
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That we instruct the Secretary of the United Church,
when organized, to insert in its Journal a copy of the reso-
lution of each of the contracting Churches ; and that such
copy in the Journal be authenticated by the signatures of
the chief officers of each Church and seals of the several
Churches,

Moved in amendment to the amendment by the Rev. D.

. Sutherland, LL.B., and seconded by the Rev. W. R.
Parker, M.A.,—

That the reports of the action of the various Methodist
bodies read by the Secretaries be received, and that certified
copies of the same, signed by the President and Secretary
of each of the Conferences and under the seal of each
Conference, be placed on file,

The amendment to the amendment was carried,

Moved by the Rev. Dr. Burns, and seconded by the Rev.
N. R. Willoughby, M.A.,~— -

That the President of the Bible Christian Conference be

requested to explain the position of that body toward the
other three Methodist bodies, in reference to the Union,

The motion was adopted.

Rev. E. Roberts gave the explanation as requested,

Moved by the Rev. Dr. Rice, and seconded by the Rev.
Dr. Stone,~

That when we adjourn, we adjourn to meet in the Bridge
Street Methodist Church.

The motion was carried.

Churches, for the purpose of preparing, if possible, a Basis
of Union, to be afterwards submitted to the Quarterly
Boards and Conferences of the negotiating Churches for
approval or otherwise : .

« And whereas, this Conference did adjourn to meet at the
call of the Chair, and did order that if two-thirds of the
Quarterly Meetings, and a majority of the Annual Confer-
ences voting thereon, should declare in favour of the plan of
Union proposed by the Joint Committee, the President
should convene the General Conference in the City of Belle-
ville, in order to give effect to the proposed Union :

« And whereas, a Basis of Union was agreed upon by the
Joint Committee aforesaid, and sent to all the Quarterly
Boards and Annual Conferences throughout the Connexion:

« And whereas, the official returns show that 649 Quarterly
Boards, out of 749 voting thereon, and six out of seven
Annual Conferences, have declared in favour of the plan of
Union as submitted :

« Therefore, this General Conference, recognizing the guid-
ing hand of God in the movement, and feeling its obligation to
give effect to the wishes of the Church, as expressed through
its Quarterly Meetings and Annual Conferences, hereby
adopts and ratifies the Basis prepared by the Joint Com-
mittee, and cordially sanctions the consummation of Union
with the Methodist Episcopal, the Primitive Methodist, and
the Bible Christian Churches in Canada, in harmony with
the principles laid down in the Basis aforesaid.”

At the General Conference of the Methodist Episcopal
Church in Canada, duly assembled in the City of Hamilton,
in August and September, 1882, a Committee was appointed
on the subject of Methodist Union. The report of this

. Committee to the Conference, which was adopted, set forth

the repeated declarations of the General Conference in -

. favour of the Union of the Methodist Churches of this
. Dominion, again endorsed the principle of Union, expressed
- a willingness to make necessary concessions to effect it,

hailed with satisfaction the efforts of all the Methodist
Churches to bring it about, and appointed a Committee to
confer with the Committees that had been or might be ap-
pointed by the other Methodist bodies of this Dominion, to
negotiate, if possible, a Basis of Union.

This Committee met the Committees of the other three
, in
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ber. In the Joint Committee at Toronto a Basis of Union
was agreed upon, and directed to be sent forward to the
several Churches for their action,

As the General Conference had adjourned, to meet at the
call of the Bishop and Secretary of the Conference—pro-
vided a Basis of Union were agreed upon in Joint Com-
mittee—pursuant to said call, the General Conference met
in adjourned Session at Napanee, in January, 1883, adopted
the Basis of Union sent forward by the Joint Committee,
and, according to the provisions of the Book of Discipline,
directed it to be submitted to the vote of the Quarterly
Meeting Conferences, and took such steps as were conceived
to be necessary to give effect to the Basis of Union, if it
were accepted by all the negotiating Churches.

The Restrictive Rules, guarding the doctrines, polity, and
government of the Church, and the rights of its ministry
an(l membership, were, it was thouwht carefully observed
by the General Conference, and in no respect transcended
or violated. Touching the Episcopacy, where alone question
could arise, the Genaral Conference set forth its view of a
Methodist Episcopacy, and its understanding of the General
Superintendency as held and practised among us, with the
following resolution: ¢That any change or alteration pro-
posed in the Basis of Union, touching the livut of time, the
omission of consecration to the otﬁce or any variation in
the exercise of any function pertaining to the office, does
not do away with Episcopacy, or destroy the plan of our
Itinerant General Superintendency, and is not subject to
the limitations and restrictions of the Discipline, pages 29
and 30.”

The General Conference further resolved: ¢That no
action of this Adjourned General Conference touching the
proposed Basis of Union shall have any force or effect unless
the said Basis shall have been accepted and ratified by all
the contracting parties.”

The Discipline of the Church, under the direction of the
General Conference, further made it necessary that, to give

the Basis legal force and effect, the Annual Conferences
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concur in its proclamation as the law of the Church, should
it be approved by the required vote in the Quarterly Meeting
Conferences.  All the three Annual Conferences of the
Connexion voted this concurrence, and the proclamation has
been duly made.

The vote of the Quarterly Meeting Conferences required
by the Discipline of the Church, under the direction of the
General Conference, is the approval by three-fourths of all
the Quarterly Meeting Conferences throughout the Con-
nexion. This vote stood in the final returns as follows: In
the Connexion there are 177 Quarterly Meeting Conferences.
Of these there voted directly, Yea, 135 (one hundred and
thirty-five) ; Nay. 35 (thirty-five). There were also tie
votes, 7 (seven). All the required votes having been thus
secured, we deem the Church ready for action upon the
Basis.

At the Confirence of 1882, the following action was
taken on the subject of Methodist Union :—

HResolved,—That we admit the desirability and practica-
bility of the unification of Methodism in this land.

A Committee was then named to confer with other Com-
mittees that might be appointed in reference to this matter.
The British authorities in connection with our Church
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were memorialized and their full consent obained. A
Basis having been subsequently formulated, the whole ques-
tion was sent down to our people with the subjoined result:
Total votes cast, 3,892; Yeas, 3,205 ; Nays, 662. Sixty-five
stations gave an aggregate majority of 2,622 for the Basis,
and seven stations gave an aggregate majority of 79 against
the Basis.

The Conference of 1883 thereupon adopted the following
resolution : —

That while we cordially accept the Basis of Union as sub.
mitted to our Churches, and endorsed by over eighty per
cent. of the votes of our people, yet should it be found,
when a General Conference of th United Church assembles,
that slight changes in the Basis 1 ould tend to promote the
harmony and good will of the contracting Churches, this

Conference is willing that such needful modifications should
be made.”

As regards the Bible Christian Church, we find that
while we think the Bible Christian Church in Canada 18,
in a certain sense, not independent of the Bible Christian
Church in England, where consent to their going into the
proposed union may be technically necessary, we find that
the Bible Christian congregations in Canada are the parties
for whose benefit the property here is held, and that such
property has been almost entirely obtained by the contribu-
tions of the Church here, and they may be morally and
equitably considered as beneficiaries for whom the said pro-
perty is held.

5th. That according to the form of trust deed submitted to
us, the Church property here is held for use of the Church in
Canada, no reference being made to the Church in England,
the terms of the trust deed being as follows: “ For the use
of the members of the Bible Christian Church in Canada,
according to the rules and discipline which now or here-
after may be adopted by the general annual meeting of the
said Church in Canada.” We are of opinion that as legis-
lation would in any case be needed, as provided for in the
Basis of Union, to vest in the United Church the property of
the several uniting bodies, and confirm the constitution to be
framed for the new Church, a time in the future should be
fixed for the said constitution to take effect, as recom-
mended by learned counsel, and that in the meantime the
necessary enactment by the legislature be applied for, which
could be so framed as to give effect to the action of this present
United Conference, and validate the title of the united
Church to the property of all the said uniting bodies. The
Committee are of opinion, from the enquiries and state-
ments made to them, that the consent of the Bible Christian
Church in England would not longer be withheld on a fur-
ther and full presentation of the case to them, and further
believe if such consent were withheld, we would be able to
obtain from Parliament the necessary legislation without
their consent.
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6th. We further find that the Delegation of the Bible
Christian Church in Canada to this United General Confer-
ence, was regularly elected and appointed to represent such
Church in this United Conference, and as such is entitled

to a place in this body, subject to the legislation above
provided for.

That a Committee be named to consider the question of
the test of membership in the Church.—ZLost.

Moved and seconded,—

That there be a Committee to prepare a plan for the elec-
tion of laymen as members of the first Annual Conferences.
—Carried.

Report of Committee on Rules of Order read and received.

Ordered that it be considered item by item.

All the items were adopted except 19 and 23, which were
amended. The report was then adopted as a whole.

RULES OF ORDER.

1. The Conference shall meet at 9 a.m., and adjourn at
12 o'clock noon; shall meet at 2 p.m., and adjourn at b
o'clock p.m.; but it may alter the time of meeting, and

adjourn at its discretion.

3
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2. The President shall take the chair at the hour to

“ which the Conference may stand adjourned, and cause the
‘same to be opened by the reading of Scriptures, singing and
Fprayer,

3. The following shall be the order of business:—(1)
' Reading the minutes of preceding session. (2) Memorials.
(3) Reports, first of Standing Committees and then of Spe-
‘cial Committees, (4) Motions, and other business of which
notice has been previously given.

4. On the call of Reports of Committees, all reports that

are ready shall be called in before action is taken on any
one of them.

9. The President shall decide all questions of order, sub-
Ject to an appeal to the Conference; but in case of such
appeal the question shall be taken without debate. When
a member rises to a point of order, or the President calls
‘any member to order, in either case the point of order shall
be distinctly stated.

6. No member shall remain standing during debate, ex-
cept the member addressing the President.

7. The President shall appoint all Committees not other-
- wise specially ordered by the Conference,

8. When a motion or resolution is moved and seconded,
or a report is presented and is read by the Secretary or
stated by the President, it shall be deemed in possession of
the Conference; nor shall any motion be withdrawn b
'the mover after being debated without the consent of the
“CUonference. '

| 9. All motions and resolutions shall be presented in
‘writing by the proposer.
!

10. All motions to postpone or lay on the table shall be

,5taken without debate.

11. No new motion or resolution shall be entertained

“until the one under consideration is disposed of, which ma
“be done by adoption or rejection, unless one of the following
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motions shall intervene, which motions shall have the pre-
cedence in the order in which they are placed, viz.:—

(a) Lay on the table.

(b) Indefinite postponement.

(¢) Postponement to a given time.

(d) Reference to a committee.
(¢) Amendment.

(f) Substitute. A substitute or amendment may be
amended.

12. When any member is about to speak in debate, or
deliver any matter to, the Conference, he shall rise and
address the President, and shall proceed when the President
announces his name.

13. No person shall speak more than once on the same
question without leave of the Conference, except the mover,
who shall be entitled to a general reply.

14. When any motion or resolution shall have passed,
any member who voted in the majority may move a recon-
sideration.

15. A motion to adjourn shall always be in order, and
shall be decided without debate.

16. Motions relating to the rights and privileges of the
Conference, or individual members and orders of the day,
shall be considered questions of privilege.

17. No member shall absent himself from the sessions of
the Conference without leave, unless he is sick or unable to
attend.

18. No member who is not within the bar when any
question is put by the President, shall be allowed to vote
on such question, except by leave of Conference.

19. Before the President rises to put a motion to the
Conference, he shall ask: ¢ Is the Conference ready for the
question?” No member shall speak after the President has
risen to put the question; and all members present shall
vote unless excused by the Conference.

20. No member shall be interrupted when speaking
except by the President to call him to order when he de-
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parts from the question, uses personalities, or disrespectful
language ; but any member may call the attention of the
President when he deems the speaker out of order, and any
member may explain if he is misrepresented.

21. No business shall pass from individuals to the Com-
mittees without reference through the Conference.

22, Any member may call for the yeas and nays on any
question before the Conference, provided he be sustained by
twenty members, )

23. In the Conference under its provisional organization,

it shall require fifty members to constitute a quorum.

On motion, it was ordered that the Secretary be directed
to secure four hundred printed copies of the Rules of Order.
