Russians Winning

Petrograd, Sept. 17—(Delayed)—Rus-
sian forces on the Riga front continue to
make progress in their drive against the
Germans. The statement follows:

“Western (Russian front)s — In the |cil

direction of Riga fighting between ad-
vanced posts continues, ou advance ele-
ments offering resistance everywhere and
at certain points making progress.

“We have occupied the farm of Sadzen,
south of the town of Sisseral, and also
have taken -the cemetery southwest of
Hapsal, on the north bank of the River
Aa, West of Sabelki, in the direction of
Lina, one of our parties successfully
yaided enemy trenches. One the rest of
this front there were rifle firing and
scouting operations.

“Roumanian front:—There is nothing
special to report.”

Many Germans Killed

Amsterdam, Sept. 18—In the recent
raid by Entente Allied airmen on the
Belgian town of Roulers, says the Cour-
jer De La Meuse, a newspaper of Maas-
tricht, Holland, a bomb fell on a build-
ing near the market and killed or wound-
ed 900 Germans.

Encounters at Ypres

Lond%n, Sept. 18—Field Marshal Haig
today, reporting military operations last
night on the battle front in France and
Belgium says:

Carefully guarded in a pocket book of
the dead man was found a cablegram
dated at Stockholm, Sweden, December
28, 1914, and this is supposedly signed
by Koenig Gustaf, King of Sweden. The
telegraphic message was received by
Rosen in St. Paul, Minn,, and translat-
ed reads: =

“This information is private. I in-
form you that Sweden is going to war
with Germany. With your knowledge
of naval matters and your knowledge of
the best manner of conducting our naval
end, we appoint you admiral of our en-
tire Swedish fleet. You come at once.

(Signed) “KOENIG GUSTAF.”

Quebec, Sept. 18—Operations in con-
nection with the of the central
span of the Quebec bridge in its final
position linking up thé two cantiicver
arms were commenced this morning.
Yesterday’s successful operations and the
continuance of the ideak weather for the
work gave the engijnee hope that the
end of today would seefthe span within
fifty-eight feet of the fi of the bridge.
They expected to elevatg the span sixty-
eight feet. Yesterday ajraise of twenty-
eight feet was made.

Owing to late start] yesterday, the
highest tide was mis and the span
has 152 feet to travel,; two feet more
than expected. i

The early hoists this morning showed
that the engineers were able to make
better time than yesterday. The average
time taken yesterday to lift each link of
the ehains holding the span was eighizen
minutes. The men took fifteen for the
first link taken up this morning.

By ten o'clock this morning two more
hoists of the span had been made, lift-

nicely. At half past ten the centre span
had been raised thirty-six feet.

At a quarter after eleven the span
was up forty-four feet. All was going
well

The unlucky thirteenth link of the
chains lifting the span was successfully
negotiated during the morning. The bad
luck credited to this number was dig-
nified by notice™and officially guaran-

ing it four more feet. All was proceeding)

teed against by the bridge engineers
who refused to label this particular link
No. 18, but 18 A instead.

The superstition is a companion to the
scare given to the single residents of
Sillery where the span was constructed
by Indians who professed bad luck be-
cause the birds would not rest on it.

Progress that the engineers styled as
“eminently satisfactory” was made with
the re-elevation of the span throughout

this morning and afterwards by one:
o'clock practically one-third of the dis-|
tance to be traversed to the floor of the
bridge had been covered and the links
was going steadily on their way.

To lift the span to the floor of the
bridge will take seventy-six hoists and
at half past one o’clock thirty-two of
them had been negotiated.

The rush of spectators from Quebec
yesterday was not repeated today. A
mere sprinkling of onlookers was not-
jced. Yesterday the Canadian Govern-
ment Railways collected fares from 7,-
500 people on the north' shore and as
many more dodged the conductors.

A thrill was given onlookers this
morning when the Canadian Steamships
steamer “Quebec” passed under the
north cantilever arm on her way from
Montreal to Quebec.

Pope’s Message Yet Sent

Berlin, Sept. 17, via London, Sept. 18
—The German foreign office, in a state-
ment given to the Associated Press to-
day, denies stories appearing in Danish
and other foreign newspapers to the ef-
fect that the German government had
indirectly communicated its peace terms
to Washington, or that Wilhelmstrasse
even had sent out trial balloons for the
purpose of sounding sentiment in the
United States.

The foreign office further stated that
the rumors were promptly discredited on
the strength of the peace terms ascribed
to Germany, and further by the fact that
there was no occasion for Germany to
address the Washington government in
this respect.

The assertion made by Mathias Ers-
berger, the clerical leader in the Reich-
stag, that Germany’s note in reply to
Pope Benedict’s peace proposals already
was on its way to Rome, also was denied
in official quarters.

The centre leader informed his electors
to this effect in the course of two meet-
ings which he addressed in Wurtem-
bourg on Sunday.

MILLERS AGREE

| Declaration of French

Government’s
Policy

 STATEMENT BY PAINLEVE

No Lessening of Cenfidence to Be
Read in Absence of Socialist _
Party Representative From The
New Cabinet

Paris, Sept. 17. (delayed.)—Premier
Painleve drafted a ministerial declara-
tion this afternoon and will submit to
his colleagues in the new cabinet tomor-
row. The declaration is relatively brief,
merely putting in relief the basic prin-
ciples by which the government will be
guided in its conduct of affairs.

In the first place, the declaration af-
firms the resolution of the government
to pursue a vigorous “republican and
social policy.” The French democracy,
it contends, has shown itself worthy of
the confidence its leaders have had in it
and the absence of a representative of
the socialist party in the present cab-
inet could not and must not be inter-
preted as involving in any way a di-
minution of that confidence.

While carrying out its declared policy,
continues the declaration, the govern-
ment will endeavor to give the country
proper guarantees that justice will be
strictly administered. In this respect
it will not allow itself to be influenced
by consideration of persons or by any

MORE TARGETS
BUT FEWER HITS

If More U-Boats Why is De-
struction Less?

New Type Less Efficient

Many More Have Been Semt te
Bottom Than Berlin Admits—

Menace Not Overcome

London, Sept. 18.~Commenting on
the more favorable submarine weekly
return the Times’ naval correspondent
writes: “The number of large ships
sunk when corrected was 11,. the lowest
yet recorded since the return was issued.
The previous lowest in any one week
was 14, while the highest, in April, was
40. But these official tables do not re-
veal the tonnage. The actual signifi-
cance of the figures, therefore, remains
obscure. For the five weeks of April the
percentage was 86.4, in June 80.9, and
in August 81.8. Each month, therefore,
about one-third escaped of those attack-
ed. It is when a comparison is made
between the number of ships which es-
caped and the number moving in the
danger zone that a considerable diminu-
tion is noted. The April percentage ot
escapes to targets was 0.50, in June, 0.48,
and in August 0.20. It thus appears as
as if the percentage of ships attacked
when compared with targets has fallen
one-half, so also has the percentage of
escapes,

“The question arises, if the Germans
are turning out submarines in greater
numbers, as they say they are, why is
the standard -of destruction set up in
the earlier days of the campaign not
reached at the present time? It is not
because the targets are fewer. It is not
because there is any change in the wea-
ther conditions between April and Au-
jgust. Several explanations have been
suggested, among them the diminished
efficlency of the new type of U-boat.
While . the value of the tables issued
weekly is lessened by the lack of suffi-
cient data, it is scarcely worth while
to seculate on this point. There are no
indications at present™to give anyone.
grounds for confident anticipation that
the submarine menace is in a fair way
of being dealt with effectively.”

Many Have Been Senk

From a British naval authority Reu-
ters’ has received the following infor-
mation:

“Despite talk in certain quarters there
is no reason to believe, and there is cer
tainly no evidenee, that Germany is
adopting new tactics in U-boat warfare,
Nobody claims that the menace has been
overcome, but people should not, be-
cause of that, blindly swallow all Ger-
many’s claims.

“The Germans talk contemptuously
about the loss of one of their U-boats
monthly, They know that to be non-
sense. I am not going to inform the
enemy by quoting actual figures, but I
can tell you that action against U-boats
during the last three months has yield-
ed what I will ‘call good results in the
destruction of these boats.

“Doubtless Ge¥man underwater activ-
ity is very high at present, but this
should be taken in conjunction with'the
fact that the latest, and third, definite
date fixed by the German high ‘com-
mand for its complete success over us is
the early part of October.

“Regarding recent reports respecting
losses in the Atlantic from the action
of U-boats, German claims are not borne
out by the facts. In this area there has,
for obvious reasons, been increased en-
emy activity, but our counter medsures
are proving successful. In this class of
warfare the fight is, and must be, a stif?
fight,, but notwithstanding increased
building and activity on the part of the
enemy we are more than holding our
own, and with the help of time, which
is on our side, success is assured.”

KAISER KNOWS THAT THE
“STREAM IS AGAINST HIN"

London, Sept. 18—The Chronicle, in a
leading editorial under the head ‘“Despo-
tism Doomed,” says:—

“In Germany just now, evidently by
preconcerted arrangement, resolutions are
being passed by -all sorts of organiza-
tions attacking the American president
for his scathing strictures on autocratic
power in Germany which planned this
war, and in its prosecution has ‘stopped
at no barrier, either of law of mercy.’

“This tremendous indictment of the
Kaiser and his entouruge evidently made
a deep impression in Germany. Hence
these inspired resolutions of protest; the
Kaiser’s message published today, and
Hindenburg’s contemptuous allusion to
the American president.

Wilson’s powerful indictment prove that
the Kaiser, his junkers and the military
caste know the stream is aaginst them.”

MARKED SUCCESS

Standardized Ships Built in Eng-
land to Meet Submarine Men-
ace

New York, Sept. 18—A London cable
to the  Herald this morning says com-
plete success has attended the trial of
the first standardized ships built to the
order of the British government. It was
of a most exhaustive nature, and experts
are unanimous in their praise of the ves-

‘| sel. With its sisters, which will now be

taking to the water in quick time, it is
destined to play an important part in
the campaign against submarines.

The standardized ship has been de-
signed to provide a good style of cargo
carrier in the shortest possible time, with
the minimum expenditure of material.

The keel was laid in February last, and

in less than six months the vessel was
fully loaded and ready to go to sea.

FLIMSY EVIDENCE
ON WHICH GERMANS
BASED THERR CHARGE

Seek to Make Ouf That Belgian
Relief Ships Acted as Decoys
to Trap U-Boats ' ‘

Washington, Sept. 18—In response to
Great Byitain’s protest against the charge
that Belgian relief shigs acted as decoys
to trap submarines, the. German foreign
office says that the accusation was based
on the report of a submarine commander
who says the -Baron Baeyens, relief
steamer, turned toward him when sight-
ed. The German statement, forwarded
to the British embassy here from Lon-
don, says that the Baron Baeyens flew
the flags and pennants indicating her
connection with Belgian relief, and that
the submarine commander had to con-
clude that in making use of the distinct-
ive signs she was acting as a trap for
submarines, because “the ~steamer, on
coming in sight, turned toward the sub-
'marine, and when the submarine abstain-
ed from attacking and went off, turned
back again.”

The British government stated that
the vessel in question had been continu-
ally in the service of Belgian relief, and
had been furnished with safe conducts
for all her voyages. She displdys, by or-
der, all the distinctive markings in am-
plification of repeated assurances that re-
lief vessels and markings will never be
used for any purpose other than that for
which they are intended.

FROST SCARE SENDS
~UP CORN VALUES

Chicago, Sept. 18—Predictions of frost
brought about a material upturn today
in corn values. The government fore-
cast definitely indicated frost tonight
in North Dakota, and there were uhof-
ficial prophesies to which considerable
attention was given. - Recent declines
on account of an apparently ideal crop
outlook seemed to render the market un-
usually susceptible to a likelihood of ad-
verse developments., Opening quotations,
which ranged from the same as yester-
day’s finish to 1-4 to 3-8 cent lower, were
followed by an advance of one cent or
more a bushel all around.

Commission rates for handling wheat
received ccnsiderable notice. Conferences
were in progress looking to a restoration
of old figures at places where the rates
had recently been advanced somewhat.

MORE THAN MILLION
MEN UNDER ARMS
IN UNITED STATES

Washington, Sept. 18—Believing that
the public does not understand the real
strength of the American military and
naval forces, Chairman Dent of the
House Military Committee submitted for
publication in The Congressional Record

a statement prepared by the committee|:

on public information from government
records.

“On September 6, 1917,” the statement
says, “there were in the regular army,
National Guard, and Reserve Corps of
the army 72,828 officers and 741,058 en-
listed men. In the navy there were
141,867 enlisted men, 41,478 naval re-
serves, and 14.500 of the naval militia
in the federal service. There were 5,000
men in the coast guard, and 6,500 in the
hospital corps, making a total of 209,340.
The enlisted strength of the marine corps
was 29,971; reserves in the services, 1,-
070; national naval volunteers, 704; re-
tired men on active duty, 14. There
were approximately 12,000 officers in the
navy, and 1,166 in the marine corps.

“In other words, on that date, the
army had, including officers and enlisted
men, 819,881, and the navy 254,265,
making a total armed strength on that
date of 1, 074,146 men, all of whom are
volunteers. Prior to that time, there was
not a drafted soldier in a single training
camp.”

Tokio, Sept. 16.—(Delayed.)—Japan
will send to the United States next
month an official commission of finan-
eiers and business men to study war
time finances and promote business and
economic relations . between Japan and
America.

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THE WAR NEWS

Quite unexpectedly the war news last
night assumed a less cheerful tone. We
are told that the ‘reply of the Central
Powers to the Pope’s peace note will not
advance the cause of peace, but is de-
cidedly warlike. Washington is said to
infer that there will be another year of
war, with more furious fighting than any
that has yet occurred. Germany is de-
scribed as piling up munitions on a col-
ossal sc;ﬂe, in preparation for the opera-
tions of next spring and summer.

As a matter of fact, we do not need to
await the German reply to the Pope to
be assured that Germany will not make
peace at the present time or in the near
future on any such terms as the Allies
would accept. The enemy still holds too
much territory in France, Belgium, Rus-
sia and Serbia to be willing to accept de-
feat in the terms the Allies would dic-
tate. The war, therefore must go on
until this territory has been cleared by
the Allied armies, or enough of it to
make plain to Germany the utter hope-
lessness of her cause.

The Russian situation was last night)
reported torhave greatly improved. Not
only had a considerable measure of disci-
pline been® restored in the armies, but
some ground had been regained from the
enemy. Gen.Alexieff had been appointed
to supreme command of the armies and
would effect a complete reorganization.
The government appeared to be gaining
a better command of the whole situation,
and it looked as if the worst was over.
In that event the Russian armies would
keep large forces of the enemy busy on
the eastern front, and this is greatly to
be desired. There was still ground for
hope that Russia might be a strong fac-
tor in what it is_believed will be the
final struggle next spring and summer.
But today an entirely different story
comes from Washington, to the effect
that the worst radical elemelnt in Bquia
has almost gained the ascendancy, and
is out with a platform which would not
only make a separate peace with Ger-
many, but provide that country with
war materials, food and other supplies.
It is very hard to believe that this story
is well-founded. There are undoubtedly
strong radical elements in Russian cities,
but the great mass of the people will
not accept them as leaders. ‘The new
democracy has not gone stark mad, and
most observers will still believe that it
will not link itself up in any way with
the Central Powers.

There are rumors once more of a pro-
jected British and French drive on the
western front, but that is pure specula-
tion. Gen. Cadorna says the Italians are
nearing victory over the Austrians, but
the latter are still fighting with great
obstinacy and apparently no lack of men
or munitions. An Allied success on some
front must come soon or the winter will
find the opposing armies in a dead-lock
not likely to be broken before next sum-

mer, ’

PRUSSIANISM IN CANADA

"Fhe Montreal Financial Times is not
a party paper. What it says, therefore,
concerning the new franchise act is not
the utterance of a partisan journal. In
the first place, the Financial Times re-
marks that it is not difficult to imagine
what Canadians would say if news were
received of such an election act being
passed in Germany, Austria or Hun-
gary. “We should at once declare that
the &German or Austria.n\ government.
was obviously unable to rely upon the
support of its own people in the prose-
cution of its war policy, and was re-
sorting to the most extravagant means
for the suppression of peace opinion.”
And, our contemporary adds: “Inas-
much as news of the Canadian proposals
will doubtless . eventually percolate into
Germany, we need have no difficulty in
imagining what the Germans will say
about us.” :

Discussing the purely partisan nature
of the new law, the Financial Times.
says: ~

“We who know Canada better than
the Germans are of course perfectly well
aware that the object of the war-time
elections act is not to prevent the return
of a peace government, but merely that
of a Liberal government, which is an en-
tirely different thing. We are equally
aware that the existing government is
very .cleverly playing upon the senti-
ment of the people in order to justify
a piece of nation-wide écrrymandering
which if it could be viewed in cold
blood would shock every citizen of the
Dominéen.”

Remarking that even if we “shrug our
shouldess and say to ourselves that
while this is a pretty bad case it is one
at any rate which cannot be repeated
after the war, and that no great harm
can be done by continuing the Conserva-
tive party in power for the rempinder of
the war, even if a complete poll of all
Canadians on an equal suffrage would
show that it no longer had the confidence
of the country,” the Financial Times pro-
ceeds with the following keen dissection
and condemnation of the new law, which
desgrves only the severest condemnation
of the Canadian people:

“But this act, view it how you will,
deals a blow at the sanctity of the
Canadian suffrage which it will be slow

an extreme burden of family responsi-

to recover from. We invited the Douk-
hobors and Mennonites to come to Can-
ada, knowing their views on military
service and being at the time not at all
out of sympathy with them; and we
undertook to make them full members
of this commonwealth. And now, for
the purposes of the most momentous
election in the history of the Dominion,
we revoke their citizenship, cancel their
rights, kick them into the political gut-
ter. And mind this, it is we who have
changed our views, not they. Nor is
this all, or the worst. We are giving to
every man who has joined the forces
the right to vote down, with the assist-
ance of his womenfolk, the families of
two, three, four or more men who for
whatever reason have not served under
the colors in the present war and whose
womenfolk are therefore not admitted to
the suffrage. The only reasons that can
be invoked for this course are pure sen-
timenality—the praiseworthy desire to
give rewards to those who have sacri-
ficed, a desire which should be ful-
filled whenever reasonably possible, but
not at the cost of all the essential prin-
ciples of justice and citizenship.

“We are far from being convinced that
this gerrymander will work to the ab-
solute advantage of the Conservative
party. We are not sure that the vote of
a soldier's wife is more certain to be
a Conservative vote than that of the wife
of somebody else; and we are very far
from sure that the vote of a soldier’s
wife is more certain to be a wise and
discriminating vote than that of the wife
of anybody else, especially if that some-
body be one whose absence from the col-
ors is due to age, physical disability, or

bilities conscientiously carried. But the
whole principle of picking and choosing!
among the electors of a country to find
who shall be permitted to’ name the
country’s rulers is hopelessly wrong. It
is a tampering with the fundamentals of
democracy; and we had always hoped
that Canada was destined to be an ideal
example of that democracy for the ad-
vancement of which the present war is
theoretieally being carried on.”

This road will be completed to Sack-
ville by the end of October. Foreman
Simeon Melanson has a crew of thirty=
five men, with two 8-ton trucks, and
there is no finer road in the province
than the portion he has finished. Unfor-
tunately, at the last high tide, the farm-
ers’ dykes gave way, due, it is said, to
the burrowing of muskrats, and the
marsh and road were flooded for four
days. It is up to the marsh commission-
er to prevent this sort of thing.
Another crew of twenty-five men,
under Foreman Archibald Towers,. is at
work from Sackville toward Dorchester.
They have five teams and the gravel
available is not L6 as .good. They are
skirting and ditcHing and shaping up
the road, and itiwill eventually be
crowned with surface gravel from the
Aulac pit. Five teams are at work here.

;t:rfual convention of the '1_‘rades and
Labor Congress of the Dominion of Can-
ada, which opened here yester(!ay, were
devoted principally to the cleaning up of
some routine business and the formal
welcome of the 284 delegates. In the
morning there was an interchange of
courtesies and addresses by Sir Robert
Borden, President J. C. Watters, Local
President John Cameron and other O'ﬂ'l-
cials. The excitement at the morning
session was furnished by the delegate
from British Columbia, who somewhat
strenuously objected to the Hon. W. T.
Crothers, minister of labor, addressing
the convention, on the ground that it
would be a “waste of time,” and by
President Watters, who received a great
ovation and who seized the opportunity
of reminding the press representatives
that this ovation was from the men who
“were to have chopped gy head off.”

1t is likely that in the neighborho?d of
seventy-five or eighty resolutions will be

resented at the Dominion Trades and
iabor Congress convention. A number
of the resolutions will deal with the
various war problems as affecting the
organized labor question. |

One of the most important resolutions,
as far as the Dominion of Canada. is
concerned, is that proposed by the Trans-
cona, Manitoba, Trades and Labor
Council, regarding conscription. The
argument on the resolution promises to
be long and lively and the final decis-
jon will be the attitude of organized la-
bor of Canada on this most important
issue. !

There have been many conflicting
opinions expressed by the delegates indi-

cidually and privately regarding this
resolution. There seems to be a general
feeling, however, that the resolution will
be carried, although there will likely be
several amendments proposed.

These trimphant radicals
are either pacifistic or pro-German and
have long been advocating a separate
peace with Germany.

Details of a Husband’s

Summary Defence of

A remarkable case is that of Lieu-
tenant Douglas Malcolm, Royal Artil-!

1
lery, attached to the Headquarters Staff
of the British army in France, who, at,
Old Bailey, London, on Sept. 11, after a
trial of a few hours, was acquitted of the
murder of Anton Baumberg, alias
“Count Borch,” believed to be a Ger-
man agent, but mentioned in the Lon-
don press merely as a “slacker.”

Before the coroner’s jury which gave
the verdict of “justifiable homicide,”
the police court justice who held him
for trial, and the jury at Old Bailey
which set him free, Malcolm repeatedly
declared that he had killed the count to,
save his honor. i

The London press emphasized the fact!
that the case is the first in the history,
of English jurisprudence where the “un-!
written law” has prevailed as a defense|
at a murder trial. !

Yet, the defense made no attempt to
introduce that plea and the prosecution
repeatedly declared that it could not be
admitted. The prosecution, however,
did a remarkable thing. Its attorney at
the examination said: ; !

“All homicide is prima facie murder,
This case contains every element of wil-
ful murder. . But in this case it
will be admitted by the prosecution, and
contended by the defense, that if ever;
there did exist, or could exist, a motive;
which would be adequate for murder,
that motive existed with the prisoner in'
this case.”

There were other curious phases: The
whole proceedure occupied less time than|
was ever know before in a British mur-!
der case—the deed was done on Aug:
14; on Sept. 11 the perpetrator was a
free man. There were stories of chal-
lenges to duels sent and ignored and
revelations secretly made by Scotland
Yard to the defendant in regard to the
mysterious “count” which did not figure
as evidence at either the examination or,
trial. !
The Inquest :

At the inquest held by Mr. Byrne,
deputy coroner for Paddington, it was!
shown that “Count de Borch,” age 32,
was found in his bed on the morning of
Aug. 14 in a boarding house at 8 Port-
chester Place, Hyde Park, with fatal
shot wounds in his head and chest and
that Lieutenant Malcolm was present.

You are
a brave woman, noble, honorable and
upright, with a beautiful soul. I believe
in God. ' I said yesterday that I did
not, but I do, I do.

“The unwritten law,” his honor de-
clared, “opposes the elementary princi-
ples of British justice that the husband
has no legal property in his wife’s body; |
that she is mistress of her own destiny |
and if she chooses to give herself to an-
other the husband is not entitled to pun-
ish the other man.”

In spite of this summing up the jury
ordered the defendant acquitted.

!lmperial Munitions Board Makes |
Important - Propositien Respect- |
ing Change; Orders to be Filled

Ottawa, Sept. 18.—Many plants which
have hitherto been engaged in the manu-
facture of 8 inch and 9.2 inch shells for
the British government will be convert-
ed into plants suitable for producing six
inch shells. A recent announcement by
the Imperial Munitions Board was to the
cffect that the manufacture of certain
tyvpes of projectiles which can be turned
out in Great Britain in as large quan-
tities as required would not be continu-
ed in Canada. It is also stated that cer-
tain other shells would be manufactured
in reduced quantities and that still oth-
ers would be manufactured in large
quantities which would keep the factories
running day and night. Plants that pre-
viously made the 9.2 and 8 inch sizes,
of which there is a considerable number
in Ontario and Quebec, have of late not
been in operation. The Imperial Muni-
tions Board has proposed that those
plants be changed to make the six inch
projectile. To firms which so cenvert
their plants contracts for the smaller
shells will be given.
