New York, July 24—Forty-two ships
have been chartered to transport British
coal to this country to relieve the emer-
gency by the combined coal miners and
railroad shopmen’s strike, so it was an-
nounced by the U. S. shipping board to-
day. /

It is said these ships assure the de-
livery of more than 850,000 tons of coal'’
in New York within the next six weeks.
The first of the European coal, it was an-!
nounced, would be loaded within a few
days and begin arriving in this country
before a month is. over. i

Washington Conference.

Washington, July 24. — Bituminous '
coal mine operators representing sixty |
producing districts in six states gath-
ered here today at the eall of Secretary
Hoover, who sought their co-operation
with the government and the railroads
in a coal distribution scheme designed
to protect the carriers, public utilities
and other necessary industries against a
shortage and prevent profiteering during
the strike emergency. i i

The plan contemplates the creation of

‘a contral vommittee, with representa-

tives, it is understood, from the de-
partments of commerce, justice, interior
and the interstate commerce commission,
operating through local committees in
the producing ‘districts of Virginia, West
Virginia, Tennessee, Kentucky, Pennsyl-
vania and Alabama.

Coal distribution, it is ex{ﬂained, will
be controlled through pooling in the
various producing districts and the dis-
tribution of cars under a preferential
system to be instituted under authority
of the interstate commerce commission.

While the plan is designed to operate
effectively through co-operation of the
operatorg and the railroads, it is toundedl‘
on' the authority of the interstate com-!
merce commission to act in emergency
on behalf of the interstate commerce.’
It is by this autherity that the commis-
sion would be able to control conditions
both as to distribution and price level|
should the co-operative effort in any dis-
trict fall short.

New York, July 24—Although gasoline
{ refineries in the U. S. are breaking all
records for production, the reserve supply
of “gas” for the nation’s automobiles is
steadily growing smaller, so the Ameri-
can Petroleum Institute has disclosed.

In May, 12,229,975 barrels of motor
fuel were refined, topping by more than
million barrels the highest previous rec-
ord made in Sept., 1920. Yet, according
to the institute’s figures, if all production
should cease simultaneously there would
be only eighty-two gallons apiece for
the 10,448,632 automobiles registered in
the U. S. It was shown that, despite the
record breaking production month of
May, 849,064 barrels were withdrawn
from reserves to supply the current de-
mand.

FREE STATERS
GET UPPER HAND

Insurgents” Grip on County
Mayo Weakens

Believed That Provisiondl
Government Forces Will
Drive the Irregulars to the
Hills — Success in Several
Places.

London, July 24—Unconfirmed reports
today say the irregular Irish forces were
retreating with all speed into the Galtee
and Koockmealdown mountains harassed
by Free State troops, who are pressing
them hard and preventing them from cov-
centrating for resistance.

A Waterford despatch to the Daily’
Express says the irregulars have burned
the barracks at Clonmel and Tipperary,
‘which were . Ton
risons, and it is believed the National
army forces have occupied both these
places. . This, however, is not claimed in
any official report. : o

The Express says it is believed the
pressure- being exerted by the National
‘troops upon both flanks of the Repub-
licans will compel them to make a stand,
perhaps their last, in these mountains.
Some of the other correspondents, how-
ever, doubt whether they will be able to
make a stand anywhere, although they
do not draw the conclusion that an early
end of resistence can be expected. They
believe the Republicans will continue
guerilla operations in the wildest parts of
the mountains.

The possibility that the retreating ir-
regulars may reach Cork and make a
last stand there is still entertained in
some quarters.

Free State Success,

Dublin, July 24—National army troops
have gained a fresh victory in West Ire-
land, by capturing Ballyhaunis, County
Mayo, from the Republican irregulars.
The Free State triumph in the capture
of Limerick was swiftly followed by suc-
cesses in the surrounding districts.
Minor positions in this area have been

added to the list of Free State victories,

according to today’s official bulletin.

The total number of casualties in the
Limerick fighting has not been accurately
estimated, although it is known that at
least fifteen of the National troops were

killed and eighty-seven wounded. It is:

generally believed that at least thirty of
the irregulars lost their lives.

Retreat in Mayo.

Dublin, July 24 — Telegrahpic com-
munication between Galway and Atheney
was restored last night. The Galway
irregulars burned the Dunmore, North
Galway, police barracks on Saturday
morning and then retired in the direction
of Ballinasloe. This is held here to in-
dicate that the irregulars intend to
abandon County Mayo and retreat to
the mountains, which would afford them
ample cover.

DE VALERA REPUDIATED.

(Ottawa Journal.)

One of the strangest and most signi-
ficant developments of the Irish situation
is the almost universal repudiation of
De Valera by Americans of Irish ex-
:traction. A notable illustration of this
is the attitude of the Gaelic American.
' The Gaelic American is the organ of
the Clan-a-Gael.

President Harding’s telegram to the
Governors of twenty-eight coal-produc-
ing states as given out at the White
House, reads af follows: ;

“The proposal of the Federal Govern-
ment to the United Mine Workers and
the various coal operators whose mines
are under suspension to submit all ques-
tions in dispute to a national coal com-
mission for arbitration has been declin-
ed. The mine workers declined as a
body. The majority of the bituminous
operators pledged unqualified acceptance.
The anthracite operators filed uncondi-
tional acceptance .. A minority of the
bituminous operators accepted the prin-
ciple of ‘arbitration, but made specifi-

nd mine workers in dispute should im-
mediately resume coal production under
the wage scale and working conditions
which prevailed at the time of the strike
on last April 1; that every question in
dispute should go to a national commis-
sion to be composed of three representa-
tives of tHe mine workers, three rep-
resentatives of the operators, and five
representatives of the American people.

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THE VOCATIONAL SCHOOL

Wil the city of St. John take advan-
tage of the opportunity to get a voca-
tional high school, which would also be
in part a cultural school, relieving the
present overcrowded buildings, and have
the government pay 25 per cent of the
cost of the structure, 50 per cent of the
cost of equipment and 60 per cent of
the salaries, or will it wait another year
or two years and then be forced to build
wholly at.its own expense another cul-
tural school, making no provision for the
great numbers of children between
twelve and seventeen years of age who
are now out of school altogether?

It is really these children the voca-
tional work would reach and keep in
the schools. They are now on the out-
side with no chance to get in, since the
curriculum does not meet their needs
and ability and cannot do so. More-
ovex, if they demanded room in the pre-
sent buildings it is not there for them—
gome twelve hundred of them. Is- the
uhéol board to take no account of them?
Is its duty performed when it takes care
of the others and permits these to go
without a proper education? Then
there are the nuriy four thousand pupils
{n school who are retarded beciuse the
curritulum does not meet their needs
and ability. Are we to go on catering
only to those who want a classical
course? Are we to go on with 1,500 in,
the first grade, less than half that num-
ber in the seventh grade, and little over
a dogzen in the twelfth grade? Instead
of keeping the children in sckool we are
chasing them out, because we are in-
sanely wedded to a system which meets
the needs of the few and not of the
many. :

Will the parents of the children re-
main passive and rob their own ¢hild-

" ren of their rights?

" Will the business men of St. John who
want industrial expansion for the city
refuse to interest themselves in hav-
ing young people trained for industrial
life? Are they content to have nearly
four thousaend retarded pupils in the

“schools and that twelve hundred on the
outside, most of them idle?

Will the taxpayer turn down the op-
portunity to get a school for whose erec-
tion and upkeep the government: grants
such hitherto unheard of assistance?

The duty of the vocational committee
is clear. It cannot turn down this pro-
position, but it will be the more enthus-
jastic if public bodies come to its sup-
port. The Board of Trade, Commercial
Club, Trades and Labor Council, Re-
tail Merchants’ Rotary
Club, Gyro Club and other organizations
can do the city a great service. They
should not .let the opportunity pass.
They want St. John to go forward.
They should act, &and act now.

SCHOOL PROBLEMS.

Irregular attendance at school was &
subject of very interesting discussion
at the recent meeting of the Educational
Association of Nova Scotia, convened in
Truro, Dr. Bingay, superintendent of
Glace Bay schools, said that the average
school sattendance in Niova Scotia was
but 61.6 per cent. of the enrollment.
The harmful effect of this condition of
affairs is obvious, It increases the aver-
age cost per pupil, injures the pupils
affected, and is detrimental to the classes
and the teacher's work. The frequently
absent pupil either lags behind or re-
tards the class, Dr. Bingay also noted
that after a certain grade the boys leave
school, so that in Grade X the girls out-
number the boys two to one. Certain
remedies were suggested by Dr. Bingay,
as follows:—

“Rirst—A revision of the curriculum,
with emphasis placed on teachnical edu-
cation and half-time schools in co-opera-
tion with employers, The proposed
change would involve considerable ex-
pense, and the speaker declared that the
Federal authorities should be called upon
to help.

“Second—The establishment of truant
schools and schools for backward child-
ren, and a change in the truancy laws,
Under the present arrangements he de-
clared that too long a time elapses before
a remedy can be applied, and that the
percentage of attendance had not been
materially increased since the law had
been put in force. As a remedy for
those cases in which boys were employed
under age, he suggested that it be made
complusory for boys to get a certificate
of age from the supervisor before they
could be employed. He said that every
arge town. should have its own truant
school.

~ “Third—There shoutd be provision
made for those pupils whose parents
were too poor to send them to school,

*Fourth_A tax on the parents for

avery day lost by their children; as sug-

gested by .the superintendent of educa-
tion in 1920, would be effective in induc-
ing parents to see to it that their child-
ren were in school. He suggested that
it be collected quarterly.”

Of course the real solution of the irregu.
lar attendance problem is a provincial law
| properly enforced, as suggested by Mr. N.
Mark Mills to the New Brunswick Teach-
ers’ Institute. If no other way can the best

Dr. Bingay malses excellent suggestions
regarding more attention to vocational
training, schools for backward children
and truant schools, Since schools must
be provided they should meet the needs
of the children, and all the children
should be there to get the benefit. Other-
wise the educational system is not com-
plete and does not function as it should.

Dr, Cutten of Acadia University drew
the- attention of the Association to the
matter of mental tests, saying that
nothing had been done in recent years
that had been such an aid to education
as the study of this question. He claim-
ed that in twenty minutes he could by
these mental tests grade a child more
closely than the teacher who had had
him for a year, or even the parent of the
child. If he is right this is a remark-
able gain to educational work, and recog-
nition of mental tests should be actord-
ed by all educational authorities.

It would be a great gain to the cause
of education if the information given to
iteachers in their conventions could be
|passed on by an educational campaign |
in the provinces to boards of trustees and
parents, There would then be a greater
general desire to endorse expenditures
necessary to carry out a wise educational

policy.

Referring to Premifer MacKenzie
King’s visit to Washington the New
York Evening Post says:—“Whatever
the progress and outcome of a new Cana-
dian treaty, the essential features of
the old and serviceable Rush-Bagot
treaty should be retained, as they doubt-
less will be.

Conditions at the close of the first half
of 1922 indicate that business will ex-
pand moderately during the autumn and

winter manths. It is now one year since:
the definite beginning of recovery from
the depression of 1920-21. Progresg was
slow until the close of 1921, but since
the beginning of 1922 improvement has
been rapid. Money is cheap. ‘The crop
outlook is excellent. With few excep-
tions, stocks of raw materfals and of
manufactured products are not \larger
than necessary to bridge the normal
period between production and con-
sumption. Commodity prices are rising.
The movement at present seems to be
primarily one of adjustment between
the different classes of commodities, and
as long as the upward tendency does not
assume a speculative character, it is a
favorable factor. Except for strikes,
there is little idleness. Production has
expanded steadily since the beginning of
the year, and as yet the usual mid-
summer dullness has been little felt.
Any fair appraisement of the situa-
tion must, however, take cognizance of
geveral groups of qualifying factors.
First and most important of these is the
position of domestic consumers. Many
are cautious and disposed to economize.
Buying is not likely to be stimulated by
of impending shortage of goods,
or fears of higher prices, for except in
the case of necessaries the public is will-
ing to wait, or to do without, if prices
show a tendency to soar. Furthermore,
large section of the population cannot
buy, no matter how willing, if prices
rise too rapidly. Although they have
recovered somewhat, wages and salaries
are lower than two yeurs ago. Enforced
unemployment left many workers in
debt, or with depleted savings, not yet
made good. Strikes have kept hundreds
of thousands ip idleness for months and
thresten to result in idleness for other
thousands if not speedily brought to an
end. Farmers are usually conservative
buyers and although prices of farm pro-

was reported, are clamoring for coal and,
in many cases, apparently gave whole-
salers during the last week “carte blanche
to grab cars at any price.”

Anthracite coal retailers in the New
York district were reported to be “al-
most down to the scrapings of the yards
and were doing considerable substituting
of sizes in order to keep the delivery
wagons busy.” Coal trade reviews de-
clared that it is improbable that the
miners could catch up with lost tonnage,
even if they returned to work immedi-
ately.

Cable reports were received from Lon-
don that five cargoes totalling 30,000
tons of gas coal were booked for ship-
ment to this port during the month, and
that negotiations were under way for
another shipment of 40,000 tons of gas
steam coal. The few shipments of Eng-
lish coal reaching this port, it was stat-
ed, have been disposed of at figures near
those prevailing on American fuel.

Shipping circles reported that condi-
tions at Hampton Roads had become
acute. Over 50,000 tons of shipping
were reported waiting for bunker fuel,
with only a few thousand tons available.
No ships, however, were reported tied
up in the port of New York because of
the lack of fuel.

Because of the shortage of fuel the
weekly review of the Coal Age today re-
ported that “general scramble for coal
has resulted, in which Secretary Hoover’s
price list has been definitely out-dis-
tanced in the bidders’ market which ex-
ists today.” Western Kentucky coal, it
was stated, is being quoted around $6.25,
a full dollar higher than last week, with
every indication that it will go still
nigher.

The Coal Review declared that the
steel industry is threatened with partial
reduction of operation by the inadequate
supply. The northwest, it was stated,
“is on the verge of a critical fuel situa-
tion” as the dock stocks at the head of
the lakes are now around 1,500,000 net
tons, as compared with 4,342,000 tons at
this time last year. :

The Census of 1920 Shows In-
crease of 177 Since 1910—
Approximately Six Men to
Every Five Women.

Washington, July 24—The Depart-
ment of Commerce announces that 44,-
885 deaf and dumb persons, or deaf-
mutes, were enumefated in the census
of 1920. In 1910 the number was 44,-
708. The Census Bureau included as
deaf-mutes not only deaf persons liter-
ally unable to speak but others totally
deaf from an early age who learned to
speak by use of those special methods or
means employed for teaching the deaf
who have not acquired the art of speech
in the ordinary way.

Owing to the increase of the general
population during this decade, the enum-
erated deaf-mute population formed
only 426 per million general population
in 1920, as compared to 486 per million
in 1910. There was only one deaf-mute
for every 2,350 general population in
1920, as against one for every 2,060 in

In view of changes made in the
method of reporting and the consequent
uncertainty as to the relative complete-
ness of the 1910 and 1920 enumerations,
this apparent decrease cannot be taken
as measuring the actual decrease. It
may, however, be accepted as indicating
that deaf-mutism has probably become
somewhat less prevalent, since the statis-
tics of the more advanced European
countries have for some time showed a
steady decrease in the ratio of deaf
mutes to population; and since there has
been a gradual reduction and progres-
sively more skilled treatment of certain
diseases, especially those of diseases of
children, which frequently cause deaf-
ness.

299 Per Cent. of U. S. Population
Enumerated in New Orleans.

Washington, July 24—The farm popu-
lation of the United States on January
1, 1920, was 81,614,269, or 29.9 per cent.
| of the total population of the country,
according to returns of the last census
announced by the Census Bureau. of
this number, 81,850,650 were enumerated
in rural territory and 255,629 on farms
within cities and other incorporated com-
munities having 2,500 or more inhabi-

tants.

The total farm population, which for
the first time was enumerated separate-
ly from the rural population as a whole
and therefore has no comparative figure
in the preceding census, amounted to
sixty-one per cent. of the rural popula-
porated -cities and villages having fewer
than 2,500 inhabitants, unincorporated

the rural population constituted, it was
said, nearly one-half of the century’s |
total, only about three-tenths of its in-
habitants were living on farms.

The proportion of the farm population
to the total in the various states ranged '
from seventy-one per cent. in Mississippi |
to 2.5 in Rhode Island. ‘

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“COLLEGE UNON IS
NOT NEW PROLEC

A Glance Back at Foundation
of Some of the Universities
in the Maritime Provinces.

Halifax, N. S., July 24.—(By Canadian
Press.)—Federation of maritime univer-
sities, now under consideration by these
institutions and recently recommended
by the Carnegie Foundation of New
York, may be said to have been first
broached with %he founding of Dal-
housie College at Halifax in 1818,

King’s College was fourded as an
Anglican institution at Windsor, N. S,
in 1789, and subscription to certain
tenets of faith was a prerequisite for
prospective students or instructors.

% In 1818 the then lieutépant-governor
~* Nova Scotia, Lord Dalhousie, decided
/that there should be a seminary of
higher learning in the province open to
those who did not subscribe to the
Anglican faith. He accordingly founded
Dalhousije College in Halifax, financing
its beginning with about ten thousand
pounds of the “Castine’Fuhd.” This
was a sum of money collected as cus-
toms duties from the United States
naval base of that mame in the Com-
monwealth of Massachusétts during the
seven months following its capture in
August, 1814, by an expeditionary force
cut of Halifax. Dalhousie ex-
pressed the wish that King's College
unite with the new institution and there
began an agitation for the union of these
colleges which has continued to the pres-
ent’ day. ;

In 1838 Dalhousie began to function
as a college. Two attempts at union
with King’s had been made in 1822-1824
and 1829-1886, but failed. .

The opening, in 1888, of the institu-
tion which had been founded with the
purpose of effecting college union, saw a
setback to the movement. A contest
was waged for a eollege appointment,
and the defeat of one candidate caused
the Baptist supporters of Dalhousie to
separate themselves and found Acadia
College at Wolfville, N. S.

Dalhousie closed in 1848 to “allow

funds to accumulate” The following
vears saw the establishment of St. Fran-
cis Xavier College in 1855 at Antigonish,
N. S, and of a Presbyterian Arts Col-
lege in Truro, N. S, in 1860. The Uni-
versity of New Brunswick had been
founded at Frederieton, N. B., in 1800.
§ In Nova Scotia fn 1860 there began a
growth of a new interest in both com-
mon and higher education. Leaders in
the movement included: Hon. Joseph
Howe, Doctor Tupper, afterwards Sir
Charles; George Munroe Grant, later
principal of Queen’s University, Kings-
ton, and Rev. Allan Pollock of the
Church of Scotland. Dalhousie was re-
organized by act of legislature in 1868
with the expressed object, at the time,
of unting the various church institutions
of the province into one strong, well-
endowed and non-denominational univer-
sity. The act stated that nomination of
a professor might be made by any body
of Christians which should provide an
income of $1,200 per annum for the sup-
port of any chair in the institution.

The Presbyterians responded by clos-
ing their Arts College at Truro and
supporting two chairs at Dalhousie, but
withdrew this support with the death of
the incambents appointed in 1868. The
Church of Scotland in Nova Scotia, with-
out any institution of its own, endowed
a chair. Previous to the reorganization
of Dalhousie the arts department of
Gorham College at Liverpool, N. S., sup-
ported by Congregationalists, transferred
to Dalhousie “with a view to the
furtherance of the establishment of a
provincial university.”

An attempt was made in 1877 to bring
the colleges of the provinces into closer
en-operation by the establishment of the

Jniversity of ' Halifax, which was to

ave the power of granting degrees to
the students of other colleges who passed
its examinations. It ceased to exist in
881, and another attempt to bring
about maritime college union was made.

A ety formed of representatives
of all the colleges was formed to bring
about %“consolidation,” and a vigorous
campaign was ccrrle& on. The board of
governors and elumni of Dalhousie
passed favorable resolutions. A spirited
discussion by the alumni and board of

 MEET IN AUGUST

Conference of Premiers May
Enlarge Into a Supreme
Council Meeting re Mora-
torium.

Paris, July 24—A conference between
Premier Lloyd George and Premier
Poincare of France to discuss a mora-
torium for Germany, has been arranged
for the first part of Augist. It is ex-
pected it will assume the proportions of
a meeting of the supreme council, as it
is generally understood here that Bel-
gium is sure to be represented and, if the
Italian cabinet crisis is solved in time,

Encouraging Vital Statisties
of England and Wales fo
1920.

e

London, July 24—That the year 19%v
supplied some record vital statistics is
shown by the annual report of the
registrar-general of England and Wales.
It states that births totalled 957,782, a-
new high record. Deaths numbered
466,180, which is at the rate of 12.4 per
thousand of population. This is the
lowest death rate since 1862, when the
population was only half that of 1920.
The infant mortality was the lowest re-
corded, the rate being eighty per 1,000
births.

Marriages totalled 379,982, which is
also a record. The natural increase in
population was 491,652, the largest ever
recorded. Divorces were nearly three
times® the number of any year before
1919. The death rate from tuberculosis
was considerably below any previous
year, while -deaths resulting from
measles almost doubled. According to
the report, deaths from cancer in-

Dutch Airplane Inventor Would Make
That City Aviation Centre.

Chicago, July 24 — A proposal to
make Chicago the aviation transporta-

Tenders for Exhibition Build-
ing Painting Show Wide
Margin—North End Sew-
erage Extensions — Hay-
market Sq.

A new propbsition regarding the lay-
ing of a larger pipe to the Nashwaak !
Pulp Paper Co. mill at Union Point was
mgde to the common council in com-
mittee this morning by C. F. Sanford,
solicitor for the company. The new
plan was that the company be allowed
to lay a sixteen-inch line and a com-
mission be appointed to ascertain if the
present ten-inch pipe will deliver 4,000,~
000 gallons a day, as specified in an
agreement between the city and the
company; if not then the city will agree
to pay the difference in cost between the
16-inch line and a Jine large enough, when
working with the present ten-inch pipe,
to give the mill 4,000,000 gallons. The
council refused to accept any obligation
whatever and the matter stands as it
was. The mayor presided and all the
commissioners were present. 4
