During the year, or at least ever since
Hon. Frank Cochrane, minister of rail-
ways, made his famous = announcement
at the Halifax Club to the effect that
$12,000,000 and even more” would be
spent in making Halifax the wharf of
the dominion, those connected with rail-
way and steamship enterprises of the
countyy have realized that the winter
port for the C, P. R. passenger business
had ‘been definitely located at Halifax
and that little time would. be lost in
bringing  fhig iibé as near ‘the -wharves.
about to be erected in Halifax harbor as
possible. @

It was also felt that the 1. C. R. would
not be handed over to the Canadiwn
Pacific_except to grant running rights
and cohsequently a new C. P. R. line
would have to be construeted or 'the
present road, by way of Meganiic, Mat-
tawamkeag and McAdam, would have
to be practically rebuilt.

It is understood that the former pol-
icy is. to be followed, for the reason that
it wounld be quite useless to think of
meaking a good road out of the present
line from Sherbrooke to Megantic, a dis-
tance of sixty-nine miles.

Paris, Dec. 29—Mosnignor Chollet,
archbishop of Cambra, has published a
denunciation of the tango as a corrupter
of morals, and asks Christian families to
He writes:—

“The tango, performed according to
its special rules, is a dance profoundly
dangerous to morals. It tends by an in-
conceivable infatuation to spread more
and more.”

After calling upon the faithful mem-
bers of the Church to exclude this dance
from their homes, Monsignot Chollet
asks the clergy to combat in energetic
manner, “one of the most powerful dis-
solvents of French morality.”

Juarez, Mexico, Dee, 20—Henry Miller,
son of a wealthy miller and rancher of
the state of Chihuahua, has arrived in
El' Paso with one of the most horrible
tales of atrocities committed by any of
the warring factions in Mexico, « .

He charges that the federal soldiers,
upon the evacuation of the city of Mone-
tova poisoned the wells without notify-

ing the citizens, and that as ‘a result
more than 400 residents of the town
died after enduring terrible agony.

Mr. Miller also charges - that after
leaving Monctova, the Federals on their
retreat” burned villages, murdered mén
and women on the charge of having
given aid and comfort to the enemy, and
left. hundreds of orphans to die of star-
vation and other forms of neglect.

Tokio, Dec. 29—The Japanese in the
provinces of Aemori and Hokkaido are
suffering from the worst famine since
1869. On account of the failure of the
crop's and fisheries, thousands of persons
are starving. 3

Montreal, Dec. 20—The break in. the
nine-foot conduit, which resulted in the
total cutting off of the water supply of
more than 350,000 people of the city,
fturns out to be much more serious than
given out at first.

_. Besides the sixty-foot collapse in the
side of the conduit, where excavation
work was being done in the old water
canal, it now appears that there is a
crack in the roof of ‘the pipe, which ex-
tends for practically 800 feet of its
length. What other damage the only
channel of water supply the corporation
possess 'has sustained probably will
come out later. The board of control,
fearing more serious possibilities, has
ordered - a - thorough inspection.
While na serious fire has broken out;
the firemen were given a bad scare on .
Saturday night, when a blaze broke ouf
on the second -floo: of the establishment
of Isaac Rosenberg in the heart of the
8t. Catherine street retail section. There
was not enough water in the hydrant in
front of the building to throw a stream
three feet from the nozzle. The nearest
of the high pressure hydrants was 1,500
feet away. The firemen rushed in with
chemicals . and, showing. reckless bray-
ery, finally quenched the flames,
A striking effect of the water famine
is that thé Angus shops of the C. P. R.
have been compelled to close down,
throwing 7,000 men out of employment.
The Grand Trunk shops at Point St.
Charles are not affected, as their water
supply. is drawn directly from the river
through their own pumps.

last world’s. series, in which “Connfe”
says he was warned that an effort would
be made to reach one of hisstar pitch-
ers, the man on whomr he depended to
do most of the box work.

I happen to know the “inside” of that
story, as the sporting editor in question
is a friend of mine, Mack says he paid
no attention to the warning and sent
this pitcher to the box at the times he
intended to. He evidently misunderstood
the warning. The perpetrators of the
plan, who are professional gamblers, did
not intend to test the honesty of this
pitcher. From two or three disagreeable
experiences in the past, of which I am
not at liberty to speak, gamblers have
learned better than to seek out ball play-
ers with bribes. I know of three
who have been beaten up for it. No.
sir. Gamblers know now that they cannot
reach anybody connected with organized
baseball because it is an honest game.

But this scheme, framed up beéfore
the last world’s series, was more polish-
ed, smoother in its details, and more
metropolitan in its character. The big
gambling schemers are smooth workers
who never desire to soil their well ma-
nicured and shiny finger nails with their

‘methods, and two or three of them have

found that/offerings a bribe to a ball
player often results in more than the
finger nails being mussed up. Here is
the story of the frame up as I got it
from the sporting editor. It makes a
good sequel to Mack’s reference in his
story, and goes to show that even gam-
blers regard ball players as honest, and
their general point of view is that ev-
erybody is so crooked‘that none can lie
in bed straight. The incident had slip-
ped my mind until I' read “Connie’s”
article.

“A lot of gamblers around Forty-sec-
ond Street and Broadway,” said the
sporting editor, “were ‘betting heavily on
one of the games of the series, and it
was almost sure that a certain pitcher
would work for the Athletics, All their
big bets were going down on the Giants
and at good odds. It looked as if the
bettors were depending on something
more substantial than the laws of
chance and probability. I got hold of a
friend of mind who is intimate with the
gambling fraternity and began searching
for information.

“ ‘Let’s be on the level I said to him.
‘What’s behind all these bets? Who is
it they expect to get to?'

“ ‘Nobody,” he replied.

“ ‘Now, come through’ I demanded.
‘No names are going to be mentioned !’

“ ‘Well’ he said reluctantly, ‘they ex-
pect a friend of a certain pitcher to get
him out the night before the game, and
they are going to try to get some dope
in his water or milk or whatever he
takes, which will put him out of shape
to work well, The bartender is fixed.

To my mind. this is a great sermon
on the honesty of baseball It proves
two things. One is that the most care-
fully laid and guarded plans in the most
select circles go astray and leak out, and
the other is that even gamblers have
come to regard baseball players as be-
ing so honest that they would not dare
to approach one with a crooked offer.

In an address to the Men’s Brother-
hood of Centenary church yesterday af-

“I do not know of any movement that
could be begun in St. John that would
be so pregnant of social and moral gogd
in the community as for a small grou
of wise men from eac¢h church to get
together, organize themselves into a soc-
ial reform league, discover their points of
agreement in relation to social welfare,
and then address themselves with prud-
ence, hearty co-operation and in the
most determined spirit, to-the formula-
tion of a community programme, which
would gather force as it developed, and
within a reasonable period under wisc
leadership, do a very great deal for soc-
ial betterment.”

The speaker Suggested that Centenary
Brotherhood might very fitly originate
the movement, and communicate with
the other churches of the city, of all de-
nominations, asking that delegates be
appointed to meet to consider a tenta-
tive programme, which would include
reforms upon the need of which all
would agree; and this league, having be-
the
churches, would be able to accomplish
its ends.

The suggestion of the speaker was
received with considerable favor, and R.
G. Murray, who occupied the chair, said
that the chief aim .of the brotherhood
was to lend its support to just such a
movement as the speaker had suggested.

Mr. Belding made special reference to
the social centre movement, and the use
of school buildings in connection there-
with, pointing out that this movement
in American cities had the hearty ap-
