Ae to the future of the Balkans, a very 
sharp line divides Germany, Austria-Hun­
gary and Italy from France, Russia and 
Great Britain.

Public opinion in Great Britain, France 
and Russia, argues. that the allies should 
have the territory which they have 
quered, and Russia particularly has warn­
ed Turkey that conditions could only be­
come worse should further disaster occur 
at Tchatalja.

Austria-Hungary, which after all is the 
most directly interested of the great 
powers, being the nearest neighbor to the 
Balkan states will, it is believed, not sit 
quietly by and see the Balkan league es­
tablished.

London, Nov. 4—The prospect that a 
considerable portion of the defeated Turk­
ish army will be able to reform behind 
the lines of Tchatalja, the last fortifica­
tion before Constantinople, is not alto­
gether excluded, but whether the Turks’ 
will be able to maintain any serious re­
sistance to the Bulgarian advance is a 
question which permits x>f doubt.

In the struggle with the allies, the Turks 
lost more than half their artillery. In 
fact the Servians alone claim to have cap­
tured no less than 300 guns. This will 
certainly militate against any prolonged 
stand at Tachatalja.

In a circular note to the Turkish ambas­
sadors abroad the government maintains 
that although embarrassing, the position 
of the affairs is not desperate, and de­
clares that when the allies had complet­
ed their mobilization, Turkey had barely 
begun hers. The note insists that Turkey 
is still able to maintain prolonged war­
fare.

Up to the present hour there is no sign 
that anything has come off the Porte’s 
appeal to the powers for mediation. No 
replies have been received in Constanti­
nople and there is little doubt that when 
they are received they will embody a de­
clination to consider the idea of proposing 
an armistice.

STORE OPEN UNTIL 10 O’CLOCK. London, Nov. 5—There is no industry in 

this country which is likely to be more 
seriously affected by the war in the near 
east than the cot'ton trade of Lancashire. 
The countries concerned are important 
outlets for manufactured cotton goods, and 
already merchants are meeting with a re­
stricted trade. Fresh' buying, of course, 
is practically at a standstill, and in some 
cases shippers are being compelled to stop 
further exports for the time being.

Last year Turkey took 468,000,000 yards 
of calico, made in Lancashire, and Rou- 
mania, and Greece 66,000,000 yard's. Some 
manufacturers are now turning their looms 
on to cloths suitable for other (markets, 
such as India. It is an easy matter to 
exaggerate the probable effects of the war 
upon trade, and some alarming reports as 
to' machinery in Lancashire going on short 
time in a few weeks should not be taken 
seriously.

If the war continues the British export 
trade will be somewhat crippled, but some 
shipments will take place. What merch­
ants fear more than anything else is that 
remittances will be interfered with, and 
in that case serious financial troubles may 
occur.

In consequence of the inflated freight 
rates due to the war, the banks’ suspen­
sion of financial support to exporters, and 
the refusal of foreign importers to share 
the shippers’ risks, the Black Sea grain 
trade has been completely paralyzed. Brit­
ish shipping is a heavy sufferer.

Neither a prison 
farm nor any other Institution will trans­
férai a man who has no desire to be trans­
formed, and there is a fairly large per­
centage of these gentry in the world. It 
Is'no argument, however, against a prison 
farm that it doag'not perform miracles. 
An irticle in Canada Monthly for Novem­
ber tells a very interesting story of the 
prison farm at Guelph, Ontario, hut the 
Writer is quite too enthusiaetio about 
“making a man ef a convint,” and in ’his 
eulogy,of the Hon. W. J. Hanna forgets 
to pay tribute to those who were the pion­
eers in working out the prison farm 
idea. It may be quite true that Mr. Han­
na has been a leader in this reform in 
Canada, but there has been a prison farm 
in the State of Massachusetts for many 
years, and before the work was started 
In Ontario delegations visited the Msssa- 
uhusette farm and others in the United 
States. Mr. Hanna has done a great 
work, and deserves the highest praise, but 
In swarding him full credit it is not fair 
to overlook those who worked out the 
problem before an attempt waa made to 
Solve it in Ontario.

Nor will it be of advantage in describ­
ing the benefits to be derived from s 
prison farm to claim more for such an 
institution than may reasonably be expect­
ed. Prison reform methods were intro­
duced in the Michigan penitentiary, and 
the results were held up at prison con­
gresses and other conventions as evidence 
that it was only necessary to treat con­
vict# with kindness and they would re­
spond by good conduct and would be re­
stored to useful citizenship. This theory 
was delightful, but not very long since à 
mutiny broke out in the Michigan peni­
tentiary, and before it was quelled it was 
necessary to call out the militia. Rhode 
Island furnishes another instanoe, where 
one of the worst prisoners was made a pet 
(by the warden, and took advantage of the 
opportunity to run away. A still later 
and more striking instance was that at 

' Rawlins, Wyoming, where a general jail 
delivery resulted in a battle between es­
caped convicts and armed guards, and the 
loss of some lives. These illustrations are 
given to show that reform may be carried 
4o foolish extremes.

All of this, however, does not weaken 
the argument in favor of a prison farm 
ior drunkards, vagabonds and other short 
term convicts, and for some who at present 
ere able to keep out of the clutch of the 
law but ought to be sent where they 
would be compelled to earn their living. 
The Times has already pointed out that 
a Halifax alderman, after visiting insti­
tuions of this kind in Ontario, Ohio, and 
Massachusetts, has declared himself strong­
ly in favor of a prison farm for Nova 
Beotia. In the city of Ottawa there is at 
present an agitation in favor of a prison 
farm for vagrants and petty criminals. 
Apart from the prison farm at Guelph, the 
city of Toronto maintains one for its pet­
ty offenders. At the meeting of The 
Maine Conference of Charities and Correc­
tions last week a strong plea was made 
for the purchase of a farm for inebriates 
in Cumberland county. The advantage of 
having such an institution is two fold. It 
takes the reprobate off the streets, where 
be is anything but a good example, and it 
compels him to earn his living. Even if 
such an institution did not quite pay its 
way, it must not be forgotten that the 
community is at present supporting per-

scheme of a “Great Berlin” by which the 
suburbs shall be united with the mother- 
city and be placed under common control, 
it is felt that something must be done to 
co-ordinate the varied methods of public 
conveyance. The problem is now under the 
consideration of a special committee that 
temporarily represents Berlin, both city 
and suburbs.

The present means of public conveyance 
are extremely varied, though by no means 
so heterogeneous and chaotic as those in 
Paris. From the antiquated horsed omni­
buses of fifty years ago to a comparative­
ly modern subway, the German capital 
possesses most of the means of “getting 
about” that any great city can nêfed.

Berlin's telephone miseries were aired 
this week in proceedings against a barrist­
er, Doctor Pachter, for “insulting officials”
—a crime of the first magnitude in bur­
eaucratic Prussia. Doctor Pachter, wa* 
deprived of the privilege of renting a tele­
phone. from the post office because of the 
picturesque language he was accustomed 
to use when he got wrong connections. In 
ensuing lively correspondence with the 
authorities he once compared* their arbit­
rary tactics to .“the sense of justice in­
herent to an official,’ 'under paragraph 51 
of the Penal Code, and the barrister is 
now on trial for his offence1.

It seems that Berlin's unspeakably bad 
telephone service gtft on Doctor Pachter* 
nerves to such an extent that an expert 
was called by the crown prosecutor to eluc­
idate his sanity, and declared that, while 
he had found .the prisoner’s mentality in 
fair condition, he had to admit that “tele­
phone nervousness,” in the light of cases 
which had come under his professional 
observation, was a highly acute malady.

The necessary 
pocket-money is estimated at about $10 a 
month until the rank of senior lieutenant 
is reached. The cadet corps is open to all 
who have adequate education and are phy­
sically fit, and only color-blindness or other 
ocular weakness bars entry.

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RECENT DEATHS The present year is the 400th anniver­
sary of the numbering of houses. It was 
in the year 1512 that this idea struck 
an architect to have numbers painted.' on 
toe honaes in a certain quarter of Faria, 
but the idea took a long time to take 
root, and it was not until 1789 that the 
system became general.

In Berlin, about a decade later, an ec­
centric method of numbering the houses 
was adopted. They numbered them with­
out any reference to the streets, thus a 
tenant’s address would be described mere­
ly as, say, “1000 Berlin.”

In St. Petersburg they have an excellent 
way of displaying the numbers of houses 
by little lanterns bearing the numbers on 
the glass, a most useful notion after dark.

The numbering of houses in London, 
is of comparatively recent date, and a 
backward glance into the. history of the 
metropolis shows that the convenience of 
the method has been gained at the sacri­
fice of a picturesque element in the streets.

In the later Stuart times, says Macau­
lay, the houses were not numbered, and 
“there would indeed have been little ad­
vantage in numbering them, for of the 
coachmen, chairmen, porters, and errand 
boys of London a very small proportion 
could read. It was necessary to use marks 
which the most ignorant-could understand. 
The shope were therefore distinguished by 
painted or sculptured signs, which gave 
a very gay and grotesque aspect to the 
streets.”

Similar measures were adopted for identi­
fication of private houses. In Lincoln’s 
Inn Fields, for example, it seems to have 
been usual for the houses to be distinguish 
ed by ornamentation on the gate posts. 
We find, for instance, a reference to the 
“Pineapples” at a house where the orna­
mentation consisted of this fruit cut in 
stone. At night time other directions were 
necessary, such aa “over against the New 
Exchange in Bedford street at the sign 
of the Peacock, where you shall gee at 
night two candles binning within one of 
the chambers before "the balcony and a 
lantern with a candle in it upon the bal­
cony.”

These descriptions referred to houses in 
comparatively well defined spots, and the 
difficulty of locating the poorer residents 
was considerable, aa during the first part 
of the eighteenth century the names of 
many of the less important streets and 
places were continually changing to 
respond with the change of ownership or 
of the signs that hung in the streets. An 
act was passed in 1752 to compel the resi­
dents to do away with hanging signs, 
which had become a dangerous obstruc­
tion, and fix them to the walls of their 
houses. The act, however, did not in­
clude the numbering of houses, which pro- 
vision was secured three years later in 
George III., cap. 26.

The first instance known of a London 
street in which the houses were number­
ed is Preacot street, Goodman’s Fields, 
but the practice did not spread far before 
the year 1764, when it received a great 
impetus, and it soon after became well 
established in London.

It may be interesting to add that there 
is still a strong objection on the part of 
many householders to occupy a house num­
bered 13. The London County Council 
has often been requested to allow another 
number to be substituted, though the re­
quest is not often granted. In one in­
stance, the proprietors of a nursing home 
urged that if the number were not al­
tered many superstitious patients would 
be afraid to go to the home and the busi­
ness would suffer in consequence. In this 
case the London County Council gave way 
and the house was numbered 12A.

A. C. Jardine, Robert McQuarrie, Douglas

.Captain Flewelling Predicts EarlyFelt Hats PROVINCIAL BOARD OF 
HEALTH MEETS HERE

Closing of the River This Year
for fall and winter wear, are preferred by men who 
demand the latest style and greatest comfort at 
moderate cost.

The river steamer Oconee, Captain Flew­
elling, which has been running between 
St. John and Wickham, finished her sea­
son last week, and yesterday was taken 
to Glen wood where she will be overhauled. ;

The boat will be cut in two and will 
be enlarged twenty-five feet. The work 
of remodelling will be done by D. H. 
Whelpley of Glenwood, and when com- ; 
pleted the steamer will be able to compete 
with most of the river boats, both in pas- : 
stnger as well aa in the freight business. 
The freight on this route this season has 
been very heavy, and the owners have 
had a very successful year.

To a Times reporter this morning, Cap­
tain Flewelling predicted that the river 
wduld close this year considerably ^artier 
than last year. “The water in the river 
is exceptionally high 
year,” he said, “and at the first touch of 
real cold weather the river will probably 
close up. Most of the low water wharves 
along the river are entirely submerged 
and it is impossible to effect a landing. 
The season appears to have "been a very 
successful one for all of the river boats, 
the freights during practically the entire 
season being particularly heavy.”

The provincial board of health is to 
hold a meeting here this afternoon. Two 
new members of the board, J. B. Daggett, 
secretary of agriculture, and Dr. B. M. 
Mullin, of Fredericton, appointed secre­
tary in succession to Doctor Fisher, will 
be present for the first time. They ar­
rived at noon today as did Dr. G. C. Jones 
of Fredericton and Dr. J. T. Sprague of 
Woodstock.
