Mr. Pidgeon went on to explain the com-l

midsion form of government and the meth-
ods of electing the commisgioners. He ex-
plained the double election plan by which
the two candidates receiving the highest
number of votes for mayor, and the eight
receiving thet highest number of votes for
commissioner, must again be voted on twe
weeks later. This was a safeguard against
the working of any scheme by cliques. He
instanced the case of Cedar Rapids where
the foreign element had made an alliance
with a political party to capture the com-
missionerships. The result of the first
poll was that the politicians stood at the.
head of the polls, but two weeks later this
order was reversed and they were defeat-
ed.

The four commissioners and the mayor
each head a department and the whole fiye
combined are the executive body. Under
the present system it is almost impossible
'to place responsibility. Undgr commission
no question can arise, as each is respon-
sible for the workings of his own depart-
ment. Just mnow you' have to rTun
the gauntlet of the mayor, seventeen al-
dermen and Mr. Murdoch, and finally
are forced to conclude that no one is to
blame.
