Paying glad homage to Miss Canada, St. John’s Queen, thou-
sands cheered themselves hoarse along the line of march from the
Union depot to Carnival headquarters today as the triumphal pro-
cession, the centre of which was the newly crowned Queen  of
Canada, made its way through crowded streetss Accompanied
by skaters arriving to participate in the international skating meet,

Miss Winifred C. L. Blair, Miss St. John and Miss Canada, arrived |

on the Montreal train today and was greeted with a cordiality and
demonstration of honor which was thorough-going and whole
hearted.. The city was out en masse and everyone was filled with
the carnival spirit and anxious to render allegiance to the bearer
of the proud title. The air was filled/ with hearty cheering and
sbe received ovation after ovation as her carriage, borne by pranc-
ng steeds, threaded its way along the streets. It was.a royal wel-

vpe to a royal queen and showed plainly that St. John can do
aerself proud. The sincerity of the welcome could not be doubt-

ed.

As the queen stepped from the train a mighty throng surged

forward to catch a glimpse of her and she was almost overwhelmed
by the force of the"demonstration. St. John’s Queen has come
into her own and has returned from her coronation to receive the
plaudits of her subjects. Hail to the Queen!

A RECORD GREETING.

Not even royalty has ever brought forth a ‘more remarkable
demonstration of public interest. The crush at the railway:station
and adjacent streets.and later in King and Germain streets was
perbaps without parallel in St. John’s history. From points of van-
tage moving picture machines were'b/usy,- and the pictures of the
various scenes will tell the continent how St. John honors its own:

Big Crowd at Station.

‘With thousands of people cheering,
flegs waving and St. Mary’s Band
rendering “Oh Canada,” Miss Blair
stepped off the train in the Union Sta-
tion at 1.20. - Her home coming would
have done justice to royalty, for no
greater reception ever was accorded any
peisonage on their arrival in this city.

Soon after twelvé o'clock people be-
gan to assemble at the station, and
from that until the Montreal train ar-
rived they vied with one another seek-
ing points of vantage. Every truck in
or about the station was commandeer-
ed, men and women fought for any and
every elevation, all eager to catch a
glitmpse of the charming girl who had
béen selected to represent this city in
the big beauty contest, and who

emerged with the palm of victory. So|

great was the mass of people that all
cfforts on the part of the C. N. R.
policemen, augmented by a large num-
ber of the local force, to form a cordon
were unavailing. That someone was
not killed as the train swept by was
due to their best efforts. The thous-
ands in the rear forgetting the danger
to those in front, kept pushing forward
and it was only ,when the train was
brought to a _standstill that many
breathed a sigh of relief.

Tumultuous Greeting.

When the train was brought to a
stop the crowd first suged one way and
then another, carrying everyone in the
way along with them. . It resembled a
tidal wave of humanity, and no efforts
on the part of the officials or police
could cope with the situation. About
half of the people rushed down the
train shed, and the other half held their
places and were able to catch a glimpse
of Miss Canada as she passed, sur-
rounded by a number of policemen,
who fought their way through the
throng until at last they reached the
exit, where the royal coach was in
waiting.

As Miss Canada passed along
through the crowd her face was
wreathed in smiles and she friendly
acknowledged the greetings, while to
» “rsonal friends she called out - their
wmed or waved her hand. There was
10 sign of pride, but with her pretty
ittle dimples showing she passed along,
apparently happy at the thought that
she had been able to bring the laurels
to St. John. Deafening cheers rent the
air as she passed and the strains of
nusic were drowned. Then came a
great rush for the exits, and the pas-
sages were so crowded tat it was some
4ime before all could work their way
0 the street.

Triumphal March,

Leaving the station, the royal coach
yeariing Miss Canada proceeded with
Jificulty, owing to the large crowd
which gathered around to get a look
at Canada’s fairest daughter. Seated
in the sleigh with her was her chap-
eron, Mrs. Waiter H. Golding, wo ac-
companied her to Montreal, and
Charles A. Owens, chairman of the¢
reception committee.

The coach was drawn by foyr bay
aorses. Seated on each horse was a
iriver, all wearing chariot costumes.
Surrounding the sleigh-coach was a
sorps of policemen, and directly pre-
reding it was a mounted policeman. It
wag with difficulty that a route was
Sleared, so anxious were the people to
ret a glimpse of their Queen.

Leaving the station the coach wend-

ed its way to Mill street and thence
to Dock, along Market Square to cen-
tral committes headquarters. It was
here that Miss Canada had the first
opportunity of greeting her mother.
They embraced very tenderly, Miss
Canada waved her bouquet to the
cheering multitude  and after a few
words of welcome and congratulation
from Mayor Fisher the coach proceed-
ed to the Royal Hotel where the party
disembarked.

Following the royal coach were mem-
bers of the local customs staff who car-
ried flags and horns, They 'cheered
the queen and followed in the proces-
sion to the end. Following cume the
members of St. Mary's Band in sleighs.
A large sleigh carried the visiting
skaters and the members of the local
reception committee ineluding ¥red De-
Forest, Hugh H. McLellan, Clifford
MicAvity, Robert S. Ritchie, Martin R.

The committee in charge of the skat-
ers who rode from the depot with them
were Charles Burpee, Lawrence Cullin-
an and others. This committee pro-
ceeded to Fairville and met the skat-
ers and traveled to the station with
them. \

bouquets of flowers on her arrival at
committee headquarters. One was from

'At Headquarters,

After the arrival of the skaters at
the headquarters of the gcentral com-
mittee in the big sleigh provided, they
were conducted inside to register. May-
or Fisher gave a short address 6f wel-
come. He wished them all every suc-
éess possible and hoped that each and
every one would have something to
carry away with him although, of
course, he hoped to see premier honors
in the meet remain at home. It was
hard to say how much of the crowd
was present to greet the returning
Queen and how much was to do honor
to the skaters but he felt that probably
most of those who turned out had both
objects in view. - The Mayor added
that he hoped the carnival this year
would bé such a success that the city
would decide to make the event an an-
nual one and that most of the skaters
would return in case of such a decis-
ion. He concluded by offering to each
and every one the heartiest welcome
to the city.

Ultimatum Three Days

Ismid Extinguished.

(Canadian Press.) |
Paris, Feb. 12.—A three-day exten-
sion of the Turkish ultimatum demand-
ilg the withdrawal of the Allied
battleships is announced, but it is not
expected to modify the positive stand
taken by Great Britain and France, and
so far as is known the orders to the
naval commanders to defend their posi-
tions if attacked still holds good.
Press despatches confirm ° reports
which have also reached London that
the Turks last Saturday decided to
wait another three days for the with-
drawal of the war craft. They reserved

ter the expiration of that time.

London, Feb. 12.—A  Constantinople
despatch to the Exchange Telegraph
Company says the Turks have extin-
guished all the lighthouses in the Gulf
of Ismid, access to which is forbidden
at night.

A despatch to the Times from Con-
stantinople attributes this action to the
fact, announced in a Turkish communi-
cation, that a small Greek vessel opened
fire against the Anatolian coast.

London, Feb. 12.—The captain of the
British steamer Gurko, which has ar-
rived at Athens, is quoted by the cor-
respondent of the Daily Express in the
Greek capital as saying he was at
Smyrna last week when the British
light cruiser Curacoa, commanded by
Rear-Admiral Nicholson, entered the
port.

The Curacoa was taken into the har-
bor regardless of the frantic signals of
the Turks. Eight mine sweepers went
ahead of the Curacoa and cleared her
path: through the mines at the harbor
mouth, while ten hydro aeroplanes
manoeuvred over the harbor. ;| The
Curacoa waited until the mines had
been cleared and then entered the port.

The captain of the Gurko added that
Smyrna was under the guns of eleven
British, four French and three Italian
warships. The harbor when he left
was full of Allied sloops, armed  with
machine guns. All the guns of the
Allied squadron were trained upon ‘__the
coast, and at night searchlights threw
a continuous glare on every quarter of
the ¢ity and its enviroms. !

DEVELOPMENT OF
TOURIST BUSINESS

(Moncton Transcript.)

The St. John Evening Times prints
some editorial comment from The
Transcript on tourist traffic and adds
the following:—

“Two things are essential to a suc-
cessful tourist' business, now that we
have good roads. One is publicity and
the other hotel accommodatien. The
latter should really come first. The
tourist does not care whether he finds
a palatial hotel or not gb long as what
he gets for his money is to his taste.
A suggestion has been made to the
\Times that if we had in New Bruns-
wick an association of hotel men, who
coild take coupsel together and dis-
seminate such knowledge as would en-
able all of them to meet better than
most of them do at present the require-
ments of the tourist; and if there was
a clever man whose sole duty it would
be to go about and arouse local interest
in city and town and village in making
each locality more -attractive -to the
tourist the reward would more than
compensate for the effort and the ex-
pense. There is no doubt about the
existence of the traffic. Maine gets it,
and Maine has nothing to offer that
cannot be duplicated in New Bruns-
wick. Civic authorities, boards of
trade, merchants and hotel proprietors
a}l have an interest in this matter, and
the winter and spring afford opportun-
ity for a get together movement. It
is not enough to advertise. Behind the
advertisement -must be the goods, or
no permanent traffic can be secured;
and the goods inclide those creature

EUROPE'S PROBLEM.

Mr, Hugo Stinnes, the German m-
dustrial baron, is credited with saying
in an interview last week, when' asked
what Germany would do in regard to
the French eoccupation of the Ruhr,
that Germany would fight, By this he

sistance would be pushed to the limit,
since that is all the fighting Germany
is able to do under present conditions.
But how long cdn this game of ‘cross-
purposes continue without disaster
both to France and Germany? If the
cost of the French occupation comes
out of Germany there is the less for
reparations; and if German industry
is slhowed down through lack of raw
materials from the Ruhr her ability to
pay will be still further reduced. The
feeling of general sympathy toward
France is easily understood, because of
what she has suffered and because of
the heartless brutality of the Germans
durinig the Wwar; but we cannot ignore
the fact that the leading statesmen of
Great Britain, who are as unsyinoato-
ctic toward Germany as any, regard it
as the height of economic folly to ex-
pect tne policy of France to cont:idute
to the solution of the reparatins prob-
lem. They do not hamper French ac-
tion, but they say it is unwise for the
reason that it will leave Germuny less
able to pay, and so prolong the perixd
of financial chaos in Europe. Is their
judgment well founded? Or will Ger-
many _presently yield and diecover to
the world that she has really -been di-
verting to the purposes of uer own ¢r-
richment funds which should. tave gone
to France? There is a large body of
public opinion in the Unitsd States; as
voiced in a portion of the press, which
believes Germany has been stalling, «nd
should be given heroic treatment such
as France has applied. If it is r',g‘nt the
British statesmen are wrong, but if
they are right the economic restoration
oi Europe ‘'is being retarded and the
whole world is a loser, We are told
the United States is ready to tender
its goood offices when requested, in the
interests of a settlement of the whole
¢conomic problem; but if .the United
States had entered the League of Na-
tiong and exerted the commanding in-
{luence it possesses, this very grave
crisis might never have arisen. As the
case stands now, the world must stand
and await the outcome of French pol-
icy.

_ Vacoum tubes should be removed from their soekets while changes are
being made in the wiring of the set, as the wires leading from the plate bat-
lery may accidentally be connected to the filament circuit, in which case
from 40 to 60 volts may be impressed upon the filament.

Touching the surface of a erystal has the effect of reducing its sensi-
tivity and consequently reduc¢ing the range of recetpion. Exposure to the
air may also result in lowered efficiency due to the oxidization which takes
place on the surface. A remedy for this condition is to scrape the surface
lightly with a pen-knife. \

It is important that the resistance of the antenna system be kept as
low as possible, for the less resistance there is in the antenna the greater
will be the strength of current which flows from the antenna to the re-
ceiving get.

Marriage and divorce have been re-
duced to simplicity itself. The only
conditions necessary to enter the mar-
ried state is that the man be over
eighteen years and the  woman over
sixteen.

A statement to the effect that the:
parties are willing to be considered man
and wife and a note to that effect mn
the town register is sufficient. The
woman may keep her maiden name and
the children may bear the name of the
wife or the husband Boys take their
father’s name and girls their mother’s
name. If the parties are tired of the
married state, then both parties go be-
fore the Registrar and make a sthte-
ment that they do not wish to live to-
gether. The diverce is then complete.’
If one of the parties does not wish for
a.divorce than the case will be tried
before the People’s Court and the us-
ual grounds for a divorce must be
proved.

YANKEES' PARK
S LARGER THAN
 POLD ROUNDS

Will Have 22,000 Square
Feet More Plyaing Sur-
face Than That of Nation-
al League — Should Not
Worry Babe Ruth,

- New York, Feb. 12—Judging from a
profound study of a chart showing the
comparative size of the Yankee and
Giant playing fields, Babe Ruth is not
going to be unduly embarrassed by the
length _of the fences at the new
American League stadium fin the
Bronx. The Yankee park—that is, the

fair ground part of it—will be some
20,000 square feet larger than its rival
across the river in Manhattan, but the
big bulk of this increase will be found
in left field, left centre and right centre
—where the Bambino rarely directs his
gunfire,

By way of showing how their mag-
nificent new field compares with. the
Polo Grounds, the Yankees have given
out a superimposed chart. In some es-
sential respects the two fields are like
two peas in & pod. The length of the
right field foul line, for example, is
the same—257 feet and 6 inches. There
is only a slight difference along the
chalk line in left” field, the Yanks’ be-
ing the same as the first base side, 257
feet 6 inches, but the Giants’ being
longer, about 277 feet.

These, however, are not details that
will bother Babe Ruth. The slugging
infant rarely hits them straight down
the whitewashed line. But moving
away from this mark the statistics get
more intriguing, The Polo Grounds '
grandstand cuts across right field at a
sharper angle than the Bronx fence and
is therefore closer to home plate. The
Yankee stand slopes away for a short
distance, and at this point is 25 feet
more distant than the Drush Stadium.

Now, if Ruth hits the tball into this
pocket, he will find the Yank stadium
a harder mark to shoot at. At the
furthest point, as already stated, there
is a difference of 25 feet. But from
this point the Yankep fence begins to
cut across toward right centre, and be-
fore the spectator has moved very far
he will find himself in front of the line
marking the boundary of the Polo
"Grounds bleachers.

Yankee Fence Is Nearer,

| In this section—dead right centre—
the Yankee fence is exactly twenty feet
nearer the diamond than ‘the Pole
Grounds. This margin of difference
continues almost to the old exit gu'e
in right centre, where the players
passed through on their way to and
from the club house. And it is in this
same section that Ruth will gain his
greatest advantage. He will need little
help on or near the foul line, for the
angle is so sharp that most of his
drives carry many feet past the edgze
of the field. But when the ang'e has
been lengthened, when Babe begins
pumping at the right centre stands,
he may find that 20-foot difference
coming in very handy indeed.

Only four men ever hit one into the
Pnlo Grounds right-field bleachers as
they stood last season. Ruth was one,
and he planted several among the ,
seats. Dave Robertson and Jake Dau-
bert, left-handed batters, performed
the feat, and I.ong George Kelly has
the honor of being the only right-hand-
ed swinger to reach this territory.

So that 20-foot margin may make
some difference to American I.eague
batters. It may help Ruth and it may
not. At any rate. it is not going to
handicap him. The Babe ought to
make as many of his celebrated homers
in the Bronx as he did in. Manhattan,
for there is no tremendous difference
between the two right-field fences.

Ruth Not Impressed, i

“I don't see any fences thers that T
ran't hit over.” remarked the Babe as
he inspected the chart last week. 1In
fast, George Herman has seen few
fences that he wasn’t on speaking terms
with.

Aftew skivtine the spot where the
Polo Grounds’ exit gate was last sea-
son, tue Yankee ficla begins stretching
out beyond the rival park. In deep
centre it has a 65-foot advantage —
which means that if Bill Cunningham
had caught Ruth’s long world’s series
fly in the Yankee Stadium be wenld
have still been 65 feet from the fence.
The distance from home plate to the
furthest centre field pnint is 498 feet,
as compared with the Giants’ 433,

In left centre the Yanks have a mar-
gin of 87 feet, making this one of the
longest strétches in any major league
park. Right-handed hitters like Bob
Meusel and George Kelly would find
home runs getting fewer and fewer in
this park.

The area of ,fair ground at the
Yankee park is'about 138,000 square
feet, while the Giants have only about
118,000. Behind the home plate the
American League stadium will have a
little more roém, but the third and
first base lines wiill be closer to the
grandstand. Between them and the
stand, and encircling the outfield, will
be a cinder path,

]P_rohibition Officers Get Af-
. ter Rum Runners With
| Machine Guns and Tanks
1 —Situation Called Critical

Atlanta, Ga., Feb, 12—“Baby” tanks
and machine guns now lying idle at
Camp Jesup and army' posts near At-
lanta' will shortly be requisitioned by
the Federal prohibition enforcement

| squad in Georgia and used to fight the
rum runners who are plying their trade
beétween the Georgia mountains and At-
lanta unless some more feasible scheme
of meeting the critical situation now
facing enforcement officers present it-
self immediately.

So declared Prohibition Director Fred
D. Dismuke last week. following the
capture by a “train” of rum runners
of two baliffs in Forsythe County.

“Georgia is facing an extremely crit-
ical situation,™ said Mr. Dismuke. “The
rum runners, composing our most des-
perate lawless criminal jelements, have
thrown their armed defiance into our
very teeth.. Now we are helpless. I
cunnot ask two of my men to stop a
train of from five to ten liguor cars,
carrying from fifteén to thirty men, all
armed with sawed-off shotguns. That
would be suicide.

“It is impossible to increase the size
of my force, because the Congressional
appropriation will not permit it. The
only thing to do is to give the men
I have greater protection anrd make
them more formidable. .

“It would be possible to blockade
every road leading into Atlanta with
tanks, mounted with machine guns. It
would” also be possible to mount ma-
chine guns on our automobiles. . We
can get these weapons from the War
Department and 1 feel that wunless
some feasible plan of stopping the rum
runners present itself, we must adopt
scme such method. Meanwhile my men
have instructions to shoot to kill.”

SALVATION ARMY
TO ERECT LARGE
NEW BUILDING

To Cost People Nothing but
" Waste Paper and Dis-
carded Household Articles

Washington, Feb, 12—A mollel 200-
room social service building will be
erected during 1923 in New York, be-
tween Fourteenth and Forty-second
streets, by the men’s social department
of the Salvation Army and will cost
the people of that city nothing but
their waste paper and discarded house-
hold goods. Also the present Salvation
Army industrial home and ‘social serv-
ice building, in Jersey .City, will be
greatly enlarged as a result of the in-
creased demands anticipated in comn-
| nection with the opening of the new
vehicular tunnel between Jersey CitI
and New York. .

These improvements are part of a
:: ten-year programme of expansion in the
| men’s social department of the Salva-
tion Army which will effect virtually
1every state east of Chicago. This
Xmther elaborate activity has been de-
| finitely decided. upon at the annual
| congress of the Salvation Army social
| department officers, now in session here
{ at the Evangeline Booth Residence for
‘L Young women.
{ It was announced the improvements
in New York City and Jersey City will
' be among the first. i

“This programme will solve many
problems for many cities,” Colonel Ed-
ward J. Parkerd head of the social de-
partment sajd last week. “It will cost
thiese cities nothing. It is a programme
that we shall be able to accomplish
! without asking anybody for a nickel.
But let me point out that I am speak-
ing only for the men’s social depart-
went of the army—a department that is
self-supporting.. The people will be
expected to continue supporting other
branches of our work as they are doing
at present.”

PARENTS SPOIL. ROMANCE;
- .COUPLE JUMP OVERBOARD

London, Jan. 15—(By Mail).—A ro-
| mantic_story was told on the arrival
|at Adelaide of the German sailing ship
| Hinscherfelde, whose c:ptain was. at-
{ tached to the German naval headquar-
' ters during the war, says a correspond-
tent to “The London Times.”

His wife and family were on board,
and the second officer became attached
to the captain’s daughter, but her fa-
ther angrily refused his consent. Ap-
parently the lovegs made a death com-
pact, as during the voyage both jump-
ed overboard at dusk while the vessel
was doing ten knots in a strong sea.

A boat was lowered and after a diffi-
cult search the mate was found, but
| the girl was not seen. The man be-
came seriously ill as the result of his
experience. The parents of the girl
were in a frenzy of grief, the captain
being so stricken that the crew on their
arrival demanded their discharge owing
to his startling demeanor. This, how-
ever, was impossible, as the men are
not admissible immigrants and there is
no German consul available to advise
them.

| Prediction of Short Harvest|
in 1928 — Protest Export|
of Grain — Hely Needed
Badly.

New York, Feb. 12—Eight million
Russians face starvation before- H!e
harvest of 1923 unless relief feeding is |
continued and increased, the Commis-
sion on Russian Relief of the National |
Information Bureau predicted recently
in a report embodying three months
of independent investigation in Russia.

“If suffering and death from starva-
tion in Russia are to be prevented,” the
report said, “the facts we observe point
to the need for continued American
help on a larger scale.”

Between 8,000,000 and 10,000,000 will
huve to be fed by relief agencies by the
end of the summer, according to the
report, About 2,000,000 already being
taken care of, while this total, it ‘Nas‘
stated, would increase to 5,000,000 by |
midsummer, o

The report, while calling for contin- |
ued outside aid, protested against with- |
drawal of most of the Soviet financial
co-operation with foreign relief agen-
cies and against the Russian govern-
ment’s announced intention of export-
ing grain.

“The wisdom of shipping grain out
of the country while foreign generosity
sends other grain in to keep Russians
alive is certainly debatable,” said the
report. - “We have no means of know-
ing whether there actually will be any
censiderable amounts available for ex-
port. :

“The position of the Soviet govern-
ment regarding exports is that they are
imperatively necessary to break the vic-
ious circle—underproduction because of
the luck of horses and plows, shortages,
famine and further ki{;ing and eating
of horses. Relief agencies cannot re-
build Russian agriculture; the Russian
government has begun to do so and we
believe the outlook for recovery to be
promising.”

Members of the commission traveled
9,000 miles through the famine zone and
were given complete liberty of action,
“Only about half the normal area wgs
sown last year in Ryssia,” the commis-
sion reported, “and theré was anotner
scvere drouth in the same provinces
wkich suffered the great drouth in 1921.
*T'he new economic policy,” the re-
port continued, “has done away with
tac confiscation of crops, and the grain
tax now imposed by the Soviet govern-
ment leaves the peasant in possession
of a good part of such surplus as ne
can raise. The peasants, who had been
sowing smaller and smaller areas, may
now be expected to increase them so
far as they can, and the outlook for
the ultimate recovery of agriculture is
hopeful. But this will be impossible
unless food is provided this year, and
unless the draft animals, which' have
almost disappeared from the famine
districts, are replaced. It is impossi-
ble to raise adequate crops so long as
peasants have to plow . by hand, with'
cows .or with miserable skeletons of
horses, as they are now doing. -
“There are perhaps 8,000,000 orphans
and abandoned children in Russia. The
condition of the institutions in which
many of them are housed is an indica-
tion of the present destitution in the
famine districts. In most of those we
visited the children had no more than
a single cotton garment apiece. In one
they . were stark naked'in a building
practically without heat, and there were
only eighteen blankets or bed covers of
any sort for 350 waifs.

A NEW MAPPING

WHEAT EXPORTS
IN 1922 SHOW A
MARKED DROP

Depreciation of Foreign Ex-

change Chief Cause of far
Smaller Shipments Than
Those of Year Before.

New York, Feb, 12—During 1922
the exports of wheat from the United
States showed a decrease in each month
over the quantity exported the corres-
ponding month of the previous year,
making a total of 1,424,000 long tons
of American wheat less sold abroad
fn 1922 than in 1921, according to the
Department of Commerce’s latest re-
port. .

The main decreases are a diminution
of about 500,000 tons in cargoes to the
Havre-Hamburg range, and a loss of
about 800,000 tons in cargoes sent to
the west Mediterranean region. The
first of these decreases is thought to
have resulted from the depreciation
of the German mark, and the conse-
sumer elimination of Germany as a con-
sumer of American wheat. Shipments
to Germany during the first seven
months of 1922 were 435,000 tons less
than during the corresponding period
of 1921. The Belgian market showed
.a decrease of 116,000 tons, France’s
share decreased 16,000 tons and Hol-
land’s increased 4,000 tons.

Mediterranean Cargoes Less,

' The other major decrease, that in
shipments to the west Mediterranean,
was also caused by unfavorable ex-
cLange rates, and by the return of the
countries in this region to agricultural
pursuits of large areas of grain. Dur-
ing the first seven months of 1921 ship-
ents to Italy decreased over 644,000
tons, to southern France 47,600 tons and
to Spanish Mediterranean ports 104,600
tons.

The decrease in wheat cargoes to the
United Kingdom from United States
ports was due largely to the increase
in shipments of Canadian wheat in 1922
representing the absorption by Great

Britain of the surplus-Canadian crom

The increase to North Atlantic and
British European regions was caused by
the shipment of relief supplies of wheat
to Esthonia in January and February,
60,000 tons being forwarded to Reval
for distribution to points in Russia.

South Atlantic FEurope decreased
principally in shipments to the Bor-
desux-Brest region of France and to
Spain. This section does not normally
absorb much of the United States
wheat, and the falling off is largely a
return to normal conditions.

Black Sea Shipments Grow.

Shipments of wheat to the easi Med-
iterranean and Black Sea region show-
ed an increase over the corresponding
period of 1921. As in the case of ship-
ments’to the Baltic region, relief meas-
ures were responsible for the increase,
cargoes to Greece decreasing 45,000 tons
in 1922, while those to Russia and
Turkey totaled 72,000 tons—an increase
of 100 per cént. .

The increased shipment of wheat to
the Orient i8 notable, indicating the es-
tablishment of a new market for Amer-
fjcan wheat through extended services
by Shipping Board vessels.

BABSON_TELLS HOW AND
WHEN TO BUY STOCKS

“The only avay to make money in
the stock market,” says Roger W.
Babson, the eminent economist, in
Forbes Magazine (N. Y.), “is by ren-
dering service, and the only way to
render service i8 to store up money
when it is plentiful and use it only
when it is scarce. Then you can buy
when every one else wants to sell.

“Follow the process of the ice man,
who cuts and stores ice In the winter,
when it is a nuisance, knowing that.
before the year is over people will be
erying for it. i

“Study fundamentals in connection
with the purchase and sale of securi-
ties, and in connection with all forms
of investment. Briefly this means five
things: —

“(1) When purchasing select a broad
list. Don’t put all your eggs in one
basket; but don’t buy baskets that you
know have holes in them just for the
sake of having more than one. Select
only securities that you know to be
good, but don’t depend upon any one
security. Always keep your funds
invested in at least twenty different
companies, and-eight or ten different
industries.

“(2) Buy your stocks during panics.
This will mean that you are buying
when other people are not buying. You
will buy during the dark days when
your friends think that business is go-
ing to the bow-wows. When you do
what everybody else is doing you gen-
erally lose money. Hence, buy stocks
during times of panic or depression.

“(8) Pay outright for evertyhing you
buy. Don’t buy on margin. Keep
away from studying the tape. You
may have to borrow money for your
regular business, but don’t borrow
money for the purchase of securities.
Buy outright and never sell short.

“(4)—When the period of prosperity
comes, sell all and liquidate your hold-
ings. Get your money into cash and
keep your cash in liquid form. Many
know when to buy, but fail to know
when to sell. And it sometimes takes
more courage to sell during a period of
prosperity than to buy during a period
of depression. :

“(5) When making permanent in-
vestments for security and yield, bonds
are most desirable. Different groups
of bonds, however, may be purchased
for different purposes.”

TRADE WARY

Remembers Lessons of 1920
—Going Slow Despite In-
creased Demand.

“It iz difficult to describe the steel
situation without picturing it as gather-
ing strength with dangerous rapidity,”
The Iron Age says.

“A rather general change of con-
sumer attitude, now seeking a hasten-
ing of deliveries or an increase in size
of orders, has given rise to a wide var-
iety of prices in bars, plates and shapes,
but an impression is abroad that the
market is crystalizing toward a 2.25c.
per pound basis. All interests, with les-
sons of 1920 in mind, show a desire not
to let things get out of hand.

“There are mills in a position to
take second quarter business, but they
see no gdvantage in making commit-
ments before the end of the month.
Meanwhile, consumers are finding it
difficult to satisfy the increased de-
mands of secondary buyers. Appear-
ances still are that demand is for cur-
rent needs, and that few opportunities
have been afforded for speculative pur-
chases.”

“General requirements of steel from
all sources continue to exceed the abil-
ity of works to produce under prevail-
ing conditions.” The Iron ‘Trade Re-
view says, “and a tenser situation is
developing.

The further upward trend in prices
is reflected by the fact that The Iron
Trade Review’s composite of erices on
fourteen iron -and steel products this
week is $41.83. This compares with
$41.41 a week ago, $41.13 two weeks
ago and $38.85 for all of January, 1922.
The composite still has some distance
to go, however, before it reaches the
high level of $43.79 in September, 1922,
in the period of stringency resulting
from the coal and railroad strikes.

“The United States,” the committee

In the year just ended, it is estimated
that even this huge consumption of
electricity was surpassed, the figures
being set at more than 55,000,000 hours.

Germany’s maps were the poor-
est looking of any ‘country’s. Canada’s
field force and those in offices for re-
production employed the most up-to-
date methods. The time should come
when Canada would be divided in dis-
tricts to be mapped uniformly on stan-
dardized scales, with larger scales for
thickly populated areas.

THE ADVANCE IN SUGAR.

Montreal, Feb. 10—In sympathy
with the recent strength that has pre-
vailed in the New York market for
both raw and refined sugar and the
steady upward tendency of prices
which was attributed to the improved
European demand for the latter a
stronger feeling developed in the local
market on Thursday for the refined
article, and prices for all grades scor-
ed another advance of 10c per 100 lbs
which makes a net rise of 20c per 100
lbs, within the past week, and now all
Canadian refiners are selling standard
granulated at $8.25 per 100 lbs, in bags.

New York, Feb. 9—The steady rise
in Cuba raw sugar which began two
weeks ago reached its climax yesterday
when from 80,000 to 100,000 bags were
sold at four cents a pound, cost and
freight, equal to $5.78 duty paid. This
compares with $5.02 early in January
and $8.42, the lowest during 1922.

The rise has been attended by large
purchases of raws by both domestic
and English refiners and operators.

In keeping with this upturn, there
also has been a steady rise in refined
sugar, which today ranged from $7.00
to $7.25 per pound for fine granulaitd,
representing the highest level since
Novembe:r, 1922.

HARNESSING THE
WINNIPEG RIVER

Opening of Hydro-Electric
Plant at Great Falls Marks
an Epoch in Water Power
Development.

(Natural Resources, Canada)

An event of outstanding interest and
iluportance to the whole Winnipeg dis- |
trict oecurred on December 28, when & |
trial run was given the first unit n
the 168,000 horsepower hydro-electric
station of the Manitoba Power Com-
pony at Great Falls on the Winnipeg
river. Following close upon recent ex-
tensions to the plant of the city of Win-
nipeg at Point du Bois it marks a fur-
ther step in the progressive develop-
ment of the powers of the Winnipeg
river,

The site of this development is locat-
ed 13 miles due north of Lac du Bon-
net and 64 miles in a direct line from
Winnipeg. An island which divideg the
flow of the Winnipeg river at this point

rovides a most advantageous situation
or a power installation; the foundation
for all the structures being solid gran-
ite, The power station spans the west
river channel and is connected to high
ground on the west bank by a soldd
concrete, non-overflow dam. Across
the island is built a solid concrete dam
1,500 feet in length with provision made
for the passage of the full flow of the
river by means of four large sluice
gates and 400 feet of free spillway. In
this dam are also included skimming
weirs for the removel of ice and debris,
a log slide and fish ladder. The east
river channel is spanned by a rock fill4
dam, not yet complete, which will be
1,000 feet in length with an impervious
clay blanket on the upstream tace, and
connected to high ground on the east
bank by means of an earth embank-
ment 1,200 feet in length, with’a con-
crete core. . The dam will raise the
water 46 feet, sufficient to drown out
the Little du Bonnet and Grand du
Bonnet Falls above, and 'will also pro-
vide a pond or reservoir of some 2,000
acres.

About two and a half miles below
the site of the development a granite
reef crosses the river and creates
| Whitemud. Falls. A channel 200 feet
wide, 20 feet deep and about 1,800
feet in length is being cut through this
reef which when complete will lower
the water level below the power-house
ten feet at ordinary river stages, When
all these works are completed there will
be available at Great Falls a working
head of 56 feet.

The rock excavated from the White-
mud Falls channel is transported bo
Great Falls for use in making concrete
or in the construction of the rock fill
dsm,

The Pqwer Station,

The power-station which is designed
to accommodate six vertical turbo-gen-
erators is 110 feet wide, 380 feet long,
and has a maximum height of 145 feet.
The foundations are of reinforced con-
crete and the superstructure of struc-
tural steel, with concrete curtain walls
provided with steel sash.

The power house
building has been completed for the
first three units and the initial machin-
ery installation will consist of two units.
The substructure for the remainder of
the power station has been completed
sufficiently to avoid unwatering ex-
pense when making future extensions,

The turbines are of the single runner,
vertical shaft, diagonal or propeller
type and will develop 28,000 horse-pow-
e- each when operating under a head
of 56 feet and running at a speed of
1885 .p.m. The shipping weight of
each turbine with its accessories is over
360 tons. The draft tubes, built of
reinforced concrete, are of the centre
oone spreading type, Both turbines
and draft tubes embody the most ad-
venced features of hydraulic design.

The vertical generators are direct
connected to the turbine shaft and have
a capacity of 21,000 kv.a. The weight
of each generator is 240 tons. These
machines will generate three phase, six-
ty cycle, alternating current at 11,000
velts.

An Achievement in Construction

The placing in operation of unit No.
1 on December 28, marked the culmi-
nation of a year of remarkable con-
struction_ achievement. While work
wag commenced in the late autumn of
1921 and the preliminary operations of
unwatering and plant assembling were
carried on throughout the following
winter, it was not until the spring of
1922 that the actual work of construc
tion was placed under way, From then
until the end of the year some 64,000
cubic yards of concrete were placed in
the power station and dam, over 60,00C

BRITISH FINANCES
REPORTED GOOD

Washingtor:n Officials Say
Taxes May Come Down
as Result — Prospect Im-
proves.

Washington, Feb, 12—An excess >t
British revenue over expenditures for
the first nine months of the fiscal yeaf,
reported in cable advices<to the Comi-
merce Department, attracted much at-
tention among officials here who, are
concerning themselves with the details
of British finances because of the pend-
ing negotiations over funding of Great
Britains war debt.

The Commerce Department advices
said that as a result of the showing
made many interests are campaigning
for a reduction in taxes, to include
elimination of the corporation profits
tax and lowering of income tax rates.

In the original presentation of the
budget for the present year it was
estimated that the shrinkage in reve-
nue for the year would total about
£214,000,000, but the decrease for the
first nine months totaled only 91,000,
000, Government expenditures, which
it originally was estimated would be
cut £169,000,000 during the year, already
have been reduced £167,000,000 in the
first nine months.
