Quebec, April 10—Major G. B. Rodg­
ers, who had charge of the military on 
the night of the riot on April 1, was the 
main witness today, at the coroner’s in­
quest He said he had 1,180 men under 
his command, with ten machine guns. 
Only one machine gun was brought to 
fire, and that was in St. Sauveur, where 
the four civilians were killed. It work­
ed barely a few seconds and about thirty- 
six bullets were fired.

He said that the riot act had been 
read by Captain Helgtins. '

Major Rodgers related how he saw 
the mob shoot against the military.* It 
was then he himself ordered the machine 
gun fired for a few seconds to scare the 
mob away. He was positive the ma­
chine gun hit no one.

Questioned by Armand Lavergne, 'at 
tomey for families of some of the vic­
tims, Major Rogers said that all the 
soldiers who helped quell the riots in 
Quebec city were draftees. None of 
them had seen fire at the front, but some 
of the officers were returned men.

VEFFECT ON SURPLUS
OF APPLES AND POTATOES.x

Ottawa, April 10—The Canada Food 
Board states that the new anti-waste and 
anti-hoarding orders have been respon­
sible, in part at least, for a large re­
duction in the surplus of apples and po­
tatoes in Canada. The quantity of ap­
ples iir the Annapolis Valley and in 
chief marketing centres was reduced 
during March by nearly 100,000 barrels. 
The smallest reduction has taken place 
at Winnipeg, where 18,000 barrels of 
apples were in store on March 80, as 
compared with 16,400 barrels on March 
1. The Canada Food Boprd has tele­
graphed the chief fruit inspector at Win­
nipeg^ Inquiring whether these holdings 
are liable to be marketed without loss.

AND WON AGAINCANADA’S FINANCES,

Ottawa, April 10—Up to the end of 
February, Canada’s war expenditure on 
caiptal account totalled $207,849,726.

Revenue for the eleven months ended 
February was $206,417,089, as compared 
with $229,766,627 for the same period, 
last year. Expenditure on consolidated 
fund account rose for the same periods 
from $118,161,867 to $124,781,421. Rev­
enue for February, 1918, was $21,225,873 
as compared with $17,513,478, the rev­
enue for February, 1917.

Canada’s total gross debt at the end 
of February was $1,996,898,859, assets 
were $986,612,889, leaving a net debt of 
$1,010,780,470.

<1(Continued from page I) 
field and heavy guns, causing a great 
toll in casualties.

The Germans had several divisions 
in line in this part of the front, but could 
not do more than follow warily behind 
the retiring French, whose effectives were 
outnumbered many times.

Prisoners captured here declare that 
the German staff fully ^expected to reach 
their objectives on the'moming of April 
6, counting on their superior numbers to 
overwhelm the French. Other informa­
tion from prisoners shows that the Ger­
mans awaited immensely greater results 
from their surprise offensive. They not 
only expected to push the Allies back 
from the Somme, but looked for a gen­
eral withdrawal all along the front, even 
far eastward of the line attacked.

German observers both in the trenches 
and in sausage balloons had operators 
to keep a sharp lookout for signs of a 
French retreat, and report them to the 
staff. They were told to watch for- burn­
ing villages and supply dumps and were 
surprised when nothing of the kind hap­
pened.

Still other prisoners, who have recently 
come from the Russian front, assert that 
the German authorities were profoundly 
disappointed concerning Russia, much of 
whose land was uncultivated while the 
greater part of the stocks of wheat had 
disappeared, either througli pillage or 
wastage. Reports regarding their condi­
tion reached the German people who had 
been told to expect things.

Further details of the first furious 
days of the German offensive -bring to 
light a most important part played by 
the French cavalry, in keeping in liason 
when a breach was threatened by over­
whelming German columns. The con­
duct of the horsemen was superb, despite 
the great fatigue from which they suf­
fered and their shortage of rations. They 
kept the Germans at bay by_ dismount­
ing and acting as infantry and holding 
precarious lines without trenches or 
artillery support until foot regiments, 
which naturally were slower in arriv­
ing on the epot, could occupy positions 
from which they could offer a stable de­
fence. In some places small groups of 
cavalrymen thus opposed odds of more 
than ten to one, for many hours and 
saved the critical situation.

London, April 9—Continuing his re­

marks in the House of Commons today 
regarding Ireland, Premier Lloyd George 
read a declaration Issued by the Irish 
party on Dec. 17, 1914.

The declaration follows: “A test to 
search men’s souls has arisen. The em­
pire is engaged In the most serious war 
In history. It Is a just war provoked 
by the intolerable military despotism of 
Germany. It is a war for the defence of 
sacred rights and liberty of small na-. 
tions and the respect and enlargement 
of the great principles of nationality. In­
volved In It Is the fate of France, our 
country and the chief nation of that pow­
erful Celtic race to which we belong. i

“The fate of Belgium, to whom we 
are attached by the same great ties of 
race and by the common desire of small 
nations to assert their freedom, and the 
fate of Poland, whose sufferings and 
struggles bear so marked a resemblance 
to our own.

“It is a war for the high ideals of 
human government apd International re­
lations and Ireland would be false to her 
history and to every consideration of 
honor, good faith and self-interest did 
she not willingly bear her share In Its 
burdens and its sacrifices." j

“It is not merely Illogical that Ireland 
should not help,” said the premier. “It 
is unjust. If it were merely England’s 
battle, the young men of Ireland might 
regard that fact with indifference, but 
it is not. They are just as much con­
cerned as the young men of England. 
Therefore, it is proposed to extend con-» 
scription on the same conditions as in. 
Great Britain.

“As there is no machinery in existence 
and no register has yet been completed 
in Ireland, it may take some "weeks be­
fore active enrollments begin. As soon 
as arrangements are complete the gov-' 
emment will put the act into immediate 
operation.

“Meanwhile, we intend to invite par­
liament to pass a measure for self-gov­
ernment for Ireland."

Wisconsin is the stamping ground of 
Senator La Follette, who In September 
last delivered a speech In which he de­
clared that the United States should not 
h*ve entered the war to defend the 
“technical right" of American dtisens 
to sail on the Lusitania. His personal 
journal had also denied that this was a 
war of democracy. Following these ut­
terances and others of like tenor the 
state control committee of his own part, 
unanimously demanded his expulsion 
from the United States senate. Last 
month the upper house of the Wiscon­
sin legislature, by a vote of twenty-six 
to four, and the lower house by a vote 
of fifty-three to thirty-two, condemned 
him by name for failing “to see the 
righteousness of our nation’s cause,” and 
for falling “to support our government 
In matters vital to the winning of the 
war.”

In Wisconsin, however, 80 per cent ot 
the population are Germans, and 20 per 
cent have close Qerman 

■ through marriage. There are entire com­
munities where only the German lang­
uage is spoken. There are also many 
Socialists in Wisconsin, and after the 
National Socialist party last year brand­
ed the United States declaration of war 
as “a crime against the people of the 
United States and against the nations of 
the world,” it had many accessions to its 
membership in Wisconsin. When the 
election for senator came on, the state 
leader of the Socialist party, Victor L.
Berger, himself under indictment for 
Violation of the espionage law, was made 
their candidate. There were also, of 
course, Republican and Democratic 
didates, but the pro-German vote was 
Safe for Berger; and the whole country 
Showed the keenest interest in the re­
sult. If a man who represented the war 
views of La Follette should be elected, 
the pro-Germans all over the United 
States would be elated, and encourage 
to continue their mischievous agitation.

The ex­
posed flanks of the German armies, alike 
on the Arras and Noyon sectors, were 

open to attack that it was believed the 
German leaders would hesitate to length­
en them furthèr, and increase the danger 
of such an attack, toy pushing west­
ward toward Amiens. The renewal of 
the German assaults upon the British 
and French lines between, the Somme 
and the Avre, and in the region of Mount 
Didier, indicates that the capture of 
Amiens is the enemy’s objective, and 
that all the men and materials he can 
assemble are being devoted to that end.

Today the German advance guard is 
about nine miles from Amiens. On the 

■ Centre the enemy has battled ins way 
— across the devastated country east of the 
. : Somme and along the river valley for 

• thirty-four and a half miles. It is the 
deliberate judgment of correspondents 
who have examined captured documents 
and muster rolls of various enemy div- 
isions that the German losses have been 
not less than 860,000, including an ex­
ceptionally large proportion of dead. 
This works out at the rate of over 
ten .thousand men per mile of ground 
gained in the centre. An even heavier 
price must be paid for any farther ad­
vance, becatise of the increased resist­
ance of the British and French troops, 
who are now fighting in prepared posi­
tions and with a greater artiUery equip- 

j ment than they possessed in the first, 
i phase of the battle. #

Assuming that by incurring a hun- 
! dred and fifty thousand additional Casu­
alties the German leaders can capture 

| Amiens, what gain will the possession of 
I that city bring in return for the loss of 
i half a million men, kiUed, wounded or 
I captured? It was said some time ago 
! that Germany was prepared to pay a 

million casualties for a decision on the 
west front this season. The season is 
scarcely begun, she has /“d or will 
shortly pay half her blood toll, yet at 
Amiens she will be no more able to se­
cure a speedy issue than she was at at. 
Quentin before the great offensive was 
bigun. A “break through” is no longer 
considered possible; the derangement of 
railway facilities that would follow the 
German occupation of so important a 
transportation centre as Amiens is un­
doubtedly already provided against by 
construction of “cut-offs” to the west of 
the city, and all piilitary stores have long 
ago been removed to poifits far beyond 
menace of enemy occupation.

The committee will also ask toe Re­
tail Merchants’ Association, the Whole­
sale Grocers’ Association, and all the 
other commercial organisations in the 
city to use their influence to have the em­
ployers of ’teen age boys allow them to 
give up their positions for the summer 
for the purpose of working on farms and 
to hold the position for them till they 
come back, either by getting along with­
out them or by taking their younger 
brother or sister in their place while 
they are away. Girls are not accustom­
ed to acting as errand runners in this 
city but they have come to it to Eng­
land.

The moving picture houses In the city 
will be asked to allow slides concern­
ing the Soldiers Of the Soil to be thrown 
on the screens and also to allow speak­
ers to give short talks on the subject 
from the stage. This is not a temporary 
institution, for if the war were to end 
this summer it would be necessary to 
keep employing as many:'boys as pos­
sible on the farms for at least three 
years and likely four, to bring food pro- 
duction up to normal again.

Judge Ritchie expressed himself very 
strongly in favor of this resolution, say­
ing that at the present time a man must 
be sent to a penitentiary or allowed to 
go free, and the penitentiary is the last 
place where some men should be sent, for 
a great percentage of those who commit 
crimes are actuated not by criminal in­
stincts but by wrong training in child­
hood. By being sent on a farm instead 
of to a penitentiary they might Well be 
reclaimed to society and themselves.

His honor referred to the location of 
the present Boys’ Industrial Home, 
where there is the remains of a great 
penitentiary, surrounded by acres of 
good farming land, and an ideal spot for 
a prison farm. This could easily be the 
solution of the difficulty from which poli­
ticians have shied, saying that it costs 
too much. The resolution was then put 
before the meeting and carried.

The second resolution was one of com­
mendation for the federal government 
for the war time measure of prohibition 
and requesting them to take over the 
alcoholic liquors now in the warehouses 
and other commercial houses of the coun­
try and use them in these commercial 
ways allowed by the government, such as 
manufacturing, etc.

Another resolution recommends the 
passing of an act empowering the mat­
rons or superintendents of the delinquent 
homes to place children in foster homes 
with the approval of the crown authori­
ties. It also suggests the changing of 
the act relating to delinquent children to 
make the sentences indeterminate. This 
resolution also met the approval of mag­
istrate Ritchie and that of Dr. Shearer, 
who told of young New Brunswick girls 
in the Truro institution for delinquent 
girls, being kept there long after a true 
reformation had taken place in their 
characters, while in Nova Scotia, with 
an indeterminate sentence, they were al­
lowed to go when they seemed to be 
ready to return to their homes reformed.

It was resolved to ask the legislature 
to support all the children sent to the 
delinquent homes, proviison at the pres­
ent time being made for only ten.
