Arthur Willey was on the East Rochester
road that Wednesday evening, according
to their employer, Mr. Micajah Went-
worth, a lumber operator of this town,
whose word is universally pronounced to
be as good as his bond, and who brings
to his statement the corroboration of his
wife and of the entries on his books.

“I was simply astounded,” said Mr.
‘Wentworth,” “when 1 heard that the
Willeys had sworn that they met that
buggy on the road on that Wednesday
evening two weeks ago, and could not
account for it, for I knew that they were
not where they said they were, and my
time books, when referred to, bore me
out in that knowledge. I recall the fact
more particularly because I had been
somewhat put out with them at the time
for not following my instructions. They
were drawing lumber for me from a
point in the woods in Lebanon. On Mon-
day, Feb. 3, as the sleighing began to be
good,I told them that they would have to
haul two loads a day. Prior to that they
had been bringing only one. They did
bring two loads-on Monday, but on
Tuesday, Feb, 4, and Wednesday, Feb. 5,
the day when they claim to have seen
the buggy on the road going to East
Rochester between 5 and 6 o’clock, they
hauled only one load. Iremember that
I was so incensed at this disobedience
of my orders that I decided to allow
thewm credit for only half a day’s work.
and you will see here thatI have marked
their time accordingly,”

Mr. Wentworth here procured his time
book, and pointed to the entries opposite
the names of John and Arthur Willey of
half a day’s work on Feb. 4 and'6.

“On Wednesday, Feb, 5,” continued

The fact that
other Rochester witnesses have testified
to occurrences of wkich it seems hardly
probable that they could have had act-
ual personal knowledge lends color to the
idea that some of those who think they
saw Isaac in Rochester previous to 9.30
that evening may be mistaken. There is
so little travel on the East Rochester
road after dark that it would be very un-
usual if two clipped sorrel horses at-
tached to top carriages with a single
passenger passed over it late that even-
ing. S
THE INQUEST CLOSED.
Juary to View the Rochester Road Before
Declaring a Verdict.

Grear Fauis, N, H., Feb. 19.—The;
coroner’s jury resumed its inguiry into
the Sawtell mystery at Berwick this
morning. The first witness examined
was Arthur A. Willey, son of John C.
Willey, who was a witness yesterday.
Young Willey was driving another téam
about three rods in advance of his father
when they met the sorrel horse and the
covered buggy containing two men.
Young Wiley did not hear the shots that
his father heard, but 18 positive in his
identification of the horse,as he took care
of it at Smart’s stable for two years.

Mrs. Elizabeth Webber, who lives in
the first house beyond the first patch of
woods on the road leading from Roches-
ter to East Rochester, testified that on
the night in questionjshejsaw the Willeys
pass her house, and a short time after-
ward she heard three pistol shots. She
did not, however,notice the carriage that
is supposed to have been the scene of
the shooting.

Addie E. Rankin,wholives in Lebanon,
testified seeing the team pass her home
about 9 8. m. on Tuesday, Feb 4, and
again about noon of the same day. On
the day following she again noticed the
team somewhere about 5 E m.

Isaac Rankin and Mrs. Smith of
Rochester were examined. Mr. Rankin
testified to the pasaing of the team by
his house, and Mrs. Smith detailed the
particulars of the stay at her house of
Isaac Sawtell, his mother and his little
niece. She was especially questioned
regarding the coming and going of Isaac
and the length of his absence from the
house, particularly on Wednesday.

This afternoon Conductor John C. Can-
avan described the man who rode from
Dover to Rochester-on his train the 5th
inst, at 3.15 p. m. from Dover, as resemb-
ling Hiram Sawtell. Remember him
well. The brakeman on the same train
also saw and described him. He got off
at Rochester.

The Rochester telegra{:h operator re-
lated how Isaac came to his office to send
the dispatches to Hiram in Boston to
come to Rochester for the sick girl. On
the arrival of the Canavan train referred
to, he saw Isaac Sawtell drive up with a
buggy, and take in the man at the depot
and drive off with him, and the man he
took corresponded to the description
given by the conductor and brakeman.
Henry Berry, clerk at Wallace’s hard-
ware store, stated that he sold an axe,
pick and shovel to Isaac Sawtell, and had
1dentified the prisoner as the man.

MANITOBA MATTERS.

SEPARATE SCHOOLS TO BE ABOL-
» ISHED.
Provisions of the Govermment's FPro-
posed Ed L

Wixxieeg, Feb. 18—The Tribune pub-
lishes a synopsis of the Local Govern-
ment’s proposed school law and the bill
respecting the Department of Education.
The latter provides for a Department of
Education which shall consist of the
Executive Council or a committee there-
of appointed by the Lieutenant-Govern-
or-in-Council. The Department of Educa-
tion shall have power to appoint inspect-
ors of High and Public school,steachersin
the Provineial,Model, and Normal schools,
directors of teachers’ institutes, and shall
define their duties. They shall fix the
salaries of all inspectors and examiners
of Normal and Model echool teachers
and other officials of the departments,
and prescribe forms for school registers
and reports of the department. There
shall be the Advisory Board, consisting
of five members, three members to con-
stitute a quorum for the transaction
of  business. Two members of
the Advisory Board will be ap-
pointed by the Departrent of Edu-
cation for a term of two years; one of
the members will be elected by the
trustees of the Public school district and
another by the public and High school
hers actually ged in teaching in
the province. These members shall be
elected by the teachers by ballot, the
term of office of such members shall be
two years, to commence on the first day of
February next after the election provided
that the term of office of the first member
elected by the school trustees shall be one
year. The fifth member shall be ap-
pointed by the University Council from
time to time for aterm of two years.
The Advisory Board shall have power to
make reguiations for the equipment and
ventilation of the schocl-houses and for
the arrangement and requisites of the
school premises, to examine and author-
ize all text-books and buoks of reference
for the use of pupils and for the school

Model, High, and Public schools.
The other Act, entitled “An Act re-
specting Public Schools,” covers sixty
s and embraces many general
clauses of the present Act. The exist~
ing school arrangements are continued
for the present; all Public schools are free
5 uhfwn exercises in the Pablic
s shall be ted according to
the reguiations of the Advisory Board,
and the time for such religious exercises
shall be just before the closing hourin the
afternoon. In case the parent or guar-
dian of a pupil notifies the teacher that he
does not wish such pupil to attend such
religious services, then such pupil shall
be dismissed before such religious exer-
cises take place. Religious exercises
shall be held inthe Public schools en-
tirely at the option of the school trustees
for-the district, and upon receiving writ-
ten authority from the trustees it shall
be the duty of the teachers to hold such
religious exercises. The Public_schools
shall be entirely non-sectarian, and no
religious instruction or exercises shall be
allowed thereinfexcept as above provided
There will be first, second arfd third-class
teachers, and inspectors will be appointed
by the Department of Education. Provi-
sion is made for the use of
the kindergarten system if desir-
able. A penalty is ;lm)vided for against
parents who mneglect to send their
children to school. In cases, where be-
fore the coming into force of this Act,
Separate schools have been established,
such separate school district shall, upon
the coming into force of this Act, cease
to exist, and all assets of such Separate
school districts shall belong to, and all
liabilities thereof be paid by, the Public
school district.

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THE NORTHUMBERLAND ELECTION-

As TE Gazerte took no part in the
Northumberland election and made no
predictions in regard to its result, it will
not indulge in any shouts of trinmph over
the return of the Hon. Mr. Tweedie. The
conduct of that gentleman has been in-
dorsed by his native county and, so far
as we can see, the epithets ‘“rat,” “turn-
coat,” “traitor” and other terms em-
ployed in regard to him by the St. John
Sun and Moncton Times have not hurt
him in the least. We have no doubt that
when Mr. Tweedie comes to make his
speech on declaration day he will return
these compliments in kind, for he is gen-
erally admitted to have a very consider-
able gift of denunciation.

That a county, mainly devoted to lam-
bering, which had the offer from the gov-
ernment of the Surveyor Generalship and
a substantial reduction of stumpage,
should reject both in order to gratify Mr.
Thaddeus Stevens, Messrs. Alward and
Stockton, and the directors of the Sun
Publishing Co. always seemed to us a
very absurd idea.  Still, as electors fre-
quently do very absurd things, itis never
safe to predict that the people will vote
in accordance with their own interests,
rather than in obedience to some whim
or prejudice or momentary impulse. It
must be confessed, however, that the
people of Northumberland seem to have

pretty good appreciation of their own
interests and needs, and the political
education which others outside that
county desired to bestow upon them,
appear to have been mostly thrown away.
1t would perhaps be unkind at this time
to refer to the boastful prophecies of the

Sun and Times in regard to the
manner in which the indignant
people of Northumberland would

repudiate the “iniquitious bargain.” Mr.
Tweedie was to be consigned to political
oblivion. He was ta be snowed under
by the indignant eleetors. According to
the Sun the “deal” was so unpopular that
dozens of candidates were ready to
Jeap into the breach and assist in the
defeat of the government. The Sun said
editorially on the 13th, the day of
Mr. Morrissey’s nomination:—
The trouble with the Northumberland
ple who oppose the Blair-Tweedie
deal 18 not that they cannot find candi-
dates, but that it is difficult to select one
from among those available. Opposition
to the compromise is unfortunately too
popular. Now, though the government
is discredited and condemned in the
county, it might possibly be able to get
more than a third of the votes, and there-
fore might win if there were two opposi-
tion men in the field. Tt is this consi-
deration that probably accounts for the
withdrawal of both or all the candidates
on the opposition side, and the selection
of Mr. Morrissey.

The result has shown that Mr. Tweedie
was considerably stronger in Northum-
berland than the Sun supposed, and that
the paper which claims to be the leading
organ of the Conservative party was mis-
leading its readers. The rousing head-
lines which it placed above its desuatches
from Northumberland, such as *“A Popu-
lar Uprising against the Blair-Tweedie
iniquity,” were to say the least, decep-
tive and did not represent the true state
of the case in that county. The people
of Northumberland, although solemnly
admonished by the Sun as to their duties,
seem to have come to the lusion that

than any administration in Canada ever
did to any province since the country was
first discovered. The cry at the general
election was a cry of repeal, and on this
cry the constituncies, were carried in the
interests of the government, but the Do-
minion elections, which were held im-
mediately afterwards, showed that there
was no soundness or honesty in this
clamor, because a Conservative majority
was returned, and no attempt was ever
made by the provincial government to
carry into effect the policy which they
had enacted at the hustings.

THE GERMAN ELECTIONS.

The result of the elections for the Ger-
man Reishtag yesterday shows that the
Liberal and Socialistic element in Ger-
many are rapidly obtaining the ascend-
ancy. The government organs ad-
mit a loss of fifteen seats; and also
that the Socialists have doubled
their vote  throughout  Germany.
But probably this does not represemt by
any means the full extent of what has
been accomplished. Germany is now in
a position when it must either recede or
advance on the lines of constitutional
progress. It is impossible that a people
so intelligent as the Germans are,
so learned, with so much book lore,
and with so many educational advan-
tages can continue to cherish a system
which is, although disguised, hardly bet-
ter than absolute tyranny. No doubt it
is this consideration - which caused the
young Emperor of Germany to enlist
himself among the reformers, and to de-
clare himself, in point of fact, a Socialist.
1t is quite clear, however, that there is
such a wide divergency between the
views of the Liberals in Germany and
those of the Emperor, that no present ac-
cord between them can be regarded as at
all likely to be permanent. The German
Liberals understand thoroughly well that
the existence of an enormous army such
as Germany has to maintain, and the
power which is wielded by that army are
quite incompatible with free institutions
in Germany.

Germany is at present dominated by
the military element, und until this dif-
ficulty is removed it cannot hope to fall
into line with such a nation as England
which, whatever power the aristocratic
classes may have, is now certainly as
democratic in its tendency as the most
ardent republicans could wish. The
elections in Germany will probably open
the eyes of all parties to the fact that
the present state of affairs is simply a
truce vetween absolutism and re-
publicanism. -And it does not take
much wisdom to determine to
which side the balance will lean when
the people of Germany become alive to
their own interests.

The county of Haldimand, yesterday,
declared itself Conservative by electing
Dr. Montague by a majority of 138 over
Mr. Colter, the Grit candidate. This re-
sult confirms the decision of the election
court that Haldimand was carried at the
1ast election for the Grits by bribery and
corruption. This is the first election
since Confederation in which Haldimand
could be declared to be safely Con-
servative.  Its first representative
after Confederation was Major David
Thompson who had sat for the County in
the Canadian Assembly since 1863.
Major Thompson was a Liberal. He was

)l d in 1867; re-elected by acclamation
in 1872; again elected in 1874 at the gen-
eral election. He again won the seat in
1878 and 1882. At the generalelection of
1876 Major Thompson had a majority of
166 over Mr. N. F. Davin, the present
member for Assiniboia West. In 1882
Major Thompson defeated W. H. Merritt
by a majority of 126, showing that the
county was still Liberal. Atthe general

election in 1887,  however, Dr.
Montague, a Conservative carried
the county  against  Mr.  Colter

by a majority of one, the numbers being
1746 for Dr. Montague and 1745, for Mr.
Colter. Under the operation of the
Dominion actthe number of votersont.e
list in Haldimand was increased from

,757 in 1882, t0 4,334 in 1887. Since then
Haldimand has hud three electighs. In
November 1887 Dr. Montague who had
been petitioned against was returned by
a majority of17. In January of last
year Mr. Colter carried the county by a
majority of 46 and the rejoicings of the
Grits thereat were quite touching to
witness.

SIR JOHN MACDONALD

said he was fatigued when:the oppor-
tunity offered on Tuesday night and Sir
John Thompson moved it at_his_special
request. He complimented Mr Mitchell
on the wise and moderate ‘tone of his
speech and said the government were
quite willing to accept and did accept the
responsibility which that assumed. This
resolution was a measure to get rid of an
agitation that threatens to hamper the
success of the country. It was intended
as 8 comproniiss, as opinions 8o widely
differed on thd®»iact. Some thought
that power shot “~enat once to the
Northwest ass .. there were
grave political : against that
course. The pre 4bly had no
commission fror parliament or
from the electoratée. Leal with this point,
and looking to the future it would be a
mistake to ask them to pronounce upon
it. He felt sure that the house would re-
ject by a large majority the harsh meas-
ure proposed by Mr. McCarthy. It was
of the greatest importance that we
should bring this question to a solution
as early as possible nefore the small
spark isfanned into a great conflagration.

Mr. McCarthy pre-
tended he was not an annexationist, but
if his bill paesed it would make annex-
ationists of the entire pbpulation of

uebec.

Mr. White (Renfrew) justified Mr. Mc-
Carthy’s course and opposed Sir John
Thompson’s amendment.

After recess the debate was continued
by Mr. Barron in favor of the bill and
Mr. Cook against it.

Mr. Bechard made an excellent
speech from a Quebec standpoint.

Hon. Mr. Dewdney declared th 't his
extended experience in the Northwest
convinced him that there was little feel-
ing there against the dual language, and
expressed himself in favor of allowing
settlers of all nationalities to have the
laws in the language they could under-
stand.

Mr. Masson favored the amendment.

Mr. Davies said the commercial, social
and political forces a work in the country
were sufficient to eliminate the differenc-
es of race and creed, and there was no
necessity for introducing measures such
as Mr. McCarthy’s bill. He pointed out
that the leader of the Liberal party was
a French Canadian, selected, not because
of his nationality, but because of lis
ability and personal popularity.

Traders are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
catesare specially requested to keep them care-
fully for two years, and in order to secure their
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordinary license certificates are done,
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad-

FRUIT GROWENRS CONVENTION
Valuable Praostical Papers Read and
Abuses Exposed.

Orrawa, Fe, 20'—At today’s session of
thie Dominion Fruit Growers convention,
J.T. McBrine of Montreal read a paper
on The export of winter apples, profits
and drawbacks. He spoke of the auction-
eer's charges for selling expo apples
as excessive. It generally costs a suill-
ing and sixpence to sell a barrel and the
freight cost about four shillings and
sixpence. Apples should not be unload-
ed at the docks until the ships were ready
for them and then they should be placed
inthe coolest and driest part of the ship.
He advised selling as soon -as apples
were ready for shipment, also to ship
when packed, and ship regularly. He
complained that apples sent from Michi-
gn'n and other points in the United

tates were shipped from Montreal to
British ports as Canadian apples. This
was doing the Canadian growers a great
deal of harm, as the English people re-
fused to except American apples.

Mr. Allan observed that as Canadians
claimed to have tho finest apples in the
wor}d, 1t »‘vas nnfx;ir to havle American
apples of an inferior quality shi
to Montreal, there bram;]ed asyCann?lm
apples and then shipped to the British
market.
