Halifax, Aug. 21.—The campaign finds 
the Conservatives and Liberals in 
Nova Scotia locked in a struggle over 
reciprocity.

The province sends eighteen members 
to Ottawa, twelve of whom were Lib­
erals in the late parliament and six 
Conservatives. Nova Scotia is supposed \ 
to be traditionally favorable to closer 
trade relations with the United States, 
and it happens that the leading cham­
pions for and against reciprocity, Hon.
W. S. Fielding, who negotiated the re­
ciprocity pact on behalf of Canada, and 
R. L. Borden, leader of the opposition, 
represent Nova Scotian constituencies.

Messrs. Fielding and Borden both 
will be here the last two weeks of the 
campaign. The Conservatives say that 
reciprocity would cause trade to flow 
north and south, instead of east and 
west, and tend to divide the Dominion. 
Nova Scotia has coal,, fish and lumber 
to sell, and the shippers of the province 
are in a position to employ cheap 
water carriage to reach New England 
markets If the reciprocity arrangement 
were In force.

;At the conclusion of the conference 
between Lloyd George and the execu­
tive of the men’s societies, the follow­
ing statement was Issued:

“Acting on representations made to 
the railway companies by the govern­
ment, they empowered G. H. Claugh- 
ton. a director of the London North­
western railway, and Sir Guy Granet, 
general manager of the Midland rail­
way, to confer on their behalf with the 
representatives selected by the execu­
tives. of the trade unions and railway 
employers with a view to discussing 
with them the suggested terms of 
settlement drafted by the board of 
trade.

“Mr. Claughton stated that upon 
certain representations by the govern­
ment. he and Sir Guy had the author­
ity of the railway_companics to meet 
the representatives of the men with a 
view of discussing the terms of an 
agreement. The terms had been dis­
cussed and agreed to. Mr. Claughton 
and Sir Guy. Granet stated that the 
recommendations of the commission 
would be loyally accepted by the com­
panies, even though they were adverse 
to the companies' contentions, and 
should the settlement be effected, any 
traces of ill-feeling which might have 
arisen certainly would be effaced.

“The terms of the agreement follow: 
“1. The strike to be terminated forth­

with and the men’s leaders to use their 
best endeavors to induce the men to 
return to work at once.

“2. All the men involved in the pre­
sent dispute, either by strike or lock­
out, including casuals who present 
themselves for work within a reason­
able time, to be reinstated by the com­
panies, at the earliest possible mo­
ment, and no one to be subjected to 
proceedings for breach of contract, or 
otherwise penalized.

“3. Conciliation boards,, to be con­
vened for the purpose of settling forth­
with all questions at present in dispute, 

far as they are within the scope of 
such boards, provided notice of such 
questions be given not later than four­
teen days from the date of this agree­
ment.
arrive at a settlement the central board 
Is to meet at once. Any decisions ar­
rived at are to be retroactive, as from 
the date of this agreement. It is agreed 
for the purpose of this, and the fol­
lowing clause that rates of wages In­
clude remuneration whether by time or 
piece work.

“4. Steps are to be taken forthwith 
to effect a settlement of questions now 
in dispute between the companies and 
classes of their employees noMncludcd 
within the conciliation scheme of 1907, 
by means of conferences between rep­
resentatives of the companies and rep­
resentatives of the employees, who, 
themselves, are employed by the same 
companies, and failing an agreement 
by arbitration, they are to be arbitrat­
ed mutually or by the board of trade. 
The above is to be a temporary ar­
rangement* pending a report of the 
commission as to the best means of 
settling disputes.

"6. Both parties are to give every as­
sistance to the special commission • of 
inquiry, the immediate appointment of 
which the government, has announced.

Lisbon, Aug. 19.—The Nation: 1 As­

sembly completed and signed to-day 
the constitution of the Republic of Por­
tugal.

Vancouver, Aug. K—. A'ltiost impor­
tant capture was made by Detective 
Scott of the city detective department, 
when he took in a man named David 
Korshack, wanted in Chicago on a 
charge of being at the head of a so- 
called arson trust, a gang of men who 
some months ago baffled the police of 
the American city by a series of incen­
diary fires.

Scott encountered Korshack in a 
second-hand store and recognized him 
from the photograph sent broadcast by 
the Chicago police. At first the man 
refused to admit his identity and gave 
his name as David D. Stein, 
however, he admitted that he was Kor­
shack, in fact he could not well do 
otherwise when confronted by his pic­
ture.

The Chicago police were notified of 
the capture and wired their apprecia­
tion to Chief Chamberlin. They are 
sending out a man at once to take the 
necessary steps to secure Korshack’s 
return to the States.

Charge Against Korshack.
Chicago, ill., Aug. 18.—Word was re­

ceived by the Chicago police of the 
arrest at Vancouver, B. C., of David 
Korshack, who was named as the head 
of an alleged “arson trust,” in a con­
fession made to Fire Attorney Sullivan 
apd the police by Leopold Dreyfuss, 
president of L. Dreyfuss & Company, 
wholesale clothiers, who afterwards 
committed suicide by shooting.

Leopold Dreyfuss and his brother, 
Lazard Dreyfuss, were arrested, fol­
lowing an incendiary fire that partly 
destroyed the company’s store,-June S. 
They were questioned by the police for 
hours, when Leopold broke down and 
made a written confession in which he 
admitted that the fire was incendiary 
and accused Korshack of being the 
head of an “arson trust,” which made a 
business of setting fire to buildings, so 
that the owners might recover the in­
surance. After making the confession, 
Leopold Dreyfuss was allowed to visit 
his home on the South Side, accom­
panied by a detective.

While the detective was in an ad­
joining room, Dreyfuss shot himself. 
Lazard Dreyfuss and Korshack have 
been charged with arson to defraud 
and conspiracy to do an illegal act.

The police have been searching for 
Korshack ever since, 
brought back to Chicago.

The railway stations had a deserted 
appearance during the forenoon, most 
of the porters being out.

Freight was moved 
In small quantities from the stations 
under armed escorts, and more import­
ant still, London’s supply of milk, most 
of which comes in over the Great West­
ern and the London Northwestern 
roads, was not appreciably reduced.

The curtailment of train service, af­
fecting as it does the working classes, 
helped to make the strike unpopular 
with those not directly concerned. The 
workers are suffering much ,more than 
others, as all the roads had been com­
pelled to discontinue the usual cheap 
fares to the workingmen, and the in­
ability of the latter to get to their work 
has created in some cases a hostile 
feeling towards the unions.

As "proof of the fact that reci­
procity with the United States 
has-been an important issue on 
Vancouver Island ever since it 
had an existence , as a British 
Colony, we quote the speech of 
the first Governor of the Colony

iqwing are the words of Sir 
James Dougltis, spqken in the

“Gentlemen,..I am happy to in­
form you that Her Majesty’s 
government continues to express 
the most lively interest in the 
progress and welfare of this 
colony. Negotiations are now 
pending with the government of 
the United States, which may 

; probably terminate in an ex­
tension of the reciprocity treaty 
to Vancouver Island. To show 
the commercial advantages con­
nected with that treaty I will 
just mention that an import duty 
of £ 30 is levied on every £ 190 
worth of British produce which 
is now sent to San Francisco, or 
to any other American port; or, 
in other words, the British pro­
prietor pays as a tax to the Unit­
ed States nearly the value of 
every third cargo of fish, timber, 
or coal which he sends to any 
American port. The reciprocity 
treaty utterly abolishes those 
fearful imposts, and establishes 
a system of free tradè in the pro­
duce of British colonies. The ef­
fects of that measure in devel­
oping the trade and natural re­
sources of the colony can, there­
fore, be hardly overestimated. 
The coal, the timber, 
productive fisheries of Vancou­

ver’s Island will assume a value 
before unknown; while every 
branch of trade will start into 
activity, and become the means 
of pouring wealth into the coun­
try.

New Blue Funnel Steamships 
for Liverpool-Victoria Run— 

Bigger Vessels Needed

Gradually the steamships of the 
Blue Funnel line operating between 
this port and Liverpool, ^which former­
ly belonged to the WhPi Funnel line, 
are being withdrawn from the trans­
pacific service and replaced by larger 
and speedier vessels. The three liners 
which some time ago abandoned the 
white paint on their funnels for the 
blue are the Kéemùn,’ at present in 
port; the Qanfa, the next of the com­
pany’s veqpels to reach here from tie 
Old Country, and the Nlng Choyv, 
which has just reached Liverpool from 
Victoria.

The last named will never bç seen in 
the service again, as she has been re­
placed by the twin-mast steamship 
Cyclops, whlçh, it will be remembered, 
ran ashore in the Red Sea about a year 
ago and was badly damaged. The Cy­
clops was " some time ago taken frdin 
this run and placed in the Oriental 
service. The. Oanfa will most Hkely be 
withdrawn from the run on her return 
to Liverpool and the Keem'un Is to give 
up her place to the Nestor, now being 
completed at the Clyde yards.

It is understood that the Holt line Is 
drafting a new service for these three 
boats, but nothing definite has been 
given out. Trade between Liverpool 
and Victoria, Vancouver and Sound 
points, has built tip so rapidly that the 
Blue Funnel officials have been forced 
to place bigger steamships on the run 
in order to keep pace with the require­
ments. When the three older vessels 
are withdrawn the fleet will consist of 
the finest freighters flying any flag 
and will be known as the twin mast 
squadron. The Holt vessels have the 
speed of passenger steamships and it is 
one of the features which argues well 
for the company.

When the Grand Trunk Pacific steamer 
Prince Rupert, which left port this 
morning for Stewart, gets away from 
Vancouver next Monday night she will 
havd a distinguished party aboard, 
consisting of G. T. P. directors, who 
are on a tour of inspection of com­
pany’s interests in Canada. They will 
arrive in the Terminal City shortly by 
special train from Montreal and are 
going north to Prince Rupert and 
Steyirart, and it is probable that they 
will go Inland to Hazelton. On the 
return trip the- party will call at Vic­
toria for a few days and, according 
to their present plans, should be here 
two weeks from Wednesday next.

TKe inspection now being con­
ducted Is an annual one and the party 
consists of the following: Alfred W. 
Smithers, chairman, London, Eng.; 
Chas. M. Hays, president; Mrs. Chas.

Rupert News, spoke for a few min­
utes in support of the candidature of 
Ralph Smith for Nanaimo and Hon. 
William Templeman, Victoria. This 
brilliant speaker, who will be heard in 
the Victoria theatre to-night, displays 
a commanding grip of the subject on 
which the election is being fought— 
reciprocity—and his wealth of langu­
age and magnificent delivery con/bine 
with his mental qualifications in mak­
ing him an outstanding figure in the 
campaign.

For a moment he dealt with the fish 
question in its relation to reciprocity 
showing conclusively how the Can­
adian fishermen stood to win over the 
proposition. He pointed to the great 
market which America offered and to 
the great source of supply which is in 
the B. C. waters, and endeavored to 
demonstrate the incalculable impor­
tance of Canadian fishermen being 
able to enter the American market on 
the same terms as the Americans 

He showed them that 
Canadian 
Columbia

and went on:
“We have always had it with us and 

we will always have it with us so long 
as there is a great population on the 
other side of the Pacific wanting to 
emigrate. You know that the Conserva­
tive government fixed the head tax at 
$50. When the Liberal government 
cante into power it was raised to >100, 
and then some four years later it was 
raised again to $500 at the request of 
the working men of this province. I 
heed not tell you of the efforts of the 
McBride government to defeat the Do­
minion government’s policy in regard 
to the Japanese by means of the Natal 
Act. In the past the great issue has 
been a white man’s country, and we 
have had all kinds of misrepresenta­
tion about it. In my opinion the ques­
tion has been made a political football 
of. Instead, however, of adopting a 
policy of total prohibition the Dominion 
government thought a diplomatic 
course the better one* and they con­
ferred with the representatives of Ja­
pan in Ottawa as to the restriction of 
the number who might immigrate to 
this country in one year. That plan 
was adopted and it worked very suc­
cessfully for a time.

"""hen came the rush from Hawaii, 
"ire immigrants coming from there 
were not under control of Japan, and 
in consequence were not controlled by 
the treaty entered into by the govern­
ments of Canada and Japan. We sent 
Mr. Lemieux to Japan to see that not 
more than four hundred received pass­
ports to come to Canada in any one 
year. There has not been in four years 
more than that number, and there have 
been 338 more Japs left Canada and 
gone back to Japan than have come 
into the country altogether in that 
period. The population of the Japs in 
this country to-day, as represented by 
those coming and going, is 338 less 
than it was four years ago. (Applause.)

“I claim, therefore, that the policy 
of the government has been successful 
in the highest sense. If the Natal Act 
had been adopted -they would have 
been able to swarm in, for the Natal 
Act requires them to answer but a few 
questions in English. Now under the 
government’s policy there are actually 
no Japanese coming into the country 
at all. (Applause.) Our immigration 
regulations are so effective and per­
fect that not one single Hindu came 
into Canada last year, I think that 
that should be an absolutely satisfac­
tory state of affairs in regard to these 
races. I have the approval of the. 
Trades and Labor Council of Victoria 
for the government’s action ln regard 
to Japs and Hindus. (Hear, hear.)

“Of Chinamen there have been more. 
Last year nearly five thousand came in. 
The government collected $2,200,000 in 
head taxes, of which it paid one-half to 
British Columbia. Notwithstanding the 
$500 head tax there are more Chinamen 
coming in than is desirable. To com­
bat this situation it is suggested that 
an arrangement similar to that gov­
erning the entrance of the Japanese 
should be entered into with the Chinese 
government. And in.face of all that I 
have been charged by the Colonist with 
asserting .that the head tax should be 
removed. I never advocated any such 
thing. (Applause.) I suggested that the 
regulations should be made more dras­
tic, but I seriously question if the rais­
ing of the head tax will meet the case. 
We have no guarantee that if the head 
tax is raised to $1,000 it will keep down 
Chinese immigration to this country. 
That, gentlemen, is the policy of our 
government and its operation, to my 
mind, has been absolutely successful 
I am assured in looking back over the 
incidents of the past that if Mr. Mc­
Bride had succeeded in passing the 
Natal Act we tvould have had tens of 
thousands of Japanese and Chinese 
coming in.” (Applause.)

Duncan Ross on Reciprocity.
The newly nominated candidate for 

Comox-Atlin, Duncan Ross, also ad­
dressed the meeting. He devoted his 
remarks to an exposition of various 
phases of the reciprocity treaty.

“This is not an election,” he said, 
“where individuals matter so long as 
the principle is established. It is an 
occasion where we have a clear-cut, 
well-defined issue to place before the 
people. You cannot escape it There

One oY the greatest of the protection 
fellows was Flaveile. the millionaire 
pork packer who had made so much 
money out of the public that he could 
afford to run a newspaper—the To­
ronto News—in which, of course, he 
advocated protection. His reason, like 
most of the other fellows’ reasons, was 
very easy to detect. If the tariff was 
reduced he would be compelled to ship 
his goods across the line and sell at the 
cheaper rate or keep them to himself. 
(Applause.) Having gone carefully in­
to the matter Mr. Ross said he had 
come to the conclusion that thé best 
possible representation of what reci­
procity would do was the monthly 
grocery bill, and a careful study of the 
articles purchased, together with a 
perusal of the discrepancies In the 
prices under reciprocity as against the 
present system, ded him to make the 
statement that it would mean a differ­
ence of from $8 to $10 a month.

One argument against reciprocity 
which afforded him some amusement 
was the “let well enough alone” idea. 
It was claimed that the country was 
prospering. Why interfere with the 
general trend of things ? Well he con­
sidered that they had let the city of 
Nanaimo well enough alone during the 
last fifteen years. The city was rich 
in surroundings and everything that 
should contribute to the making of a 
healthy prosperous community, yet 
there they had been letting well enough 
alone for all those years with the re­
sult that they were about in the same 
position. (Hear, hear.) He begged them 
look to their own interest in this cam­
paign and realize what reciprocity 
meant for them. If they did that he 
was sure that a reciprocity candidate 
would be returned to put a stop to the 
practice of letting well enough alone 
in the future. That was the one rea­
son why he wished to impress upon 
them the advisability of returning to 
Ottawa a man like Ralph Smith, who 
not only endorsed the policy of the 
government but was able to illuminate 
it for the benefit of anyone.

Ralph Smith, the nominated candi­
date for Nanaimo, who presided over 
the meeting, also devoted his attention 
almost exclusively to the reciprocity 
issue.

“Every policy that corftains an ele­
ment of reduction of taxes will al­
ways and has always had my support,” 
he said, and the audience at once 
warmed to him. “If I have any ob­
jection to the present policy it is be­
cause it does not go far enough. I am 
an English free trader and always 
was. (Applause.) I can understand a 
man who has to work for wages sup­
porting the principle of reducing the 
duty, but I cannot understand the 
conservative working man. I can, 
however, understand the protectionist 
working man. Personally he has noth­
ing to protect. His difficulty is pre­
venting the other fellow from protect­
ing certain interests to his detriment.”

Turning his attention to the Hon. 
Mr. McBride Mr. Smith said that that 
gentleman had announced two princi­
ples. The first was that as a result 
of the reciprocity pact the great nat­
ural resources of the country would 
be alienated, that the United States 
had been extravagant, that they had 
wasted their resources, that Canada 
was rich in these, and that the Con­
servatives must therefore make it im­
possible for the Laurier government to 
adopt this policy of alienation.

Alex. Herd, Somenos, moved that the

The farmer in the east, for 
instance, would be enabled to get bet­
ter prices in a market a few hours 
journey away than in Great Britain, 
where he had to compete with coun­
tries situated fo the motherland as 
favorably as we are to the United 
States and with products which had 
to stand'a long sea voyage.

The resolution was carried unani­
mously.

Dr. Gumming, in the course of a 
short and stirring address in support 
of reciprocity, gave utterance to the 
hope that the Canadian Government 
would before long be able to initiate 
a system of universal insurance.

Its residents claim with some reason 
that It is one of the most important 
constituencies in Canada, and the Lib­
erals among them—as well as not a 
few Conservatives—are proud of the 
fact that since 1896 the constituency 
has been represented by a supporter of 
the Laurier government. And in the 
Twelfth Parliament of Canada the re­
cord is to be unbroken.

As a preliminary the Liberal conven­
tion held in the Agricultural hall yes­
terday unanimously selected the late 
member, Ralph Smith, to contest the 
seat. There were some sixty delegates 
present from the six provincial con­
stituencies embraced in the federal rid­
ing, and from every section they 
brought the same story of confidence 
in the administration and approval of 
the policy of reciprocity.

Wm. Fraser, Ladysmith, was select­
ed as presiding officer and under his 
guidance the business of the conven­
tion was expeditiously disposed of.

Dr. Gordon Cummings, Sidney, put 
the name of Ralph Smith before the 
convention in an informal motion en­
dorsing the Laurier government, ap­
proving of the reciprocity pact and 
nominating Mr. Smith as Liberal can­
didate. He said that their late mem­
ber had shown himself to be an able 
speaker and debater, in tune with the 
progress of the country, and it would 
be difficult to find anyone to take his 
place at Ottawa for the people of Na­
naimo riding.

H. C. Helgesen, Metchosin, proposed 
the name of J. C. McIntosh, saying he 
was a staunch Liberal who had taken 
an active part in provincial and Do­
minion politics.

Robert Nunn, Ladysmith, seconded 
this nomination.

Mr. McIntosh, however, declined to al­
low his name to go before the conven­
tion. He considered it an honor, he 
said, to have his name proposed by 
such a body and side-by-side with Mr. 
Smith’s, but the convention wanted to 
unite on one man, a man who would 
win the fight, and that man was Mr. 
Smith. Their late member—and future 
one—was a splendid fighter, who went 
in to win and never showed to such 
advantage as in an adverse meeting.

“We all belong to the progressive 
party of the Dominion,” said Mr. Mc­
Intosh in conclusion, “the party which 
in this election is putting before the 
people a second great charter, the free 
interchange of natural products be­
tween two great nations, and this is a 
policy which must mean much to Can­
ada. On that policy, as on its general 
record and policy, the government of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier will be returned 
and Mr. Smith will be re-elected in Na­
naimo. (Hear, hear.) We in Esqui­
mau are good fighters. We are in this 
fight to win, as we have always won 
down there.”

Mr. McIntosh moved that Mr. Smith’s 
nomination be made unanimous, which 
was done.

Trevor Keene, as an absolute free­

trader, was rather inclined to oppose 
reciprocity because It did not go the 
whole way, and he started an interest­
ing little discussion on the point. This 
led Mr. Smith to again point out that 
the only way a free trader could vote 
was in favor of .reciprocity. Mr. 
Keene seemed to have some fear that 
under reciprocity Australian butter 
could be imported ln bond by Seattle 
producemen and reshipped to Van­
couver Island as American free of 
duty, to the detriment of Cowichan’s 
famous product.

It was clearly shown that this was 
impossible so far as the matter of 
bonding went, and furthermore, as one 
Cowichan farmer pointed out, the 
freight charges from Seattle would be 
almost as much as those across the 
Pacific.

“Cowichan butter can stand com­
petition from Australia or the States 
or anywhere else for we have the pro­
duct to do it with,” declared Angus 
McKinnon, of Duncan, and the ap­
plause he got from outside delegates 
as well as the Cowichan men proved 
their appreciation that this was no 
idle boast.

"And we don’t take any second 
place for Nanaimo butter,” said John 
A. McDonald, one of the Coal City’s 
leading merchants. “We fear no 
competition, for our butter cannot be 
excelled.”

The convention closed with cheers 
for the King, Sir Wilfrid Laurier and 
the candidate.

/ ' The Candidate Heard.
Mr. Smith, after thanking the dele­

gates for the renewed expression of 
their confidence in him, said:

"No man can oppose reciprocity 
without opposing the Liberal party. 
In the House I supported reciprocity. 
I am going to support it in this elec­
tion, and if I fall I fall on a question 
which I believe in thoroughly and upon 
which the Liberal party throughout the 
Dominion is fighting to-day. No Can­
adian government ever had as good a 
policy to present to the people as to­
day. They are, first, advocating a 
policy that has been the policy of any 
party that ever had power in this 
country. It was always considered by 
Tories and Grits alike that it would be 
a good thing to take the duties off 
natural products between the two 
countries. Sir John A. Macdonald ap­
pealed to the people on this policy in 
1891 and was supported two to one on 
it.

“I have no doubt the policy will be 
adopted here by your votes in my 
favor on election day. In Cowichan a 
resolution -was lately adopted unani­
mously, but the Liberals went further 
and advocated taking the duty off agri­
cultural machinery. That is the posi­
tion I have always taken in the House 
and will take again if I am returned. 
I have been a free-trader all my life 
and I have told the government that I 
support reciprocity because it moves in 
that direction; that you should not 
take the duties off natural products un­
less you take them off the machinery 
used in producing and harvesting them.

Pros vuid Cons of Questions 
and Methods of Utility

To the Editor: I venture to ask you 
whether you will allow me to state 
quite explicitly in your valuable col­
umns what the .work of the Colonial 
Intelligence League Is, as regards this 
country, and exactly what our present 
position is here with regard to that 
work?

Ours Is one of the numerous associ­
ations formed to bring into touch the 
supply of surplus workers from the 
congested labor market in the old coun­
try with the urgent demand for them 
here; but, unlike others, ours deals 
only with one class of worker, the ed­
ucated and all-round capable woman 
—a class whose value is at least as 
great to a—young and growing com­
munity as that of any other, if one may 
judge from the number of applications 
which I Jiave received for my girls. 
Since our start in this country nine 
weeks ago, I have been inundated with 
letters from almost every district.

But it is quite impossible for me to 
ask my committee at home for as many 
girls as are wanted, quite impossible in 
fact, to bring out here more than two 
or three at a time until I have some 
satisfactory distributing centre where 
they may stay at a reasonable charge 
for the few days which must elapse 
while they are being fitted into their 
respective niches. Except for the Y. 
W. C. A., which seems-always full, and 
which has had to refuse my girls as 
well as many others again and again, 
there is literally no place in this splen­
did capital of a glorious country where 
a working girl or woman can get a few 
days’ board and lodging at a reason­
able charge. Girls who earn their liv­
ing cannot afford Jiotels; nor is it de­
sirable that they should, on their ar­
rival very tired and very lonely, in a 
strange land, make their headquarters 
just anywhere.

So that our first need—and it is a 
serious need—if this work is to be of 
any use at ail to the country, is some 
sort of resting place for the women we 
are asked to bring to it.

The original idea was that a hotel 
or club should be built for this pur­
pose in the city; but I find prices of 
land and supplies here so prohibitive 
that such an undertaking alone dould 
not possibly be run on self-supporting 
lines. Then the only plan seemed to 
be to combine the distributing centre 
with the scheme of a country settle­
ment, where every department of work

PANAMA CANAL AND 
PACIFIC LUMBER

According to an article by Walde- 
mar Kaempffert in Chambers’ Jour­
nal, it would appear that a great deal 
of hysterical nonsense has been talk­
ed about the possibilities of destruc­
tion embodied in the aeroplane, says 
the Mall and Empire. Many articles 
have been printed designed to prove 
that one little two-thousand dollar bi­
plane could destroy a ten million dol­
lar Dreadnought and hgr crew. It has 
been asserted that in the war of the 
future the great battles will be fought 
in the air, and that the control of the 
air will mean what the control of the 
sea has meant In the past. Actual ex­
periments, which are reviewed by Mr. 
Kaempffert, reassure us on this point. 
Aeroplanes will not destroy battle­
ships, nor will they drop a few bombs 
on a city and wipe it off the map. In 
fact, their destructive possibilities are 
small indeed. Their possibilities of 
usefulness as scouts, however, are 
great, and it is as scouts that they 
will figure in the next great war be­
tween civilized powers.

There are several good reasons given 
by the writer why the actual damage 
done by flying machines must be 
smh.ll. In the first place, the extreme 
difficulty of hitting anything from one 
Of them is to be considered. It is true 
that birdmen have dropped oranges 
from their craft in an effort to prove 
that bombs could thus be exploded; 
but to drop an orange somewhere in ^ 
an area of a hundred square feet is 
one thing, and it Is quite another to 
drop a destructive bomb within a 
similar area from an aeroplane half 
a mile in the air. Even at this dis­
tance the flying machine would be 
well within the range of modern guns, 
and in the case of a battleship both 
marksman and target would be mov­
ing at a high rate of speed, thus fur­
ther spoiling the chances of a good 
shot. Again, a bomb to be of any ef­
fect against a fortress or an armored 
ship would have to be a very large and 
heavy one, much more difficult to 
carry on an aeroplane than an orange, 
and much more llkeiy to destroy the 
equilibrium of the flying machine 
suddenly relieved' of its weight.

It is 'possible that an occasional 
lucky aim might result in consider­
able damage, but military experts are 
generally of opinion that the oper­
ations of the aeroplane as an engine 
of destruction will be limited,'and un­
likely to add a new terror to warfare. 
They are agreed, however, that as a 
scout the airman has a great part to 
play in the next war. He will be also 
the despatch bearer. When the pres- 
ence of an enemy is suspected in a 
certain direction he will wheel into 
the air, and, flying at a speed of sixty 
miles an hour, will make a reconnais­
sance and return with photographs 
and sketches of the concealed enemy.
He will be able to report as to the 
probable strength of the foe, but only 
after he has been well trained in the 
work, for French manoeuvres of 1910 
showed how difficult it is for a man 
at a height of half a mile to form an 
approximate idea of the number of 
troops below. He can calculate, in 
fact, only by counting the companies 
or other group formations. It is to be 
assumed, therefore, that when the 
presence of these aerial spies is feared 
the enemy will seek to deceive him by 
grouping regiments in battalion or 
even brigade form.

“Regarding the value of the Panama 
Canal to our industry, there exists a 
wide divergence of opinion throughout 
the United States.

San Francisco, Cal., Aug. 18.—Giv­

ing an account of a physical encounter 
between the two factions of the Inter­
national Typographical Union, in con­
vention here, in which it is said about 
thirty members and delegates partici­
pated early Wednesday morning, Dele­
gate George Koop, of Chicago, brought 
about a trial of strength between the 
administration forces and the ’’insur­
gents” on the floor of the convention 
late yesterday. The administration, 
healed by President James M. Lynch, 
who is accused by his opponents of 
dominating the union, won by a vote 
of 113 to 102.

The vote was on a laws committee 
substitute for a proposal by Koop to 
amend the constitution, making the 
holding of secret sessions to influence 
legislation punishable by removal from 
office. The committee substitute 
leaves the matter to local unions. The 
vote was taken after three hours of 
debate, termed by old members the 
bitterest ever heard in a convention of 
the union. Koop gave an account of 
the meeting reported to have been held 
by the members of the administration 
faction, in which he mentioned Ed­
ward H. Bessett, foreman of the 
Cleveland Leader press room, as hav­
ing first emerged from the meeting.

“Yes, and you ran like a rat, you 
stiff,” shouted Bessett.

When order had been restored Koop 
continued in a long address, in which 
he denounced what he termed 
domination of the union by a secret 
ring, and offered his proposed amend­
ment. Koop was supported by James 
H. Dahm, of New York, Leon H. 
Rouse, of New York, and Fred Barker, 
of Spokane.

“I defy you and dare you to press 
this matter,” said President Lynch in 
reply. “You can’t scare me, you can’t 
outvote me and you can’t outtalk me. 
I can prove that the men who bring 
these charges have been holding se­
cret meetings.”

Cleveland was chosen on the second 
ballot as the site of the next conven­
tion, receiving 114 votes, to Houston’s 
106. On the first ballot Cleveland re­
ceived 112, Houston 81, Vancouver 19, 
Ottawa 12.

The proceedings of yesterday indi­
cated that the piecework referendum 
vote of May 17 may be reconsidered. 
President Lynch, in speaking on a pro­
posal to require the petition of 100 
unions to initiate legislation instead of 
fifty, said he was in favor of the refer­
endum, but not its use in cases like 
that of the recent vote.

J.New Westminster, Aug. 17.—On the 
hour of midnight the motion to ad­
journ was put at the weekly meeting 
ol the city council after a session which 
at periods was "sultry.”

While there was no outstanding bus­
iness on the agenda, a deal of warmth 
was infused into the sitting by the ob­
jection taken by Aid. Bryson to the re­
port of the private meeting of the 
council last week being passed upon, 
and accepted by the full open session.

The alderman took the strongest pos­
sible objection to the statements from 
the chair over matters which had come 
up at that meeting having reference to 
the agreement, and workings between 
the council and the B. C. E. R. regard­
ing the Coquitlam dam and the water 
supply of this city.

Is Opinion of Sir John Barker, 
Bart, One of England's 

Merchant Princes

London, Aug. 19.—The strike declared 
by. the Amalgamated Society of Rail- 
wày Servants and
was attended with comparatively little 
rioting to-day, though the afternoon 
brought reports of bloodshed at Llanel­
ly, Wales, where troops fired into a 
mob, killing two men and mortally 
wounding two others.

Shortly before this news was re- 
cel vetj here, the home office issued an 
optimistic bulletin on the strike situ­
ation. It read:

"Perfect tranquility and order pre­
vails throughout the London district. 
Reduced but effective train service is 
operated at most stations. The port of 

f London is working its full activity with 
the exception of the lightermen, who 
are still on strike.
“No serious rioting is reported from 

any part of the country, although there 
have been disorders at various points. 
The Lord Mayor of Liverpool reports 
that he is being loyally supported by 
magistrates of Liverpool and large 
number of citizens. Three thousand 
special co'nstables have been sworn in 
at Liverpool.”

The disorders mentioned by Home 
Secretary Churchill were briefly con­
flicts between the strikers and police in 
suburban towns.

Violent attempts to harm the rail­
roads were few and far between. In 
some instances the rails were torn up, 
the wires cut and signal boxes de­
stroyed.

The passenger trains have- been 
stoned and some obstructions have 
been put in their way. All of these ob­
structions were discovered in time to 
avoid accidents.

Large numbers of the clerical staffs 
of the railroads have been trained in 
other branches of the work, and 600 
clerks at a meeting at the Euston rail­
way station to-day agreed to fill the 
places of strikers, and were assigned to 
duty at the signal boxes and to other 
work with which they were familiar. 
Some union men who were out yester­
day returned to work to-day.

An official of the railroad men’s union 
stated to-day that if the strike was 
protracted, the Amalgamated Society of 
Engineers and Firemen intended to feel 
the pulse of the American Locomotive 
Engineers’ organization and ask the 
latter for assistance. The two societies 
have kept in close touch, and the pres­
ent organization in England is due 
largely to suggestions received from the 
Americans.

More stranded Americans are getting 
away this week than had been expect­
ed. Special trains to connect with the 
Celtic at Liverpool and the Minneapolis 
at Southampton left Euston station 
promptly on time. The railroad com­
pany promises to supply the usual spe­
cial train to take passengers to join 
the Vaderland at Dover. The Cunard 
line was confident that the Caronia 
would sail from Liverpool on Sunday, 
but the White Star line has now 
definitely cancelled the schedule sailing 
of the Megantic from Liverpool. The 
Megantlc should have got away for 
Quebec and Montreal to-day.

The railway terminals were the 
scenes of confusion, but no violence was 
used. At Hardington and Marylebone 
stations, where the strikers were-in an 
ugly mood, no one without a ticket 
was allowed on the platform. At Eus­
ton station 800 clerks acted as volun­
teer baggage and signalmen.

“Just an easy canter,” said Atwood, 
as he stepped from his biplane in a 
park on the Lake Shore. The Bostonian 
has now travelled 643 miles from his 
starting point in St. Louis. He has still 
622 miles to fly to reach New York. His 
total time actually in the air since he 
left St, Louis last Monday is 13 hours 
15 minutes. »

Atwood’s entrance into Cleveland was 
thrilling. Coming with the “uphill” 
slant usual with him on approaching a 
city, the aviator soared to an altitude 
of 1,500 feet, and the biplane was 
barely visible.

That an aeronaut cannot quickly pick 
out the spot arranged foç his landing 
in a strange city was again evidenced 
when Atwood descended at Edgewater 
Park, in the western part of the city, 
wheseas Euclid Beach, 13 miles to the 
east, had been assigned to him. Not to 
disappoint the people, Atwood ascend­
ed, and in 15 minutes covered the 13 
miles over the city and landed safely.

Leaving Toledo at, 10,29 a.m. Atwood 
had started along the edge of Lake Erie 
at an altitude vary4ng from 200 to 500 
feet. He made intermediate landings at 
Venice and Sanudusky, although his 
schedule called for only one.

For twenty-five miles after leaving 
Sandusky he steered his machine out 
over the Lake Shore , and Michigan 
Southern tracks. Between Toledo and 
Venice he flew 55 miles In 58 miutes, 
including time lost in searching for a 
tending place.

These seines are handled by pow­
erful gasoline launches and they fol-i 
low the fish from the entrance of the 
Strait of Juan de Fuca right to the 
mouth of the Fraser, breaking up the 
schools of fish and catching practically 
all of them. These seiners are declar­
ed to be a greater menace to the fish­
eries than all the traps maintained in1 
United States waters.

Recommendations were forward­
ed to Ottawa and in the last mail lit­
tle leaflets were received from the fed­
eral capital which read as follows :

“His ExceIlency-in-Councll is pleased 
to order that the special regulations for 
the government of certain public har­
bors in the province of British Colum­
bia, approved by order-in-council of 
April 20, 1911, shall be and the same 
are hereby amended by adding the fol­
lowing section thereto as section 15 (a): 
Motor boats are prohibited from navi­
gating the water of Victoria Arm above 
Point Ellice bridge at a faster rate of 
speed than six miles an hour under a1 
penalty of $20 for each violation.”

Marine Department will be 
pleased to give launch owners a copy 
of this new regulation. It will be re­
membered that a short time ago offi­
cials of the department patrolled the 
waters of the Gorge and caught nu­
merous launches that were speeding 
along at anywhere from seven to eleven 
knots an hour. The new rule takes 
effect at once and those who fall to 
comply with it and are caught will be 
relieved of considerable cash which 
would operate their launches for some 
time.

Big Body of Water on Graham 
Island Now Open for 

Navigation
SEA WALL TROUBLE 

WAS NOT DISCUSSED
Kamloops, Aug, 18.—At the Liberal

the following resolutions were adopt-Brought Nearly Two Hundred 

Indians and Orientals From 
River's Inlet—Out Again

Within a few weeks the great Masset 
Inlet which runs for nearly 40 miles 
into the heart of Graham Island, Q. C. 
I., will be opened to navigation. Up till 
the present time this great body of 
water has been a useless asset to the 
Islands, as steamers have not been able 
to enter owing to the fact that there 
wi.s nc-chart of this section, and it was 
believed to be a dangerous place to 
navigate.

The w -rk cf charting this big body 
of wate. has just been completed by the 
Dominion government hydrographical 
steamer Lillooet, Capt. Musgrave, and 
the results of her work in that part will 
be embodied in a chart. Contrary to 
what was at first thought by many, the 
chart will show that deep water exists 
practically all over the inland sea, 
deep enough at all stages of the tide for 
great steamships.

When the chart, which is now being 
prepared by the government at Ottawa, 
is issued, it will mean a great deal for 
the Queen Charlotte Islands. At the 
present time vessels are practically un­
able to enter the inland sea owing to 
the action of Lloyds, who refuse to 
carry Insurances on any vessel that 
passes Masset. It will then be possible 
to carry supplies to settlers, lumber 
camps and mines and market the great 
coal areas and timber limits of Graham 
Island by the easiest 
method. When the boats are permitted 
to- pass into Masset inlet there will 
doubt be a big rush into that part.

Owing to the strong rush of tidal 
water it Is not possible for vessels to 
find safe anchorage at Masset at all 
times, but with the opening of naviga­
tion of the inlet it will be possible to 
establish ports with safe anchorage. 
The carrying out of this survey work 
was part of the programme outlined for 
the Lillooet this year, and she has 
accomplished the big task in remark­
ably fast time.

Every stateroom aboard the ship 
and every available nook and corner 
in the steerage accommodation'of the 
Boscowltz steamer Venture, Captain 
Walter Morehouse, which arrived In 
port Thursday night, was occupied 
during her southbound trip.

the first half. San Francisco, Aug. 21.—The fiftv- 

seventh annual convention of the In­
ternational Typographical Union ended 
here Saturday after the administration 
wing of the union, which favors a lib­
eral policy in dealing with employers, 
and the-avoidance of strikes, as far as 
possible, had been sustained in every 
issue .coming before the convention. The 
laws committee, which has won on 
every endorsement it has made in the 
last ten years, passed through the con­
vention with its records unbroken.

The most important work of the con­
vention was the adoption of a tenta­
tive arbitration contract, liberal in its 
provisions, to be submitted to the Am­
erican Newspaper Publishers’ Associa­
tion on January 1; the decision to re­
submit the vote abolishing the vote 
abolishing piecework to a referendum; 
the raising of the number of union pe- 
tilions required to initiate legislation 
from 60 to 100; the voting of a per 
capita assessment of 25 cents for the 
defence of John J. and James B. Mc­
Namara; the passing of resolutions 
urging drastic Asiatic exclusion laws.

One of the chief points of difference 
between the new and the old agree­
ment is that the former provides for 
a local arbitration board of five mem­
bers instead of the board of four mem­
bers now existing. Under the new 
agreement two members are to be 
chosen from each side, a chairman not 
connected with either interests to pre­
side. The main points of the agreements 
are as follows:
- New agreements will be executed at 
the petition of the local union and the 
local publisher.

The agreement will recognize Inter­
national law and local law, not affect­
ing wages, -hours and conditions.

The actual contract Is to be signed 
by the local publisher and the presi­
dent and secretary of the local union, 
and to be guaranteed by the chairman 
of the special standing committee of 
the American Newspaper Publishers' 
Association and the International Typo­
graphical Union.

Holders of the present 
should secure new 
agreement with and with the consent 
of the local union jirior to or on May 1, 
1912. For cpntinuous arbitration in ali 
other cases the sixty days' limit is 
quired.
