Crowd Threatened to .Lynch
Them in Settlement Near
Lethbridge. @

Vancouver,- B. C. May 27.—A special
from Lethbridge, Alb.,, says Mormons
at Magrath, a settlement 22 miles south
of there, have roughly handled and
threatened with lynching two Calgary
men and a woman,

It appears that over a year ago, Har-
rison Barclay married a Mormon girl,
the couple making their home in Cal-
gary, A month ago the wife returned
for a brief visit to her parents, where
she was, however, persuaded by her
parents and the church to remain. Un-
able to induce his wife to return,
Barclay with his sister, Mrs, Bolderson
and Jas, Barclay went to 'claim the
child of the marriage,.

A mob, however, got together and
seizing the Gentiles, shackled Barclay
and the self-styled sheriff took them
before a Mormon magistrate who or-
dered the child to be left with the
mother and the three Gentlies leave
the place, The sheriff then swore in
deputies and handcuffing all three, in-
cluding the woman, took them to the
‘ra;ﬂway station and the mob followed
threatening to hang them, The Mor-
mons called for ropes in order to lynch
them. Ropes were not forthcoming, but
the mob rushed on the Gentiles, bore
them down, beat them severely and
soaked them with eggs. They threw
Harrison Barclay through a window
and the top of his finger was severed.
The sheriff and deputies made no ef-
fort to interfere,

Finally their appetites for violence
appeased, the Mormons left and -the
victims came to Lethbridge, No arrests
have been made so far,

VANCOUVER STEAMER

Second Mate Also Severely
Burned and May Not

Vancouver, B, C., May 27.—Hans
Larsen, deck hand, and three Japanese
dead, Second Mate C, W. Watts badly
burned and may die, and others of the
crew suffocated or burned slightly, ‘is
the tale of disaster brought to port this
morning by the steamer Cogquitlam, of
the Union Steamship Company’s fleet.

While off Point Roger Curtis, en
route to the Queen Charlotte Islands,
about 5 o’clock this morning, the little
steamer caught'fire from some un-
known cause, the flames starting in the
cabin and rapidly gutting the cabin,
saloon and galley room.

Larsen was caught in his berth and
suffocated to death, while Watts, also
caught in his berth, had a narrow es-
cape from death., Two of the Japanese
were burned in their berths, and the
thirg, Fireman Sato, was overcome by
smoke in the engine room,

Second Engineer George Black stuck
heroically to his post until forced to
shut off the engines and escape to the
deck.

There were ten passengers aboard tha
steamer, besides a heavy ecargo and
seven large horses, none of which were
injured. The passengers aided in.the
battle for life in their nightclothes,
using the fire hose until the water sup-
ply gave out, and then forming "a
bucket line.

The steamer came back under her
own steam, arriving at 11 o'clock.

The police believe the woman was
murdered 'and thrown into the bay.
Upon this theory Detectives Black and
De Laguera. have been detajled upon
the case.

The woman’s hands were small and
well kept, and her features gave every
evidence of refinement. Her hair was
dark brown, slightly threaded with
gray. She was five feet five inches ‘in
height and weighed about 120 pounds.
About her neck was hung a scapula of
the Roman €atholic faith, and two
medals of the blessed Virgin.

The short time that the body had
been washed about by the waves has
led the pplice to believe that a crime
was committed at a late hour last
night. The fact that a strong current
from the Marin county side of the bay
washed over the rocks where the body
was found frequently carrying drift
wood and other debris, adds weight to
a theory that the body was thrown
into the water near Sausalito or an-
other trans-bay town. The only clue
that offers a means of identification is
the mark of the Rosenthal Company,
a local boot and shoe house, upon the
number five shoes the woman wore.

The fact that the body was clad in a
light komona and otherwise was not
dressed for the street, has strengthened
the belief of the pohae that the woman
was the victim of a fata] crime, There
were no - visible marks of violence on
the body.

Liftle tots, dressed in guaze and tin-
sel, carrying lighted wands, were eXe-
cuting a pretty fairy drill when the
sparkler. carried by Dorothy Clay ig-
nited her gown, The flimsy material
flamed up and the xchild became a hu-
man ball of fire. Panic stricken she
dashed into the midst of her compan-
ions and in amn instant half a dozen
little ‘dresses were blazing.. Screaming
with pain and terror the burning child-
ren jumped over the footlights into the
auditorium and rushed to their parents.
Scenes - caught fire and the. audience
was thrown .into wildest confusion. The
house was crowded to its capadity and
the stampede which: fofowed was ter-
rible. Women and children were tram-
pled under foot, fires started in a dozen
places and but for the adequate pro-
vision of fire escapes and exits, the
death list would probably have been
enormous,

Examination of the injuries sustained
by the children in the drill revealed the
fact that at least five of them had little
chance for recovery, Little Nellie Geary
made a hard fight for life throughout
the night, but succumbed this morn-
ing, Four of her companions have been
given up. by physicians and it is feared
that others may not be saved.

FATAL ACCIDENT
* ON CAR LINE

IAN CAMERON MET.
DEATH ON SATURDAY

Young Boy Was Crushed Be-
neath Fort Street
Tram.

A sad accident on Saturday evening
threw a cloud over what Lad been a
most successful field meet of the publiz
schools. Ian €ameron; one of the pupils
of the Boys' Central school, on his way
from the sports, was caught by a tram
car at the corner of Quadra and Fort
streets, and instantly killed.

The accident was a most distressing
one to all who saw it. Ian Cameron, who
was 15 years of age, a son of Jchn Cam-
eron, 915 Pembroke street, had been en-
joying the sports at Oak Bay with his
schoolmates. He watched the games un-
til well on in the afternoon, and while
not taking part himself in them wa#
deeply interested in the success of his
companions. Generously he offered to
take the place of George Dickson, one of
those engaged in the competitions, who
is employed in delivering papers. Ian
Cameron stayed as late as he could as-
sisting the Central boys, and then started
for the city to accemmodate his friend,
alighting from the car at Quadra street
to go over home. He was in a hurry, and
running around the rear end of the car
he had come in from Oak Bay on he at-
tempted to dash across the street, never
thinking of the cars coming the other
way.

One of the big new cars, with Motor-
man Doyle driving, was passing at the
time. The unfortunate boy was immedi-
ately struck and a second later was hor-
ribly crushed to death beneath the front
end. A few persons were about at the
time and saw the accident, They say the
boy was caught by the fender. Some
theught he jumped on it, but it is not cer-
tain whether this occurred or whether he
fell on it. Eye-witnesses, however, sav
that he immediately fell off again, some
attributing this to. the tightness of the
leather straps which constitute the ré-
ceiving part of the fender.

The boy was immediately taken under
the front of the car. The tram was stop-
ped within about 100 feet, but the young
boy’s life had been crushed out, and. his
mangled ' body wedged irn between the
motor and the front trucks was in such a
position that it was found "that backing
up would not relieve it. The car had to
be raised by jacks in order to extricate
him. All traffic was stopped on the line
for over half an hour and an immense
crowd was attracted to the place.

Death was instantaneous. The motor
box in the new cars comes down close to
the ground. Wedged in there the unfor-
tunate boy had been pushed along the
road bed for some distance, crushing his
body, causing death. The front wheels
on the left hand side had cut into the
lower part 'of his legs, while his neck and
skull and other bones of the body were
fractured. :

The. funeral took. place on Tuesday
being attended by a large number of his
séhoolmates of  the ‘Central school;  the
members of the Caledonia baseball teani,
of which he was a member, and a large
number of other friends. The pall-bear~
ers were: M. F. McGregor, W. Wilson, J.
J. Gillis and-G. A. McDonald.: There was
a profusion of floral tributes sent, among
them beautiful wreaths from the public
schools.

NEGRO LYNCHED BY
MOB IN ARKANSAS

Prisoner Taken From Jail and
Hanged to Telegraph
Pole.

Pine Bluff, Ark.. May 25.—Leavitt
Davis, a negro 25 years old, was lynch-
ed to-day by a mob of 300 white men.

The negro confessed to having choked
Amy Holmes, a fifteén-year-old white
girl, who discovered him robbing her
parents’ home last Friday. He said
he feared that she would make an
outery and have him arrested.

When news of the negro’s confession
got abroad to-day a mob was quietly
formed, took the negro from the an-
thorities and quickly lynched him.
Sheriff Philpot and his deputieg tried
to prevent the mob from harming the
negro, but their pleading was in vain.
The prisoner was taken from the jail
and hanged to a telegraph pole in the
business section of the town. There
was no shooting apd the mob did its

“work so quietly that the rest of the

population knew nothing of the affair
until they saw the body hanging from
the pole this morning.

pel it to yield according to the maxi-
mum of its capacity. :

The budget of the Chancellor of the
Exchequer was the Jast straw upon the
back of the lordly camel. Mr. Lloyd-
George’s proposa’s are unquestionably
the most radical that have ever been
submitted to any parliament in these
latter days. They are based strictly
upon the principle that the expenses of
government must bear a just relation
to the cappcity of the individual tax-
payer. In [the past this principle has
been carried out in theory, but an
analysis of| the revenue returns proves
incontestibly that the discrimination
in favor ofl the wealthy has been very
glaring. The present government has
undertaken to remedy this grievance—
and there |are divided opinions as to
the ultimate effect of its policy.

One effedt is apparent already. The
great landholders are in a state of
panic. One [of them has sold out; others
are threaténing to follow his example.
The government in pursuance of its
policy of internal reform has acquired
g part of| the estate of His Grace
of Bedford and will cut it up into
small holdings. These will be al-
lotted to| individuals upon easy
terms of payment. Suppose the move-
ment becomes general, it is easy to
understand how completely our pre-
diction at the beginning of this article
wil] be fulfiled. The whole face of
the country will be changed. It will be
more thickly populated. It will pro-
duce in vagtly greater abundance. The
standard of living will be raised; em-
ployment more general and steady;
the sum of human happiness increased.
The grievance of the great landhold-
esr will be purely sentimental. They
will lose their ancestral estates; but
they will receive full value for them.
A's they now claim that “there is no
money in Jand.’| investments in other
lines ought|to prove more remunerative.
' We have half a continent here in Can-

ada, the largest and the finest field in
the world for the judicious investment
of money.

However capricioug the weather may
be up to a certain point in the spring,
it generally becomes balmy about the
24th of May, Victoria’s banner holiday
of the year.

Either
that or the population of the place has
grown beyond anticipations—and Vic-
tario, like all contemporary cities, is
exceedingly sanguine in regard to the
rate of civic progress, There wasg little
occasion for the services of the muni-
cipal police, although Chief Langley
had made every possible provision for
such contingencies as are likely to crop
up when thousands of people are upon
enjoyment bent and it may be ex-
pected that a few individuals celebrate
“not wisely but too well.” The street
railway company handled the great
concourse better than it every did be-
fore in the history of the institution.

After Monday's experience probab-
ly the last word has been heard of the
annual suggestion that the Gorge and
its features have lost: their attractions,
and that the unique aquatic events per-
formed there should be cut out of the
programme.

SATURDAY’S TRAGEDY.

Of the thousands in Victoria yester-
day who yielded to the charm of an
ideal spring day and the general joy-
ousness of the occasion, how many
paused for even a moment to th}ink of
the deep sorrow that dwelt in one
stricken household? The lad Ian Cam-
eéron, =0 swiftly and so. dreadfully
struck down”in his promising boyhood,
a victim of one of our modern and in-
dispensable institutions, was the ‘“‘only
son of his mother.” Just-think what un-
der such circumstances the words
quoted portend. The blow, we may be
sure, was hard enough for the father of
the boy to bear; but for the mother
who bore him,-who had watched over
him with tender maternal care and
yearning from infancy to budding man-
hood—what a ta it must have been
to break the dark'tidings to her. It is
not given to men to sound the depths

of a mother's heart; but most of us

have had_sufficient experience of life
to understand, to a limited extent at
least, the futility of mere words of
comfort or acts of consolation under
stuch circumstances, We are sure that
whatever sympathy can do to lighten
the grievous burden of sorrow, the
friends and neighbors of the Camerons
have done.

Our contemporary, the Colonist,
draws some lessons from the tragedy
of Saturday which ought to be well
considered by “others than young
boys.” It may be of little avail io
preach  editorially to the youth of the
city, We fear the rising generation
pays but little attention to editorial
counsel, If it does, then it differs from
the younger generation which preceded
it. The editorial page is, probably, re-
garded by some besides boyd as the
driest part of the paper, although the
Times has conscientiously striven s
lift that reproach from its editorial
columns.

Passing events, even of the most im-
pressive character, do net imprint
themselves deeply upon the youthful
mind, unless they have an intimate re-
lationship to the life of the individual.
But the parentg. of the city have a
duty to perform, surely, by their chil-
dren now that Victoria, in the natural
course of events, has come into the in-
heritance of double tramlines on all of
her leading thoroughfares. The thought
must frequently have occurred to ob-
servant street car passengers that
danger lurks at crowded corners, at
intersecting streets, and particularly
at the points where two cars pass
each other, Many of us have seen nar-
row escapes from mutilation or death
as a consequence of carelessness or
absence of mind or regknessness or
confusion wunder such conditions, But
while the public owes the duty to itself
to always be upon the alert, the offi-
cials of the tramway company are
charged with a solemn responsibility,
which the deplorable event referred to
serves to accentuate.

We do not charge that the death of
Ian Cameron was anything more than
an accident. The coroner’s jury is the
proper tribunaj to settle that point. Ac-
cidents are of frequent occurrence upon
the streets of cities. Combinations of
circumstances over which drivers of
cars have no control bring them about.
But motor men should be instructed to
exercise every possible precaution when
cars are passing each other, The gongs
should be freely sounded and the cars
should be under absolute control (as
officials will doubtless say they invari-
ably are). :

The natural human tendency is to
grow careless in the running of me-
chanically, propelled machines, ﬁrive'rs
too often-assume that they are the
lords of the thoroughfares and that
pedertrians, instead of having the
right of way, are in duty bound to
dance aside when they sound their
warning horns and bells. We have
tried to remove this false impression.
It has been a thankless task.

“VICTORIA AND VANCOUVER.”

The New York Times has been not-

ing with ‘a keen eye the receptions

which have been tendered the Japan-
ese warships now visiting the coast and
forming conclusions therefrom upon
the manners and breeding of the people
of the various cities visited. Our con-
temporary has been good enough to
pay a high compliment to Victoria for
the tolerant, broad-minded, courtecus
angd libera] spirit in which the hang of
fellowship and comradeship was ex-
tended to the allies of Great Britain
when they droppgd in to see us and ex-
change formal felicitations. We note
also from the comments of the Times
that the fame of one Ald. Macmilian,
whois not unknown in Victoria, has
been -bruited abroad more extensively
as.a result of a blundering observation
than it ever would have been by any
honorable achievement. The astonish-
ing thing in connection with Mr, Mac-
millan’s challenge is the change which
a few years appear to have wrought in
his sentiments. When a shining and
obtrusive light in our municipaj firma-
ment the fire-éating alderman was not-
ed for the love he bore his “brown or
vellow brothers.” He would have taken
them into his great heart then in
preferenc¢e to plercing their cardia] or-
gans with leadén bullets. But of course
time and circumstances alter every-
thing, including the most humanitarian
of sentiments. The observations of the
New  York newspaper are sufficiently
interesting to be printed in full:

“The Mayor of Vancouver asked his
finance committee last week to appro-
priate what was necessary to entertain
the sailors from the Japanese squadron
now on a visit to the ports of its ally,
The money was refused, because, in the
immortal and burning words of Alder-
man Macmillan, “we ought to show
the Japanese how well prepared we are
to shoot them.” The Trades ang Labor
Counci] of Vancouver was not' a whit
less Chauvinistic, formally deciding
that no labor organization should take
part-in the hospitalities to the guests
of the mother country's colony. San
Francisco itself could not have gone
further against the national policy.

“The Japanese squadron arrived ac-
cording to programme, and .on Satur-
day night appeared ‘the strangest par-
ade ever seen in Victoria.” Four hun-
dred Japanese sailors from the Japan-
ese warships marched arm in arm with
sailors and marines from the Esqui-
malt station. the hosts escorting
their guests abroad after the smoking
concert following the reception given

Sinece its incorporation in 1901 the
receipts have been $402.15, of which

made by Mrs. Gordon Grant and Chas.
Hayward, $30 came from the govern-
ment for one case and $20 from a father
for another, Members have been very
remiss with their subscriptions, Last
vear the magnificent sum of two dol-
Iars was received from that source!
Out of this total $184.41 has been spent
on telephone, $10.05 stationary, $18,
travelling expenses, $18 printing, $40 for
care of children, $22.60 for clothing and
1905 the secretary Mrs. Grant, was
given $50,

Mrs., Grant presented a report in
which it was stated that a detention
home was needed, and that the city
should be asked for $3,000 towards
that end. Mrs, Grant considered that
the city should grant this request, as
the act calls for children being kept
in a separate home while awaiting
action on their cases. She estimated
the annual éxpenses of this home at
$3,200, with perhaps deduction of, say,

Harbor.

Seattle, Wash., May 27.—All of the Cali-
fornia cannery ships bound . from San
Francisco to Nushagak river and Bristol
bay plants had to put back te Dutch Har-
bor on account of the ice in Behring Sea.
News to this effect came in a cablegram
received from Capt. McMullen, master of
the steamer Dora.

Having left Seward on May 3rd and pro-
ceeded by the way of Duteh Harbor, the
Dora attempted to reach the mouth of
Nushagak for the purpose of delivering
the United States mail as per contract,
but could get no closer on aceount of tine
ice packs than within 200 miles, -so sne
the cannery
ships, the latter putting into Dutch Har-
bor -again.

The Dora was injured in the ice, and on
this account is now returning to Secatile
for repairs, Capt. McMullen stated  in
his message that he had never betfore en-
countered such floes and fields of ice at
that season of the year in Behring Sea.

The Dora is the steamer which rescued
the 194 survivors of the wrecked cannery
ship Columbia. The steamer Santa Ana
will be dispatched at once to replace the
Dora on the mail run.

MANY NEW CIVIC
WORKS' ORDERED

ENGINEER’S OFFICE
IS BEING LOADED UP

Ald. Turner Again Urges That
the Staff Be In-
creased.

(From Thursday’s Daily).

The city council has been passing local
improvement works at a pace which
far outruns the resources of the city
engineer’s department, ag at present
constituted. Last night a large batch
of 'works were passed, leading Ald, Mc-
Keown to repeat a statement of City
Engineer Topp’s to the effect that there
was already much more work ordered
than could be done this year,

“There is no reason why we cannot
increase our staff,” said Ald. Turner.
“Why cannot we employ ten men where
we have five and get this work done?”

The mayor said that work ig being
held up just now on account of the
difficulty in securing rock, - which is
keeping the crusher idle.

Works ordered last night were the
following: Grading. draining ang tar-
macadamizing Princess avenue, = be-
tween Blanchard and Quadra streets
and permanent sidewalks on both sides
with boulevards; a boulevard on the
south side of Belleville street from
Menzies street to St. John street; boule-
vards on both sides of Government
street from Michigan street to Toron-
to street; a permanent sidewalk on the
east side of Menzies street from Super-
for street to Simcoe street; boulevards
on both' sides from Belleville street to
Simcoe street and draining, grading
and tar-macadamizing the roadway
from Belleville street to Simcoe street;
grading, draining and macadamizing
Michigan street frem Beacon Hill park
to Menzies street, permanent sidewalk
on the north side from the park to
Government street and boulevards on
both sides from Government street to
Menzies street; grading and tar-ma-
cadamizing of Esquimalt road from the
western boundary of the reserve to the
city boundary, with permanent side-
walks.

The city assessor reported that the
necessary formalities having been com-
plied with in regard to the following
works the council could take the usual
steps: :

1. Bond street; permanent sidewalks
on. both sides, from Niagara street to
Dallas road.

2. Permanent sidewalks on Fernwood
road, both sides, from Fort street to
Edmonton road; also to grade and ma-
cadamize the road. "
walks, south - side from Goovernment
street to Menzies: streét, and to grade,
macadamize and drain from Menzies
street to Beacon Hill park.

4. Toronto street, north side, perma-
nent sidewalk from Menzies street to
Beacon Hil] park.

A petition had béen presented ob-
jecting to the’proposed work on Fern-
wood road. . This contained 25 names,
representing an assessment of $49,400,
whilst those owners not petitioning are
42 in number and represent an assess-
ment of $100,830. The petitioners had,
therefore, failed to secure sufficient
representation, either in numbers or
value, to prevent the work being done.

‘Streetg Committee Revort.

The following report of the streets,
bridges and sewers committee was re-
ceived and adopted:

1. Re Spring Ridge local improvement

Recommended that the/city engineer

REFLECTS ON SENSE
OF BELLINGHAM JURY

State Attorney-General Sees
No Reason for a Recent
Finding.

Bellingham, Wash., May 27.—A polite
intimation from Attorney-Genera] W.
P. Bell that the jury which discharged
‘““Prof.” Jose Benito for practicing med-
icine without a license, did not take a
common-sense view of the situation, is
contained.in a letter received by Judge
D. W. Featherkile. = While the letter
does not refer specificially to the Benito
case, the attorney-general mentions one
precisely similar in the superior court
of King county,

Benito, the “Spanish Herb Doctor,”
was released by the jury largely be-
cause of argument based on precisely
the same grounds as the King county
case, which was decided by Superior
Judge Yakey. With reference to that
Judge’s decision, Attorney-Genera] Bell
says:

“I understand that one of the super-
for judges in King county held that a
person could not be convicted for prac-
ticing without a license since the new
law took effect, and unti] the board was
organized, for the reason that there
was no board| before which he could
take an examination.

“I have not seen the decision, how-
ever, and do not know whether I have
stated the true reasons for the court’s
holding or 'not. I will state frankly.
however, that I cannot understand the
reasoning of the coutrt if the decision
was quoted correctly in the papers, for
the old law provides that a person shall
not practice medicine without a license,

“The mere fact of a little delay in be-
ing able to secure the license, seems to
me would not entitle the party to prac-
tice without so doing.”

Attorney-General Bell then goes on
to point out, however, the common
sense interpretation of the situation to
the effect that the law certainly does
not contemplate the practicing of medi-
cing without a license at any time by
any person.

[EMPTY BOAT TAKEN AS
PROOF OF SEA TRAGEDY

Sidney’s Missing Men Are Be-
lieved to Have
Perished.

(From Thursday’s Daily).

Through the finding of an overturned
boat some thirty miles from the place
where W. Lambert, J. O'Neill and the
latter’s young son were last seen, the
provincial police believe that all have
been lost.

They were last seen about five o’clovk,
May 18th, by a party of Indians, making
their way in the boat to the camp of the
Sidney Brick & Tile Company. The dis-
tance is about a twenty-minute row, but
since the start nothing of them has teen
seen, and the ominous sign of their up-
turned boat leads the authorities to be-
lieve that the worst has occurred.

Constable Lumley has been keeping up
a search for about a week, and had come
to the conclusion that further search was
useless, when the news of the overturned
boat being found reached the provinecial
police here. The boat was picked uo near
Friday Harbor, San Juan Island, by a
man named Edwards.

SLAYS HIS ENEMY
AFTER LONG PURSUIT

Pueblo, Mexico, May 27.—Carrying
out a vow made  many years ago,
Lieut. Braulio Gutierrez to<day shot
and killed Elderbero Reyes, while the
wife and children of the victim beg-
ged for Reyes’s life,

The men served in the Mexican army
several years ago. and according to
Guttierrez, Reyes wronged him just be-
fore leaving the service. Gutierrez
swore to kill Reyes, and although he
was successful in the army ang ,rose
from the ranks to a commission, he
remembered and cherished his hatred.
After spending severa] years in pur-
suit of his enemy, the Lieutenant to-
day found him and the shooting fol-
lowed.

ILLEGAL “FENCING” OF -
GOVERNMENT LANDS

Evidence Given in Suit' Now
Being Held at
Portland.

Portland. Ore., May 27.—The evidence
given yesterday in the government’s
suit against Wiliam Hanley, charged
with illegel “fencing’” of 80,000 acres
of public lands in Harney county, help-
ed to sustain the government’'s conten-
tion that lands have been barred
against entrance by private individuals
working for their own benefit. The
burden of proving that Hanley is the
man directly responsible seems still to
rest with the government.

At the beginning of the morning ses-
sion, Edward Zimmerman, one of the
jurors sitting on the case, presented to
the court a telegram announcing that
his mother,living at Salem, was dying
and asking on this account to be freed
from further jury service. With the
consent of counsel both for the govern-
ment and the defence, the excuse was
granted. The verdict will, therefore. be
returned by the eleven remaining
jurors.

George C. Sherman of Appleton, Wis.,
a witness for the defence, was intro-
duced out of turn, he having found it
necessary to return to his family. Dur-
ing 1907, Sherman testified, he had plan-
ned to bring a colony of Scandinavians
to Eastern Oregon and had considered
a location on the lands now under liti-
gation. After looking over the country
and noting the absence of transporta-
tion, facilities, he gave up this project.
He further stated that his review of the
lands had left with him the impression
that the fences were in places not in
the best repair.

Frank C. Davy, receiver for the gov-
ernment land office at Burns. pointed
out for the government the sections of
deeded land and the land which still
remains as part of the public domain.
A chart in the possession of Davy
showed clearly how the original pur-
chaser, Peter French, had bought a
series of forty acres so connected that
they completely cirecumscribed the 80.-
000 acres of government land which, it
is alleged, Hanley had been keeping
others from settling upon.

H. A. Hunter, one of the purchasers
of the Oregon Central land grant, from
Minneapolis, Minn., stated in behalf of
the defence. that he had come to Har-
ney county & year ago with the inten-
tion of purchasing some of the Hanley
holdings. He gave up this intention
after viewing the property, but while
looking it over he observed here and
there gaps in the fence through which
stock might have been driven.

R. A. Smith and Charles Wells, sheep
raisers from Eastern Oregon, stated
that the government lands'enclosed by
the Hanley fence were not easy of ac-
cess under present conditions,-and that
they had found it safer to graze their
flocks outside.

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Live-laden with 250 souls, the Prin-
cess Charlotte steamed into Skidegate
channel early Monday morning, May
10th, and tied up to a new and ample
wharf at. Queesn Charlotte townsite.
The low heavy bass of the sounder was
responded to again and again by the
tenor notes of the sawmill whistle, and
many expectant eyes on board saw a
uniformed body of Indian cornet play-
ers advancing in good order welcoming
them with strains of band music. The
morning was delightful, and the atmo-
sphere, clear and refreshing, was re-
dolent with Jodors of salt water and
forest. The Skidegate band was a. pic-
ture in green, with bright yellow trim-
mings, very striking and picturesque.
One noted immediately the marked
physical characteristics of the Hydah,
as contrasted with the coast Siwash—
large, well-formed, regular features,
and a _general contour that suggested
Japanese origin, only on a larger scale,
Some of them would pass as handsome
in any assembly of men, while as you
strolled through the Indian encamp-
ment, migrated temporarily  [rom
Skidegate village, six miles away, for
the occasion, it was impossible not to
observe the decidely good looks of some
of- the women—all of them superior in
appearance to our Kloochman. I have

Ikeda and Thereabouts,

My object in writing this descrip-
tion is not to give particulars of an
excursion, having, of course, a real
estate flavour, but to furnish a few in-
teresting particulars’ of the country
now exciting interest, and but little
known compared with some other parts
of the province. The opportunity was
afforded of seeing much, gathéring a
good deal of interesting information,
and of obtaining a choige lot of photo-
graphs, some of which are ‘here repro-
duced.

The Ikeda group of mineral claims is
the principal and the best developed on
the island. Theve is a fiction abroad
that the first of these was accidentally
discovered by Ikeda when fishing in a
stream for trout. The truth seems to
be that Ikeda, a shrewd, robust, busi-
ness-iiks manager, was engaged by a
syndicate of Japanese interested ‘in
halibut fisheries, and as the result of
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been told by old-timers that before
civilization left its impress upon the
Hydahs, there were many beautiful
maidens among. them. The nalive
population of the island has been re-
duced to about 300, and it cannot be
said by any means to represent pure
stock. Formerly there was a popula-
tion of between 5000 and 8000, a power-
ful nation of their time, of warliKe in-
stincts, one of the two strong nations
dominating the coast. Their great
rivalg .were the Tshimpseans, whose
main habitation was in the wvicinity of
Metlakantla, on the opposite - shore.
But of this more anon.

The Voyoge Up.

The good ship Princess Charlotte,
having Ieft Vancouver at 10 a.m, Satur-
day, made the well-known passage past
Nanaimo, Texada and Lasqueti islands
and through Seymour Narrows, past
Jervis Inlet, Toba Inlet, and Bute In-
let, past Campbell, Nimkish, and
Adams rivers,  past Blinkinsop Bay,
Alert Bay, on Cormorant Island, Had-
dington and Malcolm islands, past an-
cient Indian villages, ard historic Fort
Rupert, and on through Queen Char-
lotte Sound. This part of the trip is of
exceeding interest, myriads of islands,
splendid timber, picturesque scenery,
Quoting a former description of my
own:

“During the time since starting up
the Straits of Georgia we have not
omitted to note the scenery, which,
though not on so magnificent a scale
‘as that yet to come, has been never-
theless particularly charming. It has
been one long series of subjects for the
artists, in which rare and elusive
effects have entered—marine sketches,
land and water combinations, here de-
Pressed and there bold 'and broken
shores, backed by recurring benches
densely timbered, and away over all,
Tar off and high up, have risén majes-
tically the tops of the coast range of
mountains ridging the entire length of
Vancouver Island on one side, and the
mighty peaks of the Cascades of the
mainiané on the other, giving, on the
#whole sweep of vision, that-indefinable
charm ' which ‘magnificent distance’
alone can' lend. Leaving out the few
tide rips, which you experlence with
delight, you have beeén gliding, not
propeled; over water as Bsmoeth as
glass, and at times your impressions
have been dream-like—now weird and
-solepan, and again exhiliarating. - Sea

“and others—have kept you company,
and occasionally, sometimes frequent-
ly, thé attention of the party has been
diverted to a spouting whale, or a
swarm of porpoise, and even land ani-
mals, which are to be seen once 'in a
while from the deck.”

Going through Seymour Narrows,
Captain Troup, with a mystical smile,
pointed out where the railway bridge
would eross and the rock in the'stream
which nature had provided as a pier to
support the span, Some of the passen-
gers. accepted it as an- excellent joke,
others appeared extremely interested.
The sun was setting as we drew away
from the.straits, and the view in the
background was enchanting. Tiers of
hills echeloned the shores of the straits,
and as we receded grew bluer and
bluer unti] they finally melted away
into a sky Where clouds reflected a
marvellous glow of subdued colors,
Never was a more beautiful. picture,
only faintly attainable to the painter's
brush, and utterly defying the efforts
of the camera to reproduce,: But the
Princess Charlotte, ploughing along at
the rate of ap océan steamer, gave but
a fleeting glimpse of all these objects of
interest. Fortunately for most -of us,
having entered Queen Charlotte Sound,
the ocean swell—the rolling of the deep
—helped to make sleep more profound,
for it was night. In some cases it was
different. At an early hour Sunday
morning the Princess was tied up at

the wharf in 1keda Bay, on-the knob of
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negotiations over the Coppér Quéen,
already located, he started in prospect-
ing himself, exhibiting a tfue Japanese
trait. Ikeda was successful from the
grass roots of his mine. He interested
Japaness capital and employed Japan-
ese labor, employing only. an exberi-
enced white foreman. Everything, ex-
cept the actual machinery, is home-
made; and, neéedless to say, very cheap-
ly at that—wharves, buildings, ore bun-
kers, tunnels, tramway, etc., etc. Had
a British company iindertaken the de-
velopment it would. have been done on
an elaborate and expensive plan—high-
priced manager and officials, elaborate
tramway, stylish offices, and big bunk-
houses. Japanese laborers cost $50
a month, and these handy little men:
have provided all, as I have said, but
the actual mining plant. Ikeda is
shipping regularly to the Tyee smelter,
and is not looking for buyers. The ore
is in a veih sikx to eight feet in thick-
ness, and first grade is said to run 10
ber cent in copper, $8 to $8 in gold, and
$3 to $4 in silver.' I have taken the
Ikeda as a representative of the copper
mine claims on Moresby Island, but it
is only one of many groups which give
promise of future greatness. Of coutrse
the mining industry here is only in
its preliminary stages; and claims
which promise well and sell for fairly
high prices have yet to be improved.
One can only say that indications are
excellent, Prospecting started on Skin-
cuttle Inlet,, and many claims were
staked on or near Huston Bay, Jedway
Bay (Harriet Harbor), Ikeda Bay, Car-
penter Bay, Collinson Bay, Tasso Har-
bor, and at other points south and
north. ~ In fact, tHe entire coast of
Moresby Island give mineral indica-
tions, copper predominating, There
are also measures of bituminous coal.

Great Timber Growth.

One is more im;}ressed with the tim-
ber growth than with anything else.
The shore line is covered from the
water’'s edge as far. back as you can
see with trees, some of them of enorm-
ous size. Many of the logs I measured
were s8ix, seven, and eight feet in dia-
meter, and trees of that size are not
uncommon; some of them girth as
much as 36 feet. . The big trees are
mostly spruce, but the other merchant-
able varieties are hemlock, Ted and
yellow cedar. There is no Douglas fir,
the limit of its production being con-
fined to Vancouver Island and to lati-
tudes below 63 or 54 on the mainland
side. One statemént I have seen made
is that the timber exists in about the
following proportions: spruce 40 per
cent, Alaskan pine. 30 per cent, red
cedar 25 per cent, and yellow .cedar 5
per cent. The last named grows on
the high lands, and is scattered in
small quantities all over the islands.
It is much sought after for boat-build-
ing, and commands from $50 to $60
per thousand,

It was out of the big. cedar, growing
tall and straight and clear of limbs for
from fifty to one hundred feet that the
Hydahs dug those immense war canoes
giving them, so to.speak, the naval
8upremacy . of the north-west coast.
Large of limb, /sinewy, deft of hand,
brave and blopdthirsty, they swept
down on.the other coast tribes, slaugh-
tering, taking slaves, and striking
terror wherever they went—the Vik-
ings of the Pacific. In 1858 the first
miners on the Fraser, often in fear of
the Indians, had only to shout
“Haidahs!” to see them scatter in
fright,

Tree growth of all kinds is remark-
able. The roots spread like the tenta-

Vancouver Island—big ferns, skunk
cabbage, salmon berries, and so on—
are seen wherever you go. Needless
to say, soil. which produces such foli-
age is of necessity rich, and although
the area on Moresby Island suitable
for cultivation is limited, wherever a
patch of land is cleared it shows great
fertility,
Agricultural Land.

Conditions on Graham Island are less
pronounced, but of a character similar
to those on Moresby. The island is
less mountainous and less humid. The
southern and western part is very
heavily timbered. East and north-east
of Massett Inlet there is a large area
of agricultural land, which, by the
way, has been reserved from sale by
the government. Mr, Humphréys, sent
up by the department of lands to re-
port on the land within ‘the reserves,
«concludes by stating: *“During the
season I ran 112 miles of shore traverse
and between 40 and 45 miles of land
lines, mostly b;}se lines and pre-emp-
tion surveys at Lawn Hill. I find the
approximate total area of good land
within the government reserve, Gra-
ham Island, to be 335,000 acres, of
which I should estimate that at least
%5 per cent may be brought under culti-
vation. - It comprises the largest' area
of good agricultural land in one block
I have seen in the province. There is
probably a further 200,000 acres to the
west of Masset Inlet, between there
and Naden Harbor again.”

A Cattle and Dairy County,

Referring to the wild cattle on the
north end of the island, the progeny
of cattle put there 20 or 25 years ago,
and of which all but about 100 have
been killed off, he says: “I may state
that I have never, either in British
Columbia or in the North-West, seen
finer or better grown or healthier look-
ing stock than those I'saw near the
east coast. I do not know any part of
Canada wheré a bunch of cattle could
be placed and run out winter and sum-
mer, and keep in such splendid consli-
tion as have these.”

From Mr. Humphrey's description
and from what I can learn from other
sources, the timber on this agricultu-
ral land is very much lighter than else-
where, and in some places the country
is quite open. The soil is of a rich
deep loam, here and there covered with
moss. In the main it requires drain-
ing, for which the facilities in numer-
ous gmall streams and rivers are quite
adequate. In Mr., Humphrey’'s opinion
the moss when dry can be burned off
without injury to the soil. ™ In places
where it had been burned off he found
rich grass growing. The best land, it
is said, is found in the vacinity of the
lakes,

All the conditions in that part of
Graham Island, and it is probable too,
in a lesser degree, on the west side
of Massett Inlet, point to it as a future
great dairy country. Massett Inlet, a
fine cemmodious harbor, is eennected
by a deep navigable channel with Mas-
sett Harbor, and thus direct communi-
cation is had with Prince Rupert by
about 80 miles of steaming,

fields. At Queen Charlotte city the
frmation is distinctly a coal formation,
which <extends in a broad belt from
Skidegate to Massett, although coal
croppings have been discovered at vari-
ous points. Coal was discovered as
long ago as 1859 on Skidegate Inlet.
The first discovery of moment was
made by Mr. W, A. Robertson in 1885.
As a 'result a number of Victoria capi-
talists were interested, and an area of
about 25,000 acres purchased from the
government. Some. exploration was
done and a tunmnel run, but operations
were suspended, and, although various
negotiations have taken place, it was
only this year :that a deal was con-
cluded for the tramsfer of the property
from its original owners. The promo-
ters of this company have also secured
the charter for-a railway intended to
traverse the island through the coal
measures from Skidegate to. Masset In-
let. To what extent these enterprises
will be carried on is at present un-
known, and upon such developrhent,
and upon other industrial development,
of tourse, the future of a townsite will
largely depend. If anticipationg are
realised, Queen Charlotte city, or some
other site that may assert its superior-
ity, ought to become a town of some
size and' importance. At least a por-
tion of the townsite here is well suited
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among the older of thée tribes, but
therec is ocular demonstration that the
tradition is true. I was ‘shown the
stumps of very old cedar trees, very
much decayed and bleached, that had
been cut down with stone axes. A
stringer used in the erection of a
chief’'s house had also beén unearthed.
Long" before white men came to the
islands, and that is "125 years ago, a
fell- disease entered - the village and
swept away the entire - tribe. Of course
the disease was smallpox, which had
come to them from the Russian coast
by communication with - Alaska In-
dians:

On the islands of the inlet, and in
fact in many parts of the Queen Char-
lotte ‘group, the remnants of ancient
villages are seen, some in the nature of
cleared spaces, and. in others there
are, in addition, totem poles. On
Maude Island, just opposite the town-
site, there are perhaps half a dozen.
Fifty years ago these totems were very
much more numerous than now, as
may be judged from the older photo-
graphs which were taken, Some of
these have been burned,. others fallen
down and rotted away, and a few been
purchased for museums. There is a
pathetic. side to the memeories of this
once great nation. A population dwin-
dled to 300, old landmarks being re-
moved, the ancient art of carving die-

other saw mill at Jedway, at Harriet
Harbor, near Ikeda. Both seem to be
doing a good business, with a market
in Prince Rupert. Some local feéling
exists on account of these mills being
manned by Japanese labor, the little
brown man apparently having & goqqx
bit his own way along the island’s
coast. Jedway, by the way, is not, as
generally supposed, a Japanese name.

curious to observe the crowds lined

along the G.T.P. wharf to see the ship
on this her initial voyage to the north.
It reminded one of the early days in
Vancouver, wheén a large percentagé of
the population turned out daily to the
C.P.R, station to see the express ar-
rive. It must be recorded without pre-
judice that it was raining and continu-
ed to rain during our stay. It is not
fair to dwell upon that phase of our
trip, because it sometimes rains in
Vancouver and Victoria, and we may
have encountered the “excéptional”
weather which ' is the lot of visitors
everywhere. It is neediess to say that
the greatest amount of curiosity was
evinced by the excursionists to see the
much advertised new terminai eity. In
a very short time everyone was ashore
exploring the townsite. _And now
comes the everlasting question, “What
do you think of the new tewnsite?"” The
impressions were as varied as the dis-
position and predilection of the indi-
viduals interrogated. Some of us were
fortunate enough to be conveyed
through the newly-planked stréets in
the single automobile of the town, and
rather. enjoyed the experience. The
ride was confined to the limitationsg of
the plank streets.

Conditions in Prince Rupert,

Ons must say that, -considering the
natural disadvantages of the townsite
itself, physically and climatically, won-
derful progress hag been made, It is
impossible that the terminus of a
transcontinental shall not - become &
city of great importance, and where a
city must be the hand of man is equal
to the emergency. In the rough state
of the townsite in rainy weather im-
pressions are apt not to be favorable.

Old: Metlakahtia, .-
A party of us in the afternoun’ took
a steam Jaunch for the ancient Indian
village of .Metlakahtla, once thé scens
of the missionary Duncan’s wonderful
labors. When he left for his Present
home' o' Anette Island, he took away
about 1000 of the Indians. Only about_
300 remain. It is still a pretty place,
and. gives evidence of a rather high
state of civilization. There are many
well built, modern lookihg Hhouses,
streejs lighted with gasoline lamps, and
a fine little church, and séveral large
public institutions, The safl from
Prince Rupert for the six miles is one
of the prettiest on the coast, The
launch is owned by and captained by
a haif-breed Indian, whé 4iso has a
store at Metlakahtla. He told us many
L?ﬂﬂes on the way about the old timés,
hen. the Tsimpseans were the most
numerous and powerful nation on the
coast, and pointed out en routs many
of the old village sités, now uninhabit-
ed, but used as garden patches, Metla-
kahtla wids the winter home of several
thousands of Indians, whete they had
large supplies of food stored up., Their
summer home was on the Naas and the
Skeena, whete they fishéd and hunted.
He describéd them as very cruel. They
waged war and took many slaves, and
Indians of other tribes who camte with-
in their domain hungty or astray were
immediately killed, “always killed,” he
said. Fven after Missiohary Duncan
came among them thereé were many
scenes of bloodshéd, Thdt time has
passed, and the, Tsimpseans are the
most civilised and best conducted of
thé native peoples on the coast,
Homeward Bound,

On the way back the Priricéss Chare
lotte took the regularly traveled route,
Unfortunately, much &f the trip to
Millbank, Sound was taken during the
night or 4n wet foggy "weather, and
the beauties of a fine stretch of northe
ern scenery, the finest oh . the coast,
was lest—past - impressive - mountains
and - magnificent waterfalls,” and
through a great maze of f{siands and
across: the mouths of long deep inlets.
A stop was made as Swanson Bay,
where a -saw mill i in operation, and
where the new pulp works are in course
of completion; -Manager McKinnon
met the excursionists at the wharf, and
piloted them through the buildings, ex-
plaining the various machines and the
Processes -to be employed.

Value of Trail Smelter’s Prod-
uct for Month of
April.
Further evidénce o} the mineéral

résources of the Kooténays and the
Boundary, but particularly ‘the former,

is affofded by the returns of the Con- |

solidated Mining and Smelting Cem-
pany's smelter at Trall for April, says
the Nelson Daily News. During the
mohth the production of the smelter
from the ores treated was $607,088, go-
ing close to, if not establishing a re=
cord. for the plant. Nearly half of this
represents the output of the comipany’s
lead refinery. whete pure iead and gold
and silver 999 fine are turned out from
Lullion produced by the silvér lead fur-
naces of the smelter.

Thé péturng for Aprii bring the smiél-
ter's production for -thé first four
monthse of the current year up to
$1,675,000, and for the tép months o.
the cothpany’s year, which ehds sihe
30th, to $4,088,940. More than half of
this represents the value of the output
of the refinery during the ten months.

During April the number of tons of
ore received at the smelter was 35,-
490, while the number of tons treated
was 85.496, or six tong more than the
receipts.. The ore treated yielded 410
tons of coppér matte and 2,264 tons of
lead bullion. 'The gross value of the
smelter's production for the month
wag as follows: Gold, $214,835; silver,
$101,891; copper, $44,282; lead, $146,110;
total, $507,068.

This représents the total value of
the copper matte and the lead bullion.
The copper matte which containg cop-
per, gold, seme silver as well as other
metals, is sent elsewhere for further
treatmeént, but the lead bullion .-output
of the smelter is treated at the com-
pany's electrolytic refinery at Trail,
the only plant of its kind in Canada.
From bullion treated by the refinery
during the month there were recovered
2013608 of pure lead, 2,663 ounces of
gold and 148,128 ounces of silver. The
value of these products of the refinery
were ag follows: Lead. $115,927; silver,
$75,485; - gold, $54,959; total, $246,371.

The fiugures for the month bring the
total praduct of the smelter gince June
30th last up to $4,088,940, and of the re-
finery for the same time up to $2,096.-
461. The returns for the ten months
makes the total value of the products
of the smelter since it commenced op-
erations $35,000,000.

The company’s showing for the pres-
ent year is especlally gratifying in
view of the fact that a large amount
of work hag been done in the way of
enlarging the plant. One of the more
important works undertaken was the
enlarging of the furnaces. In order to
do this it was necessary to close down
one furnace of the battery at a time,
while the new one to replace it was
being installed. The completion of
thig work, However, means increased
capicity for the smelter and with the
handling of a lgrger amount of ore
daily, which should give a largely in-
creased output for next year.

REPORT ON THE |
ONTARIO CROPS

Spring Seeding Was Late Ow-
ing to Unfavorable
Weather.

Toronto, May 26.—The following in-
formation regarding agricultural con-
ditions in the province about the mid-
dle of May has been i{ssued by the On-
tario department of agriculture:

Vegetablés.—In the opinion of many
correspondents the growing season of
1909 is the latest for at least a score of
years, it being plgeed at frofii one to
two weeks later than the average. The
exceedingly wet and cool weather pre-
vailing during April and the early part
of May is the cause,

Fall wheat.—Reports concerning the
prospects of fall whedt vary greatly,
even in the same localities, some de-
scribing the crop as looking well,
though late, whils others state that the
fields are not only backward {n growth,
but are thin and much spotted, OW-
ing to the dry period prevailing when
most of the seeding was done, much of
the new fall wheat did not start until
the rains of September came. Winter
conditions, however, were favorable to
the crop, except where ice formed, and
an early spring -growth-would have
brought the flelds along nicely, but the
cold and Wwet weather of April re-
tarded growth, and on poorly drained
or low land almost drowned out the
erop. Much better growth was made on
sandy and gravelly soil than on clays,
owing to the excessive moisture. While
there are many patchy spots, plowing
up of the crop will not be geénerally
resort®d to, ewing-to grass being sowed
with .the wheat;  but bariey or othér
sprinig grains will' be drilled into the
bare spots. The latest reports arewmore
faveratis, showing that - thHé crop is
répidly recuperating with the growing
weather, There .is . less .injury thaf
usual reported from insects.

DUTY OF NATION

ELOQUENT SERMON BY
CHANCELLOR BURWASH

Canada Will Have Large Place
in Fvangelizing of the
World.

A visitor to Victoria of considerable
note this week is Rev. Dr. Burwash,
the venerable chancellor of Victoria
University, Toronto. In Metropolitan
church on Sunday he preacheqd 2
scholarly sermon on the building of &
nation, marked by the crudmon and
eloquence which have mate him one
of the foremost preachers in the Do-
minion. Affer a rapld survey of Buro-
pean history, feading up to the de-
velopment of thé British empire of to-
day, he went on to speak of the posi-
tion of the nations on the Pacific
shores, where east and west a0 meet
that east becomes west and west be-
comes east. In thig connection he said:

And now what remains when the
oldest and the newest join Hhands
across the Pacific, and all the world’s
¢ircles of life are completed and no
ionger Mediterranean seag or oceans
unite in one the peoples, but the whole
round globe becomés onhe great circlé
of life perfected by the accumulated
wealth and knowledge of theése thou-
sands of years? It is no mere accident
that the old has stirvived to join hands
with the fiew; that China, India and
Japan have with their civilization and
institutions spahnéd the vast chasm
of time with so little change; that
while ancient Babylon ahd Hgypt have
been buried in sand and dust for cen-
turies our spades are digging them up
afresh: ana réveéaling theéir history;
that Greéce survivés in an imposing
literature; that India has wandéred
ifito every land. under the sun, and his
Bible hdas becomé thé chatter of all
that 1§ best ih every modern nation
and inspires our bést faith to-day. As
We stand trembling on the brink of
thig century, and lovk out upsn the
awfu] uncértaintiés and glorious pos-
gibilities that arise in visfon before us,
what see we? A world unified. sand-
tifisd, saved? Or a world unwilling
to step up into thé Ight of the holy
and hence stépping down Iht6 ths
fires of wrathful confilct by which its
évils mist be purgéd and destroyed?
But before” we pause to-consider the
tremendotts possibilities of the world’s
future, and the giorious promise of
God’s purpose concerning it. we must
dsfine more clearly our relatien to its
présent position,

* Position of Britain.

First of all then note the position
of Britain on this latest world map.
Of all the nations she-alone stretches
round the globe. By 'protection or
possession, she ig found in every longi=
tude and in evetry latitude where men
¢an dwell. 'SHe  faces every great
6cean; shé holds the keys of the old
Meéditerranean and Reéd Seas; the
Wworld’'s first gréat water highways;
her arins encircle the North Atlantic;
she looks out from a coast line full of
harbors from both sides of the Paci-
fle; she stands guard oh three sides
of the indian Ocean; she touchés both
the Arctic and the Antarctic seas. And
still with her lies half the ghipping
and commerceé of the world. All this
i no accident. It eantot be othen
than & most potentia] factor in the
world’s future movement,  God has
given to Britain at thlg moment the
most stupendoug possibilities of the
world's efitire’ history,

And now what of ‘Cahada? Canaga
is the greatest of links  which will
bind the past and the future of Brit«
fsh if not the world’s -history. Bhe
stretches right across from the Atlan-
tic, the great ocean of the world’s
immediate past, to the Pacifie. the
great ocean of the woérld’s immediate
future.. But you say, so does the Unit-
ed States, a much larger nation. True.
but the shortest and best highways are
ours, and, little people .as we are, we
are already binding those oceans to
each other by three lines of rail, ter-
minating on this side in almost count-
ness excellent harbors.

For the world’s active industrial life
and especially for its commerce, “four
things are necessary—food, wood, coal
and iron, and our resources in any part
of the world, and dre ‘almost as yet
untouched, and may be:so economized
and used as to last for almost untold
years.

For the last week I
have seén them in all your highways,
Japanese, Chinése, Hindus, They are
asking you to meet thém as nation
meets nation, as man meéts mamn: They
come now offering you hands for ser-
vice; they come as the millions of
Europe came to the United States a
hundred years ago, as they still come
to the eastern provinces of Canada to-
day; they come now to enter into co-
opération ‘with your industrial, social,
politica] life. How will you meet them?
How are you meeting them

But you say, they are an inferier
race, they will ruin our civilization,
they will overturn our institutions, they
will reduce our country to their own
level, they will wipe out our religion.
Brethren, this is the supreme confes-
sion of weakness. Forget not that “the
truth is mighty and will prevail,” that
we should “do right though the heavens
fall.” Even the old heathen poet un-
derstood that the lessons of history do
not accord with your fears. Fourteen
hundred years ago the Huns, the Goths
and the Vandals faced the Christian
civilization of the old Roman empire.
At first they ¢ame in small numbers
and were made gladiators and slaves,
Then they came in myriads, sword in
hand, and seized the land. But did
they, wipe out Christianity? Did they
extinguish the higher civilization? No!
Christianity by the word of truth, the
sword of the Spirit can guard them, and
after the lapse of a thousahd years
they became the nations who carried
Chirigtianity forward to the modeérn
world, and they are the world’s hopé
to-day. And so these eastern nations,
if otice they are aroused, can over-
throw your custom house walls; they
cannot overthrow the truth and right
and goodness and spiritual life of your
civilization, if any truth or right or
goodness or real spiritual life remains
therein. The leaven of the kingdom
will leaven the whole lump. “Wisdom
and knowledge alone shall be the st
bility of your times and the stréength
of salvation.” §

A Lesson From History,

Let us take another lesson from
history. A hundred years ago the mil«
lions of Europe began to press into
the United States. They were then
about the satne in humbers as we in
Canada to-day, but far from being
equal to us in the numerical strength
of their churches, on the maturity
and organization of thé work of edu-
cation and -evangelization.,  But the
little fringe of people along the Atlan-
tic coast put up no barriers ggainst im-
migration. They let théem ecome in.
They omitted the Allegh&innes and fill-
ed the great Mississippi valley and
the plains and prairies of the west.
Was merican civilization destroyed?
Was Protestant Christianity extingu-
ished? Not by any means. I admit
that they passed through a period of
terrific trial and that even yet their
triutnph is far from compléte. But
the forces of Christianity worked
with steady and unabated energy. The
saddlebag preacher and the Iittle red
school¥ house and it New England
teacher stood to their post and did
their work.

There {8 much yet to be done, both
in the regeneration of individual men
and in the lifting of the whole tone of
American society. But whereas in 1800
there was one church member to every
sixteen of the populatioh; there is to-
day one to every four. The population
of the country has been multiplied by
sixteéen, its church membership by 64,
and in spite of all its shortcomings, the
United States stands to-day as one of
the two greatest Christian and mis-
slonary forcesg of the world, and second
to no other land in popular intelligénce
and educational institutions. Brethrém,:
have we faith to take those lessons of
history to heart? Do we believe that
this divine “wisdom and knowledge”
rather than restrictive laws and muni-
tions of war, ‘‘shall be the stability of
our times and the strength of salva-
tion.!!. If so, then our supreme duty
lies in two things, evangelize and edu-
eate. The preacher and the schotlmas-
ter are the forces which weé must em-
ploy in self-defence as well as in the
way of duty—without doubt’ God 1is
bringing these people to.us that here
they may seek after and-find Him; an#
missionary and
educational work at. home. should be
pushed forward with. all the energy
and spiritual power which we possess.

A lively argument darose over the
question of thé power of the depart-
ment of church and labot. Rev. Chas:
Stelzele, chairman of the c¢ommittee,
opened the debate with the questioh:
““Shall the department have the right
to direct its policleg without first sub-
mitting them to the individual présby-
teries?”

After arguing the question, the con-
ference upheld the department.

The report of the Sabbath observ-
ance committee was adopted - yester-
day.' This report discourages the
holding of Sunday funerals, condemns
Sunday newspapers, unnecessary Bun-
day travelling and excursions and all
games and sports on .Sunday. It also
urges all employers of labor ang cap-
tains of industry to recognize the ne-
cessity of the laboring man’s day of
rest each week. It goes to the Bab-
bath observance committee in each
presbeytery and synod #and ragrees to
endeavor to secure a'law in every state
requiring raiiroads; both steam and
electric, to give their employees one
day of rest each week.

70 COMPLETE LINE
ACROSS NICARAGUA

Republic Has Secured Loan-?—‘
Road Will Tap Rich
Country.

The Nicaraguan legation at Wishing-
ton, D. C., annétinces that Nicaragua
has just closed negotiationis for obtain-
ing a large loan from Huropeam bank-
ers, While the amount of the loan i8
not stated, it i8 understood to be suf:
ficlent for the consolidation of all of
Nicaragua's outstanding debts and for
the completion of the railroad from
Lake Nicaragua to the Atlantic ocean.

The railroad in gquestion is a govs
erniment enterprise, and will éxtend
120 miles from San Miguélito, a 'port
on the eastern shore of lL.ake Nicar-
agua, to Monkey Point, where is lo-
cated an excellent harbor on the At-
lantic coast. The survey for the road
is through a mountainous section of
the country. rich in timber, rubber
and minerals. For yegrs capitalists
have agreed that it will tap one of
the richest countries in Central Amer-
ica. The proposed line will be the last
link in a transcontinental route across
Nicaragua.

In authoritative circleg a denial {8
made that the official publication of
the Nicaraguan government isg advo-
cating an agreement with Japan where-
by that country will construct a Nicar-
aguan canal between the Atlantic and
Pacifie,

SLIGHTLY MORE

ESTIMATED PRODUCT
OF LAST YEAR’S PRODUCT

British Columbia Stands High
in the Record of
Provinces.

A preliminary report on the mineral
production of Canada in 1908 has just
been prepared by the department of
mines. and as compared with the re=
vised figures of 1907, shows an increase
of half a million dollars in value of out-
put. The report says:

A preliminary reyew of the mineral
production in Canada in 1908 shows &
total minera] output valued at slightly
over 87 million dollars, 48 compared
with a little less than 87 million dollars
in 1907.

The Industry has therefore in the ag-
‘gregate more than held its own, despite
the large decreases in the prices of the
metals. That this falling-off in the
prices of: the metals has beén an im-
portant and serious gquestion for the
metal-mining industries will be better
realized when it is stated that had cop-
per, silver, lead and nickel maintained
as high average prices in 1908 ag in 1907,
théir total production in Canada in 1908
would have been worth over $8,000,000
more to the producers than was actual-
ly the case.

The outstanding feature of the min-
ing industry during the year has ute
doubtedly been the silver production,
& total increase of over 72 per cent, be-
ing shown in the number of ounces pro=
duced. Copper and gold also show ims
portant increages in gquantity produc-
ed; whilst iron. lead and nickel were
produced in slightly smaller quantity
than in 1907,

In the non-metallic class, decreases in
gypsum and petroleum are more than
counterbalanced by increases in coal,
asbestos, natural gas, salt, ete. The
Portland cement industry shows &
small increase in sales and a large ine
crease in. quantity of cemeént mads;
with large stocks on hand at thé close
of the year.

For the first time in nine years the
gold output shows an incresse over thé
previous yea¥. The Yukon outpus in
1908 is estimated at about §3;600,000, as
comipared with $3,160,000 in 1907, while
& considerably increased production is
also shown in the province of British
Columbia, derived chiefly from the
Prai]l €reek ores, the placer workings
having shown a smaller output.

Of ‘the total gold output in 1908, over
44 per cent, was obtained from placer
and hydraulic workings and 56 per cent.
from sulphuret and guarts ores,

The estirmated silver production of
Canada in 1908 was 22,070,212 ounces.
shipped ag fine bars, stiver Bullion; and
obtairied in mauatte, oré, ete., as eom=
pared with 12,779,799 ounceés produced in
1907, an inérease of over 72 per cert:
Owing. however, to the much 1oWer
price recsived in 1908, the total valué
shows an increase of only 40 per ceéiiti
Ovér 87 per cent. of the outpit was ob<
tained from Ontario;, and the increass
is all t6 be creditéd to this provines,
since there was a slight falling o6ff in
the silver output of Britlsh Columbid.
The output from Cobalt district in the
province of Ontario again shows 4 very
large ihcréase ovef the previous year,
niearly twice as miuch silvér having
been produced.

If the output of this district eontinues
to increase at the present rate Canada
will, in the immediate future, becomsd
one of the chief silver-ptroducing cotth«
tries of the world. The totai production
in 1907 wag approximately 193 millten
sunces, theé chief contributinig countiies.
beitig México 66 million ounceés, Unitéd
States 59 million otinces, Australia 17-
million ounces, Canada nearly 13 million
ounces, Germany 12 million ounces.
With an output of %2 million ounces it
1908 Canada probably moves up to thifd
place, but still does not produce moré
than from 10 to 12 per cent. of the
world’s output.

Statistics of coppér production in 1508
show a total output of 64,361,636 1ba,, an,
increasé of over 14 pét cent. over theé
production of 1907. There was an 4in-
¢rease of over 900,000 1bs, in the copper
from the Sudbury mines, while prelims
inary statistics of production in British
Qolumbia appear to show a very ims«
portant increasie in production in that
province of over 7,000,000 pounds.

All of the lead production, 45.725886
pounds, valued at $1,920,487, was obtaine-
éd in the province of British Columbia.
The production in 1807 was 47,738,708
pounds valued at $2,542,086, a decrease
in quantity being .therefore showii of
about 4 per . cent. The. total amount
paid as bounty on lead production was,
during the twelve months $139,084.57.

Each of the coal mining provintés ex<
cept British Columbia conitributed an
increased output to the coal productiofi
in Canada in 1908. The total salés and
shipments of coal, including colliery
consumption and coal used .in making
coke, were 10,804,466 short tons, an in-
crease of about 5 per cent. ag compared
with 1907. Of the total, Nova Scotia
contributed over 59 per cent., Saskdtch-
ewan and Albérta over 19 pep cent., and
British Columbia 21 per ¢ent. The pro-
duction in the latter prqvince is egti«
mated at 2,329.600 tons, valued at $7,-
280,000, as against 2,364,898 tons, valwed
at $7,390,306, in 1807.

The total production of oven coke in
1908 was approximately 865,257 shert
tons. valued at $3,668,974, being an in«
crease of about 3 per cent. over the
quantity produced in 1807. The coke
wae made in the provinces of Nova
Scotia, Alberta and British Columbia,
and entirely from Canadian coal. At
the'end of the year there were in Nova
Scotia about 669 oveng in operation and
173 idle and in Alberta and British Col-
umbia on the same date 916 in operation
and 528 idle, not including the ovens at
Hosmer and Comox in British Colum-
bia, from vv?lch no returns have yes
been receivéd.

SIBERIA IN %3
l BUTTER TRADE

ITS CAPABILITIES
COMPARED WITH CANADA

Interesting Facts Concerning
Agricultural Production
of Two Countries.

The enormous growth of exports,
particularly butter and other dairy
products, within the past few years,
from Siberia along the line of the great
Siberian railway immediately east and
west of the Ural mountains, has at-
tracted the attention of the commercial
world.. . The districf thus roughly out-
lined is in exact latitude of Edmonton,
Alta. The inference then is what must
be ' the - possibilities of the Canadian
west beyond Edmonton upon which as
yet -little definite valuation has been
set. Experts have recently given the
assurance that the country is in evex_'y
way superior to that portion of Siberia
which has produced such wonderful re-
sults;, says the weekly report of the de-
partment of trade and commerce.
Kourgan and Omsk, referred to later,
are both on the main line of the rail-
way and at least 100 miles north of
the latitude of Edmonton.

The Russian peasant, from Siberia, is
beginning to supply the market of
Great Britain with dairy produce. His
advent upon the market has been com-
paratively recent, yet the statistl_cs
showing his progress will be material
for the consideration of those interest-
ed in the Canadian west. The . infor-
mation is taken from a lengthy report
by Mr. H. Cooke. gpecial commissioner
for the British board of trade in 1905,
supplemented by later figures.

The recent exports of grain (rye,
wheat, oats, millet, buckwheat, barley,
maize, flour and oil seeds), from Si-
beria proper by rail ig thus shown:
1905, 17,922,000 pouds; 1906, 28,719,000
pouds, of about 36 pounds,

Wheat is the principal representative
of the Siberian grain trade, forming at
least over 50 per cent of that conveyed
by railway.

Butter Making.

The following concise account of the
origin of the butter industry has been
extracted from the British government
report already referred to:

The butter making industry of West-
ern Siberia is one of the first direct re-
sults of the construction of the rail-
way, and from the point of view of
the genera] well being of the peasant
population, the most. promising out-
come of the changed conditions now
prevailing. It is at present the main
resource of the inhabitants of the en-
tire region.

The progress made has indeed been
wonderful. Previous to 1893 no butter
was produced in Siberia for export
abroad. The first to engage in butter-
making under modern methods was an
English woman, married to a Russian.
whose dairy farm at Chernaia, Reit-
chka, in the district of Tiumen, was in
1885, ‘the only one in Siberia, and is
still a well-known model of its kind.
The initital difficulties - encountered,
she told me, were extremely depress-
ing. No experienced hands were to be
found, the peasants did not understand
that cows had to be properly fed or at-
tended to, the distances were enormous
and communications were non-existent
or primitive, while the people in gen-
eral, with the exception of the few
who could afford to order supplies by
the then communications from Mos-
cow, had but faint ideas as to the dif-
ference between cheese and butter, and
how they were to be eaten. The first
separator—the first in Siberia—was
purchased in 1887 from Sweden. Com-
Jnon peasant cows, small and yielding
little milk, were utilized at first, and
the breed gradually improved by the
introduction of Simmental cattle. The
farm now has 180 head of its own rear-
ing, .

In 1893 Mr. Wolkoff, a Russian, open-
ed near Kourgan the first dairy pro-
ducing butter for export beyond the
Urals. Some 400 pouds (14,400 pounds)
were exported in 1894. :

Fifteen years have passeéd since the
establishment of the first dairy in Si-
beria, and butter making has become
the staple industry of the country as
regards internationa] trade and home
resource. Indeed the peasants believe
that were it not for the dairy they
would have perished in the recent hard
times. In 1903 over 2,000 dairies were
scattered through Western Siberia,
exporting 2,185,000 pouds, or - 78,994,720
pounds. The western export by rail

System of Collection.

The region engaged in butter-making
extends‘along the line of the railway
from Obi, or Novo-Nikolaievsk to
Korgan, a distance of 1,100 versts or
733 miles. It now possesses a popula-
tion of from 30,000 to 33,000, and is the
exporting point by rail for the rich
Barnoul or Altal region, south of the
line, the produce of which is conveyed
Lo the railway by the river steamers of
the Obi. Here the special butter train.
running daily in summer, takes on its
first ice-trucks, picking up others ready
loaded at each butter transit centre
zlong the line ag far as Chelfabinsk,
whence the complete train of  twenty-
five trugks starts through Russia for
the Baltic ports, where its freight is
shipped to the markets of Copenhagen
and Great Britain.

Barnoul, Omsk and Kourgan, are the
most important centres of this trade.
The first mentioned, with some 35,000
:nhabitants, is a rich and prosperous
‘ooking town on the Obi. It does a
busy trade in grain and butter and has
some thirteen or fourteen butter ex-
port offices, mostly Danish or Russian,
with two British, which ship their pro-
luce to the rail at Novo-Nikolaievsy.

Omsk, with a population-variously es-
timated at from 50,000 to 60,000, the cap-
ital of the governorgeneralship of ,the
Steppes and of the Akmolinsk territory,
is a large village-like town, of risin®
influence from its position on the rail-
way and on the Irtish. It has fifteen
offices engaged in the export of butter,
half of which are Danish, the rest Rus-
sian or German, with one British es-
tablishment. . . b

Kourgan, a district town of the gov-
ernment of Tobolsk, with some 12,000
inhabitants' is a large straggling vil-
lage in appearance, and has sprung into
prominence since the construction of
the railway, as the most important
centre of the Siberian butter trade, It
has seventeen export offices, including
Danish, German, Russian and one
British. 545,842  pouds (19,711,445
pounds), or 25 per cent. of the entire
Siberian export, were dispatched from
this centre in 1902; and 510,078 pouds in
1903.

The Dairies.

The first dairy for the manufacture
of butter for export abroad was
opened in 1893. By 1902 the number of
Siberian dairies amounted to over 2,000.
They are termed in Russian “zavodi,”
or “works.”” They have, indeed, little
in common with the ordinary concep-
tion of the word dairy or of its accom-
paniments and surroundings, as under-
stood in western Europe. Hurried up
and hastily equipped in the first flush
of the movement, both suitable and un-
suitable tenements were -adapted to
the purpose, with a total lack of tech-
nical knowledge and experience on the
part of the villagers, and it is only
lately that the stress “of competition,
backed by the endeavors of the auth-
orities and the specia] instructors, has
begun to work some improvethent in
the generg] conditions of production.
The dairies in. genera] are either the
property of ‘individual® owners or of
two or three combined, who buy milk
from the peasants around, or else they
belong to artels or to entire village
societies, both of which supply" the
milk from their own cows. The artelni
dairy is defined as ‘‘one. created ' by
severa] peasants who . distribute the
proceeds in ‘proportion to the amount
of milk provided.”

A movement, encouraged ' by the
authorities, has gradually established
co-operative dairies for villages or en-
tire hamlets throughout. 'In the Kour-
gan region almost the’ entire produc-
tion of butter is now in the hands of
co-operative dairies.” It would seem
more than probable that the whole
Siberian butter industry will even-
tually assume this village co-operative
form of production. g

: Canada’s Advantages.'
Turning, therefore, to Canada the in-
ference must be apparent. If such de-
velopments have been achieved in Si-
beria, much more then should the re-
sources of the Canadian Northwest, as
yet scarcely realized, be productive of
surpassing results. That both districts
are in the same latitude does not in
itself ensure identical climatic condi-
tions. Latitude, it was shown before
a private committee of the House last
year, does not govern climate., Evi-
dence was laid before the members of
this committee, inquiring into the agri-
cultura] possibilities of the north. in-
dicating conclusively that vegetables
have been grown within fourteen
miles of the Arctic circle, that wheat
‘has been harvested just short of lati-
tude 62, eraging nearly 64 pounds to
the bush::gf and at Fort Vermilion was
a flour mill, electrically equipped, turn-
ing out 35 barrels per day. Numerous
other statements were presented to
corroborate that there was a vast area
extending north suitable for cultiva-
tion. The. winters may be colder, but
the summers, shorter though they may
be, from June 1 to August 20, have the
same temperature as Ottawa. And as
has been pithily remarked “Things
don’t grow in winter.” The mere fact
that in the northern part of Siberia
are towns of 1,000 and more, indicate
that some industry must be carried on
to support them. As yregards dairying
there is no question that in the north
are grasses of the greatest possible
value for cattle grazing, far surpass-
ing indeed thos eof the northwest.

It is possibilities rather than actuali-
ties which must be considered at this
stage of western development. A bul-
letin by the statistics branch of the
department of agriculture indicates
that while the amount of dairy pro-
duce manufactured in Alberta is as yet
a hardly appreciable fraction of the
whole Canadian output, the tendency
to increase is evident. In Alberta the
production of butter, which in 1900 was
601,489 pounds, was in 1907 1,507,697
pounds, an increase of 906,208 pounds,
or 151 per cent. The values were $123,-
305 in 1900 and $362,782 in 1907, a gain of
$239,477, or 194 per cent. Of cheese, 21,-
693 pounds of the value of $3,102, was
made in 1900; whilst in 1907 the produc-
tion was 197,911 pounds, of the value of
$24,468. In Saskatchewan, of course,
the industry is yet in earliest stages,

In Alberta the number of factories
increased from 18 to 1900, to 83 in 1907,
and in Saskatchewan there has been
an increase of two for the same period.

About 1,800,000 people inhabit the
province of Siberia from which 44,008,-
000 pouds’of grain were exported in
1907. If any paralle] can be drawn, cer-
tainly the industrious and prosperous
citizens of the . Canadian Northwest,
under far happier conditiong than the
Russian peasant, in their increasing
numbers should succeed to as great,
if not greater, extent,

The steamer brought down the machin-
ery from the Dominion cannery at Alert
Bay, and this was left at Vancouver.
The Dominion cannery is not operating
this year.

On her way south on Sunday the St.
Denis passed some of the Vancouver
yachts that were making the long dis-
tance sail around Texada Island and
back. The Minerva was about fourteen
miles in the lead, being at the time
they passed her midway between the ex-
treme points of Texada southward bound,
while two others that were too far away
to recognize were right at the north end
of the Island. s

A gas-lighted beacon has been estab-
lished by the government of Canada on
Marked Tree bluff, northern end of
Kennedy island, Middle passage, Skeena
river, to indicate the crossing from Tel-
egraph passage to Middle passage. Lat.
No. 54 deg., 5 mins.; long., W, 130 deg..
10 mins., 50 secs.

The beacon consists of a black cyln-
drical steel tank standing on a black
stee] framework and surmounted by a
black pyramidal steel frame support-
ing the lantern.

The light is a white light, automati-
cally occulted at short intervals. The
illuminant is acetylene, generated auto-
matically. The light is unwatched.

A conical steel buoy, painted red, has
been moored close southward of Ellinor
rock, Prince Rupert harbor approach,
Chatham sound.

A sleel buoy has been moored close
southward of Petrel rock, western en-
trance to Prince Rupert harbor, Chat-
ham sound. Lat., N. 54 deg., 13 min., 38
sec.; long., W. 130 deg., 24 min., 53 sec.

The buey is moored in six fathoms
water. It is painted black, and is sur-
mounted by a cage painted black.

The gas buoy heretofore moored at
Kestrel rock, Prince Rupert harbor ap-
proach, Chatham sound, has been per-
manently withdrawn; and a black spar
buoy has béen moored in the same po-
sition.

A combined gas and bell buoy has
been established close southeastward
of Georgia rock.

The light is a white light, automati-
cally occulted at short intervals. The
illuminant is acetylene, generated auto-
matically. The bell is rung by the mo-
tion of the buoy on the waves,

Stenhouse Shoal,

The combined ' gas and whistling
buoy heretofore moored southward of
Stenhouse shoal, off the western en-
trance to Brown passage, has been per-
manently withdrawn,

This buoy will be placed off White
rocks, north end of Banks island. Par-
ticulars of its location will be contained
in a later notice.

Victoria’s Holiday Was Never More Enjoyably Spent
Than Yesterday---Immense Crowds Attended
Distinctive Feature at Gorge.

\ictorians turned out in tens of thou-
ands yesterday to observe the popu-

r holiday as they have so often
shown that no other citizens of the em-
pire can, From early morning until

ng after twilight the city was alive
with gay throngs, augmented by hun-
Jreds of - visitors from Vancouver,
island points and across the line. .

The celebration really began on Sat-
urday, with the yacht race in the
morning and the school chrildren’s
sports in the afternoon, It continued
over Sunday i a’ quiet way and cul-
minated in the big events of yesterday

the regatta at the Gorge and the dis-
play of fireworks at Beacon Hill

The weather man was on his best be-
navior and saw to'it that sunny skies
lcoked down—on the day celebrations,
and in the ewenings the air was not
too cool. One of the attractions of Vic-
toria is the fact that the weather can
be counted on for holiday-making to
a greater extent than in any other part
of the Dominion.

There was a generous display of
punting all over the city, the national
flag flying from all the pablic build-
ings and from many residences, Tiny
Union Jacks were largely. worn, and
the children were still wearing their
school colors, all lending brightness
and color to the scene.

Nowhere can there be found better-
looking or more well-behaved crowds
than in Vietoria, or & more general
air of comfort and prosperity. Every-
one enters into the celebration of a hol-
iday in a whole-hearted fashion and
the spirit of gaiety is contagious.

Yesterday the chief attraction out of
the many which offered was, of course
the regatta at the Gorge in the after-
noon, and thither it seemed as if the
entire population of the city whas
pouring,

From noon until after two o’clock,
Government street, between Yates and
Johnson streets, was a sea of people,
and fast as the cars moved off the fresh
accessions kept the crowd as large as
ever, The arrangements for handling: it
were excellent, and there were no mis-
haps of any kind, besides which it was
s thoroughly good-humored  crowd.

ing, It took very few minutes to fill
a car and it at once moved off,

Throughout the hoéliday season the B.
C. Electric Railway company has been
meeting the demands for transporta-
tion.to the scenes of celebration up to
the limit of its capacity. The need for
greater power resources is shown more
strongly than ever, the heavy traffic
placing a strain on the plant, In spite
of this a good service was given to all
points, With the development of .the
company’s Jordan river plans the pow-
er difficulty will be got over, and the
heavily 1loaded ' ears will be moved
more rapidly than is at present pos-
sible,

Automobiles and tally-hos did a
thriving business, and everyone who
owned an express rig had it out ani
carried@ a full.load every trip. Both the
Gorge and Craigflower roads were lit-
crally black with vehicles, although tha
vehicles tihemselve were powdered
with the dust which lay two inchés
thick on the roads, and, at times, form-
ed a fog through which drivers had to
feel their way, With all this hundreds
had to walk out for lack of means of
conveyance,

In the ¢hurches on Sunday there were

'res of population. It is estimated that
‘f“f«re have been in the neighborhood of
“ne hundred new launches built within
the year in Victoria, some by the pro-
fessional boatbuilders, but many by the
Young men who have done the work in
their spare time,

The races were of a high class, but
the gifficulty 6f keeping the coursg clear
Ncreases evexy year, and on this oc-
‘asion was-an. almost impossible thing
o accomplish. This was especially true
In the lapstreak and skiff races, when

the wash of the larger launches; the
owners of which did not stop at the
right moment caused serious incon-
venience to the rowers. The commit-
tee next year will have to seriausly
consider the matter of fencing off the
whole course. On one occasion when a
steamer passed up while the lapstreak
.shell was coming down, the wash half
filled the frail craft and came very near
"sinking her. It is only fair to say that
most owners of launches were most
carefu]l but there were a few who had
the il] manners to refuse to stop when
called upon to do so by the clerk of the
course.

The statement was made a week or
two ago that the people of Victoria
were tired of having a regatta every
year. The attendance yesterday after-
noon seemed to prove the untruth of
the statement, for there were more peo-
Ple out than ever before. Curtis
Point was missed somewhat as a point
of vantage from which to view the
events. but the banks above were lined
with eager watchers. While doubtless
there were a few who were in the habit
of attending who stayed away, on the
other hand there were hundreds of peo-
ple who were not living in Victoria a
year ago and who were anxious to see
the event of which they had heard so
much. The regatta as the Gorge has
not lost its charm for the people of
Victoria, and it will be continued year
after year, for there is no place in the
world more picturesque and more suit-
ed for such an event.

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PREDICTS FLOODS.

Lewiston Man Says Conditions of 1894
May Be Repeated,

Spokane. Wash., May 24.—A Lewiston
special to the Spokesman-Review says:
Judge C. B. Coburn, who has lived in
Lewiston for forty-seven years, de-
clares this year has breught weather
conditions unparalleled since 1894, when
Main street ran full of water and guests
were taken from the Raymond house,
Fifth and Main streets-in a skiff. On
May 27th, 1884, the streets were turned
into rivers, basements were: filled. with
water, and in Pertland the water cov-
cred Front street. establishing a high-
water mark which has stood since that
time.

“High water is inevitable, The moun-
tains are covered with -show, packed
unti] it is a sheet of' ice twenty feet
‘deep,” said Judge Coburn: “If we have
four or five days of warm weather
the vivers will rise so rapidly as to
be dangerous: 1 have séen the Clear-
water river drop four feet in twenty-
four hours immediately . after flood
stages.

“I look for floods which will make
new high-water marks. I have seen
the Clearwater river sp full of drift-
wood that one could almost walk from
bank to bank on floating logs.”

TELL OF WRECK
OF THE. COLUMBIA

THRILLING EXPERIENCES
OF THE SURVIVORS

Sailors Risk Their Lives to
LCarry Line From
Vessel to Shore,

(From Tuesday's Daily.)-
Seattle, Wash., May 24—A special
cable to the Post-Intelligencer from
Seward, Alaska, says:

Bringing 194 survivors of the wreck of
the ship Columbia near Unimak pass,
with a story of suffering and heroism
seldom exceeded in the annals of the
deep, the mail steamer Deora arrived in
port Saturday.

Following the grounding of the wves-
sel, bound from $an Francisco. in &
blinding snowstorm, eight miles east of
Unimak pass, on the night of April 30th,
the experiences of the passengers and
crew of the Columbia, as they told them
here, were harrowing in the. extremie,
but stout hearts triumphed.

There was no wind at the time, but
a terrific surf was raging from a storm
of the previous night. On the wvessel
were fifty-three Ttalians, ninety-six
Japanese and the remaining forty-five
were Americans and Scandinavians, All
including the Japanese, were passive
and obedient in the face of danger save
the TItalians. who in panic raved and
prayed. A boat was lowered, and the
Italians, including their bosses, poured
in, The Ttalians attempted to seize two
more boats, but were restramed at the
point of guns.

At daylight the feasibility of a surf
landing was established, and boats were
given to the turbulent Italians, who,
permitted to depart, rowed eight miles
to Scotch Cap lighthouse. Returning
two days later for provisions, they were
again compehed with revolverg to take
only food,

Passing the surf was difficult and
dangerous, and volunteers were cailed
to man the big fish boat. It looked like
sure death. but every sailor responded
to the call, and stood ready . for the
perilous service. Two former live-sav-
ing - service -men, C. Christopherson
and Ernest Anderson, insisted they be
allowed to proceeq for shore alome in
a diminutive skiff. By heroic effort
they succeeded in establishing a llte-
line to the shore.

Disembarking by means of the la.rge
fishboats, following the 1life line, oceu-
pied twenty-four hours. 'The éeperation
was -fraught with  extreme: suffering,
calling for 'the display of stolid endur-
ance and quiet heroism, in which none
was found wanting. - Dr. Thrasher, the
ship’s physician, worked overtime Te-
viving the men capsized in the icy
waters, “of whog there were several.
Many were nearly drowned and it was
in the resuscitation of these that the
Japanese showeqd fine spirit,
sailors after being revived, returned to
work two hours later, co- operatlng with
their comrades in the rescue work and
the! preparations for the flight for
safety. All the boats were smashed but
one. ;

It was a treeless and desolate beach
on which the men were landed; coy-
ered with two feet of snow, it affered
a bleak welcome to the shipwrecked.
On the shore was one old hut, five by
seven. This, with tents made from tar-
paulin, affordeq the only shelter, and
fires were built from gathered drift-
wood. Provisions were taken ashore
over the breech line the second day.

Only one woman, the Australian wife
of Mate Cameron, was with the party,
and every man was-the obedient slaye
of this plucky little woman, who thus
had her first rude intreduction to the
phenomenon of .snow. 2

For Scotch Cap lighthouse over l:hat
eight miles of rocky ravine, through
deep snowdrift and  dashing torrent,
lay the path-to safety. Owver thig the
shipwrecked took their way, while the
remaining boat was employed in earry-
ing provisions. New hardship§ con-
fronted the party, many of whom were
already on the verge of utter exhaus-
tion. The girl collapsed under the
unaccustomed privation. Only her low
slippers had beer saved, and they were
filled with ice and snow. To save her
feet the slippers were remeved and
her stockings cut from the freezing
limbs. Two of the men furnished
socks from their own feet and one gave
his shoes to the suffering woeman, who
was carried in blankets by men who
were themselves hardly able to crawl.

Arrived at the lighthouse, the suf-
ferers were kindly treated by the light-

son, who threw théir residences open,
one for the Italians, one for the Anglo-
Saxons and Scandinavians and one for
the Japanese. Great praise is given the
lightkeepers for their hospitality.

On the morning of May 2nd a storm
caused the final abandonment of the
wrecked Columbia to the elements. The
same day the ship burned to thge wa-
ter's edge. The value of the cargd is
$85,000, of the ship $15000. Besides
this. $100,000 there is . lost .also the
chance for @@ summer’'s pack of 300
gross cases, as the cannery will be idle.
The men “will lose their summer's
wages. .

The maij steamer Dora appeared on
the morning of May 11th. Owing to bad
weather, the taking of the survivers
aboard. eccupied. a full - day. The
packers’ steamer Nushagak, bound for
Bristol bay, appeared and approached.
When she ascertained assistance was
net needed she proceeded on her way.

The Dora, swarming with her human
cargo. reached Dutch harbor May 12th.
Here (Customs Officer Bolshanin order-
ed the Dora to reload the men and pro-
ceed to Seward to . avoid starvation.
The men were counted. the papers
cleared and the wvessel departed the
same day on her 1,000-mile voyage
with 240 aboard. Twice encountering
bad weather, the Dora ran to shelter,
taking mo chance Qf mishap. Once
water wag taken from a small boat.

Capt, McMullen slept little, and his
officers also got little rest. No effort
was spared for the safety and comfort
of the rescued men. %

The Columbia survivers are now
quartered in Seward, awaiting the
sailing of the steamber Northwestern

in the United Kingdom.

FIREMEN BEGCOMING
,MOST PROFICIENT
They Hoisted Aerial Ladder
Truck Yesterday in Sixty-
-eight Seeonds,

There is snap and go in the ranks of the
Victoria fire brigade, the result of the
mottg {‘proficiency’ set up by Chief Davis
when he took office May 1st. He institut-
ed a daily drill, and on May 1st the bri-
gade: set up the aerial truck ladder
through the wires oppasite the.pglice sta-
tion in eight minutes and & half. Tues-
day aftetnoon the same men accom-
plished the work in sixty-eight -seconds,
making a reduction of seven minutes
seven seconds on the work.

The sixty-foat hand extension Jadder
was run up yesterday in twenty-five sec-
onds, where, on the first day, the men
were unable to work the same ladder
through lack of practice. Thé hand lad-
der was raised:to a standing position-yes-
terday in fifty seconds. The time of rais-
ing the aerial truck ladder includes the
moment from arrival at the spot, and the
unharnessing of horses and unshipping of
the truck pole.

The position where the tegt was made
yesterday is where therq are as many
wires as in any location in the city. The
men engaged in the test are those sta-
tioned at ‘the main fire hall. The im-
provement shown by his men is com-
mented on by Fire Chief Davis as fol-
lows:

“The men deserve the utmost credit for
the display made Tuesday afternoon.
They are a proficient set of firemen and
are becoming more able every day. T ey
take to their work with an interest that
shows their hearts ave in the work, and
they certainly deserve all credit for the
manner in which the ladders are now be
ing handled. We will go on with the
provement of the brigade and in time w:ll
have a body of men at work in the Vie-
toria department that ‘will be spoken of
by the property owners and People as qne
of the features of Wictoria.” ;

OAK BAY INVESTS IN

MODERN ROAD PLANT |

Steam Roller and Rock Crusher
Put to Work Making New
Streets,

Oak Bay a short time ago invested
in a rock-breaking plant and steam
roller.for the purpose of macadamizing
their roads instead of making them of
gravel, as in the past. These machines
have been set up ana are now crushing
rock for the season’s construction
work. There are a large number of
concrete sidewalks and macadam roads
to make and the new machinery en-
ables this to be dong much better than
it couyld possibly be without them.

'.phe steam roller is a ten-ton com-

tops, and it is of thg latest and most
modern type.

For city work this type is said to be
preferable on account of the noiseless
exhaust, preventing the trightening of
horses. The roller ig fitted with a high
speed governor intended to run a rock
crusher, and is thus suitable for this
purpose, twenty-four brake horse-
power being avaliable, The workman-
ship and the material are of the best
throughout The roller was inspected
and passed the British Columbia In-
spection Act upder a safe working
pressure of 210 pounds, which is great-
ly in excess of the regpirements.

Messrs. Mussens, Limited, of Mon-
treal and Vancouver, the Canadian
representatives of Rugton, Proctor &

Co.. have supplied this rol’[er and it-is
of interest to note that the city of Vie-
toria also purchased from them last
year an eight-ton compound Bust,on
roller for 1light work, and that the
municipality of North Vancouver has
2 ten-ton Ruston compound roller on
the way from Englang at the present
time, to be used aiso for rupning 2
rock crushing plant.
Rock Breaking Plant,

The portable rock breaking plant, the
erection of which has. just beep com-
pleted on Wilmot Place, embodies some
features which are entirely new to
Canadian users of such machinery, al-
though jn use in England for several
Vears. &‘he plant cénsists of gne of
Hadfield & Jack’s patent solid steel
rock hreakers of the jaw type in con-
junction with revolving screens, ele-
vator and hoppers or small bins of steel
plate fitted with sliding doers, through
which the screeped rock of different
sizes is fed directly into carts along-
side ready to be distributed wherever
reguired. The whole combination s
mounted on a truck compesed of steel
channels, steel axles five inches in di-
ameter and heavy cast| wlr;eelg so that
it may be hauled from\piace to place
wherever there is rock to be crushed,
and set to work again in g very shert
time.

Phe action of breaking, screening and
loading 1is entirely automatic. The
stone to be broken is fed by hang into
the top of the jaw opening, which will
take in pleces as large as 20 incheg by
10 inches, and gfter being broken, dis-
charges from the bottom opening of
the jaws through a cast steel chute in-
to the lower revelying screen. This
takes out the dust and fine materiaf,
and the rest goes into the hottom of the
elevator,

The elevator consists of a heavy spe=
cial rubber belt -with pressed steel

buckets attached at regular intervqls 5

and passing over cast iron drumg on
the top and bottom screen shafts. The
materia passing into the lower drum
is caught by the buckets and carried
to the top of the drum, inside of which
it {s caught by a steel-chute and dis-
charged . into. the top screen. "Phis
sereen has two sizes of perforations and
the rock pasgsing through these drops
intg the respective loading bins fram
which it shoots into the carts alongside.
Pieces t00 large to pass through the
perforations go over the end of the
screen and drop back intg the breaker
with the fresh rock that is being fed
to it.

Power for driving the crushing plant
is obtained from the steam road rolier.
The wholp ouifit is very compact and
admirably suited for the conditiong in
Odk Bay, where there are quantities of
rock suitable for road metal in different
places. Moving the plant to these dif-
ferent places as required saves practi-
cally half the cartage and an extra
handling: of the rock,

This arrangement of plant has been
specially designed for muniecipa] work
by thes manufacturers, Hadfield’s Steel
Foundry Company. Ltd., of Sheffield,
England, whose Canadian representa-
tives are Messrs, Peacock Brothers,:of
Montreal, The work of erection has
been in charge o ftheir western agents,
Bayfield & Archibald, of Vancouver,

Lawlor stated
he went to Brown’s apartments at the
Hote] St. Francis gnd asked Brown
what kind of water was kept on tap in
hig roems.

“Fine,”” Brown replied, "try it.”’

Lawler then went into the bathroom
where he found $35 in .gold, Thig he
pocketed and 1eft the hntﬂ Ten del-
lars was secured a week later in the

When asked how Brown approached
him with his offer, Lawler said: “He
asked me if I did not think that if 1
had $150 in the bamk esch menth in
my wife’s name she would be able to
buy many things she could net afford
now. I greed with him dnd the bar-
gain wag made.”

Two men came in and sat at my table
and we bhegan talking. One of the men
ordeved a3 bottle of wine and I took
one drink. Just then I felt dizzy, so
I went tg the dgor for a breath of aip
That is the last'¥ rememter.,

“When I awoke I.found myself in a
strange hed in a haspital. hen they
would talk tg me, the nurse told me ¥
was ix; Sacr.amento Cal, She told me
I had heen found bpund and gagged
in a box car, badly cut up and beaten.
This was in Jaguary. She told me that
I regallled con
few days later, but was soen taken
with typhoid fever and that for weeks
I hung on the verge of death and did
not again recover consciousness until
the first of April. I do not remember
being conscious the first time, In fact
everything i am utter blanE%until I
awoke in the hospital the second time.”

MURDERER OF GIRL
STILL AT LIBERTY

Boy Convinces Police He Had
No Hand in Atrocious
Crime.

Los Angeles, Cali May 26.—With the
¢apture of the much-wanted Ben HI-
liott at Redondo, and his absolute el-
imination from the Poltera murder
mystery, the question to-day changed
from @ ‘man ‘hunt to a’ cold-blooded
picking of .2 man or men from. the
Griffith Park locality to be put through
the most rigid examination known to
the police.

With this in view Sheriff Hammel
and others in the sheriff’s office left
early this morning for the scene of the
iragedy.

The various examinations to which
young Elliott  was subjected after his
arrest convinced everyone who has
been active in the search that he had
no hand in the atrocious crime. The
18-year-old boy frankly confessed he
wag  the robber of the Tropico and
Glenddle stores that have been pil-
laged during the last six weeks.- He
also admitted that he left the camp
near Tropico the morning after the
child murder is supposed to have been
committed, He started for Redondo,
he says, about four o’clock. From his
statements given in a straightforward
manner;; it would seem that he had
not been in the part of-the valley where
the crime was committed.

The sheriff this morning said that he
was not _entirely through with his ex-
amination of Henry V. Ponnay, - the
Los Angeles printer. who discovered
the missing lunch box of the dead
school girl, and a few playthings she
had with her.

Joseph Dyson, a  Griffith Park em-
ployee, declares Ponnay’s actions were
suspicious, and if not suspicious, un-
canny.,

“When Ponnay reachéd hére Mond4ay
afternoon,” Dyson says, ‘“he came up
to us directly and said without hesi-
tation: ‘I have a premonition I-am go-
ing to find something important.’ ”

“Ponnay went north,” asserts Dyson,
“and very shortly came back with the
missing articles. As he showed them
to us he said: ‘Look behind the brick
house and you’ll find a little skirt.” ”

The seeond prophecy was not ful-
filled, though the place he mentioned
was where the body was found.

WORX ON PHOENIX-

Bore in Nearly One Hundred
Feet—Big Machine to Be'
Installed.

Phoenix, May 24.—Operations on the
big tunnel, which is' to run under the
mountain upon which Phoenix is located,
dnd was commenced a month ago, is now
in close to the 100-foot mark.

Speaking of ‘the big project Richard
Armstrong, the resident promoter, states
that negotiations are now. under way, to
secure one of the big Swiss-Shandler ma-
chines, which will cut an eight-foot bore
at a rate of 50 feet a day. The machines
themselves cost about $60,000.

“The work that the company plans is
really pioneer work, as important as the
first surface prospecting doné in that
district,”” said Mr. Armstrong. ‘‘None of
the companies have penetrated to a depth
of more than 400 or 500 feet. and if ore is
encountered in our tunnel at a depth of
2,400 feet it will mean more for the dis-
trict than anvthing else that has been
done here.
