WO BOER -
LEADERS DEAD

Commandant Prinsloo and General Fourie
Were Killed During the
Recent Fighting, °

MIDNIGHT ENCOUNTER WITH THE ENEMY

.

Who Were Routed With Heavy Losses—The Burghers
Have Decided Upon a Fresh Plan of Campaign
—Gen. Buller in London.

‘Liopdon, Nov. 12.—The war office has

received the following dispatch from |

Lord Roberts:

“Johannesburg, Nov. 10.—Methuen
surprised Commandants Snyman and
Bermass near Lichtenburg yesterday.
Three dead Boers were found, and thirty
prisoners and several wagons were cap-
tared. There were no casulties among
the British, -

“Kelly-Kenny reports that Major
Mackintosh, of the Seaforth Highland-
ers, occupied Philipolis on November
4th, The Boers fled in all directions.
Three wounded were brought to our
hospital, Surgeon Hartley and seven
men were wounded.”

“Lyttleton reports that Kitchener suc-
cessfully surprised the Boers during the
might of November Tth. A mounted
party of the 19th Hussars and the Glou-
cester mounted infantry, under Captain
Chetwode, managed to pass the Boer
outposts, and while the latter engaged
the enemy’s picket, the Hussars charg-
ed. the Boers in the moonlight, sabreing
many.

“Chetwode and several non-commis-
sioned officers acted with great bravery,
but the Hussars would . probably have
suffered severely as they got into bad
ground, had they not been supported by
the mounted infantry. ’

“In the morning the artillery and in-
fantry joined Chetwode’s force and com-
pleted the Boer route, who are said to
have lost heavily,

#Smith-Dorrien’s wounded, who re-
turned from the Boer camp, report that
Commandant - Prinsloo and Gen. Fourie
‘were killed, and that Gen. Groebiar was
wounded in the recent fighting.”

Boers’ Plan of Campaign.

Pretoria, Nov. 11.—Reports have been
xeceived here showing that the plan of
campaign has - now been decided
upon by the Boers, who contemplate hav-
ing each commando defend the district
in which it is raised. - Each commando
numbers from 300 to 600 men.

Some of the commandants have estab-
lished a reign of terror among the more
péaceful burghers, and a number of these
are coming into the British camps for
protection. One burgher’ came ' into
Greylingstad with his back badly lacer-
ated from a sjamoking administered to
him by the commandant in that district.

INDIAN PRINCE DEAD.

In Spite of FPFrotests: Married the
Lady of "His Choice,

London, Nov. 10.—The death of the
Maharajah of Patalia at Simla on No-
vember Rth removes one of the best and
most interesting products of the Anglo-
Indian rule. He was the first reigning
prince to blend the elements of the Eng-
lish gentleman and Indian potentate.
Bducated at Cambridge, he returned to
India and put in force in his rich king-
dom the reforms which he had care-
fully absorbed in England, endowing free
hospitals for women, establishing orphan-
ages, drilling troops, sending them to help
a British expedition, and leading them
personally. He was one of the finest
amateur billiardists of the day.

The deceased was a close friend of
Lord William Beresford, Lord Roberts
and other well known people. He was
passionately fond of horses, and import-
ed a splendid stud and an Irish expert
named Bryan to be master of the horse
at Patalia. With Bryan went his daugh-
ter, and the Prince fell desperately in
love with her, proposed and was accept-
ed. The Sikhs murmured and threatened

Edinburgh, Nov. 10.—Dr. Leopold
Kann, the Artic explorer who has arriv-
ed at Dundee on the whaler Eclipse from

From conversaticns I elicited that some
feeling had been engendered between
Lieut. Peary and Sverdrup, the former
rather resenting what he considered the
latter’s intrusion into ground which, for
cxploration purposes, the American was
inelined to regard as his own. ;

“Sverdup’s party had thoroughly ex-
plored Ellesmere Hinterland, mapping
out a region that was hitherto a blank
on the charts, Many of Sverdrup’s.flags
were seen’ by us.

‘No Date Has Yet Been Fixed For
the Return of Lord
Roberts.

London, Nov. 10.—The situation in
South Africa threatens once more to ab-
sorb pubiic attention in Great Britain.

Lord Salisbury in his speech at the in-
augural banquer of the Lord Mayor in
the Guildhall last evening, held out little
hope of immediate pacification, and the
return of Lord Roberts is still problem-
atical,
| One of the most seriously interestel
j and best informed as to the future of
the balligerent regions, when asked by
a representative of the Associated Press
what was going to happen, and how soon
it would happen, replied: - “Unfortunate-
Iy, I am not a minor prophet.” That
voices the government's attitude. The
ministers have given up speculating as
to when peace will be thoroughly re-
stored, and, to use Lord Salisbury’s
phrase anent China, they are “waiting
for the situation to develop itself.”

Geénerals are returning, but others are
constantly leaving England’s shores to
replace them. A recruiting depot is be-
ing established in London to supply 1,000
men for Gen. Baden-Powell’s South Af-
rican police force, and recruits are con-
stantly going to join the regiments. in
the Transvaal.

In conjunction with Lord Salisbury’s
open references to the possibilities ot
Great Britain being taken unawares by
some powers, this state of affairs in
South Africa does not breed confidence.

fainted, and walls rocked to and fro.
“When~ the first confusion was over
it was overed that in all the crowd
only one person was injured, and that
was thé bride. herself. She lay partly

Here General Mei with
200 cavalry found him, and a despera‘e
fight ensued. The troopers dismounted
and stormed the place, and a couple of
Maxims being brought up the whole
band were slain without a single cry for
quarter. (Ch’en’s head was then brought
back to Tsangchon in triumph, and it
now adorns the walls of that city.
Nearly 6,000 Boxers were killed in this
battle, over 3,000 of whom were Tien
Tsin men. General Mei was woundéd,
his losses being some’ 300 killed and
twice the number wounded,

MACHIl\E TOOQLS.

Most Englishmen must feel astonish-
ment at the headway made by France,
Germany, and Russia in recent years;
it is ‘a revelation which, suspected by
some, and known to a few, “was un-
dreamed of by most. Germany and
Frarce have the largest exhibits of ma-
chine tools at the Champ de Mars., But
if the Vimcennes annex at the Paris Ex-
position is included, the Americans come
out a good first, both in size and in point
of interest. Belgium, Switzerland, and
Italy make comparatively little show in
machine tools, though strong in other
productions, A feature that is likely
to astonish many is the appearance here
in force of Russia. In.  inetallurgy
chiefly, in railway plant, and in machine
tcols, though in-a lesser degree, she ove-
cupies an important position. ‘And it
is not that of an amateur, but of a peo-
ple. in possession of sound ' practical
knowledge. ' That great, and until re-
cently inert nation, has definitely enter-
&d into rivalry with the Western nations
of Europe, and we may anticipate that
rot many years will elapse before that
rivalry will be severely felt, The na-
tion that figures so largely here in metal-
lurgy and in machinery, and that is able
to construet a trans-Siberian railway
without outside help, is capable of great
things.—Cassier’s Magazine.

CURRANTS WILL BE DEAR. -
The Peronospos Has Attacked the

Plants in Greece, and the Price
Will Be Doubled.

“If it were not for the sefment at-
taching to plum puddirgs at Ch#stmas
time the dried fruit trade would e
dead.” This was the remark of a part-
ner in one of the biggest firms of dried
fruit broker§’ in the city, whe gave me
yesterday some information t®mcerning
the high price of currants. The Nem of
mildew which has attacked the vines in
Greece has diminished the quantity of
the crop of currants from an average
yield of 150,000 tons to 40,000 tons, Few
people 'are:probably aware What good
currants can only be grown.in Greece,
the soil or the atmosphere having ‘har-
ccteristies which are not found “ei
in California or Australia, where zedlou$s
attempts. haVe been. made " to cultivabe
them.”

This mildew is not rémarkable. The
vineyards have previously suffered - from
this disease, but -on . former - occasions
the growers have been. able to. purchase
sulphate ~of ' copper = at a reasonable
price. 'This year, owing to the hlgb
price of copper, they have not beenr
able in all districts to purchase the neces-
sary . remedy, and consequently: their
crops have failed there, and they are in
financial despair.  The Vostizza and Gulf
districts, whence come the finest eur-
rants, have not suffered, but this is prob-
ably due to the faet that-the proprietors
of these vines are -wealthier than -théir
neighbors, and . can afford to pay for
the sulphate of copper which kills' the
eronospos,

From 60,000 to 65,000 tons of cur-
rants are impoited  annunally @ into the
United Kingdony,--but judging from:the
supplies received last month, :wheni they
usually commence to arriye, and ‘quite re-
cently, we shall _only. have about half
that quantxty this autumn.: Needless to
say prices are bounding ' up. Commen
currants, which: have: been known<to ‘be
as low as 10s. jper hundred: weight, are
now quoted at 50s., and the better quali-
ties were being sold in the trade yester-
day at prices ranging fiom 70s. to 100s.
per hundred weight. By the time they
reach the consumer tkey will' have gone
up - another 25 ‘fo 80 'per cent., for on
leaying the market the big retail groeer

has to “clean” ‘them, and of course he-

must be remunerated for his trouble.
Fresh gupplies of currants are often ad-
vertised an an inducement to housewives
to purchgse, but if stored in: clean, dry
jars, they will keep for three years, and
will be as fresh then as they were on the
day they were bought. Few people,
however, store currants; they buy them

in the autumn, when they are generally

at their highest price. This year the com-
mon sort will be about 16d. a pound, and
probably higher. So now is the time to
buy; the chief stores yesterday charged
9d. a pound. The high quotations will of
course, mean an increase in the price of
plum puddings and in biscuits of the
Garibaldi type. In the penny buns there’
will probably be only one currant, and
that nlaced outside on the top to show
that it is a currant bun.

Currants would be cheaper by 2s. per
hundred weight if they were only im-
ported free, but the British customs
claim the florin and the housewife has to
suffer.

Raising ‘and sultanas are but slizhtly
affected by the price of currants, so that
what the Ohristmas pudding lacks
in the vroduet of the Greek vineyards

Like the Conservative party in Canada
and the Democratic party in the United
States, the Liberal party in GreatABﬁt-
ain is in a bad way.

M. 8. Diana, a second-class twin screw
screw cruiser, will follow the Condor to
this Coast for the purpose of relieving
H. M. S. Leander, Capt. Fegen, which

sailed for 'home four months ago, and |

which is expected to reach her destin-
ation about New Year,
The Diana, which has recently under-

gone repairs in the Chatham yards to |

the extent of £2,500  sterling, - ‘has
not been commissioned yet, but the fact
that she has been ordered to coal,” pre-
paratory = to putting to sea, .leads: the

naval men at Chatham to believe that

her destimation will be Esquimalt, #nd
that she will shortly hoist the penmant.
She is a vessel of 5,600 tons, with a
natural draught horse power of 8,000,
and a forced draught of 9,600.

Upon reaching Chatham, the Leander
will undergo extensive refitting, the sum
of £20,665 having been appropriated for
the purpose. - The work was to be car-
ried out at the Chatham yards during
this financial year, but as the ILeander
will, in all probability, not reach home
hefore New Year, it s hardly possible
that her refit, which is to include a new
armament of six inch quick-firing gpns,
will be eompleted before next April.. It
will not therefore be a surprise should
the work of refitting and rearming the
Leander be deferred for another finan-
cial vear,

‘Men Remained

Sergt. McHarg Describes Reasens
Leading “A” and “B” Cos.
to Stay in Africa.

The Men Will Probably Take Part
in Annexation Ceremonies
at Pretoria.

A few days ago the Times published the
fact that companies A and B, of the first
contingent, had decided to rewain at the
front,

Captain P. McL. Forin, of Rossland, B.
C., recceived a ' communication from Ser
geant Hart McHaig, R. C. R., South Afri-
ca, explaining the stand taken by A and B
companies in remaining in South Africa,
the following being quotations from the
letter:

The facts of the case are as follows:
While we were with with General Hart’s
brigade chasing Dewet, Colonel Otter, dur-
ing a nocnday halt on August 14th, made
a speech to the battalion and told them
that the day before he had reminded the
authorities that according to our contract
of service the regiment should be landed
back in Canada on or before the 45th of
October. At that time we were a long way
away from the railway, and as far as I
can make out the communication did not
get to Pretoria for some time. We got to
Krugepsdorp with Hart and then got or-
ders to leave his brigade and take the
train for Pretoria. When we got there
(August 24th) we found that Lord Roberts

was looking after the operations.along the |

Delagoa Bay line and had not been in Pre-
tcria, nor was he expected there for some
tiime. The only orders awaiting us was
that the regiment was to march out here
the next day. ~We were, of course, all
wondering what action Lord ' Roberts
would take on Colonel Qtter’s communica-
tion, mentioned above, but it was not until
September 8th that the following telegram
was received by Colonel Otter from Lord
Roberts:

“September Tth. Trust that as many as
pcssible of ‘the Royal Canadians will pro-
long their service until the end of the
war. They have done such gallant ser-
vice it would be a great pity for any of

them to leave, now that the end seems ®

rear.”

It should be mentioned that A and B

companies were here with the headquar-
ters, D and H at Silverton, C, B and F
at Olliphants River, while G company was
on the armored train running Dbetween
Kroonstad and Pretoria.

When Colonel Otter received the above
telegram he consulted the officers who
were here, and without consulting  the
non-commissioned officers and men, nor the
officers, non-commissioned officers and men
at the other places, sent tLe following re
ply to Lord Roberts on 8th September:

There is no
use disguising the fact, the men were very
indignant at the manner in which Colonel
Otter had acted in not consulting them on
a matter of this kind.

Colonel Otter saw that the men would
practically refuse to stay, especially all
those who were not at headquarters, and
no doubt thinking the number” who in-
sieted on going home would be too pro-
prortionately large, he sent the following
wire to Lord Roberts: ‘I regret to inform
you* that owing to fear of less of employ-
ment or business, the great majority of
officers and men,. R. O, R., feel they can-
not with justice to themselves or families
re-engage for further service in the coun-
try, and desire their discharge in Canada
on October 15th next, in accordance with
terms of their engagement, and I must
therefore ask that such may be done.”
Lord Roberts replied as follows: ‘“Septem-
ber 13th. I much regret the decision

; which the officers and men of the Royal

Canadian Regiment have come to. It is
unlikely that their services would be re-
quired much longer, and their going away
now. will prevent their taking part in the
anpexation c¢eremony I -hope to hold at
Pretoria, and being present at the parade
I understand Her Majesty contemplates
honoring with her presence on the return
of the troops that have been taking part
in this war.
form me that the officers and men still
wish ‘to retorn to Canada the necessary
transport arrangements will be made.”

Colonel Otter instructed officers com-
manding companies to let him know what
the men would do, the following being
the result; A and B companies consented
io remain (with the exception of a few
meén who came under the head of ‘‘urgent
cases’”), 10 men of D company also con-
sented to remain. Al the rest of the men
asked to be sent home at once. Colonel
Otter wired Lord Roberts as follows on
September 15th: ‘“About 300 non-commis-
sioned officers and men of R..C. R., with
a_ proportion of officers, under my own
command, -will gladly prolong service until
end of war. The remainder regret that for
reasons already stated they must ask for
return to Canada in shortest time pos-
sible.”” .The above mumber is made up of
the two companies, A and B, together with
all men of the ‘‘draft’’ (their tinfe not be-
ing’ up yet), and men belonging to the
‘“permanent ceorps.’”’

Lord Roberts replied as follows: ‘“Your
telegram of 15ta received. I am very glad
that 500 of the R. C. R. under your com-
mand will continue serving until end of
war. ' Harly arrangements will be made
for dispatching those who have decided to
return to Canada. Telegraph to D. A. G.,
Pretoria, full particulars and numbers by
ranks cf thoge returning.”

FOR HOSPITAL PRIVILEGES.

Federated Board Discussed Ways and Meaas o1
Secoring, Accommodation for Society
Members,

At a special meeting of the Federated
Board on Saturday, the question of hos-
pital accommodation for society mem-
bers was taken up, and the report of the
special committee was thoroughly dis-
cussed. A unanimous expression pre-
vailed as to the desirability of co-oper-
ating towards securing by small contri-
butions hospital privileges.

From an interview with the Jubilee
hospital directors it was learned that -0
concessions could be made the societies,
owing to the present crowded condition
of the hospital, which it appears cannot
accommodate the ever-inereasing - de-
mands made upon it. It is necessary,
therefore, that additions will have to be
made to the present buildings by the
crection of a society ward for use by
the members of the various lodges, The
amount required to furnish eighteen cor
twenty beds would be in the neighbor-
hood of $7,000, of which $3,500 would
have to be subscribed by the lodges. It
is anticipated that $500 can be raised
by the Federated Board by lectures and
!social entertainments during the next
year, leaving a balance of $3.000 to ve
provided by subscriptions or contribu-
tions.

“The special committee appointed by the
Federated Boards have .recommended
that each member of various lodges in
the city contribute $3, payable in month-
ly sums of twenty-five cents for one
year, and this taking the bas_is of mem-
bership represented on the board, say at
one thousand, would net the $3,000 re-
quired. The society ward would be
complete within a year, and ready for
occupation at the end of twelve months.
A maintaicence cofitribution after-the
first year of ten cents monthly would en-
able the members ¥o receive hospital at-
tention without further contribution,
leaving a member’s sick benefits in the
the lodges intact and for the support
of those who have been attendant on
the afflicted.

In regard to the offieial organ to be pub-
lished by the federated board it is pro-
posed to subdivide it into the following
departments: Department A, Editorial and
Current Topics; Department B, Prominent
Workers, illustrated; Department C, Re-
sume of Proceedings, Federated Board;
Department D, Our Lectures, with com-
ments; Department ¥, The Brotherhood of
Man, Responsibilities and Privileges; De-
partment F, The World at Large, Frater-
nal news the world over; Department .G,
Our Lodges, News of the Month; Depart-
ment H, The Fraternal Dead; Department
1, Our BExchanges; Department, J, Miscel-
ianeous. .

The new paper. will be called The Fra-
ternal Monitor, and will make its first ap-

Adventurous
Journeys

Two Missionaries in Victoria Tell
of Thrilling Experiences
With Chinese Bandits.

Philadelphia Ladies Who Have
Realized Some of Terrors
of Rebellious Country.

Five hundred miles of travel through a
country in constant dread of being set up-
on by bandits is an experience perhaps
not uncommon to the fleeing missionaries
from China, but it is certainly an ordeal
which would try the nerves of any per-
son. It was the experience of Miss Palmer,
a young lady missionary from Philadel-
phia, who arrived here on the Northern
Pacific steamship Victoria on Saturday,
and who comes from Plangiang Fu, in tHe
northern interior of the Mongolian Empire.

Starting for the’ coast on July 15th, her
route took the zigzag shape of a W, for
on every hand annihilation threatened the
entire party of fourteen to which she be-
Jonged. It was not until long after a re-
quest had been made that a permit from
ithe governor of the province which they
were leaving could be secured, but once ob-
document assured
them -of an escort of three or four sol-
diers. Thus they began their adventurous
journey overland to Shanghal. To the
Furopean unacquainted with Chinese ways
and ' customs,
burleésque of modern transportation, but to
Miss Palmer. who has spent a number of
years in China, there was noth!ng‘ passing
strange abont it. Her
never affected, in so far at least as dig-
nity was concerned, by either sitting in a
mule ecart or riding on a wheelbarrow or
in any other vehicle.

Department of the provincial government
has issued an invitation to architects to
submit designs for the proposed new resi-
dence for the Lieut.-Governor, The de-
partment invites the architects of Brit-
ish Columbia to prepare, at considerable
expense, and submit te them complete
sets of plans, elevaticns, sections and
large scale details, separate plans for
the heating, ventilation, electric wiring
and sanitary arrangements, and also a
;full and complete specification. The or-
| dinary gommercial value for these ser-
| vices would be about $1,500. Yet this
;department has the effrontery to offer
tfor this service premiums varying from
$250 down to $50. < Why, sir, a China-
man could earn mere, in the time neces-
sary to prepare these drawings, at chop-
ping wood; yet a government can be
found = in this province of Brit-
ish Columbia mean enough to offer pro-
fessional men a less rate of pay than a
Chinaman. Why, the city laborers that
break stomes at the roadside can earn
more than that. I never remember o
have heard of any competition where de-
mands-so altogether unnecessary for the
| purposé have been made or remuneration
'so utterly inadequate has been offered.
| TFor the purpose of selecting the most
suitable design three plans, two eleva-
tions' and a view of the building are all
the drawings necessary; the selected
architect should receive the .commission
"and 4 ‘minimum sum of $750, divided be-
tween the authors of the two designs
placed next in order of merit.

With regard to the adjudication, the
plans ° should be submitted to an inde-
pendént architect, “say from Montreal or
Toronto, of established reputation, fh
| whom' all parties couid feel confidence.

Mother Country and the Colonies
—The Defences of Great.
Britain.

London, Nov. 9:—At the Lord Mayor's
banquet this evening, Lord Salisbury, in
the presence of 900 guests, including
United States Ambassador Choate, the
members of the British cabinet and many
of the leading men of Bngland, spoke .s
follows of the United States elections:

“We believe that the cause which bas
Leen won is the cause of civilization and
commercial honor, We believe their
principles to be at the root of afl pros-
perity. and all progress in the world.
Therefore we claim fhat we have ' as
much right to rejoice in what has taken

place as the distinguished gentleman (re-

ferring to Mr. Choate) who sits at my
side.”

This was followed .by loud and pro-
longed cheering.

Lord Salisbury’s incursion into the ‘n-
ternal politics of the United States was
preceded by an apology, in the coure of
which he said: “One of the circuar-
stances which gratifies me mest during
the last year is the

displayed between this country and the
United States. I hope Mr. Choate will
forgive me if there is any irregularity ‘n
my exprassion. It is quite wrong for a
secretary of stdte to make any observa-
tions in respect to the internal politics
of another country, but I am soon to
give up my office, and, in view of this
abandonment, which is’ close at hand, [
hope Mr., Choate will forgive me for ox-
pressing the supreme satisfaction with
which all of us have heard of what has
recently taken place in the . United
States.”

Mr. Choate, replying a few minutes
later to the toast of the diplomane
ccrps, declared that Lord Salisbury had
stated, with such truth, simplicity and
earnestness, the result of the election
that he (Choate) would not .attempt to
add to it, although he would venture to
congratulate the noble Lord upon the
fact that his remarks had been made
after instead of before electidn., (Laugh-
ter.)

Excent in its reference to the United
States, the speech of the Premier cast an
extraordinary gloom over the . gorgeous
banquet. TFollowing directly after the
Colonel commanding the City Imperial
Volunteers. Lord Salisbury startled his
hearers who caught the drift of his re-
marks by® satirizing the war fever, al-
though praising the courage of the sol-
diers and declaring that the passiohate

evidenced by the populace must produce
a change of attitude on the part of the
outside world when viewing English
character, -Then with lowered voice
«nd almost trembling accent, he went on
to speak of the price of victory and the
1avages of death, dealing especially with
the Queen’s bereavement in the loss of
Prince Victor. Finally, with bent head
and hands clasped, he uttered a hope, al-
most a prayer, that Lord Roberts might
he spared the sorrow now hanging over
Lim by reason of the critical condition of
Lis daughter. The tears sprang to the
eyes, of the women and the men moved
uncomfortably in their seats.

The Premier reviewed the events of
the last twelve months. Mr XKruger
and the Empress of China, he went on
to say, had forced war upon Great Bri-
tain, He maintained that the British
war office deserved great credit for the
way in which it had handled these emer-
gencies, adding:  “In spite of nebulous
and fictitious attacks, we should le
glad to improve all the defects of the
war office, and our utmost efforts will
be devoted tc that task—but I shouid
rather deprecate any unnecessary exam-
ination into what has occurred. Yoa
will not add to the enthusiasm of the
troops by so doing.”

He dilated upon the strengthened ties
between the Mother Country and the
Colonies during the year, and poked fun
ut the delay consequent upon the Euro-
rean concert when dealing with China.
It was not appropriate for him, he Je-
clared, to comment upon the negotiations,
while in progress, but he said he wouid
make an exception in the case of the ‘An-
glo-Cierman compact, “That,”” he re-
marked,; “represents the feelings of most,
if not all, the powers allied, It'‘is im-
possible to lay tco much emphasis upon
the

and the open door, and I think it a mat-
ter of great advantage that the powers
should have expressed themselves in
favor of fundamental principles, for if
they ars achieved, the issue of the China
problem need not concern us very anxi-
ovusly.” He maintained that the idea of
invading China with “our scanty force"
or “of approaching the stupendous task
of governing '‘China instead of leaving
it to be goverred by the Chinese,” was
most dangerous.

Relapsing into pessimism, Lord Salis-
bury admitted that the trend of recent
events has almost put an end to the hope
of the Russian Emperor and of those
who took part in the peace conference
tt The Hague,

His speech closed with a fervid appeal
to the people of Great Britain to main-
tain their defences in such a perfect con-
dition that “we shall not be exposed ro
any sudden interruption of the peace up-
on which our prosperity depends.”

“The supreme cendition,” exclaimed
the Premier, ‘“is that no reform, no im-
provement, is of the slightest importan«e
unless security sgainst external interfer-
ence is obtained by putting our defencea
in-such a position that no accident may
happen beyond our borders that sha:l
make our security doubtful.”

London, Nov. 9.—The Spectator will
ray to-morrow: “The whole world has
been interested in the election of a
United States president. We do not, it
is true, believe that Mr. Bryan, if elect-
ed, could have put back the clock and
ccmpelled the "Americans to attend ox-
clusively to their domestic affairs; cir-
cumstanrces are stronger than the teach-
ing of the founders of the Republic, and
a rich people of seventy-six millions,
situated on the Atlantic and Pacific,
with the growing necessity for com-
merce with the Far East, must interfece
with the politics of Asia, and, therefore,
in’ the politics of the nations who are
trying to eat up Asia. The' United
States people have been consulted and
accept their new position as a wide-world
power, ready for the congequent sacri-
fices, and will in the future share in the
general’ government of mnations. They
will govern Hawaii, Porto Rico and the
Philippines, and will acquire so mu:h
of the world as is essential to the devel-
opment of their power and trade. We
heartily 'welcome the decision.”

The Saturday Review to-morrow will
devote its comment on the election in the
United States to an argument against
Great Britain identifying herself with
Fhe supporters of one political party, add-
ing:

“How far we have already drifted into
the false position may be gauged by
some of the continental newspapers de-
ploring the victory of Mr. McKinley, as
that of British policy. It is folly in the
rature of things to expect particular con-
sideration at the hands- of the United
States government. We may expect,
rerhaps, just as much as we receive

from any other great power, and no
more.”’

BRYAN ON ELECTION.

Lincoln, Neb., Nov, 8.—Mr. Bryan ‘to-
night gave out the following statement
concerning the election:

“The result was a surprise to me, and
the magnitude of the Republican vie-
tory was a surprise to our opponents,
2s well as to ‘those who voted our ticket.
It is impossible to analyze the returns
until they are more complete; but,
speaking generally, we have gained  in
the larger cities, and have lost in the
smaller cities and in the country.

“The Républicans were able to secure
tickets or passes for all their voters who
were away from home, and - this gave
them counsiderable advantage. We have
no way of knmowing at'this time how
much money was spent in the purchase
of votes and in colonization, But while
these would account for some of the
Républican gains, they would not ac-
count for the widespread increase in the
Republican vote, The prosperity argu-
ment was probably the most potent one
used by the Republicans, They com-
pared present conditions with the panic
times of 93 and ’'96, and this argument
had wrought with those who did not
stop t6 consider the reasons for, the
change. The appeal to stand by the
president while the war is on had a
great deal of influence upon those who
did not realize that a war against a
doectrine of self-government in the Phil-
ippines must rea¢t upon us . in this
country. We have made afi honest
fight upon an honest platform, and, hav-
ing dong our duty as we saw it, we have
nothing to regret.

“We were defeated, but not discour-1i

aged. The fight must go on. I am
sure that the Republican policies will be
repudiated by the people when the ten-
dency of these policies is - fully under-
stood.. The contest between plutocracy
and democracy cannot end until one or
the other is completely triumphant.”

“Ag a result of the continuance in
power of President McKinley and Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, it is expected that an-
other attempt will shortly be made to
bring about a complete settlement of the
questions in dispute with Canada.

ENGLAND'S PREMIERS.

Peculiarities of Thelr Terms, With an
Especial Comparison of Gladstone’s
and Salisbury’s.

Lord Salisbury is seventy, and he has
been stricken with great: sorrow. since he
last appealed to the country; but there is
every probability - that he will break all
the Premiership records for the Queen’s
reign.

With the exception of Lord Rosebery, he
is the only man now living who has been
Prime Minister of England, and it is curi-
ous to note that, while Lord Salisbury may
soon hold the record for the longest Pre-
miership in the Victorian era, Lord Rose-
bery holds it for the shortest.

Mr. Gladstone and Lord Salisbury will
figure as the great Prime Ministers of the
last half of the nineteenth century.  The
name of Gladstone is usually associated
with some of the most remarkable records
in English politics, but Lord Salisbury has
already broken many of them, and appears
to be well on the way to break them all.

The Prime Minister was six months be-
hind the “G. O. M.” when his government
dissolved on Tuesday, but if he is Premier
when parliament meets next spring he will
have passed the Gladstonian record and
become the record P'remier of the Queen’s
reign.

"I'here have been fifteen Frime Ministers
of Emgiland since Mr. Spencer Perceval
was assassinated in the ,House of Com-
mons.

Here is the record of all the Prime Min-
isters of the Queen, reduced to days for
purposes of simplicity of comparison: Lord
Melbourne, 2,492 days; Sir Robert Peel,
1,876 days; Lord John Russell, 2,303; Lord
Derby, 1,382;. Lord Aberdeen, 774;. Lord
Palmerston, 3,434;
528; Mr. Gladstone, 4,498; Lord Salisbury,
4,337; Lord Rosebery, 486.

Lord Salisbury has 162 days fo serve be-
fore he surpasses the record of his great
contemporary and tops the record for the
Vietorian - era. But Lord Salisbury, it
must, be borne in mind, s still only 'sev-
enty, and at seventy . Mr. Gladstone had
been Premier .only’ onge, for a period of
five years ‘and seventy- onr.: days, -whereas

Giving Boers No Rest.

t Pretoria, Nov, 8.—During the last few
"days-only a few slight skirmishes have
i been reported.
| The small Boer laagers west of here
‘;are b2ing ‘driven about the country,
jox\jing to the movements of Generals Cle-
i ments and French.

The road to Rustenburg is almost clear
of Boers.

The prisoners, officers and men, who
are now captured in this vicinity, are
being lodged in the bird cage which the

Boers formeriy usea as a place of deten~
tion for captured British officers. Bé-
cause of slight discomfort caused by the
recent rains, the Boer captives complain
that the place is only fit for cattle.

Col. Edwards, late of the Imperial
Light Horse, and now second in comi-
‘mand of-the Transvaal police, has been
given charge of the western- district,
which’ includes Johannesburg, Pretoria,’
Krugersdorp and Rustenburg.

BOERS IN CEYLON.

A’ vivid' deseription of ‘“the most swiftly
created town in Ceylon'’—the Boer pris-
oners’ camp—is given in the Ceylon Ob-
server, and the ‘“Happy Valley,” to which
they have been consigned, résembles no
place more than Epsom Down§, says a
{ London paper.

The rising ground, where a guard picket-
house stands to the north of the camp, 19
exactly like Tattenhan Corner, and the
rest of the'ground is very similar, present-
ing an extraordinary absence of foliage.

In front of the Camp Commandant’s
buildings—and every building, bar the R.
B.’s tents, is roofed and walled with gal-
vanized iron—a ground tramway begins,
conveying prisoners’ stores by a double
journey up the branch line to the quarter-
master’'s storehouse on the left and to the
military stores on the right.

Behind the quartermaster’s '-charge the
tents of the Sappers represented a gay
picture, though the inhabitants were most-
ly away at work on the hill.

Here and thére a private on fatigue
duty, while in the kitchen shed, part of
which was open to the breeze—the “spicy
breeze that blows o'er Ceylon’s isle”—a
.brawny arm was prominent, cutting slices
off a large chunk of beef. The foreground,
largely covered with beer barrels and cases
of stores, was enlivened by the presence
of a large middle-aged, but active baboon,
executing a war dance with piteous ex-
clanmiations ~interspersed. Another regi-
mental pet?

‘“We were now,” continues the article,

There are 40 in all, and all alike,
except the officers’ shed, which is wood
lined, the others being of corrugated irom.

*“Bach' shed is 20 feet wide by 120 feet
long, built on a concrete foundation, and
the ground on either side of its base cut
away on a level with it to a distance of 4
feet,
couches, 25 on each side, and each man
has an allowance of two blankets and pil-
lows, by no means rough fare for prisoners
of war.” ¥

The hospital has eight windows on each
slde, a couple at each end, and the whole
room, 22 feet by 70 feet, and about 25 feet
high, is most light and airy.

The water supply system is excellent,

“Naturally I found opposition to my
desire of leading men who had had
Yyears of experience.

“During my three years as a soldier I
read ceaselessly to improve myself. You
have mno idea what a store of sound
knowledge lies available in the detective
stories. The writer of ‘penny-dreadfuls’
is often a well-informed fellow, and any-
body who rejects the trashy part and re-
tains what’s valuable will, with praec-
tical experience, of course, find himseclf
pretty well able to take care of himself.
While in the army I retained control of
some dozen skilled housebregkers and
directed their movements. Twice, under

Sumptuary
Laws

The Prohibition of Individual Lib-
erty Is Carried to Excess -
in China.

]

Regulating the Expenditures of
Citizens in Clothing and
Building of Houses

The sumptuary laws of China are very
comprehensive. They restrain the ex-
penditure of citizens in the building of
houses, in the luxuries of the table, in
clothing and furniture and similar mat-
ters. 'They are, however, .very badly
exccuted. Perhaps the most important
matter with which these laws deal .is }he
building of houses. -An astonishing
number of details are prescribed concern-
ing the residence of an official or gentle-
man of the first of second rank. The

foundations of the house must be laid !

at a depth of 20 Chinese inches bepeath
the surface. The house must conmst'of
nine open  halls, on each side of which
there are suitable private apartments.
The pillars which support the vaul_ted
roof must be gilded, or ﬁgurqs o_f flying
dragons may be painted on it, ms_tead.
On the ceiling of the various private
apartments there must be pamted. repre-
sentations of dragons or dolphms, or
cheluns must be affixed as exterior orna-
ments or decoration. In front of the
residence there must be a large entrance
gate with a valuted roof, and the gate
must have three doorways, ‘and_ on
the face of each of the doors, with a
view, probably, of giving it the appear-
ance of strength, there must be seven
rows of large-headed nails, each row con-
sisting of seven nails. The ‘doors must
be painted green or black, and have' tw?
large copper rings, supported by lions
heads made of the same material. In a
smaller house of this' class the seven
rows of large-headed nails on the doors
become six nails, and each row consists
of only six nails. In a still smaller house
of this class another row of nails is
struck off, and anothér nail off each of
the five remaining rows.

Houses of officials, or gentlemen of the
fourth or fifth rank must consist of seven
open halls, with suitable apartments on
each side; The beams supporting the
vaulted Toofs must be paipted green, ex-
cept the ridge beam, the color of which
must be red.. The exterior ‘decorations
on the top of the roof are porcelain
figures, not of dragons, but of cheluns,
Hach house of this class must be ap-
proached by a gateway covered with a
vaulted roof and consisting of three
doors or arches. ‘The doors must be
painted black, and rings made of block
tin and supportel b~ the heads of ani-
mals made of T~ sr—e material must
be affixed to them. :

Houses of -officials or gentlemen of the
sixth, ‘seventh, eighth -or minth rank
must consist of . five open halls, with
suitable private apartments. Each house
of this class is to- be approached by - a
folding door, each division of which must
have a plain iron ring; supported by iron
lions’ heads,

The house of a private gentleman or
citizen without tank must consist of five
open halls. The beams, excepting of
course the ridge beam, must be painted
black. The house must be approached
by a folding door, with no rings or orna-
ments. -On the ceilings of 'the priyate
apartments mno figures” ‘or *dragons; or
phoenixs, or cheluns, dare to be painted.

Dress Even is Regulated.

The sumptuary laws are not less speci-
fic with regard to dress. What the Chi-
nese shall wear in summer and winter is
minutely preseribed from the hat dawn-
ward. The law distinctly states with re-
gard to the winter costume that the hat
to be worn shall be covered with dark
cloth. The brim is to be turned up,iand
the apex must be adorned with a tassel
of red silk so long and so thick as- to
cover the entire top. The top of a court
hat for the winter season must be .cov-
ered with red floss silk so long as to ex-
tend slightly over the brim. The sum-
mer hat is to be made either of fine
straw or of very thin strips of bamboo
or rattan, the outside covered with very
fine silk with a tassel of red silk cords
on top. The border must not twrn up.
The court hat for summer is to resem-
ble the ordinary summer hat in all“par-
ticulars except the following: The. rim
must be covered with gold lace and the
inside lined with red gauze. On the apex
the tassel must be of fless silk. The
travelling hat for summer ‘is to resemble
the ordinary summer hat in form. ' The
red tassel, however, must be of cow’s
hair,

In addition to the tassel, a button, in-
dicating by its color the rank of the
wearer, must be atached to the apex of
each hat. For example, the hat worn
by an officer or gentleman of the first
rank is distinguished by a button of a
bright red color on its apex. A dark
red button distinguishes the second rank;
a dark blue button the third rank; a light
blue button the fourth rank; a crystal
button the fifth rank; a white button the
sixth rank; a gold button the seventh or
eighth rank, and silver button the ninth
rank,

To the back of each hat is also attach-
ed a peaeock feather, which in the case
of a person of high rank has
two eyes, - while persons of in-
ferior rank are ‘restricted to a
feather which has- only one eye. The
peacock’s feather is regarded as the gift
of the Emperor; and is never worn by its
fortunate possessor swhen ' engaged in
celebrating funeral ceremonies or when
worshipping the tablet of a deceased re-
lative or friend. Hach of the hats des-.
cribed ‘must have a band, which, when-
ever the hat is worn, ‘is' to pass behind
the ears and under the ehin.

‘With regarvd' to the form and’ texture
of -tunics, the specifieations are equally
minute. . -The outer tunie is to be made
of satin of a’ dark purple color, and its
slfeves are .to' be wide ‘and-flowing, but
s

orter ‘than ‘those ‘of  the inner funie: |

The body of this tunic¢’is. also to be short-
er than that of the inner tunic. It is to
be made to button in front. It,must
have on the front and back a piece of.
embroidéred work. 'The .sleeves of. the

tonic which is “worn' in. spring must be
1 lined with satin; those of the antumn:

tunie, fringed with fur; those of the win-
ter tunic, lined with fur. . When travel-
ling, a short outer tunic, made to reach

below the hips of the wearer, must be
used. ' Bach outer tunic must bave in
front a row of five buttons only.

On the outer tuni¢ of an official~or
gentleman of the first rank must be em-
broidered in dark gold thread a back qnd
breast plate, and on each of these a tien
hok, or angelic stork, must be wrought
in light gold or silver thread. On the
outer tunic of a gentleman of the second
rank, and on a similar back and brgast
plate, the figure of the kamki or beautiful
bird, a species of pheasant, must be
wrought. Similar back and breast plates
are worn by civilians of all the nine
ranks, the particular rank being in each
case indicated by the device.
civilians this is invariably a bird—each
rank being denoted by a different kind of
bird—which is represented as standing

on a rock in the midst of a tempestuous |
oeean, with wings outstretched and gaza |

directed toward the sun.
Chairs and Umbrellas.

The style and furnishing of sedan chairs
is also regulated by the sumptuary laws
of China. The state sedan chair of an
official, whether civil or military, of all
ranks, must be covered with green cloth.
The fringeé which is made to skirt the
outside of the roof of the chair, and the

curtains for the windows must also be of |

green. For tte first three ranks, the
ends of ‘the poles or shafts may be tipped
with brass mounted in the form of drag-
ons‘ heads. For the fourth and fifth
ranks, the ends of the poles may be tip-

ped with brass moulded in the form of |

lions’ heads. 'The ends of the poles of
the sedan chair of an official of any of
the four remaining ranks may be tipped
with brass, on which is engraven in re-
lief reprcsentations of the clouds. On
the top of each of the chairs in question

is to be fixed a globe or ball of block tin. |

Blue cloth is to be used for the chair of
4 private gentleman, and the ends of the
poles must be tipped with plain ferules
of brass. Sedan chairs, used by persons
in the humbler walks of life, must be cov-
ered with cloth of a dark color, and the
ends of the poles or shafts perfectly
plain.,

Siate umbrellas are a conspicuous fea-
ture of Chinese processions. On the top
of a state umbrella of a gentleman of
the first or second rank must be the
figure of a gourd, made of block tin. For
the third &nd fourth ranks, the gourd
must be made of wood and painted red.
An official or gentleman of the fifth rank
displays a blu2 cloth umbreila, with a
gourd made of wood and painted red.
In the case of the first four ranks, the
umbrella must nave three flounces, those
who are of lower rank being entitled to
only two flounces.

The masses are not allowed; to use silk
or cloth umbrellas; only those made of
oil ‘paper, according to law: but the law
i disregarded. Red silk umbrellas are
occasionally presented by the people to
distinguish officials.

Types NMet in the Central Region
by an Englishman--Pigmies
--Blood Driukers.

{ Apelike Men That Suggest the
Missing Liuk--In the Ele-
. phant Country.

In his recent address before the Royal
‘ }eographiclal Society of England, reports
i of which have just reached this country,
{ Ewart S. Grogan, entertainingly des-
fcribes some of his experiences in the
| practically unexplored regions of Africa.
| These extracts. from the address will
| have dn interest to the scientist, the hun-
| ter of big game, and the general reader
| alike.
The scenery of Kivu is superb, a happy
! blend ¢f Scotland, Japan, and the South
| Sea Islands. The track we - followed
| often led over hills 1,500 fect above the
{ lake, and from some of our camps we
| looked down on a vast oily expanse of
water, deep set in its basin of innumer-
able hills; dotted with a thousand isles,
i stretching far away till it was lost in the
| shimmering haze of the northern shore,
where crisp and clear towered the mighty
mass of Kirunga, whose jet of “smoke
;alone broke the steel blue dome of the
sky. According to the natives, two
| Years before our arrival, one .of the
| many volcanoes in this region had a
!'terrific eruption, ‘The forest with which

| the valley was clothed was entirely in-

gulfed by the lava streams which, com-
| bined, could not have been
fifteen miles across. The natives in-
formed me that whole herds of elephaats
were destroyed during the °eruption,
which was very sudden in its onset. All

The Missing Links,

When making the circuit of the two
active volcanoes with = a small number
of followers, I observe some ape-like
creatures, leering at me from behind
banana palms, and with considerable
aifficulty my Ruanda guide induced one
of them to come and be inspected. He
was a tall man with the long arms, pen-
dant paunch, and short legs of the ape;
pronouncedly small headed and progna-
thous. At first he wag terribly alarmed,
but soon gained confidence, and when 1
a#sked him about elephant and other
game, he gave me most realistic repre-
sentations of them, and how they should
he attacked. The stamp of the brute
was so strong on these people, of whom
I saw twenty or thirty individuals, that
I would place them"lower in the human
scale than any other natives I have seen
in Africa. Their face, bod¥, and limbs
were covered with wiry hair, and the
bang of the long, powerful arms, the
slight stoop of the trunk, and the hunted,
vacant expression. of the face made up
a tout ensemble that was a terrible pic-
torial proof of Darwinism.

The pigmies are of similar build, but
have the appearance of full-grown, ex-
ceedingly powerful men, compressed, and
with much more intelligent faces, The
pigmies are to these ape-like beings as
the dogfaced baboons are to the gor-
/illas.  Probably they are, like the pig-
mies, survivals of the former inhabit-
ants of the country, the difference in
their type depending on the surround-
ings in which they have had to strug-
gle for existence. The true type of
pigmy is a magnificent example of na-
ture’s adaptability, being a combination
of immense strength, necessary for the
precarious hunting life they lead, and
compactness, 'indispensable to rapid
movement in dense forests svhere the
rig runs are the only means of passage.

Among the Dinkas.

At Bohr, which had only recently been
evacuated by the Dervishes, I began
my homeward march through a 400-mile
swamp to Sobat. The first two days the
Dinkas were quite amenable to treat-
ment, having been in contact with white
men before, but afterward I had a very
anxious time with the npatives. The
number of elephants on the edge of the
swamp was prodigious, and they formed
a serious impediment to our march, as
- they refused to move out of the way.
Nearly every morning we wasted an
hour or two shouting and throwing
| stones at solitary old tuskers and herds
of younger elephants. Banks and banks
of hippopotami lay in every direction,
but other game was scarce. The mos-
quitos were appalling, and rapidly killed
off two of my boys who had been sick.
. The flies by day were even worse.
The Dinkas have enormous droves of
cattle, which they value very highly.
They never kill them for food, but from
time to time tap the blood, which they
drink greedly. ‘The men are of colos-
sal stature; some of the herdsmen I saw
must have been very nearly seven feet,
and in every settlement the majority of
the’ men towered above me. They
smear themselves with a paste made of
wood-ash, to protect their bhodies from
the mosquitos, and the long line of war-
riors threading their way in single file
through the marsh appears like so many
gray spectres. They are absolutely nude,
considering any sort of covering effemin-
ate. Their weapons are a long wooden
club, a fish lance and a broad-bladed
spear. They bleach their hair with
manure. Along”parts of the route the
whole population of each village turned
out in force and accompanied me part
of tl'le way to the next village, singing
a wild; ear-piercing ‘chant, and continu-
(_)usly -pointing to the sun. I suppose
they imagined I had just left there. I
met many r groups of women carrying
water pitchers,  and they invariable
treated me to a somewhat embarrassing
;dance. Tt was characterized by the
- wildest abandon, and terminated in every
one hurling themselves in a mass on the
ground, and then dashing off in all di-
{'ections into the bush uttering shrieks
impossible to deseribe. The method of
the Dinkas of showing respect is by
spitting on the object of the attention.

Shortly before reaching Kohr I was
treacherously attacked by the natives.
. They gave me some trouble in camp
one evening, but appeared quite friend-
ly in the morning, and turned  out in
considerable numbers to accompany me
on the march, I had noticed that
they were ecrowding round me, when
suddenly they started, killed my best
man with a spear wound through the
heart, and broke the skulls of two
more.  The rest threw down their
loads and bolted. A quick right and
legt'laid out the chief and his prime
minister, and I swung around just in
time to dodge a spear and to ward
of[_a blow lat my head from a club,
which felled me to miy knees. I re
sponded by poking my empty rifle in-
to the pit of my assailant’s stomach.
and _the ensuing pause gave me time
to slip in a cartridge and finish him.
:‘The rest then drew ‘off to about 300
yards, which they evidently considered
a safe -distance. An enormous man of
about six feet six inches, who had
ca.nsed most of the trouble in camp.
tried to lead them on again, and if he
is still alive he kifows more about the
effects of a dum-dum bullet than most
men. I should have much liked to give
them ia severe lesson, but as I had very
few cartridges, I knocked another gentle-
man off an ant hill at long range, and
having thus given them an idea of the
uses of a gun, I made forced marches
out of the country. One of my boys
who lagged behind for a few moments,
despite my repeated warning, vanished
: completely and silently.

THACKERAY AS A OCANDIDATE.

Parliament has always had a peeuliar
attraction for men of letters. 'Thack-
eray, who evidently -did-not regard Par-
liament as a Vanity Fair, stood as a can-

{ didate for Oxford at the general election

of July, 1857. A personal friend had
lost the seat, as Thackeray put it, for
“two pennyworth of bribery which he
never committed,”” and the author stood
in his place. Thackeray was a Liberal,
who favored the ballot and triennial
Parliaments, ard had “no objection te
people being amused on Sundays after
worship.” With no feeling but that of
good will toward those leading aristo-
cratic families who were administering
the chief offices of the state, he believed
the administration could bhe benefited.
“by the skill and talent of persons less
aristocratic.” Thackeray and his radi-

A
friend, he said. had helped him in the
search for gold.

Soon afterward he and -this friend left
Tunis, and fifteen years later the form-
er returned and made an attempt to ac-
quire a fresh supply of gold. Finding
that he could not succeed without help,
he -entered into partnership with a man
named Embarek, as well as with several
others, and the result was that he man-
aged to get as far as the door of the
subterranean temple in which the treas-
ures were concealed. At this point,
however, 'a quarrel arose as to which
should be the first to enter the sacred
precincts, and finally a furious fight en-
sued, which ended in the death of the
native of Morocco and one of his com-
panions. The others, terrified at the
tragedy, left the place hastily and, hav-
ing bound each other to secrecy, fled from
the city. .

All this sounds rather mythical and
nebulous, but now we come to solid facts.
Two years ago Embarek, who had fled
to Morocco, returned to Tunis and look-,
ed for those who had acompanied him
on the previous expedition, his intention
being to endeavor once more to obtain
access to the subterranean temple. He
found two of his former companions, and
one night he and they went to look for
the entrance to the tunnal which leads
toward the temple. As various excava-
tions, however. and other changes had
been made in that part of the city, with-
in the last few years, they were unable
to find it, and after much consultation
they decided to apply for advice to Senor
Medina, an archaeologist, who has ac-
quired a wide reputation through his
works on the ruins of ancient Carthage.

He was amazed when he heard their
story and he advised them to take irfto
their confidence Baron Anselme de
Kinsaye, a member of the French Acade-
my and an enthusiastic archaeologist.
who was then in Tunis. Embarek 7told
the Baron the marvellous story of ‘the
subterranean temple and of the céunt-
less treasures hidden in its cHambers,
and his tale was apparently 8o circum-
stantial and so true that the Baron de-
cided to join in the search for gold. The
first step was to obtain ,the necessary
concession ‘from the government, and
this he succeeded in Jdoing throueh the
officials, Messrs. Millet and Geuckler.

The government thereby granted him
and his associates permission to make at
their own expense the necessary excava-
tions in the place designated, and in re-
turn for this privilege the Baron and his
colleagues agreed to hand over to the
government one-half of all the treasures
they might find. In order to aveid any
possible misunderstanding a committee
was appointed to decide as to the value
of. any such recovered treasures.

The excavations were then begun, but
did not prove as successful as was sus-
pected. . ‘Althongh Embarek and his
comapanions pointed out the very spot at
which, they said, they had gained access
te the tunnel a few years ago, no trace
of the tunmel has yet been found. On
the other hand, various earthen vessels,
Carthaginian lamps and relics of skele-
tons have been unearthed and a few
small -galleries have been diséovered.
For this reason Baron de Kinsaye ex-
pressed his datermination to continue the
work, and, as the necessary funds. be-
came lacking, rccently, he decided to
form a stock company, the shares of
which are to be sold at 100f. each.

Every one ‘connected with the work
seems convinced that ~most valuable
trelasures. will be found sooner or later,
and co hopeful is Embarek that he has
refused to sell, even at a high figure,
his claim to a portion of the treasures.
As the pioneer in this enterprise, he is
naturally entitled to a goodly portion of
wahtever wealth may be recovered.—Ex-

HEROES WHO ARE COWARDS,.
A General’s Recollections of Victoria
Cross Men, ‘

“There is perhaps no man about whom
there is so much popular misconception
ag the hero who ‘covers himself = -with
glory on the field or battle,” said an old
general who has seen half a century of
fighting, and has himself been recom-
mended for the Viectoria Cross,

“It is usual to picture him as g man
of iron nerve, to whom fear is absolutely
unknown, a man who is ready ;%0 face
death with as much equanimity as he
would sit down to his breakfast. There
could be no more misleading picture of
the hero, or at least of such herves as
I.have known; &hd my memory. takes
ime back to the first China war, several
years before some of our generals of to-
day entered the army, it
“I have known many of these mien jn-
timately, but I have not known ofie. who
has not scoffed at the idea of having no
nerves or of being a stranger to fear.
One of the bravest men I ever knew, a
man whose reckless daring was the talk
of the allied armies in the Crimea, ard
who won the Cross for Valor at Inker
man, said to me once: ‘Do you know,
I believe I am naturally the biggest cow-
ard in the army. I never go into action
without literally trembling all over and
feeling an almost irresistible temptation
to bolt, But, curiously enough, this
feeling all vanishes after the first few
minutes, and I forget all about danger.
'This is my usual experience; but on one
occasion, when I won my cross, I was
the bluest of funks the whole time, and
if it hadn’t been for fear of disgracing
myself before my men I almost think T
should have turned back. If I showed
zny courage then it was certainly the
courage of cowardice.’

“Another thing I have observed—that
the man who performs deeds of valor in
the field is usually the last man you
would suspect of uncommon courage. I
hkave never known a Victoria Cross or a
Distinguished Service Order man whe
was not essentially a quiet, unassuming
man without trace of brag ahout him;:
and I have never known a boaster or
‘swashbuckler’ who won any laurels in
battle.”—Cassell’s Saturday Journal.

On the 31st ultimo. the thermometer
at White Horse dropped to 17 below
zero; navigation on the Dawson water-
ways had for some days been closed, and
in the ice which had formed over the
rivers between the points mentioned, 120
scows freighted heavily with merchan-
dise of nearly every conceivable descrip-
tion were held. Their doom in other
words was sealed, and their imprisor.
ment would mean to the owners a loss
of many thousands of dollars. This
will, of course, be borne by a big num-
ber of firms and private shippers, there
being on the scows no doubt a -consider-
able quantity of the freight sent as
last shipments from Victoria for Daw- |
son,

Macdonald Potts, who brings the in-
formation from the North, reached here
on Wednesday afternoon direct from
White Horse. He came down on the)
steamer Dolphin, which left Skagway
last Saturday, and which carried among |
other Victorians Miss Keefe, who was
engaged at White Horse by the Canadian |
Development company during the. past
season, and H. G. Dalby, who has been |
at Skagway during the past month or
two.

Mz, Potts has come south on businesgs |
connected with the Klondike Trading
and Transportation company, of which |
he has been the northern -manager, and |
will be leaving for Enpgland shortly to]
attend a meeting of the directors of that |
corporation to be there held. As far as!
the Stewart river, he says, the ice is|
solid, while it was expected when ' the|
Dolphin left Skagway that the last con-
tingent out from Atlin this year would
reach the coast in time to connect with
the C, P. N. steamer Amur, or with the
P. C. steamship City of Topeka, the
former of which vessels is due here on!
Sunday or Monday. Skagwayans had
already began to feel the cold, and to
indulge in skating and other winter
sports when the Dolphin started south.
It was an anxious voyage for many of
the passengers down. They were good
American citizens, and wanted to vote.
They timed almost every mile of the dist-
ance, and made Seattle just 15 minutes
before the polls closed in the Presidential
election.

Mr. Potts is arranging for the construc-
tion of three first-class river boats for
the Dawson-White Horse service, to be
built either here or in Vancouver or New
Westminster. They will be strictly pas-
senger steamers, with accommodation
cach for 75 people, They will have
a draft of 14 inches, and will be very
speedy. They will be 130 feet long
with a beam of 27 feet, The vessels
will be lighted with electricity through-
out, and will be elegantly furnished.
Each cabin will have its own bath room,
and, gznerally speaking, 'will be modern
in their every appointment. In an 'n-
terview given the Skagwayan Alaskan
Mr. Potts said:

“Qur business in the North has ian-
creased so during the past season that
the company have deemed it advisable
to build three new steamers, and will
aim to make them the swiftest and most
commodious of the Upper Yukon fleet,
The days when people will put up witn
unything are over, and now the best
steamers get the traffic.

“Our boats will be faster than any
now on the river, .and will carry no
freight, Barges capable of carrying
150 to 200 tons are to be built and will
be towed down by the steamers. These
barges will be ‘brought back to White
Horse by special steamer for that pur-
pose,

“These boats are to be built knocked
down in Victoria, and will be shipped to
White Horse in sections. By building
the boats below and shipping them ‘n
sections a great saving will be made in
freight, . They will be shipped. mnorth
some time in :Mareh,-and are estimated
1o cost $50,000 each, laid down at White
Horse,  They will be put together in a
few weeks, and will be ready when the
tiver breaks up. . The increase of buui-
ness this last year came as a surprise to
all,

“Last year .the Ora . carried a total
of 305 passengers, this year she carried
1,900; the Flora carried 375 last. , year
and 2,200 this; the Nora, which was
on the lakes Jast year, and came through
White  Horse rapids early in the sum-
mer, carried 2,100 passengers this sum-
mer, The first boat to reach Dawson
last spring was the Flora. ‘The Ora
was the last boat to.come up .the river
this fall, with the Flora just ahead of
her, . The topnage this year is more
than treble that of last year, and next
year we look for even a more prosperous
