POTATOES EVERYWHERE 15he “Walk-Over” Shoe By Dafcian

New Brunswick reader» will be interest­

ed in the following paragraphs from an 
article in the Bangor Commercial on the 
potato crop of the state of Maine, and the 
proposed change in the United States 
tariff:— 1

“Boston ■ reporta are that returns from 
Aroostook county say the acreage of po­
tatoes is'ten per cent, larger than the large 
one of last year. The acreage in potatoes 
is said to be enormous, including about all 
the land available anjl excepting oply such 
as is unfit for the crop. This is not only 
true of our great garden county but is 
also true of all portions of the state. The 
leading crop this year is potatoes, pota­
toes everywhere. Mr. Adams of Dexter, 
who wae in our office Monday, tells lis 

that potatoes is the one crop planted. His 
duties as an officer in the state grange 
takes him into many places in Maine, and 
what is true in Aroostook and Penobscot 
counties. is also true in all other sections. 
He says there will be less corn planted 
than last ysar, notwithstanding the many 
extra prizes for com, while the acreage of 
sweet com is also smaller than in 1908.

"Much discussion has grown out' of the 
proposed increase in the duty on potatoes 
by the new tariff bill now before the Sen­
ate. The proposition is to increase the 
duty from 25 cents to 45 cents per bushel 
of 60 pounds. The higher duty is called 
for owing to the increase in the.quantity 
of foreign potatoes, which the past winter 
has reached about 6,000,000 bushels. Can­
adian and provincial growers object to 
this as it would prohibit the importation 
of Canadian and New Brunswick potatoes 
into tips country, under ordinary crop 
conditions.”

The revocations in Montreal relative to 

civic administration and the prevalence 
of graft in some departments has led the 
leading business organizations, English 
and French, to unite their efforts in the 
plebiscite that is to be taken on the 
question of a smaller city council and a 
board of control. The Witness puts the 
ease from the standpoint of the business 
community, as follows:—

“Montreal is growing so rapidly in all 
directions, bopulati011- manufacturing, 
whipping and commercial enterprise, 
with buildings to accommodate the huge 
growing necessities of a great metropoli­
tan and cosmopolitan city, that the need 
of civic statesmanship in the control of 

' its affairs has become the most pressing 
of public questions. The mean pettifog­
ging way things have been mismanaged, 
as revealed before the Royal Commission, 
must be replaced by a thoroughly organ­
ized business system. One of the great 
business cities on the continent and the 
greatest in the Dominion can no longer 
afford to trust the management of its 
affairs in the hands of parish politicians. 
It is not so much a question of individual 

- honesty in matters of administration as 
it is the necessity for having a right 
system of city government. The whole 
nature oi city life has changed. Social 
and financial forces have come into oper­
ation unknown in former times. The ’city 
remains a municipal entity, in whose wel­
fare all its citizens are concerned, but 
within it are many divergent interests, 
and each of these, intent on its own ob­
jecta, seeks the accomplishment thereof, 
too often at the expense of the city and 
the general welfare. If the citizens of 
Montreal are as earnest as they should be

Prof. Bernthsen said that of all the 
things which agriculturists supply to the 
ground to stimulate the growth of the 
crops, what are called nitrajfces are the 
most important. When nitrogep is omit­
ted the yield of oat» falls by 89-per cent. 
The rotation of crops supplies some of the 
necessary nitrogen to the eoil. but much 
mqre is required, and this is best supplied 
by Chile saltpetre (sodium nitrate). The 
world’s store of saltpetre, it has been es­
timated, at the present rate of consump­
tion cannot last longer than from 21 to 42 
years. Sir William Crookee in 1899 said 
that the extraction of nitrogen from the 
$ir “ie one of thp greatest discoveries 
awaiting the ingenuity of chemist#. It was 
was this discovery which Prof. Bernthsen 
was describing. v .

Four-fifths of the air we breathe is com­
posed of nitrogen, but the problem is to 
make it combine with oxygen to form 
what are called nitric andr nitrotiB oxides. 
This is brought about by the agency of 

j great temperatures. Prof. Bernthsen turn- 
I ed to his apparatus, which two German 

z mechanics and an engineer, had erected.
It consisted of a long narrow glass tube 

with a copper spiral running up it. At 
the sides smaller tubes carried running 
water to cool the upper connection of the 
spiral.

Cambridge, Maas., Jane 16—Pleas' of 
not guilty were entered by Peter Delorey, 
of Somerville, and Jamea Mantir, alias 
Dionieioe Spiropoulos, of Manchester (N.

The body of Annie Mubins was found 
in a field in Arlington, near the Cam­
bridge line, oil the morning of March 28, 
1908. While several suspects were ar­
rested, all were later released and no 
tangible clue was discovered until April 
2 of this year, when Delorey and Mantir 

arrested, following Delorcy’s al­
leged statement to the police that he was 
with Mantir and the Mullins girl on the 
night of her death and that Mantir killed 
her. Delorey is 19 years of age and Man­
tir is 20.
