CONCERNING PIANOS.

‘““A piano,” said a dealer,
sound better standing directly

‘“Sometimes a piano will develop,
or seem to develop, a flaw in some
one note, which comes to have a
rattle, or jingle, or unpleasant burr
to it. But this jarring sound, which
seems to come from the piano, may,
in reality, come from some source
quite outside of it.

““Any given note, when struck,
produces a certain number of vibra-
tions to the second. There may be in
the room some object that is in tone

wl;en the note is sounded.
‘The owner of a fine piano
something wrong about a certain
note had an unpleasant sound when
etruck. When I heard the note
sounded W at once that the

it was due not Yo any defect in the
piano, but to something somewhere
about the room; and, asking the
lady to strike the note occasionally,
I walked around the room to see if I
could locate it.

‘“‘Passing across the middle of the
room, as that note was struck, the
cause of the jdrring accompaniment
of it was discovered to come from
the vibration of one of the glass
globes on the chandelier overhead.

““The owner of the piano was al-
most incredulous as to this, the
sbund had seemed so plainly to’come
from the piano itself. But when, at
my request, she stood under the
chandelier and 1 struck the note, she
was really convinced

“I made that globe immovable,
apd then struck the note on the
piano. The answer was clear and
sweet and true,

‘“So  you see the sound of a piano
may for one thing depend upon its
surroundings; and what may seem
to be a defect in a piano may be in
reality attributable to somethang
quite apart from the piano itself.!

““And thus it might easily be that

TO REMOVE TABLE LINEN
STAINS.

White table linen, which may be
ed, yet a great many pieces
ruined by careless laundresses, who
do not attempt -to take out the
stains until they have been ‘‘set’’
with water and soap, or even boiled
in. A stain that has been treated in
this way is a difficult thing to re-
move. 1t is an important matter to
examine all tablecloths, napkins,
doilies, and any other pieces of
table linen, and remove all the stains
before sending them to the wash.
The stains may be permanently
‘“‘set’’ with cold water.

When they are fresh fruit stains
will ordinarily come out by soaking
the spots in boiling water. The
water must be bubbling. 'l'ea stains
are difficult to eradicate if once
“set.”” They usually disappear if
first rubbed with the yolk of an egg,
then with glycerine, and then wash-
ed out with warm, not boiling, wa-
ter, and a simple, pure soap. When
the spots are ‘‘set’’ and obstinate,
dissolve a quarter of a pound each
of chlorate of limne and of common
washing soda in three quarts of
boiling water, and bleach the spots
| by rubbing them in this solution and
then in clear wuter.

Iron rust stains may always be re-
moved by putting salt on themq and
squeezing over them the juice o a
lemon. Lay the linen in brighy sun-
light to bleach. If the spots.do not
come out with one application, try
a second one.

A fresh coffee stain will usually
disappear if boiling water is poured
over it. Tf the spot has been dried,
wet with the yolk of an cgy mixed
with a tablespoonful of tepid water,
and then wash it out with warm,
not hot, water and brown soap.
Some acid vegelable stains are very
obstinate. Try dipping them in
weuk but hoiling hot chloride water
and wash them out. Soietimes the
| fumes of a sulphur match will bleach
out the stain.

The old idea that the stains of
| wine disappear if salt is poured over
| them is not always true. Rub wine
| stains that will not come out with
ordinary  brown soap, cover this
with thick, raw starch, and lay in a
strong sunlight  until the stain
bleaches out. Tar may be removed
by rubbing the stain with butter and
then washing it out with warm wa-
ter and turpentine. Paint and var-
nish come out with turpentine. Ink
and almost any stain that will not
come out by the methods given may
be removed by weak oxalic acid and
| lemon juice. Dissolve a tablespoon-
ful of oxalic acid and one of lemon
juice in a pint  of rain water and
{ keep it on  hand in a hottle. As
| soon as the spots are removed, wash
out the stain ntixture in clear, cold
| water. The stain of an over-hot
iron is sometimes difficult to remove.
Try rubbing the scorched spot with

NEW FIELDS FOR TRADE.
Ste

L

a:g(ers Pushing Into a New
/Part of the Congo Basin.

About 1,200 miles up the Congo a
large river named Lomami enters the
river from the south. It is one of
the largest Congo tributaries. The
population along most of the river
is very dense, but the stream is so
far inland, almost in the heart of the
continent, that until recently no ef-
forts have been made to begin trade
{relutions with the natives:

About two years ago the Company
of The Lomami was formed in Bel-
| gium to place steamers on this river,
[ found stutions, or factories, ns they
are called, on its banks, and begin
to sell cottons and other goods of
Europe in exchange for rubber, ivory
and other .products. Thus far six
| factories  have been built and a
thriving trade is now in progress.
The station or factory of llambi is
| the compuny’s chief post, ‘where its
| business offices aro situated., A dock
| hus been built here where steamers
may be  repaired, and a carpenter
shop and brick yard are in operation,
The natives around this post are
peaceful and friendly, and trading re-
lutions have been estublished with
them,

A little farther up the river is the
[ factory of Yankwamu, surrounded by
tribes  who are frequently at war
with one another, but are at peace
with the whites, a considerable num-
ber of them hgving alveady begun to
gather rubber to sell at the station.

TIHI PACTORY AT YAUISULI
is in full prosperity. The population
in this district is exceedingly dense
and of a turbulent character, but. all
the whites are eager to procure Eur-
opean merchandise and gladly labor
to procure products which they may
exchange for the things they desive.

The building of the factory at
Yanga was very dificilt becouse the
remuarkably dense populution wuas at
lirst hostile.  The people in all the
large villages deserted their homes
upon the arrival of the whites, flee-
ing to the tribes of  the interior:
since then: however, they have made
friends with the agents of the com-
pany and they as well as  natives
who live wany days’ journey from
the factory are now collecting rub-
her to seil to the whites Another
factory has been established on the
Lombo, tributary of the Lomami,

Slowing the “Fast Line”

A#on. Mr. Tarte, who opposes the
proposition for making the Cunada
Eastern Reilway a -part of the Inter-
colonial system, proposes to expend a
million dollars in improving Quebee
harbor with the object of making that
port the terminus of the much talked
of fast transatlantic st mship Jine. It
looks like sheer folly for Canada to
attempt the establishicg of a fast line
with Quebec as its terminus on this
side of the ocean. A fast line must
necessarily make the shortest possible
ocean run and then utilise the railways.
Sydney or Whitehaven,or even Halifax
in Nova Scotia should be the all-the-
year-round Canadian terminus, as either
must be for nearly one half of the year.
The proposition to use Quebec or any
other St. Lawrence port in this connec-
tion is not businesslike. It is clearly a
truckling to sectional and political con-
siderations, which must make the great
and expensive undertaking involved a
failure from the start. Every patriotic
Canadian should refuse to support it.
If we are to have a fast line let us not
wiltully handicap it.

Pulp Mill's Assessment.

In connection with the agitation
kept up by the World in the interest
of the receiver, or the Royal Trust
Company and Bank ot Montreal who
caused the Maritime Sulphite Fibre
Company’s mill at Chatham to be shut
down, it may anot be amiss to say that a
large number of people appear to differ
from Mayor Snowball, who remarked at
a late meeting of the Town Couneil
that that property’s taxation for town
purposes should be considered in con-
nection with the fact that it is not
running. They claim that the mill is
held at a substantial valoation. Itis
intimated in the World thut a gentle
man, who is solicitor of the Bank of
Montresl and representative of the
Royal Trust Company—and, therefore,
may be assumed to know what he is
stating—oould sell the mill for $350,-
000 and baveit operated if it had its
former lumber lands, which are worth,
perbaps $50,000. The valuation of
the mill, as held by the Trust Company
and Bank—according to the World,
which seems to speak for the official
receiver and solicitor of the Bank of
Montreal—is, therefore,about $300,000,

The highly taxed ratepayers of Chat-
bam will await with interest the
appearance of the figures on which the
Royal Trust Company of Montreal is
to be assessed for their property in
Chatham, It is not the fault of the
town that it is idle, nor is it the fault of
the unfortunate lumbermen whose logs
the Company secured on false pretences
without paying for them, and who are
endeavoring, in an honest and legal way,
to have justice done to them by this
wealthy Montreal corporation.

Disoriminating Against New
Brunswick.

It is said that certain merabers  of
the Ottawa Cabinet are so strong in
their opposition to the Canada Eastern
reilway being acquired as part of the
Intercolonial that they have succeeded
in preventing it, although there is mno
doubt that the road would be u  paying
investment, while its being run as a
part of the government system would
be of advantage to the North Shore
and St. John river section of the
Province.

On the other hand, we learn that,
without any previous general public
agitation of the subject, the govern-
mept proposes to coostruct a line of
railway from the I. C. R. at Riviere
Ouelle station to Riviere Village,
opposite Murray Bay on the St. Law-
rence, and have a steamboat service in
connection therewith. The new rail-
way, which will be six miles long, is to
be running in July. It may be pre-
sumed that this Murray Bay railway
is a legitimate undertaking in the
interest of the public, just as the
Canada Eastern is, and that it will add
to the impertanoce and usefulness of the
Intercolonial system, ss the Canada
Eastern would, but it is not out
of place to observe how ready the
members of the Dominion Cabinet are
to endorse the eonstruction of the
Murray Bay road while they disap-
prove of the acquisition of the Canada
Eastern. The main reason evidently
is that the one is in the province of
Quebec, while the other is in New
Brunswick.

ruée Prospects.

It seems to be conceded in well-
informed quarters that terms of peace
will be arranged between the British
and Boers in South Africa before the
end of May. While the prospects of
such a desirable thing are promising,
there are, however, obstacles in the
way of its realization which may cause
unforseen delay.

A New Ers in Campbeliten.

A wonderful thing happened in Camp-
bellton the other day. It was the appear-
ance of an editorial in Events. So uousual
a phenemenon has not startled that long-
suffering community for a good while,and
there is a suspicion that it found its way
to the sanctum ef that somnolent guardian
of border interests in the form of an
inspiration. Nobody believes that it
emanated from the Globe office in St.
John, but the avidity with which that
paper seized upon and fondled it indicated
that the recklessness with which it pur-
sues Premier Tweedie is still unchecked
by any adequate sense of the harmlessness
of ita efforts to thwart his real or sup-
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less for good or ill as Events, and neither,
therefore, needs any particular attention
whea it starts out to ‘“do up” those who
happen to incur its opposition. Oane
result, howevér, is the outcome of the
effort of Events :—Hereafter if the year
of any Campbellton event happening in
1902 shall be forgotten, it may be fixed as
having taken place in that duriug which
Events contained an editorial.

Holplessness at the Ferry.

No rgasonable excuse can be offered for
the Chatham-Moorfield ferry slips being
allowed to so_fill up as'to prevent the
Ferry stéamer from reaching the landings
at very low tide. Yet these conditions pre-
vail just now, and passengers are incen-
venienced and delayed in consequence.
When the late Mr. Haviland ran the
ferry on‘his private account, he had s
dredging contrivance which he worked
from the steamer and used when neces-
sary to drag out the silé and other matter
that, from time to time, accumulated in
the slivsé. Under the Steam Navigatien
Company’s a different or
rather indifferent policy prevails, aud the
public interests sufter. The directors
should look after the matter at once.

Mean Tactics.

Well-informed people know exactly
the nature of: the efficlal invitations ex-
tended to the different provincial premiers
through Lord Minto, to participate, with
their ladies, in the coronation celebrations
in London next moath, but a number of
the more obscure partizan country papers
are endeavoring to convey the impression
that because Sir Wilfrid Laurier will be
the only Canadian premier received as a
royal guest and recognised as representing
Canada, therefore, the provincial premiers
are not to be received or recognised in
their official capacity at any of the Royal
functions. As Colonial Secretary Cham-
berlain has signified, through the
Governor-General, that the provincial
premiers are to have places assigned to
chem and their wives on the great occa-
sion, it may be assumed that the state-
ments of the papers referred to are, as
asual, the outcome of the desire of a
certain class of envious nobodies to decry
and pull down those whese plane they,
themselves, can never hope to reach.

Death of Principal Grant.

Rev. Dr. Geo. M. Grant, C. M. G.,
Principal of Queen’s University, Kingston,
a preacher and writer of fame throughout
the Empire, died on Saturday last. He
was a native of Albion Mines, Pictou
county, N. 8., and in his 67th year. He
was an administrator of great ability and
his literary labors and travels gave him a
very high position amongst the public
men of Canada. In 1872 he was Sir
Sanford Fleming’s companion in his over-
land journey to British Colombia when
that great engineer was seeking a route
for the Canadiaa Pacific Railway, and on
his return lectured on the subject, ‘‘From
Ocean to Ocean” and, later, published the
well known book of that title. His other
works included :

‘New Year Sermons,’ 1865-6 ; ‘Reform-
ers of the Nineteenth Century,” 1867 ;
‘Our Fine Foreign Missions,’ 1887 ; ‘Ad-
vantages of Iwperial Federatiun,” 1889 ;
‘Our National Objects and Aims,” 1890 ;
‘The Religions of the World in Relation
to Christianity,” 1894 ; ‘The Religions of
the World,’ 1895. In 1882 he also edited
‘Picturesque Canada,’ the handsomest and
best illustrated book that has ever been
issued from the Canadian press. He has
written frequently for Eoglish, Canadian
and American magazines. In 1883 he
went on a journey round the werld, lec-
taring in Australia.

In 1872 Principal Grant murried Jessie,
daughter of Mr, William Lawson, of Hali-
fax, N. 8. The result of this union was
two sons, one of whom is dead, and the
other, William, is now engaged in univer-
sity work. The desth of Mrs. Grant,
occurring about a year ago, was a great
blow to her husband.

The Local Government on the Question

of Prohibition.

The fellowing is the reply of the lecal
government to the committee which wait-
ed upon it a few weeks ago, and asked
that more stringent temperaace legislation
be enacted :

“‘The committee of the Executive Coun-
cil have had under consideration the
memorial of nine thousand three hundred
and sixty-nine residents of the province,
asking the Government to submit to she
Legislature a law for the prohibition of
the sale of intoxicating liguors, such law
to be framed upon the lines of the Mani-
toba Act.

“The Committee of Council are much
impressed by the representative character
of the Memorialists, and by the strength
of the arguments advanced by the com-
mittee who presented the Memorial.
They recognize also to the fullest extent
the great evils resulting from the exces-
sive use of intoxicating liquors and the
importacee of taking the most effective
measures for the suppression of such evils.
Whether the passing of & prohibitory law
will best accomplish this result is a matter
for most serious consideration, and the
Committee of Council are convinced that
in order that such a measure may produce
the results hoped for by the advocates of
the proposed Act, it is essential that there
should be a strong public sentiment back
of it, so ae to secure its proper enforce-
mebt. It must net be overlooked thas
the Legislatore passed a prohibitory law
in 18556, which se failed to mest with
popular approval that it was shortly
afterwards repealed.

‘It was pressed very strongly upon the
Committee of Council that the Legisiature
would be warranted in passing a prohibit-
ory law, without further instructions from
the people, by reason of the vote in this
Province on the Plebiscite taken at the
instance of the Dominion Government.

*“The result of the recent referendum
in Manitoba shows, in tke opinion of the
Committee of Council, that this would
not be a safe guide as to the views of the
peopie on the question of desirability of
passing and attemptiog to enforce a law

MR. BLAIR'S LEAD TO

It must not
be assumed that the Government is in
debt to this extent, or that the money will
all be borrowed at once. Parliament
simply confers upon the Government the
power toissue a loan to the extent de-
manded by public needs, and covering a
considerable period of time ahead. The
bill was not made the subject of any
special criticism by the Opposition, for
they knew perfectly well that if there is
any one matter with respect to which the
Government has a strong case it is in
relation to the public debt. In that re-
garc the Liberals have amply redeemed
their pledge to reduce the liabilities of
the country to the lowest possible point.
Thus far they have been able to carry un
immense public undertakings with less
than one-third of the average annual
additions to the public debt which occur-
red during the Coneervative regime.

MR. TARTE USES UP THE YUKON TELEGRAPH
LINE CHARGES.

Mr. Tarte also cleaned up his estimates
for the session on Monday night, and
incidentally he took occasion to give a
few interesting details of cost in connec-
tion with the building a telegraph line to
the Yukon. It will be remembered how
fond Tory papers were of quoting items
of account from the Auditer General’s
report arising out of that work.

At about 8 o’clock a.m. on Thursday
last, the top of the volcanic mouatain,
Pelee, 4,430 feet in height, in rear of the
city of St. Pierre, Martinique, French
West Indies, suddenly exploded,throwing
molten rocks, lava and hot ashes over the
country around, . completely destroying
the city and shipping in the roadstead in
front of it. It wasone of the most awful
calamities in the world’s history—worse
than that of Pompeii, because its sccom-
punying fire destroyed all it touched.
The press telegrams relating to the dis-
aster are voluminous and give terrible
details. We gppend a few of them :

A despatch from Point a Pitre says that
the most violent eruption of Mount Pelee
lasted three minutes, completely destroying
St. Pierre and the districts within a four-
mile radius. The ocruiser ‘Suchet’ saved
eight of the *Roraima’s’ crew,

It is learned shat there was probably about
a thoussnd whites in St. Pierre, including
balf & dozen Englishmen. [t is also learned
that the steamer ‘Roddam’ arrived at St.
Lucia with her anchorage gone, she havimg
| only escaped by cuttiog her cables and steam-
| iog away from 8t. Pierre at full speed. So
narrow wes her escape that her tarpaulins
sod running gear were burned. Her cap-
tain was severely burned. Her ohief

tion in the Island of Martinique.

The Freoch cruiser “‘Suchet” arrived at
Pointe a Pitre, Island of Guadeloupe, French
West Indies, from Fort de France, Island of
Martivique, yesterday morniog, bringiog
several refugees. She confirms the report
that the town of St. Pierre (Martinique)
was entirely destroyed at eight o'clock on
Thursday morning by a voleanic eruption.
It ie supposed that moss of the inhabitants
of St. Pierre were killed, the neighboring
parishes were laid waste, and that the
residue of the population of S8t. Pierre are
without food or shelter.

The commander of the ‘Suchet’ reports
that at one o’clock on Thursday the entire
town of St. Pierre was wrapped in flames.
He endeavored to save about thirty persons
more or less burned, fromn the vessels in the
barbor.  His officers went ashore in small
boats seeking the survivors, but were unable
to penetrate the town. They saw heaps of
bodies upon the wharves, and it is believed
that not a single person resideut in St. Pierre
at the moment of the catastrophe escaped.

The Governor of the colony, and his staff
colonel and wife were in St. Pierre and
probably perished. The extent of the catas-
trophe cannot be imagined.

The British royal mail steamer ‘Eek,’
which arrived at St. Lucia yesterday morn-
ing reports having passed Ss. Pierre on
Thuoreday night. The steamer was covered
with -ashes, though she was five miles dis-
tant from the town, which is in impenetrable
darkness. A boat was sent in as near as
possible to the shore, but not a living soul
was seen ashore, only flames.

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g is dead. It is stated that the
Quebec Steamship Company’s steamer
‘Roraima’ was not lost, though her emtire
crew are reported to have been lost.

Jamaica says :

‘The first intimation of & disaster at Mar-
tinique from Puerto Plata was broken on
Wednesday. Cable communioation with all
the northern islands is stopped, '

The survivors of the British steamship
‘Roddam’ describe the scene at St. Pierre as
being ‘‘glimpses of hell.” The ‘Roddam’s’
men were killed chiefly by moltdu.lava,

A despatch to the Reuater Telegraph Com-
pany, from Kingston, Jamaies, after giviog
the details of the Martinique disaster al-
ready koown, says: — ‘Thousands were
killed at St, Pierre, whers a terrible panic
prevailed. The eruption began en Saturday,
May 3, when St. Pierre was covered with
sshes and appeared to be enveloped in fog.
The flow of lava cootinued until Wednesday,
May 7.

The message adds :—*In the Island of St.
Viacent the Soufriere is active and earth-
quakes are frequent, but 80 far no damage
has been done.

The Time to Out Hay.

The aim of our farmers iIn growing forage
crops is t0 produce from a given ares as large
a qusntity as possible of the digestible nutri.
ments in a palatable form. The time at
which a forage orop is harvested may affeot
the crop in three ways, viz *—in the quan-
tity of material harvested, in the composi-
tioo of the orop, and in the palatibility of
the fodder. As a general ruleit has bsen
found that the greatest amount of dry matter
is secured where forage orops are allowed to
fally mature and ripen. The only exception
is in the case «f clovers and other legumes,
there the leaves rattle off and are lost,
either before or during the process of curing.
QUANTITY AND QUALITY.
It does not follow that when a plant
increases in its yield of dry matter that its
patritive value has proportionately ineress-
ed. It is quite possible that changes in
texture and composition of the dry sub.
ject may offset the greater yield. The dry
matter of mature grass containe a larger
proportion of crude fibre than the immatare,
The plaot hardens in textare ani loses in
both palatability and digestibiiity. It is,
therefore, usually
ADVISABLE TO BEGIN CUITING HAY EARLY,
and where there is » large orop to be gather-
ed, work should begin early ia order that it
be completed before the grass seeds are ripe
enough to shell from the heads of the late
out  grase. Ch-ﬁftnl anslysis has shows
that plants are richer in protein in the
earlier stages of growth that when fully
grown or nearly matare. The chief draw.
back with which our feeders bave to contend
is the lack of portein in the rations made up
of our common feeding etuffs, and they
should recognize the faot that by outting
early, they oan get two crops of highly
nitrogenous fodder, where they only get one
by late cutting.
CUTTING THE FIRST CROP
even before the heads sre fuily grown will
tend to cause & vigoroms nvw growth and in
this way a good crop of rowan is secured,
THE TWO GROPS ARE MORE VALUABLE,
especially for feeding dairy cows, than one
mature crop on account of the increased
proportion of protein. The early out hay
seems more palatable to stock, snd weight
for weight, more satisfsctory. On the other
hand by late cutting we secure a counsider-
ably larger qusntity of osrbo-bydrates,
which are valuable for feeding, and of crude
fibre which is of low feeding value,

FOR THE DAIRY COWS AND SHEEP,
grass should be cut esrly, since these
snimals do not relish hay thas is woody and
lacking in aroma, as is the case with late cut
bay. For horses and fattening oattle Iater
catting is allowable, as these animals sub-
sist mostly on concentrated feed, and hay

Iaa very shors time after there was a
sudden halt of the srain whioh induced such
a eudden forward movement of the writer as
to cause him, as he extricated himself from
the coal souttle and some other impediments
and gained his feet, to realive the deterrent
eff-ct upon even a 1000-ton train of the
asutomatic air brake and a derailed and
broken box car truck across the track,

When we all left the van and passed along
beside the train towarde the engine, the
cause of the trouble was manifest. A
broken Rhodes and Curry wheel had caured
the track under the ninth oar from the rear
to leave the riile sud sorape along the track
with the right forward wheel outside the
right rail and the hind one ineide and the
left eide wheels in reverse order beside
the other ral, For about three hun.
dred yards this trask.destroying finstra
ment had broken and dieplaced the
sleepers and placed the rear cars in momen.
tary denger of dersilment aod smash-up
udtil the engine and ite train had been
brought to s sud.len standstill by beakeman
Doyle.

People may thiok that the stopping of a
train under such olroumstances ae thess is »
matter which oalls for the exercise of little
effort or pluck. Brakéman Doyle dido’t
appear to think muoch of it, and remarked
that it was ‘‘che only thing to do eave the
uine cars.” It appears thut tho firet twenty-
oiue cars behind the engine had the automa.
tic air brake conneetion, while the other. six
had not. When conductor Barreau saw the
torn up track from the rear of the van and
gave Doyle the alarm, the latter had to
mount the next forward.oar—a box—and ran
over the tope uf that and four others, until
he came to the seventh car from the rear of
the train, down the iron ladder of which he
went between the oars, which were toppling
and in danger of crashing together at any
moment, and, holding by one hand so a8 to
get the greatest poavible length of body, he
reached his foot down so that he could kiek
the lever of tho angle cock and thus apply
the automatio air hrake to the whole train.

Dataching tife derailed oar and thoss in

rear of it, engineer Moore, with oconductor
Barresn and others from the train, pro.
ceeded to Petit Rooher with the remainder
of the oars at all possible speed, the distance
beiog over four miles, Detarls of the mie-
hap aod extent of damage, requirements,
otc.,, were reported by telegraph to Camp-
ballton and condnctor Haines, whose work-
fng traio and crew happened to be at Patit
Roocher, went with ocondustor Barreau and
hie men back to the scene of the break-up to
clear ss much as possible of it away, While
they were doing this, wreckmester Jas.
Johmson arrived with further aid from
Campbellton. Without waiting tu put
new truck under the divabled oar, its for-
ward end was huay to the rear end of the
engine (tender) and, together with the other
eight oare was taken to Petit Rocher, where
all the disabled cars were re-astached to No
76 and the run to Monoton resumed. It
took about 300 sleepers to muke good the
demage done to the track by that one defec.
tive wheel aud the afternoon express geing
west and several other trains were somewhat
delayed.
Much oredit is due to the vigilance of
conductor Barrean for the watohfuloess
which enabled bim to so quickly observe
the trouble, aud to brakeman Doyle for the
prompt and plucky performance of his duty,
which undoubtedly prevented a smash-up
which could not but be a inore or less costly
one

Something Wew in Silos.

Much has been written In regard to silos
and silo building, snd numeroue plans heve
been published, but in soctusl experience
nons of them has proved entirely sstisfac-
tory. Some sre too expensive for ordinary
farmors, others are cheap, but lsst only s
few yoars. The round stave silo is one of
the cheapest sorts, and if it were not lisble
to coliapse oo ‘account of shrinksge of the
staves, aud the expansion of the fron hoops,
it would be very sstisfactory,

There is now a prospect of these disad-
vantages being overcome. A number of
farmers in the United sStates have adopted

silos, on account of ite non-shrinkable char.
aoter. Itisweo full of pitch that moisture
has practically no effect upon it, This
lamber has been recently laid down at
Ottawa for $27 per M., and at that price
should be one of the most economical our
farmers could use.

The foundation of this new sort of silo is in
its wooden hoops, six inches wide, and made
of half inch elm lumber, sprung around a
form, and built up with well lapped joints,
using o trifle longer nail each time, until the
hoop has a thickness- for the three bottom
hoops of five layers. The remaining five top
hoops require only four layers each. The
average ailo will not require more than 500
ft. of lumber, and 20 pounda of nails, for the [
hoops which are easily and quickly made |
and should not cost more than $1.25 each, or |
810 for the lot. This is & good deal less
thao the cost of the usual iron hoops and
lugs. A three cornered frame is erected at
the exact outaide ciroumfarence of the ailo,
and the hoope placed in position Jre fasten-
ed. :

The lining of the silo is then put on, and
should be of inch Georgia pine lumber three
inches wide, matched and nailed to the
hoops the same as the - flooring. When the
lining s on within twenty inohes of the
startiog place, stop, and put in 224 stud.
ding, up and down between the hoops on

jambs, Make the doors of the same lumber
a8 the walls, outting them in to *‘joints” on
the inside of the hoops,

If the silo is outeide the barn, it oan be
covered with tarred paper, and cheap siding,
ran both up and down as & proteotion
agaiust frost. The roof and foundation is
the same a» for any silo, and the outside
covering could be of any sort the owner
wished, or it might go withous siding, the
same as sny othor tub sile, If protected
from the weather the wooden hnope should
last for years, and if at any time the inside
lining became **dozy” it might be lined with
tarred paper, and then sheeting, thereby
maeking it serviceable again for a number of
yoare at small cost,

Essex was the variety of rape sown,
and at the rate of four pounds per
acre.

The green oats were first
May 2 and the rape May 7. Because
of no rain both the oats and rape
grew very slowly and at about the
same rate. On July 27 it was har-
vested, but the rape proved to be a
great nuisance in the oats; not only
was it difficult to run the binder,

noticed

!but after binding this green stuff in

with the oats, it took a long time
to get dry.

The second crop of rape made very
good growth, and on August 15 we
commenced to cut it and feed it to
dairy cows. They vrelish jt very
much. There was no marked differ-
ence in the flow of milk when green
fodder was substituted as roughage.
At this cutting the yield was at the
rate of two tons per acre. The next
crop was left growing until October
20, when the stock was allowed to
graze on it, in connection with a
clover pasture, but they preferred
the rape to the young clover,

A second experiment was tried,
and this time the oats were allowed
to grow about 2 inches high before
the rape seed was sown. On May
25 1 sowed the seed broadcast, at
the rate of four pounds per acre. The
tield was given a light harrowing,

which did not injure the growth of |

the oats at all. The rape was first
noticed June 6, and this was as
much as it ever grew. The oats
were harvested July 27, and not a
spear of rape was seen among it.
From this experiment, I think, sow-
ing rape without a nurse crop is
best, and also that it can be done
profitably.

WHAT KILLS CLOVER.

Under ordinary conditions clover is
a biennial. Sown in the spring, it
lives over next winter, produces its
seed the second year and then dies,
its mission being ended. Some
plants, failing to produce seed, will
live over another season. This fact
explains the loss of the clover to the
many who do not know the history
of the plant. Many fields are killed
out the first summer by the too
great aflection of the nurse crop.
Then, if pastured heavily the first
fall, many fields will winter kill for
want of cover, while on c,ay soils
alternate winter thawing and freez-
ing will heave the soil and break the
roots. Scant nurse crops and plenty
of clover the first winter will usual-
ly insure the crop.

Pulp and Paper Company, Limited,
just issued by the brokers, Messrs.

The com-
pany has reports on the property,
made by five different rangers, whose
reports show that there is sufficient
wood to afford a perpetual supply of
timber. One of the rangess who has
traveled and examined limits in the
State of Maine, New Brunswick and
Quebec and worked in Wisconsin und
Minnesota, says it is the hest pulp
limit he has ever traveled over.

The water which will be used in
the manufacture, of paper is pure and
clean, the Little Cascapedia River
being fed by springs and is -suitable
for making the finest grades of pa-
per without the expense of tiltering.
