Messen­
gers were despatched all round the vicin­
ity in search of them, but of no avail. At 
last, between rmc and two o;ciock, whilst 
Mr. Ducked was searching about the 
house in the hope of finding somo letters 
whieh would mention where they had 
gone, ho discovered that his son’s bed­
room was fastened in the insido, the key 
being in the door. It being surmised that 
ho had returned unknown to the family 
and had relited to rest, the door was bro­
ken open, and there, perhaps, ono of tho 
most saddening scones that could bo ima­
gined was presented to a parent. The 
bodies of the young coup 
on tho bed, life having been extinct appa­
rently for some time, with their arms 
round each other’s neck. Cups were 
found on each of their sides which smelt 
of Prussic acid, as also two bottles on the 
mantel-piece, whicli had contained the 
deadly uoison. As the bodies lay, it ap­
pears that they must have sat on the end 
of the bed when they committed the act 
and fell bock.
