Ticket Found.

Hon. J. D. Hazen, minister of ma-
rine and fisheries, who came to St
John to spend Christmas, is greatly
interested in an invention which is
intended to eliminate¢ the danger to
navigation due toicebergs. When seen
by The Standard on Saturday the
Minister sald he had made arrange-
ments for a cruise of one of the gov-
ernment vessels next spring, when
the inventor, Dr. H. T. Barnes, profes-
sor of physics at McGill will be given
an opportunity to demonstrate the
merits of his invention.

“If the invention does all that is
claimed for it.* said Mr. Hazen, “it
will greatly lessen the dangers of
ships using the Straits of Belleisle.
The insttument has already been
successtully used in & trip which Dr.
Barnes took to Hudson Bay on the|
government steamer Stanley last
vear, The instrument is an electric-
microthermometer  which records
very minute variations in the tempe-|
rature of water, and thus enables the|
mariner to delect the presence of
ice,

“"Phe characteristic iceberg eflect,
as revealed by the new instrument
is a slight rise of temperature when
the vessel emters the fringe of fresh
water which surrounds an icebeyg,
followed by a rapid fall in the tempe-
rature.

“Hitherto marine temperaiures have
béen taken entirely by the ‘drop buck-
et’ method at stated intervals. This
however, gives by no means an ace
curate dden of the true water tem-
perature. The new thermometer is of
the electrical resistaice type, in
which the variationsof the resistance
of a metal wire serve to give a meas-
ure of the changes of temperature of
the medium in which the instrument
