Knowles aa to the delay of nine days 
in concurring in the Senate amend­
ments the Prime Minister said that 
there had been no real delay because 
the act would not come into force un­
til It had received the assent of the 
Governor General.

GHWfD DUKE M1CHIEL 
WILL STAY IN HUSSIftCITY OF VENICE Paris, Aug. 19.—After violently bom­

barding the French positions, German 
troops last night made consecutive 
attacks on the French trenches in tile 
Priest Wood, west of the Muerthe 
and Moselles river, and in the Vosges 
mountains to the east of Badonviller 
and north of Celles-Sur-Plane. The 
French official report issued today 
says all the German assaults were 
repulsed, and that the Teutons suf­
fered heavy casualties. German sur­
prise attacks on the Aisne front, it 
is announced also failed- The text 
of the statement follows:

"There were artillery actions on the 
Aisne front, notably in the sector 
northwest and east of Rheims. Enemy 
surprise attacks on our advanced po­
sitions north of Braye, in the region 
of Bernerlcourt and at Pompelle 
failed.

"On both banks of the Meuse (Ver­
dun sector) the artillery duels con­
tinued very active.

"In the Bois Le Pretre, and In the 
regions east of Badonviller and north 
of Cellee-flur-Plane, we repulsed suc­
cessive German attempts made under 
violent artillery bombardment 
enemy suffered Important losses and 
left some prisoners in our hands."

Rejects Suggestion That He 
Should Go to England to 
Live.

Rome, Aug. 19.—Austrian airplanes 
which bombarded Venice last Tuesday 
dropped explosives on civil hospital 
which forms a part of the famous 
school of St. Mark. This school with 
Its neighboring statue of General Bar­
tolomeo Colsonl and celebrated church 
of Saints John and Paul, containing 
monumental tombs of the Doges, is 
considered one of the greatest won­
ders of the world.

The chief ward In St Mark’s school 
with its magnificent fifteenth century 
coffered ceiling, was struck with a 
bomb. One-third of 
destroyed, the falling fragments caus­
ing injuries among the patients un­
derneath. Fortunately no artistic 
damage was done either in the hall 
below or to the facade. The latter Is 
decorated with unrpelacable sculpture 
and has reliefs. All the fragments of 
the ceiling were carefully assembled 
and will be preserved tor reconstruc­
tion later.

It will 
be remembered that Grand Duke Mich­
ael made at the beginning of the re­
volution a provlslonakrenunclatlon of 
his claim to imperial succession de­
claring he will only accept the throne 
if called by the people.

The Bourse Gazette says there were 
persistent rumors a tew days before 
the transfer of Ex-Etnperor Nicholas 
from Tsarskoe-Seto that Grand Duke 
Michael had departed for England. In­
vestigation proved he had been given 
the option of going there but refused 
to do so until the question of regime 
was settled.

Vienna, Aug. 19, via London, Aug. 
20.—The Italians have begun another 
big offensive against the Austrians in 
the Isonzo region of the Austro-Ital- 
ian theatre where fighting is in pro­
gress over a thirty-seven mile front, 
running from the region of Tolmino to 
near the head of the Adriatic Sea on 
the Carso plateau.

The Leaders of the German 
Troops Sacrifice Many 

Men in Vain.

FLOWER OF HUNS

Germans Pour More Troops 
in Mass Attack Against 

Hill 70.

Canadian Headquarters in France^ 
via London, Aug. 18—(By Stewart 
Lyon, Special Correspondent of the 
Canadian Press)—The most fierce en­
gagement of the Canadian front since 
the beginning of the war is gradually 
coming to a triumphant end by the ex­
haustion of the enemy. Since the 
capture of Hill 70 and St. Laurent 
on Wednesday morning the men do- 
fending these newly-won positions 
have been compelled to stand by al­
most without cessation to meet the 
counter-attacks. The leaders of the 
German troops are utterly regardless 
of the lives of their men, and as soon 
as one division has spent Itself in a 
frantic and futile effort to recover the 
lost ground another is sent forward 
to the sacrifice.

/

Guards Cut \o Pieces.

The Fourth Guards were cut to pieces 
In yesterday’s counter-attack. Dur­
ing the night a new division the Two- 
Hundred and Twentieth, was brought 
up. Passing through their own lines 
without stopping, these fresh troops 
attacked at 4.30 o’clock this (Satur­
day) morning on the Bois Hugo sec­
tor, (forth of Hill 70. The attack was 
accompanied by a projection of enemy 
liquid fire and gas. Our watchful 
artillery turned upon the Germans an 
effective barrage fire, which caused 
heavy losses, but they continued to 
advance with the utmost determin­
ation. At a distance of only seventy 
yards from our line the machine guns 
were turned upon the attacking 
groups, and they broke and ran for

Again Driven on.

Better luck initially, but no great» 
er eventual success, attended their ef­
fort to break through north of SL 
Laurent. There the enemy penetrat­
ed our first line trenches, but were 
driven out again as the result of a 
counter-attack at once organized. In 
these desperate struggles there has 
been much use of the rifle bayonet 
and bomb. The losses steadily mount 
up, but all the competent authorities 
give the assurance that those of the 
Germans are far greater than ours.

The prisoners now number over
1,100.

New Bedford, Mass., Aug. 18—Dr. 
Henry B. Beland, former postmaster- 
general of Canada, who was captured 
In Belgium when the Germans Inva­
ded that country, still believes that 
there is an organized campaign in 
Canada to rescue him, according to a 
letter received here tonight.

The letter was from a French-Oana 
dlan officer who met an Englishman 
wtio had been released from the 
prison camp where Dr. Beland was 
confined. He said the former Cana­
dian postmaster-general had nearly 
lost his reason when his wife died 
sometime after their Imprisonment, 
buc he had shown rare courage and 
had never given up hope of regaining 
his freedom. The Englishman said 
that Dr. Beland'é hair had turned 
white during his confinement, as had 
been reported, but that (his face was 
drawn and he weighs only 140 pounds. 
It is said that much longer confine­
ment would place Dr. Beland s life

This estimate is given by Mr. T. H. 
Curtis, vice-president and manager of 
the Curtis & Harvey Company, but 
there are fears that more may have 
been killed or Injured, as It haa been 
practically Impossible to ascertain defi­
nitely the full extent of the loss owing 
to the condition of the destroyed 
buildings and the fapt that the em­
ployes got as far away as possible 
from the scene of the disaster. Two 
hundred and fifty men were In the 
plant when the first explosions occur­
red. Some of these, on escaping, were 
hysterical from the shock and express­
ed the belief that more than two hun­
dred must have perished.

fantry fighting on the Ypres front in 
Flanders today, Field Marshal Haig's 
report fe>m British headquarters In 
France tonight says, but in the region 
northwest of Lens the Germans made 
two attacks,1 each of which was re­
pulsed.

Thirty German airplanes were 
downed by the British, 18 being driv­
en down out of control. The British 
lost twelve machines, but many 
bombing raids and much observation 
and photographic work was carried 
out. The statement reads: —

"In addition to the unsuccessful at­
tack northwest of Lens, reported In 
this morning’s official statement, the 
enemy made two other counterattacks 
early this morning on this front. One 
was east of Loos and the other In the 
neighborhood of the Hue» Wood. In 
the first case the enemy's attacking 
troops were caught by our barrage 
and machine gun fire at short range 
and were driven back In disorder, with 
heavy losses. In the second attack, 
also the enemy's Infantry, though sup­
ported by flammenwerfer, failed to 
reach our trenches..

"On the Ypres battle front the hos­
tile artillery has been quieter during 
the day.

“The strong west wind yesterday 
a grain told against our airplanes, 
giving the machines damaged In com­
bat east of our line little chance of 
reaching their airdromes.

The amendments to the military ser­
vice act which had been added by Lhe 
Senate then came up for concurrence.

These amendments were three in 
number and as follows :

(1)—A definition that the word 
‘tribunal" used In the bill meant a 
tribunal constituted under the act.

(,2) —Provision that the Judge of the 
territorial court should constitute the 
appeal tribunal for the Yukon terri­
tory.

(3)—That no conviction for an of­
fence against the act shall be had un­
less prosecution has been consented 
to or approved by the Attorney Gen­
eral of Canada.

There was some slight objection to 
the third amendment on the ground 
that It was an unwise proceeding to 
permit a prosecution to proceed at all 
when the Judge was not in a position 
to render a decision or register a con­
viction without the consent of the 
Minister of Justice Mr Knowles, of 
Moose Jaw, in particular, Insisted that 
the amendment was unnecessary and 
and unwise. That it might lead to a 
number of unnecessary prosecutions 
Incurring unjustifiable expense to the 
defendants and that It Imposed an ex­
traordinary amount of labor upon the 
Minister of Justice.

After an explanation by the Prime 
Minister that the amendment was 
simply to prevent delay In prosecu­
tions which would probably be the case 
If the consent of the minister had to 
be obtained before a prosecution was 
proceeded with at all. the amendment 
as well as the other two was concurred 
in, and only the Governor General’s 
signature Is now required to make the 
act law.

Leo J. Gallagher, on the staff of the 
Imperial Munition Board, arrived In 
the city from Ottawa at noon yester­
day on the C. P. R. express and Is 
about the first St. John man to arrive 
in the city Who witnessed the ruins 
caused by the destruction of the big 
powder plant at Rigaud, Que.

Mr. Gallagher was in Ottawa on 
business Saturday morning when the 
news reached that city of the terrible 
disaster. He left Ottawa by the C. P. 
R. express and reached the scene of 
the disaster about seven or eight hours 
after it occurred.

Speaking of the affair Mr. Gallagher 
informed a Standard man that there 
was nothing much to see at Rigaud 
when his train reached there. The 
place where the big powder plant had 
been situated was on a sort of a level 
piece of ground. He had noticed the 
plant on many occasions when travel­
ling to and from Ottawa on business 
trips and the buildings covered a great 
area of land. All about was beautiful 
foliage and it was rather a pretty 
place. When he arrived there again 
on Saturday afternoon there was a 
great change in Its appearance. The 
trees were stripped of leaves and bran­
ches and In fact there was nothing to 
be seen of the buildings as they had 
been blown to atoms. In fact there 
could be little seen of the site on 
which once a most ^expensive plant ex­
isted The land was covered all over 
with a kind of yellow colored smoke, 
the air smelled strongly of chemicals, 
and he believed that where the build­
ings had once been there was nothing 
there now but a hole caused by the 
most terrific explosions.

The main line of the C. P. R. track 
had been blown asunder and the train 
bound for Montreal was obliged to 
make a detour on a spur line nearby. 
There was very little information to 
be learned from those who boarded 
the train as to the loss of life, for it 
was then stated that the company’s 
books and all lists had been blown 
away when the company’s office was 
demolished with the other buildings in 
connection with the plant.

Among the passengers to board the 
express at Rigaud were a large num­
ber of doctors and nurses who had 
been sent out from Montreal when the 
first news of the terrible disaster 
reached that city. The doctors could 
rot tell the number of lives lost, but 
it was stated that while there had 
been well on to a thousand persons 
employed In the large plant, that a 
large number had been let go on Fri­
day with the shortening up of hands, 
and it was further stated by those 
boarding the train that about the time 
of the accident it was believed that the 
crews of workmen were making a 
shift and therefore the loss of life 
would not be as heavy as it would 
have been it the full complement of 
employes had been there.

One of the passengers boarding the 
train told about the extreme bravery 
of a locomotive engineer. He said 
that on a siding there were three car­
loads of dynamite. When the first ex­
plosion was heard the train crew rush­
ed away, leaving the engineer of the 
locomotive behind, 
bravely stuck to his post, backed the 
engine up on the siding, coupled on to 
the three cars and then under a full 
head of steam hauled them away to a 
pofnt of safety.
