Investigated the Causen. of U
rest in India With the At-
tending Disorders.

MAJORITY AND -
MINORITY REPORTS

English and Indian Members
Could Not Agree on All
Phases of Questions Dis-
cussed.

London, May 25.—The findings of
the commission appointed by the
British Government to investigate the
cause of the unrest in Indin with the
attending disorders, was made public
today. The incidents investigated in-
cluded the Amritzer affalr, in April,
1919, in which a slaughter occurred
‘when & crowd of mnatives in the
Jallian Walla Bagh enclosure, at Am.
ritzar was fired ‘upon by troops, eom-
manded by General Reh Dyer, then in
command in India.

Two Reports,

The commission, under the chair-
manship of Lord Hunter, submitted
two reports, a majority report by the
five English members, and a minority
report by the three Indian members.
An officiat summary of the two re.
ports given out by the British Gov-
ernment is as follows:

“With the exception of the Jallian
Walla Bagh, and certain minor incl
dents, both the Indian qnd BEnglish
members generally agree i justifying
the firing dome by the police and the
military. They agree in pronouncing
unfavorably wupon  General Dyer's
handling of the JalMan Walla Bagh
meeting, and upon certain of the ord-
ers passed in the course of the ad-
ministration of martial law. They
ferther agree in exonerating the Gov-
ernment of India from all blame,

“Regarding Amritzar the Hoglish
members hoid that the outbreak was
anti-Government at every stage, hos-
tility to government quickly merging
into antipathy for Europeans, as such
and culminating, on April 10, in the
brutal murder of dive inoffensiyve per-
sons, and savage assaults on others,
The Indian' members think that the
anti-European eentiment developed

“The English members approve the
action of the authorities, prior to
April 18, considering it 0
that De Facto mairtial Jaw could fafl
to result from the happening of April
10, But, while admitting the difficul.

cism in two respects, first, in that he
fired without waming, and, second,
in that he continued firing too long.
They do not believe that the mob
would have dispersed if warmed, and
considered that firing would have baen
necessary in any case. They consider
that General Dyer, through a mistaken
beHef that continued firing would be
justified by the effects produced in
other places, committed a grave error
in firing too long. They find no
grounds for believing that this action
saved the situation and averted a sec-
ond mutiny. But they do not think
that General Dyer can be blamed for
not attending to the wounded, as they
are not convinced anyone was exposed
to unmecessary suffering for want of
medical attention.

o sult are techmically manufacturers.

€. That emall cash sales in whole-
smle houses may be reposted in some
other way than by copies of inveices,
which might be-difficult to produce.

As regards the taxing of lumnries on
the sale direct to the comsumer, many
questions aslted brought the ruling
that goods may be reduced in price to
exempt them from the tax. “One of
the objects is to reduce the cost of Iy-
ing,"” sadd Mr. Breadnor. Another rul-
ing was that the vendor was respon-
sfble for the payment of the tax to the
Government.

It was permissible to inclade the tax
fn the sale price if retatlers believed
that prejudice against the tax would
destroy the sale. One dealer present
stated that customers already had
shown a willingness to pay an inclu.
sive price while they' objected to pay-
ing the retail price, plus the tax.

and to ‘adopt’ our dead.”

Wolcott was in his prime when he
took on Lavigne and was confident of
whning ,although the Kid had held
him to & draw two yeams earlier in a
Iaoound bout. Wolcott had been
trouncing everybody in all classes up
to heavyweights. It was one of the
most gruelling battles in ring history,

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THE PAPER SITUATION.

The world has recently begun to
realize that paper 18 cne of the prime
necessarfes of modern life, and that
it s now faced with a serious shortage
~—which may easily develop into a
famine—of that commodity.

Paper was never more in request,
but, unfortunately, the output of the
paper-making industry throughout the
world is greatly below the require-
ments of the numerows purposes to
wihich paper s nowadays applied. This
1s dwe to the fact that there is a great
scarcity of paperanaking raw mate-
rials, and this, after all, is the crux of
the situation as it is today.

So far as Great Britain & concerned,
papermeakers’ supplies of wood pulp
have been mainly obtained from
Sweden and Norway, both of which
oountries are suffering from conditicns
to which they were reduced during and
after the war, by the restricted sup-
plies of from other
tries. So much was this the case that
an enormous amount of valuable wood
which would otherwise have been util-
ized for the production of pulp was
employed for the purposes of fuel in
irdustries, on railways and coasting
steamers and m other ways.

In their turn, therefore, Scandinavian
pulp menufacturers are handicapped
by a short supply of pulp wood, while
the high labor costs in the forests and
in the pulp manufactories have been
responsible to a very large extent for
the enormous increase in values which
has taken place. In Sweden and Nor
there are something like 350
chemical and mechandcal pulpamaking
concerns, many of them owning more
than one mill. Prior to the war the
Scandinavian output of wood pulp was
about 2815000 toms per annum, of
which Great Britzin absorbed nearly
1,000,000 tons, while the United States,
Germany, amd other paper-producing
countries were also large consumers.

Nowadays the world-wide demand
for Scandinavian pulps s so much
greater than the supply that the aver-
age prices of all kinds of pulp have
ady ‘ed by not less than 600 per cent.

Great Britain $s rapidly gaining con-
trol of the most important oil-produc
ing districts in the world, as one by
one different interests are being aio-
quired. The obtaining of control. of
the directorate of the Shell Oil enter-
prise, which owns a large territory
on the western coast of the United
States, brings the Royal Dutch Com-
pany also into line. These companies,

Sinse 1861 the United States has pro-
duced two-thirds of the world’s petro-
leum, and even now produces about 66
per cent. of the supply.

Geologists predict the gradual exhaus-
tion of the present flelds in ten to
twenty years

Apparently the United States au-
thorities are beginning to walke up to
the seriousness of the situation, for the
State Department's report on Britain's
activities in oil matters has revealed
to them the disguieting faict that they
have been asleep at the switch while
the British Government was wide
awake. They have come to réalize that
petroleum mining is no longer & mere
greedy, boodle-grabbing adventure, but
ts an orgamized sclemtific industry es
sential to the ecomomic welfare and
supremaxy of a nation,

In the course of a recent article on
the American ofl industry, the New
York Sun severely scores the Ameri-

oil matters, and particularly in allow-
ing the British to get so far ahead of
them. Tn the course of its remarks, it !
says:

“Until now our Government has had
no foreign ol policy. We have aimed
mainly at domestic regulation, and
even in this domestic regulation we
have ‘been, ovencareful lest we incon-
venience the foreign invaders who
have made a happy humting groumd
of our oil preserves.

“Emngland allows no alien prospec-
tors on her soil and no alien stockhold-
ers in mative British ol companies.
She goes further by bringing pressure
on foreign oil companies to put their

properties under ° British control
through companies fncorporated in
Britain. 1f they imicorporate in Britain

the oil is under British control and
the way is made easy for such com~
panies to market their products in Brit-
ish domindons.

“Despite these discriminatjons the

The question of Hospital man-
agement, useé of pulmotor amd First
Aild Services are being dealt with in
the correspondence which is being for-
warded (by the orgamizatiom which is
in ignorance of the faocts) to the City
Fathiers and the Hospital Commission.

GREAT BRITAIN
UNITED STATES
PULL TOGETHER
Noted Englishman Expresscs
His Belief That Two Coun-

tries Will Continue to Work
in Harmony.

Leeds, Eng., May 25.—Sir Arthur
Shirley Benn, who was head of the
British mission to the International
Trade Conference at Atlantic City last
fall, has just told the members of the
Lancheon Club tha the believed the
United States and Great Britain would
continue to “pull together,” If so, he
sald, he thought they and their Allles
would be able t6 reconstitute Europe
and get back to former conditions of
trade.

A great many people had said there
was no chance of Great Britain amd
the United States pulling together, be-
cause they were too much alike—too
Impetuous and aggressive. He did not
believe it. He had known America
since 1877 and had never known a
better feeling to exist between Eng-
land and America than exists today
among the people who counted.

There were in America, he said, pro-
Germans, Sinn Feiners, and others—
“wild men who were trying to uproot
the whole American Counstitution.”
There were people who were working,
with proGermans and Sinn Feiners
to do all they could against England
But they would not succeed, he said.
The class of people in America who
were descended from Anglo-Saxon
stock were not going to give up the
government of the country to any
“mixed cosmopolitan body of people
like the Bolsheviks and their class
who were making trouble in America
today.”

The bulk of the people of the United
States, he declared, had the most ab-
solute faith in the honesty, courage
and determination of John Bull. Greart
Britain, he said, owed America a big
debt, but the Allies owed this country
a larger one.

First Aid And
The Ambulance

Statement Made That City
Ambulance is Without First
Aid Kit or Operators Quali
fied to Use One—Important
Matter That Needs Atten-

tion.

There s considerable discussion
about the eity regarding policemen,
firemen and those operating the city
ambulance being qualified to render
first aid.

A citizen while discussing the mat-
ter yesterday stated to The Standard
that very recently he was present at
an accident, and he expected when
the ambulance was called to the scene
there would be some real first aid giv-
en, The ambulance arrived and he!
was surprised to learn on inquiry
later that it does not carry a first aid
kit; and further, he believes that the
operators of the said ambulance are
not qualified to render first aid as it
ghould be given even if there was a
kit carried on the apparatus. The
citizen rightly pointed out that ope-
rators of ambulances should be_train-
ed how to render first aid, and that a
kit containing all that is necessary
for bim to work with should be ready
at his disposal. On most every oc-
casion when there is an accident the
ambulance is called before a doctor,
the first thought being to rush the
injuved person to the hospital. Furth-
er, the citizen remarked, if a kit was
carried on the ambulance and the
operator of the vehicle was qualified,
considerable suffering might be avert-
ed, and a life might be saved.

There has been plenty of opportun-
ity for persons to learn first ald free
of charge, and it is most Important
that men who are first summoned to
an accident should know just what
to do on their arrival,

It 1s certainly a point that would
be well for the city to atténd to im-
mediately, and not take weeks in
thinking it over.
