London, July 1.—The continuous heat
which has prevai'ed for the last week
tihroughout England was broken up today |
by thunder storms and torrential rain,
which did great damage in some lo.alities.
At Ipswich the streets ran with torrents

of water, whith in some places was four §
‘feet deap, and carriages

were
away. Fish from neigltboring ponds ‘were
found in the main #treets of the port
when the waters receded. The damage

" amounts to thousands of pounds.

Tranershill, in Suseex, was swept by
a whirlwind. A orop of hay in several
fields there which was ready for storage
was picked up by the wind and deposited
at Leighstim, in Surrey, several miles dis--
tant.

The speech made by Joseph Chamber-
Jain, the colonial secretary, at the confer-
ence of colonial premiers iast Monday, is
said to have been a great disappointment.
1t is described as “varied and comprehen-
sive, but indefinite.”

While Mr. Chamberlain covered a large
field of subjects in his speech he com-
mitted himself to no decided opinion on
any one of them, and he advamced no
definite opinion or proposal of any kind
on behalf of the government, his only
suggestion in the direction of imperial
federation being that of the periodic repe-
tition of the conference of colonial prem-
jers in Londen. . ‘

Mr. Chamberlain’s speech has left the,
impression that regarding the zollverein
and other important points, including im-
perial defence, not only his hands but his
tongue also is tied. . '
Whitelaw Reid's Disappointment.

London, June 30—In the opinion' of
many people, and especially- the Ameri-
cans in London, Whitelaw Reid is the
most disappointed man in England.

He had set his heart on being enter-

tained by royalty and enftertaining royal- |

ty; he had provided the most gorgeous
costumes in which to appear on these
occasions; he had expended a fortune in
providing everything that could give eclat
and distinction to .his doings, and now
everything has fallen to the ground be-
cause the king was suddenly taken ill.

Bspecially bitter was the postponement
of the corghation, which deprived him of
the covi opportunity of appeariag 1D
Westmifister Abbey before the king and
queen fand princes of all the world in
court ‘costume. He never for a moment
counted the cost, though he has spent tens
of thousands of dollars to uphold properly
before the royalties of the world the demo-
cratic simplicity of a special embassy from
the great republic to the great monarchy.

The rent of Brook House cost him $20,000
for a month. It is reported that he had
prepared many splendid dinners and balls
for the post-coronation. month, to which
he had bidden all the royalties, princes
and envoys in London. :

Now that these entertainments are im-
possible because of the illness of the king,
Mr. Reid is reported as being very un-
happy, for he had been ambitious to make
his functions memor#ible for their splendor,
even among the many lavish coronation
entertainments arranged by royalties and
famous peers.

During Ascot week, Mr. Reid was the
guest of William Waldorf Astor for sev-
eral days. The London papers did not
mention the fact, because Mr. Reid did
not care to have it known in the United
States that he had been the guest of the
expatriated American millonaire.

Chinaman Arrested for Buffalo Child Murder.

Buffalo, N. Y., July 1.—Charley We, a
Chinese laundryman, was arrested this
afternoon and held on a charge of connec-
tion with the murder of Lillie Murphy,
the six-year-old girl who mysteriously
disappéared on Jume 19, and whose body,
bound with ropes, and wrapped in papers
and coarse cloth, was floating in a smull
pond in Forest Lawn cemetery. The
autopsy showed that the lititle girl had
been outraged and strangled. Public feel-
ing runs high and every Chinese laundry
in the city has been closed and policemen
ptationed in fromt of them. _ . .

SCENE OF JUBILATION IN UNITED
STATES HOUSE:

Adjournment of Congress Yesterday Marked
by a Demonstration--Representatives Sing
‘Patriotic Songs and Cheer--Senate Ends
Session Marked by Stormy Debate.

Washingbon, July 1.—Amid a scene of
enthusiasm not paralleled since the stir-
p’ng days of the Spanish war, Speaker
Henderson at 5.30'this afternoon declared
the house of representatives adjourned
without day. In doing so he said no
house of representatives had done as much
work as this one. The galleries were
banked to the doors and almost two-
thirds of the members were in their seats.
After the speaker’s appreciative words,
while the cheering and applause were still
on, the members on the floor began sing-
ing My Oountry ’'Tis of Thee- It was
taken up by the correspondents in the
press gallery and by the spectators and
soon the vast hall was ringing with the
chorus. - Other patriotic airs followed.

THE LATE LORD PAUNCEFOTE.

Removal of Body to Cruiser Braoklyn for
Transmission to England.

Annapolis, Md., July 1.—The last rites
attendant upon the removal of the body
of the late DBnitish ambassador, Lonrd
Pauncefote, from this country to England,
were held in Annapolis this afternoon.
They consisted of an escort of honor com-
posed of marines attached to the Naval
Academy and seamen from the cruiser
Brooklyn, from the railway station to the
Naval Academy wharf. The body bear-
ars were 16 in number—eight sailors and
eight marines. A caisson drawn by six
horses and manned by members of the
fourth battery, U. 8. Artillery, bore the
casket. ‘A salute of 19 guns was fired as
the body was placed aboard the Standish,
which conveyed it to the Brooklyn, an-
chored in the offing. The Brooklyn, fly-
ing the flag of Rear Admiral Cameron,
weighed anchor at 6.55 and proceeded
slowly down the Chesapeake.

Those accompanying the body from
Washington were Lieut.Commander Nib-
lack, U. S. N. Col. Kitson and Messrs.
Raikes, Williams, Crackenthal and Water-
loo of the British Embassy at Washing-
fton. ;

Boy Shot in Both Thighs.
Portland, Me., July 1.—While at play
this evening a 12-yearold boy named
Percy Dunn was accidentally shot by a
companion who had a revolver in his pos-
session. The bullet passed through young
Dunn’s right thigh and lodged in the left
thigh.

KILLED PERSECUTOR.

SEVENTEEN YEAR OLD GIRL FIRES
FATAL SHOT.

Followed to Farm Home by Admirer-— He
Was Driven Off, But Stirted to Attack
Head of the Household When the Girl
Shot Him D-ad.

Oneida, N. Y., July 1.—Ccza Isabelle
Waltz, 17 years ‘old, shot and killed
George Helmer, aged 40, late this afiter-
noon. The .shooting took place on the
farm of Bunt Olny, just east of this eity.

George Waltz and his family live in
Olny’s tenement house and Waltz works
on the farm. Cora Waltz was at home
with her mother this afternoon when
Helmer drove into the yard with his half
brother, James Hall. Both live at Chit-
tenango. Helmer went into the house
and threatened to kill Miss Waltz. She
ran into a bedroom and was followed by
Helmer, who seized her by the throat and
threw her down. Her mother came to her
assistance and Miss Waltz escaped.

Helmer re-entered the carrigge and
stanted off. Miss Waltz secured a revol-
ver and went across to her father, who
was at his work at some distance. When
Mr. Waltz approached Helmer the latter
took off his coat and said he would kill
the whole Waltz family, and started for
Mr. Waltz. As he grappled with the
elder man Miss ‘Waltz fired, the ball just
grazing ‘the hip. of the farm superinten-
dent,. T. E. Myers. She then fired a
second ‘hot, whidh struck Helmer just
over the eye, pendtrating the brain. He
died instantly.

Miss Waltz returned home and awaited
the arrival of the officers, who placed her
under arrest.

Helmer has caused much previous an-
noyance to. the family by his attentions
to Miss Waltz and they had moved here
from Chittenango pantly to escape him.
He had appeared insanely jealous of the
girl, who repelled his advances. Helmer
was a married man whose wife had left
him.

New Insurance Ruling.

Boston, June 30.—The attorney-general
has readered an opinion in which he eites
that credit must be allowed for accrued
interest on liens. This decision will in-
drease the assets of the Mutual Reserve
by $239,000, the Provident Savings by $52,-
000, and the Security Mutual by $6,000.
The text is a distinet rebuff to the insur-
ance department, which held otherwisc.

VICTORY FOR VON BULOW.

The New Driebund Brings Cradit to Impe-
rial Chancellor.

Vienna, July 1.—The signing of the new
Dreibund treaty at Berlin is taken as a
recognition of the initiative of Count voa
Bulow, who used every endeavor to main-
tain the league and conducted the negotia-
tions throughout. It is an especial success
for him that Italy takes the same place
as before. Many rumors in diplomatic
circles disagree with the semi-official state-
ments. The rumors say that, though the
alliance is not changed in form, there ex-
ists a supplementary agreement in which
certain of Italy's wishes are respected.
Under no circumstances will the treaty
be published.

A further instance of the offensively
Mmonitorial tome of the German press to-
ward Austria’Hungary is furnished by the
Berlin Post, which ¢ontends that in the
projected erection of the mew university
the Hungarian authorities are not guided
solely by educational requirehments, but

are promoting national examinations, en-,

deavoring thereby to suppress minorities
belonging to other natiomalities. Lhe cor-
respondent says this attempt to browbeat
a friendly and ellied state is not only cal-
culated to offend the Magyars, hitherto
the most reliable alliance, but it also af-
ford$ the Awustrian Slavs a welcome op-
porlunity to conviet the Prussians out of
their own mouths for their petty and op-
pressive policy toward the Posen Poles.

Present.

LETTER FROM THE QUEEN.

Tells How King Was Touched By
Sympathy Extended Him—Earl of
Minto, Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
Sir Charles Tupper Among the
Speakers.

London, July 1.—Lord Strathcona and
Mount Royal, the Canadian high commis~

| sioner in London, presided tonight at the

Canadian Dominion dinner. Among the
600 guests present were Sir Wilfrid Laur«
ler, the Camadian premier; Sir John Gor-

‘don Sprigg, the premier of Cape Colony;

the Right Hon. E. Banton, the premier of
the commonwealth of Australia; all the
Canadian statesmen now in London, the
Earl of Minto, the governor-general of
Canada; the Duke of Argyll, former gov-
ernor-general of Canada; the Barl of
Aberdeen, late governorgeneral of Can-
ada, and all the agents-general in London.
Lord Strathcona and Mount Royal read
a letter from Queen Alexandra in wiich
her majesty explained how deeply touched
King Edward had been: at the outburst
of sympathy for him throughout the em-
pire, and in which she added her thanks
to those wiho had joined her in prayers for
the king’s recovery.

Sir Charles Tupper, formerly high com-
missioner for Canada in England, who
was also present, proposed. the health of
the royal family and said he hoped the
conference of, colonial premiers now being
held in London would result in some sys-
tem of preferential trade throughout the
empire.

The Barl of Minto, referring to the
South African war, said the greatest land-
mark in Canadian history of the past four
years {was, the sailing of ghe first Cana-
dian contingent for South Afniea. This,
the speaker said, was notice to the whole
world that it would hereafter have to
reckon with the fighting manhood of the
world-wide empire. The Earl of Minto
said also he thought that the war would
have a great and favorable influence up-
on the imperial career in the future.

The Duke of Argyll proposed a toast to
the Dominion.

Responding to this toast, Bir Wilfrid
Laurier said it was Canada’s pride to be
first in devotion to the motherland. The
colonies came to her assistance, said the
Canadian premier, not because Great
Britain needed help to fight her own bat-
tles, but in order to prove, henceforth,
the unity of the empire. In conclusion,
Sir Wilfrid said that elready he foresaw
a new South African confederation with
equal rights for all races.

The Right Hon. R. J. Seddon, premier
of New Zealand, who also attended the
dinner, was among those who spoke, but
Sir John Gordon Sprigg left before thi
time set for his address. y

Returns from Trip Full of Hopefulness---

Storm Damage of $10,000 to $50,000

Denver, Col., June 29.—The drougth
which threatencd to be the most severe
that Colorado has known for years, has
been broken by a heavy and widespread
rain.

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THREE BROTHERS |
SINK T0 DEATH IN
DEEP TOGETHER,

Drowned Off La Have In Thurs-
day’s Heavy Storm.

TWO FIRST IN DANGER.
Third Went to Save His Brothers
When Sea Swamped  His Boat
and All Went Down—Eight of
the Family Fourd Graves in the
Ocean.

Halifax, N. 8., June 29—(Special)—
Thursday’s gale was a sad one for La Have
Island. On that day and while the storm
was raging, three brothers, William, John
and Norman Wambolt, aged respectiveiy
30, 35 and 20 years, found watery graves.

The little schooner Icelda, to which
they belonged, was on La Have banks at
the time, and John and Norman were
out in a dory. In their trying to get
back on hoard the vessel, the dory upset,
leaving the two men struggling in the
water. William, who was captain of the
schooner, seeing the peril they were in,
put off in another dory to their rescue,
leaving two men in charge of the schoon-
er.

Just as the captain reached his drown-
ing brothers, a high sea came down on
him, crushing his boat to pieces.

The two men on the schooner were wit-
nesses of the disaster, but were powerless
to render aid, as the gale 'was' then ‘in-
creasing and ‘a tremendous sea was run-
ning.

The three men were seen for a brief
time battling for life in the hecavy sea,
but. were soon lost to sight. The two
men, William Bush and Clarence Wam-
bolt, who had been left on the schooner,
managed, as soon as the storm abated, to
aveigh anchor and get her into Bridge-
water, where she arrived Saturday morn-
ing. Two of the unfortunate men were
single, the captain being married. They
were the last but one of a family of nine,
all of whom were drowned. f

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PREMIERS IN  CONFERENCE.

COLONIAL REPRESENTATIVES BEGIN
LONDON MEETINGS.

Cordial Welcome from Rt. Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain—Position of the Colonies cn
Preferential Tar:ff Throughout Empire—
Messrs. Fielding, Muluck, and Paterson
Arranging Separate Conference

London, June 28—The colonial premiers
and ministers, while sorely disappointed
over the postponement of the coronation,
are consulting among themselves and re-
ceiving cues from Colonial Secretary
Joseph Chamberlain respecting the im-
perial conference next week. There is
reason for the belief that the conference
will gain importance from the collapse of
the general festivities, since public atten-
tion will be centered wpon it. Premiers
Laurier, Barton and Seddon will be the
chief figures, but there will be strong men
behind them. There is a hopeful feeling
among the Canadian ministers and the
premiers that with the help of Mr. Cham-
berlain something may be done in the
direction of prefetential aid. Astute men
like Premier Ross from Toronto and Min-
isters Fielding, Mulock and Patterson do
not wish to commit themselves premature-
ly to any statement of policy, but they
are convinced that the self-governing
colonies have in Mr, Chamberlain a re-
sourceful leader who commands support.

Following is a list of the subjects to be
discussed by the colonial premiers at their
conference. The following subjects were
. selected; by the colonial office:—

The political relations of Great Britain
and the colonies.

Imperial defence.

The commercial relations of the empire.

The relations of Australia and New Zea-
land with the islands in the Pacific.

The following subjects were suggested
by New Zealand:—

Preferential tariffis by way of rebate
duties on British manufactured goods car-
ried’in British-owned ships, and in the
mother country a rebate of duty on
colonidl products which are now taxable.

An imperial reserve force for service in
case of emergency outside the domain or
colony in which such reserve is formed,
the cost of maintaining and equipping to
be agreed upon between the imperial and
colonial governments.

The Australian government to be
strengthened on the lines of exisiing ar-
rangements.

That wubsidized mail services be estab-
lished between Australia, New Zealand,
Canada and Great Britain, the steamships
to be British-owned and so fitted that in
time of war they may be armed and used
as cruisers.

That South Afriea members of the
learned and skilled professions who have
been admitted to practice in Canada, Aus-
tralia and New Zealand be allowed to
aractice.

That triennial conferences be held be-
tween the imperial secretary of state for
the colonies and the premiers of the self-
governingz colonies.

Some Want Money Back for Coronation
Seatr, But Can’t Get it Yet—Troops to
View Fleet at Spithead.

Toronto, -June 28—(Special)—The Tele-
gram’s special cable from London says:
“Ilie parade of colonial troops and their
inspection by H. R. H. the Prince of
Wales on Tuesday next will take place
on the Horse Guards’ parade, White Hali,
and net in Myde Park, as at first an-
nounced. On Monday next the colonial
contingents in London will be given an
opportunity to view the British fleet now
assembled at Spithead. The colonial prem-
iers now in London have decided not to
attend any public function until his
majesty is pronounced oufl of danger.

“(Canadians and other colonial visitors
who have paid money demanded for ac-
commodation -on Colonial stand, to view
the coronation procession are, in a number
of cases, demanding the return of their
cash. The stand being erected by public
funds, it would require a vote of parlia-
ment to permit such return, and until
that vote is sanctioned the money will
remain where it js.”

Renewal of the Driebund.

Berlin, June 28—Upon the request ot
the imperial chancellor the /text of the
new dreibund treaty will be kept secret
for the present, and it is not certain
whether its publication will occur later.
The announcement of the signing of the
document did not cause surprise, the re-
newal of the dreibund having been taken
as a foregone conclusion since Count Von
Buelow’s conference with the Italian and
Austrian ministens during the Easter hol-
idays.

Clyde Liners Being Enlarged

New York, June 29—The Clyde line
steamship Apache, a comparatively new
vessel, placed in the New York, Charles-
ton and Jacksonville service last year, left
today for Philadelphia, where she will be
cut in two and a section about 60 feet
added to increase the vessel's carrying
capacity.

CANADIAN CONTINGENT MEN ARE
MUCH DISPLEASED,

Decline Inyitation to Prolong Thelr Stay
In England, Becise of the Way ths
Authorities Proposed to Handle Them in
the Procession-=-Austr:lia’s Urique Con-
tingent,

Toronto, June 30—(Special)—The Lele-
gram’s cable from London says: ‘“I'he
proposal that #he Tanadian coronation
contingent should be divided for the put-
pose of the cdronation parade awakened
a storm of protests. Those.in charge de-
sired the infantry portion of the Canadian
contingent to liae the route of procession,
the mounted men taking part in the par-
ade. 'Col. Pellatt entered a strong pro-
test. So objectionable was the proposi-
tion that it is hinted if it had been car-
ried out, Sir Wilfrid Lauricr would have
refused to take part in the procession.
Members of the Canadian contingent com-
plain, and justly complain, of gross mis-
management of the war office in selection
of 'Alexandra place for the camp. ‘Lhe
distance from the city is too great and the
expense of the double journey is more
than a day’s pay. Mime taken on the trip
from camp to the city aad return is fully
three hours.

“Every one understood Coionel Pellatt
came to London as commander of tue con-
tingent, but he was slighted i ne plan3
of the war office for the procession. Had
the event taken place it was the intentioa
to give the command to Colonel Turner,
of Quebec. Carrying out this plan woul
have caused every Toronto member of t
contingent to remain in camp.

“Australia sent a contingent of only a
few men, but they were accompanied by
plenty of uniforms. The Australians in
England weve then sought by advertise-
ment and they were offered six shillings

'a day. In this way, a sufficieat number ot

men were obtained to make up a respect-
able contingent and at a saving of cost of
transbortation. -

“The Canadian contingent has been ask-
od to remain two wecks longer, but/they
refused to a man because of their/treat-
ment by the mar office in the matter of
camyp uceommod.ation"’

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JANE TOPPAN EXPECTS SOON TO BE
FAEE AGAIN, ’

Doesn't Think They'll Keep Her in Asylum
~Early Life of the Woman Who Killed
31 People She Was Engaged to Nurse
to Health,

Taunton, Mass., June 30.—After four’
days of incarceration in the State Insane
Hospital here, Jane Toppan, confessed
poisoner of 31 friends and patients whom
she had attended as a professional nurse,
declares she is happier than at any time
in her life, and laughs at the experts who
say she will be obliged to end her exist-
ence within a state institution.

While admitting that <he is at times pos-
sessed of an uncontrollable passion, to'sat-
isfy which she must take human life, and,
that at such times she may be considered
insane, Miss Toppan, in her belief that
at the end of three or tour years she will
no longer be subjected to this irresistible
impulse to kill, has proceeded to make
herself comfortable here.

That she will in a few years be no 1dng-]
ér: a menace to the sommunity, that ex-

| perts will no longer be able to show that

she is insane and that she will be given
her freedom, she still imsists.

Of the 31 persons for whose deaths she
has been responsible the names of all but
11 are kept secret until men in whese
keeping they have been placed have fin-
ished an investigation that has been go-
ing on since last November and may
continue for many months more.- Even
then it may be déemed necessary to keep |
the pésilts of this research from all exeept
the medical profession, who should, in the
interest of science, know all the details of
what is expected to prove one of the
most  astounding cases of ‘mental. degener-
acy of which the world has ever heard.

Mystery has surrounded Jane ‘Toppan
fram ber birth.) While it js known that
she has a_sigter w o,‘has{”fbr_yei);gl”ybeen n
an - institute. for, the.insane, . the most
thorough investigation has failed to.re-
venl the early life of this remarkable wo-
man prior to the time when, four years
old, aad known as Nora Kelley, she was
placed in a charitable institution in Bos-
ton. She remained there until in her teens
when she was adopted by Abner Toppen,
in’ Lowell, whose name she. took.

Tt seems there never was a time in her
strange life when Jane Toppan did not
feél that she was alone in the world,
that the world was against her; that while
her foster parents were kind and indul-
gent, they were pernsons apart from her;

It is among those families that the phys-
jcians in whose care the list of 31 mur-
dered persons has been placed, will prob-
ably continue their investigations in un-
earthing the crimes of this wholesale pois-
oner. In some homes Jane Toppan was
suspected of theft, but never of murder,
not even when suspicion of having set
mysterious fires fell upon her.

How long she pursued her murderous
career, until a year ago, when her pas
sion, fed by success in concealing her
crimes, seems to have taken full posses-
sion of her can only be conjectured.

The impulse to kill, last summer, held
such complete possession of the nurse that
she appeared to have been driven to des-
perate straits in order to find vietims.
Having killed off nearly all her most in-
timate friends that sense of isolation was
strong mpon her, but she had no regret
for what she had done. With morphine
and atropine always in her possession, on
her retum to T.owell she again attempted
tto add to her list of victims and, failing,
tried to take her own life.

It seemed foreign to the nature of the
waman, of whom it is now told that she
stood beside her rigid vietims, found en-
joyment in their sufferings and her great-
est pleasure in watching the breath de-
part from their bodies; who found delight
in raising the eyelids of the dead; who,
while friends bowed with grief brought
flowers, felt a sense of exultation which
almost impelled her to tell them to wait
and she would furnish another funeral,
and has since boasted that she had “more
spunk “than any other person living.”

THE MARINE LAWSUIT RECORD.

An interesting sidelight on the steady
expansion of the British mercantile mar-
ine is afforded by the most recent com-
'ni-lation of statistics of actions in Admir-
«alty in the Bnglish courts, and the figures
also afford some idea of the chances of
iitigante in collision and salvage cases.
Various inferences are likewise ta be de-
ducted from the statistics, such as that
admiralty litigation is now conducted on a
more businessdike footing than formerly
and that there is less demand for the
machinery of the law in final adjustment
of cases.

As to the statistics themselves, it would
;qppear that in the five years 1876-80 the
average nwmber of proceedings commenced
in_the Admiralty Division was 341. With
some elight fluctuations the number has
srown, until the average for the five-year
period 1896-1900 was 592. The year 1900,
the latest: for which particulars are avail-
able, did not do much towards this aug-
mentation. On the contrary, the volume
of litigation was distinctly less than in
the previous year, and the court sat on
fewer days. There were 512 actions for
trial, of which as many as 293 related to
damage by collision, and 169 to salvage.
[t is interesting to see how collision
actions have increased. In 1876-80 the an-
aual average was 170. In the next five
years it grew to 237, and in the mext to
243. In 18915 it was 284, and in 1896-
1000 it was 308. On the other hand, the
references to registrar and merchanis to
assess damages in collision and other ac-
tions seem to diminish rather than aug-
ment. Their sittings were fewer, and the
amount of accounts they reported on,
though comparatively large in 1900, is
aot on the average increasing.

In regard to the prospects of success, it
seems that a total of 131 collision actions
' were in the year 1900 “tried or otherwise
disposed of.” In 87 cases there was judg-
ment by consent. In 24 the plaintiff won,
and in 20 the defendant. But the plain-
tiff was successful in 50 out of 53 salvlge
actions in which judgment was given on
trial. As to appeals to the Admiralty
Court from inferior courts, the judgment
appealed from was affinmed in eleven
cases, and varied or reversed in two.
Usually the figures are not quite so favor-
able to the decisions of the inferior courts.
In 1900 the proceeds of sales of ships came
to only $8,185, whereas they have been as
high as $350,000 in a single year.- The aver-
age for the five ‘years 1896-1900 was $16,-
100, against an average of $99,210 in the
preceding five years, the pound sterling
being calculated as equivalent to $5.

THE CONFERENCE ‘SUGGESTIONS.

The list of subjects prepared for discus
sion by the various parties in the confer-
ence of colonial premiers, as outlined in
our despatches today, will command the
attention of all students of affairs, for at
present there is no more important event
transpiring, and the eyes not only of the
empire, but of all the foreign nations, are
upon the meeting. The conspicuons

by assimilating’ the foreign races and giv
ing them an opportunity to learn the Eng
lish language. The present conference
however must primarily and abundantly
forestall and -prevent any possibility of
another colonial revolution and in empire
cementation the matter of imperial defence
must naturally constitute an elemental
part. And still "it does not follow that
by the question of imperial defence being
submitted to the eonference by the
colonial office, any decisive action as to
contributions- will be expected from the
colonies. Without doubt the imperial
govarnmerft stands ready to protect the
colonies and maintain unsullied the repu-
tation of the flag just as fully in the
future as she.did in the case of Natal and
the Cape. It is much- more likely that the
question has been inspired by the appre-
ciation of’ the imperial government of the
colonial aid rendered in South Africa and
a desire ta encourage the strength of the
empire through the adoption of such de
sirable measures -as the colonies may eare
to proffer. In this respect perhaps the

‘the London Shipping Gazette particularly

notes that while in the year 1899-00 there
were 69 enquiries into casualties before
courts of summary jurisdiction, and four
before Board of Trade inspectors, these
73 investigations resulted in the cancelling
of not a single certificate, but in 31 there
were suspensions. The five-year average
of suspensions is 35. Stress of weather or
the state of the atmosphere was given as
the cause of casumlty in 15 cases. Tour
were held to be due to overloading or bad
stowage, five to fire and other accident,
one to defective equipment, and one to
spontaneous combustion.® There were 19
investigations into alleged breaches of dis-
cipline, with the result that one master
was censured, one officer had his certifi-
cate cancelled, 12 had them suspended,
and two were censured. These figures
again compare favorably with those of
previous years.

COLONIAL CHARACTERISTICS.

The characteristics of the various great
British dependencies are very fairly illus-
trated in the suggestions before the
colonial conference. New Zealand ex-
hibits an enterprise and aggressiveness
born of the prosperity and self-confidence
which obtain in her domain. Australia,
a bit mixed at home and. in the throes of
arranging her own internal affairs, ex-
hibits a want of help, an aspiration for
encouragement and a care more for com-

merce: than for statesmanship. The Cape |

and Natal are evidently don.nated by a
desire chiefly to let the Boers know how
they will stand as British subjects.
Canada, absorbed so long in the working
out of her own destiny and able “in spite
of all temptations to belong:to other na-
tions,” to proudly maintain the old flag
triumphant, while a trifle dazzled. perhaps

“at the brilliant future now beginning to

assure itself fer the dominion,  hesitates
to commit herself in‘_‘advancq to any
extraneous recommendations that may

stands ready to advise, assist, or if neces-
sary put| the brakes.upon any too radical
proposition that might adversely affect the
best interests of the whole body. It is
a most interesting convention of British
nations, this conference in London, and
one in various respects unique in history.

SCHOOL SAVINGS BANKS.

Several grounds for opposition to school

 savings banks were voiced in a letter in

The Telegraph some time ago, our corres-
pondent setting forth that the money to
a large extent must necessarily come from
the parents, that the sentiment of saving
might not be more meritorious to incul-
cate upon children than that of generosity,
and that the establishment of bank
accounts by children would tend to stimu-
late ‘an unmhealthy status of artificial
aristocracy among them. The Telegraph
has not taken an active part in the dis-
cussion of the relative merits of the move-
ment fon the establishment of such banks

in our schools; because it believes that the '

wigdom of those in authority is quite com-
petent to settle the matter and, as child-
ren’s bank accounts could not be made
compulsory, the parents would be fully
able to regulate the success or failure of
the banks as a popular institution. But,
whether for the reasons of gur corres-
pondent above recited or others, it.is
notable that the teachers themselves do
not endorse the plan, having voted against
it in their Fredericton convention.

LOBSTERS.

The depletion of the lobster industry
in recent years and the high prices to
which these delectable shell-fish have been
raised in consequence, has been a matter
of current alarm to. fayorers of such seg
food as well as to dealers in them.. All
interested’ will ‘therefore 'hope' that :the

‘prospect of developing a Ttiew source ¢f

supply in the lobster line through ex-
periments to determine the truth or fal-
lacy of the belief that an abundance of
them lie-in the deep sea bed, may prove
succeasful. It is said by practical students
of the matter that there two.species of
lobster—regular denizens of the deeper

| places as well as the swarm that frequent

the shore shallows. The former are said
to be distinet in shape and coloring, be-
sides being of larger size, but none the
less desirable as food, and some lobsters
that have been taken in deep water have
had the appearance of great age, being
crusted with barnacles. The difficulty has
been, however, in prosecuting the deep
sea fishery for them; as anyone who has
ever tried to “haul a pot” in tem or
twelve fathoms of water from a dory in
a lumpy sea can fully appreciaté, although
pots are hauled from as deep as 25 fath-
oms. But if some system of mechanical
fishing for them can be advantageously
adopted, which seems entirely within the
bounds of practicability, and the deep-sea
Jobsters prove as plentiful as is hoped,
the result will be to give the business a
fresh start, and with a new source of
supply the heavy strain on the old
grounds will be relieved. If it should be
demonstrated that an abundance of lob-
sters are to be found in the coast waters
only, then the only remedy for the de-
pletion” of the grounds will be to extend
the close season and enable restocking.
The statement that extensive deep-sea ex-
periments in the fishery are shortly to be
made off Cape Sablq is therefore of great
interest.

Pgles. from St. Martins Sent Frif,
day Across Border to Make
United States Navy Spars.

St. John county is now supplying the
United. States navy with small spars, at
least one shipment.has been made from
this municipality. and the shippers are
confident that it is but the forerunner cf
many others. Formerly the United
States navy procured their spars almost
exclusively within the borders of their
own country, using large quantities of
Oregon fir, California pine and southern
hard pine for this purpose.

Friday a shipment of 300 spruce
poles, to be used for smail spars or the
navy passed through this city from St.
Martins, bound to the United States navy
vard at Portsmouth, Virginia. Each pole
is 35 feet long and of’such dimensions
that very little dressing will be necessary
to convert it into a capital spar.

It was this possibility of saving labor
in the manufacture of the spars that first
| attracted: the attention of the country
across the border tol St. John' county tim-
ber and ‘the discovery came ‘about in this
wise. i

Three weeks ago a representative o
Shepard, Farmer & Co., a big lumber firm
"of 'Boston, visited St. John on a vacation
trip and from here went to St. Martins.’
While cruising about in the viecinity of
the latter vilage he was struck with the
idea that from the spruce timber lands
near there could be cut poley which were
admirably fitted for conversion into light
spars, KExamination proved the correct-
mess of his first impression and as a result
he contracted with Robert Carson to sup-
ply 300 poles. The order was filled and
the poles are now on the way to the place
of delivery—Portsmouth (Va.). The ship-
ment is a particularly good one, every
pole being of excellent quality. It is
confidently expected that the satisfaction
this shipment will give to the consignees

The matter of
making a delinite choice. has not been
without ditticulty, for designs of various
degrees of cost and quality have been sub-
mitted. To ~enumerate all the designs
which have claimed the directors’ atten-
tion would be but one way of describing
the time and care which the promoters
have so freely given for the attainment
of their laudable object. . Now, however,
there has been received from the Con-

| necticut White Bronze Company, a photo-
graph of a monument which ‘the directors:

and others interested feel to be quite what
they wish. Hemmmienn "
The material of which the mopumentis
made is of white bronze, which, in the
opinion of ‘those who know, is superior in
durability to either marble or granite. It
is a composition of zinc and iron, and is
light slate in color. Caretaker Clayton, of
the Rural cemetery, is familiar with it,
and pronounces it to be unusually weli
adapted for monumental purposes. The
memorial in question has a base of five
feet six inches square, and is about 14 feet
hizh. "
" ‘The general appearance is massive, yet
gevealing in every part a delicate taste-
fulness.

Confidence in the outlook, however, is evi-
denced by the continued heavy buying for
fall delivery in the great grain growing sec-
tions. This is also reflected by the continued
Jatge increases in railroad earnings over the
best resylts of previous years, except where,
as in the case of the coal roads, distribu-
tion is paralyzed by the wholesale shut down
of production and consumption. Aside from
this single exception, however, the general
industrial situation has rather’ improved.
Cotton moved higher earlier on continud dry
weather reports fromTexas and Louisiana but
tains at the .close of the week in Southern
Texas gave hopes of a change here. In the
rest of the cotton belt, conditions aTe still
of a favorable character.

In cereals the features have been the
stpength of corn on reports of cold weather
and the advance in oats, due to. short sup-
plies and large cash demand.

The Late Dean Sage:

He is survived by
three daughters, Mrs. James Fenimore
Cooper, of Albany; Mrs. Goodwin, of New
York, and Miss Sarali Sage, and two sons,
former Assemblyman Henry Sage and
Dean Sage, jr-, an attorney now in New
York.

Prof. D. F. Wiggins, Wolfville,

Woliville, N. 8., June 27—Dr. D. Francis
Higgins, emeritus’ professor of mathema-
tics at Acadia University, died yesterday,
aged 73 years, after a lingering illness of
many years of consumption. He was pro-
fessor of Acadia for 30 years, retiring from
active service four years ago.  He leaves
a wife, one daughter, Elizabeth, formerly
a teacher in Acadia Seminary, and four
sons, George, of New York; Frank, pro-
fessor in Indiana; Rev. Walter, a mis-
sionary in India; and Rev. Mockett, for-
mer pastor of Carleton Baptist church.

Doctor Higgins was a son of the late
James Higgins, and was born at Rawdon
(N. S.), in 1830. He was educated at
Acadia College, and graduated B. A. in
1859, M. A. in 1861, and received his Ph.
D. in 1882. Shortly after graduation he
was appointed mathematical tutor: and
later professor in the same department in
Acadia, which position he filled until 1895.
As a mathematician and instructor he
achieved an excellent reputation. Since
the introduction of the free school system
he had been one of the provincial exam-
iners. For a number of years: he was
vice-moderator. of the college, and was
prominently coanected avith the work'of
the Baptist denomination of the province.
He was a brother of Dr. T. A. Higgins,
pastor emeritus of the Wolfville Baptist
church.

Miss Lilla McConaghey.

The death of Miss Lilla McConaghey,
which occurred Friday, caused much re-
gret among those who knew the young
lady. Deceased had been ill six months.

All of us who often dropped in to see
Miss Pation noticed, of course, that the tall
mahogany clock that stood on the landing
of the stairs leading vp from her luxurious
sitting room, did not run.
