Bhipping Notes.

The schooner J. W. Bradley, of Rock-
port, Griffin, master, while weighing
anchor on Cashe's Bank, a few days ago,
found that it came up terribly hard. They
hove away for along time, and on bring-
ing it to the surface found that they had
hauled up an ocean telegraph cable. On
coming out of the water it parted at once
and sank. Itproved to be the French
Atlantic cable, that has its terminus in
Duxbury. The vessel was about fifty
miles from the coast at the time. Capt.
Griffin immediately sent word of the dis-
aster to Boston by a pilot boat.

Shipwreck and Loss of Life.—The brig-
 antine Kildare, of Liverpool, N. 8., which
 arrived at Halifax from Baltimore on the
20th inst., reports that on the 13th inst.,
on Big George’s Bank, bearing W.N.W.,
saw a schooner at anchor with foremasts
mainmast and maintopmast standing, the
hull of the vessel being about 20 feet
under water. Went close alongside, but
was unable to make out the name of the
submerged vessel. Several dead bodies
were seen in the cabin. The vessel had
pennant flying fiom the. maintopmast,and
was anchored in about 20 fathoms of
water. She is supposed to have been an
American fishing schooner.

As is ugual on the Queen’'s birthday, &
large number of our citizens will be tak-
ing a run into the country to-morrow.
Most of them will go a fishing. Where
to go and how? is with many of them,
now, the all important question. In order
to give them the requisite information
we despatched a special reporter a few
days ago on a tour of inspection. He
has returned after visiting one of the best
trouting streams within a day’s journey
of this city. Meadow Brook, the stream
referred to, is situated on the Clarendon
Road, Charlotte Co. We will endeavor
to give a few explicit directions for the
benefit of those who may go that way to-
morrow. The first thing to be consider-
ed is your tackle. Be sure and provide
yourself with a good two-joint rod, suffi-
ciently strong to land a three pound fish
under any adverse circumstances; let
your reels and lines be of the most im-.
proved makes. For fishing basket the
larger the better in order to hold ample
supply of provisions for your journey out
—coming home you will have to take
«pot luck.” Fer flies, you want a few
« dolly vardens,” ' Jenny Linds, blue and
gold, and say a dozen or more of a graver
color (Chubb & Co. always keep these
sorts at a moderate price) and a gross
of back hooks in case of need.
Take the p. m. train at the Ferry, for
Gasperaux station. - You will arrive at
thzlatter station in time to get your tea;
the balance of the evening may be spent
in hunting for lodgings for the night,
endeavoring to hire a horse, and enquir-
ing how far it is to Meadow Brook. Once
in bed you will find it difficult to sleep,
anxiety about getting up at four o’clock
next morning will make you nervous.
You finally snatch a few hours rest and
then wake with a start, daylight has ap-
peared, and you hastily dress for a star*.
You have not succeeded in securing a
team but have decided to walk,wondering
all the while at the scarcity of horse
flesh. You, however, congratulate your-
self on the information received from the
first person you meet on the road, that
you have only three and a hall miles to
walk. The morning air is bracing,
your spirits are high, and you fra’
vel at a Kkilling pace. After being one

‘hour on the road youfeelanxious to know

how much farther you have to go. You
meet a man carrying an axe and ask him.
Don’t be surprised at his answer—‘To
Meadow Brook from here, if you take the
short cut, which is impracticahle for
strangers, is a little over four miles.”
