The Prize Ring—Edwiirds dnd Coll-
ver Pounding each other.

APPEARANCE OF TIIE MEN.
As the men stood opposed to each
other at.the scratch their appearance and
positions were ,critically and eagerly
scrutinized. Edwards’s position was
easy and artistic, and much neater than
Collyer’s, whose guard was held rather
low. There was a striking contrast in
the ttvo menm: The stardy, thick-set,
masculine built frame of Collyer, with its
dark, bronzed skin, showing markedly in
comparison with the lithe, elegant, but
well knit form of Edwards, whose skin
was almost as fair, white, 4ad smooth as
that of a woman.

Collyer
led off on the breast, and was countered
by a heavy left-hander on the ribs, and a
right.handér'on the forehéad. Edwards
rushing in clinched, and after a short
struggle Edwards knocked Collyer down.
Edwards was aliowed first biood and first
knock down. - _

Rouxp Tmmrp.—Collyer led, but was
o1t of « istapce. After a sharp exchange
in which both received terrible punish-
ment, Edwards fought Collyer down.

Rouxp FeurtH.—Collyer, hy the ad-
vice of Barney Aaron, rushed in, bat Ed
wards met him with a sledge-hammer
blow which went crushing on to Collyer s
ferehead, raising a large bump and senc-
ing him staggering backward. He r>-
tarned the compliment by a blow on
Edwarcs's mouth. A rattling exchange
followed, which was slightly in Collyer’s
favor. The men then broke ground and
the fighting was desperate. Edwards
again led with his left and planted a ter~
rific blow on Collyer’s breast.

Rouxp Sixta.—This was the most
hotly contested round of the battle.

Again they came to-
gether in the centre of the ring, when
Edwards fought Collyer down aiid loud
cheers from Edwards’s partisans.

Rouxp EiGETH.—AsS the men stood up
at the mark it was plain to be seen that
Collyer had received the most punish-
ment, his face being badly cut, disfigured,
and bleeding profusely, while Edwards
had only a few abrasions of the skiu on
the cheek, forehead, and nose, and a few
scratches on his back from the spikes in
Collyer’s shoes, his fine ceadition neu-
tralizing the effects of Collyer’s hitting.

Collyer led off and delivered a left-
hander on Edwards’s mouth, and received
a terrific right-hander on the point of the
jaw which staggered hin, and as he was
falling Edwards dashed in and hit him
right and left amid a cry of *“ Oh” from
the erowd.

Coroner’s Inquest on One More Unfortunate
—Verdict of Suicide. .

Coroner Earle, yest.urdw’ afternoon,
held an inquest on the remains of Bridget
Kelly, of Ganterbury, a post mortem e€x-
amination having been held by Dr. T. J.
O. Earle before the inquest. Mrs.
Doherty, who lives in the St. John House,
testified to seeing her in the morning,
Thursday, and directing her to the post-
office by her request. At breakfast she
took suddenly ill and was assisted up
stairs to her room, where she died in
about ten minutes. Deceased had come to
the house in search of Charles McCar-
- ron; who boarded there. Charles Mc-
Carron gave evidence as follows :

I am a house joiner and belong to
Prince Edward Island. I know the de-
ceased Bridget Kelly. I have known her
for about sixteen months. I first met
her in Calais. The deceased was living
with Mr. Waite in Calais when I first be-
came acquainted with her. I left Calais
a fortnight next Saturday. I did not see
her from the time I left Calais till she
came to the Saint John House. I saw
deceased every day. I saw deceased this
morning. She told me she did not feel
very well. She was low spirited. She
told me she ‘was in the family way.
She came to see me at the Saint John
House, (so she said). She asked me to
marry her. I told herI would not. She
told me she belonged to Canterbury. She
has a sister now living in Calais.
She told me when she first came to St.
John she stopped at the Nova Scotia
! House, on Tuesday night ; the same night
“she came to St. John. I was never en-

gaged to be married to her. I saw de-
ceased thie morning a quarter before se-
ven oclock. About nine o’clock last
night she told me she was going to Lew-
iston, Maine.

Morris V. Paddock,a clerkin Chalon2r’s,
testificd to selling the deceased a bottle
of strychnine, for the purpose of poison-
ing a Gog- They have been in the habit

+ of selling this poison by the bottle to de-
stroy vermin or foxes.

Dr. T. J. O. Earle, who held the post
* mortem, said the death was chused by
» strychnine. The jury returned a verdict
of suicide. The body was in the Dead

House last night.

. An Uzknown Corpse found 1n the Harbor.

This morning, about 5 o’clock, the body
of a drowned man was discovered in the
Market Slip. Policemen Moore and
Wilcox at once conveyed the remains
to the Dead House. The body has not
been recognized by any one. He was a
man about five feet ten, with brown
moustache and beard, dressed in dark
clothes, with flannel shirt and no collar,
evidently a seafaring man. In his pocket
was found eighty-seven cents, in a wal-
let, and a due bill of $5.90 on William
Wells, m favor of John McAnuity, and
dated April 9tk, 1874. A watchman on
board one of the tug beats lying at the
foot of the wharf heard a splash about
‘midnight. and it is supposed that is the
time the unfortunate man fell into the
water. He was probably stanned, as
there is a serious bruise on his nose, as
if he had struck the bottom of the Slip
when he fell. An inguest will be held by
Coroner Earle this aternoon.

Ontarnio Manufacturers on the Treaty
—It is Generally Condemncd—A
Demand for a Champion 1n its
Favor Finds no Response.
OTTAWA, Aug. 13.
At a meeting of Ontario manufacturers,
held yesterday in Hamilton, one hundred
represcntatives were present. Persons
. representing various manufactures divid-
ed into sections to report upon the effect
the Treaty would have on their industry.
They all reported adversely to the Treaty.
Speeches were made showing that from
every point it would prove disastrous to
manufacturers. Sliding scale was unani-
mously condemned in the report of the
committee on machinery. The Treaty is
objected to for not defining: whether
goods manufactured from British or
for:ign material come within the scope
of the Treaty. Our fears are warranted by
the advantage taken ofthe former Treaty
by the Americans in excluding seal oil
from the free list. Nearly every com-
mitee expressed an opinion that
the Treaty would lead "to an-
nexation. Some person was asked to
aldress meeting in favor of Treaty and
no one responded. A Central Commit-
tee was appointed to prepare resolutions
amending, favoring or rejecting. FPor-
tions of treaty resolutions will be dis-
cussed to-day. More delegates are ar-
riving.
