disagreeahle disease, and one whose 
presence in a community is nothing 
short of a local calamity. It brings 
suffering and privations to the fami 
lies afflicted, fear on all their neigh­
bors, and heavy loss on numbers of 
residents of the districts afiected. 
The legal quarantine affects many 
families besides those which have the 
disease; the social and business quar 
antine is still more sweeping.

This suâering, danger, inconven­
ience and loss is altogether unneces­
sary. A general regulation effective 
ly enforced would give the province 
immunity from the scourge. A trav 
eller with the smallpox would be 
powerless to spread the disease in 
places which he visited. It is safe to 
•ay that a smallpox epidemic will 
never spread among a vaccinated 
people.

Until vaccination becomes general 
all over the province the danger of an 
epidemic will exist in every part of 
New Brunswick. Two o« three 
houses in Moncton, with their inmate; 
are now isolated because of the short 
visit So that town of a man who had 
keen exposed to smallpox. It might 
have been am >ng other places as well 
as Moncton. Every other city and 
town is equally helpless, and equally 
ignorant of the day of visitation.

A sailor who came to St. John on a 
schooner a year or two ago brought 
with him the germs of a disease 
which attacked more than a hundred 
people in this town, and caused the 
death of one person out of every five 
attacked. Practically every person 
affected, certainly every one who died 
had not been recently and effectively 
vaccinated. Had vaccination been 
general before that time, or had it 
been ae general then as it was six 
months later, the disease weuld have 
made no headway at all.

The province is spending more pub 
lie money in fighting smallpox than 
would be required to vaccinate the 
whole population, and keep the people 
effectively vaccinated. Yet vaccina­
tion, which is the only legitimate way 
to fight smallpox, is hardly practiced 
at all in many country places, and is 
neglected in all our cities and towns. 
Only after the disease is at hand is 
local vaccination ordered and then it 
is too late.—Bun.

BEAUTIFY THE TOWN.
In many Maine towns there are 

town improvement associations, which 
do very effective work in arousing 
public sentiment and directing it in 
channels that lead to civic improve­
ment and the betterment of the sur­
roundings of the people. This can, 
perhaps, be better done in a small 
town than in a large city, but a great 
deal can be done in the larger com­
munities as well. The Bangor Com­
mercial cities the example of East- 
port as one that might be profitably 
followed by other towns and certainly 
it is worthy of great praise. The 
Commercial thus describes what has 
been done in a town which we have 
been accustomed to associate with 
sardines and fishy odors:

Bastport is another beautiful town 
on our extreme eastern coast that is 
coming into jest popularity as a sum­
mering place. There an improvement 
society has been doing good wjrk, 
work that has only met with encour­
agement and praise from every quar­
ter. Early the naat spring this eoci 
ety began a canvass for clean streets 
and neat yards. A war was waged 
against clutter and rubbish and waste.

Referring also to what Las been 
done in a number of other towns, the 
Commercial makes tlu-se proper obser­
vations, which may also be commend­
ed to the cities and tow ns of lw»' 
Brunswick:

Altbcugli it ehould be plain to farmere 
and otLers that extreme danger exist* 
making fire* lor the purpose of clearing 
land at preeent, and with the awful 
example of the effect of fire in the south 
«taring them in the face yet many fires 
have been set in Gloucester during the 
past fortnight. Nothing but extreme 
penalties will nuke such men understand 
the terrible danger of the fires spreading 

-and destroy^ whole settlements, and 
certainly severe measures -sill be adapted 
by the Local Government, and tSe 
magistrates if proof is sufficient to convict 
thorn who are now under the charge.

Besides the fires which raged back of i 
Millstream, there were several smaller 
ones to the east of the XepisiguU which 
destroyed small areas of valuable wool 
land and a number of terAcs, and back of 
Janeville and Clifton the fires there 
threatened the mills of Messrs Chapman 
JLd O'Brien, and in fact only prompt 

action saved the O’Brien mill, while Mr.
A. E. Chapman had a few deals burned, 
la many places the danger it not en tit ley 
over yet. In this connection we noticed 
so admirable suggestion in a letter to the 
press from tbs pen of Mr. W. W. 
Hubbard, who thinks there should be in 
each parish of every County a capable

If Sanada was as near 
England as France is and Canadians there 
felt towards England as we feel, how long 
would it be before English capital develop­
ed our resources? That is the point, obviais 
the distance, make Englishmen and English 
capitalists, small and great thoroughly 
understand that we are only five days 
travel from them, and you will see how 
quickly the money and people will flock in. 
But do not wait too Losg, for the Americans 
are wide awake and this pi opoeition of one 

‘ e most fareeeing men England ever 
produced has opened the eyes of the Atrer- 
caas to what they may expect if the Empire 
is nnited into a homogeneous whole, sod 
they will be on the alert to capture the 
best things we have so that they can control 
the trade sod country. The fact is, as we 
have said before, Englishmen, of the middle 
classes particularly, who are at all comfort­
able in England, have that comfort too 
nmch to wish change their present 
relations and positions, and their sons who 
go to the colonies rather expect loo much 
at tiiet. Their ignorance ol distance is not 
the only thing we have to complain of, they 
have a supercilious manner toward the 
Canadians which makes them unpopular 
until it is knocked ont of thsui b> associa 
lions with the world, and generally 
t-peaking, many ot our most thoughtful n en 
consider that our most ultimate destiny 
annexation with the United States.

What a change there was from the 
•M sledges or foot trains of convicts to 
the swiftly motiug cars that were 
drawn by the putting, screaming loco­
motives. at once a source of delight 
and terror to the people whose terri­
tory they crossed!

Among those who had made thin 
change so remarkable a success was 
James Gordon, an American engineer, 
who had charge of much of the ad­
vance work of the road.

Gordon was a typical American, 
reedy to go anywhere to build a rail­
way so long as the pay was sufficient 
to make it an object for him to take 
his daughter with bint.

For Frances Gordon was her father1» 
companion, secretary and comfort.

Left motherless at an early age, she 
brought up by strict aunt* 

revolted. Her father bad been 
a route across New Mexico 

hr a new rond, fondly sod longingly 
thinking of Ills dewght.v in her far­
away homo In New York. when. lo. the 
young lady herself, then aged nineteen, 
.put In a* appearance mounted «#i» «. 
brooebo awl accompanied by a half 
breed guide, to whom the spoke in so 
aatheritadre a tone that be bowed be­
fore her slightest wish in abject obedi­
ence. Since that day Frances Gordon 
was to be found where rer her father 
was.

A year and a half after they had 
finished the work in Mexico they Jour 
neyed together to Bussls. where Gor­
don was to take charge of the Impor­
tant part of putting through the rail­
way that was destined to revolutionise 
the trade and commerce of the world.

This great railway had progressed as 
far as the Obi river. In the government 
of Tomsk. Siberia, when a meeting of 
managers, engineers and govern meut 
officials was ordered at Moscow. Thith­
er from the Obi journeyed James Gor­
don and Frances.

f Thither also Journeyed Nicholas Xe- 
slrrov. prince of the empire and gov­
ernor of the province of Tomsk.

Prince Xewlerov was one of the 
wealthiest nobles of the land, was 
about thirty-five years of age and had. 
besides his exalted position as governor 
of Tomsk, estates In various parts of 
Itussla. particularly a hue oue at Gras- 
lov. lu the government of Perm.

It was after the convention, which 
had to do w*tb certain concessions and 
arrangements that were nec<**sary as 
rhe road drew near the border of Mau- 
thiiria. the crossing of certain moun­
tains. the bridging of certain streams, 
that Mr. Gordon was preparing to re­
turn to the Obi. where the western end 
of Ills oi««rations was laid, the opera­
tion- Hm ves reaching eastward to 
Lake Baikal. in Irkutsk.
