Unhappy Marriages Responsible 
For Many Suicides in United States

New York, Jan. 26.—American newspaper editors appeared immune 
from suicide in 1919, according to a tabulated report of 5,121 cases in the 
United States, issued today by the Save a Life League. Of the profes­
sions, lawyers led the list with 43, of whom 12 were judges; 36 victims 
were physicians, 28 teachers, and 11 clergymen.

The list included 20 presidents of large business concerns, and more 
than 50 prominent club members millionaires and wealthy society wo­
men. Unhappy marital relations were responsible for about 350 tragedies, 
including persons killed by the self-murderer.

Men outnumbered women 2,987 to 1,657, but of the child suicides 252 
were girls and 225 boys. Ages varied from four years to an even 
hundred.

"Since the signing of the armistice there has been a constantly in­
creasing number of suicides everywhere," the report said. "From foreign 
countries, reports show a serious situation. In Germany, Russia, Syria 
and other countries, where the number has been very large, the cause 
is attributed to despair because of miserable living conditions brought 
about by the war."

NEW CLUE DISCOVERED?
INQUIRY IS BEING MADE.

North Bay, Jan. 26.—An exhaus. 
tive inquiry was opened this after­
noon into the cause of the rear-end 
collision near here on Sunday morn. 
Ing, between two sections of the 
Canadian Pacific express for Van. 
couver, when eight were killed and 
thirteen injured, among the sleep­
ing passengers of the first section. 
Conditions caused by the severe sub- 
zero weather, which caused the first 
section to stall for lack of steam, 
coupled with the fact that the crew 
of the second locomotive failed to 
hear the exploding warning tor­
pedoes set by the first train, are 
generally accepted as the direct 
causes of the accident.

Montreal, Jan. 26.—Failure of tor­
pedoes to explode loudly enough to be 
heard above the roar of the train was 
the cause vi the rear-end collision at 
Corbeil yesterday on the Canadian Pa- 
cific Railway, in which eight or more 
persons lost their lives, according to re­
ports reaching the company’s offices 
here this morning. When the first sec­
tion of the transcontinental train was 
stalled owing to the difficulty in rais­
ing steam through the extreme cold. Its 
crew went back along the tracks and 
fixed torpedoes to act as a warning to 
the second section.

The members of the crew of the 
second train report they did not hear 
the torpedoes, and their train ran on 
and into collision with the Pullman car 
which was telescoped.

MANY NEW CASES
LISTED IN NEW YORK

NEW YORK, Jan. 25.—Despite the 
strenuous efforts being made by the 
health authorities to check the spread 
of Influenza there were 2,855 new 
cases of the malady reported during 
the last 24 hours. Health Commissioner 
Copeland announced tonight. This was 
an increase of 494 over the number 
of cases reported the previous day. 
Deaths from the disease numbered 30, 
a decrease of three from yesterday, 
while 75 persons succumbed to pneu­
monia.

Since January 1 there have been 
a total of 8,799 influenza and 3,187 
pneumonia cases reported.

In the same period there have been 
159 influenza and 1.099 pneumonia 
deaths.

Dr. Copeland said that today's figures 
corresponded with those of October 6. 
1918, of the last epidemic, on which 
date there were 159 deaths from in­
fluenza and pneumonia.

New York, Jan, 26.—Paper currency 
throughout the world increased 600 pen 
cent since the beginning of the war in 
1914, while the gold reserve behind it 
increased only 40 per cent, according to 
statistics compiled by the National City 
Bank, published today. The face value 
of paper currency of 30 principal coun- 
tries, which totaled $7.250.000.000 in 
1914, it was stated, increased to 310.-1 
000.000.000 at the time of the armistice, 
and to $50.000.000.000 in December, 1919. 
exclusive of $34,000,000,000 issued by the 
Russian soviet government. The world 
debt was estimated at $200,000,000.000, 
compared with $40,000,000,000 in 1914.

"The four central powers—Germany. 
Austria-Hungary, Turkey and Bulgaria 

show an advance in note circulation 
from $1.200,000,000 in 1914 to $12,300.000,- 
000 at the close of the war. and $18,- 
770.000.000 in December, 1919," the re­
port said, "the gold reserve falling from 
$600,000.000 in 1914 to $327.000,000 in 
1919, the ratio of gold to notes declininz 
from 49.7 per cent in 1914 to 5.5 per 
cent in November, 1918, and 1.7 per 
cent in December, 1919." !

In the eight principal countries of the 
Allies, paper notes increased from 
$1.166,000.000 in 1914 to $2.420,000,000 in 
1919. while the gold reserve also In­
creased from $516,000.000 to $1,450.000 - 
000, a ratio of 44.3 in 1914, and 59.9 
in 1919.

BUT ONE LEFT 
OF HAPPY FAMILY;
WIFE AND SONS DIE

NORTH BAY, Jan. 25.—(By Can­
adian Press).—The death of Mrs. Susan 
Pedan and her two boys in the train 
wreck at Corbeil leaves one survivor 
in what was a few years ago a happy 
and growing family. Her husband had 
taken up land in Alberta and is in 
Calgary awaiting the arrival of his 
wife and sons. Two older boys were 
killed in France.

Nearly all the passengers on the 
train were western people or settlers 
for the West, and all casualties were 
in the rear Pullman, which was tele­
scoped. It is assumed from the latter 
fact that the rear section of the train 
could not have been running at full 
speed when it came tn collision with 
the leading portion. Disablement of I 
the locomotive, due to extremely cold! 
weather, is given as the cause of the 
fi st section having been stalled. The 
accident occurred at 10:30 this morn­
ing, and at that hour the thermometer 
stood at 22 below zero.

Of the score of injured now in the 
hospital here it is stated that all have 
a good chance of recovery. The train 
bringing them from the scene of the 
wreck reached here at 4:30 this after­
noon and was met by ambulances, 
automobiles and sleds. On receipt of 
the news of the collision nurses and 
doctors had been rushed to Corbeil on 
Supt. Scully's private car.

Assistant Superintendent Boucher is 
still at Corbeil, superintending the re­
moval of the bodies and the restoration 
of traffic. Just before midnight Fred 
Martin, a local undertaker, returned to 
North Bay with five bodies of the 
victims, but could not give their names. 
There are several children among the 
unidentified dead.

THE CASE OF THE ALBANY SOCIALISTS.
The trial by the judiciary committee of the 

State Legislature at Albany of the five ousted 
Socialist membera is exciting very general in- 
terest throughout the United States because of 
ithe important principles involved and because 
of the general excitement Incident upon the 
"various “Red" raids that have been taking 
place. Particular interest has been given to 
the Albany trial by the fact that the New York 
Bar Association, composed of the lawyers of 
the American metropolis, has decided that the 
Legislature is entirely out of accord with the 
American constitution in the course that it is 
taking. A deputation, headed by ex-Chief Jus­
tice Charles Evans Hughes, visited Albany on 
the opening day of the trial, where It was re- 
fused a hearing, but the fact that so important 
and conservative a body as the Bar Association 

should protest against the Legislature’s action 
is significant of a reaction from the extremes to 
which the campaign against the “Reds” has 
been carried in the last two or three weeks. It 
comes at a time when a number of the leading 
New York newspapers are questioning the ad­
visability of allowing local authorities here, 
there and everywhere about the country to in­
dulge in Socialist-baiting without regard to the 
character of the views held by those prosecuted.

The New York Bar Association, in a public 
statement issued after the refusal to hear its 
representatives at Albany, contends that the 
Legislature is not warranted in the action it is 
taking, because the five men accused were 
legally elected, were admitted to the Legislature 
without challenge, subscribed the necessary 

oaths, have not violated the law of the land and 
have not misconducted themselves as legis- 
,lators. While admitting the right of the Legis­
lature to bo the judge of the qualifications of its 

Iown members, it is contended that this is not 
. an arbitrary power, but must be used in accord­
ance with essential principles of representative 

Igovernment. Moreover, it is pointed out that 
] by the constitution of the United States no other 
Ioath, declaration or test than that required by 

the constitution shall be required as a qualifi­
cation for any office of trust, and the Assembly 

has no right to establish any test of loyalty or| 
Srolitical principle as a qualification of mem- 
[ership in addition to the prescribed official 

oath.

In view of Holland’s refusal to surrender the 
ex-Kaiser the following estimate of the former 
German emperor is of interest. It was written 
by A. G. Gardiner, the distinguished English 
journalist, and appeared in his book, “Prophets, 
Priests and Kings," published before the war:

“Remember how he disappointed expecta­
tion when he came to the throne. Germany 
was on the verge of war with France and 
Russia combined, and Europe saw the acces­
sion of the youthful kaiser, so hot-headed 
and impulsive, with fearful expectation. Here 
was a new Napoleon, filled with dreams of 
glory, armed with the most gigantic military 
weapon in history. And his first official words 
were words of peace; his first act to visit the 
European courts, returning with the message 
‘I believe that with the help of God I have 
succeeded in Insuring the peace of the world 
for many years to come.’ Set this and the 
record of his reign against those sudden 
ebullitions that seemed so alarming, but are 
really only sound and fury, signifying 
nothing.

"He keeps his powder dry and his armor 
bright. But he stands for peace—peace armed 
to the teeth, it is true; peace with the mailed 
fist, but peace nevertheless.

"And so as one watches him riding down 
the rarks at Potsdam in the bright sunshine, 
hears the morning greeting napped out In 
sharp staccato, and sees his salute to the 
empress watching the parade from the win­
dows of the old palace, one feels confidence 
displacing distrust, and discerns beneath all 
this rattle of drums and love of the drama of 
government an undercurrent of purpose, 
making, it is true, for the aggrandizement of 
Germany, but making also for the peace of 
of the world. If he fails in his policy of peace, 
it will be because of the incurable air of 
falsity that Is the besetting sin of German 
policy—a policy which has been well described 
by the Frankfurter Zeitung as "Incalculable,

FOR AMERICA TO DECIDE.
[London Times.]

The Allies want America to ratify, for many 
reasons of the highest moment. They want her to 
ratify now. Tney want her ratification to have the 
American people behind it. They would greatly 
prefer that she should ratify the treaty as her 
president and her other representatives helped to 
mold it, and as Mr. Wilson signed it. They think 
that ratification as it stands would do most for the 
immediate pacification of the troubled world, for 
the economic welfare of mankind, for the develop­
ment and the stability of public law, for the adjust­
ment by legal means of international differences, for 
the prevention of future wars, for the spread of 
civilization, for the security of society in all lands, 
and, generally, for gradual progress towards the ful­
fillment of the just and generous ideals for which 
America came and fought by the side of her sister 
democracies.

There is something about one phase of the Ger­

man mentality which the other nations are simply 
unable to understand. It seems to rest on a colossalj 
egoism which assumes that whatever a German does 
is right because a German does it. Not only do they 
act on this underlying assumption, but they exhibit 
a very honest surprise when the claim is not 
admitted.

Prince von Buelow has afforded the latest public 
example of this peculiarity. Before the war he was 
welcome in Rome, and was popular among all classes 
of the Italian people. He used his situation unscru­
pulously for the advantage of Germany, employing 
much the same tactics as later became familiar at 
Washington.

Despite all this, he goes blithely back to Rome 
again, and fully expects everybody to shake hands 
with him as if nothing had happened. The moral 
aspects of his conduct on former occasions do not 
appear to strike him at all. What he did was for! 
Germany’s benefit. Therefore it must obviously be 
approved by all men.

This moral obtuseness probably does not afflict 
the whole Teutonic people. The prospects of reju- 
venation would be rather hopeless if it did. It is 
confined largely to the military and to the aristo­
cratic classes who held high positions in the govern­
ment. But unfortunately these very elements are 
still powerful in the country's affairs, even though 
there has been an infiltration of a proportion of 
radicalism.

[Ottawa Journal.]

A complaint that has some justification is regis­
tered by the Toronto Star against official dictum 
that there is no such race of people as Canadians. 
When the people of this country are required to 
make registrations for official records, as in the 
case of births or deaths, they must trace their origin 
back to some other country. Thus, in the latest 
registration forms issued by the registrar-general 
It Is stipulated that the terms "American" and 
“Canadian” may not be used to indicate race. The 
form declares that these terms signify citizenship, 
not race.

The Toronto paper holds that the effect of this 
ruling is to declare that there are no Canadians in 
Canada. “Why should the state itself go to such 
great pains to repudiate her children, and insist, 
generation after generation, that they are but 
strangers here, and ever must remain so?" it asks.

Many people in this country are undoubtedly 
more Canadian than anything else. People whose 
forefathers lived in Canada for two or three genera­
tions have little of the racial characteristics of the 
countries of their origin. A distinct race of people 
has been developed in this country. The people of 
the old country do not look upon Canadians as 
English, Scotch or Irish, although they descended 
from those races. We are considered by them as 
a distinct race, but we are not permitted to con­
sider ourselves as such.|
