Mast of the islands composing the group known ns the ‘ Thousand 

Islands ’ have been named after officers and others who have distinguished them­
selves, particularly in the war of 1812-14. As these names have been given to com­
memorate their efforts to preserve Canada for the British empire, it is only fitting 
that the information be published in connected and permanent form that will ensure 
the recognition to which they arc1 entitled.

The following notes have been compiled by Mr. James White from various sources,

Adelaide; island, St. Lawrence river, Yonge, 
Leeds. Ont. ; probably after Queen Adelaide 
(Amelia Adelaide Louise Theresa Caroline) 
1792-1819; princess of Saxe-Cobonrg-Menin- 
gen and queen of England, wife of the Duke 
of Clarence, (later William IV.) whom she 
married July IS, 1818.

Admiralty ; group, St. Lawrence river, 1-eeds, 
Leeds, Ont. ; after the governing body of 
the British navy ; some of the islands in 
the group are named after Lords of the 
Admiralty.

Amherst; island. L. Ontario, Addington, Ont. ; 
after Field Marshal Jeffrey Amherst, (1717- 
97) Baron Amherst ; commanded the British 
forces during the capture of Louisburg; 
C.B., July 26, 1758; appointed Governor- 
General of British North America in 1760.

Aspasia ; island, St. Lawrence river, Escott, 
Leeds, Ont.; probably after a gunboat, on 
the Great lakes during the war of 1812-14.

Axeman ; island, Lake Fleet group, St. Law­
rence river, Lansdowne, Leeds, Ont.; after 
the Axeman, a gunboat on the Great lakes 
during the war of 1812-14.

Bagot; island, St. Lawrence river, Yonge, 
Leeds, Ont.; after Sir Charles Bagot, 1871- 
1843; negotiated with Rush agreement, be­
tween Great Britain and United States, re­
specting limitation of vessels of war on the 
Great lakes ; Governor-General of Canada, 
1841-43.

Barge; island. Lake Fleet group, St. Lawrence 
river, Leeds, Leeds, Ont. ; name suggested

by its position in the group named after the 
fleet on the Great lakes in 1812-14 and by 
proximity to ‘ Gig,’ ' The Punts,* anil 
* Jolly ’ islands.

Battkiihby ; island, Brock group, St. Lawrence 
river, Elisabethtown, Leeds, On*.; probably 
after Li eut.-Col. F. Battersby, who, op Feb. 
6, 1812, was in command of the Glengarry 
Light Infantry.

Baumoardt; island, St. Lawrence river, Lans­
downe, Leeds, Ont. ; on May 1, 1816, Capt. 
W. A. Baumgardf, R.N., commanded the 
Lake Champlain fleet, consisting of the flag­
ship Champlain, and ten gunboats, 3 long 
guns each.

Ont. ; probably 
after a gunboat on the Great lakes dui- 
the war of 1812-14.

Bouciiier; island, Navy group, St. Lawrence 
river, Lansdowne, Leeds, Ont.; on May 1, 
1816, Cap*.

Bouchier, R.N., commanded 
the Lake Erie fleet consisting of the Ne»r- 
axh (4)., Tccumsch (4), Sunlit (1) and Huron

Brock; group, St. Lawrence river, Elisabeth­
town, Leeds, Ont. ; after Major Gen. Sir 
Isaac Brock (1769-1812) ; in 1810, appointed 
to command of troops in Upper Canada and, 
later, was provisional Lieut. Gov of the

Col. Sir Charles Chichester (179ft- 
1817); in 1H2IÎ, he was major in the 2nd 
battalion of the 611th, then serving in 
America.

22, 1813.

Navy group, St. Lawrence 
river, Lansdowne. Leeds. Ont. ; after Capt. 
Francis Brockell Spilsbiirv, R.N., in com­
mand of schooner Melville on L. Ontario 
Aug. 10, 1815; commanded the Heresford at 
Socket!s Harbour; was present in actions 
off Burlington. Sept. 28. 18I2. and at French 
Creek, Nov. I, 1813; Captain commanding 
Niagara May 21, 1814; present at Oswego, 
May 0, 1814.

Stovin; island. Brock group, St. Lawrence 
river, Elisabethtown. I as «Is, Ont. ; after 
Major General Richunl Stovin ; commanded 
Montreal district during war of 1812-14; was 
present at Fort Erie sortie.

The Punts; islands, I-ake Fleet group. St. 
Lawrence river, Ia-eds, I,oeds, Ont. ; from 
position in Lake Fleet group and in vicinity 
of Gig. (#/.r.). Barge, &<•., islands.

Troughton ; island. Lake Fleet group, St. 
I.awrence river, Lcssls, Leeds, Ont.; after 
Troughton ami Simms, famous instrument 
manufacturers, Ismdun, Lag.

Twin Sisters ; islands. Brock group, St. Law­
rence river, Elizabethtown, Lee«ls, Ont. ; 
fr«im their striking resemblance to each

Van Buren ; island, St. Lawrence river, 
Fscott, Leeds, Ont. ; possibly after Martin 
Van Buren. < 1782-181*2), eiglith President of 
the United States.

Vansittart ; island, St. Lawrence river. Yon ire 
IahhIs. Out. ; probably after Vice-Admiral 
Vansittart ; he was present at the capture 
of Cape of Good Hope; came to Canada in 
1834 and titled near Woodstock. Out. In 
1821 lh.' Right Hon. Nicholas Vansittart 
was Chanc-llor of the Exchequer.

Victoria ; island. Brock group, St. Lawrence 
river, Elizabethtown, Leeds, Out.; probably 
after Her Majesty Queen Victoria (1819- 
1901).

Wai.i.ace; island, St. Lawrence river, Lans­
downe, Le«*ds, Ont. ; probably after Thomas 
Wallace, Baron Wallace of Knaresdale. 
(1708-1810; I r. February 1828; Loril of the 
Admiralty, 1797-1800; sometime M.P. for 
Penryhyn ; 1814, mar. Jane, dau. of John, 
2nd Karl of llopetmvn and widow of Henry. 
1st Viscount Melville.

Wu.LouoiiBY; island, St. Lawrence river, Yonge, 
Lieds, Ont. ; probably after Commander 
.lames Beautine Willoughby, B.N.; entered 
Navy 1830; served as mate on the Niagara 
(20) Captain Williams Saiidom. on the Great 
lak s; Lii utenanl. 1841, on the Illustrious 
N.A. and W.I. station ; 1845-44» in Mohawk 
and Vhvrokre on the Great lakes; received 
thanks of Royal Humane Soeu-ty 1807, for 
rescuing crew of vessel wrecked on Pigeon 
1., lake Ontario.

York*; island. Admiralty group, St. Law­
rence river, Leeds, Leeds, Ont. ; after Rt. 
lion. Citas. Philip Yorke, 2nd son of Philip, 
2nd Fai l of lianlwicke ; First Lord of the 
Admiralty. 1811; b. 1704.
