New York papers of Thurs-
day, received yesterday, contain little that is
interesting to Canadian readers.

The packet-ship Independence, which sailed
on the Tth instant for Liverpool, took out
sovereigns (British) to the amount of 30,000
dollars, exclusive of a number of American
“ sovereigns’ paying 140 dollars each for the
passage.

Flour at New York has advanced seventy-
five cents within the three weeks preceding
the Sth instant. At the latter date, Western
was brisk at $61.
