flows from ' the sanctifying dlewe - of
Christian marriage.

Rome, March 3. — The 25th
versary of the coromation of Pope

l.eo was celebrated to-day with all
the grandeur and impressiveness as-
sociated with the high ceremonies of
the Cathliolic Church, and amid a dis-
play of enthwsiasm and emotion on
the part of the vast assemblage gath-
ered within the walls of St. Peter’s
such as vied with'the greatest of
previous demonstrations of reverence
amd affectien for the aged Pontiff. To-
night all the sacred edifices in Rome
—mgnasteries, convents, seminaries —
and also many private houses were il-
Sumjnated in conmmemoration of the
wevent, the Trastevere quartér and the
Leoni especially presenting a
blaze of light, while the general ei-
ifect was heightemed by the burning
of Bengal fires ‘throug the city.

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CARE OF LAMPS.

E.very lamp owner should know that

a new wick should be soaked in vine-
gar—some housekeepers boil it in
vinegar. This hgving been done,
there will be neither smoke nor smell
while a much brighter light will be
given.

Wicks are the main thing to be con-
sider in connections with lamps.
Unless) a wick is well cared for, a
satisfgctory light cannot be had.

In the first place, those who have
the care of lamps should never cut
the wicks; the charred portions from
them should be rubbed off with a soit
rag every day. If the wick becomes
too short to carry up the kerosene,
do not throw it away, but fasten a
piece of cotton cloth to the end be-
low and it will prove a good feeder.
Wicks shodld not be allowed to grow
too short, however, for then they
clog the burners.

No better trgatment for burners can

_be suggested, when they have become

gummy and prevent the wicks from
moving freely, than to boil them in
suds over the for a short time. In
this way they can be kept clean, and
a clean burner always works well. By

Once in a while the lamps them-
selves become corroded and should
be washed out with soap suds and
very small shot or a little sand and
should be shaken vigorously for a
few minutes. .

one should be warned on this point.

through the flesh that it requires a
dry, intense heat 1o make them
palatable. Salmon is an exception to

‘| this rule, being at 1ts best when boil-

ed. An old saying declares: ‘‘Small
fish should swim twice—one in water,
once in oil.” It is a good proverb
for the cook to remember, because it
applies well to every tiny fish—smelts
brook trout, perch, whitebait, cat-
fish, sunfish, builheads and every-
thing in small finny things, partly for
the preservation of the small amount
of meat on their bones, should be
carefully stripped, cleaned, egged,
crumbed and fried. Sometimes these
small fish are sauted, but they are
not so good nor so wholesome as
when they “swim in oil.”

The fish which plank to perfection
are shad, whitefish, mackerel, blue-
fish, red snapper and pompano. There
are a number of real advantages to
this method of cooking; it is so easy,
it may be done in any hot oven of a
coal or gas stove; the wood imparts
a flavor to the fish which can be ob-
tained in no other way. Then there is
no dificult task of sliding it from
a broiler, or bake pan to the platter,
because it is the proper thing to send
the plank straight¥to the table laid
on a folded towel. If you have to pre-
pare a, fish yourself for planking, re-
member, it must be cut down the back
instpad of down the stomach, the
thin portion of the flesh going on the
middle of the plank.

Your Directors beg to submit the Fourth Annual Report of The To-
ronto General Trusts Corporation (being the twenty-first of The Toronto
General Trusts Company), together with the Profit and Loss Account, and
other financial statements, showing the operations of the Corporation for
the year ended 31st December, 1902. New estates, amounting to $2,098 -
827. 36, have passed into the care of the Corporation during the year, of

In addition to the new business thus summarized, the Corporation has,
during the year, been appointed Trustee for the issue and certification of
debentures, registrar of stocks and bonds, transfer agent, and other trans-
actions of a kindred character, aggregating over $10,000,000. In the trans-
action of this class of work the Corporation assumes no responsibility
other than the exercise of great care and systematic checking.

The Profit and Loss Account herewith submitted shows the earnings of
the Corporation for the year, and plainly sets out in detail the sources
from which they were derived. An examination of this sheet will confirm
the reports which have been made to the Shareholders and the public gen-
erally from time to time, and which your Directors again desire to re-
iterate, namely, that although there are various branches of financial busi-
ness that give promise of yielding large profits, the Corporation, realiz-
ing, as it does, the great responsibility that rests upon it in having the
care of estates and funds aggregating over $20,000,000, held largely for the
support of widows, children and dependent classes generally, believes it to
be its duty to strietly confine itsell to the legitimate work of a corporate
executor, trustee, administrator, etc., as authorized by its Act of Incor-
poration and the General Act governing Trust Companies. As the compen-
sation for acting in these c;paclties is limited, and the cost of maintain-

ing a large and expensive sfafl of trained officials is great, it will be ob-
vious that the expenses of /maintaining the Trusts Corporation in its pre-
sent state of efficiency in all its departments can only be met by the
transaction of a large volume of business.

From the large number of Wills that have been deposited with the
Corporation, and noutications almost daily received of the execution of
Wills in which the Corporation has been appointed Fxecutor and Trustee,
your Directors are encouraged to believe that the fixed determination of
the Corporation to confine itsell strictly to the transaction of a Trust and
Agency business is receiving the approval of the public. The present stafi
organization of the Corporation, with such junior clerical additions as its
growing business may necessitate from time to time, is sufficient for the
transaction of a largely increased volume of business.

It will be observed that the expenditures under the heading of office ex-
penses are abnormally. large as compared with the preceding year, as they
include all the prelifffinary expenses incurred in the establishment of the
Manitoba Branch, and also expenditures at the Head Office in the promo-
tion of the Corporation’s business, which might legitimately have been ex-
tended over a series of years, but which are all paid out of the profits of
the year.

After making provision for every known loss, the profits for the year
amount to $99,025.45, out of which your Directors have declared and paid
two semi-annual dividends at the rate of 7} per cent. per annum, amount-
ing to $75,000, and they have carried $20,000 to the Rest Account, thus
fncreasing that fund to $290,000, and in addition have carried forward to
the credit of Profit and Loss $4,025.45.

In moving the adoption of the report which has just been read, I do
not think that it is necessary to take up your time with any very length-
ened remarks. Last year being the close of the second decade in our ex-
istence, very full information was furnished to the Shareholders, accoinpan-
ied by statements showing the great growth of the Corporation; that since
the organization of the Corporation close upon $40,000,000 of estates,

trusts and work of a kindred character have passed under its care, and
that after distribution of a large volume of assets over $20,000,000 still
remains in its hands.

This year I will confine myself to a few remarks on the operations of

the past twelve months, as exhibited in the Profit and Loss Sheet submit-
ted to you. And, first, I want to say that, differing from the two preced-
ing years, we have had no very large estates, come under our care. We
have had a greaier number of estates and trusts than usual, aggregating
over §2,000,000, but none of large magnitude. The operations of the year
may be therefore looked upon as the normal volume of business that we
may reasonably expect to be continued, and possibly improved upon from
year to year.

You will see from the Profit and Loss Sheet that the gross earnings of
the Corporation amount to $191,732.07. There is an increase in the com-
missions earned for the. management of estates; also some increase in in-
terest earned owing to properties having been realized and now becoming
productive; the rents for the Safe Deposit vaults stand about the same.
You will notice, however, that there is a slight decrease in the net rents
received from the Corporation’s building. In this connection I call your
attention to the fact that the cost of reconstructing our building was
about $50,000, over $30,000 of which has been paid out of our profits dur-
ing the past three years.

Coming now to uhe debit side of the Profit and Loss Sheet, you will
observe that there is an increase in expenses. This is largely due to the es-
tablishment of the Manitoba Branch. As the Report states, the Board
considered it desirable to write off all the preliminary expenses connected
with the establishment of this Agency as well as some abnormal expendi-
tures at the Head Office out of the profits of the year and have done
with it. The commissions paid for Joans and the cost of inspection of
loans have increased, and will, of course, continue to increase with the
growth of our investing business.. The inspection of loans is a branch of
expenditure which it would *be false economy to endeavor to curtail.

To sum up, you will observe that aiter writing off all ascertained losses
we have in round figures, a balance at our credit of net profits amounting
to $100,000. Out of this we have paid $75,000 in dividends and we have
carried $20,000 to the Rest, bringing forward to the credit of Profit and
Loss $4,025. Upon the whole, gentlemen, I think we have very good rea-
son to be satisfied. *s the Profit and Loss Sheet shows, all our earnings
are derived from commissions on the management of estates and interest
derived from the investment of our Capital.

HON. S. C. WOOD, Vice-President, in seconding the adoption
Report, said:

The increasing prosperity of the Company as shown by the Report must
be most satisfactory to the Shareholders. The Report itself is very clear
and very full, and taken along with the remarks of the President, covers
all that is necessary to be said. I wish simply to refer in a few words to
one particular. item of interest to this Company, and that is the constant-
ly increasing confidence of the public in this Company. That we have since
our formation had nearly $40,000,000 of estates, trusts, etc., and that we
still have under our control over $20 000,000, is undoubtedly evidence of
the confidence of the public in this Corporation, and, year by year, we
come-down with our Report, showing that we each year are receiving
trusts aggregating millions. Although there were no very large estates
this year, to my mind, the true test is the number of trusts and estates
that pass through our hands. Since the formation of the Company its
business has been gradually increasing, until last year the new estates
reached the largest number in the history of the Corporation.

One other matter I would like to refer to—the profits of the year. It
may be disappointing to some of our Shareholders that a Company having
under its supervision and control $20,000,000, with a paid-up Capital of
$1,000,000, and a large Reserve, should only show a net annual profit of
$100,000. To some it may be disappointing, that with such a President as
Dr. Hoskin, such a Manager as Mr. Langmuir, a first-class staff in all de-
partments, that we have not realized larger profits, but it that is a real
source of dissatisfaction, it should be remembered that it is the best guar-
antee that the public can have that we are doing the business of the
trusts committed to our care at the least possible charge.

MR. W. H. BEATTY, Vice-President, said:

"1 would like to say a few words in connection with the Inspection Com-
mittee. We have a very large Board, a very large Executive Committee,
and it would be an impossibility for every member to attend every meet-
ing of the Executive Committee. Possioly the President and the Man-
aging Director only could do that. But I want to state to you that Mr.
Aemilius Irving, Mr. J. L. Blaikie and myself see everything that is done
by the IExecutive Committee. We see every mortgage and every debenture
that is taken, as well as all the work from start to finish. In doing so,
I want to say, further, that during all the time I have been on the In-
spection Committee (over fifteen years) I have never found one single in-
vestment that has been made for a trust estate, unless the trust deed or
will authorized it, that did not come strictly within the Act. I-am afraid
that it would not be wise to extend the classes of investments to be taken
for Trusts, as has been suggested. While a Trust Company might exercise
wise discretion, and do what was right, vou would find trustees who
could not exercise the discretion which this Company does. Money has
been lost on mortgages, but I believe it is about the best investment, if
you act cautiously and prudently. What, however, I wish to emphasize is
that the Corporation is doing what is strictly a Trust Company business,
and so long as I have a say in the matter we will continue that course.

Respecting the compensation of the Corporation, I can only say that it
is smaller than is paid to individuals; often, I think, too small, having re-
gard to the work and responsibility.

I will finish by emphasizing that the Inspection Committe examines ev-
ery mortgage, every debenture, every valuation, every certificate of title,
and that the management go to no end of trouble to obtain any infor-
mation for which the Committee asks.

MR. JAMES HENDERSON, in support of the resolution, said: :

I think we must all be exceedingly pleased with the results of: the past
year's business. 1 do not altogether coincide with - Mr. Wood in his re-
marks with refereace to the net Prolits being comparatively small. You
must consider, gentlemen, that the work in connection with these various
estates is simply enormous, both in clerical work and superintendence,
and the work has to be done with the utmost exactness, involving much
care and responsibility and almost innumerable interviews with parties
interested, all of which largely increases the expenses of management. The
Company, I think, has well decided to confine itself to a Trust and Agency
business.

The Report of the Directors was adopted, as well as the Report of
the Inspection Commttee as presented by the Chairman, Mr. W. H.
Beatty.

It may be only a

The season of legislative activity is
at hand. Ontario’'s Legislature will
soon be in &uil swing; that of Que-
bec has already commenced what
promises 1o be a long and very in-
teresting session. Next week, the
12th of March, the Federal Parlia-
ment will be called for dispatch of
usiness, and it will be with the doings
of that important body that your
correspondent will be most concern-
ed. As during the session of 1902,
80 during the coming one, I hope to
be in a position to furnish the read-
ers of The Catholic Register with a
careful and exact weekly review of
all that transpires. Last year it was
remarked to me that the correspon-
dent of your paper did not give all
the details of the difierent move-
ments on the great chess-board of
Dominion politics. The person makirg
the statement was not aware that he
was speaking teo that very corre-
spondent. For obvious reasons I leit
him with his mistaken idea; but, now
that another session is about to
commence, and the same opinion may
be entertained by others. I will take
occasion of this week’s issue to give
a word of explanation.

All the details of debates, votes,
and other proeceedings in the House
are to be found in the caily press.
Every night and all <oy long de-
spatch after despatch is going out,
and in the end the public has a com-
plete statement of all that transpires
a few hours after the events take
place. It would be impossible for a
weekly organ, and, above all, one
that has an important mission out-
side of .politics, to furnish columns
of Parliamentary reports. The most—
and the best—that can be done is.to
give a bird's-eye view of all that af-
fects in a special manner those whose

special organ the paper is supposed
to be. In the next place the daily
reporter can afiord to make a slip

or a mistake, for he has only to cot-
rect it next day, but the weekly pa-
per has not the opportunity of mak-
ing any such correction—for to come
with a week later is tantamount to
leaving it alone, thz erroneous . ef-
fects having long since been produced.

Moreover a Catholic organ can nev-
er afford to be in érror, can never al-
low mistakes to glide in; it is the
mouthpiece of a cause that essential-
ly is allied to the Truth, and its
very character and mission forbid any
guesswork or haphazard statements.
Therefore, there is very much in the
way of Parliamentary news that, as
correspondent for a Cathotic weekly,
I would not attempt to reproduce.
No matter how limited the corre-
spondence may be, the reader may
rely upon its exactness. No line will
ever be sent to The Catholic Register
that cannot bear the most careful in-
vestigation and that the correspon-
dent cannot back up and substantiate
in face of the severest and most ex-
acting criticism. For this, amongst
other reasons, it will be found that
the Parliamentary correspondence
which will come to you from Ottawa
may sometimes appear meagre when
contrasted with the lava tide of news
that is poured out from this political
volecano; but that which goes into
The Catholic Register will never need
further explanation nor any ex-
cuses.

In the next place sight must.not be
lost of the fact that this is princi-
pally a Catholic organ, and that our
religious interests must soar above
all other considerations. We may have
our political leanings, preferences and
even prejudices, but never shall they
intrude upon the grander and all-im-
portant duty of defending the rights

and asserting the interests of our
holy religion. This is my humble
conception of Catholic journalism,

and, without presumption, I am con-
fident that it was the idea of the
Holy Father, when he pronounced so
wisely and so emphatically upon the
Apostalate of the Press. With this
grand truth ever before our eyes,
with these inalienable interests ever
present to our minds, with a clear
and honest sense of duty swaying our
actions, we can approach and wrestle
with all questions and all

of a political character, and, in so
doing, feel confident that we are on
the right side—because we base our
opinions upon principle, and our facts
upon truth. I have dotted down these
few observations merely as a pre-
face, so to speak, to all that duty
may dictate to me to write for you
during the session about to begin.

Leaving out of consideration the item of Interest derived from Invest-
ments, there has been a profit on the year's underwriting of $160,000, or
close upon seven per cent. upon the premium income; which, althopgh not
a large margin, shows a considerable improvement upon the results of the
preceding year.

Taking the different branches of the business separately, I may say
that the Canadian Fire premiums show an increase of upwards of $80,000
over those of 1901, having for the first time in the Company’s history ex-
ceeded half a million dollars, after deducting the amount paid for re-insur-
ance. The losses in Canada were considerably lower than they have been
for many years past; there having been, fortunately, no fires of serious
magnitude in the Dominion during the past year.

The United States Fire business shows considerably better results than
in 1901, having yielded a small profit. The conflagrations that occurred in
the beginning of February, which were referred to at the last Annual Meet-
ing, made the business of the earlier months unprofitable to Companies
generally, but had the eflect, as was anticipated at the time, of bringing
about a general advance in rates, which has placed the business in that
country on a better tooting than it has been for some time past.

The British and Foreign business of the Company, transacted through
the Branch office established in London, Eng., three years ago, has made
gratifying progress, fully realizing the expectations which were entertained
at the time it was decided to extend the operations of the Company be-
vond the limits of this Continent. I feel that we were particularly
fortunate in the selection of Mr. W. B. Meikle as Manager of that Branch;
phe work he has accomplished afiording proof of his energy and sound
judgment as an underwriter.

Take for example that very
important change in the conclusion
of Our Father: Protestants have al-
ways until ncw finished the Our
Father with these words: ‘For Thine
is the kingdj)m and the power and
the glory/ forever,. Amen.” (St.
Matt. vi.,, 13.) But the revised ver-
sion has removed these words as not
having been uttered by Christ, and
has banished them to a foot note,
{thus vindicating the Catholic Our
|Father.  Should any child in the
public schools ask his teacher, who
may have just read this page of the
Bible, which of the two is the real
‘Our Father,” he must be reminded
that no questions are to be asked in
this study, and that in matters con-
nected with religion ignorance is
bliss.
