The fact is it's not
a mountain at all, but an exaggerat-
ed blufi. A mountain generally has
at least two sides to it. When you
reach the top of the so-called Ham-
ilton ‘“‘mountain’ you find table land,
and good land at that. The city is
most picturesquely situated and 1s
surrounded by all those formations
that make a place attractive—water
to bathe its feet in, forests enough
to make it wooded, a great blufi
irom which to obtain a grand view
of the city and surrounding country,
heights or hills to make it pictures-
gue, a slope on which to build pala-
tial residences, and a plain on which
to extend the city limits, besides in-
lets along which to erect manufactur-
fes. Above all is a clear sky and
healthy and invigorating atmosphere
Hamilton has grown moderately, but
should and will grow rapidly. The
day may come when it will have an
upper town as well as a lower town
like Quebec City;, but it is too near
Toronto to be ever a very great city.
It is, however, a pleasant place of
residence, with an enterprising and
industrious population. Its popula-
tion is now about 60,600 and it
ought not to be long before it reach
es 100,000, the measure of its present
ambition.

In 1842 there were two regula:
weekly newspapers in Hamilton, *‘The
Gazette,” the Tory organ, published
by George Perkins Bull,an Irish
Orangeman, who formerly lived in
Toronto; and ““The Journal and Ex-
press,’”” the Reform advocate, pub-
lished by Soloman Brega, an Irish
Protestant The ‘‘Gazette’’ was

printed on the east side of the Court
House Square on John street; the
“Journal! and Express’’ was printed
also on John street, a little north of
King William street, where the Gur-
ney Foundry stands now, just where
that Gothic structure rears its front
to-day. 1 think it was when Mr.
Eull lived in Toronto, that he put in
his claim against Ogle R. Gowan, to
the title of Grand Master of the
Orangemen of British North America,
and made a dramatic exposure of the
character of his opponent. Accord-
ing to Mr. Pull's statement Mr. Gow-
an was an illegitimate son of Robert
Ogle Gowan of the County of Wex-
ford, Ireland. When the latter died,
or rather before his death, he made
a will in which he cut off ‘‘the father
and founder’’ of Canadian Orangeism
without a penny. He treated another
son, who was legitimate, in like maun-
ner.  The two disappointed ones pat
their heads together and forged a will
of their own, in which they were
made to come in for a good share of
the property of the deceased father.
According to Mr. I's statement,

as farmers in Hamilton and vicinity,
and New England and New York na-
tive Americans. The U.E.L. people
settled, many of them, in Nova Sco-
tia and New Brunswick first, and af-
ter a time removed hither to Upper
Canada. Some later came directly
from New York across Lake Ontario.
They settled first in Upper Canada in
Prince Edward county, around the
Bay of Quinte, and in the Niagara
District and Norfolk County. The
“Pennsylvania Dutch’ were great
pioneers, settling in sections in the
states of Ohio, Michigan and Illinois
and the Province of Upper Canada.
They were mostly farmers They
made a B line for Waterloo county,
at that time possessing the best land
open for settlement; bui they left a
trail behind them and many of them
took up land in Hamilton and on the
“Mountain.”’” In the town were Hess
and Aikman, who owned original
farms, and on ‘‘the mountain” were
the Lerrefrerrys, Rymals and others
The Americans proper were mostly
traders, storekeepers, and manufac-
tures, like Jackson, Carpenter, Day-
foot and Bunker. It was gouit
fortune when in Hamilton a few days
ago, to meet one of the Land family,
who owned a farm at the north-east
corner of the town, where the fac-
tories now mostly predominate. Mr
Land claimed the Lands were the first
settlers of the city, prior to Hess or
Hughes or Aikman, and that they
were U.E.Ls. of English descent.

The Pennsyivania Dutch and their
descendants have proved most thrifty
farmers and excellent settlers. In

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THE BOY PRINCES OF EUROPE.

Little princes lead very simple lives.
The American boy, however, is apt
to picture a boy prince as very gor-
geously attired, surrounded by atten-
dants, given all manner of toys and
sweels, and very generally indulged.
But if the truth be known, there are
a great many American boys who live
amid far more luxury than do roval
princes-in their youth, for a Spartan
simplicity is usually followed in the
bringing up of royal boys

In their feelings and ambitions they
are just like any other boys, though
it may seem difficult to some not to
imagine them of quite a difierent sort

A great many royal boys are now
brought up in the country and on a
farm, where they enter into all man

ner of simple sports when they are
not working. It is not all playtime
with princes, for they are made to

do all manner of difficult things

All the German princes are hrought
up on farms in typical old-fashioned
farm houses such as the peasants use,
furnished in the simplest fashion. The
sons of the Emperor of Germany were

not allowed any servants in attend-
ance, did their own cooking and
cleaning in the old farm house kit-
chen, and had a gav time over it
These young royal boys raised the

vegetables used on the table at the
royal palace at Berlin, and the Em-
peror examined each barrel of veget.
ables as it arrived to see how his
boys were doing their work. These
boys planted, weeded and harvested
the vegetables themselves, without
assistance of aay sort.

The roval princes of Sweden are
given a thorough course in carpentry
and masonery, and when he is 17 or
18 yvears of age each royal boy is ca-
pable of building a house all by
himself

Besides this, the Swedish princes
are taught to cook and scrub and
mend and make their clothes, in addi-
tion to all their studies, which are
far more numerous than those of oth
er boys, for they are obliged to learn
many languages

The two princes of Portugal have
always spent six months of the year
on a farm where they are allowed to
run about freely with the farm hands,
and are not pampered in the least
In winter they are taught engineer
ing and navigation. The older of the
two was obliged to earn all of his
spending money, and he did this by
making small wooden packing boxes

which were sold to a dealer without
the latter knowing they were made
bv a royal prince

The King of Spain, who is now a

! man, was a real boy He alwavs had

!u great love for outdoor sports like
‘l'lhlllh‘.ﬁ and fishing. Every year he
spent a month camping out ane

roughing it like boy, helping t
cook 'coarse meals, and sleeping un
der a lean-to, or rough tent.
