It seems to me that, it more
comfortable,  homelike quarters  were
available, with such everyday conveni
ences as good loekers, hot and cold shower
haths, and plenty of elbow space, the
players would feel more enthusiastic and
more at home.  In short, it wonld be a
pleasere to furn ont with the prospects
of a good hot and cold shower and rab-
down to follow,

I necessary, conlld not a special con-
tribution be ealled for from the students,
and 'mosure, Mr, Editor, the students of
Metill would not fail their alma mater
in her hour of need,

\nother matter which greatly interest
e me was the discussion about the prae

tices of the various teams, It seems to

me, Mr. Editor, that only by careful and
systematie training of the junior teams
can MetGill hope to have a champion sen-
jor team. In all countries of the world
where foothall is played, whether Rughy
or Association, the best and steadiest
players are recruited from the juniors,
Ihis is recognized in many countries,
i exeeptional opportunities are afford
el the second teams,

men who spend their time in upholding
the honor of their college in sports should
have practically no recognition from the
Faculty.
