To the Editor of ths Provincial Wesleyan :

their moral character, have declared that the 
negro is the worse for the efforts made to Chris­
tianise him, and that Mahometanism is better 
suited than Christianity for the African races- 
In one sense, them impudent assertions have been 
quite a windfall to missionary speakers, Mr. 
Punihon took up the question at Exeter Hall, 
and there has scarcely been a missionary meet­
ing since, at which one or other of the speakers 
has not indulged in a fling at CapL Burton and 
Mr. Reode, and a defence of the veracity of tbe 
missionaries, and of Christianity in its adapta­
tion to the negro race.

He also expresses regret at the reserva­
tion contained in Earl Russel’s despatch in favor 
of rebel cruisers, and demends that such piratical 
vessels shall he delivered up to the United 
Staten He also declares the right and inten­
tion of the United State» government to capture 
any such piratical craft, under whatever flag they 
may be placed, refusing to recognise the valdity 
of ray transfer that may be made.

An analogous'subject it to be found in the 
published correspondante between Earl Russell 
end Mr. Adams with refersnoe to the Alabama, 
but not with reference to any demands on the 
part of the United States Government for com­
pensation. The rescue ef the men picked up by 
the Deerhound st the time of the engagement 
betwkkn the Alabama and the Keareage, 
upon the equipment in this country of Confeder­
ate cruisers, form the primary points of contro­
versy. With reference to the first subject, the 
Foreign Secretary maintains that a Neutral Go­
vernment could not be expected to prevent the 
escape of prisoners of war ; and as to the second 
one he declsmd that the British Government had 
done all that was possible to prevent the outfit 
of vessels like the Alabama, and in this respect 
bid been more successful thin the Amènera 
Government had been in preventing the outfit of 
hostile vessels in its ports to aid the South Ame­
ricans in their revolt against Spain. Mr. Adams 
replies to the latter statement by declaring that 
compensation had been made to Spain ; but the 
Foreign Secretary denies the application ol the 
argument i and Mr. Adams closes the corres­
pondence by declaring that be hat no authority 
to prolong the controversy. In the present state 
of the relations between this country rad Ame­
rica, this diplomatic sparring eraoot fail to be 
read with ooraidorable interest.

The PaU Mall OaietU learns that several 
members of the French opposition are about to 
•end an address to President Johnson, remind­
ing him that the firat act of the French republic 
of 1818 was to abolish capital punishment far 
political offences, and suggesting the application 
ot this principle at the present juncture of the 
American Government.

juncture,

Russia.—The Epidemic at St. Petersburg 
does not seem to be diminishing.

The following feet» to regard to the intimate 

relation between intemperance and crime are 
vouched by reliable, and in moat 
testimony. Of 1706 persons who were arrested 
by the police in Albany during thru» month* 
1300, or more than thrae-fourths, were know* 
to be of intemperate habits. Of 1124 convicts 
in tte penitentiary of tte rame city, 1034, er 90 
per cent, ware notoriously intemperate. Agea- 
tlemao who had visited moat of tte prisons in 
the United States, end ted much personal con­
ference with the prisoners, wye he hae net found 
more than twenty who did not acknowledge that 
they had teen addicted to the nee of strong 
drink. Of 158 convict» in the Connecticut State 
Prieoqi m**fi5 per wot, were in thekrtitaf 
using erdent spirits.
