R. L. S. AND THE HUNS.

Spraying has been pretty
thoroughly done by some growers,
but many others have not been able|.
on account of the shortage of labor
to do anything in that line; and it
will be seen later how much more
profitable will be the results in favor
of those who sprayed as against
those who did not.

Taking everythmg into conmder-
ation, the acreage in crop this year
may safely be estimated larger than
last year. Still there is a consider-
able quantity of land, prepared last’
fall for crop which has not been seed-
ed.

Canada was the first of the over-
weas dominions to mature into a ma-
British America, before 1867,
Bad Dbeen a loose” series of small
eolonies seattered across the contip-
ent,, the Provinces and Territories
diaving come into the Empire at dif-
Yerent times and under varying cir-
cumstanées. The Province of Nova
Scotia, first colonized by the  French
in 1598, was taken ty the British in
1629, restored to France in 1682,
and again ceded to Great Brltaln by
the Treaty of Utrecht in 1713. Cape
Breton, now -a part of Nova
whs not finally taken over by’ the
English until 1758, and formed a
separate colony until 1820. A por-

tion of New Brunswick was ceded to |-

Great Britain by the ¥French in 1713;’
but the Province did not = become
wholly British until after ‘the fall of
Quebec. It was at one time part of
Nova ‘Scotia, but bécame a separate
Province in 1874. Prince Edward Is-
land was ‘first settled ‘by therFrench.
It became annexed to Nova Scotia in
1713, but rose to the dignity of 'a
geparate province in 1769. Ontario
and Quebec are the two largest prov-
inces; the original Old Canada. Que*
bez was founded by the French in

in 1759, being formally eeded to!
our Empire in 1763. In' 1791 an
Imperial Act was passed’ 'dividing
Canada into two ' Provinces, ‘Wpper
and Lower Canada, with a separate
constitution for each. These two
Provinces were again united in 1841,
but at the ‘time of the Union they
were divided, Upper Canada becom-
ing Ontario and Lower Canada fak-
ing the historic name of Quebec,
The Eastern Colohnies, with the ex-.
¢eption of * Prince 'Edward ' Island,
were the original Provinces to entar
eonfederation in 1867.

General to meet in Quebec on O¢1o-
ber 10th, 1864, and at this meeting
Upper and Lower Canada and the¢
Maritime Trovinces vere all repre-
sented. | Seventy-two res
terwards. formulated as the ''Briiish
North America Act 1867”7 were
adopted by this convention, and
these 'were taken back te the: differ-
ent ‘legislative bodies for considera-
tion. The Canadian Parliament
adopted the resolutions at its mest-
ing in the following March, but the
scheme met with a great deal of op-
position in the Maritime Provinces.
There was a bitter general. election
in New Brunswick, and the forces of
union won. The Legislature of Nova

''Scotia -adopted the measure without

referring it to the electorate. The
Bill for the Union was presented in
the Imperial Parliament in Febru-
ary, 1867, and passed the two houses
on March 29th of that year. The
Act came into force by proclamation
on July 1st of that year, and Domin-
ion Day will remain our most dis-
tinet national holiday down through
posterity, so long as Canada remains
a nation, which, all Canadians will
say resolutely, means forever.

Those great days, so full of mean-
ing for the men of this land for all
time, are still remembered by many
of our citizens:. Old people can rve-
call the birthday of Canada and the
celebration in all, parts of the Do-
minion, though few of them dreamed
that in less than fifty years the new
nation would become strong enough
to engage in a great world war and
to be an important factor in the
struggle. When the proclanration of
the British North America Act was
made, Right Hon. Charles Stanley,
Viscount Monck happened to be the
Governor of Canada, so that it fell to
his lot automatically to be the first
Governor-General of the mnew Do-
minion.

A Few Novelists and Poets Who Re-
present This Young Country Have
Won International Fame and
Ounr Musicians Are Mak-
ing Progress, But We
Have No  Drama,

T is almost too much to expect
that a young nation will have
developed in less than a half
century many signs of artistic

self expression, but already Cana-
dians are beginning to look for in-

Dominion. We are a country with-
out a great deal of tradition. Even

century or two before Confederation
are really new in the sense of having
any feeling of .national conscious-
ness. . They were considered colonies
for so many years, and the struggle
for existence was all that filled the
mind of the pioneers. Then came
nationhood, and Canadians became

slowly more conscious that they
needed literature, art, and music.
They were content for many years to
import ,those beautifying influences
of life, and were rather inclined to
discourage local effort. In this re-
spect things have changed greatly of
late, and every Canadian is looking
for the time when we shall have
novels and poetry, music and drama,
pictures and similar forms of na-
tional self expression that the world
will recognize and honor.

Canada has not ' been without
poets. Indeed it is in this branch of
literature that our ecountry has been
richest. There are men like Archi-
bald Lampman 'who have pictured
and interpreted our life and our Ca-
nadian scemes in their verse in a
manner that-has made them classics
in our land. Bliss Carman, Wilfred
Campbell;, and  Duncan Campbell
Scott have given the . ‘world many
beautiful lyrics, and there are other
writers of verse like Pauline John-
son, the gifted Indian poetess, who
will be lIong remembered because
they belonged so peculiarly to ‘this
land. RobertW. Service is the man
who has won the widest internation-

WHERE THE ONTARIO STANDS

The Ontario has up to the present Te-
frained from serious comment upon the policy
of conscription. We thought it well to wait |
until the second reading of the bill and the
Liberal leader had an - opportunity. to review
or criticise the proposal in debate and - make
announcement of policy.

We now have-the policy of Sir Robert
Borden, which was accurately, defined in the
first reading of the bill.

“Mr. Mark Sprague has sent me
a copy of the resolution passed by
County Council with
reference to the rules governing the
purchase of cheese by the Cheese
Commission. .

“It seems to me the Codincil must
be receiving wrong ‘infermation re-
garding this‘matter; because I can-
not see how the cheese factories are
interested in the rules which apply
only to the transactions bétween the
Commission and the dealers. The
cheese @o not have to be shipped to

yMontreal for inspection. They should

be: inspected by the local buyers as
The Com-
mission does hot grade the cheese.
It only makes an’ exa}mnauon to see
that they are receiving what they
are paying fer and that ‘the cheese
The reso-
lution referred to a ‘“‘serious loss and
inconveniemce” but it does not ex-

plain how this less or inconvenience

ariges. It seems to me it would be
rather difficalt to’ prove any 1oss or.
