Italian Liquidated His Bank At |
Commencement of War

Paris, Jan. 22—An alleged swinde
estimated by different newspapers as
amounting from 3,000,000 {o 10,-
000,000 francs was disclosed yester-
day in the arrest of Philippe Simc-
oni, ol Ttalian origin, and - Prince
Henri de Broglie Revel. M. Simeoni
was accused in 1912 of swindling the
yerman Prinee Friedrich Carl Zu
Hohenlohe-Oechringen out of 506,
000 frafics. The case was settled ou:
of court, but Simeoni was sentenced
to six months imprisonment for frau-
dulent bankruptey. Afterwards he
founded the Comptoior Des Valeurs
Industrielle, which was a stockbrok-
ing bank. ¥Prince Henri de Broglic
Revel, was placed at the head of the
institution af its president, Simeoni
taking the title of manager.

“At the outbreak of the war cus-
tomers of the bank demanded their
money. Simeoni pleaded the mora-
torium and put the bank into liquid-
ation, provoking many complaints,
one of which alone alleges a claim
of 1,600,000 franes. The police re-
port that not a sou remained in the
bank when they searched it and that
only a few hundred franes in notes
were found in the possession of
Simeoni at his home.

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TORONTO KILLED BY TRAN

In Blinding Stormstorm, Locomotive
Backed into Into Party Gathered

to Say Farewell

Toronto, Jan. 22.—Colonel Wil-
liam Campbell MacDonald, brigadier
of the 1st Brigade at the Exhibition
Camp, was crushed to death last
ftight beneath the wheels of an en-

gine which backed into a crowd
of people who gathered at the Un-
jon Station to witness the depar-

ture 6f an Army Service Corps draflt
for an eastern point, Four other
speetators were injured, one of
whom is not expected to recover,
while a score of others were struck
by the locomotive, but were fortun-
ately hurled clear of the tracks and
escaped with a few bruises and min-
or hurts.

The accident is said to have been
due to the severe gale and snow-
storm which raged over the city
during the day. Driven by a strong
wind the snow swept across the rail-
way tracks, completely covering the
rails, and the crowds thronging the
station platforms: gathered "across
the tracks, believing that they were
standing on the platforms. While
the engineer rang his bell as the lo-
comotive approached, the cheers ol
the spectators as they bhade good-
bye to their friends in khaki and the
swirl of the wind prevented them
from receiving any warning of the
impending danger.

Arrests Follow

Following the accident a hurried
investigation was made by Acting
Detective Walter McConnell, of N.n.
1 police division, which resulted in
the engine crew being taken from
the engine and placed under arrest
on a charge of manslaughter.’ At
midnight a third arrest was made,
when the man alleged to have given
the signal for the engine to run
through the station, was taken into
custody on a similar charge.

The tragedy marked the departure
of the troop train from the station
shortly after 9 o’clock.

As
the train pulled slowly from the sta-
tion towards the east the crowds ran
along in the snow, cheering and wav-
ing handkerchiefs. Col. Macdonald,
accompanied by the staff of No. 1
Division, stood in the centre of track
No. 6, surrounded by a eoncourse cl
shouting people, when without any
warning engine No. 215, running
light, backed into the crowd. The
colonel was struck by the pilot, a}xd
the impact of the blow made him
stagger forward a couple of feet.
Then he pitched headforward on the
snow, directly in front of the on-
coming engine, and disappeared be-
neath the heavy wheels.

Carried along by the momentum
of its onw weight, the engine ran
fully 10 yards with the two men
beneath the trucks, before it couid
be brought to a stop. In its wake it
left a panic-stricken crowd who ran
up and down the platform, shriek-
ing and crying, while several of the
injured lay unconscious on the sr}qw.
‘Several of the headquarters stalf *n-
.cluding Capt. William B. McPherson,
attached to No. 1 division, who had
a narrow escape from serious in-
jury, restored order after counsider-
able difficulty, and the injured were
carried into a station waiting-room,
where they received medical attent-
jon from Capt. G. S. Foulds, of the
Exhibition camp, and Dr. Gordon
Riee, who was hurredly -called.
None, however, were found to bhe
seriously enough hurt to warrant
{heir removal to a hospital, although

gseveral were rushed to their homes
in automobiles.

In the meantime attempts were
made fo extricate the two men from
beneath the trucks of the engine,
Both were wedged so tightly, how-
ever, that it was found impossible

Fully three-quar-
ters of an hour elapsed bhefore the
rescue could he made and when' the
body of Col. MacDonald was with-
drawn he was found to have sue-
cumbed to his injuries. Lewarne was
withdrawn in an unconscious con-
dition and was immediately rushad
to the General Hospital in a waiting
police ambulance, with a doctor in
attendance. His injuries are so sev-
ere, however, that from the first no
hope was held out for his recovery.
The body of Col. MacDonald was
found to be fearfuly mangled, a 1.3
and thigh being completely severed
from the body by the wheels,
To Hold inquest

The remains of Col. MacDona'd
were carried into a waitingroom and
subsequently were removed to the
1.1ndm'taking parlors of W. A. Miles,
College Street. Chief Coroner John-
son was immediately notified of the
fatality and he ordered that an in-
quest be held. The coroner’s warrant
was issued late last night and the
opening session will be held in the
City Morgue to-day.

Late Col. Macdonald

The late Brigadier-General Mac-

i donald was one of the leading insur-

ance men of the Dominion, having
been engaged in insurance work for
nearly 40 years. He was bhorn in
Toronto in 1856, his father havinz
been a well known wholesale dry-
goods merchant. At 24 William C.
Macdonald took up insurance work,
accepting a post with the Confedera-
tion Life Association. His connect-
ion with the company continned un-
til his death, his services becoming
of inereasing importance from year
t{o year until he was appointed gen-
cral manager. In 1910 he was elect-
ed president of the Toronto Insur-
ance Institute. ‘

The late brigadier’s connection
with the militia dated back to 1878,
when he entered the Queen’s Own
Rifles. He was promoted through
successive grades tolcaptain and ad-

jutant. In 1892, in the organiaztioa
of the 48th Highlanders, he became
a major of that regiment. Eight
yvears later he was named as its

commanding officer, a post he held
until 1906. In 1908 he was appoint-
ed lieutenant-colonel, commanding
the 16th Infantry Brigade. He was
made a full colonel in 1909. Sinece
the outbreak of war he had taken an
active mart in the organization of
(Canadian forces for overseas and at
his death was brigadier in command
of the 1st Brigade.

Prig. Macdonald saw active ser-
vice a few years after he joined the
Queen’'s Own. He served in th2
North-West Rebellion in 1885 and
was present at the relief of Battle-
ford and took part in the operations
against Big Chief Bear’s band.

“CARRY ON!” AND NATIONAL
REGISTRATION.

This incident that occurred at the
battle of St. Julien, where the Cana-
dian soldiers particularly disting-
uished themselves, is well authenti-
cated. A company, had, in their
headlong enthusiasm, pressed on too
far and were surrounded and in
danger of being entirely cut off,
whereupon orders were given to a
support to leave their trenches and
advance to the rescue. The Captain
sprang over the parapet with the
company, and cheering them on,
led the charge, when he was picked
out by an enemy marksman and fell
mortally wounded. Part of his com-
pany stopped to help him; but he
called, “Men, Carry On! I'm O.K!”
That is the true spirit—‘“Carry on,”
Or, as Shackelton, the Antarctic ex-
plorer, said to his weary-hearted and
foot-tired men, as they staggered
through the snow in a fierce blizzard
“Slog on, men! Slog on!” Said the
little Corsican, “It is un principe de
guerre when you have the thunder-
bolt, you must prefer it to the can-
non.”’

Enthusiasm is the ﬂnmderbol!
that is planted in the phrase, “Carry
on!” And Canada, though a sparsely
peopled country, has a fist big
enough and strong enough, to take
its own part in knocking down the
German Empire, and with it the
whole system of military barbarism.

In academic halls we were once
taught that the ‘“pen was mightier
than the sword’; but present con-
@itions have forced a reversal of
that epigram: and if we are to pre-
serve the right to use the pen, we
must now wield the sword. And so
the black coat has given way to the

truth and freedom. The old Norge
Vikingsg sang in their sagas, “We
gang the Mass of lanees from morn
to night.”

MAY BE 300 DEAD
IN'B(G EXPLOSION

Some Idea-of the London Trag-

edy Is Given in the Press of
That City
London, Jan. 22.— Throughout

Sunday thousands of persons flockel
to East London, hoping to satisfy
their ecuriosity as to the effect of
Friday’s explosion in the munitions
factory there. None of theni, how-
ever, was able to obtain a near view
of the scene owing to rigid polics
regulations, and could only wander
through the outlying streets, whera
most of the windows were shatterei
by the concussion.

The newspaper reparters, who were
allcwed to approach. nearer th-
scene, describe: whati was formerly
the site of; the cxplosive store as »
hole 100 yards across and 80 fewt
deep, with masses of garth, iron antl
all sorts of wreckage covering an
area of about six agres around the

hole. Within that area the des-
truction was absolute.
Search “for Bodies.
“For' two d;'l;ys," says the Daily

Mail’s reporter,” ‘‘soldiers have been
digging in "add” turiing over the
wreckage in ‘sedareh of -bodies. About
a hundred have heen recovered, but
there are ‘still more:. It seems al-
mosi impossible to réemove the thou-
sands of tons of earth, stone, iron
and wood under which they are bur-
ied. On the whole, however, one is

struck fapr more by the number ,')L’
people who escaped; than by S\e
h2

number killed: ' ‘Judging from
fact that most of the factories wers2
nearly empty and from the known
proportion of casualties in certain
houses, it does not appear that the
death roll will exceed 300.

“It would have been much greater
had the explosion occurred latev,
when the people had gone to bed, for
ther they would have been blowu
away with the upper stories of the
houses; whereas, being mostly on
the ground floors, they had a better
chance to escape.”

The Stories.

The papers print columns pf in-
dividual stories, pathetic inexdepfs
and the freak effects common with
all explosions, such as a rickely cot-
tage escaping, even to its windows,
while adjacent substantial buildings
were razed; of people neurby escap-
ing unhurt or with only slight m:
juries, while others at a distance
were killed. s

The destruction of the 8as
is deseribed as having afforded an
amazing spectaele. The tank did not
explode, but its top lifted qt‘f like a
box lid and the eight million cubic
feet of illuminating gas were liber-
L ated. Igniting, a column of flame
rose to a height estimated at two
miles, burned for a few seconds and
then went out with the suddenness
of the switehing off of an electrie
light. Several other gas tanks near-
by are still intact.

The explosion was not only heard
within a radius of many miles from
the scene ineluding London and
suburban towns, but shook buildings
and broke windows a long distance
away. E

in normal times a panic prob-
ably. would have resulted . in the
threatres where audiences were just
assembling and  in other publie
places, but the population in this
case was remarkably cool.

One Burst of Flame

The general character 'of the ex-
plosion, as it was experienced in the
center of London, was a roar of
short duration, as though a vast
reservoir of gas: had beéen ignited
and consumed M one burst of flame.
A tremendous -puff of fire flashed
high, into the air, and fhen quickly
subsided. Eyewitnesses in suburban
towns said the flames had disap-
peared a full minute before they
heard the roar which accompanied
them, GRS ;

Fire broke out more than a quar-
ter of an hour before the explosion
and firemen were on the spot fight-
ing it. The day shift of the workers
in the neighhorhood avere with their
families at: their evening meal. As
swiftly as a battleship is wrecked ,
by a magazine explosion, the chem-
ical works were virtually wiped off
their foundations and with them the

the international concert, which
must thereafter hold the world at
peace. In every discussion of the
peace that must end this war, it is
taken for granted that that peace
must be followed by some definite
concert of power which will make
it virtuallx impossible that any such
catastroph€ should overwhelm us.

“Every lover of mankind, every
sane and thoughful man, must take
that for granted.

“I have sought this opportunity
to address you because I thought
that I owed it to you as the counsel
associated with- me in the final de-
termination of our international ob-
ligations, to disclose to you, without
reserve, the thought and purpose
that have heen taking form in my
mind to the duty of our government
in these days to come, when it will
be necessary to lay a fresh and a new
plan, the foundations of peace among
the nations.

“It is inconseivable that the peo-
ple of the United States should play
no part in that great enterprise. To
take part in such a service will be
the opportunity for which they have
sought to prepare themselves by
every principle and purposes of their
polity, and the approved practices
of their government ever since the
days when they built up a new na-
tion in the high and honorable hope
that it might, in all that it was and
did, .show mankind the way to lib-
erty. They cannot, in henor, with-
hold the service to which they are
now about to be challenged. They
do not wish to withhold it. But they
owe it to themselves and to ' the
other nations of the world to state
the conditions umder which they
will feel free to render it.

“That service ispngth(i‘ng'iess t:};e‘g:
this——to add their authority and
their power to the authority - and
force of other nations to guarantee
peace and justice throughout the
world. Such a settlement cannot now
be long postponed. It is right that
before it comes this governmert
should frankly formulate the condi-
tions upon which it would- feel justi-
fiied in asking our people to approv:
its formal and solemn acquiescencn
to a league for peace. I am here to
attempt to state those conditions.
“The present war must first be
ended, but we éwe it to eandor ana
to a ‘just regard for the opinion cf
mankind to say that so far as our
participation in guarantees of -future
Deace is concerned, it makes a great
deai of difference in what way and
upon what terms it is ended. Tis=
treaties and agreements which bring
it to- an end must embody terms
which will create a peace that is
worth guaranteeing and preserving,
a peace that will win the approval
of mankind.

“‘No eovenant of co-operative peaca
that does not include the peoples nt
the new world can suffice to keep thz
future safe against war and yet thera
is omnly one sort of peace that the
penples of America could join . in
guaranteeing.”’

“The terms of immediate peace
agreed upon will determine whether
it is a peace for which such a guar-
antee can be secured. The question
upon which the whole future peace
and policy of the world is this:

“Is the present war a struggle for
a just and secure peace or only_for
a rew balance of power? If it*be
only a struggle for a new balance of
power, who will guarantee, who can

Only a
tranquil Europe can be a stable Bur-
ope. There must be not only a bal-
ance of power, but a eommunity of
power, no organized rivalries, but
an organized commercial neace.

The statesmen of both of the
groups of nations now arrayed
against one another have said, "in
terms that could not be misinterpre-
ted, that it was no part of the pur-
pose they had in mind to erush their
antagonists. But the implications of
these assurances may not be equally
clear to all-——may not be the same on
both sides of the water.”

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THE SITUATION.

In view of the undoubtedly troui-
led state of internal affairs in Russia,
with pro-German elements still a
force in the land, the edict just is-
sued by the Czar is of all the greater
significance. In the document he
¢alls upon the new Premier to see
that Russia’s part in the struggle
against the Teutons, is waged even
more vigorously, and enjoins the
authorities to see that still greater
steps are taken in the matter of bet-
ter supplies for troops and an im-
proved service of transportation. He
also dwells upon the need of “com
plete solidarity with our faithful
Allies.”

The British forces in Mesopotamia
continue to advance and they have
now acquired the whole of the Turk-
ish trench system in the bend of the
river Northeast of Kut-el-Amara.

The Russo-Roumanian forces no»
continue to hold the enemy very well
indeed in Roumania. The claim iz
made from Berlin that Mackensen
captured bridgehead and town of
Nanesti, and inflicted severe losses
on the Russians,also taking 556 pris-
oners. Speaking generally, however,
the position of affairs in the Rou-
manian theatre of the struggle shows
improvement from the standpoint of
the Allies.

In Switzerland, there is still the
apprehension among the people that
their country may become invaded,
and there are rumors also that Hol-
lané may become a victim.

Speaking at Birmingham, M.
Arthur Chamberlain, Director-Gen-
cral of National Service, made it
very clear that recourse will be ha.d
to compulsory national service if the
appeal for voluntary service fails wv
evoke a sufficient responge. He add-
ed that ‘“‘the Government are very

much in earnest about this matter.”

ROWELL'S APOSTASY.

When Premier Hearst introduced
an act in the Ontario Legislature
which abolished the bars of the Pro-
vince, Rowell as Liberal leader pat-
ted him on the back and uttered
hearty congratulations over the mea-
sure. While said Rowell was on a
trip to England there were two bye-
elections, one in Perth and the other
in South West Toronto. In both,
practically the sole issue was the
abolition of the bar and liquor in-
terests joined with the Liberal for-
ces in an attempt to teach Hearst “a
lesson’” on this point. The combin-
ation was successful, but many felt
that on the return of the Liberal
leader he would put his foot down
on any such alliance in the future.

Not so.

In the North West Toronto bye-
election, which takes place to-day,
there has been the same effort to
defeat the Conservative standari
bearer, (Hon. Mr. Macpherson) be-
cause the bars have been abolished.
and Rowell has given the Liberal
standard bearer his Dblessing and
active support.

The Courier believes that this
combination has shot its bolt and
that a reaction has very properly set
in. West Simcoe, where the sam2
tactics were employed, gave distinct
evidence of this and it will be a
matter for very great surprise if to-
nignt the returns in the Toronto cou-
test fail to still further bring home
the fact.

The dodge of shaking a fist at the
bars with one hand and leaning wilh
the other elbow on the liquor barrel
for support, isn’t going to perman-
ently work out in this Province.

CANNON SPILLS THE BEANS.

There is a bye-election for the
Dominion House in progress in Dor-
chester County, Quebec. Hon A.
Sevigny carried the seat in the last
general election by 332 majority.
After parliament assembled he was
made Speaker, but upon the recent
death of Hon. Mr. Casgrain, he was
taken into the cabinet with the re-
sult that he has to go back to his
constituents. Here is another case
in which the Liberals, after the
usual custom, should have allowed
an acclamation, but the Grit mani-
pulators these days do not give a
wrap for the decencies.

Lucien Cannon is their candidate
and he is conducting a most violent
and significant campaign. He alleg-
es that Sevigny has proved a “trai-
tor’’ hecause he has failed to live up
to previous statements that Canada

should not participate in Great Bri-
tain’s wars, and such terms as “liar"”
are common in his references te his
opponent. Here is a sample extract
from one of his tirades:—

‘“National service is preliminary
to conscription, and, with the chief
of my party, I am against conscrip-
tion. Do not forget ‘one thing.
There are men in the Borden cabinet
who want to cut the head off the
French-Canadian race. If Mr. Sev-
igny is elected, what will be the re-
sult? The government will believe
that the Province of Quebec is in
favdr of conscription.

“I am not against participation in
the war. 1  consider England is
fighting a fair and just war. There
are, however, considsrations, na-
tional and Canadian.’ Are we to ruin
our country from the point of view
of men and wealth and everything
else for England? 1 say no, without
hesitation. If you elect Sevigny
there will be no limits to the sacri-
fices that Canada will have to
make.”

In answer to the attacks made
upon him Hon. Mr. Sevigny has
apologized for Cannon’s ‘‘vulgar-
ities,”” and he has thus met the trai-
tor charge: —

“Referring to his attitude in 1911
toward participation in the war of
the Empire. as denounced by his
opponent, Mr. Sevigny said that the
present Prime Minister of Great Bri-
tain, the man thought most fit to
guide Britain in these troublous
timnes, was the same man who in
1899 had risen in the British House
of Commons to depounce the South
African War, and had refused to
vote the money for the payment of
the British soldiers who were fight-
ing for the British flag. Surely,
sald Mr. Sevigny, as humble an in-
dividual ac himself could not be
blamed if in 1911 he had not, Iikq
all others, forseen the doings of
1914-1917."

At each of the Liberal gatherings
canvassers carry with them national
service cards, and they are attempt-
ing to make the people believe that
they mean conscription.

Cannon makes the boast every-
where that he has the support of
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and of Sir Lom-
er Gouin, Premier of Quebec, in his
campaign and there is naturally
consternation among Laurier’'s Eng-
lish speaking supporters over what

is being wttempted.

The whole affair constitutes an
eloquent illustration of just how
dangerous a menace it would prove
to Canada and the Empire in this
crisis to have Laurier in power with
a solid French-Canadian backing.

The peril is one which the Eng-
lish speaking people of Canada will
most assuredly see does not take
place.

NEW PRUSSIAN BONDS.

Amsterdam, via London, Jan. 22.

—The Vorwaerts (Berlin) says that

new Prussian five per cent. exche-

quer bonds will be issued at 99.4 for

those who wish to exchange for
them the four per cent. eéxchequer
honds whieh fall due on May 1 to
the amount of 200,000,000 marks.

This is the time for an inventory
on fashions. It is well to look over
the field of clothes and see what is
worn out, make up our minds as Lo
what is worth keeping, get a good
idea of what is necessary to discard,
and take a glimpse into the immedi-
ate future to see what France has
sent us for 1917.

To begin with hats:

No tilt is considered fashionable.
There are women who refuse to ad-
here to the new law of military se-
verity in a line that goes straight
across the forehead and above the
ears; they argue that their features
their expression and their general
appearance are changed by following
this new law of fashion. That, how-
ever, does not change the fact.

The correct pose of the hat, wheth-
er it is large or small, simple or or-
nate, is straight on the head. It cov-
ers the forehead. It merely discloses
the eyebrows, but it does not cover
the top of the ears. If it is a turban
it must not slide down in the back
to the nape of the neck; it must not
look as though it had been pulled on
al the last moment after one had
started downstairs.

Whatever the hat does above the
headband is of no concern to the
headband itself. Its mission in fash-
ion is soldier’s cap. It must not sink
nor sag, nor tilt. It must show what-
ever is possible of the hair at the
eats and the back, but the straight
line around the head must be kept
at all costs.

So much for the pose which the
French say is the main point in any
hat, as it should be. Every woman
is quite capable of ruining the entire
expression of her face.by changing
the pose of her hat for an eighth of
an inch. America has had difficulty
in grasping this fact. France has
known it for ten centuries.

As for shape, the hats that have
succeeded are the Russian turbans
and the wide-brimmed sailors, with
an edge that curves with the grace
of a seagull’s wings, and a soft, col-
lapsible crown; also the elaborate
hat of tulle which has a brim that
dips slightly down in front in order
that the eyes may look through it.

There is no evidence, coming or
going, of hats that perch high on
the head, that show any glimpse or
hair on the forehead, or that call for
any coiffure that is not sleek, slight-
ly curled, if at all, and brought down
low on the forehead.

The collapsible crown is almost a
necessity. There are few hats with-
out it. It is the artistic compromise
between the round, low crown of
1914 and the high, stiff crown of
1915. A few of the young and dar-
ing set were able to carry off the pot
hat of the Eton schoolboy and the
more graceful version of it worn by
Robespierre, but the majority could
not stand the height or the severity
of this piece of millinery.

The materials that will be kept
for 1917 are panne velvet, silk bea-
ver, embroidered tulle and pliable
fur.

Emphasis on the Mediaeval.

There is no chance that mediaeval-
ism will disappear from the new
gowns. Every evidence impresses one
more deeply that mediaeval gowns
will grow in fashion and even be-
come more eccentric in their work-
manship as spring advances. Straight
lines from shoulder to heels are
sought by most of the well-dressed
women in the eountry.

The belt at the normal waistline is
rarely seen, except between a white
blouse and a tailored skirt. The belts
that are put on outside blouses and
one-piece frocks are sometimes plac-
ed at the normal line, but they are
loose, ornamental, and do not at-

tempt to hold in the material ‘be-
neath.
The one-piece frock is still run-

ning a deadly rivalry against the
coat and skirt. Fur coats, as well as
long cloth coats with lavish fur
trimming, are really responsible for

the partly successful boycott of the
tailored suit. Women who have taken
up the top coat with so much eager-
ness that they are willing to throw
aside any other garment that keeps
them from wearing it. The thin, one-
piece frock is, therefore, the fashion
of the hour, but the sensible woman
has one good coat suit in her ward-
robe.

Another reason for the popularity
of the one-piece frock is the insist-
ence upon late afternoon entertain-
'ing which is, made by the masses of
people, and not by the few idle ones
as heretofore.

g will not be discard-
ed in 1917, is to match an evening
wrap to the gown, or, if economy
hold one to only two evening wraps,
thf;y must harmonize with one’s ev-
‘ening frocks, and. if possible, match
. two of them. As peacock blue,
green, and three shades of red are
the colors most frequently chosen
( for evening wraps, it shows that
! evening gowns themselves display a
partiality toward costume coloring.

The dahlia shades are rising in
favor, and smart turbans ane cover-
ed with large dahlias in their deeper
shades. There will be a suit of a
deep purple and an outside blouse of
another shade of purple to contri-
bute to the dahlia effect. This is
true in afternoon clothes and it has
gained followers in evening clothes.
Certain smart women who come in-
to fashionable places look like dah-
lias in full bloom, as every part of
their costume represents some one
shade of this flower. It may be that
the early part of 1917 will be a dah-
lia season. Such is the inference.

The newest French evening wraps
have the entire upper part of fur and
the lower part of brilliant brocade.
Several of them look like portieres
made of bright bullion galloon. The
sombre evening wrap and the black
wrap have practically disappeared.
There is, however, an immensely
good new one which has its top of
old ivory colored brocaded velvet, to
which a sweeping cape of black pan-
ne velvet is attached in wide, fluted
pleats which, as they open at the
top, disclose a lining of plain ivory
velvet. This cape is extraordinarily
full and it is slit at the sides, with
immensely wide cuffs put into the
slits which serve as sleeves.

Considering his lengthy and bril-
liant career on the diamond, it
seems regrettable that little more
than casual notice was given by the
press generally to the passing from
major league baseball of Larry La-
joie. Of course he really was through
last fall, but the notice of his depart-
ure could not be definite until this
week when he signed to manage To-
ronto. and thus linked his fortunes
from now on, with the minors. As a
general thing, only slight notice of
Lajoie’s action was taken.

That’s the way it goes with the
ball player. He’s lauded while he's a
star. but soon forgotten when age—-
in the baseball sense of that word
——creeps on him. Larry had been in
major league ball continuously for

91 seasons. Only two men in the!

history of the game, Cap Anson and
Hans Wagner, have equalled his re-
cord of batting better than .300 in
16 seasons. He is one of 34 men of
all baseball time that have passéd
the .400 mark, hitting .422 in the
Ameriean  League, in 1901, and
thereby setting a record for this or-
ganization that still stands.

Four times Lajoie was champion
batsman of the American League.
He never held the title in the Na-
tional because he had to battle fel-
lows like Burkett and Delehanty and

Keeler. He lost his right to the
ecrown in the American League, when
Cobb came in and began his phe-
nomenal career. Tyrus has never
equalled Lajoie’s mark of .422,
though he was only two points away
from it in 1911. Larry got his mark
before the foul strike rule was
adopted. But that may have made
no difference. For, as Billy Evans
has said, two strikes never bothered
the Frenchman.

How Larry will shape up as a
manager is a question. He had one
try at it in Cleveland, leading that
club tor four years and part of an-
other, after Bill Armour quit and
took charge of the Tigers. In three
of his four full years Lajoie landed
his club in the first division, but he
never won a flag, thodgh Rhe all but
grabbed one in 1908. Discordant ele-

at Cleveland. Oddly enough, Larry,
despite his long term of service and
his great performance, never was on
a champion team, either as plaver or
manager. A Detroit player, Charles
O’Leary, killed Lajoie’s best chance.
In mid-season, with the Naps sail-
ing along towards port, O'Leary ac-
cidentally spiked Larry, putting him
out of the game for a long time. The
team, deprived of its infielding main-
stay, crumpled and never came back.
