The New Brunswick Example.

One of the regular developments of
Canadian politics has come to the win-
nng of the Provinces by the Conserva-
tives, and the subsequent good results
experienced by ‘the sald Provinces.
Manitoba shook off the Greenway Gov-
ernment, and has done well under Mr.
Roblin. Ontario thanks Heaven three
times a day that it dropped the Ross
Government and took up with Sir
ames Whitney. Mr. McBride obtained
power in British Columbia and rescued
the Province from a desperate finaneial
bog. The latest of the list is New
Brunswick, and in that Province peo-
ple are beginning to see what the old
Tweedie-Pugsley rule meant. For ex-
ample, in the Crown Lands department
the revenue is steadily - increasing.
This year it is $480,000; last year,
$395,000; in 1908, $343,000; while the
best the Liberal Administration could
do was”$321,000. To quote from the
St. John Standard:—

The remarkable feature of the case
is the faect that while the revenue of
the surveyor general’s department has
increased by $160,000 or fifty per cent.,
it is well understood that the lumber
cut on Crown Lands has not increased;
there is no increased export of wood
to correspond with the gain in Crown
Land revenue. No trade returns and
no increased milling activities can
be found to show that more timber was
cut last year than in the previous sea:
sons. On the contrary it is a matter of
common knowledge taat the lumber op
erations were reduced. :

This plain fact is that the increased
stumpage revenue, and much mere
than this in¢rease, has been added to
the income of the province by honest
and fair collection. The other plain
fact is that for many years before the
change of government the revenue was.
robbed, or rather surrendered, to the
extent of $100,000 to $150,000 a year.
The provincial revenue must have suf-
fered to the extent of at least $2,000,-
000.

Territorial revenue includes other

compelled to pay handsomely for their
exemptions. Some of them are glad}
of the change. They know now that
they get fair play, and that they are ail
treated alike. The political collector
no longer: follows or precedes the
dealer, and lumbermen once more ven-
ture to own their own souls. That is
worth something.

These are some of the factors which
ought to have lost the west to the Laur-
fer ministry. If the prime minester can
convince the West that his goverm-
ment is reasonably clean, that honesty
is a chief recommended to prometion
among his officials, that political man-
ipulation for private financal gain !s
frowned upon and punished, that a pet-
ty system of pilfering does not run
through many departments of the gov-
ernment, then his ministry may have a
chance of holding its own in the Weat,
when the day of political judgment ar-
rives.

The issue is moral rather than pol-
itical.

Thus from the Atlnntlc to the Pa
cific there is #h unbroken record of
Conservatives turning Liberals out of
office and giving enormously better ad:
ministration. It will' be the same at
Otatwa.

The bishop sat down amidst a little
murmur of applause. He glanced up
and saw that his wife had heard his
speech, and he noted with satisfaction

the long line of reporters, for whose
sake he had spoken with such deliber-
ation and with occasional pauses. HY
felt that his indictment of this new
charitable departure had been scath-
ing and logical. He was not altogether
displeased to see Brooks himself in
the Strangers’ Gallery.

This intervention of Lord Arranmore
so early in the debate was wholly un-
expected. Every one was ‘interested,
and those who knew him best prepared
themselves for a little mild sgensation.
The bishop smiled to himself with the’
satisfacton of a man who has secured
a welcome but unexpected ally. Lord
Arranmore’s views as to charity and.its
dispensation were fairly well known.

So every one listened—at first with
curiosity, afterwards with something
like amazement. The bishop abandon-
ed his expresston of gentle tolerance
for one of manifest uneasiness. It
seemed scarcely crediblt that he heard
aright. For the Marquis of Arran-
more’'s forefinger was stretched out to-
‘wards him—a gesture at once relent-
less and scornful, and the words to
which he was forced to listen were not
pleasant ones to hear.

«It is such sentiments as these,” the
Marquis of Arranmore was saying—
and his words came like  drops of
ice, slow and distinet—“such senti-
ments as these voiced by such men as
the Lord Bishop of Beeton  in such
high places as this where-we are now
assembled, which have created and
nourished our eriminal cases, which
have filled our prisons and our work-
houses, and in the future if his lord-
ship’s theology is ecorrect will people
Hell.

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D. CRIPPEN'S
DEPARTURE

Inspector Dew Makes Very
klaborate = Preparations —
Sailed on the Megantic—
Prisoners Closely Guarded

Quebec, Aug. 21.—Quebec bade fare-
well last night to Dr. Hawley H. Crip-/
pen and Ethel Clare Le Neve. At 7
o'clock they sailed for England < on
board the White Star Liner Megantic,
due at Liverpool at noon next Satur-

day.
An extraordinary accident occurred

as Crippen crossed the gang plank. It
carried an omen that might well de-
press a man in_ the shadow of the
hangman’s rope. Crippen came hurry-
ing across the plank handcuffed, his
nat pulled low over his eyes and his
chin in his collar, trying apparently
to dodge the photographers.

In his haste, he ran squarely into a
rope that had held the gangway.
steady. The rope caught him wunder
the chin and jerked him backway and
had not Dew, who was close behind,
caught him, Crippen would have fallen
and possibly pitched between the two
vessels into the water. The next in-
stant Dew had set him on his feet and
the pair disappeared ingside the Mer-

gantic.

Notwithstanding the fears of the
British police that the dentist might
attempt suicide; the occurrence was
too palpably an accident for its nature
to be mistaken.

Miss Le Neve had to be supported
as she crossed the gang plank. As
she reached the deck of the Megantic
she fainted and had to be carried to
her cabin. It was half an hour before
she revived. The girl never has made
a full recovery from her collapse at
arrest, although her condition has
caused her jailer no anxiety.

Inspector Dew managed the de-
parture of the noted pair in a manner
that furnished a fitting climax to their
sensational capture. The fruits of
Dew’s deep thought during his twenty
days of solemn silence first became
evident at o’clock yesterday morn-
ing, but the full beauty of his scheme
did not appear in all its elaboration
until the hour of sailing. S

The finishing touch to a twelve-hour
performance  that more than once
verged on opera bouffe ‘came  Wwhen
the Scotland Yard inspector climbed
the gang plank and, with impassive
countenance, entered his name on the
passenger list as “Silas P. Boyle.”
This in spite of the fact that Dew was
probably the best known -man aboard
and that among his 900 fellow pas-
sengers fully 600 had met him here in
Quebec. :

Consistently “he registered his as-
sistant, Sergeant Mitehell of -Scotland
Yard, as “M. F. G. Johnston.” %

Mrs. Stone, one of the wardresses
brought from London to look after
Miss Le Neve, appeared on the passen-
ger list as “Mary Bryne,” and Miss
Foster, her companion, as “Miss Ogil-
vie.” *

If Dew’s objéct had been the attain-
ment of publicity he could not have
chosen a better ship than the Megan-
tic. She took aboard here 620 mem-
bers of the “Queen’s Own,” a crack
Canadian regiment bound for England
to join the British army manoeuvres.
Several Canadian newspapermen and
photographers accompany the regi-
ment, and other came from Montlleal
on the Megantie yesterday morning to
see them off.

After making secret arrangements
to board this steamer, Dew conducted
his prisoners with a mystery that set
the city in an uproar and ' brought
every reporter and photographer in
Quebec upon his heels. He smuggled
them fro mthe local jail at.7 o’clock
with three hacks and five provincial
detectives to -help his own Scotland
Yard force. Then, by circuitous routes
he drove to the river at Sillery, a vil-
lage only a miile from the jail in a
straight line, (but measured seven
miles over the'road he chose.

Before the three hacks had reached
the river the whole countryside was
aroused, and when a party of news-
papermen came in pursuit shortly af-
terward they had no trouble in fol-
lowing the trail. ' In an automobile
they reached Sillery in time to see the
tug puffing up the river with Dew
on deck wearing a triumphant smile.
Thus the British detective escaped the
photographers on shore, but the Me-

Crip-
pen dashed up the gang plank with his
felt hat pulled low and his face half
buried in his coat collar, while the girl
had her features effectually concealed
by a heavy blue veil

While the 'prisonérs “were being
transferred from the Queen to the
Megantic, passengers on the latter
were barred from the shelter deck by
which the pair entered.” There was a
heavy fire of small cameras, however,
trom the ‘déck above. - Crippen and
Miss Le Neve were hurried to eabins
Nos. 51 and 52, which they will oceupy
during the voyage.

it is understood that Crippen and
Miss Le Neve will be confined ¢losely
to their cabins during the voyage, €x-
cept for a short time each day, when
they will be permitted to take exercise
on the bridge.

ANNUAL REVOLUTION..

Nicaragua ' Has Annual Successful
Revolution.

Managua, Nicaragua, Aug. 23.—The
downfall of the Madiz Government, af-
ter the deciding defeats administered
to the regular army by the insurgent
forces of General Etrada last week,
was accomplished quietly and was
marked by no scenes of disorder in
the capital.” President: Madiz left the
city early Sunday night, his plans be-
ing kept secret, aboard the govern-
ment gunboat Momontombondon, in
which, it is presumed, he ran down to
the western. extremity of A Magagua,
where he could entrain for Gorinto
instead of making the journey by rail:
The landing there presented great
danger, since the train might have
been attacked or ihe’ line torn up by
Estrada sympathizers. Reports have
been wired from Corinto of the safe
arrival there of Madiz, accompanied
by Generals Ortiz, Soledo, Valdez:
Laru, Cavarria, Chavez and Perdemo,
and Doetor Julian Irins, and of the de-
parture of the fugitives for Amalpa;
Honduras, on board the Pacific mail
steamer, San Jose. The men who fled'
with the deposed president into exile
are all with the exception of Ortiz and
Chavarria, former supporters of ‘ex-
President Zelaya, who could expect
no mercy from the new administra-
tion. Three of them are foreigners,
Geéneral Soledo being 'from Gautemala,
@eneral Laru from Honauras and Gen-
eral Permomo from San Sebastian.
The new administration in the capital
is still in the hands of Jose Dolores
Estrada, brotner of the insurgent
leader, to whom it was turned over by
Madriz upon his flight. The provincial
governor has, however, announced his
intention of holding the reins of power
only until the arrival of his brother
and his victorious forces.

Scott at Wadena.

Wadena, Sask., Aug. 21.—Hon. Wal-
ter Scott, premier of Saskatchewan,
visited'this town Friday for the first
time since the province was formed.
‘He was met at the station by the local
member, H. C. Plerce, the mayor and
council, the town band and a number
of the faithful. In the afternoon Mr,
Scott addressed a small gathering in
the town hall, and dealt with a few
of the issues of the day.

The question whieh is the most:im-
portant to the farmers of the west,
that -of government—ownership of ele-
vators, was merely touched upon for
a moment. Mr. Scott did not even
hazard an opinion on the question. The
premier said that Mr. Haultain and
colleagues had promised the people an
election this fall, but he would say
speaking for the government of Sas-
katchewan that they did not anticipate
any possibility of an appeal to the
people either this year or next.

plete data required. It is not proposed
to make the Saskatchewan navigable
by the construction of a long stretch
of canal locks, but they will be built
only where there are heavy falls of
water. In stretches the depth of water
will be increased by the construction
of wing dams and dredging. \
