In view of the rapid decrease of 
game in most parts, it seems time that
the Government should introduce 
some such measure. Much is done to 
preserve and increase the fishery in 
the lakes of the Dominion and I think 
something should be done to preserve 
game in such districts as are unin­
habited or only thinly Fettled. I re­
member reading some time ago that 
the Ontario Government intended 
creating such a reserve in the Nipis- 
sing district. Can you tell me if this 
is so, and if any steps are being taken 
to carry it out 1 *

I was surprised to see in your in­
teresting account of your hunting trips 
no mention of any- game but deer. Is 
the bear extinct in those parts in 
which your hunting haa been done?

There has been a good deal in Eng­
lish papers lately about emigration to 
Canada. I believe it to be a mistake 
for Canada to be swamped with the 
refuse of our large towns. It is a mis­
take of the Dominion Government to 
encourage such immigration. People 
who are no good here are not likely to 
be desirable acquisitions in Canada, al­
though the Old Country may be glad 
to get rid of them . I think such im­
migration should be discouraged for 
the good of Canada. The prosperity 
of a country is not to be measured by 
the size of the population (and to in­
crease the population seems the main 
idea la advertising for settlers as 
Canada does^, but by the standard of 
comfort which exists among that 
population. This, I can say from ex­
perience, is higher in Ontario than in 
England, but I think unlimited immi­
gration tends to lower it.

A successful method of making ilium- i 
I noting gas from sawdust is now being J 
employed. In Canada several lar~v lum- w 
ber mills are being lighted by gas made / 
by this process. Tho sawdust is charged [st 
In retorts which are heated by a wood lire, 
the gas from the retorts passing Into a 
series of coils and thence into the purifi­
ers, which are similar t<f those used for 
coal gas Ume Is tho principal purifying 
agent employed. When the gas passes out 
of the retorts it has an odor much less 
disagreeable than that of ordinary lighting 
gas, and resembling somewhat that of the 
smoke from a fire of green wood or loaves.
For a small plant turning out, say, 640
