Doring the past few years much io-
tarest has been taken iu the prescrva-
tion of our native birds and in some
localities wars have been declared
azainst the English sparrow on account
of its proclivity to drive away our birds
of song. To such an extent has the
aatipathy against the sparrow become
as to provoke the presentation of peti.
tions to our Lecgislation asking for an
act to allow of their extermination.
It is a well known fact that from
some cause or another our native birds
are fast disappearing and in order to
prevent as much as possible such a
calamity wise laws have becn enacted
making it a crime to wilfully kill a
bird or destroy its eggs or young.
This law hasin part been effectual
in stopping this wanton destruction of
an ever welcome guest, but only in part
a3 we learn that during this preseot
seacon almost every bird's nest in the
v.cinity of Wolfville hus been hunted
ont and the eggs taken therefrom by
youths aud boys who should know bet-
ter. We are glad to know that the S,
P. C. is determined to prevent thie
ruthless destruction of our feathered
friends and have offered a reward to the
person or persons who will give such
information as will lead to the convic-
tion of any person found guilty of kill
ing birds or destroying their eggs or
young. The law provides a severe pen-
alty, and the offence certainly merits it.
We trust that every cffort will be put
forth to protect the birds, and sccurc
the punishment of those who are want-
only destroyiog them.

3, “Any person under 16 who has in
his ession, or smokes cigars, etc., shall
be fined not greated than $5 or 7 days.
