A FIGURE IN 
CITY HISTORY.

Portrait of Late Capt. Armstrong 
Presented to City.

He Was the First Stipendiary 
Magistrate in Hamilton.

Applied Match to the ' Ccrolina” 
In Niagara River.

An oil painting of Capt. George 
Hawkesworth Armstrong, R.N., the 
first stipendiary magistrate of Ham­
ilton, was to-day presen tea to Mayor 
McLaren by Mrs. Bell, wife of Thos. 
S. Bell, C.E., 44 Pearl street, south, 
Mrs. Bell is a daughter of Capt. Arm­
strong, and she considered that the 
likeness of her father would be of 
interest to the city.

The original of the painting was 
born in the Isle of Wight and when 
quite young entered the royal navy 
as a midshipman, on “The Man-of- 
Wai,” a tutor being on board to edu­
cate him. He received his naval 
train'-.lg at first hand and came to 
Canada in 1812. He led the forlorn 
hope of 500 men at the battle of 
Chrysler’s Farm, and himself applied 
the match to the powder which blew 
up the Carolina in the Niagara river 
to prevent the Americans seizing that 
celebrated vessel. Capt. Armstrong 
served in the Battle of Trafalgar and 
saw naval service in many climes, 
passing through all sorts of hair-rais­
ing adventures. Tie saved Admiral 
Lord Do Courcey’s son from drown­
ing. and for that heroic feat was ac­
corded the privilege of wearing Ins 
hat while at court. Queen Victoria 
presented a medal and clasp to him 
for his distinguished service, in the 
royal navy. Capt. Armstrong was 
enamored of Canada, and after clos­
ing his naval career settled in Ham­
ilton. He was appointed the first 
stipendiary magistrate of Hamilton 
by Sir John Ha.rvey, in 1845, anu neld 
that position until his deatli in 1863. 
He was well-known in the city in 
those days, and the presentation of 
his likeness to the city will serve to 
recall his memory. The surviving 
members of his family are: Mrs. 
Bell, Alfred H. Armstrong, Fort Wil­
liam, and J. H. Armstrong, Toronto.

In certain conditions a homesteader In good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price $3.00 per 
acre.

OF NURSES.

Interesting Ceremony at the City 
Hospital Yesterday.

Nineteen Young Ladies Receive 
Their Medals and Diplomas.

Addresses by Governors and Some 
of City Clergy.

j* Comprising the 190$) nurses graduating 
' class of the City Hospital Training 
; School, the largest in the history of the 
j institution, nineteen bright young ladies 
i yesterday afternoon were the recipients 
! of gold medals, diplomas, advice, con­
gratulations and bouquets of eloquence 
at the annual commencement exercises. 
The function was held in the Nurses’ 
Home, which stands as a monument to 

' the munificence of Mrs. Hendrie, a gift 
, which, it was suggested during the ad- 

dresses yesterday, should act as an in­
spiration for some of Hamilton’s wealthy 
people. The building -was tastefully de­

secrated with palms and flowers in honor 
: of the event. Relatives and admiring 
3 friends of the graduates, physicians, cler- 

i.. gvmen and others who take an active 
> interest in the hospital, filled the draw-

• ing rooms, tlve laxly superintendent, Mrs. 
House, assisted by Miss Aikin, receiving 
the guests. An enjoyable musical pro­
gramme was given and a pleasing fea­
ture was the tribute of appreciation 
paid bv the speakers to the capable man

, agement of the institution under the di­
rection of the medical superintendent, 
Dr. Laugrill, and Mrs. House.

Chairman John Billings, of the Boa rd 
of Hospital Governors, presided, and the 
gold medals and diplomas were present­
ed by JâeuL-Col. A. H. Moore, one of 
the governors, and Yen. Archdeacon For- 
neret, rector of AU Saints’ Church.

In an inspiring and impressive invoca­
tion Rev. Dr. Fletcher prayed that God’s 
bleasing might rest on the work of the 
young ladies in their chosen profession. 
The white capped graduates, in their 
neat, and spotless uniforms, then enter­
ed the drawing room in a body to re­
ceive their awards.

Emphasizing his appreciation of the 
kind treatment he had himself received[

• while a patient in the institution recent­
ly, Archdeacon t’orne vet. awarding the 
diplomas, paid an earnest tribute to the

. work of the nursing staff, and urged 
upon the graduates to hold before them 
as their ideal the example of the Savior 
himself. Who came not to lx* ministered 
unto, but to minister.

“I want to congratulate the graduat­
ing class,” he said, "on the years of 
hard study brought to a successful con­
clusion. years not only of hard study, 
but of hard work, for I have seen some 
of it, and want to bear testimony to 
the splendid work done in this hospital.
As a clergyman, at times lie came in 
contact with those who were won't to 
indulge in criticism, but Ids experience 
from walking through the wards im­
pressed him with the kind treatment 
and close attention the patients received 

r from the nurses.
“Your preparation for your life work 

is ended,” he said, “but your prepara­
tion is only a small part of the work of 
your lives. Let your id<al he one of ser­
vice rather than of gain. The laborer is 
worthy of his hire, but let us attain to 
a higher ideal in the professional line of 
life. Think of what you can give rather 
than what you van get and by keeping 
before you this higher ideal you will 
bring much more happiness to your­
selves. May God's blessing rest on your

Presenting the gold medals. Lieut.-Col. 
Moore recalled that lie had the longest 
connection with the Hospital of anyone 
in Hamilton, being placed on the hoard 
soon after the. institution wa> erected, 
and taking an active interest in the 
work ever since. With such c\|>crienee 
he spoke with authority. "In the Modi- 

. cal Superintendent,” lie said, "we have a 
man who is thoroughly capable of hand­
ling that par* of the work, and in Mrs. 
House, the lady superintcndcnto, we
have a treasure.”

- Addressing the graduates, lie said.
( “Remember that your profession is one 
: in which you can do much good for hu­

manity. There are certain walks in lift} 
that offer exceptional opportunity for 
this and yours is one of them and in the 
years to come 1 am satisfied you will 
bring credit not only to yourselves, but 
to your Alma Mater, the Hamilton Hos­
pital.”

Col. Moore regretted that the nurses’ 
quarters were so badly cramped. The 
ratepayers were asked to provide money 
to enlarge them, hut unfortunately they 
had not seen fit to do so. Referring 'to 
Mrs. Hendrie’it generous gift, lie said, 
probably they would have to wait until 
eorne. other wealthy citizen emulated her 

: ' example before the building would be 
enlarged. “If the people knew the diffi­
cult ice under which we labor to provide 
quarters and the unpleasantness of the 
many things that have to he Horne with, 
I think they would cheerfully provide 
what ii required. I wish we had men 
like Mr. McDonald, of Montreal, who 
think» nothing of giving $100,000 or 
$200,000 to public charity. Some of the 
rich men of Hamilton should help us in 
the work done here.” Col. Moore regret­
ted that he had-been misrepresented in 
the press in a report that accused him of 
complaining about the cost of the med­
als for the nurses. “The medals,” he 
said, “are a very small -return for the 
work done and service you have given. 
No man is more loyal to the hospital 
and staff than I am.”

Dr. Frank Coleman delivered an inter­
esting address to the graduates, dealing 
in detail with their training and the pro­
fession in which they were engaged. He 

. particularly urged them to keep before 
them throughout their career the lofty 
ideal that should inspire those in such a 
noble work.

“The city owes the Board of Hospital 
Governors a debt of gratitude that it 
will never be able to repay,” declared 
Rev. Father Brady, paying a tribute to 
the work of the hoard. He spoke appre­
ciatively of Chairman Billing’* services. 
One would expect after laboring so long 
and well throughout life that gentleman 
should rest, hut hU philanthropic zeal 

I for Hamilton would not permit him to, 
and he had Unproved on improvements 
and made the Hamilton Hospital second 
to none in the country. The two hospi 
tals in Hamilton, the General Hospital 
and St. Joseph’s, were doing good work, 
and Father Brady thought there was 
room for both!

KNOCKED OFF A CAR

OH, YOU WOMAN I

An Orangeville Man Caught in a 
Telephone Wire.

Orangeville. June 17. A terrible 
accident happened last evening in the 
yard's of the Superior Portland Cement 
Company, opposite the C. V. R. depot 
here, whereby Edward French, an em­
ployee of the company, received fearful 
injuries.

SLAVERY AND LIQUOR.
Io the Editor of the Times :

Bear Sir,—In your issue of 15th iust., j 
there is a report of the charge-delivered i 
by Bishop Williams to the Synod of 
Huron, defending the compensation of 
liquor license-holders for the loss of ■ 
their licenses. Bishop Williams says. ! 
“The British way is for the State to 
make compensation to private indivi­
duals when it suppresses by law a legi­
timate trade. The abolition of slavery is 
a case in point. Slavery was a legitimate 
system, tolerated and protected by law. ■ 
and when the State abolished the sys­
tem it made compensation to the slave­
owners to the extent of S 100,000,000.

So the Government did, Mr. Editor, 
and rightly so ! But did il proceed to 
compensate the slave-traders whose bus­
iness was destroyed, and whose property 
in ships and “factories’’ became practi­
cally valueless? Did not the British 
Statesmen recognize a great difference 
in principle between compensating the 
slave-owners for the loss of what the 
law had long recognized as their pro­
perty, and compensating the slave-trad­
ers for the prohibition of their evil bus­
iness? In the one case the State took 
property away from a man, and prac­
tically appropriated it to its own use 
by making citizens out of what up to 
that time it had only recognized as an­
other man’s chattels. In the other case 
the State left the men in full possession 
of all their property, hut merely for­
bade their Using it for a certain purpose.

Now, Mr. Editor, 1 claim that the liq­
uor trader is, in relation to his busi­
ness, in precisely the saine position as 
the slave-trader, and should he treated 
in that, relationship in precisely the

Note the parallel !
ilie slave-trader invested money in 

good faith in a business which was pro­
tected by law—so has the liquor-trader.

The slave-trader lost his business “by 
a law which made the investment ail 
hut a total loss,”—so does the liquor- 
trader under a reduction or prohibition

The slave-trader had been compelled 
to improve his ships and “factories’’ at 
considerable expense, (that was in 1788), 

so has the liquor-trader been compell­
ed to improve his premises.

^ot when the British Government, pro­
hibited the slave-trade it did not give 
one penny of compensation to the slave- 
traders! Neither should any Government 
(if they follow British precedent in deal­
ing with the slave trade), to the liquor- 
sellers.

It was not till 1833 that the slaves 
were freed, twenty-six years after the 
trade had been prohibited. Then, as I 
have pointed out, for what the State 
took, the State paid. If ever there should 
lie a Government so foolish as to pass a 
law to prevent a man from having liq­
uor in his possession in his own home, 
and should proceed to take away the 
liquor he already possesses, then, say I, 
follow British' precedent and let it pay 
for what it t;*kes. A prohibit.on law 
is not intended to take away a man’s 
property, hut it is intended to prohibit 
a trade that has proved itself to be the 
greatest curse of the country.

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BLACKMAIL,
SAYS NICOLL.

Howard Gould’s Counsel Makes a 
Nasty Insinuation.

More Testimony Given of Mrs. 
Gould’s Alleged Habits.

Broker, Guest on a Yacht Cruise, is 
Among Husband’s Witnesses.

New York, June 17.—The spotlight of 
the cross-examiner continued to oscil 
late to-day, in the trial of Mrs. Howard 
Gould’s suit for separation, from the 
estate of Castle Gould to the Saint 
Regis Hotel, the farm at Blue Gap, Yt., 
the Gould's yacht, Niagara, and back to 
New York again; but except for those 
momenta when it lingered on Dustin 
Farnum, it never got very far from the 
butler’s keys to the wine cellar.

There was visible am attitude on the 
part of the defence, which in this trial 
has been curiously shifted over to what 
is virtually the prosecution, to prove 
that Mrs, Gould was not only so fre­
quently under the influence of intoxi­
cants aa to fall within the rulings of 
Justice Dowling that she must be prov­
ed a habitual drunkard before her hus­
band can be justified in leaving her, but 
to prove that, when she had been drink­
ing, her character underwent a trans­
formation for the worse.

De. Lancey Nicoll, counsel for the 
husband, was willing enough to adduce 
testimony that the wife was affable 
when herself if only he could bring her 
good nature into contrast by testimony 
that tended to show her violent, abus­
ive, uncertain in her motives and con­
futed in her actions at those moments 
when she was alleged to have been 
drinking. There was no abatement of 
her ordeal to-day, and as the burden 
of iteration grew heavier, site shrank 
visibly, smiled broadly or shook her head 
in amused denial.

Only once was there a break in the 
procession of footmen, butlers, chauf­
feurs, maids, waiters nad bellboys on 
whose testimony it is sought to nrove 
Mrs. Gould an impossible wife; that 
v es when Mr. Nicoll called Melville E. 
Chapman, a broker, who was a guest of 
the Goulds on their yacht on several 
cruises of the year 1905. Several times, 
he testified, he had seen Mrs. Gould 
drunk, and he described also several 
alleged outbreaks, with emphasis on the 
overbearing manner of the wife and the 
efforts of the husband to soothe and con­
ciliate her.

•BLACKMAIL,” SAYS NICOLL.
It- the effort to discredit this witness. 

Mr. Shearn drew the word “blackmUil’ 
from Mr. Nicoll, and became so much 
agitated at this application to his own 
conduct of the case that for some mo­
ments he was unable to continue his 
cross-examination.

Edward Bechtold, who was in charge 

of the winert and liquors aboard Air. 
Gould’s yacht Niagara in December. 
1905, when the Goulds were cruising 
with a party of friends, testified that 
he saw Mrs. Gould intoxicated several 
times during the cruise.

After a dinner at Kingston, at which 
Mrs. Gould drank wine, the witness not­
iced her as she was going to her state 
room to retire, he said.

“She stopped in the music-room and 
took hold of a chair to steady herself,” 
the witness said, ‘and she had to take 
a long breath before she could go on.’

“Now, you never heard Mrs. Gould 
curse or swear on that trip, did you?” 
n^ked Lawyer Shenrn, on erossexamin

“Oh, yes, T did,” said the witiess. One 
night at quarantine, he said, he heard 
lier swearing. On another night when 
lie was in the kitchen, Mrs. Gould start­
ed to open the kitchen door, mistaking 
it. the witness thought, for her state 
room door, which was a short distance 
beyond.

“She blushed and turned about and 
walked unsteadily toward her state­
room, and I followed her, thinking she 
wanted something.” said the witness.

Mr. Nicoll called Charles T. Dodge, a 
carpenter, who said he worked at the 
Gould estate for eight months in 1902. 
Tie testified that lie saw Mrs. Gould on 
one occasion when he thought she was 
intoxicated.

BROKER ON THE STAND.
Melville E. Chapman, a broker, who 

had been a guest of Mr. and Mrs. Gould 
on the yacht Niagara on several trips 
in 1005, testified that Mrs. Gould was 
frequently under the influence of intoxi­
cants and was very loud and abusive in 
her language to the servants at those 
times* The witness said that during 
cruise to the West Indies, he remem­
bered several occasions when Mrs. 
Gould had been drinking and became 
dissatisfied with everybody and every 
thing, and would1 become greatly excited 
and say that she intended to run the 
boat, and that no one should take orders 
from anyone but herself. The witness 
described two such outbursts, one in 
Santiago harbor and the other in Hav 
ana harbor.

“What did Mr. Gould do and say on 
these occasions?” asked Mr. Nicoll.

“He invariably tried to soothe and 
calm her and pass the incident off 
pleasantly,” replied the witness.

AIRSHIP LINES.

COUNT ZEPPLIN LOOKS TO GER­
MAN CITIES FOR AID.

Cologne and Duesseldorf Willing to 
Supply Money for Aerial Travel- 
Fares Will be Somewhat High at 
First—Rivalry Between oerman 
Airship Builders.

Berlin.— la consequence of the decision 
of the German War Office not to order 
any move Zeppelin airships at present 
tin* Zeppelin An.-hip Construction Com­
pany lues been obliged to turn to munici­
palities and the public for support in the 
establishment ot passenger airship lines.

Herr Colsm&nn, director of the com­
pany, said in a lecture delivered recently 
at, Strass burg that the Government’s 
attitude was due to the fact that the 
technical adviser of the military auliun­
ties was himself an inventor and con­
structor of airships and a believer in the 
semi-rigid system.

From this remark it stems that same 
soreness stil lexists between the Zeppelin 
and the Gross school of aerial naviga­
tion. Major Gross is the head of the 
military aeronautical department, and a 
few months ago the rivalry between him 
and Count Zeppelin reached such a point 
that there was talk of a duel between 
them. A reconciliation was effected, but 
apparently i* has failed to remove the. 
deep seated difference of opinion.

Major' Gross, as well as many other 
officers, holds that the Zeppelin airship, 
with its rigidity and its enormous size. i> 
less adapted to military purposes than 
the semi-rigid Goss or the Parseval 
airship, which can lie easily dismantled, 
packed and transported, while the Zep- 
prlin requires the shelter of harbors 
built for the special purpose.

Herr Colsmntm said also that as the 
War Office declined to order any Zep 
pelin vessels beyond the two already con­
tracted for. the company was compelled 
to appeal to mu molalities and private 
capital in order to guarantee the con­
tinued activity of its extensive installa­
tion. Count Zeppelin had already been 
in communication with various town 
councils and had received promises of 
support from Home of the most import­
ant cities.

The town council of Cologne, for in­
stance, is willing to invest $12">,000 in the 
new company for the inauguration of a

USES OF TAILS.

They Serve as Propellers, Boas, 
Trowels and Other Things.

“There ;s no definition of a tail,” de­
clares a writer in the Strand. “It is not, 
in its nature, anything at all. When 
an animal’s fore legs are fitted onto its 
backbone at the proper distance from 
the hind legs, if any backbone remains 
over we call it a tail.

“Buyit has no purpose. It is a mere 
surplus, which a tailor (the pun is un­
avoidable; would have trimmed off.

“Eyes, r.ose and mouth, hands and 
feet all have their duties. The tail is un­
employed. And if we allow that life lias 
had any hand in the shaping of its own 
destiny, then the ingenuity of the de­
vices for turning the useless member 
to account, afford one of the most exhil­
arating subjects of contemplation it 
the whole panorama of nature.

“The fishes fitted it up at once as a 
twin propeller,» with results so satisfac­
tory that the whale and the porpoise, 
coming long after, adopted the inven­
tion. And be it noted that these last 
and their kin are now the only ocean­
going mammals in the world. The whole 
tribe of paddle steamers, such as seals 
and walruses and dugongs, are only 
coasters.

“Among those beasts that would live 
on the dry land the primitive kangaroo 
could think of nothing better to do with 
his tail than to make a steel of it. It 
was a simple thought but a happy one

“Sitting up like a gentleman, he has 
his hands free to scratch his ribs or 
twitch his mustache And when he goes 
hr needs not to put them to the ground 
for his great tail so nearly equalls the 
weight of his bodv that one pair of legs 
keeps the balance even.

“And so Ihe kankaroo, almost the 
lowest, of beasts, comes closer to man 
in his postures than any other animal 
The squirrel also sits up and uses his 
forepaws for hands, but the squirrel is 
a. sybarite who lies abed in cold weather, 
and it is every way characteristic of him 
that he has sent his tail to the furrier 
and had it done up into a boa, or com­
forter, at once warm and becoming. See 
too how daintily he lifts it over his 
back to keep it clean.

“Then- there is the beaver, whose tail 
I am convinced is a trowel. I know of 
nc naturalist who has mentioned this, 
hut such negative evidence is of little

“The beaver, as every one knows, is a 
builder who cuts down trees and piles 
log upon log until he has raised a solid 
domed cabin from seven to twenty feet 
in diameter, which lie then plasters 
over with clay and straw. If he does not 
turn round and beat the work smooth 
with his tail, then I require to know for 
what purpose he carries that broad, 
heavy and hard tool behind him.”

Runiin Torpedo Boat Filed Poor

At British Steamer That Went Too 
Near Czar’» Ve»»el.

Stockholm, June 18.—Coyne, the fire­
man on board the British steamer Wood- 
burn, of Newcastle, that was fired upon 
ir. Pitikapas Bay on Wednesday night 
by a vessel of the Russian squadron pat­
rolling the rendezvous of Emperor Nich­
olas and Emperor William, sustained 
only slight injuries and probably will 
be able to leave the hospital, to where 
he was removed, in a few days. He 
declares that three other members of 
the crew sustained slight injuries from 
the Russian fire.

Further details of the occurrence show 
that the Woodburn steamed during the 
night within the prohibited zone of 
navigation in vicinity of Pitikapas Bay. 
Her captain evidently was unfamiliar 
with the published regulations. The Rus­
sian torpedo boat fired first three blank 
shots .which were followed up by four 
projectiles.

SIX MONTHS.
Dae Mann’» Former Chanffenr Goe«

Toronto, Juno 18.— George Seiger, 
formerly chauffeur for D. D. Mann, was 
sentenced to the Central Prison for six 
months to-day for causing grievous 
bodily harm to Fanny White. About a 
month ago Seager, after taking Mr. 
Mann to the house, picked up some 
friends and was travelling along the 
street, when he collided with a street 
car, Miss White having an arm broken 
in the collision.

BATTLE OF WATERLOO.
(Montreal Witness.)

Ninety-four years ago, on June 18, 
1815, the battle of Waterloo was fought, 
and the Empire of Napoleon Bonaparte 
annihilated. At Waterloo the invin­
cible steadiness of the British infantry, 
in resisting the repeated charges of Ney’s 
cavalry, broke the strength of Bona­
parte’s army and opened the way for 
Blueher’s aid, which completed the 
victory. At the l>eginning of lost cen­
tury Great Britain accumulated the bulk 
of her national debt in the struggle, 
against Bonaparte, a larae part of which 
was incurred in subsidizing the. Prus­
sians, to enable them to keep their 
army in the field and defend their own 
soil. German historians claim that the 
victory of Waterloo was owing to the 
arrival of the Prussian army towards 
the close of the engagement. Whether 
that was so or not, they refrain from 
mentioning the fact that there would 
have been no such army in the field at 
all if Great Britain had not supplied 
the funds that preserved its organization 
and made possible its presence on the 
field. If Great Britain had not in 
terposed her arm between Bonaparte and 
Prussia, and opened her purse to Prus­
sian needs, there would l>e no German 
Empire in existence to-day, even though 
Bonaparte's shoddy empire might have, 
probably would have, passed away, .and 
Germany would not now be in a position 
to threaten Great Britain with rivalry 
either in industry or naval armament. 
The. humanizing progress the world has 
made since the fate of Europe was de­
cided on the field of Waterloo is encour­
aging. The democracy, then crushed and 
hopeless, is now triumphing, not by arms, 
but by industry. Though Germany has 
taken the place of France as a military 
nuisance to Europe, militarism is a fad­
ing force in the control of national des­
tinies. Economics are of vastly more 
importance than polities in shaping the 
policies of governments. The achieve­
ments in science and invention, with 
the spread of education, and the growth 
of intelligence, during the century since 
the battle of Waterloo, have wonderfully 
changed the world. Still grander tri­
umphs of human brains over the forces 
of nature and the superstitions xof 
heredity may he reasonably expected. 
Another Waterolo is not impossible, but 
industry and commerce, more than 
armies of soldiers, will decide the destiny 
of nations in the future.

FIRE PANIC.
Wemen Knocked Senieleu to Saye 

Them From Fire.

Babe Hurled From Fourth Storey 
Window—Mather Leap».

Cincinnati, June 17.—More than 100 
Hungarians, men, women and children, 
living in an old five-storey river front 
tenement, fought in mad panic for their 
lives to-day when a gasoline explosion 
on the second floor set the rookery on 
fire.

Fifteen men and women were over­
come by smoke before they could grope 
their way through the dark hallways. 
Some ran unclothed to the street. An 
18-months-old baby was hurled by its 
crazed mother from a fourth-storey win­
dow into the arms of a drayman. Then 
the mother leaped from the same win­
dow’ among massed policemen and fire­
men. She was but slightly hurt.

Firemen battled at the tops of ladders 
with men so crazed they would have 
hurled their rescuers to death had they 
not been beaten down. Even women had 
to be knocked senseless.

Only the bravery and absolute disci­
pline of the firemen and police prevented 
a holocaust. Ten persons were clightly 
burned. No one was fatally injured. The 
building was destroyed.

CAN DO IT.
Railway Commission Control» 

Through Freight Rates.

Effect» Railway Companies Carry­
ing on International Traffic.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Ottawa, Ont., June 18.—The Railway 

Commission has given judgment on the 
question of its jurisdiction in the matter 
of compelling railway companies carry­
ing on international traffic to fyle with 
the commission through freight tariffs 
to or from Canadian points. The board 
holds that under the amendment to the 
Railway Act passed last session it has 
the right to control rates charged on 
such traffic. The ruling will affect the 
international railroads running through 
Ontario. The question arose in connec­
tion with the application of the Dawson 
Board of Trade for an order of the 
board compelling a reduction of rates 
on the White Pass & Yukon Railway, 
over which practically all the Yukou 
traffic must pass. The company held 
that the board had no jurisdiction over 
freight tariff outside actual Canadian 
territory. By the judgment handed out 
this morning the board orders subsidiary 
companies in co-operation with the 
XV hite Pass & Yukon Railway in carry­
ing through traffic to fyle rates with 
the commission and become a party to 
co operation of the Board of Trade for 
a reduction of rates. The board will deal 
later with the question of reducing rates, 
hut it is probable that a considerable 
reduction will be ordered.

IN COUNCIL.

Egyptiu and Turkish Women to 
Join in the Work.

Civic Reception to be Delegates at 
the City Hall.

Lady Aberdeen Talks About Ireland 
and Its People.

Toronto, June 18.—Fascinating to. the 
extreme was the story that was unfolded 
by Mrs. Ogilvie Gordon, the honorary 
corresponding secretary of the Interna­
tional Council of Women, at the meet­
ing yesterday of the Executive Commit­
tee of that body. The committee had a 
long and arduous session, clearing the 
way for the business of the Council, 
which will meet for the «first time this 
morning at the university. A large 
aumber of tentative resolutions were 
submitted by the various National Coun­
cils to be considered, and Î decision 
arrived at as to whether they should 
be sent on to the Council or not. but 
amid the pressure of this business, of 
a nature on which considerable differ­
ence of opinion might arise as to policy, 
the news received from the various 
centres formed a cheering interlude.

WOMEN AWAKENING.
From those countries in which there 

has been established a. National Council 
for some years the reports spoke of 
nothing but progress : but of far more 
vital interest were the messages that 
told of the expansion of the movement 
in countries where for so long one-hnlf 
of the population has for centuries been 
in a condition of absolute subjection.

On the previous evening Lady Aber­
deen, in her presidential address, men­
tioned something of the rousing of the 
women of Turkey, but yesterday the 
executive had the privilege of hearing 
the story more directly, through the re­
port of one of their co-workers in that 
land, Mrs. Bowen, of Constantinople, 
who, by the way, is a sister of Ahmed 
Riza, the President of the new Turkish 
Parliament, that has loomed so large in 
the eyes of the world of late. Mrs. 
Bowen wrote, saying that she was ltopc- 

; ful of forming a National Council for 
the women of Turkey before very long, 
and the Executive elected Madame Si la 
Hunun an honorary vice-president, with 
newer to carry Mrs. Bowen’s desire into 
effect. In the course of her interesting 
letter Mrs. Bowen said: “The broad 

i foundation of the Golden Rule attracts 
a number of our women, and even if 
they cannot adopt all the propaganda 

! of the Council they want to commence 
on that basis.”

STRICKEN FINLAND.
From Finland Baroness Gripcnherg 

wrote, saying that the women were 
prepared to found a Council for that 

. strife-riven country, while from the 
! modernized successor of ancient Egypt 

the same news came. Mrs. Helen 
Hopkins, the Council’s correspondent in 
that country, said in her report that the 
movement was gaining power among the 
native women. “These native ladies,” 

i she proceeded. “do not want yet our 
I education. They want to learn how to 

order their households, and to be a 
I factor in the family life which, of course, 
St present does not exist.”

PATRIOTISM FIRST.
A world's peace is a desirable thing, 

but patriotism comes first in the 
opinion of some of the delegates who 
are members of the Peace and Arbi­
tration Committee of the Internation­
al Council. Mrs. May Wright Sewall 
of Maine, and Honorary President of 
the National Council, is Convener of 
the committee, and was responsible 
for the exclusion of the reporters from 
yesterday’s meeting. However, in the 
corridors some echoes of the morning's 
proceedings were heard, and it is j 
certain that the proceedings were not 
altogether of the character which the 
idealists desired. The main question 
was the advisability of petitioning the 
Government's taking part in the 
Hague Conference in favor of the sub­
mission of all questions of internation­
al disputes to arbitration, and the 
avoidance of the sterner arbitrament

Facts have to he recognized, and 
this was the attitude taken by some of 
the delegates from Germany, Austria 
mid Italy. They know too well that 
Europe is an armed camp, for have 
not their husbands, sons and brothers 
all boon called to servo their time as 
conscript soldiers, and when danger 
to the nation may come from any of 
her neighbors the delegates of Aus­
tria and Germany were doubtful whe­
ther their support of the proposals 
might not bo regarded as disloyalty.

MIGHT CHILL YOUNG MEN.
An Italian delegate also questioned 

whether it might not undermine the 
]>atriotism of the young men of her land 
and make them less willing to spring to 
arms in defence of their country should 
the call lie made. Generally speaking, 
however, the delegates were in favor of 
the petition, but Indore any decision was 
arrived at the committee adjourned un­
til Friday.

ATTACKING DISEASE.
"I will speak till Lady Aberdeen 

comes,” said Sir William Thompson yes­
terday aflero'oon at the opening of the 
Ontario Government's tuberculosis ex­
hibit at the physics building. Lady Ab­
erdeen had been announced to ope*n the 
exhibit, but unfortunately the pressure 
of business at the executive prevented 
her attendance, and Sir William had to 
close his address on the cam.|>aign against 
the scourge of the race without carry­
ing out his promise—or threat.

His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor 
presided, and introduced the speaker, 
who is physician in ordinary to the. Lord 
Lieutenant of Ireland.

Sir William expressed bus pleasure 
with the exhibit, which contained sev­
eral features absent from tlie one which 
had been in use in Ireland, although 
that i>oesessacd also some points that 
might be introduced with advantage into 
the Ontario exhibit. In any case the ef­
fort was a commendable one, inasmuch 
as it must lend to a stirring up of the 
people and educational development. In 
Ireland they had found the municipal 
authorities very ■ lukewarm at first, but 
the formation of local associations who 
brought constant pressure to bear had 
stimulated them to such a. degree that 
the interest taken in the work was now 
very great.

The most pressing want was to deal 
with advanced cases. There was often 
no proper place to send them, and most 
people preferred to die at home, but in

tliat case they became a danger to the 
community. The arrest of the dieease 
was the important function of tine sani­
tarium work, and they must remember 
that each patient sent home cured be­
came an agent for the spread of valuable 
information.

The home treatment was largely car­
ried on in connection with dispensaries, 
and he was glad to learn that there 

■ were two in Toronto. They would play 
a very important part in the campaign 
in giving help to those whose means 
were limited.

AHEAD OF EUROPE.
In company with the Countess Aber­

deen he hud nailed a number of cities 
on this continent, and had been forced 
to the conclusion that more was being 
done on this side of the Atlantic than 
on the other. The death rate bore out 
tliat opinion. In Ireland the rate was 
one in six, while in Toronto it was only 
about half that.

The reason for this difference lie 
ascribed to the crowding together of 
the people in tenements, placing the peo­
ple at a great disadvantage from a hy­
gienic point of view.

Dr. Ilodgetts, Provincial Medical 
Health Officer, briefly explained the 
manner in which the Ontario exhibit 
was utilized, and the proceedings termin­
ated with a vote of thanks to Sir Wil­
liam Thompson.

THE INTERNATIONAL PRESI- 
DENT TELLS HOW IRELAND 

IS GOING AHEAD.
From a campaign against tuberculosis 

in Ireland to a rally in Canada of wo­
men campaigners for right against wrong 
of all sorts, her Excellency Lady Aber­
deen, President of the International 
Council of Women, has coinv, incident­
ally casting into the balance her person­
al influence, experience, and executive 
ability. After an exceedingly busy day 
yesterday, including an all-day commit­
tee and visits to several institutions, her 
Excellency, arriving at Government 
House only toward 7 o’clock, neverthe­
less graciously found time to give a few 
minutes in talking to a representative.

TUBERCULOSIS IN IRELAND.
“The death rate in Ireland.” said 

her Excellency, "is about 65,000, and 
of that about 11,500 deaths are from 
tuberculosis—fur more than from any 
other disease. Of course, the trouble 
is worse where (here is poor housing 
and poor food, but all classes arc af­
fected. Sixty years ago Ireland was 
really in a better condition in regard 
to tuberculosis than either England or 
Scotland, but during that time a great 
deal lias been done in the two last 
named countries. No, Ireland ean- 
not be said to be much worse than it 
was at that time, but the death rate 
from this cause has not gone down 
perceptibly. Wo Qiink, though, that 
the tide is turning. During the same 
period there has been so much emigra­
tion that Ireland has been drained in a 
double way.”

In regard to the means used in 
Ireland, her Excellency said these 
were very much the same as were being 
adopted htjrc—the building of sanitari­
ums and educating the people by litera­
ture and in other ways.

A TRAVELLING CARAVAN.
“We have a travelling exhibition, 

which is always accompanied by lec­
turers. This has been going about 
for the last eighteen months or two 
There is no doubt people are every- 
pnrt of Ireland. Where it could not 
go we have had a travelling caravan 
containing a partial exhibit, accom­
panied by a medical lecturer, a lady 
giving cooking demonstrations, the dis­

tribution of literature, a gramophone, a 
magic lantern and so on.”

Her Excellency was asked if the fig­
ures began to sixow any results for the 
work that had been done.

“This year we are very pleased that 
tlte dl*ath rate is a decimal point down 
—very little, of course, but it shows 
ho|a\ it may he beginning to tell. 
There is no doubt people are every­
where grasping the situation, that "it 
is not an incurable disease, not 
hereditary, and that it is preventive. 
All parties, creeds, and classes arc just 
determined that they arc going to get 
rid of it.”
CO-OPERATION AMONGST FARMERS.

Turning to the Irish industries in 
which her Excellency, as the wife of 
the Lord-Lieutenant, has always tak­
en such keen and oraetical interest. 
Lady Aberdeen said that the* country 
was beginning to go ahead very nicely, 
more especially in agricultural indus­
tries. upon which Ireland must always

“There is a great deal, of coopera­
tion amongst the farmers; that is 
due to a great degree to .Sir Horace 
Plunkett and those working with him. 
The Department of Agriculture, too, 
is taking up the matter to quite an 
extent. There is a great movement 
towards technical education in all ways. 
Take the matter of poultry alone. The 
last three years the increase of Ireland’s 
exports of eggs and poultry has been 
£250.000 sterling each of the years; 
that is £750.000 increase in the three, 
years. That little fact tells us how 
that industry has gone ahead. Imports 
and exports are both increasing.” 
INCREASE IN LACK AND CROCHET.

As to the luce and crochet ofi the 
women, her Excellency said that these 
industries had done a great deal for 
tl.'' districts where the people could do 
nothing else, and where they were so far 
away from the centres and their work 
must be what could go by parcel post.

“The export of lace and crochet 
from . Ireland has increased some eight 
limes in the last twenty years. There 
is a very well organized wholesale 
luce depot in Dublin, as well as whole­
sale depots in Paris a.id London. In 
Paris there is a great market, bevuasc 
so many Americans go there.” *

The developing of the manufacture 
of carpets was also spoken of as one 
of the latter assets ot Irish industry. 
There was a considerable amount of 
this carpet-making done in Donegal, 
where also they still kept up the 
w hi to embroidering. Small carpet
factories were started in certain places 
by the Congested District Board. The 
carpets made were quite distinctive in 
colors and designs and were so thick 
that they had the reputation of never 
wearing out.

Ottawa, June 17.—Trade figures for 
the month of May show most grati­
fying increases in both imports and. 
exports, and indicate thav the trade 
of the Dominion has practically re­
covered from the depression which 
set in durin*r the fall of 1907, and is 
now almost equal in volume to the 
high record set two years ago.

imports for the month totalled $28,- 
060.076. an increase of $5,183,547 over 
May of last year. For the first two 
months of the fiscal year the : _v 
ports totalled $50,592,549, an increase of 
$7,792,625 over the corresponding period 
of last year. The customs revenue for 
the month shows an increase of $670,000.

Exports of domestic produce for the 
month totalled $15,810,207, an increase, 
of nearly two millions. For April ami 
May the exports totalled $27.67.3,004, an 
inc rease of $2,471,704. The total trade 
last month, including coin and bullion, 
amounted to $44,911,726, an increase of 
$7.029,650. For the first two months 
of the fiscal year the increase in the 
total trade has been $11.451,020.

Shooter of New Jersey Conductor 
Caufht in New York.

Was Dressed in Female 
When Arrested.

Garb

Big Feet Roused Patrolman’s Sus­
picion—He Was Arrested.

New York, June 18.—Walter Owens, 
a negro, wanted for the shooting of 
Clarence Kline, a trolley car conduc­
tor, near Woodbury, N. J., last Friday 
night, was arrested in Broadway this 
morning, dressed in women's clothes, 
and later confessed his identity as the 
assailant of Kline.

The attention of a policeman was at­
tracted to the supposdd woman as 
she passed by the size of “her" feet, 
inquiries brought replies that only 
strengthened the policeman's suspicions, 
and me supposed woman tried to ruu 
away. VYneu overtaken Owens put 
up a desperate fight that left no doubt 
ot his sex, but was landed in a cell 
less than an hour after his arrival in 
the city. It was not until several 
hours after his arrest that the police 
contemplated making against Owens 
any charge more serious than wearing 
vomen's clothing, but telegraphic in­
quiry in Philadelphia brought reply 
indicating his identity as the conductor's 
assailant, and when aocused he broke 
down and confessed all. He said he 
would make no fight against extradi­
tion. The New Jersey officers have 
been notified of his arrest and Sheriff 
Wilson, of Gloucester county, is oil his 
way here to secure the prisoner.

LITTLE WIDOW FIGHTS HARD.
In telling of the arrest Policeman 

O'Brien said :
"I was on my beat at 3.35 o'clock 

‘his morning when a little widow wom­
an passed me. She had a satchel in one 
hand, and looked all right except for 
lier teet. I moved alongside and asked 
her to please lift her veil. She didn't 
pay any attention, so I took a little 
lift at it myselw. Then what do you 
think? The little negro widow hand­
ed out an uppercut that would have 
done credit to a pugilist and I mixed 
in close and got a grip. There was a 
scuffle and a pair of pants got torn up.

NEVER MEANT TO SHOOT, HE SAYS.

"Now, mind you, 1 never thought of 
shooting him. J didn't want to kill no­
body. If I was out t-o kill him I’d have 
shot him while 1 was on the car. hut 
me and my girl stood on the platform 
asking him to stop so wo could get off. 
Then my girl, she tried to get of.

“Now, mind you, 1 wasn't going to 
shoot—but she slipped, and then 1 saw 
her dragging along with her body oil 
the ground and part of her dress 
«aught in the car, and t yelled at the 
conductor to stop and he didn't pay 
any attention, so 1 jumped off, and then 
I pulled out my gun. and, mind you, I 
didn’t know I was going to shoot him— 
but. the girl was still dragging and I 
pulled the trigger. Then my girl got 
loose and I picked her up and we went 
along to Mantua, where our horse was. 
We hid there a little while, and then I 
heard them coming after us in automo­
biles. So I gave my girl the horse and 
I f)ed for my life.”

Asked where he had spent his time 
siv.ee Friday. Owens said he had been- 
in the woods, in barns, around farm­
house and wherever he could get to 
without getting into the cities. He had 
gone to Petersburg. .Va., to his old 
home at Mulliea Hill. 18 miles from 
Camden, and had walked into Philadel-

WORE DISGUISE HERE.
Owens .said he had been in Philadel­

phia and Camden some hours, wearing 
lus disguises a- a widow, before lie 
took a train for New York. He said 
he went boldly into the Philadelphia 
station and bought his ticket and 
neither then nor qt any other time »n 
Philadelphia had his garb excited any 
suspicion.

Owens told his taie without showing 
a sign of emotion until lie was asked 
where he got his widow's weeds. “Oh. 
1 found these.” he *aid.

“You mean.” put in a policeman, 
“that vou got them from a little friend 
a ou mot about two miles out of Cam­
den, and you don't want to get her into 
trouble by giving her name.’

Owens blubheerd at that : “It. won't 
make no trouble for her. will it?"

After tel-ling his story and stating 
that of his own free will he admitted 
that he was the man wanted. Owens 
was locked up in the Tombs Prison to 
await the arrival of the New Jersey 
Sheriff.

WAS SCARED.
Fear ef Rabies Causes Death of 

Broeklye Policeman.

He Dies Several Months After Be­
ing Bitten by Mad Dog.

New Y'urk. June 17.—Fear that he 
would die of rabies, while in fact no 
symptoms of the disease existed, 
caused the death of Policeman John II. 
O'Donnell, of Brooklyn, in a sanitarium 
in Connecticut. While he was on duty 
in lower Fulton street early on the 
morning of .September 21st last, a watch­
man in a building in course of repair 
told O'Donnell his dog had gone mad. 
O’Donnell volunteered to attend the 
animal. It was dark inside and the dog 
leaped on the policeman, who was bitten 
on the right hand and left thumb. 
O'Donnell was in the party which final­
ly killed the dog.

When the dog's body was dissected in 
the Willard Parker Hospital the animal 
was declared to have had rabies in the 
worst form. O’Donnell was much 
downcast and he got leave of absence 
to go to a sanitarium. On reading of 
the. death from rabies of a man living 
in Flatbusli last fall he became com­
pletely unnerved and had to get another 
leave* of absence. He returned to his 
duty and then worked until May 15th, 
when it was necessary for him to be re­
lieved again.

O’Donnell complained at times of 
pains in his hands. Specialists declared 
these pains imaginary. No other symp­
toms of the disease could be found, and 
it, is the belief of physicians that he wor­
ried himself to death.

Arriving in Brussels T visited, through 
the courtesy of the Burgomaster, the 
police dogs at their kennels in the Bois 
de Cambre. Each dog was in a separate 
kennel, and was. of the Gronnendal, or 
black sheep dog breed. They arc all ex­
ceedingly savage, and when on duty 
with the police at night are muzzled. 
As occasion arises and. they are required 
to pursue a criminal, the muzzles are 
slipped, when the results are disastrous 
to the pursued. In my own system of 
training it has always been my design 
merely to trace the culprit and leave his 
punishment to the law; and it was,

his being well bitten. I saw them go 
through their exercises of catching a 
runner, jumping over obstacles, refus­
ing food, etc. Men were also put out 
to hide in the fields and the dogs, by 
carefully quartering the ground, found 
them ; but here again I regret to say I 
found deficuciency in the tracking pow­
ers as shown by the the average dog. 
There is not the least doubt that among 
the German sheep dogs there are those 
that have exceptional noses, and under 
cert a'n conditions of ground and tem­
perature can give remarkable results; 
but the average dog cannot give any­
thing like the results to be . obtained 
from one of our English bloodhounds 
that has received a police training.
