By this state­
ment it would appear that the Association 
(and, of course as the paper would have it, 
Mr. King and myself) had pocketed some 
$27,000 of these people’s money. That is 
the indictment made against us. Now I 
wish to show by documentary evidence that 
there is no foundation for this statement. I 
hold in my hand a statement from the Crown 
Lands Office verified by the officers of that 
Department, from which it appears that the 
settlers paid altogether $17,641. That is 
the amount that was paid by the settlers to 
the Government. * * Mr. Henning ^has
been the Secretary since the Association was 
organized. The Treasurer is the Rev. Mr. 
Reid. I do not remember when he was ap­
pointed, but he succeeded the late Mr. 
Howard, who was, I think, Treasurer of the 
County of York, and was Treasurer of the 
Association until he died. These two 
gentlemen, Mr. Henning and Mr. Reid, who 
I have no doubt are both known to many 
gentlemen in the House, made affidavit to 
the statement that the amount received 
from the stockholders was $2,289. When 
the settlers went upon the land they paid 
the instalments advanced in that way, and 
paid for the land in full, amounting to $22,- 
072.49. So that in that statement alone we 
are charged with having received some 
$32,287 more than we had received. The 
lands are all paid for. The difference be­
tween the amount whieh was paid by the 
settlers and the amount which the Associ­
ation paid.is $4,594.78.”

The return referred to shows that the 
settlers paid on the land account, inclu­
ding interest and transfer fees, $22,072.49; 
that is to say, Messrs, King and McKkl­
lar returned $22,072.49 as the amount 
they had received from the settlers. 
But—alas these “ buts ”—there is often 
a vide difference betwixt a statement 
and a fact. We have in our possession 
the original receipts of a very large 
number of the settlers, showing 
over their own signatures the 
actual amounts which they paid to 
Mr. King, and it is interesting to mark 
the extraordinary discrepancies between 
their signed and attested evidence and 
the return made by the officers of the 
Association to the Legislature. We 
make a few extracts from that return :

So that while the officers of the Associ­
ation returned $2,175 as having been 
received from settlers on the full area of 
the above lots, the settlers themselves 
actua'ly testify that they paid $1,958.15 
on only 5^5 acres of these lots, forcing upon 
us the reductio ad ab'surdum that the 
remaining 665 acres were sold for the 
ridiculously small sum of $217 !

TU QUOQUB.
The members of the Government, feel­

ing the unpleasantness of the revelations 
made in the Public Accounts’ Committee, 
as to their administration of affairs, have 
attempted the tu quoque argument. Mr. 
McKkllar was found to have purchased 
“ canoe couches, damask,” “arch end 
“ bedsteads,” and other luxurious articles 
for his private bedroom at the public 
expense. Thereupon Mr. Beth une was 
instructed to say that the Government 
of Mr. Sandfield Macdonald had spent 
$4,000 in a pleasure trip on Lake 
Superior, and improperly charged 
the expenditure to “ Colonization 
“ Roads.” We have shown that mem­
bers from both sides of the House parti­
cipated in that trip ; that its object was 
the encouragement of Colonization ; and 
that the amount was charged as it was by 
Mr. Wood, the then Treasurer, and by 
the approval of Mr. Blake. Mr. Scott, 
too, came to the rescue. “ Little Mrs. 
“ —?” chromo, &c., &c., had, he said, 
been bought by him for the Speaker’s 
room ; he took the whole responsibility 
of these purchases. But, following out the 
tu quoque argument, he said purchases 
had been made for private rooms 
in the Parliament Building by members 
of the previous Government, and charged 
to “Dry Goods.” Mr. Rykbrt hunted 
up the accounts, and found that Mi. 
Scott had beefi fibbing—nothing less. The 
organ, finding the Commissioner corner 
entered the breach, and alleged that a 
few hundred dollars had been expended 
by Mr. Cabling on glassware for a room 
for the use of the members of the Gov­
ernment, and, afraid lest the expenditure 
should be publicly known, had it char 
to “ furnishings,” and paid to ] 
Glover Harrison through Jacques & 
Hay.

One cannot but admire the ingenuity 
with which these rascals, driven to cover, 
fight for life. There is, however, a 
very simple explanation of thé few hun­
dred dollars of expenditure referred to. 
The goods were bought for the Speaker’s 
dining-room, to enable him to entertain ; 
and, by his permission, the members of 
the Government, during the session, 
were allowed to use them for the same 

The same goods have been 
by the present Speaker and the pre-

used by the former Speaker and the for­
mer Government.

chise which has been also warmly sup­
ported and warmly opposed ever since 
the suffrage has been a livp Party ques­
tion in England. The Ontario Govern­
ment actually brought down a bill this 
session to confer an income franchise in 
Ontario, but, for some unexplained rea­
son, they threw it over almost as soon as 
it was conceived. Having already ex­
pressed ourselves as favourable to the ex­
periment in Ontario, and conscious of a 
wide-spread feeling in its favour, we are 
glad to see that Sir John Macdonald 
has gone in this direction to the extent 
that he has. We believe the conse­
quences will be such as to justify a step 
so largely in advance of previous legisla­
tion. There may be some dissatisfaction 
at the effort to assimilate the laws of the 
several Provinces respecting the suffrage, 
but we regard that as essentially neces­
sary to a good bill ; and members will 
have to give and take, in order to obtain 
uniformity in the Dominion.

There is no good reason for abolishing 
nomination day, although in many cases 
the proceedings at nominations are farci­
cal in the extreme. However, as Mr.
Mackenzie pointed out, the retention of 
this feature of the existing law is useful 
in deciding, at least a week before the 
day appointed for taking a poll, whether 
a candidate shall have opposition or not.
We do not think an argument for its 
abolition can be sustained. All nomi­
nations shall take place on the same day, 
and, as a consequence, all elections shall 
also take place on one and the same day.
This is a recognition of a principle which 
now governs in the holding of elections 
in Ontario. The objection always taken 
to the adoption of this system was, that 
it would deprive of all their votes but 
one, persons who held property in several 

mcies. Sir John Macdonald 
proposes to meet this objection by pro­
viding that where, in such cases, a man 
cannot be personally present, he may ex­
ercise his franchise by means of voting 
papers. It is suggested that this system 
may lead to abuse. If rigidly guarded 
there is no reason why it should, to any 
great extent at all events ; but even were 
there more force in the suggestion than 
we are willing to attribute to it, the new 
system is preferable to the disfranchise­
ment of a large number of men who have 
many votes throughout the Dominion.
We should not cause a greater evil by en­
deavouring to avoid a less one.

Simplified as far as possible, a proper 
registration of voters is imperatively 
called for. We gather from Sir John 
Macdonald’s speech that the present bill 
is less complicated in this respect than 
that which he introduced some years ago.
It is proposed that a revising officer shall 
be charged with preparing the electoral 
lists. So soon as his work is finished he 
shall deposit these lists in an office where 
all the elect»™ may examine them, pro­
test against omissions and make whatever 
objections they wish. The revising 
officer shall appoint several days during 
which those who have objections may 
sustain them, and those who are attacked 
may defend themselves. When once the 
lists are revised, every elector may obtain 
a copy, and the officer shall forward 
another to the Clerk of the Crown in 
Chancery. After the lists of electors 
«hall have been revised, and until other 
lists shall have been prepared and sub­
mitted to correction in appeal by 
Superior Court, the persons whose nan 
are on those lists shall have the right to 
vote. ' Any person having made a com­
plaint to the officer and who shall con­
sider himself wronged by his decision, 
may appeal from that judgment to a 
Superior Court. By this means it will be 
possible to avoid largely many frauds 
now committed in preparing Voters’
Lists, and it will enable every man to know 
whether he has a vote or not. These 
provisions seem to be all that could be

There is a difference of opinion as to 
the appointment of Returning Officers.
Mr. Mackenzie makes the exceedingly 
cool proposition that the Dominion Go­
vernment should place itself in 
the hands of Provincial Officers.
No Government in power at Ot­
tawa should be asked to accept 
proposal so derogatory to its high 
position. It is certainly not a very alarm­
ing demand which Sir John makes, that 
the Government should have the appoint­
ment of its own Returning Officers.
Whatever Party may be in power will 
recognize the correctness of the principle.
No one presumes to question'the entire 
fairness of Sheriffs and Registrars ; but 
the fact still remains that they are pro­
vincial officers, and that the Dominion 
Government should be under no obliga­
tion or necessity to entangle itself, in so Estimated revenue 
important a matter as the election of 
members of the House, with local officials 
or local politics.

The property qualification is maintain- 
ed. It is not much, only $2,000 freehold.
We have no very strong opinion on this 
point, though there is, doubtless, more 
reason for maintaining such a qualifica­
tion in Canada than in England, where a 
man must almost of necessity be possessed 
of large means' to obtain a seat in 
House of Commons.

New provisions are made respecting 
the cost of elections. Before, during 

after elections, candidates must pay 
no expenses relating thereto, except 
through one or several agents whose 
riamm must be stated to the Returning 
Officer by the candidates. A violation 
of this clause will constitute a misdemean­
our. The candidate himself may pay 
only his personal expenses caused by the 
election. The agents shall be bound to 
hand in to the Returning Officer, a state­
ment in detail of the candidate's expen­
ses, failing in which they !Hll be 
liable to a fine of $20 for every 
day of delay. These provisions 
are adopted from the English law ; but, 
though they are generally believed to 
have had a good effect in the Mother 
Country, we fear a man who was pre­
pared to corrupt a constituency would 
get around them or any other provisions 
of -a like character, no matter how strin­
gent or how carefully worded. How­
ever, it is well that the law should place 
the greatest possible restraint upon can-

The ballot is left an- open question.
There being bills dealing with this ques­
tion before the House, Sir John pro­
poses to take the sense of members as to 
whether it should be made a part of the 
general law of the land, or not. The 
leader of the Government is fully justi­
fied in taking this course, since the 
sense of the country has never been ex­
pressed one way or another on the ques­
tion. It is a significant fact that those 
countries which have tried secret voting, 
have either become partially or wholly 
dissatisfied with it. In the United States 
it is notorious that great frauds are com­
mitted under the guise of the ballot box, 
and that much dissatisfaction prevails in 
the more advanced parts of the Republic 
at the way in which the ballot is taken.
In Nova Scotia it has been abolished 
after a considerable trial On the other 
hand, a Radical Government has seen fit 
to adopt it in England. Canada is not 
ripe for the presentation of the ballot as 
a specific measure of Government, 
policy. On the whole, we think Parlia­
ment will act wisely in allowing Sir John 
Macdonald’s bill to pass without tacking 
on to it the principle of vote by ballot ; 
and in other respecta it appears to have 
been prepared with great judgment, and 
a careful consideration of the diversity of 
interests which constitute the body politic 
of the Dominion.

THE INTERCOLONIAL RAILWAY 
GAUGE.

We only wonder 
that they do not daim credit for having 
compelled the Government to change the 
gauge of the Intercolonial Railway from 
5 feet 6 inches to 4 feet 8J inches. We 
are sure the whole country will rejoice 
that the Government have been placed in 
a position which enables them, before 
any very large portion of the Intercolonial 
Railway has been ironed, to decide upon 
a change from the wider to the lesser 
gauge. They could not have come to 
this decision so long as the Grand Trunk 
Company were financially unable to 
change the gauge of their railway to that 
which is now acknowledged to be the 
standard railway gauge of this continent. 
The Government, advised by the very 
best engineering authority, deemed it 
better that the Grand Trunk and the 
Intercolonial Railways, each connecting 
with the other, both in fact constitut­
ing one svstem, should be of the same 
gauge rather than of different gauges. 
They never denied that they would 
have preferred to have adopted 
the narrower gau^e at once on the 
Intercolonial; but, on the whole, they 
thought it preferable that the Intercolonial 
tolling stock should pass on to the Grimd 
Trunk at Riviere du Loup, than that the 
labour and cost of breaking bulk should 
be continuously incurred at the junction 
of the two roads.

SNOW-FENCBS.
It has always been matter of surprise 

to those who have seen the effect of snow* 
fences elsewhere, that here in Canada, 
where most wanted and most serviceable, 
their usefulness has been overlooked. The 
bill introduced on Friday last by Mr. 
Langevin empowers any Railway Com­
pany to enter upon lands contiguous to 
the line of its rails, for the purpose of 
erecting snow-fences between the 1st -No­
vember and 1st April ; any actual damages 
accruing from such entry to be payable by 
the Company. A traveller on Canadian 
Railways must often have been struck by 
the effect of the fenced side lines running 
at right angles with the track. It is no 
unusual thing to see these highways full 
of snow to the top-rail of the snake fence 
while the fields on either side ; 
perfectly bare. The erection of 
snow-fence is merely an adaptation of 
the principle, of which a gratuitous 
illustration has been before the eyes of 
Canadian Railway managers these twenty 
years past At certain angles and corners 
of our streets it is well known that year 
after year drifts of snow accumulate out 
of all proportion to the amount lying 
elsewhere.

And in this table we have taken no ac­

count of the assistance given to the Credit 
Valley Railway, or the allotment made to 
the rear townships through which the 
Nipissing Railway runs, or of the loss of in­
terest on the vanishing Surplus.

mad in the matter of spending the pub­
lic funds. Mr. Sandfield Macdonald 
carried on the Government of this Prov­
ince in 1868 with $1,183,862. This y<

Çil Loan Fund at all—some $3,250,000.
et the Globe sees nothing alarming in 

this outrageous expenditure, although 
most unexceptionable outlays on the part 
of the Dominion Government are set 
forth as though they were highly extra- 
agant and altogether unnecessary !
It is quite true that the ordinary ex­

penditures of the Ottawa Government 
have largely increased; but it must be 
borne in mind that we have two Provinces 
more upon the Government's shoulders than 
in 1867 ; and it must also be remembered 
that the receipts of the Dominion have in­
creased in an equal ratio with the expendi­
tures. If it is undeniable that the Gov­
ernment require seven millions more now 
to carry on the various services of thq 
Dominion than in 1867, it is equally 
beyond question that the great increase 
of receipts enables them to make the ex­
penditures without adding a dollar to the 
public debt. These facts are convenient­
ly put out of sight by the Grit organ.

There is not an item in the Estimates 
which is not demanded by the Pj 
necessities of the case ; and there is 1° 
not an increase in a single item 
which is not required by the growing 
importance of the Dominion. Many o 
them are provided tor by statute ; others 
bÿ the agreements made with British 
Columbia and Manitoba when they en­
tered the Union. The increase of subsi­
dies is over $170,000. That has to be 
paid. So have the interest on the public 
debt and the charges of management 
which, owing to the Intercolonial Railway 
expenditures, the purchase of the North­
west, &c, are $1,700,000 more now 
than they were six years ago. The greater 
number of members in Parliament- has 
added $161,000 to Civil Government 
expenses. In consequence of votes of 
money to the Provinces, and to the 
largely-increased efforts put forth to for­
ward emigration, the cost of the Emigra­
tion Department has been greatly in? 
creased. Apart from the Public Works 
chargeable to capital, there are a great 
number which the Government find them­
selves able to carry on out of revenue 
so that, while only $126,000 was ex 
pend Blunder this heading in 1867-8, we 
find no less than $2,097,500 put down in 
the present estimates. This item alone 
sufficiently attests the admirable state 
the financial position. Tùe Globe
says the increase of seven mil­
lions and a half has taken place,
‘1 notwithstanding a decrease of more than 
“$650,000 on militia service.” A few 
figures show the utter recklessness of such 
a statement. The militia expenditure of 
1867-8 was $1,013,015, while this year the 
estimate for the same service is exactly 
$1,000,000, a decrease of only $13,015.
The great improvements being continual­
ly made in the inland waters of the Do­
minion and the Gulf of St. Lawrence— 
improvements against which not a word 
of objection can be taken—necessitate a 
considerable increase in the Fisheries De­
partment. In 1868 the expenditure was 
$174,000 ; now it is $492,649, and there 
is good value for the money. The North­

$2,069,846 A against $626,286.

The truth is that the cost of Govern­
ment has not increased at Ottawa. It 
has simply kept pace with the growth 
the country and the expansion of the 
revenue. We cannot better set this fact 
forth than in the words of the Auditor’s 
report which accompanies the Public 
Accounts of last year : “It is gratifying

THE FREE NAVIGATION OF THE 
ST. LAWRENCE.

It is difficult to see what good object 
Mr. Bt.aice can have in view in endea­
vouring to commit the Canadian Parlia­
ment to a disturbance of the terms of the 
Treaty of Washington. He has got hold 
of a despatch written by Earl Grey, in 
1847, when Colonial Minister, in which 
the principle is laid down that, as the 
navigation of the St. Lawrence is pecu­
liarly a Canadian question, the sense of 
the Canadian Parliament and people 
should be ascertained before attempting 
such a settlement of the question as 
would make the Americans equal partici­
pators with our own people in the free 
use of the river. He says the same prin­
ciple was recognized by the Reciprocity 
Treaty of 1864. He further states that 
before he went to Washington as an Im 
perial Commissioner, Sir John Macdon­
ald stated that “ the Imperial Govern­

ment had given repeated assurances 
that none of the rights of Canada 
would be surrendered without her con­
sent.” And upon these premises he 

founds an argument for upsetting the 
settlement made by the Treaty.

We shall not dispute Mr. Blake’s his­
tory. We deny the force of his inferences, 
and we utterly repudiate, as we believe 
will the House of Commons, his attempt 

3-open a question which was settled by 
immense majority in the last Parlia- 
it of the Dominion. We can point to 

a far more recent Imperial utterance than 
Earl Grey’s despatch of 1847 ; audit ran 
thus, in the instructions given by the Im­
perial Government to its Commissioners, 
who negotiated the Treaty of Washing­
ton “ Her Majesty’s Government are 
“now willing to grant the free navigation 
“o# the St. Lawrence to citizens ' 
“the United States, on the same co 
“tions and tolls as are imposed 
“British subjects.” There can be 
question that the Home Government 
a right to deal with the navigation of the 
St. Lawrence as it deemed best in the in­
terests of the Empire. Sir John Mac­
donald, in his speech on the Treaty Bill, 
said he regretted the decision of the Im­
perial .Government as a matter of senti­
ment. But he added, truly, there could 
be no practical good to Canada in resist­
ing the concession, and there was no prac- 

evil in granting it. The United 
i own one bank of the river for the 

greater park of its course. The conces­
sion gives up no sovereign or territorial 
right—simply the free navigation of the 
river in its natural shape. Every one 
knows that practically that amounts to 
nothing, since the navigation of the St 
Lawrence is impossible without the use 
of the canals, and they remain in 
our hands, our property, as fully as 
they ever did. The concession is a purely 
sentimental one. As a matter of fact, 
we court trade from all quarters of the 
world for our great river. The Treaty

Emigration Abuses. —Harper’s Weekly, 
a journal not likely to exaggerate, again 
speaks in strong terms of the dangers which 
surround emigrants on their arrival in New 
York, and the discomforts to whieh they are 
subjected during the voyage thither. They 
set out full of hope, hut so soon as their 
journey is commenced they begin to feel the 
first pangs of disappointment. They 
crowded to excess in the steamers ; the food 
is bad or insufficient, and their health and 
morals suffer on the passage. On landing at 
New York the case becomes even worse. 
The emigrant » often taken to some notorious 
boarding-house, where he is charged ex­
tortionate rates, or completely stripped of 
all he possesses. He is cheated in changing 
his money for United States currency. If 
he purchase a railway ticket, even of the 
authorized agents of the lines, it may and 
often does mysteriously happen that he will 
be induced to pay double price, or be sent 
only half way to his destination. His baggage 
will be weighed and the amount for trans­
portation considerably enlarged. And, in 
short, he is made the victim of extortion and 
oppression from the moment he leaves the 
old world for the new. Political corruption 
is apparently the cause of all this. The 
Commissioners—for strange to say there 
are Commissioners of Emigration—are 
chosen more for their political influ­
ence than as a consequence of fitness 
for the office. They in turn have their 
favourites whose pockets must be taken care 
of, and who are placed in official poeitions for 
iust that purpose. The latter are notorious­
ly well known, and there is no mystery 
whatever about their misdeeds, which the 
prees exposes again and again. The white­
washing process, however, is applied, and 
no removals take place. The Commissioners, 
it seems, were appointed under the worst 
influences of the Tammany rule, and belong 
to the class who still control the emigrant 
and charitable institutions of the dty. The 
facts, which Harper’s Weekly draws atten­
tion to for the hundredth time, cannot be 
too widely known in England, and, it may 
be added that there can be little or no expec­
tation of reform. The experiences of these 
poor emigrants, who flock to the States as a 
Land of Promise, should be instructive to 
those who design to follow them.

(From the Royal Extra Gazette, March 17, 1873.) 

Minutes qf Conferencebetween the Committee of 
the Privy Council of Canada and the under­
signed Delegates from the Colony of Prince Ed- ' 
ward Island, on the subject of the Union of 
that Province with the Dominion of Can-

I. Canada shall be liable for the debts and 
liabilities of Prince Edward Island existing 
at the time of the Union.

II. In consideration of the large expendi­
ture authorized by the Parliament of Canada, 
for the construction of Railways and Canals, 
and in view of the possibility of a re­
adjustment of the financial arrangements 
between Canada and the several Pro­
vinces now embraced in the Dominion, 
Prince Edward Island, on entering the 
Union, shall be entitled to incur a debt 
equal to $45 per head of its populatifc, as 
shown by the census returns of 1871, say 
$4,230,915.

III. Prince Edward Island not having in­
curred debts equal to the sum authorized in 
the preceding paragraph, shall be entitled to

rive, by half-yearly payments, in advance 
from the General Government, interest at 
the rate of five per cent per annum on the 
difference, from time to time, between the 
actual amount of its indebtedness and the 
indebtedness so authorized, viz., $4,230,945.

IV. Prince Edward Island shall be liable 
to Canada for the amount (if any) by which 
its public debt and liabilities, at the date of 
tiie. Union, may exceed $4,230,945, and 
shall be charged with interest at the rate ef 
five per cent, per annum thereon.

V. The Island Government holding no 
lands from the Crown, and consequently en­
joying no revenue from that source, for the 
construction and maintenance of Local 
Works, it is agreed that the Dominion Gov­
ernment pay, in half-yearly instalments, 
and in advance, to the Government of Prince 
Edward Island, $45,000 per annum, less 
five per cent upon any sum not exceeding 
$800,000, that the Dominion Government 
may advance to the Island Government tor 
the purchase of Lands, now held by la?|$p 
proprietors.

v I. In consideration of the transfer to the 
General Parliament of the power of taxa­
tion, the following earns shall be paid yearly 
by Canada to Prince Edward Island for the 
support of its Government and its Legisla­
ture, to wit $30,000; and an annual grant 
equal to 80 cents per head of the popula­

Plain Speaking.—There is a great deal 
of the latent tiger in human nature, but as 
a rule people are not found to justify de­
liberate murder. It may be doubted, in­
deed, whether a circumstance, which has just 
occurred in Paris, can be paralleled in these 

r times. M. Alexander Dumas, jr., 
has boldly avowed that murder is justi- 

le. Not, be it observed, that he speaks 
of political assassination, which has plenty 
of advocates in various communities, but the 
taking of life to gratify private vengeance. 
M. Dumas was a witness at the trial of a 
man who had killed his wife. The prisoner 

i dissatisfied with the relations between 
his wife and one of his workmen, and con­
sulted Dumas about the matter, and asked 
Dumas as to whether he should kill his 
wife or the workman. A plan was laid to 
entrap the woman into some impropriety, 
and the prisoner shot her, left her to bleed 
to death in a garden, and told the workman 
to go back to his work. What was said 
about this on the trial may be given in 
Dumas’ own words, and in the language of 
the judge. The court having asked Dumas 
whether it would not have been better to 
have advised Rippert to have recourse to 
justice, he replied, “ I have said in 
many of my works what I think of the 
law which regulates the relations between 
husband and wife. That law is execrable, 
contrary to morality, and in opposition to the 
divine law.” “And you would substitute 
for it murder, simply?” “Yes.” “And

C think that this man, who returned to 
work after having constituted himself at 
one and the same time judge and executioner, 

obeyed the diviy faw ?" “ I have the most 
profound conviction of it.” The judge then 
said: “We cannot tolerate that one should 
sustain such theories in the sanctuaries of 
justice. You are, sir, one of the most dis­
tinguished wits of your time, but the more 
considerable the influence of your talent is 
over your contemporaries, the more we de­
plore that you should make use of it” Du­
mas thereupon explained, “ It is necessary 
to regenerate the family by assassination; 
that is my conviction.” The court ordered 
him to sit down. The ultimate result of 
the trial was that the prisoner was adjudged 
to have committed the crime in a fit of lu­
nacy, and sent to prison for five years.

The Countess Guicctoli.—The death at 
Rome of the Countess Guiccioli, which was 
announced on Friday, recalls some interesting 
recollections of Lord Byron, with whom, 
fifty-four years age, her name was intimately 
associated. She was bom at Ravenna 
1801, the daughter of Count Gamba, who 

a family of rank and in­
fluence. Beautiful as were her mother and 
grandmother before her, she was also pos­

ed of elegant manners and accomplish- 
its. At sixteen she was removed from 

the convent which educated her, mid i 
tied to a twice-widowered and elderly no­
bleman, who had nothing to recommend 
either in the way of intellect or looks. Un­
der these circumstances she was thrown into 
the society of Byron, and a culpable attach- 
ment was the result His attachment, Ma­
caulay says, was virtuous when judged by 
the standard of the country in which at the 
time he was living, but it nevertheless 
formed one of the dark spots in the history 
of the poet. There is ne evidence that he 
felt for her a very engrossing passion, but 
for a few years their intimacy was a 
subject of world-wide notoriety. There was, 
it is considered, no doubt of her devotion to 
him. She refused his money and prevented 
his bequeathing to her ten thousand pounds. 
Shortly before the scandalous attack, about 
three years ago, by Mrs. Stowe upon Byron 
and his sister, the Countess published a 
book of recollections of the poet, the 
object of which was to vindicate his charac­
ter. It was a rather dull work, and was 
not remarkably successful, but it set Mrs. 
Stowe’s pen in Action, and thus the oontro-

There are those unkind enough 
to say that they believe the boxes contain a 
portion of the Senator’s worldly effects, and 
that he has taken this cheap method of 
securing their safe and speedv transmission 
from point to point. Certainly an ingenious 
method of utilizing the public service. No 
wonder Congressmen resisted the abolition 
of the privilege so long as they did.

Count von Bkrnstorff.—The death of 
this statesman and diplomatist st London 
has been mentioned by telegraph. He was 
bom in Berlin in 1808, and received hia edu­
cation in that city. At an early .period of 
his manhood he connected himself with the 
diplomatic service of Prussia, his native 
country, and soon made his mark in the in­
ternational affairs of that kingdom. Pro­
moted from one service to another, he rapidly 
rose in the career that he had selected, and 
when the present Emperor William became 
King of Prussia he was the recipient 
of many royal favours and of that 
monarch’s particular attention to a high 
degree. Count Bemstorff represented Prus­
sia at the Court of St. James as Ambas­
sador for many years, he having been ap­
pointed Minister from that country in 1854. 
When the Franco-German war resulted in 
the governmental change in Prussia from a 
royal to an imperial form, Count Bemstorff 
was appointed Ambassador from the imperial 
court to Great Britain. He held this posi­
tion at the time of his death. In addition 
to holding this honourable office, he was an 
Imperial Minister of State of Prussia. Dur­
ing his mission at the Court of St. James 
he had very delicate duties to perform. Dur­
ing the invasion of Denmark by Germany, 
ior instance, the public feeling m England 
was strongly in favour of the weaker aide, 
and the Count cautiously but assiduously la­
boured to preserve British neutrality. When 
the late Franco-German war broke out a still 
more difficult task was before him, but he 
succeeded in retaining the good-will of the 
leading officials in England, without deviat­
ing from the almost defiant attitude which 
the German Government caused ita Ministers 
to observe in dealing with all tin 
powers. Acting under Prince Bisi 
instructions, he also allayed she angry feeling 
aroused at the sinking of British vessels in 
French waters by the German troops, an act 
of war for which the German Government 
promptly offered explanation, and made 
amendment to the injured owners. He ap­
pears to have been socially much esteemed, 
and the papers afford ample proof of the 
anxiety caused to a wide drôle by hisèllness.

railway system of the Dominion ; and such 
other charges as may be incident to and 
connected with the services which, by the 
British North America Act, 1867, apper­
tain to the General Government, and as or 
may be allowed to the other Provinces.

VIII. The population of Prince Edward 
Island having been increased by 15,000 or 
upwards, since 1861, it is agreed that the Is­
land «hall be represented in the Dominion 
House of Commons by six (6) members.

IX. The constitution of the Executive au­
thority, and of the Legislature of Prince Ed­
ward Island, shall subject to the pro virions 
of the said Act, continue as they exist at- 
the union, until altered under the authority 
thereof, and the House or Assembly of Piince 
Edward Island, existing at tàe date of the 
union, shall unless sooner dissolved, con­
tinue for the period for which it was elected-

X The provisions in the aforesaid British 
North America Act, 1867, shall except those 
parts thereof which are in terms made, or by 
reasonable intendment, may be held to be 
specially applicable to, and only affect one 
and not the whole of the Provinces now com 
posing the Dominion ; and except so far ns 
the same may be varied by these resolu­
tions, be applicable to Prince Edward Island 
in the same way and to the like extent as 
they apply to the other Provinces of the 
Dominion, and as if the Colony of Prince 
Edward Island had been one of the Provinces 
originally united by the said Act.

XI. The Railways under contract, and in 
course of construction for the Island Govern­
ment, shall be the prooerty of Canada.

XIL The New Building is which are held

XIV. The Steam Ferry Boats owned by 
the Government of Prince Edward Island, 
and used as such, to remain the property of 
the Island.

XV. The Union shall take effect on such, 
day as Her'Majesty, by Order in Council or 
an Address to that effect, in terms of the 
146th section of the British North America. 
Act, 1867, may direct ; and Prince Edward 
Island may, in such address, specify the 
Electoral Districts for which, ana the time 
within which, the first election for members 
to serve in the House of Commons in Canada 
shall take place.

The foregoing resolutions were agreed to 
as the basis of the memorandum to be sub­
mitted for the approval of the Parliament of 
the Dominion, and to the Legislature of 
Prince Edward Island, after a General 
Election.

Thierry, who died a few years ago. He waa 
born in 1797, «t JHoia, and educated e for a- 
schoolmaster, but early devoted himself to 
literature.

This he lost, however, owing to 
the expression of his liberal views. After 
the revolution of 1830 he wae made Prefect 
of the Haute-Saone, and introduced several 
important reforme in the administration of 
that Province of France. Other literary 
productions, all of an. historical character, 
afterwards confirmed his high reputation, 
and in 1841 he was made a member of the 
Institute. In 1846 he wee made an officer 
of the Legion of Honour, and in 1860 a Com­
mander of the Order, being also, in the «me 
year, appointed Senator.

THE TERMS OF UNION.
(From the Royal Extra Gazette, Maroh 17, 1*71.) 

Minutes of Conference between the Committee of 
the Privy Council of Canada and the under­
signed. Delegates from the Colony of Prince Ed- * 
ward Island, on the subject of the Union of 
that Province with the Dominion of Can-

I. Canada shall be liable for the debts and 
liabilities of Prince Edward Island existing 
at the time of the Union.

II. In consideration of the large expendi­
ture authorized by the Parliament of Canada, 
for the construction of Railways and Canals, 
and in view of the possibility of a re­
adjustment of the financial arrangements 
between Canada and the several Pro-

inces now embraced in the Dominion, 
Prince Edward Island, on entering the 
Union, shall be entitled to incur a debt- 
equal to $45 per head of its populatiD, « 
shown by the census returns of 1871, «y 
$4,230,915.

III. Prince Edward Island not having in­
curred debts equal to the sum authorised in 
the preceding paragraph, shall be entitled to 
receive, by half-yearly payments, in advance 
from the General Government, interest at 
the rate of five per cent per annum on the 
difference, from time to time, between the 
actual amount of its indebtedness and the 
indebtedness so authorized, viz., $4,230,945.

IV. Prince Edward Island shall be liable 
to Canada for the amount (if any) by which 
ita public debt and liabilities, at the date of 
the. Union, may exceed $4,230,945, snd 
shall be charged with interest at the rate of 
five per cent, per annum thereon.

Y. The lamed Govermpeot holding no 
lands from the Crown, and consequently en­
joying no revenue from that souroe, for the 
construction and maintenance of Local 
Works, it is agreed that the Dominion Gov­
ernment pay, in half-yearly instalments, 
and in advance, to the Government of Pnuce 
Edward Island, $45,000 per annum, lees 
five per cent, upon anv sum not exceeding 
$800,000, that the Dominion Government 
may advance to the Island Government Lor 
the purchase of Lands, now held by larg? 
proprietors.

v L In consideration of the transfer to the 
General Parliament of the power of taxa­
tion, the following sums shall be paid yearly- 
by Canada to Prince Edward Island for the 
support of its Government and its Legisla­
ture, to wit $30,000; and an annual grant 
equal to 80 cents per head of the popula­
tion, as shown by the Census Returns of 
1871, viz., $94,021, both half-yearly in ad­
vance; such grant of 80 cents per head to 
be augmented in proportion to the increase 
of population as may be shown by each sub­
sequent decennial Census, until the popula­
tion amounts to 400,000, at which rate such 
grant shall thereafter remain; it being un­
derstood that the next census be taken in 
1881.

VII. The Dominion Government will as- 
me and defray all the charges of the fol­

lowing services, viz. : —
A—The salary of the Lieutenant-Gover-

B—The salaries of the Judges of the Su­
preme Court, and District or County Courts, 
when established.

C—The charges in respect to the Depart­
ment of Customs.

D—The Postal Department.
E—Tne Protection of the Fisheries.
F-The provision for the Militia.
G—The Light-fibnees, Shipwrecked Crews, 

Quarantine and Marine Hospitals.
H—The Geological Survey.
I—The Penitentiary.
j—Efficient steam service for the con­

veyance of mails and passengers to be estab­
lished and maintained between the Island 
and the Dominion winter and summer, thus 
placing the Island in continuous communica­
tion with the Intercolonial Railway, and the 
railway system of the Dominion ; and such 
other charges as may be incident to «id 
connected with the services which, by the 
British North America Act, 1867, apper­
tain to the General Government, and « or 
may be allowed to the other Province*.

VIII. The population of Prince Edward 
Island having been increased by 15,000 or 
upwards, since 1861, it is agreed that the Is­
land shall be represented m the Dominion 
House of Commons by six (6) members. The 
representation to be re-adjusted, from time 
to time, under the provisions of the British 
North America Act, 1867.

IX. The constitution of the Executive au­
thority, and of the Legialatui e of Prince Ed­
ward Island, shall, subject to the provisions; 
of the said Act, continue « they exist at 
the union, until altered under the authority 
thereof, and the House or Assembly of Pline* 
Edward Island, existing at the date of the 
union, shall, unless sooner dissolved, con­
tinue for the period for which it was elected.

X The provisions in the aforesaid British 
North America Act, 1867, shall except those 
parts thereof which are in terms made, or by 
reasonable intendment, may be held to be 
specially applicable to, and only affect one 
and not the whole of the Provinces now com 
posing the Dominion ; and except so far jjs 
the same may be varied by these resolu­
tions, be applicable to Prince Edward Island

XIV. The Steam Ferry Boats owned by 
the Government of Prince Edward Island, 
and used as such, to remain the property of 
the Island.

XV. The Union shall take effect on such 
day as Her Majesty, by Order in Council, or 
an Address to that effect, in terms of the 
146th section of the British North America 
Act, 1867, may direct ; and Prince Edward 
Island may, in such address, specify the 
Electoral Districts for which, ana the time 
within which, the first election for members 
to serve in the House of Commons in Canada 
shall take place.

I dare «y we might have influenced 
eight or nine constituencies ; but I care not 
what Government is in power, I am resolved 
that no political Party shall use the Grand 
Trunk Railway « a machine to influence 
elections, nr in- any way divert the attention 
of its officers from their legitimate duties to 
serve politicians.’”

Well, Mr. Speaker, I have only to say as 
regards myself, that I did not see Mr. Potter 
when he was in this country ; that I did not 
write to him ; that I did not send any mes­
sage to him by telegraph or otherwise ; that 
I had no communication with him on elec­
tion matters, or any other matter whatso­
ever, directly or indirectly, during his visit 
to Canada. (Cheers.) Now, sir, I sent him 
this message by cable on the 24th March, 
1873 —

“ To Richard Potter, G. T. R., London.
“ Toronto Globe’s London correspondent 

writes that you informed him I had sent 
you, when in Canada, pressing telegrams 
respecting elections. Did you «y so.

“ Jno. A Macdonald.” 
This was answered by Mr. Potter on the 

25th of March, to the following effect :—
“ Distinctly deny statement of Globe’s cor- 

respondent (loud cheers) as reported in your 
telegram, and I authorize you to contradict 
it Dublialy.

(The reading of the above was received 
with loud cheers.)

The fourteen pound Troy 
weight only weighed about eleven and a 
half pounds, and in many cases one oould be 

l to buy and the other to sell. It was 
proposed to retain the Troy weight, ex­

cept a* regarded the sale of gold, silver, plati­
num and precious stones. The Imperial gallon 
was proposed to be substituted for the wine 
gallon, because the Imperial gallon was nsed 
m England, and most of our dealings in sub­
jects requiring measure were with Great 
Britain. The result would be that we should 
have the sale of articles of that description 
taking place by the same measure as that 
which was used in their purchase. Another 
advantage arose from the fact that the Im­
perial gallon represented ten pounds of dis­
tilled water, at a temperature of 62° Fahren­
heit, with the barometer at 30°. Thus to a 
certain extent the decimal system was intro­
duced and a fixed standard of weight and 
volume. The standards of length in Ontario 
and Quebec had also been found to be in a 
bad condition, and while measurements of 
great importance wore taking place and 
while it was the duty of the Govern- 

it to furnish correct standards of length 
to the Surveyor-General, there was at 
„ sent no means by which a verified and le­
galized standard could be so famished. The 
assimilation of the currency of the country 
had been found to be of great importance, 
and he believed the assimilation of the 
weights and measures would be found to be 
of infinitely more importance to the trade of 
the Dominion. The metric system, adopted 
in France, was the most perfect in the world, 

of the Imperial system 
_ a considerable stride in that 

direction, and would be, he considered, an 
aid to complete the assimilation, not only be­
tween Great Britain and all her dependencies, 
in weights and measures, but in the direc­
tion of the adoption of the metric system by 
other nations. It was proposed to substitute 
the Imperial bushel for the Winchester 
bushel, but this would not make a 
great deal of difference, « the capa­
city of the bushel would be defined. 
The difference between the Imperial and 
Winchester bushel was only about 3 per 
cent. The trill would provide that for some 
time contracts might be made according to 
our existing weights and measures, until 
there had been ample time for verifying the 
standards and putting all the machinery into 
operation throughout the country. The bill

This 
matter had been left to the Dominion Parlia­
ment by the British North America Act of 
1867, and it had become necessary that the 
matter ahonld now be dealt with so « to 
effect a uniform system for the appointment 
of harbour masters, and in respect of the 
duties they had to perform.

Discussion ensued upon the advuability of 
allowing theXappointments to zest with the 
Government. VDoring the course of the de 
bate Mr. WilkVe made some reflections on 
the ability of Hr. Cawthra, one of the Har­
bour Commissioners. Mr. Crawford and 
Mr. Beaty both defended that gentleman 
from the attack of “ the young man who, « 
it were, was just looming on the polit" '
horizon.”

Gow being accompanied by Mr. Boulton and 
introduced by him to Mr. Read, who waa 
certainly a gentleman ofitanding and repu­
tation at the bar ; when Mr. Read’s opinion 
wm addressed to Mr. D’Arcy Boulton, when 
that opinion could not have been given upon 
a full statement of facts, it wm a little too 
much to say that remarks should not be 
made in this House in justification of this 

otion.
Sir John Macdonald said whatever might 

i «id m to the appointment of re­
turning officers by the Government being 
right or wrong, it wm the law of the land 
and the Government wm responsible for the 
exercise of the power conferred on them, 
and he would venture to «y that the ap­
pointment of the officer lately at the bar wm 
one tnat reflected no discredit on the 
Government. He would uk the gentleman 

both sides whether that officer had 
not shewn himself, as far as intellect and 
capacity were concerned, well fitted for the 
performance of his duties, and if this was 
so it only remained to see whether he wm a 
man of each honesty of purpose m warranted 
the Government m appointing him. He 
thought his statements at the bar ample 
evidences of the good faith and good con­
duct of the Returning Officer. He had 
consented to the resolution declaring the 
oourse of the officer to be illegal, because that 
wm a necessary consequence ef the prê­

ts decision of the House that the pre- 
; member should take his seat, but if 

no such decision had been given he would 
not have been prepared to consent to the 
resolution. Hon. gentlemen had spoken of 
the injustice to this much wronged consti- 

tency, bat it wm yet to be seen whether 
te constituency was not at present mnch 

wronged by the presence in the House of 
the sitting member. He maintained that 
the Returning Officer wm open to no censure, 
for he could have done nothing more than 
he had done. Mr. Gow wm elected and chosen 
by the very people represented by that horn 

tomber, and very likely long after that gen- 
eman ceases to sit for Muakoka, Mr. Gow 

will continue to be reeve of his township. 
(Cheers.)

The motion wm then carried.
Mr. Bell wm then called to the bar, 

and wm informed by Mr. Speaker of the

geant-at- Arms wm directed to inform him that 
he wm discharged from further attendance.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell moved the Houae into 
Committee on the bill entitled an Act 
to amend the Act relating to the Port War­
dens of Montreal and Quebec, Mr. Campbell 
in the chair.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell explained that the 
object of the bill wm to establish a means of 
ascertaining that ships laden with grain 
ahonld not^ leave port without being proper­
ly loaded, and it wm hoped that this would 
tend greatly to diminish the risk to life and 
property at present Existing. The bill
would provide for the imposition of a much 
larger penalty than oould now be inflicted, 

:d there wm no question of the necessity 
for the measure.

Mr. Holton Mked the member for Mo 
treal Centre whether he had heard froi 
the merchants of Montreal since the bill had 
been in print ?

Mr. Rjjto replied he had been to Mon­
treal ana communicated with the mer­
chants there, and the measure wm in all re­
spects acceptable.

Mr. Holton said he approved of the 
_ inciple of the bill, and after the assurance 
given by the member for Montreal Centre he 
would not cavil at details

Mr. Anglin wished to enquire where was 
the proper authority to decide m to how 
vessels should be loaded. If the final au­
thority wm to be the Port Warden, there 
would be opportunities of black-mailing. It 
seemed to him the penalty of going to sea 
without a clearance wm a heary one. He 
wished to know how this wm to be enforced.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell—The penalty for the 
violation of the law wm for leading in con­
travention of the requirements of the port. 
The port warden can recover the penalty and 
refuse the clearance. As to blackmailing, 
the law on this point wm not altered at all. 
It had not been found that the trade of the 
country had suffered by the arbitrary exer­
cise of the power of the port wardens. The 
bill had been drawn by a gentleman of great 
experience in maritime matters and he (Mr. 
Mitchell) had taken the best advice in form­
ing the bill

Mr. Mackenzie contended that the pro­
posed bill was defective in « much m it 
provided that the penalty should be paid in 
full to the Receiver-General, whilst the pre­
vious Act required, under the interpretation 
Act, that half should be paid tothe informer.

After some farther discussion, the bill 
passed through committee, and was reported 
without amendment.

Sir John Macdonald presented a eopy of 
the Royal instructions to the Governor- 
General.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell moved the seoond 
reading of the lull entitled an Act with re­
spect to the carriage of dangerous goods in 
ships.

Hon. Mr. Lange vin moved the Houae 
into Committee to consider the following 
resolution That each and every Railway 
Company heretofore incorporated, or which 
may hereafter be incorporated, as well m 
the Government of Canada with res­
pect to all Railways constructed by 
or being the property or under the 
control of the Dominion of Canada, shall 
have the right, on and after the let day of 
November in each and every year, to enter 
into and upon any lands of Her Majesty, or 
into and upon the lands of any corporation 
or person whatsoever, lying along the route 
or line of any railway, and to erect and 
maintain snow fences thereon, upon payment 
of such land damages m may be established 
to have been actually suffered ; provided 
always, that any enow fences so erected 
shall be removed on or before the 1st day of 
April then next following.

The resolution wm concurred in, and the 
bill introduced and read a first time.

A number of questions were replied to, 

after which,
Mr. Joly moved the House into Com­

mittee of the Whole on a resolution respect­
ing the Superannuation Fund. This ques­
tion had been discussed lMt session, but had 
been left for the consideration of the new 
Parliament. The Fund was quite enough to 
pay its own expenses, and from last year 
there wm a balance of $50,000. By the 
Superannuation Act an abatement wm made 
of two-and-a-half per cent on salaries under 
$600, and four per cent dver $600, and the 
balance over the amount required to pay 
superannuations wm considered part of the 
Consolidated Fund. He wm prepared to 
show that the expenditure under super­
annuation reached its maximum in 1871 and
1872, when the expenditure wm $87,'___
whilst for the current year the amount would 
not exceed $44,000, which oould be taken m 
a fair annual average for the future. He 
argued that the balance of $50.000, to the 
credit of the Fund, ought to be divided 
amongst those from whose hard earnings 
it had been deducted. Under the 
present law, when a man contributed 
for twenty-five and thirty years, and 
died in harness, not one copper went to 
his wife or chüdren. He showed the 
liberality of the Engliah superannuation sys­
tem m compared with the Canadian, and 
cited one cue in which £90,000 had been di­
vided among those from whose salaries it had

Hon. Mr. Tilley hoped the hon. gentle­
man would allow the matter to stand for a 
few days. The Government had the subject 
under consideration, and they had not been 
able, however, to take the same view as his 
hon. friend in reference to the distribution.

Mr. Savary seconded the resolution, m 
he had done on a former occMion. The 
superannuation deduction wm a compulsory 
one, and wm felt by the Cml Service to be a 
hardship.

Sir Francis Hincks thought the matter 
should be left in the hands of the Govem-

Sir John Macdonald hoped his hon. friend 
(Mr. Joly) would allow the debate to 
stand adjourned to a future day m the 
whole question of salaries of officials and 
granting relief to the Service wm under the 
consideration of the Government.

The debate wm then adjourned.
Mr. Schnltz moved, seconded by Mr. 

Howell, that an humble address be present­
ed to His Excellency, the Governor-General, 
for copies of all correspondence, from Indians 
and others in the Province of Manitoba, 
with the Government on the subject of the 
distotiafaction prevailing among the chiefs, 
head men and Indians treated with in Mani­
toba, and adjacent territories, in the year 
1871. Mr. Schuhz, in moving this address, 
said, I have made this motion, Mr. Speaker, 
mainly to enable me to place before this 
hon. House some facts in connection with 
the Indians of the North-West which I trust 
will be considered of sufficient importance, 
at least, te cause hon. gentlemen to investi­
gate for themselves a subject which, for the 
first time, has become a really imoortant one 
in this country. While every one felt pleased 
when the long negotiations between Canada 
and the Hudson’s Bay Co., came to a 
satisfactory termination, and proud of 
the Imperial proclamation of the 15th 
July, 1870, which added 300,000 square 
miles to the area of the Dominion, 
few remembered, that this territory 
had a population of 68,000 Indians whose 
rights, by the conditions of the transfer, we 
were bound to recognize, and to whoee care 
and protection we were firmly pledged. 
These Indians were, m yet, lords of the soiL 
Canada has incurred the responsibility ap­
pertaining to these lands, and while appre­
ciating that future which awaits her she 
wouldy grapple with the question of filling 
these newly acquired valleys with the teem­
ing population of the old world. The hon. 
member proceeded at length to trace the 
changes taking place in these lands owing 
te the spread of population, and drew a 
forcible picture of the cantrast between the 
treatment of the Indians in the United 
States and that of those in Canada. He 
also described the treaties so far made with 
the latter, which were inadequate for the 
wants of the Indians. I hold, he continued, 
that it is possible, by wise measures, to 
retain their friendship even while we are 
taking their lands—that, in fact, we can 
economize him, if I may be allowed the ex- 
pression, while we are protecting him. To 
do this, I nold that treaties must 
be made with them on a far more 
liberal bMis than those of 1871. In­
stead of perpetual annuity, I would 
suggest a much larger sum annually for 
a stipulated period, say twenty-one years. 
Instead ef a payment in money I would be 
in favour of giving him indispensable article» 
of European manufacture or growth, and of 
stipulating that a very large proportion 
devoted to each band on a reserva­
tion should be applied to the purchMe of 
agricultural implements, and the pay­
ment .of native farmers, competent to in­
struct them in cultivating the earth. 
Instead of the present reserve of 160 acres 
among a family of six, I would suggest 160 
acres to each individual, and stipulate that 
the reservation should be situated near some 
well-known fishing ground, and be as far re­
moved m possible from centres of the white 
population and much-travelled highways. 
And lastly, I would expressly stipulate that 
the most ample provision be made for his edu­
cation in our language. If eensible gentlemen 
feel that to do this would entail too great a 
tax on the finances of the country I would 
respectfully suggest, that a reservation of 
one section out of each surveyed township 
m in the case of School lands would, by "its 
sale at a time when its value had been en- 
hsneed by contiguous settlement, provide a 
fund which would materially lessen the 
amount necessary to be appropriated for the 
Indian Department A change from the 
policy which dictated the treaties of 1871. 
I-hold to be actually necessary. I would 
regret much to be considered an alarmist, 
yeti declare from my place in this House 
my oonviction, baaed upon knowledge 
of the feelings of the Indiana, that no 
more treaties can be made with them 
on those terms; and it is a question whe­
ther, till the existing dissatisfaction of the 
bands already treated with be dissipated, 
they will make a treaty at ali I hear it 
rumoured with a very great deal of «tis- 
faction that the Government propose to 
manage the Indian affairs ef the North-west 
mainly in Manitoba, and that, instead of 
one Commissioner, therejwill be a board of

Indian» who made the treaties of 1871.
Mr. Cunningham challenged Mr. Schulte

In eoneequenoe of fthe-dleoovesy 
of stiver in that district, sad the ex- 
sggerated ideas that were prevalent, he 
found it impossible to treat with them in 
any way. A considerable portion of his 
time wm wasted, and it wm late when he 
got disengaged and wm enabled to start to 
meet the Indians, who were assembled in 
the North-west, which would explain the 
delay referred to by the member for Mar- 
quette. A body of Sioux had drifted into 
Canadian Territory after the war with the 
United SUtee. They had been hanging 
about our settlements for a long tone, 
and our people were afraid of pro­
voking hostilities with them. In order 
to avert any trouble, a tract of 
country had been set apart for the settle­
ment of these Indians, and everything wm 
done in consideration of the interests of 
these Indians, and he did not now anticipate 
any trouble from them.

It being six o’clock the House rose.
After recess, the Speaker read the return

They knew what they were 
surrendering, and therefore it might fairly 
be believed that the treaty solemnly entered 
into by Mr. Archibald, m the representative 
of the Governor-General, wm a fair, just 
and honest treaty, and it would be a 
hopeless thing if they were to be called upon 
to open up this matter, because the Indians 
were dissatisfied with il No one observed 
contracts better than the Indians, and unless 
it could be shown that this treaty wm un. 
just or unfair, or wm obtained by unfaii 
means, it must be maintained. As to other 
treaties, that wm a^natter of the greatest im­
portance. It wm out of the question to expect 
that the Government of Canada, in «wmming 
the North-west Territory, assumed the re­
sponsibility of it at once before the land wm 
settled, paying all the tribee from the west­
ern boundary of Ontario to the Rocky 
Mountains. The Indians, before being com- 

®P®r: penaatod for the low of their lands, should 
bs allowed ths free use of the righto e£ nm-

cursione. The Government would h 
to purchase once the ri
of way for the Railway, and it must settle 
with the Indians for all the lands required 
for the purpose of settlement. He believed 
with regard to the Hudson Bay Company 
that there had been a marked difference be­
tween their treatment of the Indians and 
the treatment of the Red men on the other 
side of the line. The result wm that there 
had always been peace among the Indi 
in British territory, contrasted with c 
stant bloodshed on the south side of the 
line. He believed that for a considerable 
period the management of the Indiana must 
be entrusted to that Company. It wm out 
of the question that the Government could 
have a force sufficient to protect every 
wandering or stationary trader in that 
enormous territory. It wm the duty 
of the Government to see that the 
frontier wm protected, to see 1
there were no raids nor incurs:__
or outrages by violent men from another 
country; and when settlement took place it 
would be their duty to see that a militia 
force wm organized, and that law wm main­
tained. That ooantry had only been ours 
some two years. There were now 300 m 
fine men m could be found in any military 
force in the world up there, who were suf­
ficient to prevent any Indian war. It 
the intention of the Government, howe' 
during the preeent session, to Mk the Houa^ 
for a moderate grant of money to organize » 
mounted police force, somewhat «imii.- to 
the Irish mounted constabulary. They 
would have the advantage of military disci­
pline, weuld be armed in a simple but ef­
ficient way, would use the hardy horse of 
the country, and by being police would be « 
civil force, each member of which would be 
a police constable, and therefore a preventive 
officer. He hoped that when this body 
wm fully organized, it would be the only 
force kept up by the Dominion in that coun­
try, because, m Manitoba and the surround­
ing country wm settled,. a militia force 
would be organized for ita defence. The 
Dominion would keep up a mounted police 
force to protect the frontier, to look alter 
the Customs and put down smuggling, an 
particularly the smuggling of ardent spirits, 
which tended to the utter demoralization of 
the Indian tribes. This force would also 
move in case of any threatened disturbance 
between Indian tribes, or between Indiana 
and white settlers. The difficulty of set­
tling the territory wm enhanced, he 
wm afraid, by the insidious advice of
gle traders crossing the line. These v__
nnder no restraint, morally or otherwise. 
The plan the Government desired to adopt, 
not only in regard to Manitoba and the 
North-west, but also, if possible, in British 
Columbia, wm to have a Commission, con­
sisting of the Governor, the officer in charge 
of the Land Granting Department, who wm 
now Mr. Lindsay Russell, and an Indian 
Commissioner. These would form a board 
of consultation, subject to instructions from 
the Dominion Government, the Indian agent 
being the administrative officer.

Mr. Mackenzie agreed with the remarks ef 
the hon. gentlemen opposite on this subject 
It wm of the utmost importance that we 
should hold these treaties m sacred m the 
Indians did themselves.

The motion wm then carried.
Mr. Wallace (Norfolk) moved resolutions

Hon. Mr. Tapper hoped the hon. gentle- 
an would withdraw hie motion.

cated any action which should leave the im­
pression abroad that the change which had 
taken place with confederation, had not 
given the most perfect satisfaction. History 
had no parallel in the record which confed­
eration had brought to Canada.

Sir John Macdonald wm glad that the 
resolution had been introduced. In the 
words ol a previous Goveroor-Geneial, he 
thought that, by slow degrees, the connec­
tion between Great Britain and Canada 
would be lees of allegiance and more of al­
liance. To talk of the independence of 
Canada now wm abenrd. We must belong 
to England or America. We could not walk 
alone. If we were separated from Engle 
in five years we should be absorbed by the 
United States. He did not believe in the 
lion lying down with the lamb; they might 
•lie down together, but a Yankee said the 
lamb would be inside the lion. (Laughter 
and cheers.)

$28^592,960, in 1873, $49,189,169. In de­
posits there wm an increase of nearly 
$37,000,000. The importe in 1868 were 
$51,600,000, in 1872, $82,639,662; the 
goods entered for oonsumotion in 1868 
were FI,985,000; in 1872, «107,709,-.
000. The rate of duty ip 1868 wm 
124, in 1872 12 11-160 and it w« lees than 
10 per cent this year, owing to the reduction 
of duty on teas and coffee». During the last this week, 
five years there had been taken from the 
mwpLe revenue $9,522,020 far Publie 
Wets. The net debt in 1867 wm F5,728,- 
000, m 1872 $82,187,072 ; increase $6,468,
009, being in the ratio of the increase of 
population. We had built half the Inter­
colonial Raüway, purchased and opened the 
North-west Territory, spent a million and a 
half on Public Works ohargeable to capital, 
and provided for the survey of the Pacific 
Raüway, expended a million and a half of 
oaeh for British Columbia, had two Fenian 
Raids to meet and a census to take, and yet 
over $9,000,000 had been spent in Public 
Works in the five years sinoe Confederation.

$664,813. The expenditure on 
Civil Government wm $25,492 below the 
estimates ; the increase under that head in 
five years being only $11,000, although $27,- 
000 have been added for the Poet Office De­
partment. The surplus last year wm $3,- 
125,345, which, with the Sinking Fund, 
$470,606, made a grow total of $3,595,951. 
There wm every prospect of receiving $12,- 
500,000 from Customs this year, which wm 
the amount estimated before the duties on 
tea and coffee were taken off. Excise is 
estimated at $4,725,000 ; Post Office at 
$720,000; Raüways and Canals at $2,250,000; 
Stamps at $195,000 ; Miscellaneous at $1,- 
000,000 ; total $21,740,000, against an esti­
mated ordinary expenditure of $20,826,000. 
The total expenditure of this year for all 
purposes is estimated at $30,894,000, 
and of this there will be charged 
against capital $9,979,240. There wm 
no occasion for additional taxation. The 
IntercolosialRailway would requireflO.OOO,- 
600 ; the Pacific Raüway $30,000,000 ; 
Canals $20,000,000, representing an annual 
charge of $3,367,000. How wm this to be 
met? By the enonnou» increase in the re­
sources and prosperity of the country, from 
the opening np of British Columbia, and the 
North-west territories, and the construction 
of the Pacific Raüway. The improvement 
of our canals will make Montreal the rival 
of New York, and the city of Quebec must 
make a rapid advance. New Brunswick 
will have more raüways at the end of three 
years than any country in the world in pro­
portion to her area, and Nova Scotia will 
have her raüways extended from Cape 
Breton to Yarmouth. But even in case all 
this should prove illusory, an increase of our 
taxation from 10 to 12J per cent would fur­
nish more than sufficient revenue to cover 
all the additional charges on the country.

The right hon. gentleman resumed his 
seat amid loud cheers from the Ministerial 
benches, having spoken an hour and a half.

Finance 
Minister had made a very interesting calcu­
lation to show the pressure of present tax­
ation on the people which he had stated to 
be about $4 per head ; but this wm only the 
taxation imposed by the Dominion Govern­
ment without relation to the local taxation. 
Then again the burden of taxation 
must always be proportioned to the 
means of the people to pay ; and therefore 
no comparison oould be drawn between Eng­
land and Canada in this respect, inasmuch 
ae the realized wealth of the for­
mer wm fully four tames as great 
m that of the latter. WhUe looking 
with hope to the fulfilment of the 
completion of the Pacific Raüway, and 
while he would use his utmost efforts to as­
sist a wise accomplishment of that project, 
he did not believe that it would materially 
assist Canada m a means of transporting the 
produce of the West to the East, m he be­
lieved it to be impossible that agricultural 
produce could be transported over 1,000 
miles of raüway with benefit to the pro­
ducers. The raüway would only be 
of service as a means of settling 
up the country ; and the produce 
could then be used in maintaining 
the increased population which might fairly 
be looked for with wise laws and a proper 
land system. As to the reduction maintained 
inthe Civü Service salaries, he did not under­
stand the explanation of the hon. gentleman, 
for he believed it could be shown that there 
had been a steady and decided increMe in 
the expenses of the Civü Service. Statements 
of this kind ought to be based on actual and 
not estimated expenditure. As to the public 
works expenditure, he did not believe that 
the canal works contemplated could be 
dene for anything like $20,000,000. 
He should, however, take no unfair advan­
tage of the hon. gentleman of any kind, but 
should endeavour to deal with him and his 
measure* m he would expect to be dealt 
with if he (Mr. Mackenzie) were in his 
place. (Cheers.)

After recess, Sir Francis Hincks said he 
had felt very deeply the kind expressions of 
the hon. the Finance Minister towards him­
self. He had left his colleagues with the 
greatest cordiality and sincerity. There 
wm no single point of difference between 
them and himself when he retired from the 
Government. The gentlemen on the op­
posite side of the House entertained the 
most conflicting views m to the financial 
policy of the Dominion, for they had mem­
bers in their ranks advocating at once both 
Free-trade and Protection. The Minis- 
ter ol 6 Finance had been quite right 
in pointing out the small amount of 
taxation on the country, which, he 
■Md, amounted to $4 a heed. The argu­
ment of the hon. member for Lambton 
that this wm only nominal and wm 
augmented bv local taxation, feU to the 
ground, m the Dominion Parliament bear 
a Ur larger share of the local taxation than 
is borne çy any of the Provinoes with which 
the oompanson hm been instituted. In Eng­
land the taxation is well on to $11 a head, 
and in the United States the interest of 
their debt alone wm very nearly m mnch m 
the whole of our taxation. He wm one of 
those who believed, in consequence of the 
very great snocees of Confederation, in a 
brilliant future for the Dominion. He de­
sired no change.

Mr. Oliver wm pleeeed to hear ol the 
satisfactory position in which ths financial 
affaire of this country were, but tte expen­
diture of tte Dominion had increased beyond 
its proportion of revenue.

Mr. Young (Waterloo) denied that the 
preeent proeperoue state of affaire wm due 
to the good economy of the Government. It 
iras due entirely to tte abnormal eitemion 
of the revenue by enormous importations; 
but the expenditure had grown out of pro- 
portion to our income, mid our munioipali- 
tiee bad largely run into debt, Md our ag­
gregate indebtedness bed been largely in- 
creased. Bie Bonk of Upper Csnsdn, the 
Municipal Lorn Fund, snd the Grand Trank 
Bhilwsy were monuments of tte hoc. the 
ex-Fmsnoe Minister’s financial administra- 
tion.

Sir Francis Hincks—What had I to do 
with the Bank of Upper Canada, which 
•topped long after I had left the oountry ? 
He appealed to the Speaker that if the hon. 
member for Waterloo would make specific 
chargee, he would be most happy to go into 
them, but it wm not seemly to make these 
charges now. (Loud cries of “ Hear, hear.”)

Sir Francis Hincks said the Hon. George 
Brown voted for that bül, and it wm 
supported by nearly every member of the 
House, and he (Mr. Brown) wm just m much 
responsible for that measure m he (Sir Fran­
cis Hincks) was.

Mr. Gla« (East Middlesex) felt that the 
peple of Western Canada justly believed that 
1» no one were they more indebted for the 
carrying out of the Municipal Loan Fund, the 
Grand Trunk, and other vast improvements, 
than the hon. the ex-Finanoe Minister. The 
Government, of wBch he wm a distinguish­
ed member, had exceeded the promisee 
which they made when Confederation wm 
brought about. That hon. gentleman (Sir 
Francis Hincks) had been charged with the 
late financial stringency. He wm m much 
responsible for tiffs M he wm for the tight- 
new in the money market which diad pre­
vailed in the United States and Great Bri- 
tain.

FEARFUL CALAMITY.

Wreckof the Steamship “ Atlantic ”-7$e 
Lives Lest

{Associated Press Telegram.)
Halifax, April 1.—The loss ol a steamer at 

Meagher's Island, near Prospect, hae just been re­
ported by a messenger from thence. She is said to be 
the Atlantic, of the White Star Line, from Liverpool 
bound to New York, with a large number of e 
grants and a considerable cargo. The Captain, first 
officer and a targe number of passengers are said to be 
lost. The vessel will become a total wreck. The 
Government steamer Lady Head gees at once. The 
Cunerds send the steamer Delta. The place is about 
thirty miles from Halifax. The Atlantic struck in 
a gale this morning, and probably mistook the light.

_________ _« wished a to be dietinetty
understood that the Government did not 
recognize any moral claim of the indebted 
municipalities to have their indebtedness 
struck off. The substantial queeti m involv­
ed in the solution oi this matin- wae 
the extent of the ability of indebted munici­
palities to pay. As with individuals, there 
was great difference of opinion among muni­
cipalities as to their respective abilities to 
pay. As a rule it was conceded that munici­
palities were not able to pay more than two 
cents on the dollar of assessed value over and 
above what is required to be raised to meet 
current local expenses. He contended that 
the Government were doing their whole duty 
when they applied to the solution of this 
problem the five cent and two oeqt rules, and 
that by the application as proposed of these 
rules, the best measure of justice would be 
meted out to municipalities. . The basis of 
aid to railways was fixed at $2,000 per mile, 
with the exception of the Welland Railway, 
which seemed to call for especial considera­
tion, and $3,000 per mile was fixed as the 
proper allowance to make in respect of that 
railway. It was argued, with reference to 
the bonuses given by municipalities to aid 
railways before the passing of the Railway 
Aid Act, that there was no doubt that had that 
Act been in force those bonuses would have 
been much less; and the Government had 
come to the conclusion that $1,000 per mile 
would be sufficient to allow under such cir­
cumstances. One advantage he claimed for 
the scheme was that this settlement would be 
final (Hear, hear.) The debentures would 
have to be redeemed, and at no future

riod would the application of the sponge 
required. The Government proposed to 
modify the scheme, as at first explained in 

this—that municipalities would not be re­
quired to accept debentures at more than 
their market values. Some exceptional re- 
lief wae intended to be extended to Port 
Hope and Berlin.

wells ranged from ten feet to fifty feet, and 
Mr. Williams obtained from them oil mixed 
with water. This gave the start to the oil- 
producing interest in Canada, and the village 
of Oil Springs immediately sprang into ex­
istence. The business had already been 
carried on in Pennsylvania for about "a year, 
and on this new discovery becoming known 
several Americans came to Oil Springs and 
bought lots in the neighbourhood, on which 
they began to drill to a greater depth than 
had yet been attempted, and Messrs. 
Vaughan and Kelsey, of Pennsylvania, and 
Messrs. Thomson and Pike drove down into 
the rock. At this time the yield was small, 
averaging about twenty barrels a day. Pike 
and Thomson's wells, which were put down 
inAhe winter of 1860-61, yielded, one from 
ten to fifteen, and the other from 
forty to fifty barrels. Up to .1861, all 
tire oil that was manufactured in Canada 
for title consumer was manufactured by Mr. 
WUUama at his works in Hamilton. In the 
summer of 1861-, forty or fifty wells were put 
down, but the businew progressed slowly 
until the winter of that year, when the cele­
brated Shaw flowing well was struck. This 
we$L tile first to flow largely, was put down 
by John Shaw in what was known as the 
Sanborn territory, township of Enniskillen. 
The flow ranged from 2,000 to 5,000 barrels 
a day, and the result of this huge strike 
was, as might be expected, a panic 
in favour of tilling wells. At the same 
time, the price of crude oil fell from $2 to 
20c. and 2oc. a barrel and in the following 
summer it went as low as 7c. a barrel 
During tiie summer of 1862, several flowing 
wells were struck, including that of Black 
and Mathreeon, the Fero well, the Swan, the 
Bradley, and tiie McLean wells, and about 
30 more, varying in their yield from 25 
to 1,000 barrels a day. The total 
quantity of oil produced was larger than had 
ever been obtained from a similar area any­
where, buta large proportion was foolishly 
wasted, several millions of barrels, it is esti­
mated, having been allowed to flow a warn 
down Black Creek.

At this time some refineries were in 
operation, one or two in Oil Springs, one in 
Ixmdon, one—the Cedar Creek refinery—in 
Woodstock, and one in Hamilton, partially 
owned by Mr. Peter Carroll. The Cedar 
Creek refinery is still working, but it has 
changed hands several times, ft was then, 
in 1862, owned by William Spencer 4 Go., 
of Woodstock, new of London, and 
is now in the hands of Messrs. 
Clark & Francis, of Woodstock. During

several American companies were formed and 
purchased a large quantity of ground around 
Oil Springs, but though they put down a 
great many wells, they failed to obtain large 
supplies. Meantime, the great temporary 
success at Oil Springs had led to consider­
able exploration in various parts of the 
country; and at Bothwell—a town on the 
Great Western Railway, twelve miles from 
Oil Springs—tire explorers got some reward 
focjkeir labour. Surface wells were first 
trial by farmers and others, and sufficient 
oil was obtained to excite hopes of farther 
success. In 1865 the first wells were pat 
down in Bothwell by Harry Lester, of Chi­
cago ; James Baxter ; Henry Benjamin, now 
of Montreal ; and Dr. Adams, now of Bos­
ton. Crude petroleum was pumped from 
these wells in paying quantities, and both 
Bothwell and Oil Springs became centres of 
great excitement. At the latter place, from 
200 to 300 barrels a day *1 together were ob­
tained, and sent thence over the toads to 
Sarnia and Wyoming for manufacture 
Some of the oil, however, was sent 
to refineries at London, Woodstock, Hamil­
ton, and even as far as Toronto. At Both­
well tire, oil fever wae at its height in 1865, 
and the town was inundated by speculators 
from all parts of the continent. Fabulous

The Treas­
urer boasted that there would be a surplus 
this year ; and yet the other night the 
House was asked to vote $398,000 supple­
mentary estimates, making the total estima­
ted expenditure $3,169,w0, exclusive of 
railway subsidy $100,000. There would be 
a balance against the revenue ef at least 
$226,000.

$36,000 ; Moncton and Sherbrooke, $7,000 ; 
Paria, $14,000 ; Perth, $90,000 ; Wainfleet, 
$7,000—and so on—all of which money 
should be returned to the Treasury, whence 
it was borrowed and wrongfully used by 
Brantford and Stratford. He asked the 
Premier to work out the same rule with the 
Erie and Ontario, the Ottawa and 
Prescott, and other roads. He did 
not believe that the Premier was 
aware of the injustice that had been perpe­
trated, which distributed $224,000 among 
several municipalities which should belong 
to the Treasury. He would like to ask the 
Premier by what reason or role the Canada 
Southern Railway and the municipalities 
along it were deprived of the $1,000 a mile 
railway allotment The Government had 
favoured the Hamilton and Lake Erie, but 
shut the door against the Canada Southern, 
which unquestionably came within the same 
role. (Hear, hear.) That was really rough 
justice. Other municipalities, such as El­
don, Brock, Bexley, Luxton, and Somerville 
were also fairly entitled to the $1,000 a mile 
as much as Scott or Thorah. Why could 
not the Premier strain the role in their case 
as he did with Prescott, Dundee, and other 
municipalities ? Municipalities like Lanark 
and Renfrew, Elizabethtown and the town 
of Brockville, were untitled to the per capita 
grant and their clergy reserve moneys, if the
