IIERlGIIS GIIRED OF CONCEIT
— S N

The decisive defeat of reciprocity
in Canada was mostly due, no
doubt, to a gen~ral disapproval of
the United States We have lynch-
ings and Trusts; our political graft
is not of the time-honored British
pattern; we sre extravagant, boast-
tul, and frequently dine in our
shirtsleeves. Our Lady of snows
regards us, on the whole, with dis-
favor. When the Conservatives—
aided by a few silly utterances here
—raised the cry that reciproeity
would lead to divorce from J. Ball
ard warriage with Uncle Sam, the
ludy indiunautly rejected our pre-
posals.

No cne on this side the border
neced lament the decision. The
trade agreement considered by it-
self was of small importance, offer-
ing us comparatively little either
of gain or loss. It was chiefly

inportant because it broke the
vicious circle by which high protec-
tion had been maintained. Wit
farm products virtually on the free
list, the agricultural vote could
bardly be deperded upon any long-
er to suppert protection for the
Steel Trust. This important effect
of reciprocity will be saved, we
think, in spiteof Canada’s vcto.
Farmers must resd all futvre argu.
ments for high protection in view
of the recorded fact that the alleg-
ed benefits of that system were
deuied to them, sv far as that was
within the power of this Govern-
ment.

Otherwise, reciprocity would
have been important by way of
introducing freer, more cordia!
business relationships with Canads;
but in this respect, also, some
benefits are saved. There stii
lingered among us a foolish notinn
that everybody else must admir
as becavse we adnired ourselves
and that American citizenship is 1
peerless boon for which all intell:
gent people must be openly
covertly athirst. Canada’s refusa!
even to do business with uvs, lew
that lead to political aesociation,
ought to extinguish this lingering
notion. Whoever, after this ele:
tion, talks of annexation as though
Canada were resd) to fall into onr
arms must be a surprising b'ic
head.

IF

vaccination is, as is geuerally

admitted, a good®hing, why not
make 1t aksolutely compulsory

« upon every soul in the country?
Why not have every child vacei-
nated within so many days after
its birth and regulariy re-vacci-
nated as often as medical experts
deem necessary, with ai- effective
peaalty vrovided for all parents,
guardians or oflicials who should
neglect to perform their duties as
tke law would require? What is
the use of vaccinating everyone
in & limited district dnring an
outbreak and then neglecting this
precaution until another outbreak
occurs? What is the sensa of re-
quiring all school chilcren to be
vaccinated while, through non-
enforcement of the compulsory
education law, unvaccinated chil-
dren who do not attend school
are allowed to run around as
freely as they please?

It is time the couatry grap
pled in earnest with such
diseases as Smallpox and took
really determined oteps to destroy
them. Many diseases can be wiped
out of existence, and the effect of
the others reduced to a minimum,
by proper action on the part of
the Government, backed, of course,
by tHe intelligent co-operation of
the majority of the people.

As we have pointed out before,
our system cf paying physicians,
is exactly opposite to what it
should be. We now pay the
doctor, not for preventing disease
but for curing it. When we are
well we do noz cal! 1n the doctor
nor do we pay him. But when
we are sick we send for himn at
onee. the system is bad. It
would be better to engage the
doctor at a fixed salary to keep us
wall, giving the best salaries to
those who kept their charges in
the best health and allowed the
least digease to bieak out.

THE PROSRESSIVE WEST.

The populsr vote taken this
month in Califernia has resulted
in a verdict of three to one iun
favor of incorporating iuto the
State’s Constitution the Imtiative
and Referendum and Recall; and,
by a narrow majority, Wowmen
Suffrage was cndorsed.

officials and will keep them al-
ways sensitive to public opinion.
\Whether it will work cut"fcr good
or evil remains t) Le seen.

One thing is certain, 1f the peo-
ple of Culifornia wiil not now (in
so far as federal laws allow vhem)
countrol their own destiny it will
be the fault of their ignorancejand
prejudices, not of their political
machinery.

In the course of a forceful ad-
dress, the Hon. Mr. Morrissy referr-
ed to the previous opportunities af-
forded him to meet the gentlemen
of the Unpion of New Brunswick
Municipalities. There werc present
many new faces and many old mem-
bers. He was pleased to welcome all
to the Union, to the town of New-
castle, Miramichi. The sun shone
brighter in Miramichi and all we
lack are industries.

H. H. Stuart then read a paper
on Municipal Taxatidu, after which he
moved, seconded by Ald. T. W. Butler

of Newcastle and Ald. F. L. Potts of
St. John, the fiallowing resolution:

“Tha* this Union of New Pruns.
wick Municipalities assembled in con-
vention in the town of Newecastle re-
quest the Legislature to pass at its
next session a bill providing that any
County, City or Town in the Pypo-
wvinuce ol New,_ Branswick shall, upon a
majority vote of its qualified ratepay-
ers voting, have the power to reduce
or abwulish within its jurisdiction:

“Taxes on polls, improvements,
persoual property and income, or any
one or more of these, and raise its
revenue by sucansofaland tax with
orwithout a poll tax and with or
without a system of business licenses,”

AlL Stuart’s paper and resolution
were both warmly supported by Ald.
Potts and Ald. Butler, and, in the
afternoon, by Ald. F. W. Wallace of
Sussex and others,

Ald. Potts said the paper was one
of the ablest be had ever heard. He
would strengthen Ald.: Stuart’'s arga-
ments, which he did in an earnest and
poserful address, for a change in the
s¥stemn of taxation as indicatel in the
paper—the abolition of taxes on im-
provements, personal property and
income and the reducticn or aboli-
tion of the poll tax aud the raisiog
of municipal revenue by taxes on
land values only.

Ald. Butler said that, the sax prob-
lem was the great probfemi confront-
ing our people. He endorsed Ald.
Stuart’s paper in toto, but something
had been overlooked. That was the
double tux, now chargal by the pres-
ent sysizm, in case where one bor-
roewsd money to build & home. The
borrower was tuaxed on his puilding
and~o wus the lender, while if the
lender had Kept his money in a bank
it would hyve escaped taxation. The
present system of taxation was a pen-
alty upon imprevements, Every im
provement brought extra taxes.

For suffrage,
119,086; against, 117,408. Majoriy
for the amendment, 1,678.

These figures represent the re-
turns from %,717 precincts, out of
atotal of 8,121 in the State. Vir.
tually all of the remaining pre-
cinets are in counties which have
given suffrage majonties, So
overwhelming was the vote in
favor of the other important
amendment, the initative and re-
ferendum, and the recall, includ-
iog the judiciary—that tabulatinn
of the returns was suspended with
nearly a third of the precincts re-
maining unresported. The finel
count tfkm showed the following
results:
