Reasons Why Light Helps

Light gives the birds the amount
of daylight they are used to having
dur ng the time cf high production
or in the sprinz wonths. In Ca. ada,
espocially, the winter days are ex-
tremely short and the hen’s day even
more s0, fur she g-es to roost as
coon as it begins to grow dusk, and
the trouble is that the ri_ht is so
long that she is not able to take en
ough feel to do her until morning.
The value of the light is simply to
nerease her dayli h. so t-at+ ste can
ave more t'me to e t and l2ss time
ecessary for sle:p. It lengthens the

~ ~ dav and p akes it more in keep
ng with sua.mer c.nditions.

Best Time To Cive The Light

There is rcally no best time when
the light should be turned on. It is
all a matter of, ¢ nvenence Some
peo,le prefer to turn on the light
f.om four to six in the morning aad
let the birds go to roost when they
sea ft in the eve.ing. They claim
ttat this is more natural in that the
birds get up as soon as the light com-
es and start scratching. They go to
roost at the usual time at night and
are sure to be on the roosts. Others
will turn the light on for ap hour or
two in th> m.rning and an hour o:
two ia the eiening, while some find
t more convenient to turn the ligkt
on n the afternoon before dark comes
and then turp it off about nine or
ten o'clock at night.

As lorg cs tke day is lengthened tc
{rom twel e to fou teen hours it is
immaterial just what method 1is
adopted as long as the same method
is followed throughout the wimle-sea
son. Care however, must- b2 taken
£0 that after the lights are turned on
in the eévenings the birds will get to
roost befcre th: lights are turned
out. To insure this some use dim-
mers, Others flash the lights while

some cliim thst it is not ne-es-ary,

‘Where #lectric lights are agt
available, a4 Hambér. of barn lanterns
with reflectors have been hung on the
wall with fair success.~ Other sys
tems of illumination may be used but
danger of fire mut be ta‘en into
consideration. Automatic clocks for
turndng on and off the lights are an
advant-ge 'm that it is then done
without Any extrp attention. Dim
mers are ap advantage if the light is
used in the evening, but if the mana-
ger will watch carefully le can by
fa:hing his 1'ght once or twice soon
train t.e birds to take to the roost.

“When te s'ippinx shortage be
came acvte in 1717 the obvious ex-
pedient to ccnserve freight space was
to u‘e the raw material near at hand;
this caured a local shor aze in th:
manuficter ng countries, a‘nd also a
arre accumulaticn in the great pro-
Cucing countries (India, Arg-:ntine,
Aust.alia, e c.) The shipping short-
age coat nued up tll the end of 1916,
as for a ye r, after the armistice a
large number of sieamers wese trans-
porting tro:ps homeward, and up
till th's time prices rose s'eadily.

“Farly in 1920 supplits commen-
cel to come forward in increasing
quantities and pri e3 commenced to
get easier.

With the Prince on Two Tours

WEY I PREFERRED
(By FEracst
“TVhich of the two tours accom-
plished by the Prince of Wales was
the best from your point of view.”
On many occasions since ray return
to England, this question has bee?
asked me, and always in reply
have said, “My point of view is that
of a Press Photographer, and speak-
ing as such I have no hesitaticn in
saying that the three months tour
in Canada was decided!y the best.”
My answer has evoked no small
amount of surprise, and has in-
variably resulted in another query
being put—“Why?” X
To'that query 1 have replied, “Be-
cause in Canada had excellent
facilities for doing the work I weént
to accomplish. Thanks to those
facilities I obtained far better pic-
tures than I was abje to obtain on
the last tour with the Prince of
Wales.” » i
Comparisons are, I know odious,
and if in the following brief state-
ment of facts I draw comparisons
between events which happened in
Canada on the last tour, I trust that
my friends who so nobly assisted
me in Australia and New Zcaland
will not take offence. Facilities to
thing. Rob the camera man of the
facilities for taking his picture, of
the facilities for developing his
negatives, of printing fromhis de-
veloped plates, and of dispatching
immediately his finished prints to
the hundreds of newspapers and
magazines who are clamouring to
reproduce the pictures, and you have
robbed him of his all. Give him
facilities for taking the pictures, and
feave ‘it at that, you have crippled
him, and handicapped him terribly.
So, I am afraidaf was handicapped
in Australia and other parts of the
Empire which I visited on the last
Royal Tour. I do not say that I
was intentionally handicapped. Far
from it. I believe that those re-
sponsible for the arrangements in
Australia and New Zealand were as
anxious to help in the work of ob-
taining permanent records in picture
form of the incidents of the tour
as were those whom I met in Can-
ada. What I say is that largely ow-
ing to lack of experience, many de-
tai!s which by the “outsider” were
regarded as purely minor details
were overlooked, ard owing fo a
variety of circumstances, I found
myself working under very consider-
able handicap. As a Press Photo-
grapher it is my aim to produce the
best possible results, to give to the
public and to hand down to future
generations “speaking” picture re-
cords of the incidents of the historic
world tours of \“Our Young Man.”
With the picture results of the Cana-
dian tour, thanks to the splendid
facilities 1 was afforded by the
C. P. R, and all the Dominion of-
ficials, I am satisfied, and the pub-
lic too, I believe, was satisfied. But
with regard to the results achieved
on the last Royal Tour.I cannot
speak with such confidence.; Frank-
ly I am disappointed, but I have
this consolation, I know the picturcs
obtained were the best under the,
at times, very difficult circum-
stances. During the three months
tour with the Prince of Wales in
Canada, I worked under positively
ideal conditions. The C. P. R. Royal
Train contained a splendidly equip-
ped dark yoom, and everything was
8o appointed that at times one for-
got one was on board a train, travel-
ling in the far west. One imagined
one was back in a well appointed
London studio. Never once did 1
ave to trouble myself regarding
the dispatch of my prints. Once
they were ready, willing hands at-
tended to the duty of dispatch. So
smoothly did the arrangements pro-
ceed that during the whole of the
Canadian tour not-a single day pass-
cd but I was able each night to place
in the possession of the Royal Suite
a complete set of the pictures which
I had taken, and not once did I miss
the mail with the pictures for which
the Press of the World was clamour
ing. One anticipates certain dif-
ficulties when travelling thousands
of miles, difficulties are part and
rnrcel of the Press Photographer’s
ife, and they have to be overcome.
But one above all else which from
my point of view made the Canadian
tour so thoroughly successful and so
thoroughly en?oyablo was the con-
spicuous absence of the “difficulties
to overcome.” ¢
To deal with my difficulties on
the last tour, I must commence*with
the wonder-warship H. M. S. “Re-
nown.” When I t aboard her 1
discovered to-my horror there was
no dark room wherein I could work.
Thanks to the generous assistance of
the officers of the ship I succeeded
in" “rigging up” a dark' room in a
gun support. Heavens! what a dark
room it was. Built of solid steel,
exposed on the outsidé\to the glare
of the tropical sun, with no possible
ventilation once the door was shut,
it was worse than working by the
side of a furnace. How many times
I was /forced when in the tropics
to beat a bhasty retreat from m
dark room, gasping for breath,
would not dare to tell, nor would I
dare to disclose the number ‘of*plates
which suffered in consequence of m
retreat. But an even worse dif-
presented itself than the fur-

‘“hold up” developing them untii the
weather beceame cooler. During the
voyage I dreaimed fond dreams of
happier times in Australia, and an-
ticipated the good time I would-have
worKing in a well-equipped dark
room on board the Royal Train. But
alas! my dreams were rddely shat-
tercd, for on the Royal Special the
was no provision for a Press Photo-
grapher, nor was it possible to “rig
up”/a dark room, since the journey
thréugh Australia was accomplished
by trains over varying  railway
gauges. Kach State in the Common-
wealth appeared to me to have
adopted a different gauge so that
the rolling stock of one system was
ugeless over another system’s track.
1/quickly gave up all hope of being
able to develop and pript my own
negatives during the journey and
entrusted the work to others when
I-could find people who were ready
to undertake the task.

It is a fairly easy matter to find
dark rooms and operators in the
large cities and towns like Mel-
bourne and Sydney, but it was by
no means a small undertaking when
we got “into the wilds.”

During the tour we wseldom re-
mained more than a couple of days
in or near the smaller towns, and
very naturally during cur stay all
kusiness was suspended and every
moment given up to a whole-neartad
“joy-making.” Since it was essen-
tial that I should ever have my
cameru ready it was obvious that
I could not shut myself up in a
dark room for hours, and since
every other man was “joy-making”
it was hardly to be conceived that
the local photographer would read-
ily forego his pleasures for the sake
of developing my plates. So it came
about there were endless delays in
getting my pictures to the press.
Often during the Australian tour I
would wori: all day with the camera,
and spend all the night shut up in
the dark room of a local photo-
grapher, professional or amateur,
doing my Lest to make up for lost
time. I was very nearly caught
“napping” at Bridgetown when we
met with the accident. We had only
just left the station, the train mov-

ing at not more than 10 miles an -

hour when the accident happened.
Happielg at Bridgetown I had not
exposed all my plates, and I was
sitting down resting sefore going
to my sleeping compartment to
change some plates when I heard a
curious smashing, grinding noise.
Then an attendant came running
into the carriage shouting: “My God,
the Prince's coach is overturned.”
I jumped up and to my horror saw
that true enough the coach in whick
the Prince of Wales was riding was
lying on its side. By this time the
train had stopped and officials were
rushing to the rear where the over-
turned coaches lay. To my intense
joy, I heard the well known voice
of Lord Louis Mountbatton, shout-
ing “Where’s Broocks? He must get
a picture of this.” I ran along with
my camera and was in time to get
a snap of His Lordship :rawling
through the window of one of the
overturned coaches. In the excite-
ment of the moment I did a most un-
heard of thing. I actually exposed
one plate twice and did not discover
my mistake for some time after-
wards. ' In the accident, the Prince
of Wales was“the coolest of anyone,
He remained until the last inside the
overturned coach and when he crawl-
ed out he was hugging a thermos
flask and gripping an old and favor-
ite brier pipe. His first question
was to know whether anyone had
been hurt, and on being assured that
none had even sustained a scratch
he laughed and went back to the
wrecked coach to sort out his be-
longings while I took “snars” {5 my
heart's content. There was one
thing both in Australia and New
Zealand about the tour which to me
was most noticeable and that was
the extrasrdinary “free and easy”
manner of the people. They surged
round the Prince and in many pldces
literally mobbed him, so enthusias-
tic were they in their welcome. In
New Zealand particularly I remem-
ber the Royal train was “inspected”
time and time again No permits to
approach the train were necessary,
nor were permrits necessary to gain
entrance to the railway stations as
was the case in Canada. Some thirty
or forty press photographers “com-
mandeered” the Royal Special at
Auckland ard boarding the train
travelled with us as far as Rotura
where we were held *up for the
strike. At Rotura there was a little
incident which I do not think has
been reported. A big country fair
was being held, and the Prince one
evening entered into the “fun of the
fair” riding on the roundabouts,
lhootinf at bing eggs, and fling-
ing balls at cocoanuts. Both at the
shooting ranges and cocoanut shies,
the Prince created something of a
sensation. A splendid shot with the
rifle, H.R.H. wrought havoe amongst
the bobbing eggs and the “running’
door.” At one of the cocoanut shies,
after HR.H. had floored three nuts
with three balls and decided to try
his luck again the proprietor of
shies, not recoghizing his Royal
patron. obseryed, “’ere you, think
at Jerry again.

*  That th
