BHttih Columbia Elections.

Fuller details concerning the result of 
the Local election in the Pacific Province 
show that the Government has been 
literally swept away. As far as heard 
from, the Opposition outnumbers the 
Government by three votes to one, and 
this ratio will probably be maintained 
throughout the Province. The Premier 
was returned at the head of the poll, but 
his colleague, the Provincial Secretary, 
was defeated in Victoria district, and 
Attorney-General Hett came within one 
vote of being defeated in Esquimalt, not­
withstanding heavy Government expen­
ditures in the constituency. In Cowichan, 
Mr. Smith, the leader of the Opposition 
and probable next Premier, had an easy 
victory. In New Westminister, Mr. 
Robson, an uncompromising Liberal, was 
returned with 262 votes, which makes 
the number given to the highest Minis­
terial candidates, 76, appear rather 
small. Altogether the result is inspiring 
to the friends of Reform throughout the 
Dominion. After such an upheaval as 
this, the politics of the Province will be 
less apt to be considered only as a step­
ping-stone to patronage. Great questions 
are growing up in British Columbia, and 
though the dividing lines between the 
future parties may not run exactly 
parallel with the lines in the other 
Provinces, there will be a general agree 
ment between the friends of progress 
throughout the Dominion.

Large and destructive fires have been 
raging at Mill Village, Queen’s County, 
for the past few days. A storm of flying 
cinders filled the aii as a sea of flames 
swept down to the outskirts of tho village. 
About 4,000 acres of timber land, owned 
by Mr. Henry Mack, 1,000 acres owned by 
E. D. Davidson & Sons, and 400 acres, 
owned by Mr. Allen Mack, were burnt. 
The losses will be about $2,000 each. 
Other heavy losses are reported. About 
6,000 acres were burned over. '

From the vicinity of Sherbrook, Quebec, 
comes the sad intelligence of a fatal burn­
ing. During the absence of the other 
members of the family in the fields, a 
son of Patrick Delaney, a farmer, of Rock 
Forest, approached a stove in the kitchen.

The latest departure in English educa­
tional reform is the building of the Lon­
don “ Board schools.” Throughout the 
Metropolitan area these schools are dis­
tributed to the number of 300, where 
they have almost entirely replaced the 
old and undesirable parochial system. 
They are almost modelled on one type, 
so that any one can be taken.indiscrimin­
ately to represent all. The schools are 
built with a view to solidity and strength, 
as well as a thoroughness in sanitary ar­
rangements. Ventilation is provided for 
by an ingenous relation of fire-places and 
windows, and so much importance is at­
tached to light that the walls are des­
cribed as “literally be windowed.” From 
a sanitary point of view the school build­
ings approach very near to perfection. 
Each of the 300 schools provides accom­
modation for 783 children, and allowing 
to each child ten square feet of “school 
place,” it contains 7,830 square feet of 
room, with heighth of ceiling in good 
proportion. All modern improvements 
in the shape of double desks, ink-wells, 
and chairs sloped at the correct angle for 
comfort have been introduced. The 
schools are of two kinds, those in the 
better districts exacting a weekly fee of 
two pence a week, while the “ penny 
board” schools are placed in the poorest 
quarters of poor neighborhoods. Regular 
attendance is assured partly through the 
Board’s compulsory power, but chiefly 
by means of prize giving ; good useful 
books are given, one each month for re­
gular attendance, an indirect but ef­
fectual method of conferring libraries on 
the poor. Corporal punishment has been 
almost ostracised from the system by a 
rule confining the right of inflicting it to 
the head master alone. No one wishes 
to become a whipping machine, and 
moreover they are held back from the 
act by a widely prevailing feeling that 
whipping and a school's efficiency run in 
ail inverse ratio. The course of study 
follows the most modern tendency in 
prescribing the more ordinary brandies 
as subjects of study, a practice especially 
su table for the children of tlie poor. It 
is expected that a great deal of good 
work will be done among the poor of 
London by these schools.

A respectable citizen 
named Cyrille Samson, who resided close 
to the Parish church, went out to his 
barn at an early hour, and some time 
alter was found by a member of his 
family hanging by a rope around his 
neck from a cross beam in the barn, and 
quite dead. The unfortunate man leaves 
a widow and large family. Sanson is 
•believed to be suffering from temporal 
insanity.

Ax Eastern Romance in Rea*, Life__
The reported death of the deposed 

Gackwitr of the Principality of Baroda, in 
Western India, close another chapter in 
an Eastern romance well worth the at­
tention of any historical novelist. Some 
years ago the Gackwar was detected in a 
deliberate attempt to poison Colonel 
Phayre, the British resident at his court, 
and was dethroned forthwith. The vacant 
throne was filled by a youth of twelve,
originally the sonjof a Hindu peasant. The 
princess having seen the child jn his 
native village and taken a fancy to him, 
adopted him as her own. This adoption, 
according to native ideas, made him in 
all respects her lawful son and heir. A 
similar adoption formed the basis of the 
claim put forward by Nana Sabib, and 
disallowed by the English government 
with such fatal results. In the case of 
the Gackwar, however, no opposition was 
made, and this lad, who was running 
about a mud village not many years ago, 
with no clothing but his own matted hair, 
now ranks among the sovereigns of India, 
and has just had the last obstacle swept 
from his path by the death of his pre­
decessor, in whose favor more than one 
plot has been hatched against him.

Fasting, in Acute Rheumatism__Dr.
Wood, professor of chemistiy in the Medi 
cai Department of Bishop’s College, Mon 
treal, reports' in the Canada Medical 
Record a number of cases in which acute 
articular rheumatism was cured by fast­
ing, usually from four to eight days. In 
no case was it necessary to fast more 
than ten days. Less postive results were 
obtained in cases of chronic rheumatism, 
The patients were allowed to drink freely 
of cold water, or lemonade in moderate 
quantities if they preferred. No medi­
cines were given. Dr. Wood says that 
from the quick and almost invariably 
good results obtained by simple absti 
nence from food in more than forty cases 
in his own practice he is inclined to be 
lieve that rheumatism is, after all, only a 
phase of indigestion,to be cured by giving 
complete and' continued rest to all the 
viscera.

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As nn instance of what can he done in the 
way of developing a wholesale trade in 
Fredericton we may refer to the hardware 
business of Mr. James S. Neill. Here we 
have an instance where from small begin­
nings ft large trade has been developed. The 
progress whicli has been made by Mr Neill is 
somewhat remarkable, • and if ,we felt at 
liberty to give the actual lignres representing 
his trade most of our readers would he ns 
much surprised as we were. While we 
cannot do, this we can say that his success 
furnishes evidence that the chief requisite 
for the extension of the business of the city- 
in every line is the well directed energy of 
the people. The wholesale establishments of 
Mr. Randolph. Mr. Hodge and Whittier & 
Hooper furnish further evidence that a 
large wholesale trade ran he done here if our 
people only set to work the right way to do 
it If our merchants would buy less through 
middlemen, they can, by reason of the com­
parative cheapness with which business can 
be done here, secure a very large amount of 
trade which now-goes elsewhere. The city 
has very many advantages ns a distributing 
centre and they ought not to remain un­
employed, *

In the matter of manufactures we suggest 
to those interested in the tanning business 
whether it would not pay to manufacture 
glue, instead of shipping their waste to 
factosies elsewhere. We are promised some 
carefully made estimates of the expense of 

. starting and managing a glnc factory and 
will publish them shortly.

A SHOE FACTORY. .

We are informed that n gentleman in­
terested in an extensive Shoe Factory in 
Montreal recently expressed an opinion 
highly favorable to the establishment of 
a similar business in this city, although 
he said it was not for the firm in which 
he was interested to further such nn en­
terprise, as it was their view to consoli­
date all the business they could in 
Montreal. The subject is worth practical 
consideration. The first thing to do is 
to get some person, experienced in such 
business, who will.put some money into 
it. If this can be done the rest we think 
would be easy. A stock list could readily 
be raised if the manager was a practical 
man with some stake in Ae enterprise, 
that such a person could be found we 
have little reason to doubt. The chief 
newspapers in the United States contain 
many advertisements from skilled mecha­
nics with capital who desire partners, and 
-although we do not remember to have 
seen any recently, of any such person 
desiring to invest in the shoe trade, a few 
dollars spent in advertising would proba­
bly find one.

A Shoe Factory would lie of "very great 
advantage here. It-would give employ­
ment to many young people, girls especi­
ally, who now are forced to live with their 
parents in comparative idleness. It Se- 
quires no argument to show what a 
benefit- this would lie lo the city. It 
■would supply a number of skilled work­
men, and would attract trade to the city: 
It would lead to the extension of the 
tanning industry, which can be carried 

■on here so advantageously by ' reason of 
the comparative cheapness of hemlock 
bark, as it is the bark which is cut for the 
most part exported. The leather which 
is made finds it chief market else where, 
and our merchants go a thousand miles 
away to buy their boots and shoes. This 
is different only in degree from what 
Dean tells, in his “Two years before the 
Mast,” of the Southern Californians, these 
people raise cattle and sold thé hides, 
which was taken around the Horn to 
Massachussets, there made up into boots 
and shoes and a part of them carried 
back around the Horn again and traded 
off with the Californians for more hides.

It may be objected that a Shoe Factory 
here would have to compete with the 
Montreal establishments. This is true; 
but it would have the advantage of freight 
in its favor, while the rapid growth of the 
West would afford a market for the 
products of Montreal and so draw them 
out of this field. The comparative cheap­
ness of production of boots and shoes 
here, where leather can be made as 
cheaply as any place in the world, ought 
indeed to enable a shoe factory here to 
-compete for the trade of the West; but 
there is a large local market in the 
Maritime Provinces, and Newfoundland 
-which could be supplied from this point 
more cheaply than from any other, and 
it is quite possible that a market could 
be found, if the productions was larger 
than the home demand would consume, 
in the West Indies and South America 
with which points there is now regular 
-steam communication.

New Railway Scheme__A meeting was
"recently held in Buctouclie for the pur­
pose of agitating the building of a rail­
way from that town to Moncton. A very 
fair begining" was made, and judging 
'from the energy displayed by the pro­
moters we anticipate that they will be 
able to cany out their project success- 
folly.

Meteoric showers recently occurred at 
Wheeling, West Virginia. Duringseveral 
days stones, varying from an inch to a 
foot in diameter and red-hot, fell at short 
intervals from the atmosphere.

The full significance of the title “the 

mistress of the sea,” is beginning to be 
understood. A few years ago Turkey 
was prostrate before Russia, and the 
armies of the Czar were within a 
short march of Constantinople. The 
conqueror dictated the terms of the 
treaty of peace, and then Great Britain 
cried, Halt ! In reply to the demand of 
Russia, ns to what was meant, the reply 
of the British Government was that the 
treaty of San Stefano must be submitted 
to "the Powers. Russia declined and the 
British fleet was ordered to rendezvous 
near the sea of Marmora. Once more 
the demand was made and once more 
refused and the fleet was moved nearer 
the Golden Horn. Again the demand 
wa« made and again refused, and the 
fleet, with loaded guns, passed the 
Dardinelles anil dropped anchor before 
Constantinople, while the Indian troops 
advanced towards the disputed ground. 
Then, when Russia saw that to refuse 
was to lose all for which she had fought, 
and that it would be madness to con­
tend against the great maritime power of 
England, she yielded and the treaty of 
Berlin was the result.

A few years pass and a uprising occurs 
in Egypt which requires the intervention 
of Europe. A conference meets ; and 
while diplomatists, jealous of England, 
endeavor to frustrate her plans, events 
transpire so rapidly in Egypt that the 
fleet is again called into action and 
Alexandria is bombarded. The Con­
ference is astounded, but does not 
protest. The British Government 
firmly lays down its programme. 
The Sultan must declare Arab! a çebel 
and send troops to repress him. The 
Sultan, backed by Russia, and encouraged 
by the attitude of Italy and France, de­
clines. He will send an army, but will 
not d clarc Arabi a rebel. Lord Dufferin 
courteously answers : “It will be the duty 
of the fleet to escort the army back again." 
Then a delay ensues ; but it is useless to 
contend against a nation that can sweep 
the seas and call on the millions of India 
to support her demands. The powers, 
with no very good grace, concede that 
what Great Britain demands is right and 
proper, anil the Sultan vie.ds. It 1s the 
fleet, always, with which Great Britain 
maintains her supremacy among the 
nations.
An Extraordinary Piece of Business.

At the last session of the Assembly an act 
was passed making the Counties of Kings and 
Albert a County Court district. This act 
was brought into force by proclamation in 
June. Then by operation of law Judge Bots- 
ford ceased to be Judge of Albert and Ju.ige 
Watters of Kings. At least that would seem 
to be the plain English and common sense 
meaning of the Statute. This idea seems to 
have prevailed at Ottawa, for on July 8th an 
official announcement of Judge Wedderbum’s 
appointment as Judge of Kings and Albert 
appeared. On August 5th the following ap­
peared ip the Gazette :

Erratum.—In the Canada Gazette of the 8th 
July làst, for the words “William Wedder- 
burn, Esquire, one of Her Majesty’s Counsel 
learned in the law, to be County Court Judge 
for the Counties of Kings and Albert, in the 
Province of "New Brunswick,” read “William 
Wedderbnrn, Esquire, one of Her Mejesty’s 
Counsel learned in the law ; to be County 
Court Judge for the County of Kiugs, in the 
Province of New Brunswick, vite Charles 
Watte-rs, Esquire, resigned.”

William Wedderbnrn. Esquire, one of Her 

Majesty's Counsel learned in the law, to be 
County Court Judge for the County of 
Albert, in the Province of New Brunswick, 
vice Bliss Botsford, Esquire, resigned.

A question arises as to what Charles 
Watters and Bliss Botsford hare resigned. 
These gentlemen were appointed judges for 
districts, Judge Watters for Kings and St. 
John and Judge Botsford for Kent, West­
moreland and Albert. They conld not 
resign either of these Counties and retain the 
others ; because so long as by law they were 
the judges of one they were judges of the 
others. Applying the same reasoning to 
Judge Steadman. He cannot resign the 
Judgship of Queen’s and retain that of York 
and Sunbury. If he resigns one, he must 
resign all. The Legislature however can 
step in and take away a part of the district 
over which the judge has jurisdiction, and 
the moment it does so, he ceases to have 
jurisdiction in that portion. Therefore a 
resignation of these gentlemen was unneces­
sary and of no effect whatever. The remark­
able part of the performance is that we find 
Judge Botsford claiming to be Judge for 
Albert on the 4th of Jnly and counting Mr. 
Rogers out of the House of Commons. If the 
law is rightly interpreted by the Minister of 
Justice, and Judge Botsford continued to be 
Judge of Albert after the Legislature de­
clared he should no longer be so, then he 
might have remained Judge of Albert during 
the remainder of his natural life, unless lie 
saw fit to resign. It is difficult not to con­
nect this extraordinary manipulation with 
the Albert election ; but fortunately neither 
the Minister of Justice, nor even his Deputy, 
can make that law, which is not law,

"Transatlantic Cattle Trade.—The 
Toronto Globe remarks that the statistics 
of casualties in the transportation of live 
stock by sea, as returned to the Privy 
Council by inspectors placed at the land­
ing ports for American and Canadian 
cattle, should elicit our sympathy for 
these dumb travellers. Last year alone 
8,721 were hoisted overboard, 49 were 
landed dead, and 472 reached their desti­
nation so much exhausted that they had 
to be killed at the place of landing. That 
is, 9,242 animals during a space of twelve 
months were either thrown overboard or 
died from injuries received in the pas- 
age across the Atlantic.

To most people-Mr. Isaac Burpee 
is known as the principal proprietor of a 
wholesale hardware business, a managing 
director of the N. B. Railway and as in 
tested in various enterprises. He is also 
known as a gentleman who goes into 
political conflicts with a great deal of 
energy and comes out with more than an 
average share of succeess. The St. John 
Sun has succeeded in discovering that 
he is in possersion of powers, compared 
with which his shrewdness and energy as 
a business man fall into insignificance. 
According to that veracious tory sheet he 
dictates, if he does not actually write, 
every political article in the Telegraph 
and inspires all the others; he is the 
source from which the Globe draws all 
its ideas, and as for the Herald, every" 
opinion it utters from those on the N. P. 
to mild jokes on Fenianism, are the off­
spring of Mr. Burpee’s mind. In the 
exercise of these stupendous powers, time 
and space are as nothing.

He may be a thousand or more miles 
away when an article appears in the Stin 
in the morning, yet he contrives in some 
mysterious way to learn its purport, and 
before noon has filled the editor of the 
Globe full of the necessary inspiration to 
enable him to write a reply. If the editor 
of the Herald sits down to write a little 
historical reminiscence, the all-pervading 
inspriation somehow or other settles upon 
him, and though unconscious of it, his pen 
puts upon paper the thoughts and inten­
tions of Mr. Burpee, no matter where that 
gentleman may be, or what at that particu­
lar time he may be doing. We .think the Snn 
is not doing the cause of science justice in 
omitting to explain these astonishing pheno­
mena; and we have also o express our regret 
that our Tory friend cannot himself get a 
little inspiration from some source, so as to 
be enabled to fill his columns with something 
besides low abase and drivelling nonsense.

The truth of the matter is that Mr. Burpee 
has no more idea of how the Telegraph, Globe 
and Herald will treat any given subject, 
than an}- other person hns, who regularly 
reads those papers'. The Sun, the Moncton 
Times and the Capital constantly offend 
against journalistic decency by representing 
their Liberal contemporaries as controlled by 
one or two politicians ; forgetting that the 
public will recognize, in these allusions to 
other peoples' masters, the unmistakable 
badge of their own servitude.

Lease of the X. B. * t". Railroad.

It is understood that the New Brunswick 
and Canada Railroad is to be leased in per­
petuity to the New Brunswick Railroad. 
Various rumors which have appeared in the 
in the different newspapers in connection 
with this matter are incorrect. The lease 
has not yet been executed, but a memoran­
dum of agreement has been made that a 
lease will be signed by the Directors of the 
N B & C R when called for, which will prob­
ably be in a few days, the lease to take 
effect from the 1st o£ July last.

The N B & C R had concluded arrange­
ments with the Maine Central, the Directory 
of which were anxious to obtain control of 
the road, but when the New Brunswick Rail­
road Syndicate found this out they renewed 
their efforts to obtain possession of it and 
with the consent of the Maine Central Rail­
road have auceeeded. The new Company 
also have control of the Argyll Hotel, St. 
Andrews, and will no doubt improve it hv 
further extensions.

The E. & N. A. Road has passed into the 
hands of the Maine Central by lease; the 
latter and the New Brunswick Company will 
work their several roads under a mutual 
agreement. The Syndicate is to be con­
gratulated on the arrangement.

It gives them access to the sea at St. 
Andrews or S't. Stephen, and shortens the 
distance between point Levis and St. John, 
as compared with the Intercolonial Railway, 
by about 125 miles. This means a shortening 
of tlie distance on the Canada Pacific Rail­
way of which this line will no doubt form a 
part.

We understand that it is the intention of 
the Syndicate to improve the road by the lay­
ing of new steel rails, &c. Great improve­
ments have been made upon it within the last 
two years, but more arc called for.

It is understood that the present officials 
and employees of the N. B. & C. R. will be 
retained under the new management. The 
general public will be pleased to learn that 
such is the case, as the leading officers of the 
road have had a long experience and are de­
servedly popular. Some of them have been 
in the service over twenty years, and through 
their abilities and perseverance the road has 
been worked up until it is now one of the best 
paying roads in the Dominion.

While the New Brunswick Railway Syndi­
cate could not well have done without this 
road, and while the benefit to them is incal­
culable, it will also be a benefit to Charlotte 
County. It will liberate more than one mil­
lion dollars of capital and will build up the 
towns of this County, especially St. Andrews.

This new arrangement will probably defer 
the completion of the Megantic scheme for a 
time.—Courier.

A Nova Scotia colonel wants to raise a 
regiment to help the Mother Country in 
Egypt. If this hero is really as much in 
earnest as he seems, we suggest that he 
simply collect all the young men who 
carry pistols of the did-not-know-it-was- 
loaded kind. This is the sort of firearm 
and these are the sort of men who are 
sure to kill. Two armies, each 5,000 
strong, may pepper at each other all day, 
and the result will be one or two casu­
alties, but your ordinary young man, 
with a pistol he did not know was loaded, 
can kill every time. It was only the 
other day that a Sackville woman, toying 
with one of these weapons, nearly killed 
a baby in the next house. If our Nova 
Scotia friend will take our advice and 
follow up his first expedition with a troop 
armed with toy pistols, he will extermi­
nate Arahi and the False Prophet in the 
bargain.

The Chinese in British Columbia show 
a disposition to go farming. This may 
mean nothing and it may mean much. 
We have been accustomed to regard the 
celestials as a class of emigrants whose 
chief object seemed, after they once got 
here, to earn enough money to go home 
again and live at their ease. They 
worked cheaply and lived economically 
and were really formidable rivals, where- 
ever they went, to white laboiers. If 
they take to farming, it will be a new 
departure indeed, and tvill signify that 
when they do come, they come to stay. 
It is not pleasant to contemplate the 
possibility of having to look forward 
to a large resident Mongolian popu­
lation tilling the soil and cloted with the 
rights of citizenship. We are far from 
setting up the average Caucasian as a 
being who is immeasurably superior to 
his yellow brothers; but it must be evi­
dent to any one that harmony cannot be 
expected between two races so antag- 
nistie in their ideas of religion, civil polity 
and social duties. Look at it whichever 
way we will, the Chinese problem is 
destined to be all-absorbing sooner or 
later. It is enough to know that over 
three hundred millions of these people 
exist, and arc daily being brought close 
into contact with European civilizatidn, 
to be convinced that sooner or later a 
struggle will be preceptible. We do hot 
mean a struggle of armies and navies, 
but a conflict between ideas and systems. 
The true Chinese problem is not whether 
Ling Tong or Ling Foo shall dethrone 
Jonathan from the work-bench or banish 
Bridget from the kitchen; but what will 
be the result of the impressible conflict 
between the ancient civilization of 
Eastern Asia and the modern civilization 
of Western Europe and America. There 
was a time when people looked to the 
labors of Missionary Societies lor a 
solution of the grave problem, ^ut to­
day, the number is very snnKl who 
anticipate any national results from their 
efforts.

IRISH AGITATORS.

A great many persons express surprise 
that she Irish agitators do not prove more 
amendable to the Roman Catholic clergy; 
They seem to take it for granted that the 
agitators, because they are Irish, are 
necessarily Roman Catholics, when the 
truth is, that many of the chief spirits 
among them are Protestants. ■ Parnell is 
a Protestant, and so are many others who, 
like him, have endeavored in their own 
way to have the unquestioned wrongs of 
Ireland redressed. It is difficult for a 
Canadian to avoid a warm feeling of sym­
pathy for these Irish discontents. We 
have Irishmen among us by the thousands, 
and a more peacable, law-abiding people 
do not exist anywhere. ; Although they 
form a large proportion of the population 
and hold fully as much property relatively 
as their neighbors of English or Scotch 
extraction, they are content to be almost 
h.variably overlooked in the disposal of 
public patronage. We see in the Irish of 
Canada a thrifty, industrious people, who 
sustain large charities and perform their 
duties as citizens in an exemplary man 
ner. We are slow to believe that the 
people whose kinsmen do so well on this 
side of the Atlantic, would not do equally 
well on the other, if they had equal oppor­
tunities. We are slow to believe that 
they would abuse the right of self-govern­
ment there nny more than they abuse it 
here. Thé Home Rule resolutions reflect­
ed a public sentiment which was the | 
growth of long experience of the Irish as ! 
citizens, and were well worthy the j 
thoughtful consideration of the English j 
authorities.

-Some of the Ontario papers seem to 
think that Prince Leopold will be the 
next Governor-General. The Prince is a 
very excellent young man and comes of 
a family which has been respectable for 
the last generation or two. His politics 
may be represented by 0. He can make 
a fairly good speech. He minds his own 
business and is altogether a decent, 
quiet sort of a fellow. As Governor- 
General he would probably develope all 
those negative qualities which seem 
necessary for the proper discharge of the 
duties of a figurehead to our Government. 
Yet if we had anything to say about it, 
we should suggest that he stay home. 
Royalty don’t suit Canada, or Canada 
don’fsuit Royalty, we don’t know which. 
Perhaps the difficulty is in the air, per­
haps it is in the airs not of Royalty itself 
but of the people who officially surround 
it. Canada can grow its own Governor 
Generals.

A desvatcii announces that the Czar 
now walks and drives out without an 
escort. From this we are to conclude 
that he no longer finds appointments 
from the undertaker pinned to his night 
shirt, when he goes to bed, or invitations 
to his own funeral upon his dressing 
table in the morning. Ordinary life must 
prove monotonous to a man, who has 
been accustomed to speculate on the 
chances of his coffee being sweetened 
with arsenic, and who dare not sit down 
hard on anything for fear of exploding a 
concealed package of nitro glycerine. A 
wicked rumor says that he has been 
blown up so often by his pretty wife, 
since he fell in love with the circus 
woman, that he thinks a little frisky dy­
namite would serve as a pleasant 
variety.

A cable despatch dated August ninth, 
says: “At the Lord Mayor’s banquet to 
Her Majesty’s Ministers, this afternoon, Mr. 
Gladstone said : ‘I am sanguine we have 
passed the motnent of danger, and there will 
be wisdom and harmony in the work and 
deliberations of Parliament for the remainder 
of the present year.’ Referring to the 
Egyptian questions he said : ‘The forces 
have gone to Egypt in the prosecution of the 
great interests of the Empire ; unless those 
interests exist it would not he possible for us 
to find a justification for intervention, but 
let it be known and proclaimed that those 
interests are not onrs alone, but the interests 
we have in common with - "every State in 
Europe—nay, with the whole civilized 
world.’1 (Cheers.) ‘We do not go to war 
with the Egyptian people, but to rescue 
them from the oppression of military tyr­
anny ; nor do we make war upon the 
Mohammedan religion as Englishmen respect 
the convictions of believers in every other 
faith. England goep to Egypt with clean 
hands, and with no secret intentions to con­
ceal from the other nations. There is a class 
of men, besides the military, who require to 
be overawed—who were the instruments of 
former oppression, and who, wish well to 
militar}- tyranny because they would provide 
for a revival of the abuses and cruelty 
already extinguished or mitigated.’ ” These 
statements, coming from the grand old 
Liberal leader will carry great weight with 
them. A few snarling Tory sheets'in Canada 
may sneer at a statesman for whom his 
enemies at home have no words but those of 
respect; hut it is a crowning glory of 
England to-day that the word of herPremier 
will be taken for the absolute truth in nny 
Court in Europe.

The Manufacture of tilue.

Not much capital ip required for the 
manufacture of glue. For one thousand 
dollars a factory can be put up, which 
will turn out 2,000 pounds per month. 
For $2,500 a factory employing six men 
and turning out 5,000 pounds per month 
can "be erected. One Canadian firm, 
employing fifteen men • and making 
10,000 pounds of glue "per month, say 
that their greatest expense was for 
1,200 drying frames which cost $1.25 
each ; but these can be purchased 
cheaper now. In connection with the 
manufacture of glue, tallow and neat’s 
foot oil can he made. With a capital of 
$5,000 and an- experienced manager, a 
factory to manufacture glue, tallow and 
neat’s foot oil could be established here, 
capable of turning out from $2,000 to 
$3,000 worth each month. As there are 
many tanneries in the country, and a 
large supply of bones can easily be got, 
there would be no difficulty in procuring 
the raw material. At present most of 
the raw material is shipped and all the 
province gets the benefit of is the small 
price paid for it. There is no good 
reason, that we can see, why we should 
not have all the profit to be made in its 
manufacture.

Native Woods__We beg to suggest to
some of our cabinet makers that they 
procure some of our native hardwoods, 
which have been seasoned for at least 
four years, and manufacture some articles 
of furniture of them, giving the wood 
ns high a polish as it is capable of re­
ceiving. We are informed by a gentle­
man, who made the experiment on small 
samples, that the result was most un 
expected and gratifying, the wood 
becoming much darker, than wood 
seasoned for a shorter time, and taking 
an excellent polish. Some samples 
submitted to an extensive manufacturer 
in Europe met his unqualified approval, 
and he at once enquired as to the 
quantity in which such woods could be 
obtained, and expressed the opinion 
that they were destined to become 
fashionable. If such samples cannot he 
obtained, we suggest that some be now 
laid axvay to season properly. Let an 
effort be made to find out what our 
hard wood is worth.

When filled the reservoir 
will contain enough water to last several 
months.

Five transports with troops sailed for 
Egypt, on the 8th. Seven more started on 
the 9th. General Sir Herbert McPherson 
and staff start to-day on tlie#Hydaspea.

The Royal Irish Dragoon Gnards left 
Aldershot on the 8th by train for Southamp­
ton where they embark on steamers Greece 
and City of New York for Egypt.

The transport Canadian has sailed from 
Woolwich with 1,500 tons of railway plant 
for Egypt.

Osman Bey, the Khedive’s master of horse, 
escaped from Cairo and arrived here via 
Ticluan. He stated that the rebels are 
fortifying Nefissa Junction, where the Suez. 
Ismailia and Cairo lines of railway meet. 
They have four guns and 2,000 infantry 
there.

Alexandria, Aug. 11.—It is reported 
that Arabi is two miles from Ismailia.

The conduct of DeLesseps is causing 
complications.

The enemy is working hard on a new 
line of entrenchments.
. Arabi Pasha is having constructed with­
in 5,000 yards of Ramleli a formidable 
redan and embankment 30 feet high. H. 
M. S. Superb fired shells at the works 
to-day, four of which burst in close prox­
imity to the men engaged in construction.

It is stated that Arabi Pasha has exe­
cuted the governor of Behrea.

The Turkish journals are assuming a 
friendly tone towards England. Sheik ul 
Islam has prohibited Ulemas from preach­
ing in favor of Arabi Pasha,

The Turkish Consul at Bombay has 
beefl ordered to give explanations to the 
Ulemas of India respecting the action of 
the Porte in sending Turkish troops to" 
co-operate with the British in Egypt, 
which has produced a great sensation 
among Mohammedans in India.

A letter received at Paris, states that 
the condition of Tripoli is alarming to 
Europeans. El Hadyi, from Constantino­
ple, announces that the Porte after settl­
ing the affairs in Egypt, intend to send an 
army to drive the French out of Tunis, 
the native.<Ftalk of massacre of Christians.

A Total Abstinence Wave is sweeping 
over the Western States. In Kansas the 
prohibitory law has driven the traffic out 
of sight, and made it so dangerous that- 
only reckless men will engage in it. In 
Iowa the recently adopted constitutional 
amendment has been declared valid by 
the courts, and the next Legislature will 
be compelled to enact a statute to wholly 
prevent the manufacture and sale of 
spirituous beverages. In Indiana a pro­
hibitory Act has pt^ed one branch of 
the Legislature, and will unquestionably 
become a law. Connecticut has a new 
law requiring the names of five tax-payers 
on every petiton for a license, and as no 
name can appear on two petitions, this 
greatly restricts the number of bar-ropms. 
The noted Pond Law of Ohio has been 
declared unconstitutional, but new legis­
lation is being arranged for next winter. 
Michigan has imposed an immense 
tax, intended to close the small saloons. 
Anti-treating laws in Nebraska and 
Wisconsin having been nullffied by court- 
decisions, the enemies of alcohol are 
getting ready for something more strin­
gent, The question of prohibition will 
be and important one in the fall elections 
of North Carolina, Illinois, and probably 
several other States__Mail.

“A report has been spread,” said an ex­
change, a few days ago, “that a horrible 
disease known as plica palonica has made 
its appearance in London, brought over 
by the trader in false hair from Poland. 
The disease is one of the most fearful 
kind, incurable, acd rendering its victim 
an object as hideous to behold as the 
leper of the East. The hair, instead of 
dividing into fine and silky threads, 
conglomerates into thick matter, with 
only one thick root, which bleeds on be­
ing cut, so that no relief can be 
obtained, save by cauterization of the 
whole mass. The report has caused a 
greater scare than any produced by the 
Fenians,” etc., etc.

•‘That paragraph, I am certain,” said 
one of the largest dealers in human hair 
in this city, “has little truth in it. At all 
events, if the disease spoken of has 
reached London, you may rest assured it 
has not yet been brought across the water; 
Have I ever heard of the disease before ? 
Oh ! yes, frequently ; but always in some 
such indefinite and sensational news­
paper item as the one I have just read. 
Not to my knowledge has a death occur­
red, either here or in England, from the 
cause mentioned. Nearly all of stock in 
trade is imported, and, during all the years 
I have carried on business as a hair dealer.
I have never known of any case of sickness 
or death resulting from the handling or 
wearing of false hair or wigs of any sort. 
Physicians will tell you that hair is not 
susceptible to disease under any circum­
stances. Indeed, it is a well-known fact 
that there is no danger in handling or 
wearing the hair obtained even from 
small-pox patients. The structure or for­
mation of the hair seems to be apart from 
the rest of the body, and dealers or work­
men handle it with impunity under all 
circumstances. Tljese reports of horrid 
hair disease make their appearance peri­
odically, and are as regularly ridiculed 
and denied by the Hairdressers’ Journal, 
the official organ of the trade.

Political Tyranny.

Commentry upon the reason assigned 
for the defeat of Mr. McDeCosmos in 
British Columbia, the Ottawa Free Press 
says:—We regret to notice that one of 
the charges against Mr. DeComos was 
that he gave signs of independence on 
one or two occasions. Do those who use 
this argument imagine that they gain in 
power by increase of subserviency? If 
there' is anything more needed in Parlia­
ment at this juncture than manly inde­
pendence, we would like to hear it named. 
But if men are to be defeated because 
they had the pluck to speak out in favor 
of what they regarded as right, what 
must become of representative institu­
ions? Are members elected merely to 
vote just as a party dictator directs ? Have 
we got down to the condition where elec­
tions are merely so many declarations of 
the surrender of popular rights ? If these 
things be really established, what is the 
use of parliament at all ? Why not elect 
one man to run the government machine 
as a sort of benevolent despot ? The sham 
of representation, as presented by the 
papers of British Columbia, is the worst 
travesty on popular institutions ever ex­
hibited. Mr. DeCosmos ought to be a 
happy man to be rid of a representation 
which, according to their view, would be 
the most abject slavery that it would be 
possible to conceive.

Glass Shingles.—A Pittsburg firm has 
been granted a patent for the manufac­
ture of shingles composed of glass. It is 
claimed tor this material that it is more 
durable, stronger and more impervious to 
rain than slate or any other substance 
now used. The manufacture of the shin­
gles will also be comparatively inexpen­
sive, and can be placed in position by any 
ordinary workman. These shingles have 
the advantage of slate in several particu­
lars. In consequence of their shape they 
lie solid on the roof, and can be used on 
comparatively flat roofs, and they will ad­
mit of persons on them without danger of 
fracture, a quality which slate does not 
possess. They are interlocked so as to 
leave no interstices between them, and 
one rivet holds each pair of shingles, so 
that they cannot be forced from their 
places by the wind of other atmospheric 
disturbances. They are also made so as 
to leave very little waste material. It 
takes 300 slates, each 8x15 inches, to 
cover what is technically known as a 
“square” of roof (a square measuring ten 
feet either way,) but 150 of these shingles 
will suffice for the same space.. Glass is 
likewise a non-conductor of electricity, 
and houses with these roofs will need no 
lightning conductors. Although the kind 
of glass intended to be used in these 
shingles is non-transparent glass, a roof 
with colored border and opalescent body 
is said to be very handsome.

He Had a Good Time__“Well, I’ve
had a good time, and I expect to pay for 
it,” remarked a young farmer as he was 
brought before the bar of the Central 
station yesterday morning.
wHe was at once attacked by a reporter 

to find out ' what he considered a good 
time, and here it is : He walked eight 
miles Saturday evening to reach the city.

In the languages it will 
begin by thoroughly grounding its pupils 
in English and such other modem 
tongues as they may desire to study and 
will then take up the dead languages. 
We are of the opinion that a change is 
needed in the method usually adopted 
a teaching these branches, which is 

such that the pupil generally has to de­
end upon his reading after he has left 

school for a knowledge of the subject 
which will be of practical value to him 
and while we do not omit to place a 
proper value upon principles and theories, 
without which indeed all education is 
useless, - we claim that there is a dis­
tinction between those which are of 
practical utility to every man,, and those 
which are of use only to the few. Let 
us take the ordinary school course as it 
is to-day. The boy, if he is quick to learn, 
is set when he is about twelve years of 
age to the study of latin. Any clever 
ad can easily leam to read the language 
m a year or two, and he is put through 
a series of classical works, with the 
«rowed object of familiariztng him with 
the best methods of composition. As a 
■setter of fact there is not one lad in five 
hundred who is able to appreciate the 
elegance of Horace's odes, or the grand 
simplicity which characterizes Ceesar or 
Thcitus, Models these writers no doubt 
tre: but thé ÿôting lad is unable to grasp 
them sufficiently to value them. Virgil’s 
Kicid is to him not a grand epic, but a 
certain number of lines, which he has to 
tmnslate as best he can, and scan with 
a* much diligence as though all his after 
life were to be spent in writing hexame-' 
tires. We do not object to this. It is 
gaod training, and in one sense the in- 
ftrmation is valuable; but it generally 
comes in at the wrong end of the curri- 
cahnn. We imagine if young lads were 
tanght to see the beauties of composition 
in our own mother tongue and afterwards 
vdben their minds had become more 
matured, given the productions of the 
goat writers to study that two good 
results would follow : first the youth as he 
comes to manhood would have correct 
ideas of the literature of his own language 
sad in most cases, have formed a taste for 
the better kind of books, and secondly he 
would understand the classical modes 
better and be able to use them to great 
advantage in his own literary work, of 
which all men do more or less.

In teaching history, a very consider­
able change has been lately made ; 
teachers and others recognizing the ab- 
smrdity of a system'which kept a youth 
among the fables and exaggerations of 
the past, so long that he was unable to 
devote any time to the present. It would 
be well, perhaps, if all men knew the 
whole nistory of this planet from the first 
daybreak until the present issue of the 
Hkrald ; but since this is impossible, 
education in history should be confined 
to those periods in which the pupil can 
be reasonably expected to take an intelli­
gent interest, and not to those about 
which he can only feel a curiosity. We 
used to be taught a complete and con­
tint) vs record of every important event 
or fiction in reference to Greece or Rome. 
If we could not tell all about Romulus 
and Remus, or give a good account of the 
Trcgan war, teachers looked disappoint­
ed, and examiners shook their wise 
heads, as though they themselves had 
net forgotten half of what they expected 
us to know. But the more dense our 
ignorance was of modern history, the 
better. We might be ignorant as to 
whether there was any other Brougham 
than the vehicle of that name, and still 
pass muster ; but if we did not know all 
about Aristides or Thcmistocles we were 
in eternal disgrace. As we have said, 
there has been an important change in 
this respect ; but we are not sure that the 
change might not be pushed further with 
advantage, and the great bulk of educa 
tion in history be confined to the events 
of the centuries since the discovery of 
America, with only such an outline of 
previous events as would enable the 
pupil to have a general idea of them, and 
this general outline should by no means 
be confined to the history of Greece and 
Rome, but should be extended so iis to 
embrace the Asiatic nations, whose early 
records are full of profound interest to 
the student of modern civilization and 
Christianity.

HOPE DEFERRED.

It is refreshing to read that the new docks 
at London were commenced within four days 
after the money was voted by the Imperal 
Parliament. But it is more than four months 
since the money was voted for new public 
buildings for Moncton and yet not even the 
site is selected.

The above is from the Moncton Tran­
script, and is a sad commentary upon the 
transitory nature of political promises. 
Not even the extraordinary somersault 
by which the Westmoreland electors put 
Smith out and Wood in, can secure a ful­
filment of the pledges made by the 
Government. Perhaps the expenditure 
is being withheld pending the new elec­
tion, which will be held when Mr. Wood 
is adjudged guilty of bribery and cor­
ruption.

The figures are instructive, as showing 
the enormous development possible for 
the live stock trade of Canada. With an 
area greater than that of the United 
States, and an extent of land available 
for cattle raising not much, if any, less 
than Russia, the Dominion falls far below 
countries of very much 'less area. The 
figures properly apply only to the five 
eastern provinces, and a very few years 
will materially alter them. When once 
the West becomes peopled, and the vast 
regions along the base of the Rocky 
Mountains are utilized for stock raising, 
Canada may be expected to take a place 
among the nations which lead the list in 
cattle and sheep.

The North West.

A well informed gentleman writing 
from Winnipeg says that the influx of 
people into the North West is astonishing. 
He adds that no matter what their 
politics may have been at home, a few 
weeks sojourn in the West makes them 
determined opponents .of the Tory ad­
ministration. No one, it is said, who has 
not experienced by actual trial the op­
pression of the Syndicate monopoly is able 
to form any idea of what a tremendous 
imposition it is. It is impossible that the 
people of the West will put up with this 
rule for the next quarter of a century. 
The pioneers of this country are not the 
men to submit to such impositions, and 
something will have to be done to meet 
their reasonable demands for untramelled 
communication.

A continual complaint is being made 
in reference to the land regulations. The 
tendency of the present arrangement is 
to lock up large blocks in the hands of 
speculators, and before the people of 
Canada have begun to realize the extent 
and value of their territory, it will have 
passed, for the most part, into the hands 
of men who will manipulate it for specu­
lative purposes. The government have 
much to answer for on account of their 
mal administration in the West.

Loyalist Memorial.—The impressionin 
St. John seems to be that the proposed 
project for a Loyalist Memorial in St. 
John has been killed by a resolution 
which was passed at a meeting held on 
Tuesday night to the following effect :

That the meeting appoint a committee to 
act in conjunction with the other committees 
that have been appointed by the Common 
Council, Historical Society and Natural 
History Society, to see what steps should 
be taken to celebrate the centenary of the 
Loyalists.

An extensive conflagration occurred in 
Gardner, Monday evening of last week. 
The fire started in a planing mill on the 
lower dam, and was soon beyond control. 
All the mills on that dam were soon 
swept away, and the flames, communi­
cating with adjacent dwellings, destroyed 
them one after another to the number of 
forty. The total loss is estimated at 
$200,000. Insurance, $86,250.

A HEAVY LAWSUIT. ,

An important law suit has been lately 
declared out West and as it concerns a 
railroad of which we hear a good deal 
now-a-days, and gentlemen who are at 
the head of the greatest Canadian rail­
way project. We publish a summary of 
the facts involved, which we take from 
the Toronto Globe :

Some rather astonishing developements, 
not generally known to Canadians, were 
brought to light in the United States court 
St. Paul, where judgment was rendered 
in an important railway suit on the 15th of 
July last. The judgment of the court re­
flects not at all creditably on the prominent 
members of the Canada Pacific syndicate.

The case is a very important one for 
Canadians^ to consider. The judgment, if it 
amounts to anything, amounts to this, that 
in order to wreck a railway which they 
were desirous of possessing, Donald A. 
Smith. J. J. Hill, R. B. Angus, Geo. Stephen 
N. W. Kittson and others entered into 
collusion with the receiver of the railway, 
and by connivance with that officer and the 
court they depricated the value of the bonds, 
bought them up and thereby became owners 
of the line. The trial was instituted by J. 
P. Fairley, who brought ia claim in equity 
against N. W. Kittson and others upon 
certain çroperties and undivided properties 
alleged to have accrued to Mr. Kittson and 
his co-defendants (the gentlemen mentioned 
above) out of their management of the affairs 
of the St. Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba 
railroad. Mr. Fairley was the latter receiver 
of the old St. Paul & Pacific, and claimed 
he was a party to, or interested in, the 
bonds of that concern. He also alleged that 
in 1876 he and the co-defendants engaged in 
a scheme to purchase all the bounds of the 
first division of the St. Paul k Pacific that 
could be got hold of, the mortgaged lines by 
using the said bonds in payment for the road 
when it should be sold under foreclosure. 
The bonds needed for the scheme were to be 
obtained from Donald A. Smith and the 
other Canadians above mentioned. Farley 
also alleged that he was the possessor of 
certain information which was the key to 
success of the entire undertaking; that he 
was, with Messrs. Kittson and Hill, to have 
one half of the entire interest after the 
Canadian parties were provided for. Within 
two years, from 1877 to 1879, bonds to the 
amount, in face value, of $25,000,000, were 
purchased. In May of the latter year the fore­
closure sales took place, and all the property 
was acquired by the St. Paul, Minneapolis 
and Manitoba company. The property 
bought comprised over 500 miles of road and 
1.000,000 acres of land. The stock of the 
latter corporation represents, Mr. Farley 
alleges, in part, the profits arising from the 
success of his scheme ; and his prayer was 
that he be decreed entitled to an equal inter­
est with Messrs. Kittson and Hill, and that 
they be required to turn over to him one-third 
of all money, stocks, bonds, and, other effects 
received by them as profits of the enterprise.

On the other hand, the defendants point 
to the fact that Farley was the receiver of 
the lines of the St. Paul and Pacific, and that 
of course he could not lawfully make the 
agreement alleged to have been made with 
the defendants ; that he occupied a position 
of great trust, and that by engaging to pur­
chase the bonds he was guilty of a fraud up­
on the trustees and bondholders.

The amount involved is very large, over 
$15,000,000, and of this sum the plaintiff 
claimed a considerable share. The court 
held against the plaintiff, contending tnat it 
is a controlling maxim that a court of equity 
will not aid parties in the preparation or con- 
sumation of a fraud ; nor give any assistance 
whereby either of the parties connected with 
the betrayal of a trust can derive any advan­
tage therefrom.

A PUBLIC MEETING.

It is stated that the Mayor proposes to 
call a public toeeting for the purpose of 
get .ing stock subscribed to start a factory 
of some kind here. If this is the Mayor’s 
intention, we congratulate him upon not 
being misled by the ideas advanced by 
the Reporter. We shall endeavor to help 
his project along in any way in our power, 
and shall not even raise a question as to 
the expediency of beginning with a pub­
lic meeting. We have so little knowledge 
as to what he proposes to dp, that we are 
unable to say if he has matured a scheme, 
or whether the meeting is to be an ad­
visory one, simply to talk over the situa­
tion. If he has a project"which he desires 
to submit to the public, a meeting of the 
citizens called for that purpose is a good 
means of so doing. If he simply wishes 
an expression of opinion as to the desira­
bility of starting factories, he can obtain 
one in that way. The proposed meeting, ^ 
that is one is proposed, can therefore do 
no harm, and may do vety much good. 
If the Herald may be permitted to make 
a suggestion upon this subject, without 
being charged with '• cheek ” or “ dis­
honesty,” it would say to the Mayor that 
if he will defer holding any meeting un­
til he has found a practical man ready 
with his means, in connection with otlmrs, 
in some industry, and will procure 
attendance of such a person at the meet­
ing, he will be much more likely to ac­
complish his object than in any other 
way. Our citizens, generally, are convinc­
ed of the necessity of doing something 
to promote the prosperity of the city, 
and if they could be shown how to go to 
proceed to bring about so desirable a 
result, they would not be slow in taking 
the necessary steps.

A NEW STATE. "

Washington Territory has appealed to 
be admitted as one of the States of the 
Union. The following interesting de­
scription of the Territory is taken from 
the National Tribune :—

“The Territory, lies between British 
Columbia and Oregon, on the north and 
South, and Idaho and the Pacific Ocean, 
on the east and west. It possesses an 
area of 69,994 square miles—of which 
3,114 are water—aad in size is therefore 
a little larger than Missouri and a little 
smaller than Nebraska. Contained as it 
is, between the forty-fifth and forty-ninth 
parallels of North latitude, one would 
naturally suppose its climate to be that 
of Canada or northern Minnesota, but as 
a matter of fact it more nearly resembles 
that of California, the winter being moist 
and mild, and the summers dry and cool. 
Snow, .rarely falls, ice seldom forms, and 
the grass grows green the whole 
year round. The mean temperature 
of the winter months, as shown by 
meterlogical records, is 39 degrees. 
Of the arable lands—amounting to 30.- 
000 square miles — four-sevenths are 
heavily timbered with the most magnifi- 
centforests on the continent,two sevenths 
are bunch-grass prairie, and one-seventh 
alluvial bottom lands. Of course but a 
small percentage of the whole are as yet 
under cultivation, but, if we can rely up­
on the agricultural reports, the fertility 
of the soil is something amazing. In 
volume, the cereal crops grown in the 
Territory are surprisingly large, the 136,- 
937 acres under cultivation yielding 4,- 
108,370 bushels in 1879,while it is thought 
that the wheat crop alone will this year 
amount to 5,000,000 - bushels. We have 
said the forests are the most magnificent 
on the continent. It may be added that 
they are almost inexhaustible, the esti­
mated amount of timber being 160,000,- 
000,000 feet, or sufficient at the present 
rate of consumption—250,000,000 feet 
per year—to last for seven centuries. 
The lumbering industry, although still in 
its infancy, keeps twenty mammoth saw 
mills busy, and it is noteworthy that on 
account of its superior quality the timber 
is in demand abroad as well as at home. 
The proximity of the forests to navigable 
waters affords the most favorable con­
ditions for ship-building, and already 85 
vessels, of which 39 were steamers, have 
been launched at the yards on the shores 
of Puget Sound. This magnificent sheet 
of water,which stretches inland for nearly 
two hundred miles, and is nowhere over 
twenty miles wide, is destined at some 
future day to be the highway of an im­
mense commerce, for it is navigable for 
the largest ships, and bisects a region of 
the most extraordinary productive 
powers. To Washington Territory it must 
eventually become what the Erie Canal 
would be to New York and the commerce 
of the great lakes, if, instead of being a 
mere ditch, it were as deep and wide as 
the Hudson River at its mouth.

Washington Territory, unlike almost all 
her sisters, does not owe her develop­
ment to any “gold fever.” Gold has 
been discovered, it is true, within her 
borders, and some of the lately opened 
mines are reported to be very promising, 
but mining enterprises has chiefly con­
cerned itself with the working of the coal 
ahd iron-fields which lie in such close 
proximity to each other as to admit of 
the manufacture of iron at a minimum of 
expense. The coal is of a superior 
quality, specially adapted for cooking,and 
deposits of both bituminous and anthra­
cite abound. The output up to the first 
of the year amounted to ^76,264 tons, 
and a regular line of steam colliers is 
now maintained to San Francisco. The 
deposits of iron ore—bog, hematite and 
magnetic—are also rich an extensive and 
very easily mined. One .deposit of bog- 
ore, now in process of being opened, 
covers an area of 1,000 acres, is two feet 
in thickness, and lies but a few inches 
below the surface. The manufacture of 
pig-iron has only just been begun, but 
the product last year, the first, amounted 
to 15,000 tons. It is beyond doubt that 
the furnaces of Puget Sound will at no 
distant day supply the iron market of the 
entire Pacific coast and a great portion of 
the territory lying northwest of the 
Missouri. *

At present her population is estimated 
at between 125,000 and 150,000. the last 
census gave her 75,000, and since the 
1st of January over 10,OCX) immigrants 
have entered her borders by way of the 
Pacific. The moment that the Northern 
Pacific Railroad reaches her eastern 
boundry, she will feel that the impetus 
of immigration from the East, and her 
growth is likely to be greatly accelerated, 
for there is no portion of the national 
domain that can offer such tempting in­
ducements to the agriculturist, the 
meplianic and the miner as this. Settled 
as the Territory has been by an indus­
trious and frugal people, its develôpe- 
ment possesses all the elements of 
stability, and when admitted to the 
Union, the State of Washington is sure 
to reflect fresh glory upon the Feder­
ation.”

FREDERICTON ve. ST. JOHN.

FREDERICTON VICTORIOUS
A game of cricket still excites a good deal 

of enthusiasm ia Fredericton. Our little city 
was always the home of good cricketers. 
The old men tell how their fathers used to 
play, and many of these in middle life can 
remember when gray hairs were not an un­
common sight in the cricket field. Mr. 
Eggar, father of John Eggar now living 
with us, is admited to have been one of the 
leading spirits in cricket in the early days of 
the city ; but the Captain of whom the 
most is told, is Wiggins, whose undoubtful 
feats of skill with the bat, in the field or at 
the bowlers crease, are still told with much 
gusto by the members of defunct teams, who 
love to live in their recollections of the past. 
The last great cricket captain which 
Fredericton produced was John A. Beckwith. 
Most of oar people can remember him as in 
the last days of his playing he posted his 
men and handled his bat with the ease and 
skill of a veteran. Many a match was gain­
ed by his superior skill alone. He was a 
safe leader and could always be counted up­
on to give a good account of himself. At 
one time he and others, by their own score 
defeated the St. John eleven. The presence 
of the Military stimulated cricket very 
greatly, and the result of matches wag play­
ed in the last years with the garrison was 
very favorable to the development of the 
skill of our young people at the grand game. 
Our best eleven to-day is a very fair team ; 
but we do not think it can compare with 
many other the city has produced in the past" 
Fifteen years ago there were strong school 
elevens, an excellent Uni /eraity eleven, a 
military eleven, and one or two citizens 
elevens. The matches played between these 
gave the practice in sharp fielding which is 
so essential to a good game of cricket, and 
which those, who were accustomed to watch 
the old games, miss very greatly in the play­
ing they see nowadays.

Cricket is a very old game. It was played 
in England as early as the fourteenth century, 
when it was called “handyn-handeont.” It 
is if anything, more popular to-day than 
ever.

The game played yesterday was the best 
that has been played-here for years, and re­
sulted in an easy victory for the home 
eleven.

The wickets were pitched at 10.20 
the Fredericton team winning the toss 
and taking the field under the command 
of E. H. Allen. Hart and Flood appeared 
at the bat, the former taking the first over 
which was bowled by Richards but his last 
ball took Hart’s middle stamp (1 wicket for 
0. ) Harvey took the bat bn t Barker’s last ball 
took his middle stamp the score being 
Started by a leg bye. (2 wickets for 1 run.) 
In the next over the score was increased by 
two bye a bye and a slipp for one bye 
Hamilton, Harvey’s successor. In the over 
Hamilton slipped Richards for one but was 
cleaned " bowled by Barker’s first ball (3 
wickets for 5). Richards then follow­
ed with another maiden. O’Brien then 
took the ball, which was a maiden over, 
although a wide was bowled. Richards and 
O’Brien each followed with another maiden. 
The first ball of the next Flood struck to leg 
for one. In the next, Flood cut O'Brien for 
one, but the second ball took Thompson’s 
stump (4 wickets for 9 runs).

A had upset.—Tuesday about noon as 
Mr." and Mrs. John Pickard, accompanied by 
Dr. and Mrs. Richardson of New York, who 
are visiting the city, drove out to Marysville 
with a covered carriage and pair from Orr’s 
stable. As they were returning, when a 
short distance beyond the Methodist Church, 
the off wliiffle-tree broke and the horse upon 
that side of the carriage began to kick. Mr. 
Pickand who was driving, got the animal 
in hand immediately and endeavored to 
prevent him from getting far enough cway 

the carriage to permit the poll to 
drop. In this he was not successful, and the 
poll dropping thc carriage began to sway. 
This loosened the traces of the other horse, 
and Mr. Pickard seeing that an upset was 
inevitable let go the reins. As he did so the 
carriage went over. One of his legs was 
caught under the wheel but not injured, and 
his thumb was sprained. Mrs. Pickard, we 
regret-to say, received a very severe ulow 
on the right eye, and it was found necessry 
to put several stitches in a cut near the 
eye. Mrs. Richardson was slightly bruised 
near one of her eyes. Dr. Richardson 
escaped without any injury. Mr. Pickard 
said he had just passeda team when the 
whiffle-tree broke, and an examination 
of one of the hind wheels of thc carriage 
shows that it had been in collision 
with something. This collision no doubt 
caused the accident. The carriage is con- 
iderably damaged.

Vandine examined by Mr. Richards, said :
I am a policeman of Fredericton. I know the 
prisoners ; a week ago last Thursday night, 
the 27th July, I was awakened out of ray 
sleep by some person throwing a stone or 
some other hard substance against my door ;
I jumped out of mv bed quickly, and went 
towards the window, and heard sonic one 
call out, “Hih!” or “Her!” or something 
like that ; just as I got to the window I saw 
a man standing underthe tree,in front of the 
house, discharge a gun or other firearm, 
through the lower window, just below ; by 
the discharge four panes of glass were broken 
and the curtain riddled ; the glass of a pic­
ture was also smashed ; the picture hung on 
the wall ; about 125 shot went into the wall 
and I took some of them out; they were in a 
space of three or four feet ; there were about 
thirty shot on the outside casing of the win 
dow ; as soon as the man fired I noticed 
another man near the middle of the stree(j 
the man in the street had on a white straw 
hat and whitish pants and coat ; thc man that 
discharged thc gun had on a black hat and 
dark coat, which appeared black in the night: 
as soon as the gun was discharged the men 
ran up street ; I had not my revolver handy, 
or I could have shot one of them, I think 
they ran around the upper corner and were 
lost to my gaze.

Cross-examined by Mr. Wetmore—I took 
some shot out of the wall of the house ; (the 
witness here at the request of the counsel for 
the prisoners produced thc shot, which were 
given to the Magistrate) ; it was about 12 
o’clock at night when the shot was fired ; it 
was not very dark; it was a moonlight 
night ; the lamp is about fifty yards from the 
house ; my house is a story and half house ;
I was in bed when the shot was fired ; I was 
sleeping up staris, and the window was 
hoisted clear up —that is, the upstairs win­
dow was hoisted ; it is not a dormer window ; 
it is a plain one like this in the court room ; 
the gable end of the house faces the street, 
and I was sleeping in a room on that end ; 
the room into which the shot was fired, was 
used as a sitting room, and sometimes I used 
to go in there to lie down ; I always used 
the room for that purpose ; there is a tree in 
front of the Mouse, directly opposite the 
front door; the tree was above the 
window out ot which I was looking ; the 
door is on the upper side of the house, and 
the window is next thc door, that is the one 
out of which I took thc shot; the man that fired 
was under the tree; he was partially behind 
the tree, but favoring the lpwer side, if any­
thing, but he was in full view; I don’t know 
exactly where the moon would be at that 
time, but I think it was in the southerly: I 
know it was moonlight; it would be pretty 
near full moon; the house is on the south 
side of Brunswick Street; the man would 
not be" in the shade of the house; he was as 
close to the tree as he could get; the other 
man was above the tree on the road; I could 
see thS man through an opening in the 
branches; there is a branch near the window 
which I could reach; I took the position and 
dress of the men at the same moment nearly 
as when the firing occurred; the shot was 
fired just as soon as I reached the window; 
the halooing happened about the same time; 
I had just come to the window; I could see 
the men? but they could not see me; the tree 
is about ten feet from the house, but is 
direct from the front door and about twelve 
or thirteen feet from the window; the other 
nugi was about ten feet above the tree; there 
are-twelve panes of glass in the window of 
which four were broken by the shot; they 
were next the front door, and all in the lower 
sash; thc wood-work of the sash was just 
slivered off by the shot; the bulk of the shot 
were in the lower pane and the one above it; 
my house is on the Upper corner of Bruns­
wick Street; it is the next house to the 
corner of Northumberland Street.

This ended the examination of Vandyne, 
j and the affidavit was read over by Mr. 
Richards, and sworn to by Vandine.

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The First Reconnaissance in Force.

■file correspondent of the London 
Drily Telegraph at Alexandria, writes as 
fellows of the first reconnaissance in 
force before Ramleh :—On the rifles’ 
train reaching Ramleh station, that of 
the Engineers’ steamed on to the narrow 
neck of land or isthmus running between 
lakes Aboukir and Mareotis, while the 
remaining companies of the Staffordshire 
Regiment and the mounted infantry 
moved to the left, joining the Rifles as 
the latter quitted the train, and marched 
en to the high ground just a mile beyond 
Ramleh station. It was a stirring specta­
cle, that solitary little train gallantly 
challenging the enemy by piercing his 
very centre; while on the left ran forward 
aB the force of infantry and mounted 
men to cover the tram’s advance. We 
could not see the enemy, but knew he 
was very near, though in what force we 
could not tell. Still the train went on, 
with the men as close to it as the water 
of lake Mareotis would allow them, till 
the point was reached where the ex­
plosion of the railway line was to take 
place. Then the Arabs seemed to wake 
up to what was going to be done. They 
could see the solitary train on the 
Isthmus, but they could not discern our 
men on the shore of the lake, for the 
growth of trees and shrubs hid us. So 
they dete rmined to come round by the 
shore and cut the train off. We could 
now see them moving slowly along the 
farthermost banks in our direction, an<J 
got ready for them. The mounted men 
went to feel their number. The Stafford­
shire were placed on the banks of the 
fake, and two companies of Rifles were 
thrown forward into a good position to 
command their ^advance. Two others 
were placed as a support, while the re­
mainder of the Rifle Battallion guarded 
the Ramleh station, and formed a re­
serve. As the Arabs moved upon us 
they caught sight of our scouts and out­
posts and fired, whereupon our men 
roplied, and the Egyptians ot once took 
shelter, and we couid just descry their 
dusky forms among the palm trees about 
three-quarters of a milg away. Distant 
shots were now exchanged, provoked by 
the Egyptians, who were anxious to stop 
the work, but were afraid to come on. 
Then the Engineers left the train, and 
we could see them working hard on the 
narrow neck of land—spades, picks, and 
shovels all going much quicker than our 
stile fire, which was only used when 
absolutely necessary. After an hour’s 
work, and possibly some anxiety, we got 
the signal that the mine was dug all 
round. Slowly the Engineer train was 
seen to fall back from the mine, going 
very carefully until it got into a position 
about 300 yards away, where it stopped. 
At first we expected the explosion would 
be made at once ; but delay occurred, 
,-md we turned our attention to the 
enemy. He jvas on the alert, and evi­
dently anxious to see what we were 
about. We could just see his men, with 
the aid of glasses, making their way 
towards the lake’s banks, as yet far away 
from us, but still near enough to give us 
some uneasiness. So two more com­
panies of Rifles advanced, the twenty- 
five mounted infantry feeling their way 
along the banks ot the lake with much 
judgment. . Evidently they were much 
more at home in such work than Arabi’s 
natives. Our mounted infantry soon 
found the,enemy, and saw where Arabi’s 
centre was, apparently only about four 
miles from our centre. They discovered 
also that his right was afraid to advance 
and attack us boldly. This was really 
the first experience of British mounted 
infantry in war, and it demonstrated 
that mounted riflemen are splendidly 
adapted for this class of work, being very 
intelligent and very enthusiastic as well. 
Time wore on, the Engineers working 
hard, the enemy shooting from the out 
posts, we replying, and quite covering 
our working party. When the signal 
from the train showed that all was ready, 
eeeiy eye was directed towards the 
centre of the isthmus. Then up went a 
great volume of smoke, followed by a 
loud bang, and the isthmus was divided, 
the rails severed, and the work done. 
Back goes the train, now moving toward 
Alexandria, we still holding the ground 
cm the banks of the lake to see if the 
Arabs would come forward. At one 
moment we believed we could see them 
coming, and all prepared to meet them. 
This party, however, which we had taken 
for Arabs proved to be one of our own 
companies, and the Arabs remained still 
half hidden under the palm and fig 
trees.

Then we decided upon falling back 
slowly ; the mounted men and pickets 
and outlying companies are all recalled, 
and we retire upon the Ramleh station, 
where the corvette lay close by waiting 
to see if it was necessary to cover us with 
her fire. The Rifles now have dinner, 
and soon after mid-day we steam away 
in the train, leaving . the Staffordshire 
Regiment and the mounted infantry 
slowly to march to Alexandria. 'Hie 
mounted infantry fought on foot, dis­
mounting, and leaving one man in four 
to hold the horses. Their work proved 
the excellence of the idea in forming 
the corps.

One.of the managers of a hospital 
asked an Irish nurse which he considered 
the most dangerous of the many cases 
then in the hospiial.

Glove Fights Illegal.

Assistant Corporation Counsel George 
P. Andrews writes to Mayor Grace that 
such a glove fight as Sullivan and Wilson 
recently liajd, and propose to.try again, in 
the Madison Square Gardens, is undoubt­
edly a prize fight. Mr. Andrews finds no 
American decision to that precise effect, 
but several English precedents, which, 
he says, the courts hear will undoubtedly 
follow. One of these was the Queen 
against Joseph Collins, alias Tug Wilson, 
and others. Tug Wilson had assisted at 
a glove fight between Ortoi: and Burrows. 
The fight was for money ; both men were 
severely punished. The constables broke 
into the room and the crowd assaulted 
them. Wilson and others were tried in 
the Leicester quarter sessions in October, 
1878. The defence was that the fight 
was only a sparring match. The judge 
told the jury that, if the principals in­
tended to fight until one of them gave in 
from exhaustion or injury, it was a prize 
fight. The jury had the gloves before it 
and convicted the prisoners. Tug Wil­
son was also convicted of assaulting the 
police. Five judges in the higher court 
agreed in upholding the verdict on ap­
peal, and found that the character of the 
fight was properly left to the jury to 
determine. Mr. Andrews says, in con­
clusion : “I have no doubt that a glove 
fight, as described in your letter and as 
usually conducted, within the meaning 
of both of these statutes. A fight with 
gloves would be none the less a fight 
with fists within the meaning of the act 
of 1856. The word ‘fists,’ however, is 
omitted in the act of 1859, which refers 
merely to ‘ring or prize fights,’ and, as 
above shown, both, upon authority and 
upon principle, a glove fight is a ring or 
prize fight within the meaning of 
this statute. Whether the actual 
fighter can be indicted under 
these statutes for the assault com­
mitted by each upon the other in 
the course of a fight is no consequence. 
If the statute covers such assaults, they 
can be indicted under it. It is ?ntirei> 
clear that, under the act of 1859, every 
person who sets on foot, instigates, pro­
motes, abets, encourages, or does any act 
toward the furtherance of a prize fight or 
glove fight in this state, is guilty of a 
misdemeanor, and can be indicted 
and punished f r the same. So far as the 
prevention of public glove fights, like 
the one which recently took place at the 
Madison Square Garden, is concerned, 
the powers-of the police, both under the 
common law and under these statutes, 
are most ample. If two persons publicly 
begin to assault each other, all persons 
present aiding and abetting, can be at 
once arrested, and held for the common 
law. If, however, the police have reason­
able ground to apprehend in advance 
that a prize fight is to take place, they 
can proceed under the statute and obtain 
warrants and compel the persons pro­
posing to light, and the other persons 
described in the statute, to give bonds 
not to commit any of the offences therein 
described for the space of one year. 
Under the statute ot 1859, furthermore, a 
sheriff, policeman or constable who wil­
fully fails in the last duty is guilty of a 
misdemeanor and forfeits his office.” 
The corporation counsel further says that 
the difference between savage and brutal 
glov^fights and ordinary sparring and 
the so-called wrestling matches is 
plain as the difference between a real 
and sham battle. In the real battles and 
glove fights, men contend with intense 
fierceness and with the avowed object of 
doing each other as much injury as 
possible, and the fight is to be kept up 
until one side or one fighter, as the case 
may be, is beaten. In sparring and 
wrestling matches, properly conducted, 
no serious injury is intended by either 
side, and the legitimate object is amuse­
ment merely. The avowed object in 
some of these glove fights is for each 
man to injure and exhaust the other as 
much as he can in the shortest possible 
time__Boston Herald.

Our navy is shamefully top-heavy. The 
number of officers should be reduced by a 
much more summary process than that- 
provided for by the rider on the appro- 
pi iation bill. We have six times as many 
officers in our navy, in proportion to the 
strength, as Great Britain. It is a diffi­
cult problem to distribute the naval bar 
nacles where they will not be conspicu 
ously unneccessary. Useless missions are 
found for them in the navy yards and 
asylums. They are packed in like dried 
herrings wherever red tape can find an 
excuse to employ them. The idea of hav­
ing ten rear admirals, twenty-five commo- 
dors, fifty captains, to say nothing of the 
lower grades, to blossom at the head of 
our navy. The plan proposed is to take 
off gradually four rear admirals, fifteen 
commodors, five captains, and so on. 
That is not enough. We could get along 
wiithout any rear admirals, with three or 
four commodors, and with the rest of the 
line reduced one-half. After that reduc­
tion our navy would be officered beyond 
any other in the world. Enough might be 
saved out of useless officers to build an effi­
cient cruiser every year__Boston Herald.

Yesterday a gentleman 
made arrangements with an old oarsman of 
this city, and one who possesses the muscu­
lar calibre to drive a shell at no mean rate of 
speed, to go into immediate training for a 
race, stakes to be not more than $500 a side, 
the race to be rowed on the St. John River, if 
possible at Fredericton, distance to be five 
miles. These gentlemen have agreed to fur­
nish boats, etc., and will put up the stakes, 
and if their mau is successful will pay him 
half the stake money.

Monument to tiie Loyalists.—The St. 
John Common Council have consented to 
the erection of a memorial to the Loyalists 
on the site of the old bell tower on King’s 
Square. However mistaken these pioneers 
of New Brunswick may have been as to their 
rights as Englishmen, and however ont of 
sympathy with modern notions were their 
ideas of what loyalty required of a man, 
they had the courage to act upon their 
convictions and sacrificed much to what they 
considered to he the proper principle of 
Colonial Government. They are therefore 
entitled to respect and their heroism to be 
recognized Lv a suitable memorial, even if 
their extraordinaav misconception of their 
constitutional rights is not to be imitated.

The Gentleman Usher of- the Black Rod. 
It is said that there ar many applications 

for this office. The best use that can be made 
of the office is to abolish it. It is onlv a sine­
cure, and it could be dispensed with without 
loss of efficiency or dignity. In fact Black 
Rod is generally laughed at. The office and 
the performance the officer goes through arc so 
utterly out of keeping with everything else, 
except the Sergeant-at-Arms, that it is im­
possible to. regard it with anything else but 
ridicule. It does not cost very much to be 
sure, and the money is spent in Fredericton 
we know, but at the risk of being called 
destructive and of being charged with dis­
mantling Fredericton, we suggest that the 
office should remain vacant for all time to 
come. It has been practically vacant for 
several sessions.

Accident on Board A Yacht.—The yacht,

Under 
the Doctor’s treatment the patient sufficiently 
recovered as to allow their returning to 
Oromocto oil Saturday. Here the party in­
tend remaining a few days pickerel fishing.

The Lee Case.—The Lees were taken before 
the Police Magistrate Friday and remand­
ed until Tuesday next, on account of the ab­
sence of Mr. Wctmore, their counsel.

After announcing the remand, Mr. Marsh 
said that he felt it his duty to refer to certain 
rumors which had been circulated upon the 
street. He did not, as a general rule, take 
any notice of street rumors ; but when they 
were so utterly false as those to which he re­
ferred, and were calculated to interfere with 
the administration of justice, he felt it to be 
his duty publically to contradict them. He 
had heard, and he could name if he wished 
the parties who had so stated, that he had 
agreed to remit a penalty which had been im­
posed upon a person in this city, as an induce­
ment for that person to appear and give testi­
mony in the shooting case. This statement 
was absolutely false. He had held out no in­
ducements to any person to procure their 
testimony ; he had not been approached by 
any person with a view of such inducements 
being offered, neither had he approached any 
one upon the subject. If the Crown wanted 
a witness, the necessary steps would be 
taken to procure his testimony, and he had 
no right nor authority to hold out any induce­
ments, and as a matter of fact had not done 
so. As these reports were spread abroad for 
the purpose of defeating justice, he felt it to 
be his duty to refer to them ; otherwise -lie 
would not have done so.

Abont the Salaries of Teachers.

To the Editor of the Herald:—
Sir.—In reference to the controversy in the 

Farmer regarding the salaries of teachers 
and more especially to that part of it which 
refers to the Chief Superintendent of Educa­
tion, I would beg leave to trespass on your 
valuable space, in order that I may place 
before the public an account of what actually 
took place at the Educational Institute.

In the first place, the question of the re­
muneration of teachers, or those connected 
with public education, was not broached by 
the Chief Superintendent at the Institute ; 
and when a member of the- Institute did re­
vert to it, it was at a time when the meeting 
was engaged in the discussion of a subject 
totally irrelevant to this. The member 
alluded to above was G R Parkin, of Fred­
ericton. What that gentleman did say re­
garding the salaries of those engaged in the 
service of public education was, “That it still 
continues to be a most note worthy phase in the 
condition of this Province, when considered 
in connection with its rational growth ; and 
one to which public attention should be 
boldly directed. There can be no doubt that 
such influences will be set in motion as will 
remove; in time, this stigma on the most 
important department of public labor and 
usefulness. Bat these ends enn be accomp­
lished only by the right means. The public 
press is the right channel through which the 
intelligence, the judgment of a nation can 
be best aroused to a sense of its strength and 
its weakness. Let this question be discussed 
from liberal points of view, and, in time, I 
say—great evils that really exist may and 
will be remedied."

Mr. Parkin during the discussion that 
followed Dr. Rand’s address on the motion 
regarding the advisability of having an 
Educational display at the Centennial Exhi­
bition to be held in St. John, took occasion 
to - remark that the salaries received by 
teachers and others engaged in public 
education was very small when compared 
with that received by those engaged in other 
employments, and with the salaries received 
by members of their profession in other 
Provinces. It was here that the Chief 
Superintendent referred briefly to the same 
subject, stating that on considering his own 
case recently, he had come to the conclusion 
that he (the Chief Superintendent) was only 
a stumbling-block to the profession, and 
resolved to ask for an increase of salary for 
himself and Mr. Crocket. His application 
had not been answered as yet; but he hoped 
it would be favorable. And so say everyone. 
These gentlemen deserve all the Province 
can afford to give them; and if the Province 
cannot grant their request they can afford 
to wait till better times come. Finally, it 
was said that Mr. Crocket has not had the 
advantage of a University training; but, sir, 
that gentleman has had the advantage of 
what is now more liberally remunerated, and 
is destiped to supersede University training 
and that is Technical Training, which alone 
serves for a man, that necessary skill whereby 
he is enabled to turn his talents to the best 
advantages.

I am told upon veff 
good authority that during the last two 
years the Egyptian taxes have brought 
in a good ‘deal more than has been pub­
licly stated, and that a considerable 
portion of this surplus has found its wey 
to Constantinople.

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RELEASED WITHOUT EXAMINATION.

Cornelias nnd Matthew Flaherty who, 
on a recent visit to Ireland, were captured 
by the Irish police and locked up on 
suspicion of being implicated in the 
murder of Lord Cavendish and Mr. 
Burke, have given a full description of 
their experience as Canadian suspects. 
Cornelius, in an interview, says :—On 
the afternoon of the 11th of July, shortly 
after having finished dinner, we were 
sitting comfortably in a room in the house 
of our aunt at Ballyduft; when we were 
rather surprised to see three officers 
step into the house. One of them walked 
up to each of us and tapped us on the 
shoulder, saying, “ You're my prisoner 
in the Queen’s name." This was about 
four o'clock in the afternoon of a Tuesday, 
and we asked the cause of our arrest, 
but no reason was given. We were then 
taken to Ballybuoin, and kept in custody 
until 11.30 in the evening, when they 
came to take us away again. I (Cornelius) 
objected to go out at that late hour on 
account of Mat’s delicate health, but 
they paid no attention to what we said, 
and we were compelled to go to Listowel, 
same nine miles awayv On reaching 
that place we were lodged in the police 
station, where they wanted to lock me in 
the cell, but Mat said he would accompa­
ny me, and so they let me stop in an 
outer room. We were kept here until 
one o'clock on the following afternoon, 
when we were taken upstairs to the office 
of Mr. Massie, the magistrate. There 
was no examination at all, but the magi 
strate told us we were remanded for 
eight days until they could get further 
evidence of our being concerned in the 
murder of Cavendish and Burke. -Then 
we produced .the certificates given to us 
before we left the city by Mayor Meredith 
and having the seal of the city of London, 
hut they said anyone could write that, 
sneered at the papers, and hardly looked 
at the credentials. They next marched 
us off to Tralee gaol, which we found in a 
dirty, filthy condition. The fare was 
very poor, and the dishes seemed not to 
have been cleaned for a long time. When 
the doors of the prisoners’ cells were 
opened the stench was terrible, and could 
hardly be borne at first. The tea they 
gave us was served in a dirty tin, and was 
so greasy and bad that it served the pur­
pose of both physic and medicine. The 
first time I drank it I became sick, and 
was ill for three days from the effects of 
drinking the stuff. We were kept in 
confinement from Tuesday until the fol­
lowing Friday, when we were released, 
and the officers said they were sorry to 
cause us so much trouble, but we told 
them if they had examined our papers 
there would have been no need for the 
trouble.

After our release we enjoyed a very 
good time with our friends. It had been 
our intention to visit nearly all the points 
of interest in Ireland, and also to go to 
England, but we were afraid to leave the 
place where we were for fear that we 
might be arrested aghin on some other 
charge without foundation. So we could 
not go anywhere until we made up our 
minds to come home, and we left Ireland 
on the 28th ult., disgusted with the way 
we had been nsed in our native land. 
The soldiers and constables are them­
selves the cause of all the trouble in Ire­
land, and no stranger travelling there is 
safe from imprisonment__Toronto Globe.

“I’m glad Billy had sense enough to 
marry a settled old maid,” said grandma 
Winkhum, at the wedding. “Gals is so 
Jntytity. and widders is so kinder over­
rulin’ and upsettin’. Old maids is thank­
ful and willin’ to please."

Once when Miss Caroline Sedgwick,, the 
New England authoress- was in England, 
an aristocratic lady asked her: “Have 
you any large old trees in America?” 
Oh, I beg your pardon, your country has 
not been settled long enought for that.”

There is a town in the northern part of 
Massachusetts where the girls are so 
abundant and the beaux are so scarce, 
that when a visit from a young man is 
expected the road by which he approaches 
is picketed, by females for a number of 
miles, each anxious to have the first 
grapple with him.

A modem writer observes that “in a 
certain sense all attractive females are 
more or less flirts.

Le Canadien (Conservative) came out 
on the 9th inst. as a strenuous advocate 
of the Liberal policy of retrenchment as 
regards our Provincial finances, and 
argues that the utmost prudence should 
be exercised with respect to our resources 
and credit until we have equalized our 
revenue and expenditure. It clames that 
over $100,000 are now uselessly squandred 
each year in connection with the Legisla 
ture and the Civil Service alone, and says 
that in a single department whose con 
tingencies did not amount to more than 
$600 or $700 a year they now amount to 
more than $5,000. This it styles organized 
robbery and regular rapine. It thinks 
Mr. Mousseau will have great trouble to 
carry out any serious schemes of reform 
in this connection, as extravagance and 
an inordinate use of patronage have 
become regularly engrafted upon our 
system, and upon a Province which un­
fortunately can poorly support in its 
actual indebtedness so terrible a strain. 
The evil being that the departmental 
heads administer, not from the stand- 
puint of the general interest, but that of 
party exigencies. It believes, however, 
that while it is usless to expect the Legis­
lature to take the initiative in correcting 
these fearful abuses, a man with sufficient 
courage at the head of affairs could 
readily cut the Gordon knot of the 
whole trouble, and would not appeal 
to the public in vain to support him 
It adds that it understands this to be the 
first duty of any premier of this Province 
at the present juncture, and assumes it 
to be Mr. Mousseau’s intention to try to 
discharge it in taking the Provincial con­
trol in an actual crisis. Le Canadien's 
utterences constitute a terrible arraign­
ment of the Conservative mis-govemment 
of Quebec since Confederation and are 
also a signal vindiation of Mr. Joly’s re­
trenchment policy, which Le Canadien 
was among the foremost to ridicule at the 
time as cheese-paring.

SIR HECTOR JEALOUS.

There are evidently all the elements of 
a nice little family quarrel in the compo­
sition of the present Ottawa combination, 
at least as regards its Quebec section, and 
all the denials of the Conservative organs 
as to the non-existence of any jealousy 
between Sir Hector Langevin and Mr. 
Chapleau may be taken for what they are 
worth. Le Courrier du Canada and other 
Langevinite sheets are here incensed be­
cause another of their political kidney at 
Ottawa, Le Canada, has had the hardihood 
to say in a burst of enthusiasm that from 
the outset of his career Mr. Chapleau has 
been marked out as the successor of Sir 
George Cartier, and they petulently de­
mand if the party' has not already a 
recognized chief in Sir Hector Langevin.
