A few hours before our intended
leparture a letter came, saying that
we could not have the promised
steamer. For two days the Fathers
tried to get another, bat all in vain.
At last u small steamer was procur-
ed. This time we set out. We bad |1
already gone half way to Batavia
when suddenly an explosion took
place ; flames burst out on all sides,
and a great misfortune and perha
loss of life was prevented simply
the presence of mind and courage of
the stoker. All we could do was to
abandon the steamer and return to
town in a small boat,

The Governor, hearing of this ac-
cident, at once wrote to the bishop,
offering to place at our disposal for
the journey a large steamer, which
would enable us to reach Batavia by
scs. This kind offer was accepted,
and once again wo sot out, at 6 a.m,,
on September 25th. In ten hours
we reached Batavia,
Now, a word about its history,
Batsuvia was chosen as a leper vettle-
m« ut abont thirty years ago hy the
Duich Government, Seculsr priests
then had charge of the Surivam
mission ; but Myr, Groof she bishog,
was really the tounder of this settle-
ment. He made the lepers work;
be furnished them with games and
other amusemonts; in a woid, he
did all he could to makes them
happy, He sometimes lived at Para-
maribo, but he pus-ed the greater
part of his timo st Butavia, Ever
since then one or two priests have
always lived st Batavia. No other
minister of religion ever goes there.
There are ard bhave been lepors
there of many nations nnv-l pligions,
but not a single leper has Qo died
there without becoming & holie,
This is very cousoling for the Fa-
thers, There is a director,
There are rules and regulations
existing, which, alas, are seldom ob-
served. Instead of a flourishing
sottlement of two hundred lepers,
as in the days of Mgy Groof, there
are lmrdly sixty there now. Per-
sons who gre wot lepers, are, con-
trary o the law, allowed to abide
there, to go and come us thoy like,
to commit all kinds of abuses, and
to live in gross immorality,

Imagine, if you can, little wooden
huts in a most dilapidated state,
lanks wanting on all sideg, the door
often entirely rotten and broken
through in many places. There is
hardly room to turn round in them,
yeot four persons live in each of
them, not a scrap of furniture, not
a bed, table, or chair.

In the first room we saw two
East Indian coolies tquatting on the
floor, eating & mess o‘ rice mixed up
in a calabash, and using their fing-

fingers, as spoons and forks. That
calubash was the only piece of fur-
niture I could discover in the hovel ;
and so on with the othey houses,
Somo howses are vertainly better,
but they are built by the lepers
themselves; even these are bad
enough,
