The Proviacial Auditor’s report on
the Public Accounts for 1894, shows

the total expenditure $302,632.19.

164.21.. But this is far from being
the real deficit, as we shall presently
show.

There are two items, among the
receipts, in the treasury Balance
to which we wish to direct the
special attention of our readers.

in 1894 $25,536.00. This . is the
amount obtained from the sale of
$26,600 o0 worth of debentures.
The other is “Provincial Loans”
$40,265 50, which means that the
Government borrowed from different
parties, loans to the extent of $40,
265.50. These two items together
make $66,865.50. Now, as this
amount, representing money borrow-
ed and debentures sold, has been add-
ed to the debt of the Province, it
certainly cannot be placed among the
receipts of the year, but must rather
be added to the deficit. The true
deficit, then, for the year 1894 is not
$20,164.21; but fhat amount in-
creased by the $66,865.50 just men-
tioned, or a total of $87,029.71.
Let our readers remember, now, that
$87,029.71, is the amount the or-
dinary revenues of the Province fell
short of meeting the obligations of the
Province~during the year 1894, not-
withstanding that $44 44591 were
collected from the people in taxes.
[n other words the Province was
sunk in debt last year, upwards of
$87,000.

So much for the financial transact-
ions of the past year. Now, let us
see what the actual financial standing
of the Province is, and what the re-
cord of the present Government, since
their advent to power, shows. Their
own organ, the Patriot, admits that
the debt of the Province; on the 3rst
December last was as follows :

To this amount we may, not un-
reasonably, add an additional . $1000
for the Stock Farm account, since
March 1894, and possibly $15 ooo,
representing accounts carried over
to 1895.

$30,000, we shall have in round
sumbers a deb’ of $396,000.00, o1
quite'clcse to $400,000. We feel
quite sure that, were all the facts
known, these latter figures would
fairly represent the debt of this Pro-
vince.

This, then, is the condition of the
finances of the Province, after the
present Government have been four
years in power. When they assumed
office they prepared a statemen:,
by which they endeavored to show
that we then then $171,931.97, in
debt. But the true indebtedness
of the Province when the Mc-
Leod Government went out of office
was shown in a statement prepared
for the Legislature by Mr. Arthur
Newbery, Assistant Provincial Sec-
retary. This statement proved the
debt to be $102,000. The difference
between that statement and $366,000,
giving the Goverament the benefit of
the quarter’s teachers’ salaries, re-
present the debt the present admin-
istration have saddled upon the Pro-
vince. We have, then, the follow-
ing facts : In four years, the present
Liberal Government of this Province,
that made such professions of econ—
omy and retrenchment, have sunk
the Province in debt to the amount,]
in round numbers, of $264,000; oOr
adding on the quarters teacher’s
salaries, $294,000. While this debt
was'piling up, they put in force
numerous tax acts, by which last
year, they wrung from the people
nearly $45,000. An item of expen-
diture which gour readers would do
well to seriously consider is that of
interest. They will notice that
the interest paid last year amounted
to $14813.74. In all we have here
writ:en, nothing has been set down
in malice; we have but. set forth facts
and figures as far as they can be
gathered from the public records.
Now, we ask, in all seriousness; is
the condition of our finances, as
here exhibited, such as the electorate
of this P-ovince approve of, or desire
to see continued?

Manitoba Schcol Question.

As all kinds of opinions are expressed
and all kinds of comments made re-
garding this question, in the press of
the different Provinces, we deem it
well to lay before our reader what
gome of the leading Protestants of
Winnipeg are saying abont the matter.
Being on the ground where the agita-
tion is necessarily strongest, these men
must be conceded to know more about
and be more interested in the question
than those in the other Provinces, far
removed from the scene of action. We
publish first an editorial frown the No--

It is as follows : i be
LET JUSTICE BE DONE.

The government of Manitoba is now
face to face with the most serious ques:
tion which has arisen since confedara-
tion, and one which not alone involves
the immediate fature of this province,
but possibly that of the entire Domin-
ion. With a gross disregard of their
own personal pledges, and in defiance
of a principle which underlay confeder-
ation, the Greenway-Martin govern-
ment in 1890 introduced school legis-
lation which, by the highest court of
tne realu:, has been adjudged as an
infringement of the rights of the Roman
Catholic minority in Manitoba.
There was no motive for the disturb-
ance of the then éxisting state of the
school law,—no pressure _frem the

was apparently perfectly satisfied that
whatever may have been their desire
for purely secular jeducation, the law
was fixed and unalterable, and must
be accepted as such. But the mis-
chievious _spirit of :Dalton McCarthy
and his Satellite, Joseph Martin, dis-
turbed the quesicence of the province
and awakened the fanatical zea! of a
class of men who, like the Jews, would
crucify him who differed from them in
religious opinion. The opening of
Pandora’s box worked no greater ills
upon humanity than the opening of
this question = has worked the com-
munity of this province. Not only
were Protestants arrayed against
Catholics, British against French,
Conservative against Conservative,
brother against brother, but the spirit
of persecution was aroused and the
ministers of t e Gospel of Peace
preached war from their pulpits. And
all this for what ? To continue in
place and power a petty provincial
government which holds no faith save
that of clinging to office !

Now that the crisis has come, let us not
disguise the truth from ourselves. The
Nor’-Wester has no end to serve,—no re-
ligious clique to satisfy,—but in the name
of the truth and justice which have been
violated by selfish men for selfish ends, it
calls upon the people of Manitoba to right
the wrong that has been perpetrated upon
the Roman Catholic minority. This is
the ground that has been taken by The
Nor’-Wester since the first issue,—and
should this be its last, it would still advo-
cate that course of action which is implied
in four words—*‘Let justice be done !

What we have constantly advocated, we
now advocate,—and that is that the pro-
vince itself shall remedy its own errors.
Let us not endure the further humiliation
o seeing our provincial legislation ever-
ridden by an act of the Dominion legisla-
ture at the instigation of the Imperial
privy council .

The Province has been led into error,—
let us repair it,—it is the only just, wise,
and generous course that is open to us. In

What will be the effect of the provincial
government’s disregard of the regnisition
of the Dominion government?—was asked
of a sound constitutional lawyer yesterday,
and answered in our columns: “It will
ba to give the representatives of the people
of Canada, instead of the representatives
of the people of Manitoba jurisdiction over
the question ! The power to legislaie upon
educational matters will be reft from us,
and an immutable law so fixed upon us
that no pewer in Canada can alter it.
And it is silly to talk of resisting the im-
position of such a statute. We have been
led into a wrong course,—the law and the
constitution are against us. Are we pre-
pared to defy the constitutional action of

Let us disabuse our minds of the conse~
quences of esércion, however, and fairly
consider the matter as though it were nat
a question in which Catholic and Protes-
tant were engaged. Let us divest ourselves
of all the prejudices created and fostered
by the wicked words that have fallen from
the lips of so-called religious teachers who
allow bigotry and prejudice to bias their
teachings. Let us forget the fulminations
of political demagogues who seek only to
retain the spoils of office, to whom honor
and truth are idle words, and self-seeking
their only object. Let us calmly and
judicially review the situation, and where
we have done wrong, in God’s name,—in
the interests of peace,—in the cause of
common humanity,—let us repair it ereit
is too late, and before we plunge into re-
ligious strife the body politic of the Dom-
inion.

The rame paper publishes the following
report of an interview with Mr. Hugh J.
McDonald, son of the late Sir John A.
McDonald, who, it will be remembered,
was elected to the House of Commons,
from Winnipeg, at the last general elec-
tion ; but who does not seem to be as fond
of politics as his distinguished father, and
as a consequence, resigued his seat nearly
two years ago.

“The Nor’-Wester would like to know
your opinion on the present position of the
Manitoba school question,” said a repre-
sentative of this paper to Mr. Hugh John
McDonald this morning.

“I am out of politics for good and all,
and consequently it can be ot no import-
ance to anyone what my opinion is,” was
the reply ; but the Nor’-Wester insisted
that its readers would like to have itany
way. And Mr. McDonald, consenting,
said : “Well, I need ecarcely tell you that
I have always been strongly in favor of
pational as opposed to separate schools.
may add, too, that in this respect my
opinion remains unchanged.

*““When you were in the house you ex-
pressed yourself very strongly on the
shool question, did you not ?”

“I most certainly did, in fact I even
went so far as to state that if any remedial
legislation were attempted I would carry
my opposition to the extent of voting want
of confidence in the government was
elected to. support and whose general
policy I approved, and in this speech I ex-
preesed my honest sentiments.” s
“Has the decision of the judicial com-
mittee of the privy couancil changed your
opinion in any respect.”

“No, not in so far as the religious merits
of national and separate schools are con-
cerned, but I must confess that it has
totally altered my position. When I read
the telegraphic report of the judicial com-
mittee of the privy council I considered
tkat there was nothing in it at all to alter
my position, but when Iread the full re-
port of the judgment I was compelled,
most unwillingly, to admit that the ground
had sunk from under me leaving me no
foothold. It is only fair to myself to say
that when I was in the house of commons,
and in fact up to the time that I read the
verbatim account of what took place before
the privy council [ was under the impres-
sion that the bill passed on Mr. Blake’s
resolution giving the government of the
day power to refer educational questions to
the court for decision referred only to ques-
tions of law, and I thought that no matter
what the judgement of the privy council
might be on the question of law, the gov-
ernor-general-in-council had to determine
the question of fact. On reading the judg-
ment of the judicial committee, however,
and on referring to Hansard I found that
the act went much further than I believed
and gave the government power to refer
questions, not only of law, but also of
fact, to the courts ; that in pursuaace of
this power they had actually referred the
whole matter to the courts for decision
and that the jadicial committee in their
judgment had found not only that the
Roman Catholic minority had a right,
under the terms of the British North
America act, to apply to the governor-
general-in council for remedial legislation,
but also that they, the Roman Catholic
minority, haa sustained a serious injury
by the passage of the Manitoba school
aov of 1890.  Such belng the case I do
not see what course was open to the
government of Canada, composed as it
is of honorable men, than to carry out
the judgment of the court, unless
indeed they were willing to violate
tho constitution and to take the position
of saying to the Roman Catholics ; It
is very true that the highest court of
appeal to which a British colonist can
go has decided that you have sustain-
ed an injury ofa grave nature and
that you have a right to redress, but
notwithstanding this we intend to
go on the principle that ‘“‘might is
right,” and to refuse to make any
move in the matter at all. As I
have stated before, I have arrived at
this conclusion mast unwillingly and
with great hesitation, but as a loyal
British subject I Bee mo course open
to me but to bow to the constition,
and to take my medicine like a man
no matter how unpalatable it may be

“Do you think the ' action of the
Government will be popular or -unpop-
ular in this province?”

Noone who knows snything of
Manitoba can doubt that for a; mom-
ant, but I believe that this opinion will
be changed by the sober second thought
towhich our people are inclined for I

Big Fl:e at Summerside-

About tweaty minutes past four on
Saturday morning last, the fire bell at
Summerside rang out an alarm, and
the excited residents, thus suddenly
roused from their slumbers, soon
found that a big fire was raging in
the town. It was soon discovered
that the Journal office was burning
fiercely and that the wind blowing
from the north-east was carrying the
flames across the street, and placing
the buildings opposite in . great dan-
ger. Before the arrival of tne fire
engine the Journal building was hope-
lessly doomed. and the efforts of the
firemen were directed tuwards saving
the adjoining and opposite buildings.
In spite of their hard work, however,
the wooden = building adjoining the
Journal office, owned by the Tryon
Woolen Co and cccupied byJ A Sharp
as a store-house and agricultural im-
plement show room was soon des-
troyed. Then the flames crossed the
street and laid hold ot the grocery
store of Capt. Dan McKinnon. By
this time the engines were throwing
half a dozzn streams into the blaze,
but so furious was the fire that the
water hardly checked iis headway.
The heat at this time was so great
that it was feared the buildings on
the opposite side of Water Street
would catch fire. Following Mec-
Kinnon's store the Hotel McIntyre
buildings, occupied by J A Gourlie,
George Muttart, Dr McIntyre and
Frank Perry. was the next 1o suffer,
This building was consumed but for-
tuatately the spread cf the flames
was here stopped. By this time R
C McLzod’s building on the other
side of the Journal office had caught,
and shortly after the bank of Nova
Scotia in which was also the law
officz of Mr. ] E Wyatt, took fire.
Both of these buildings were en-
tirely consumed. About 8 o’clock
the fire was got under control.

The Journal building and its con-
tents were completely destroyed.
Mr Brennan had a very valuable
plant, which together with the build-
ing and supplies makes his loss a
heavy one.

Mr] A Gourlie lost about $800
worth of stozk, covered by insurance;

discover the facts, a preliminary
which people occasionally dispense
with. Now, assuming that the case,
pro and con., has bzen fully present—
ed by M. Ewart and Mr. McCarthy’
before the Privy Council—and it
would be unfair to suppose that any
material fact bas been omi!ted—the
whole matter appears simple enough,
and it is by no means difficult 5
reach a definite conclusion on the
main points in the controversy.

Ta put the matter as plainly and as
simply as possible, the Protestants of
Manitoba have apparently reached the
conclusion that the less religion they
have in their schools the better for
themselves, and if the better for them
it inevitably follows that it must-be
better for éverybody else, Even the
little which Manitoba offers as religion
is so diluted that they have reached
the further conclusion that it is very
wrong for. anybody to object on any
grounds whatever. I will not, of
course, pretend to say they have not
made an honest attempt to exclude
God out of the school curriculum. I
believe they have; but I am equally
clear that they have attempted to
coerce the minority into the accept-
ance of a sort of hodge podge which is
“neither fish, flesh, or flowl, nor good
red herring.”  Just imagine a cross-
couutry teacher trying to work out
the following novel kind of religion.

“To establish the habit of right do-
ing, instruction in moral principle
must be accompanied by tratning in
moral practices.  The teacher’s in-
fluence and example,current incidents
stories, memory gems, seatiments in
the school lessons, examination of
motives that prompt to action, didac-
tic talks, teaching the ten command-
ments, etc., are means to be employ-
ed.”

The next step is apparently to call
this latest educational folly a “Nation-
al School System.” And coercive
Acts are passed by Local Legislature
compelling all and singular to adopt
the new educational code. The min-
ority contend that they have inherent
rights—rights of conscience, rights of
contract  rights of compact aad con-
stitutional rights, which have been in-
fringed upon by this godless legisla—
tion. They claim further that while
minimizing religion to the vanishing
point may be all right for the Protes-
tont majority, it is not right for them,
and that so far as they are personally
concerned, they cannot in conscience
dishonor God, nor divest themselves
of the responsibility He has placed
upon them for the proper training of
their children. To this it is answered,
your schools are bad, your teachers
not qualified, and time that ought to
be devoted to the study of algebra

.|and Euclid is given over to the little

cathechism, or some other absurdity
of your religion. Well now, suppose
that the schocls of the minority are
as bad as they are represented, who
suffers by it?  Certainly not the
majority.  Ia truth, the treatment
accorded to the minority in this in-
stance is a striking illustration of the
common interpretation of civil and
religious liberty, namely, a liberty to
do as I do, because my view of the
matter must be right, while your view
is unquestionably wrong. I honor
the minority for their faithful
adherence to the  unassailable
right of a parent to have his child
taught religion as & prime necessity of
all education, and it is nothing short
of disgraceful to find professing Pro-
testants quite prepared to barter away
religion to secure a purely godless
system of education, which is working
untold misery on this continent at
the present moment. Speaking can-
didly as a clergyman of the English
Church, but only speaking for myself
individually, I would gladly see a
parcchial school established in con-
nection with every parish and mission
of our Church. Why is it that church-
men have taxed themselves for the
maintenance of such schools as
Bishop Ridley’s College in this city ;
Trinity College School, Port Hope;
Bishop's College School, Liennoxville;
and many similar institutions under
the auspices of the Anglican Church ?
The answer is that the pupils attend-
ing those schools might have, first of
all, a religious training, combined with
the best possible primary education.

The plea of the. Mani*oba minority
is a reasonable and righteous ene,and
the Dominion Government will
strengthen itself with all right-think-
ing people by insisting upon their
grievauces being adjusted.  In the
meantime, if the school system of the
minority is a bad system, nobudy will
suffer but themselves; at any rate it is
better they should suffer than be
forcibly compelled to abandon their
conscientious convictions, particularly
on a question that includes not only
the interests of the here, but of the
hereafter.

1t Some astronomical ealculatione
recently made may be believed, the
planets which gravitate around the
sun will this month, about Haster
time,/be in realtively the same posi-
tion in the heavens as they  were in
the spring of 29, A. D., which is the
year when Jesus Christ is generally
supposed to have been crucified and
to have risen from the dead. -Not
since that time has this coincidence
recurrea. Hach of the heavenly
bodies has its own time for making a
revolution around the sun, and these
times differ- widely. The earth, as
everybody knows, goes around once
every year. Mercury takes but a
quarter of this time, while Satura is
employed for nearly thirty years in
making a circuit of the path laid out
for him. Consequently, in all these
hundreds of years, they had never yat
moved into the same positions which
they occupied in the month of April,
29, A. D. Neither are they expected
by astronomers to be in exactly the
same positions as they were then, for
the atiraction of other planets and of
the sun has caused variations in their
respective cycles during these eighteen
centuries. It is for this reason that
the recurrence of similar condition of
the skies possesses no scientific inter-
est to the astronomer. But to the
miltions of Christian people all over
the world it is an imp rtant coinci-
dence that they should see, during

Holy Week of this year, the heavenly
bodies almost as they were when
Christ looked up to them nightly in
the rapid succession of events which
marked the fortnight preceeding His
crucifixion. That thelast year which
Carist spent upon earth was really the
year 29, A. D.,is a question which is
not setdded, It and each of the four
years succeeding it have been named
by biblical scholars who have com-*
pared the chronology of events -men-
tioned iu the New Testament with
the dates given by Josephus and the
bsst Roman historians,  Christ is
supposed to  have been thirty-three
years old when His life upon earth
was ended. This would naturally
seem to make His crucifixon occurr
in the thirty-third year of what is
called the Christian era. But the
Christian era was first invented five
hundred years after His death by a
learned monk called Dionysius Exi-
guus, and it is now admitted that its
inventor made an error 1n his calcu-
lation of at least four years, and that
the birth of Christ really occurred io
the year which is now called 4, B. C.
This would make 29, A. D, the most
probable date for His crucifixion.
But the “Encyclopaedia Britannica”
and a number ot German scholars
favor 30, A. D., and this would make
Eastertide of next year, and not this
year, the date at which the similar
position of the planets can be recalled.
—Exchange.

READING FOR LENT.

HOW WE OUGHT TO HEAR AND READ
THE WORD OF GOD.

(St. Francis de Sales.)

Listen with devotion to the word
of God, whether you hear it in famil-
iar conversation with your spiritual
friends, or in a sermon.  Make all
the profit of it you possibly can, and
suffer it not to fall to the ground, but
receive it into your heart as a pgecious
ba:m, Amitating the Most Holy Virgin,
who garefully preserved in her heart
all th# words which were spoken in
praise of her Son.  Remember that
our Lord gathers up the words we
speak to Him in our prayers, accord-
ing as we gather up those He speak-
ets to us by preaching.

Always bave at hand some approv-
ed book of devotion, such as the
spiritual works of St. Bonaventure, of
Gerson, of Denis, the Carthusian ; of
Louis Blosius, of Granada, of Stella,
of Arias, of Pinelle, of Dupont, “The
Spiritual Coinbat,”. “St. Augustine’s
Confessions,” *‘St. Jerome’s Epistles”
etc., ete., and read a little in them
with as much devotion every day as if
you were reading a letter which those
Saints had sent you from Heaven to
show you the way to encourage you
to come thither. Read, also, the
histories and lives of the Saints, in
which, as in a looking-glass, you may
behcld the portraiture of a Christian
life, and accomodate their actions to
your state of life; for although several
actions of the saints cannot absolutely
be imitated by such as live in the
midst of the world, yet they may in
some degree be followed.  For ex-
ample, we may imitate the solitude of
St. Paul, the first hermit,in our spirit-
nal and real retirements ; the extreme
poverty of St. Frencis, by the prac-
tice of poverty, and so of the rest.
[t is true, there are some of their his-
tories that give more light for the
conduct of our lives than others; such
as the life of the Blessed Mother,
Theresa, the lives of the first Jesuits,
that of St. Charles Borromeo, of St.
Louis, of Bernard, the Chronicles of
St Francis and several others.

There are others, again, which con-
tain matter of admiration rather than
of imitation, as the life of St Muary of
Egypt, St. Simon Stvlites, of the two
St. Catharines (of Siena and of Gen-
eva)of St. Anecis, and the like;
which neveriheless fail not in general
to give us a great relish for the love
of God.

OF VESPERS AND OTHER PUBLIC BX-
ERCISES.

Besides hearing Mass on Sundays
and Holidays, you ought also to be
present at Vespers and the other pub-
lic offices of the Church as far as your
conscience will permit.  For these
days are dedicated to God, we ought
to perform more acts to His honor
and glory-on them than on other days.
By this means you will experience a
sweetness of devotion, as St. Augus-
tine did, who testifies in his Confes-
sions that hearing the Divine Office
in the beginning of his conversion,his
heart melted into tenderness and his
eyes into tears  f piety. And, indeed,
to speak once for alf; there is always
more benefit and comfort to be de-
rived from the public offices of the
Church than from private devotions,
God having ordained that communion
of prayers should always have the
preference.

Enter then willingly into the Con-
fraternities of the place in which you
reside, and especially thoce whose ex-
ercises are most productive of fruit
and edification, as in so doing you
practice a sort of obedience acceptable

wernities are not commaunded, they are
nevertheless recommended by the
Church, which, to testify her approba-
tion of them, grants indulgences and
other privilages to such as ecter them.
Besides, it is always very laudable to
concur and co-operate with many in
their good designs; for although we
might perform as good office alone as
in the company of a Confraternity,
and perhaps take more pleasure in
performing them in private, yet God
is more glorified by the union and
contribution we make of our good
works with those -of our brethren and
peighbors.

The
rule is that each one should take as
he reguires, taking into consideration
the beat of his mind, the nature of his
habitual occupation, and the more or
less inclination to sadness which he
experiences in himself. =~ When you
feel sadnees approaching, hasten to
dissipate it ; go to visit some one, or
seek a resource in the conversation of
those around you. Read some
amusing book, sing, walk out, no
matter what you do provided you shut
out from your heart this terrible
enemy.

TEXT OF THE REMEDIAL ORDER.,

“At the Government House at
Ottawa, Thursday, the 21st day of
March, 1895.  Present—His Excel-
lency the Governor-General in Coun~
cil.  Whereas, on the 26th day of
November, 1892, a petition by way
of appeal under the provision of sec-
tion 22 of chapter 3 of the acts of the
Parliament of Canada, passed in the
33td year of Her Majesty’s reign, and
intituled ‘An act to amend aud con-
tinue the act 32-33 Victcria, chaf. 3
and to establish and provide for the
government of the Province of Mani-
tob,’ commonly called the ‘Manitoba
Act,’ and cootinued by the British

sented to His Excellency the Gover-
nor-General of Canada in Council by
and on behalf of the Roman Catholic
minority of Fier Majesty’s subjects
in the Provine of Manitoba, which
petition, among other things, alleged
in effect that by certain acts of the
Legislaturc of the Province of Mani-
toba, passed after the union, and by
an act passed by the said Legislature
in the forty-fourth year of Her
M>jesty’s reign, chapter 4, which may
be cited as ‘the Manitoba school act,’
and by the acts amending the same,
the Roman Catholic minority- of ‘her
Majesty’s subjects in Manitoba ac-
quired the rights and privileges ‘in
relation to education thereby con-
ferred upon them, including\the right
to build, maintain, equip, manage,
conduct and support Roman Catholic
schools in the manner provided by
said statutes, the right to a propor-
tinate share of any grant made out of
the public funds for the purpose of
education, and the right of exemption
of suck members of the Roman Cath-
olic Church as contribute t> such
Boman Catholic schocls from all pay-
ments or contribu.ions to the support
of any other schools. That subse-
quently, in the fifty-third year of Her
Majesty’s reign, lwo statutes were
passed by the Legisliture of the
Province of Manitoba relating to edu-
cation, which statutes came into force
on the first day of May, 1890, and are
intituled, respectively. ‘An act res-
pecting the Department of Education,’
and‘An act respecting Public Schools,’
and that the effect of the two last-
named statutes was to repeal the pre-
vious acts of the Province of Maitoba
in relation to education, and to de-
prive the Roman Catholic minority
of the rights and privileges which it
had acquired under such previous
statutes; and by the said petition the
said Roman Catholic minority prayed
among other things that it might be
declared that the said last mentioned
acts did effect the rights and privileges
of the said Roman Catholic minority
cf'the Queen’s subjccts in relation to
education That it might be declared
that to His Fxcellency the Governor-
General in Council it seems requisite
that the provisions of the statutes in
torce in the Provinnce of Manitoba
prior to the passage of the said act
should be re-enacted in so far, at least,
as may be necessary to secure to the
Roman Catholics in the Province the

right to build, maintain, equip, man-
age, conduct fand support their
schools in the manner provided ‘for
by -said statutes, to secure to them

their proportionate share of any grant

made oat of the public funds for the

purposes of education, and to relieve

such members of the Roman Catholic

Church as contribute to such Roman

Catholic schools, from all payment or

contribution to the support of any

other schools, or that the said acts of

1890 should be so modified or amead-

ed as to effect such purposes ; and

that such further or other declaration

or order might be~ made as to His
Excellency the Governor-Genearl in
Cuncil should, under the circum
stances, seem proper, and that such
directions might be given, provisions
made and all things done in the pre-
mises for the purpose of affording
relief to the said Roman Catholic
minority in the said Province a3 t
His Excellency in Council might
seem meet.

“And whereas, the 26th day of Feb-
ruary, 1895, baving been appointed
for the hearing of the said appeal, and
the same coming on to be heard on
that day, and on the 5th, 6th and 7th
days of March, 1895, in the presence
of counsel for the petitioners (the
said Roman Catholic minority of Her
Majesty’s subjects in the Province of
Manitoba), upon reading the said
petition and the statutes therein re-
ferred to, and upon hearing whet was
alleged by council on both sides.
His Exceliency the Governor-General
in Council was pleased to order and
adjudge, and it is hereby ordered and
adjudged, that the said appea.l be and
the same is hereby allowed in so far
as it relates to rights acquired by the
R.man Catholic minority under
legislation of the Province of Mani-
toba, passed subtequent to the union
of that Province.to the Dominion of
Canada, and His Excellency the Gov-
ernor-General in Council was pleased
t> adjudge and declare, and it is here-

by adjudged and declared that by the
two acts passed by the Legislature of
the Proviuce of Manitoba on the 1st
day of May, 1890, intitubed respec-
tively, “An act respecting the depart-
ment of Education’ and ‘An act re-
specting Public Schoals,’ the rights
and privileges of the Roman Catholic
minority of the said Province in re-
lation to education prior to the 1st
day ot May, 1890, have bcen affected
by depriving the Roman Catholic
minority of the following rights and
privileges, which previous to and until
the 1st day of May, 1890, such min
ority had, viz : —

“(a) The right to build, maintain
equipt, manage, conduct and support
Roman Catholic schools in the man-
ner provided for by the said statutes
which- were repealed by the two acts
of 1890 aforesaid.

% (b) The right to share propor-
tionately in any grant made out of the
public funds for the purposes of edu-
cation. :

“ (c) The right-of exemption of
such Romaa Catholic schools from
all payment or contribution to the
suppovt of any other schools.

“And His Excellency the Governor
General in Council was furtherpleased
to declare and decide, and it is here=
by declared, that it seems requisite
thatthe system of education embodied
in the two acts of 18go aforesaid,shall
be supplemented by a Provincial act
or acts which will restore to the
Roman Oatholic minority the said
rights and privileges of which such
minority has been so deprived as
aforesaid, and ‘which will modify the
said acts of 1890 so far, and so far
only, as may be necessary to give
ettect to the provisions restoring the
rights and privileges in paragraphs a,
b and c hereinbefore mentioned.

“Whereof the Lieutenant Governor
of the Province of Manitoba tor the
time being, and the Legislature of the
said Province and all persons whom
it may concern are to take notice and
govern themaselves accordingly.
