best'meth«kIs of turning to account fruit 
that would otherwise Ik- lost.

Vinboar. The essentials for good 
vinegar are: good cider; a temperature of 
at least 70\ and as complete e: 
the atmosphere as possible. The pro­
cess may be hastened by adding yeast to 
the cider, or “mother” from old vinegar 
barrels, which amounts to the same 
thing. X inegai making is therefore a 
sort of fermentation, facilitated by a low 
microscopic plant of the fun^ group.

Pomace from the cider press is of no 
great value either as a food for stock or 
as a manure to the land. Pigs will eat 
it to sortie extent. It should be put in 
the manure heap, as when left by itself 
in the open air it gives off a disagreeable 
odor.

Fruit Cellars should be in readiness, 
but the fruit should be kept under sheds, 
etc., until cold weather çomes, beii 
careful to remove it to the cellar befoi 
exposed to severe cold. The fruit cel­
lars should be provided with ventilators 
so arranged that they can be readily 
thrown open.

Apples. —The practice of picking the 
fruit and putting it ir. heaps for a few 
days until the skin toughens, before bar­
relling is a good one. Put the fruit in­
to the barrel with care, shaking it down 
when half full, and again when full, so 
that the apples will fit Closely when the 
head is pressed in by means of the bar­
relling press. The opposite head should 
be marked as the one to be opened. This 
season of abundant apples it will not pay 
to market any except the best fruit, and 
that in fine shape. Dry second-rate 
fruit or make it into

GREENHOUSE AND WINDOW PLANTS.
The greenhouse before this should 

have been put in readiness, tha: there 
may be no delay in bringing in the plants 
when the time comes. Soil, labels, 
moss, pots, and all other needed articles 
should be on hand ready for use, and in 
sufficient quantity.

*Bulbs for flowering in pots should be 
potted as soon as obtained ; the soil 
should be rich, made loose with a plenty 
of clean sand, after which the pots and 
plartts may be placed in a cool and dark 
cellar to form a good growth of roots.

Window Plants.—The necessity of a 
gradual change must be emphasized in 
removing plants from the open air to 
the dwelling rooms. It is best to place 
the plants in a room where there is no fire, 
and one that can be opened during to-day. 
After a while the plants may be taken to 
the close living-room, in which there is 
a fire.

Hardy Ppants can be forced in win­
dow culture, and deserve more attention 
than they have received. Among these 
are Dicentra (Bleeding Heart,) ÀstiUta 
Japonica, Lilly of the Valley. All such 
should be taken up at once and potted, 
and kept in a pit or cellar until late in 
January or February, or later: when 
brought out for bloom, they should at 
first receive water rather sparingly.

the heat of summer, the cow should be 
milked three times a day, at regular in­
tervals—about five o’clock in the morn­
ing, one in the afternoon, and nine in 
the evening. The quantity of milk and 
butter is considerably increased, and the 
quality improved, by this practice. The 
milk is injured by remaining in the ud­
der through the heat of the day, and 
the cow is made uncomfortable, which,of 
necessity, diminishes her usefulness. 
When cows are milked- but twice a day 
in hot weather, the udder becomes too 
much heated and feverish, .and the milk 
is in a similar condition—the cream 
seems to be melted, the milk soon be­
comes sour, the cream does not rise well, 
and butter is soft and oily. These 
difficulties, almost universally attending 
butter-making at this time of the year, 
are mostjy overcome by thg practice of 
milking three times a day, and the cow- 
being near at hand it is a small matter 
tu adopt this practice. ”

A etaga-Drivii’s Story.

fourteen years ago I drove from Den 
^ury to Littleton, e distance of 41 miles, 
end se I had to await the arrival of two 
'» three coaches, and I did not start until 
after dinner, 1 very often had a good dis­
tance to drive after dark. It was in the 
dead of night. A great deal of anow had 
fallen and the drifts were plenty and 
deep. The mail I carried was not due 
at Littleton by contract until one o'clock 
in the morning, but that winter the 
pflatmaster was obliged to sit up s little 
later than that hour for me.

NEWSPAPER LAWS.

We call the special attention of post­
masters and subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give 
notice by letter (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
does not take his [taper out of the office, 
and state the reasons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes, the 
postmaster responsible to the publishers 
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis- 
cbntinued, he must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made, and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
mide.

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
the post-offiop, whether directed to his 
name or another, or whether he has sut- 
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders hit paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub­
scriber is bound to pay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
upon the ground that a man must pay for 
w'hat he uses.

5. The courts have decided that refus­
ing to take a newspaper and periodicals 
from the post-office, or" removing and 
leaving them uncalled for, is prima facia 
evidence of intentional fraud.

•IK,—Happening to be in Holntesville 
on the 4th inst., and having an hour or 
two’s leisure on my hands, I dropped 
into the Council room to see our Town­
ship Fathers manage their business.

The burden of their song was that two 
hundred freeholders had asked for the 
passage of the By-law, and all they ask 
ed was to submit it to the electors. It 
was stated to them that a number of the 
names attached to the petition had not 
been signed by The proper parties, and 
that said parties, had never seen 
the petition; in fact, that a number 
of the signatures were “bogus. ” A 
tiresome discussion ensued, when the 
Council, I think wisely, resolved by mo­
tion not to submit the By-law fora bonus

POETRY OF THE FEET.
What Homer, tray aid others Thought of

Poets in all ages have bt*en lavish in 
their praise# <»f the human foot. Many 
beautiful passages on the subject appear 
in the Bible, and Bishop Kitto, in his 
44 Concordance of the Scripture,” says 
that “when the person is eminent for 
rank and holiness the mention of the feet 
denotes aim mg the ancients the respect 
and reverence of tho speaker.”

The older profane poets make many 
allusions to the feet. .-Homer calls Thetis 
the “-silver-footed Queen.” Bathus, in 
his “Idylliuin,” says <&f this subject: 

Charming Bombyee, you my numbers greet, 
How lovely, fair and beautiful your feet.
In the scene where Paris judges the 

beauties of the three goddesses and a- 
wards the apple to Venus, he says :
Their gait he marked as gracefully they moved 
And round their feet his eyes sagacious roved.

The old English poets made many 
pretty allusion to the feet. Among them 
Herrick thus compliments a lady :

• Her pretty feet, like smiles did creep 
A little out. and then.

As if they started a bo-peep. 
w Did soon draw in again.

Butler imagines flowers springing up 
in the pathway of one of the heroines : 

Where’er thou tread your foot shall set 
The primrose and the violet.

In an anonymous volume published in 
1853, arc the following beautiful lines : 
How her feet tempt; how soft and light she
Fearing to wake the flowers from their beds; 
Yet from their sweet green pillows every-
They start and gaze about and sec my fair; 
Look how that pretty, modest columbine * 
Hangs Mown its head to view those feet of

See the fond motions of the strawberric 
Creeping oir earth to go along with thee;
The lovely violet makes after too.
Unwilling yet. my dear, to part with you.
The knpt glass and the daisies catch thy toes, 
To kiss thy fair one’s feet before she goes.

Very pretty is the above conceit, and 
and there is still another from an anony­
mous poet of the olden time :

Do not fear to put thy feet 
Naked in the river, sweet;
Think not net. nor leech, non-toad.
Will bite thy feet where thou hast trod.

Sir John Suckling, in his ballad of the 
“Wedding,” says to the bride :

Her feet beneath her petticoat 
Like little mice stole m and out, 

Shakesj>eare abounds with allusions to 
the feet. He speaks of Diomede walk­
ing :

Tis he. I ken the manner of his gait;
He rises on the toe; that spirit or his 
In inspiration lifts him from the earth.

Also,'
His foot mercurial, his metcrial stride.

< >r.
His foot spurn back the ocean.

Of some of the female characters, he 
says :

Her-lip. nay. her foot speaks 
Arid,

1 Shore r wife hath a-prettv fool
Xnd again/
Tread them with thy tender feeling feet.

And in many other instances that I 
greatest of poets sh* *wk his appreciation 
of that portion ..f the “human form dt 
vine

Richard Henry Stoddard, the poet, 
need to he a newspaper reporter; before 
he wai an imn-raoulder, and could aling a 
sledge hammer as easily as he now wields 
a pen.

Like his illustrious predecessor, the 
Marquis of Lome is fond of tellingjocular 
incidents that have happened during his 
career as Governor-General. His latest, 
which he told at St. Thomas a few days 
ago, is as follows:—“Lately a gentleman 
managed to praise himself, his wife and 
me by making the following speech:, I 
am glad to see you here as Governor- 
General. I always find that the Camp­
bells in ibis country manage to get most 
excellent places. ’ He then pointed to 
his wife and proved his argument by add 
ing, ‘My wife there is a Campbell. ’ ” 

Bishop Cliatard, of Indianapolis, has 
suspended from church ceremonies for 
two months the refractory members of 
the Ancient Order of Hibernians who dis­
regarded his pastoral in allowing dancing 
at aViCnic. The Bishop says : “ Catho­
lics ai-e not forbidden to enjoy them- 
selvef) bp dancing, if they wish. That is 
left to their consciences. Catholic socie­
ties, however, having areligious character 
from their organization, are so forbidden; 
and such prohibition is clearly within the 
range of ecclesiastical authority, to which 
they in a special manner subjected them­
selves when formed.’’

How was Wesley-'enabled to accomplish 
the vast amount of work of which his 
journals, journeys, sermons and publish­
ed volumes give evidence! An English 
Methodist, astonished, as every one who 
reads of the diversity and extent of the 
great preacher’s work must be, asks this 
question, and then finds the secret 
in liis severe abstemiousness. Wesley 
not only never smoked, and rarely drank 
tea or coffee, hut he abstained from intoxi­
cants, and even, during much of his life 
from animal food. A revelation are his 
words to the Bishop of London in 1747 ;
1 ‘Dr. Cheyne advised me to leave off 
meat and wine, and since I have taken 
his advice I have been free—blessed be 
God—from all bodily disorders. ”

King Louis of Bavaria lately celebrated 
—or rather, there were colebrated forhim 
—his birthday and the seven-hundredth 
anniversary of his dynasty. He did not 
appear in his capital, but sent a letter 
thanking his subi-- ;or their congratu. 
lations and asking them, with good-na­
tured practicability, not to go to any great 
ex[>ense on his account. When he was 
a younger man, the King had a fashion of 
dressing himself in the general hunting 
costume of the country and spending v 
day or two in rural villages incognito, 
dancing like the rustics on the village 
green.

‘ ‘There is a good story . told of the 
President,” says The Washington Star, 
“in connection with the recent appoint­
ments made to fill vacancies in the United 
States Army. A gentleman who is dis­
tinguished in social life was extremely 
anxious to have the son of a warm friend 
designated for one of the vacancies. He 
called upon the President and made 
known his request. ‘You sec, Mr. Presi­
dent,’ said he, in advocating the young 
man's claim, ‘his fathor is a distinguished 
ex-army officer. His great-grandfather 
was a gallanj soldier of the army, and his 
great-great-grandfather was an officer in 
the navy during the Revolutionary War.; 
These points were pressed with force upon 
the attention of the President. All of a 
sudden the President said: ‘And this 
young man’s father, great-grandfather, 
and even a more remote grandfather have 
all been officers of the United States?’ 
‘Yes,’ came the reply. ‘Well,’ replied 
the President with a merry chuckle, 
‘don't you think it about time\that some 
one in that family earned a living for 
himself ?' ”

The Princess Louise.—In the Lon­
don correspondence of the Belfast News 
Letter we find the following:—The Prin 
cess Louise is trying hydropathy as s 
cure for deafness. She is travelling 
quite as a private person, without any 
state, antf only a lady companion besides 
her servants. English people are not 
disposed to cavil at her attachment to 
her own country, which is said to be 
too strong to allow her to take warmly 
fo Canada. Comparisons are- drawn be­
tween her and Lady Dufferin, not quite 
to the advantage of the Princess, but 
the two cases are quite different. One 
had with her most of her home ties, and 
was given a position far above any to 
which she had been entitled to at home. 
The other, born and brought up in a 
court, was literally expatriated by being 
sent out to Canada—separated from al­
most all those that she loved.

Slice one peck of tomatoes into a jar 

and sprinkle a tittle salt over each layer 
let them stand twenty-four hours, draia 
off the liquor; put the tomatoes into • i 
kettle with a free spoonful of each of the 
following spices: Ground ginger, allspice, 
cloves, mace, cinnamon, a teaspoonful 
of scraped horseradish, twelve small or 
three red peppers, three onions, a cup 
full of brown sugar; cover all with vine­
gar; boil slowly for three hours.

ONIONS.
These should be chosen about the size 

of marbles; the silver-skinned sort are 
the best. Prepare a brine and put them 
into it hot, let them remain one or two 
days, then drain them and when quite 
dry, put them into clean dry jars,* and 
cover them with hot pickle, in every 
quart of which has been steeped one 
ounce each of horseradish, sliced black, 
pepper, allspice, and, with or without 
mustard seed In all pickle» the vinegar 
should always be two inches or more 
above the vegetables, as it is sure to 
shrink, and if the vegetables are not 
thoroughly immersed in pickle they will 
not keep.

MIXED PICKLES.
Three hundred small cucumbers, four 

green peppers, sliced fine, two large or 
three small heads cauliflower, three 
head» of white cabbage, sliced fine, nine 
large onions, sliced, one large root horse­
radish, one quart green bean», cut one 
inch long, one quart green tomatoes, 
sliced; put this mixture in a pretty 
strong brine twenty-four hours; drain 
three hours; then sprinkle in onefourth 
pound black and one-fourth pound of 
white mustard seed; also one tableepoon- 
ful black ground pepper; let it come to a 
good boil in just vinegar enough to cove 
it, editing a little alum; drain again and 
when cold put in one-half pint ground 
mustard; cover the whole with good 
cider vinegar; add tumeric enough to 
color if you like.

PICKLED CABBAGE
Select solid heads, slice very fine, put 

in a jar, then cover with boiling water; 
when cold drain off the water and season 
with grated horseradish, salt, equal parts 
of black and red pepper, cinnamon and 
whole dove*

PICKLED CAULIFLOWER.
Choose such as are firm, yet of their 

full size, cut away all the leave» end pare 
the stalks; pull away the flowers in 
bunches, steep in brine two days, then 
drain them, wipe them dry and put them 
in hot pickle, or merely infuse for three 
days three ounces of curry powder in 
every quart of vinegar.

CHOW-CHOW.
Two heads of cabbage, two heads of 

cauliflower, one dozen cucumbers, six 
roots of celery, six peppers, one quart of 
small whito-ohioni, two quarts of green 
tomatoes; cut into small pieces and boil 
each vegetable separately until tender, 
then strain them. Two gallons of vine­
gar, one-fourth pound of mustard, one- 
fourth pound of mustard seed, one pot 
of French mustard, one ounce of cloves, 
two ounces of tumeric; put the vinegar 
and spicee into a kettle and let them 
come to a boil; mix the vegetables and 
pour over the dressing.

to keep tomatoes whole.
Fill a atone jar with ripe tomatoes, 

then add a few cloves and a little sugar; 
cover them well witn one-half cold vine­
gar and half water; place a piece of 
flannel over the jar well down in the 
vinegar, then tie down with paper. In 
this way tomatoes can be kept a year. 
Should mildew collect on the flannel it 
will not hurt them in the least.

HOW TO PREPARE VINEGAR.
It ia better not to boil the vinegar, by 

which process its strength is evaporated, 
put the vinegar and spioe into a jar, 
bung it down tightly, tie a bladder over 
and let it stand near the fire for three or 
four days; shake well three or four times 
a day. This method may be applied to 
gherkins, French beans, cabbage, cauli­
flowers, onions and walnut* Artichokes 
and beet roots are done over the fire, 
are onions, garlic, eschalots and cauli­
flowers.

Method No. 2.—A simple method is 
to merely put the articles into cold vine­
gar. The strongest pickling vinegar of 
white wine should always Bo used for 
pickles, or pure cider vinegar. All acid 
vinegars should be discarded, ««specially 
for pickle* This cold vinegar ihould be 
used for thoee that do not require the 
addition of apice and such as do not re­
quire to be softened by heat, such as 
capsicums, chili, nasturtiums, button 
onionsKradish pods, horseradish, garlic 
and eschalots. Half fill the jars with 
best vinegar, fill them up with tie vege­
tables, and tie down immediately with 
Bladder. These are much better if 
pickled quite fresh and all of a size. 
The onions should be dropped in the 
vinegar as fast ae peeled; this secures 
their color. The horseradish should be 
scraped a tittle outside and cut up in 
rounds half an inch deep. Barberries 
for garnish; gather fine full bunches be­
fore they are ripe, pick away all bite of 
stalk and leaf and injured berries and 
drop them in cold vinegar; they may be 
kept in salt and water, changing tie 
brine whenever it begins to fetinent. but 
tie vinegar is best
