ARMY GUARDS THE |

CZAR AT CHURCH

For the Second Time in Over Two
Years -‘Nicholas ‘Enters the
4 = Russian:Capital.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 6.—For the
second time since “‘Red Sunday””
(January 22, 1505), Emperor Nicholas
today entered the  ecapital to attend
the ocomsecration of a chureh to the
memory of his grandfather, Alexan-
der II., who yas assassinated in
March, 1881, én the-spot where- thed
edifice was raised.

The date of the #rip, cenciding with
the conspiracy trial just closed here,
plainly was designed to . raise {he
loyalty of the army and.the People,
It was a complete success and no an-
toward -ineident -oceurred.

The police negleeted no precautions
to insure the safety of the emperor,
and even went so far as to tho.oughly
search the eify. and inspect the pass-
ports: of suspigious individuals. Gen-
darmes were stationed in every win-
dow facding the routs wof the imperial
procession, .and  owners. ‘of houses
were forbiddén to open windows un.
der pain of & heavy fine,

Bridge and river traffic was entirely
suspended, the banks of the Neva
were. lined with marine guards and
torpedo beats patroll:d the river.

The _imperial party arrived ‘firam
Peterhof unannouneed, not a single
salute being fired during tne whole
stay. The -emperor and his party
disembarked from a yacht at the ad
miralty and entered an inconspicu-'
ous launch, landing at the Grand
Duke Constantine’s palace. ‘Thence
they proe:zeded the remainder of the
way to. the memorial church in ecar-
riages.

Though the church faees the Nevsky
Prospect, it is conveniently reached
from the Nevt across.the Mars field
drill ground, where a new road,
UaL}de by rows of flags, had been
made for their majesties.

After two months of daily rains, the
sky cleared and the sunshone upon
the brilliant scene of mearly a hun-
dred detachments of troops with
widely varying wuniforms, stationed
along the line of mareh.

The emperor’s ¢arrival was an-
nounced by ‘salvos of “cheers from the
troops, the public loeking on in-
differently. - The - big - churchyard,}
where the imperial “party arrived
sharply at-the hour set for the funec-
tion, was picturesquely bordered by
platoons of cuirasseurs, grenadiers
and dragoons.

After walking around the church
and saluting the guard, the emperor
entered the edifice ‘at the south door.
The scenme inside was one of great
splendor. recalling the old-time court
Balls, An abundance of light,
streaming through the lofty windows,
illumined the four immense Mosaic
columns, areund which were grouped
2,000 representatives of the ruling
classes.

The emperor and. the empress ocen-
pied the so-called patriarch’s place at
the right of the altar, where they
wore visible only ‘from the diplomatic
loge.

Premier Stolypin was the only min-
ister to attend the ceremonies, all of
the others being abroad. /

The three walls of the church wer2
lined with a douple file of palacs
grepfadiers andg the entrances were
guaided by veterans of the Russo-
Turkish war.

Th2 emperor. seemed to be in excel-
lent spirits, but the empress had the
same careworn, sad look which has
often been remarked. , The emperor
wore 8 gimple  Preobrajensky uniform,
with a dark blue tunic and trousers.
Across ‘his shoulder was the blue sash
of St, Andrew. The empress was
gowned in white silk and wore a
white ostrieh feather.hat and a plain
string of diamonds. S8he also had
on the sash of 8t. Andrew.

Both their majesties r-mained stand-
ing throughout the ‘entire ceremony,
which lasted three .and a .quarter
hours, the empress slightly leaning on
her. parasel.

B.-C. Man.a Witness.

The first witness . examined this
morning was R. H. H. Alexander. sec-
retary of the B. C. Lumber and Shin-
gle Manufaeturing Co. (Ltd.), gnd sec-
retary of the B. C. branch of the C.
M. assoeiation. The company was
incorporated under the laws of British
Columbia :last Mareh. He, like the
other secretaries of the organizations
ander examination, destroyed many
of -the documents wused at Ottawa.
These were the books and papers of
the old association. This was done at
the instance of .a meeting in Vangcou-
ver of the association to wind up its
affairs last May.

The minute of the executive of the
old association and the price lists of
the British Columbia associations for
a number of years back were submit-
ted and put in as exhibits; also a
packet of letters, being the .correspon-
dence of the British Columbia associa-
tion with the Mountain association,
and. hetween wvarious members of the
British Columbia agsociation; also a
considerable- mass -of- pertinent. corre-
spondence, whieh led Mr. Woods to
remark he ‘was glad someone has sav-
ed something -from the cleaning up,
appare~tly suggested by the Ottawa
investigation,

Personnel the Same.

Witness gdmitted that the personnel
of the old and mew orgamizations was
the same, since 1903, the question of
organizing-to. promote .the interests of
the - lumber business, was under cons
sideration. . When it was decitied :t0
form the limited company, it was also
decided: to destroy all books and doocu-
ments of the old asseciation: that were
unnecessary to the incorporated cem-
pany.

. By the operation of the by-laws of
the old assoeciation, members were re-
qhired to make an affadavit net to
cat. prices, .alter terms ,or sell to any
but members of the association.

{egal advice on this point was to
the effect. that, the afiadavit was worthe
less. The affadavit was not wused
after 1905.

To Mr., Bennett he stated that any
one could purchase from any manu-
facturer in the company without dis-
erimination. No rebate was ‘ever
given to any retailers’ .assoeciation by
rebate in price or freight rate. The
company. had no relation with any of
these .associations, no: mever  had.
There was nothing wo prevent any re-
tailer or dealer in Alberta from eb-
taining lumber. No particular re-
strietion was put upon dealers. That
was left to the mill that sold the lum-
ber.

No Knowledge of Price Control.

Witness had no knowledge of the
Alberta retailers’ price being arrang-
ed, affected or dictated by the British
Columbia Lumber and Shingle Manu-
facturing Co., Ltd. There was no.re-
cognition of the Alberta association
as such,

To Mr. Woods: Witness -admitted
some complaints from retailers that
members of the coast mills’ associa-
tion were selling to nen-censumers.
He sent a list of the dealers in uue
three provinces to'the members of his
company.

He admitted that there was an un-
derstanding between the Mountain
Mills” Association and his company
that when prices got too far apart
the manufacturers of both .associa-
tions generally had a mecting .and
artapged upon a more uniform price.

To Mr. Bennett: He stated again
that the "Alberta association had no-
thing .to do with any understanding
that might exist between the Moun-
tain asseciation -and the :B.C. Luamber
gand Shingle .Association, Ltd., and
nothing to do in effecting .a uni-
formity of prices between the .abowe
millmen.

He further stated that there was
no mill on the coast-that was aun-
able 40 sell to whom they pleased by
virtue .of belenging to the .B.C.;Lum-
ber and Shingle Manufactaring Co.,
Limited.

A friend in Calgary, H, Manning. a
lumber traveller, told him. to apply
to the Alberta R. L. D. assoeciation.
He then sent an application to Mr.
Macdonald, of Edmonton, who gave
witness a form of application which
he sent to Mr. Grogan.

Woed’s Examination Continued.

‘The examination of - George Wells,
ex-secretary of the ‘Mountain ~Mill-
men’s ‘Association was continued yes-
terday afternoon by Mr. Woods.

‘Turning to page 217 of the parlia-
mentary evidence, where witness, in
answer to Dr. MeclIntyre, of Strath-
eona, statzd in Ottawa that the Moun-
tain Association regulated.prices. Mr.
Wells ' admitted - is as correet. Ques-
tioned as to a resolution on page 84
of the parliamentary evidence, wit-
ness -admitted having reeeived the
resolition from Secretary Grogan,
and presumed he also received a list
of the members of the Alberta as-
sociation., :He had a list mads from
different sources, such as financial
agencies, direetories and individuals.
This list he would send to the various
manufacturers and members of the
Mountain association, and probably
he sent the list obtained from’ Grogan
as the ‘legitimate dealers’ in Alber-
ta. ‘When he got the list of the
dealers from Gregan he understood
that if any of the mills shipped to
others than those mentioned in the
list, ‘the: Alberta retailers would re-
fuse to buy from that mill, and fur-
ther, that the members of the Mouh-
tain association understeed it so, ton.

Here Mr. Wood cited Mr. Wells’
letter in reference to Ambrose to the
Standard Mill Co., informing them
that Ambrose was not a legitimate
dealer and to defer from shipment.
He also read a telegram from Wells
to Grogan, asking if ‘Marshall, of
Innisfail, was a regular dealer, that
he had anerder from him. Witness
acknewledged the purpose of the wire
was primarily to ascertain whether
he was a regular dealer or not.

Understanding Exists.

Witness stated that there was an
understanding between the Mountain
association and the Alberta associa-
tion "‘that if a flour mill or elevator
received a car of lumber that ‘they
should be charged a dollar more than
the retail price as a proteetion for
the local retailer.

Mr. Woods read a portion of the
letter of Wells to Grogan explaining
the action of the Elk company stat-
ing why they sold to Ambrose think-
ing they were acting in perfeet :good
faith and living up to the rules of
the association. Such was the para-
phrase of the letter.

Peculiar System of. Notation.

Mr. Woods wanted witness to ex-
plain why in mumbering the com-
plaints he began at 180 when he had
only had half a dozen,

“Was. that jollying the Alberta as-
sociation to make them believe that
he was busy attending to their inter-
ests?’ asked Mr. Woods,

Witness did not know why he be-
gan to number the comvplaints at 100.
The whole thing evidently meant that
the retailers in Alberta had the right
or at least exercised it, to camplain
to the millmen when they wviolated
the understanding between the two
associations.

Cross:Examined by -Mr., Bennett.

To Mr. Bennett witness stated that
he ‘'was a practical millman and- that
during the time that he was seeretary
of the Mountain assoeiation no ar-
rangement was made as to the retail
prices -of lumber on the plains.- No-
thing was ever done by his associa-
tion to fix prices in connection with
the Alberta association. Neither had
the retailers a say in fixing the prices.

No rebate was ever given to mem-
bers of the Alberta association.

“It mever happened,” said
Wells.
~There was no expressed or tacit
agreement towards this end. Further
be never heard of any favors being
conferred by any transportation com-
pany> towards members of the Alberta
asgoeiation -as a result of the interfer-
enee of the Mountain association,

Mr. Bennett took the witness over
the same ground traversed in his
cross-examination of Mr. Grogan on
Thursday as to suggestion or conspir-
acy to limit the ecut, production, or
importation of lumber into the prov-
ince. And further that no attempt
had -ever -been made to limit or con-
trol the number of yards in the Prov-
ince of Alberta.

In treating Mr. Beeker’s visit to
Nelson to a regular meeting of the
Mountain Millers’ asseciation wit-
ness stated that Mr. Becker was pres-
ent at the meeting. He had several
requests on_behalf of retail dealers,
but little attention was paid them.
The Mountain gssociation took no ac-
tion as the.result of his wvisit,

In referemee to .the preparation of
prida lists the sAlberta .association
had nothing to do with the prices
paid the millmen, who sold any deal-
er if he had the money.

Thege lists were sent to every dealer
in the West to any who would
write for one, and sales were made
without .discrimination,

Referring to his wire to Grogan con-
cerning the inquiry of Marshall, of
Innisiree, he. said the reason he wir-
ed was that there was a mistake made
between the names of Innisfail and
Innisfree. ‘The ear was billed. to.In-
nisfail instead of Innisfree. No such
man as Marshall could be found
there. Wells was responsible for the
car and the colleetions for the lum-
ber as the car was shipped through
him as secretary of the association
for -a commission.

Mr.

Pincher Creek  Dealer Examined.

A. G. Ambrose, .Pincher Creék, a
member of the Alberta Retailers’. as-
sociation since May, 1806, was the
next witness. < Witness retailed the
history .of his business in Pincher
Creck. He went to:Baker, B.C., and
bought two cars of lamber from the
Standard Lumber company. From
Fernie - he bought  anether .car from
the Elk company, The Standard
campany informed him by letter that
as he .was net a member of the Al-
berta Retail Dealers’. assoeiation they
could -nok _ship,: but: would be able to
do so if he joined the association. The
Elk company shipped the lumber.
Afterwards he received a letter from
Secretary ‘Grogan stating that if he
would send his fees to the association
he would: become a member and he
did go. Witmess knew of only one in-
dependent dealer—Maclaren, of Mae-
leod—in the province, but confessed
his knowledge in this regpect was
limited. Witness: produced a list of
the members of the Alberta assoocia-
tion ,and a  price list from Mr, Me-
Nicol, the director fer: the .association
in the Lethbridee distriet and a Tet-
ter hoping that the prices would be
adhered to.

Agreed to Raise Price.

Witness stated that he .agreed in a
letter to MecNicol to the rise in the
price as_a yard man in Pincher.

To Mr. Bennett, he stated that be-
fore he went to British Columbia he
was trying to follow the lumber busi-
ness, and had made sales to farmers.
He anet them in town and took their
orders. He went to the Standard
company. . The inquiry ef the SBtand-
ard company was whether he was a
member of the Alberta association.
He told them he was going to start
a_yard. ‘He didn’t want to join the
Alberta-association as he knew some-
thing ef the British Columbia as-
sociation and he considered the Al-
berta .association was the same. Fur-
ther, he considered they had no busi-
ness to say at what price he should
sell his lumber.

He was clear-that since he became
a, member of the ,asseciation he never
had any communication from the
secretary or president of the associa-
tion with respeect.to prices,

TELEGRAPHERS
RETAIN DARROW

Fear That Companies will Try to
Work a Legal Coup, and are
Preparing for it.

Chicago, Sept. 6—Fearing that the
telegraph .companies are preparing to
cause the arrest of their leaders for
conspiracy in the wire strike, the op-
erators yesterday engaged ‘Attorney
Clarence Darrow to investigate the
legal aspect of the strike and “begin
counfer moves against~the companies.
Secretary Russell said that the union
may start court procéedings against
the companies on several grounds,
but refused to state their charaecter.

The union officials asserted that
they had authoritative imformation
that the Western Union and Postal
companies are .contemplating a legal
coup. The story was denied by Supt,
Cook of the Westein Union, who
said the companies ‘have no -inten-
tion of hampering the strikers in the
courts,

“The idea is ridiculous,” said Mr.
Cook. “I have said that we will
cause the arrest of amybody who in-
terferes with our wires, but that is.the
only threat that has been made.”

Mr. Russell said he had been ap-
prised that all of the national officers
of ‘the Telegraphers’. union shortly
will be arrested.

“The charge will be conspiracy to
interfere with-the-business of the tele-
graph .companies and also in restraint
of interstate commerce,” he -said.
“We are ready to-fight this move to a
finish. In addition .to Mr. Darrow
we have retained the serviee .of At-
torney Daniel G, Ramsay, who is a
member of our organization. . Several
methods of involving the companies
in-the ceurts now are beinrg eansid-
ered. We will not reveal their na-
ture until we are ready to move.”

To all presidents ef local telegraph
operators’ unions the fellowing warn-
ing was sent out by Mr. Russell :—

“I am in receipt of secret imforma-
tion to the effect that-the telegraph
companies and the Associated Press
will make extraordinary efforts,  be-
ginning next week, to break .our
ranks by every means known to the
professional strike hreaking agemcies
—bribery, intimidation, eajolery, and
threats. You are especially warned
against cempany agents working to
create dissatisfaction' and attempts to
stampede . our..men.”” o ;

MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP BEING
SEVERELY TRIED.

Fort William, Sept. 3—Municipal
ownership is just now going through
a severe trial here. Fort William and
Port Arthur are the original muni-
cipal ownership towns of the west, if
not of the whole of Canada. The
movement toward that end began in

1890 at the time the C. P. R. began
the building of its terminals in Fort
William. Port Arthur wanted to share
in the rich spoils of the pay rolls of
the railway and at that time the only
road between the two towns was an
old corduroy one that had long since
seen its best days. To prevent the
men who were then living in Port
Arthur and employed: on the railroad
from leaving the town the ratepayers
voted to- build a: street car line. be-
tween the two places. :The franchise
was offered. to several men of money
in the east and, elsewhere but none, of
them cared to .put their money into
an investment that offered such poor
prospects for returns, - Then the peo-
ple decided to build the road them-
selves and every dollar that the credit
of “the then struggling town could
stand was borrowed ‘to build  and
equip the electric railway.
Troubles Then Began,
After the road was built the troubles
of the ratepayers began. The road
did not take in' enough money to pay
the running expenses, to say nothing
about the interest and sinking funds
on the investment. In 1898 Fort Wil-
linm had arrived at a position where
ite ecitizens were demanding some of
the luxuries - of life, and with 2,500
population the -people decided to in-
stal electrie light and. water systems.
The people here did .the very same
thing Port Arthur did . when they
wanted to build. the street. railway
and offered the. franchise to capitai-
ists to do with what they wanted to,
the only consideration being that the
people ;he,K supplied with water and
electric light at reasonable cost. They
al:o found themselves in the same
position Port Arthur was in in re-
gard to giving away the franchise. No-
hody wanted it. The investment did
not ‘' look “ good' enough to- * men of
money. Again the people decided that
if capitalists were afraid to put .in
money, they, the people., were not
afraid te put in their own, and both
these public utilities were thus con-
served to. the people.
The Telephone Venture.

In 1902 both. towns, owing to the
poor service given by the Bell Tele-
phone company, decided to put in a
municipal telephone system and on
this one thing Port Arthur and Fort
William agreed. The people have
never had any reason to dep'nt from
thair ('r)mpu]wrv c¢onversion to mun-
ieipal ownership up to the present
time, but it has required the utmost
faith iry the princip'e to stand the
operation of these utilities that has
been given the past two years, and
for this reason municipal ownership
is going through a severe trial.

Faith Has Not Wavered.

In municipal ownership the people
have not wavered bHut they fully re-
alize that some way of operation, ex-
cept by an elective coinmittee, must
ba put "into practice. What with
finding places for political friends
and endeavoring to carry out some pe-
tition theory of operation instead of
putting the utilities on a complete
working basis, has put it beyond con-
trol of those who havs had the wel-
fare of the systems at stake.

Now there can be heard on every
street corner expressions of regrét
that the town ever went into the mun-
icipal ownership business and that
the: people’s money is being squand-
ered, All -of this unrest has arisen
through mismanagement and the peo-

forf” to preserve the forests and to
abolish monopoly.

Mr. Garfield said he would be ac-
tively interested in the campaign, al-
though the real battle would be wag-
ed by the bureau of corporations oi
the Department of Commerce and La-
bor and by the inland waterways
comm:ssion, headea by Representa-
tive Burton of this city.

“Our investigation,” said Mr. Gar-
field, “has brought to light the fact
that there is a lumber trust.

Weakens State Church.

The result, which ‘is already -ap-
parent, is that the position of the
stat> church is considerably weaken-
ed, and the camipaign for disestab-
lishment will receive a strong im-
petus.

\HE IS PERSONAL FRIEND OF

KAID SIR HARRY MACLEAN

Wm. Stewart-Irvine, Second Street, Former Acting British Vice Consul at
Magador, Knew Famous Scotchmdn and Interestingly Tells of
Scené of Present Disturbances.

“Bir Harry Maclean is in a very cri-
ticdl position, and in considerable
danger in fhe Rands of Raisuli, ‘the
notorious bandit chief,” says Wm.
Stewart-Irvine, late acting British
Vice-Consul at Mogador, who has
lived on ‘Second street in Edmonton
for the past year, after twenty-five
years’ residence in  the Moroccan
kingdom.

Knows Kaid Maclean Well.

Mr. Stewart-Irvine is a personal
acquaintance oi Kaid Maclean, and
is -one of the few white men, outside
of forgign embassies, who has ever
been in the palace of the Sultan. To
him Morocco is as familiar as a quar-
ter of a century’s residence can make
it, and many of the bandit chiefs are
dlso known to him. Both Mr, and
Mrs. Stewart-Irvifie have made trips
unguarded on several occasions “into
the interior, and have gone unmolest-!
ed among those savage tribes. Both
speak Arabic fluently, and -having
been frequently ‘the guests of Kaid
Maclean in his palace at Mequinez,
from their intimate knowledge of that
country they can tell most interesting
stories with reference to the bandits,
the Kaid and the Sultan, all. of whom
are at present so much in the public
eye.

“I could at first hardly realize,”
said Mr. Stewart-Irvine to the Bulle-
tin representative, “how an ‘old tim-
er’ like Maclean could have been
taken prisoner, but when I read the
details of the capture, I saw how it
was done, I have lived among the
Moors for a guarter of a century, and
a cleverer lot of intriguers it would
be hard to find. The bandit chieftain
has been joined by several other
chicfs, and now has a strong force of
several thousand men at his back.
They are well mounted and armed,
and are well acquainted with the
mountains, while another factor
which' militates against thé mainten-
ance of law and order is the fact that
there are no roads of any sort in the
country. The Sultan of Morocco is
cooped up in Fez, from which place
he is not allowed to leave. He has
an army of 500 soldiers, and is not in
a financial pesitien to maintain a lar-
zer army, and this force is'inadequate
to mecet Raisuli.” .

‘Captured Through Treachery.

“The trouble arose over the desire
of Raisuli to becomc ggvernor oi the
country between Fez and Tangier.
Maclean was sent to meet Raisuli as
apecial envoy of the Sultan, and the
bandit through ' treachery captured
the envoy, and is holding him as hos-
tage until he seeured concessions from
the Sultan. 8ir- Henry Maclean en-
tered the service of the former Sultan
of Morocco as’instructor of the Moor-
ish army about thirty years ago, and
soon _rose to be commander-in-chief of
the forces, under the present Suitan
as_well as his right hand man. ' He
was knighted by King Edward a few
years ago -in recognition of his capa-
bilities: The trouble at Casa Blaneca
1as no connection with that raised by
Raisuli, but arose: out of the Ilong-
standing  differencds  between the
Moors and the French.”

McLean’s History.

Col., John B. Maclean, of the Mec-
Lean Publishing company, Toronto,
~hile not of direct kinship, has been
n terms of intimate correspondence
with Sir Harry for many years. There
are some near relatives in the neigh-
borhood of Kingston, and the late Dr.
Donald Maclean of Kingston, and lat-
or of Detroit, was closely connected.
Fhere are other relatives K in Nova
3cotia and Prince Edward Island.

Sir Harry Aubrey De Vereé Maclean
vas born .at Drimmin, Scotland, in
1848, and is a son of the late General
Andrew Maclean, a distinguished sol-
lier. He comes of a long line of fight-
ing ancestors. It is recorded in the
nistory of the clan that, after the
battle of Culloden, one of them, ly-
ing stricken upon the field, declined
to inform the Duke of Cumberland
as to the whereabouts of the ill-fated
The duke
called upon a young -officer to slay
the wounded man, but this the officer,
who afterwards became immortal as
Wolfe, the hero oi Quebec, refused to
lo.

Oareer in the Army.

Sir Harry began his career in the
army in 1869 when he obtdined a com-
mission as lieuténant in the 69th regi-
ment, which was sent to Canada short-
ly afterwards. The regiment shared
in the defence of the frontier during
the Fenian invasion of I870, and he
was decorated with a medal by Lord
Stratheona in London a few years ago,
while undergoing special treatment
for wounds received in one of his in-
numerable skirmishes. Bir Harry’s
regiment was stationéd for some
years in’ Canada, and while he was in
Québee most of the time he was also
poeted for intervals at Teremto, Lon-
don and Brantford.

From Canada he was shifted to Gib-
raltar, where he held a staff appoint-
ment. . The Sultan of Morocco was de-
sérious oi obtaining a British officer
to drill his half-savage army, and the
position was offered Maclean. The
prospect appealed strongly to his mar-
tial tastes and love of adventure, and
he gladly accepted, resigning in 1876
to enter upon his duties of organizing
the Sultan’s forces. He rapidly rose
in fayor by his daring, intrepidity
and military genius, and bgcame a
prime favorite with the late Sultan,
and inspired equal regard and con-
fidence in his succéssor, Indeed,
throughout Merocco his name has for
vears been a symbol of dashing, dare-
devildom, and courage that was never
known to fail, A horseman of the
finest type, and an unerring shot, he
has been regarded by the natives with
something dkin to reverence. During
the reign of thé late Sultan two seri-

»ug insurrections arese, but' these

were quelled by the government troops
under his all-conquering ' leadership.
European intrigues are bélieved to be
responsible for the present situation.

A Power in-the Land.

Colonel Magdlean, of Toronto, while
on a visit to Merocco, three years
ago, was somewhat amused by the
extent of the regard in which the
name of the-great Sir Henry was held
by the natives, who, on discovering
that he bore the same patronymic,
were most solicitous ior his comfort.
Colonel Maclean was to have met his
famed namesake at Tangier, but ow-
ing to complications that had arisen,
in which the German emperor
figured, the army commander was
absent.

Maclean is said to be the only
Christian  who has ever been permit-
ted to view the hallowed graves with-
in the precincts of the. sacred city,
in which are interred the bones of
former rulers,

He has been engaged in literally
hundreds of battles of more or less
desperate and sanguinary character,
and has often been wounded. . Eight
years ago he lost an eye in an en-
counter.

Maclean, whose headquarters have
been .at Fez, has maintained a band
of 12 pipers, all- Moois, in charge of
a Scot, and wearing the proud tartan
of the Maclean clan. For some time
Major Angus Ogilvy of the 13th Hus-
sars was in command oi his cavalry.
Major Ogilvy was in Canada some
years ago, and is known fo & mum-
ber of Canadian military men.

Afraid of Losing Him.

In’ 1893 Sir Harry visited England
for the first time sinee he had severed
his connection with the British army.
He was on a special mission for the
Sultan, who was anxious to obtain as-
surance of British support. So appre-
hensive was the Oriental potentate
that Maclean might be induced to re-
main at home, that he eaused an es-
cort of one hundred armed Moors to
accompany him, with the injundtion
that, unless the Englishman should
return, every man in the .detachment
would be beheaded. While away the
guard never allowed Maclean out of
their sight, and wateh was kept un-
ceasingly outside his' chamber door
and beneath his ' window while -he
slumbered. ‘8o successful was Sir
Harry in his mission that, on his re-
turn, the Sultan, as a particular mark
of favor, insisted on 'presenting him
w-th 150 wives.

Sir Harry was the victim of an un-
happy marriage, he obtaining a di-
vorce from his Spanish wife several
years ago, and .causing comnsiderable
of a sensation in London society. He
has a son and several brothers in the
army.

Gate of Mediterranean.

In speaking of Gibraltar, Mr. Stew-
art-Irvine stated that it was ~being
more sfrongly fortified every year.
The policy now is to withdraw war-
ships from distant posts and to con-
centrate power in the Mediterranean
and the channel. New guns of the
most modern description have been
placed in fhe fortress, They have a
range of 14 miles, and the distance
between the two Pillars of Hercules
is 20 miles, Though the guns do not
cover .the entire strait, yet submarine
and torpedo boats are able, to take
care of the unguarded distance. Tt is
an ideal water place to operate sub-
marines. The Spanish fortress of Ceu-
ta commands the southern side of the
strait, but it is not a fortress of any
great strength. Though Gibraltar has
been in the hands of the British for
two hundred years, yet the Spaniards
ztill look upon the fortress and town
as their own, but temporarily in the
hands of the English. There is a
population of 25,000, and one of the
rules is that no pérson may become
a resident unléss born in the town,
which is nevertheless overcrowded.
The tobacco trade is the only business
carried .on.

Keys 1,000 Years Old.

The Moors, who were the original
possessors of Gibraltar, still hope to
repossess it, and it is saidsthat to-day
the keys of the houses possessed by
the Moors in Gibraltar 1,000 years ago
are still képt by their descendants
across the strait, who are waiting to
use them again. The name Gibraltar,
in fact, is derived from Gebel, the
first Moorish conqueror of the coun-
try, who landed there in ' 760 A.D.
Moorish castles and relies exist every-
where over the éountry,

Speaking of the climate, Mr. Stew-
art-Irvine says that Gibraltar has de-
lightful weather the year around, ex-
cept for seme heavy rains in the rainy
season. AN kinds of fruits are obtain-
ed in abundance. For social pastimes
there are polo, racing cricket and in
winter hunting.

Sentries Every Hundred Yards.

Passes are obtained from Spanish
officials to enter their country, which
is strictly guarded, Adong the neut-
ral line across the isthmus there are
British sentries every 100 yeards, and
the Spanigh also have ‘sentries, but
the judicious use of the popular cur-
rency always facilitates travelin Spain
Bull fights are as, common ag: of olfi,
and the horses and men are killed in
the same old way in that country. In
the town the gates are always closed
at sundown in accordanc¢e with a very
old custom, and no one is allowed to
enter or leave till morning.

SHEFFIELD CHORUS.

PRICE OF COAL GOES UP.
New York Experiences an Unprecedentéd
Adyance of 25 Cents Per Ton.

New York, Sept. 6.—The Tribune to-
day says: An increase of twenty-five
cents a fon in' the cost of steam size of
anthracite coal goes into effect to-mor-
row. At Tidewater the prices will be
$3.25 a ton for pea, $2.75 for buckwheat
and $2.25 for rice. To New York con-
sumers the cost will be $4.10 a ton for
pea, $3.60 for buckwheat and $3.25 for
rice.

This advance, aecerding to a local
wholesale and retail dealer today is
unprecedented at this time of the year.
He added that it was unavoidable, and
gave as reasons: The enormous increase
in the demand for small sizes of coal,
inability of the coal produceys in Penun-
sylvania to obtain an adequate supply
of labor, insufficiency of transportation
facilities, the practical doubling within
five years of the cost of labor, material
and transportation, while the market
price of coal has remained about sta-
tionary during the same period.

A NOTED US.
JURIST IS DEAD
Former United States Judge John

Jay Jackson Expires at Atlantic
City—Famous for Strike Writ.

Atlantie City, N.J., Sept. 6—Former
United States Judge John Jay Jack-
son, whose wholesale imprisonment
of organizers and agitators during the
Virginia miners’ strike of 1902 ang-
ered the labor unions of the coun-
try, dropped dead of heart “disease
here today.

The ex-judge celebrated his eighty-
third birthday anniversary on Aug.
4, and came here for his' health three
weeks ago. His body will be taken
to his birthplace, Parkersburg, W.
Va., for burial,

Judge Jackson was appointed a dis-
trict federal judge by President Lin-
coln in 1861. For forty-one years he
served as a jurist, with nothing spec-
ial. in such service to bring him to
public attention. Then he issued an
injunction writ covering every con-
ceivable act of a striker during a
strike, when such act can be con-
strutd as intimidation either covert
or open. The writ made him famous.
and it was the: opinion of many not-
able men on the bench that Judge
Jackson had gone further in his re-
straint of strikers than they had dar-
eéd, although they deemed his con-
struction of the law sound.

Puts ‘““Lid’ on Strikers.

When the Virginia .miners struck
in 1902 the United Mine Workers sent
their organizers to the district to in-
duce non-union men to quit work. At
their head was “Mothtr’* Mary Jones.
Judge JackBon issued his injunction,
in which he forbade the strikers to
interfere. with men working at the
mines, in any way whatsoever. The
writ forbade trtspassing om property
connected with the mines. It even
forbade the strikers lingering on the
highroads or paths along which the
non-union miners ;went to work, W
was a severe blow -to the sfrikers.

Headed by “Mother” Jones the agi-
tators disobeyed the writ. They were
promptily haled into court. Six of th2
leaders ‘were imprisoned for ninety
days.  Judge Jackson released “Moth-
er’” Jones, although she had attack-
ed him personally in speech and
through the press. The judge declar-
ed he belicved in labor unions, and
conceded the right to strike, provided
intimidation was not wused. Labor
unions all over the country. attacked
him savagely, but he'asserted that as
he had kept 7,000 men in employ-
ment and had done what he consid-
ered his duty, he did not mind the
attacks.

Judge Jackson resigned {from the
bench in 1905. He had bten advised
frequently that his advanced age haid
a tendency to interfere with the pro-
per performance of his duties, but he
scouted tht idea. Finally he gave:
way and President Roosevelt named
Al:ton G. Dayton as his successor,

Cousin of “Sionewall.”

Judge Jaclkson was the son of Gen.
John Jav Jackson. He was graduated
from Princeton in the class of 1845.
He became a ready and effective
speaker. He was ‘a cousin of “Stone-
wal” Jackson, with whom he took
issue on war topies long before the
great conflict began. He was a man
of massive frame, and with his long
white beard and piercing glance was
a notable figure on, the- bench for
many years. While labor organiza-
tions generally condemned his strike
writ of 1902, it was nevertheless cen-
eeded that Judge Jackson was a thor-
oughly conscientious man, fully be-
lieving . that law and right were as
he ‘annunciated them.

PROLONG UNDULY
THE CONFERENCE

Holland Wants Hall of Knights for
Opening of Parliament. Venezu-
ela Displeased at Hague.

The Hague, Sept. 6.—It is the general
opinion of the delegates that the matter
of obligatory arbitration is now in a fair
way of being settled, and definite results
are expected not later than Tuesday. The
proposal for the establishment of a per-
manent court will come up again on
Monday, and at the same time a mnew
proposal for solving the difficulty in al-
lotfing Judges will be discussed. The
plan to appoint four Judges to represent
the entire South American continent has
been abandoned because of the jeal-
ousy among the South American States
aroused thereby. 'The latest project is
to allow the conference to vote for the
countries entitled to appoint Judges.

Holland Whnats Hall of Knights.

M .Nelidoff, M. Bourgeois, M. Beer-
naert, respectively the President of the
conference and the Presidents of the
Committees on Arbitration, Land War,
Maritime War and the Geneva Conven-
tion, had a lengthy conference this ev-
ening and decided to inform the Foreign
Minister of the Netherlands that it was
apparently impossible for the conference
to come to an agreement before Septem-
ber 3, the day on which the Hall of
Knights, where the conferénce holds its
plenary sittings, is desired for the open-
ing of the Netherlands Parliament. They
said they would be ready to give up. the
hall four days for these ceremeonies.
The surrender will in no way interfere
with the work of the conference, for the
Hall of Knights is only used for plenary
sessions. 'T'he Presidents of four com-
mittees are of the opinion that the con-
ference cannot come to an end before
Sepitember 21, and that it probably will
last even longer.

Czar Favors Septennial Meetings.

In answer to the inquiry of President
Nelidoff the authorities at St. ePters-
burg have cabled him that Emperor
Nicholas, after recalling that on the oc-
casion of the last conference he offered
to give up the right of calling and or-
ganizing a peace conference, which was
not accepted then, says he will not re-
peat the same offer ,but- that the Rus-
sian delegation is to support any pro-
position concerning meetings of confer-
ences on the lines of the proposal that
the conference meet every seven years.

The United States delegates have
drawn up a new propesal with respect
to the collection of contractual debts,
differing from the first propesition anly
in form. It is principally intended to
do away with the numerous reserva-
tions made when the first proposal was
put to a vote.

Germony's Attitude on Arbitration.

Germany has reconsidered her refusal
to accept any list of cases which the
powers shal lengage to ‘submit to arbi-
tration, and is now willing to. approve
a limited schedule of cases for obligat-
ory arbitration. 'This unexpected change
in .the attitade of Germany was an-
nounced by Baron Marschall Von Bieb-
erstein, head of the German delegation
at this afterncon’s session of the com-
mittee ‘appointed to examine the pro-
position on the subject. The Baron,
however, said he was waiting definite
instructions from Berlin before submit-
ting to the committee the list of cases
approved by the authorities at the Ger-
man capital. Consequently the de-
bate on the suhject was adjourned unti -
Tuesday.

Venczuela May Withdraw.

Caracas, Venezuela, Aug. 30, via Wil-
famstadt, Aug. 31.—It is stated that
the withdrawal of Venezuela‘s repre-
sentatives from The Hague Conference
will undoubtedly be ordered today.
This is due to th e attitude of Vene-
zvela regarding the wording of the pro-
position for the abolition of the col-
lection of debts from foreign countries
by frce, and to the proposed constitu-
tion of the international High Court of
Justice. A

Venezuela, it appears, is not in aecord
with the views of the proposers of the
convention on the subject of debt colfee-
tion, and is in sympathy with the atti-
tude of Brazil towards the propesition
for the establishment of an international
High Court and in rejecting the arbitr-
ary olassification of the Latin republics
in the matter of selection of Judges as
violating the principle of equality under
which the republics were invited to ait-
tend the conference. The Govérnment
of Brazil has cabled to all the represemt-
atives accredited to the Latin-American
republics to communicate its attitude at
The Hague to their respective Govern-
ments.

DOMINIONS.

Possessions that are not
self-governing will be styled colonies,
The new order of things has been
promulgated by the Colonial Secre-
tary, Lord Elgin, Under this new
ruling the dominions are Canada,
Australia, New Zealand, Cape Col-
ony, Natal, Newfoundland, Transvaal,
and Orange River Colony is likely 10
soon join the group. Among the col-
onies arz India, several possessions in
Central Africa, Soudan, the West In-
dies and Guiana. Egypt is a protect-
orate. This difference in official no
menclature offers a simple and inof-
fensive distinction between the two
ranks of possessions. It will be grati-
fying to Canada that the name select
ed as best expressing our legislative
status is to be officially applied te
all outlying portions of the Empire
possessing the powers of self-govern-
ment. ““British Dominions’ can ro
longer be used as a collective term.
indicating the whole over-sea portions
of the Empire without distinection as
to impor!\ance or legislative standing.

“OLD LONDON.”

“Old London” eomprises some 673
acres of land in the heart of Greater
London. Its population is placed at
only 25,000, though a million and 2
quafter - péople flock into the ecity
during ‘the business hours of the day.
The' assessment is only $25,000,000
but ~this represents only a trifle of
the real value of its property, ‘“the
city’”® being the heart of the world’s
greatest- metropolis and land there
is probably more valuable than any-
where else on earth. Interesting com-
parisons might be drawn between old
London and Western Canadian cities
as regards population, arca and as-
gegsed valuation, but such compari-
sons must be largely misleading. Old
London is purely a place of business,
a region studded with financial
houses. and mercantile establish.
ments;_in consequence the people of
London de not live in Londen at ali
but-outside it. The area of the-cuy
repreéents only the ground space
they require in their business affairs-
their residences probably oceupv
many times this area beyond the ci'y
limits, In America a city cont*sins
usually both the business placez and
the residences of its people and in
Western Canada the tendency is to
lay out cities with a broad idea of
the- room likely to be required for
these purposes in future. The areas
of our cities. in proportion to their
population are therefore far in excess
of that of Old London. On the other
hand the fact that 25,000 people can
find room to live in that congested
business centre suggests the liberal
provision most western cities are
making for future increase of popula-
tion. The assessment of Old London
is of eourse only a small fraction of
“the real value of its property; the
tendency in Western Canada is to
assess property at mnearly it full
value. ' In consequence western cit-
jes with no larger population than
London have approximately as large
assessed wvalue.

DESIRABLE BUT—.
» Canadian advocates of rural mail
delivery will find little in the experi-
ence of the United States to promise
the success of such system in Can-
ada at the present time. In 1901 when
the rapid extension of the service
began the eéxpenditure was $1,750,344;
last year it reached the enormous fig-
ure of $25,600,000, and the Washing-
ton authorities are said to have in-
spectors on the road ascertaining not
what new routes should b op2ned
but what routes already opened iaay
be closed with the:least tharmn and
dissatisfaction. In themsclves thes

f:gures are impressive, but whon the
5 fcrent conditions <t th: cduntries
are considered they becouiz ahsolute-
ly convincing that Canada ecannot
afford rural delivery at the present
stage of the game, The cost of such
system varies of course with the ex-
tent of country over which it has to
bz extended, while the revenue.with
which to offset the cost depends on
the density of the population served
by the system. The larger the coun-
try the greater -the cost of rural de-
livery and the smaller the population
the less the revenue with which to
bear that cost. Compared with the
United States Canada is a country of
vast distances~and sparse population.
The United States contain a popula-
tion of 100,000,000 people; Canada
has a population” of 6,000,000 people
scattered over a territory half as
large. The United States system must
thercefore be profitable beyond all like-
lihood before its success can afford
any evidence that a similar system
would be financially even practicable
in Canada. A'servie2 which the
dense population of the New England
States would easily support might ke
ruinous if saddled on the scattered
settlers of Saskatchewan or Alberta.
Whether or not the American system
will return any considsrable divi-
dends when applied ‘to the entire
country appears to be a matter of
opinion, The system is now only in
process of establishment, and it is
natural to suppose it has been es-
ablished first in those seectionsg o
the country where population is dens-
3t and the need most urgent. The
cost of the servicz in comparison to
its revenue should now be at the
minimum and will steadily increase
a3 the service is extended in terri-
tory having smaller population in"pro-
portion to area. Yet having establish-
>d the service in one State it ig dif
icult to see how it can be denied
another. In Canada for example,
there would be trouble coming to the
Postmaster General who gave rural
delivery to Nova Scotia and denied it
to Alberta, unless provision
made for assessing the cost of the
ervice on the district benefitted by
t. And such adjustment is fraught
with obvious difficulties, if indeed it
s not confronted with actual impos-
sibilities.

The future does not promise to soon
imend the sparseness of population
which makes rural delivery impos-
sible at present, The majority of our
immigrants are prospective settlers,
and the trend of national thought and
'nterprise is to open more country to
settlement. The National Transcon-
tinental and the Hudson Bay railway
by opening up enormous areas hith
srto uninhabited will tend rather to
broaden the area of settlement than
to densify the population in the ter-
itory now scattered with people. The
eople Canada is endeavoring to ot
tract and who are coming to our
shores in thousands are wanted and
are coming not to dwell in cities al-
ready established or to crowd into al
ceady settled and cultivated sections,
but to build homes for themselves in
he wilderness and to found cities in
he solitude. The tendency during
the next few years is therefore much
nore likely to be to increase the set-
led area of Canada than to congest
;sttlement in the area at present oc-
capied. It does not appear unreason-
ible to suppose that in comparison
ty the territory occupied Canada’s
population ten years hence will be
13 sparse as it is today. The effort
oday is to “open up” the country;
the “filling up’’ process must follow
later. And until the filling up takee
place, rural mail delivery must be
numbered among the desirable but
anattainable things. Our efiort at
oresent must be directed to the bet-
terment of the service we have rather
cannot

were

than yearning for one we
afford.

“SEEIN’ THINGS.”

The Minister of the Interior has in-
curred the sore displeasure of the
ontreal Star by giving voice to the
‘most dangerous utterance” that pet-
alant journal has heard regarding
the Japanese influx.

‘ic opinion”’ as he found it at the
Coast. Quoting such opinion the Star
nolds to_be quite as sinful as approv-
.ng it; by which line of reasoning
‘he Star must stand guilty of approv-
ing the Quebec bridge disaster and
svery other calamity which has been
reported in its columns, This offence
can be atoned for only by reprimand;
wherefore the Star gcolds away heart-
ily for a column or more. Perhaps
the performance would be more inter-
esting if the Star tuwid us what it is
swearing about. Individuals no more
able to describe ard analyze their
terrors are commonly credited with
““seein’ things.”

A “PECULIAR"” PEOPLE.
The Montreal Gazette continues to
be enraged and outraged because the
Department of the Interior decided

that the Doukhobors must obey the
homestead regulations or make way
for those who would do so. Accord-
ing to the Gazette these “peculiar”
people “have been despoiled” of
“their property.” As the “peculiar”
tenet. of these people was that they
would not permit land or anything
slse to become “their property” it
is somewhat difficult to see how they
could ““have been despoiled.” The
rouble with the Doukhobors was not
that they had to be ‘despoiled” be-
cause they had secured “preperty’’
wrongfully or to the disadvantage of
thers, but that they would not ae
cept land when it was offered to
them. Their peculiarity consisted in
in unconquerable -aversion to owning
‘property” and it was because they
would not accept the land and per-
form the duties necessary to get the
iand that they had to give way for
those who were prepared to accept
it and bring it into use. Even so,
.he manner of their “despoiling” was
aniquely merciful. The unfortunate
victims of this supposedly ruthless
pillage were given three months in
which to re-enter for the land if they
wanted it, during which time no out-
siders were permitted- to make appli-
cation for it. And for those who
would not accept these generous
terms, land was reserved in and as
iear as possible, to the community
villages, equal to 15 acres each, or
threce timeg as muech land as thev
rave brought under cultivation in
eight years, The humauitarian in-
itinets of this charitable nation will
scarcely rise in horror at the out-
ugeous oppression of ‘bestowing on
thiese people three times as much
.and as they had manifested any in-
rention of using, and of giving them
three months in which to secure as
‘their property” and without charge
the land they had been holding in
idleness for eight years.

8trange as this aversion to wealth
inay appear it is not more “peculiar”
t.an the course of ‘he Opposit.n
in connection with the Douk-
wbors. When these people came to
the country they were given the priv-
lege of living temporarily in villages
ind of doing their cultivation duties
in common. This concession was
zranted because their poverty ‘'made
t impossible for the individual to go
on his land and equip it with the
huildings, stock and implements ne-
edsary for its cultivation. Forthwith
the Opposition journals rang the
<hanges on the ‘“special favors"”
granted to these “foreigners,” The
‘anadian or American setiler, was
invited fo behold the preference ¢f
the Government - for ~this “scum of
Gurope.” They were reviled as a
useless and undesirable class. import-
ad only for their voting power and
ireed from the obligations- of citizen-
<hip that this favor might the better
Lo secured. Their dress was ridicul-
ed, their language exhibited as a jar
gon only once removed from the chat-
ler of the apes, their social customs
vapresented as inimical to the future
of the nation. Practically all that
nould be said, was said to malign
the Doukhobors to the end that the
GGovernment, might be reviled for
mercifully making it possible for
them to better their material condi-
tions and lift themselves to a beftter
arder of life. Now that they have had
the benefit of this concession as long
as necessary and as long as it can be
permitted without discriminating
against other settlers the Government
has decided that the spirit and pur-
vose of the concession must he ob-
<erved and the law made to apply to
all alike. Straightway the Montreal
Gazette is seized by a strange and
sudden fit of misplaced charity, It
demands that special concessions be
made to these people to whom a special
concession was made, who did not
avail themselveg of the privileges of
the concession to fulfil its purpose,
and for granting which concession
the Government has stood criticism
ior years from the friends of the
tiyazette. The pilgrimages of " the
Doukhobors themselves are scarcely
more ‘“‘peculiar” than these journal-
istic expeditions of their former crit-
iecs and new-found friends. One
semblance of consistency alone runs
through these varying attitudes—
whatever the Government has done,
that the Opposition journals have
heartily cofidemned, regardless alike
aof the merits of the case and of their
wwn previous declarations.

THE MONEY SCARCITY.

The expected has happened in the
failure to obtain a satisfactory tender
for the city debentures, for as: yet
there is no sign of relaxation in the
tightness of the money market.

What-
ever the cause may bhe the fact re-
mains that money for investment
shows no signs of bevcoming more
plentiful. Whether it ha that the
capitalist has no funds Jeft or that
for reasons of his own he is withhold-
ing them, the Hnuportant fact is that
he is not looking for investment.

Though it will not immediately ef-
fect the supplies of capital the mar-
keting of the crop i expected to re.

as current busipess is concerned, The
selling of the grain will enable the
farmer ‘to pay his store bills, the
merchants to square up his accounts
with the wholesalers, and they in
turn to discharge their obligations to
the manufacturers. But on the other
hand the banks will Le called on dur-
ing the next few weeks to supply en-
ormous sums for purchasing and
handling the crop and this must 'les
sen the funds available for other
lines of business. If these funds are
already at low ebb the added «demand
must be severely felt hoth by the
banks and by those who may wish
to borrow money from them. Perhaps
the present scarcity is due in a meas-
ure to o precautionary policv on the
part of the banks in husbanding their
noney supplies in anticipation of the
demands of the grain trade. The
marketing of the crop promises a
reneral squaring of accounts on past
business, with a margin left for the
‘uture, but it offers little hope of bat-
terment to the man who wants to
borrow mouney.

THE BAITED HOOK.

The Weekly Sun of Toronto cordi-
ally supports Mr, Borden’s proposal
that the public lands should be turn-
>d over to the provincial govern-
mentg of Alberta and Saskatchewan,
and is far more frank in saying what
it means, The Sun says: “The
‘transfer proposed should be made as
“soon as possible, accompanied, of
“course, by a ‘reduction in the Fed-
‘eral subsidies to the Provincial
“Governments—subsidies which are
“based largely on the retention by
“the Dominion of the control of these
“lands.” The Sun is more outspoken
than Mr. Borden. It wants our sub-
sidiee reduced and says so, and to
that end wants us turned out to find
provincial pickings on the vacant
prairie. Mr, Borden wants to throw
us upon the, wilderness for provincial
subsistence too, only he has not the
courage to say he would withdraw
our present source of supplies. It
is not necessary for. him to say so
however; the one involves the other.
One-third of our. provincial subsidies
is a cash grant in liew of the public
land; if that land 4s left in the
hands of the Federal Government
this subsidy is ours .for -all time; if
the land were turned:iover to the pro-
vinces we would 'ha¥e no' further
right, title, claim ur.:‘excusg for the
subsidy—and of course would not get
it. The Opposition which attacked the
Government because it gave too
much subsidy does not need to ex
plain to us its .desire to reduce the
subsidies. This is the proposition
that Mr. Borden has sugar-coated
with phraseology abdut turning over
the public lands to the . provinces
He is deceiving himself if he imag-
ines the West will swallow a hook
so poorly baited.: A domain which
we could - not - administer without
bankrupting ourselves and crippling
davelopment would be a mighty poor
exchange for annual cash subsidies
that we need in our business. West-
ern_business acumen has not fallen
to so low an ebb that a deal like that
can be palmed off on us.

FOREORDAINED JUDGMENT.

The Mail and Empire does its best
to attach responsibility to the Gov-
ernment for the ‘fall of the Quebec
bridge, but recognizing the tax this is
placing on the credulity of its readers
says plainly that it wishes to good-
ness the Government had been build-
ing the bridge.

However,
the Mail will make the best of the
situation—witness its present per-
formance. Whatever may be the find-
ings of the commission we may rest
assured that to the Mail one party
and one only is and will be held
responsible—the .

TAXING SPECULATION.

The Toronto News has discovered
that land in Saskatchewan is taxed
for the support of schools and from
this draws two conclusions: First,
that direct taxation has arrived for
Saskatchewan, and second, that the
peop’'e do not welcoms its arrival.
Then follows of course the castigation
of the Scott government for introduc-
ing the unwelcome expedient. It
sure'y cannot be news to the News
that the honor of making the intro-
duction belongs not to Premier Scott
but to the esteemed protege of the
News who now leads. the Opposition
in  Saskatchewan. The eminently
wise and thoroughly satisfactory
method of taxing land and only land
for the support of schools was intro-
duced by the government of which
Mr. Haultain 'was head. The dif-
ference is that whereas Mr. Haultain
threw the burden of supporting the
school system on the farmers the
Scott Government proposes to impose
an equal share of it on the absentee
and the speculator. Heretofore the
owner of land in an unorganized ter-
ritory paid no school taxes though
his holding it was probably most com-
monly the cause of its being unoc-
cupied and useless. The Provincial
Government now proposes to make
these gpeculative spirits pay for their
game, So long as the amount col-
lected from the mere holders of land
is more than that paid in by the
users of the land the settlers must
gain; when this proportion ceases the
law can be eazily amended to avoid
injuring those it was made .to pro-
tect. In the mecantime of course the
speculator and his triends will heap
maledictions on Premier Scott.

AND THE ORGANS PLAY ON.

How little sympathy Mr, Borden
receives ‘among his followers for his
flirtations with public ownership is
shown by unequivocal declarations of
hostility from the most influential
organs on the Opposition side. The
Montreal Gazette, the oldest of the
Conservative journals, goes after his
proposal to investigate whether o
not it 1s desirable to establish Gov-
ernment telegraph and telephone
systems, Says the Gazette: “There

1t
may have been purely coincident, but
the chances are it was something
more, that the Gazette in another
column delivers a warning homily en
some unsatisfactory features of the
Australian Guvernment railway sys-
tem and its results. Mr. Borden it
will be remeinbered told the people
oi Halifax that he had no doubt that
if it ever became necessary to build
another transcontinental +the Con-
servative party would be prepared to
build it as a government line, pro-
vided it were aatisfactorily demon-
strated in the meantime that sugh
line could be mad: a success. This
mild circumlocution was surely not
of a nature to threaten the establish-
ed order of things with a socialistic
deluge, but it was apparently enough
to put the Gazette on the war-path.

““895. Here, it is urged, is the proof
“positive that government ownership
“pays. The details, however, fail to
“bear this out. It is true that the
“passenger revenue statistics add to
“the attractiveness of this showing,
“the average rate being only 0.92
“cents per mile, much less than thc
““average of the passenger rate on
“this continent. The lowness 1s 11
““part accounted for by the characte:
“of the traffic, no less than sixty pe:
““cent. being suburban, and, natur.
“ally, handled easily and cheaply.
“The story is different when freigh
“comes under consideration. In 1906,
“of the income of the New South
“Wales railways, no less than 62 pe:
““cent, or $13,140,380 was derived from
“freight. The per ton mile charge (n
“freight was -no less than 2.28 cents,
“ar close upon 200 per cent., greater
“‘than the same charge upon the rail-
“ways of the United States and Can-
“ada. In other words, the service
“for which the Australian railways
“received $13,000,000 would have been
“performed on this contient ‘or
“about $5,000,000, or little more than
“a third of the money.. The excess
“cost of freight carriage alone am.
“ounted to more than the interest on
“the capital cost of the railways.
“Thus, .while the passenger charges
““on the New South Wales railway are
“less than on this continent. the dif-
“ference is many times made up by
“the extra charges on freight, an ex-
“cess so great that if the railways
“of this continent could collect them.
“they could well afford to carry pas-
“sengers free of charge. Yet this is
“not all. The statistics show ' the
“average earnings of the Australian
“employee to be mnearly 20 per cent.
“less than the average paid upon this
“continent. Then it is only within
“recent years that Mr. Thomas Tait
“took charge of the New South Wales
“railways but the showing has been
“anything but satisfactory. As a mat-
“ter of fact the showing was so bad
“that it was recognized that the onlv
“way of improving matters was to :e-
“cure a man of ability from outside
“and give him a free hand. If Mr.
“Tait had had the same opportunity
“as is given a railway manager on
“this continent he would have made
“an even greater success of his ad-
“ministration.”

Clearly Mr. Borden will have some
trouble getting his organs to turn
on the pianissimo stops while be
juggles with" publie ownership.

the rule, and investigations held by
the school board of this city - seem
to indicats that there are loopholes
in the statute which, if they have not
already been taken advantage of, are
open to abuse. Whatever his defects
may be, John Chinaman is never de-
ficient in craft, and his ability to em-
ploy subterfuges is familiar to many
who have never heard of Bret Harte
and his “Heathen Chinee.”

Under the act the collection of the
tax is waived in the case of merch-
ants, -their wives and children, tour-
ists, men of science and students, as
well as of the diplomatic corps and
their retinue, ete. This has led to
little abuse, because the collectors of
Vaneouver and Viotoria have very
rigorously applied the provisions, ex-
cluding from its benefits even share-
holders in commercial companies who
had ‘other means of livelihood, and
restrieting the benefit. of the clause
to those registered under the partner-
ship act of the province as merchants.
The same vigilance is exercised with
respeet to the other classes indicated.

One Loophole Available.

The customs officials, however,
have noticed that this year about
thirty-five Chinese boys have landed
at Victoria under sub-section 3 of
clause 6. This paragraph reads as
follows -

“Persons of Chinese origin claim-
ing on their arrival to be students,
but who are unable to produce the
necessary certificates as hereinbefore
provided, shall be entitled to a refund
of the tax exacted from them on the
production within eighteen months of
their arrival in Canada of certificates
from teachers in any school or col-
lege in Canada, showing that they
are and have been for at least one
vear bona fide students in attendance
at such school or college.”

Coincident with the arrival of these
boys, the schoel board of the city oi
Victoria was requested fo provide
teachers and accommodation for -the

training of upward of thirty children,
presumably of the class which has
entered Canada in the form indicated.

Conferences followed with the at-
torney-general of the province, who
has advised non-compliance with the
request pending a conference with the
department of trade and commerce at
Ottawa,

It is held that under the clause in
question coolies, the class against
which the exclusion clauses are lev-
elled, may bring boys from China, get
a merchant friend to guarantee the
deposit of $500 with the collector of
customs, send them to school for a
year, long enough to qualiiy for the
return of the tax money, and to ac-
quire a working knowledge of Eng-
lish, and then turn them loose as
dishwashers or at other cheap labor
among the whites where, under the
present conditions, they would earn
probably $15 per month.

In the. opinion of the collector of
customs at this port there has been
little advantage taken of the provi-
sion in question so far, but its elasti-!
city is evident, and the Ottawa au-!
thorities may deem it necessary to
repeal the clause, enforce a longer
term of attendanee at school, raise
the age limit, or in some way alter
the working of the act.

It is a curious illustration of the
varying operation oi a statute under
different conditions, that this very
clause three was originally regarded
as a most salutory one, both from a
moral and economic standpoint. It
has been in all the Chinese immigra-
tion laws since the beginning of such
legislation in Canada, and was in-
| tended to encourage Chinese resident
in Canada to send for their families
and thus live under more moral con-
ditions, at the same time spending
his money in the country in which
it was earned, instead ol sending it
back to China.

CONTRACT AWARDED.

For Section 5 of Trent Valley Canal,
a Distance of Three Miles.
Ottawa, Sept. 4.—The contract has
been awarded for the construction of
another section of the Trent Valley
canal, It is from Rice Lake division,
section 5, from the highway bridge at
Campbelliord to deep water in Crow,
a distance of three miles, and has
been given to Brown & Alymer, who
made the lowest tenders, The con-
tract price is about $550,000. Tenders

REV. DR. BRYCE’S IMPRESSIONS ]gmnts, and was taken up with a rush.

Winnipeg, Sept. 3.—The Rev. Dr.
B.r_'._'ce. who has just returned from a
visit to Alberta and a portion of Brit-
ish Columbia, gives the iollowing in-
teresting account of his trip.

“I have been away for nearly a
month and have enjoyed it very
much. The weather in the far west
was moist for August, but was very
enjoyable. I found the people very
hopeful.

Edmonton—the “Canital City.”

“This is to’be the c'ief city of the
great Saskatchewan™ va.lcy, and its
lofty )}eights are becoming more and
more impressive. Jasper avenue, the
main street is a fine thoroughfare.
The railway station of the C.N.R. is
now in use,” and the great bridge of
the C.P.R. will be ), .ilt'in a year or
two. I naturally v' .ted again the old
Fort. For more thau a hundred years
Edmonton House has been a trading
post. TIts ‘site is now to be used for
the erection of the parliament build-
ings, and this site will rival Govern-
ment hall, Ottawa, Temporary build-
ings are now being built in the lower
height, and will be occupied this au-
tumn. In the heart of the rity are
the fine Roman Catholic institutions
—a tribute to the industiry and fore-
sight of the bishop of St Albert,
whose seat is some nine miles away.
On the opposite, or Strathcona side of
the river I was shown the splendid
site for the future university of Al-
berta, and beside it a.plot given for
the prospective Presbyterian college.
But surely Edmonton and Strathcona
should be one city. Strathcona might
well retainr its name, and be the Fort
Rouge of the ‘Alberta capital. Dr.
Riddell’s Methodist college is in the
very centre of Edmonton and is flour-
ishing. The followers of John Knox
are as thick as blackberries in Edmon-
ton-and Strathcona. The first church
has a magnificent congregation found-
ed by our Dr. Baird, and built up by
Dr. McQueen, whose name is one to
conjure by in all Northern Alberta.
Queen’s street church is a marvel of
growth, having in a year or two ob-
tained a membership of three or four
hundred. Strathcona Presbyterian,
congregation is just finishing a large
and beautiful new church, and a
Methodist church equally attractiveis
being built by the same contractor.
The building in Edmonton is great
this year, and there are said.to be
at present 3,400 persons living in tents
in the city. I conducted church ser-
vices in both Edmonton and Strath-
cona and met many old friends,

“The towns along the raiiway south
from Edmonton are thriving. I drop-
ped off the train at two oi them, We-
taskiwin, where the clergyman is Rev.
J. E. Hogg, of Manitoba college, and
Red=<Deer, a wvery pretty town, where
the minister, Mr. Fortune, is one of
Manitoba’s. newest B.D.s. A fine
Methodist church is being erected in
Red Deer. But 1 was much impress-
ed with Calgary. It is a most sub-
stantial' place. 'Ceming 'in from the
east gide & traveller is struckiby the
large manufacturing  establishments
which are springing up. The whole-
sale houses are also very strong and
aggressive here. Western Canada col-
lege under Rev. Dr. 'McRae reports
having had an excellent year. The
Indian school-is to be. changed into
a species of Indian Children’s hos-
pital—a thing very much needed. All
the Calgary churches are vigorous;
the local newspaper announced:- last
week that they are always filled. I

has a splendid congregation of a
thousand on one floor, and also in
Grace Presbyterian church, which is
to erect a new building very soon.
There is a new church—St. Andrew’s
—in the manufacturing district.. The
large institutional Methodist church
of Calgary is doing a good work.
Vegreville, the C. N, R. Centrv.

“While in northern Alberta, I ran
down the C.N.R. to Fort Saskatche-
wan and then on to Vegreville. This
is the centre of a large Galician popu-
lation.  Superintendent Carmichael
came up from the east, and we here
met five or six of the missionaries of
the Independent Greek church of
Canada, who are doing a good work
among their Galician countrymen. At
Vegreville there is & tine Presbyterian
hospital. A generous lady gave $4,000
towards its erection and nearly as
much more has been spent upon it by
the Women’s: Home Missionary so-
ciety of Toronto. It is a well appoint-
ed building. Some changes in the
management having been made, a
Toronto lady, Mrs. Kipp, whom I
met’ yesterday in this city, is on her
way out to Vegreville to installthe new
management. The local Greek church
missionary is Mr. Jarema, who figur-
ed in the Gimli church difficulty two
or three years ago, and who made
such an able defence in the case in
the Winnipeg court. He has three
churches- under his care, the third in
Vegreville was being finished when
we were there.

“The conference oi the Greek church
missionaries was quite successful.
Both governments in Alberta and Sas-
katchewan are organizing Galician
schools, The Galicians are a very
thrifty people and are improving
greatly. They will form a very sturdy
and patriotic element in our- Cana-
dian' life.

The Doukhobors,

“On my journey between Edfnonton
and Calgary I met Rev. John McDou-
gall, and with him had a most in-
structive conversation. He has for
the past year been engaged, as Do-
minion government commissioner, in
studying and adjusting Doukhobor
dsfficulties. He has been very suec-
cessful. While not able to do away
with the absurd communism of these
people he has laid the axe at the
root of the tree, which will ultimate-
ly remove it. About 2,000 persons, up-
wards of one quarter of the Doukho-
bors have been induced to take up in-
dependent - homesteads. The remain-
der upwards of 6,000 refused to do
so. However, reserves were made for
them, ecalculated on the basis of 15
acres apiece for each soul. Each fam-
ily is thus registered for its share on
this- basis. The -remainder of the
rich reserve was then opened to Cafa-
dian, American and British immi-

The Kootenal Lakes.

“Having busines in Nelson, B. C.,
I went through the Selkirks, to Revel-
stoks, and down the beautiful Arrow
Lakes. Here on the steamer I met two
missionaries, old acquaintances, who
in these lonely places are holding the
fort. One of them with headquarters
at Nakusp goes down the lakes to
four points,” where settlements of ten
or fifteen ‘families are found. He is
the sole occupant of his parish, and
vigits and preaches to all classes. The
woods are dangerous, and in one part
a very large bear ranges, My friend
thoughi past three score is an expert
riffeman and can indeed discuss all
points as to the impact of bullets,
their velocity and momentum. He
had his rifle with him, and I know it
was ‘“‘loaded for bear.” Otherwise my
friend was a veritable Vicar of Wake-
field. He was promised a gasoline
launch for his work but has not yet
received it. I wish I could find a
generous  soul who could help him to
get one. Nelson is a pretty place
whether seen. lighted as you approach
it in the night or examined by day.

“On former visits T found it ambi-,

tious about mines, smelters and the
price of eopper, indeed- about ‘“Mam-
mon, the least erected spirif' that
fell,” but it is now rquch changed,
and is the centre of a great fruit-
ranching propaganda. Really for cli-
mate, soil and favorable means of
transport it would 'he hard to surpass
the Arrow Lake metropolis.
The Columbia River Ranches.

“I took a trip southward from Nel-
son by the Great Northern rvailway
for two or three seore miles iuto the
state of Washington,.. Here I visited
a former well-known resident of Win-
nipeg, Dr. E. A. Blakely, who now
lives at Kettle Falls and has develop-
ed into an enterprising-fruit-rancher.
He has a most comfortable. house in
which I was entertgined by his ami-
able wife. His rdanch is already pro-
ducing well.” He Ifad ‘sent &''carload
of peaches oul' fromi ‘his place to the
railway station every day of the week
preceding my visit, Kettle Falls re-
gion even without irrigation produces
more than a dozerd kind of valusgble
fruits, pedches, apricots and quinoes
among them growing with perfect
freedom. - The climate is gentle, the
soil being volcanic ash is most pro-
ductive and ° the market - unlimited.
Indeed, ‘much of the fruit from this
district goes to' Nelson! and the Crow’s
Nest Pass, There : being - but one
church in Kettle Falls—that of my
own faith—I conducted service twice
on: Sunday and lectured on Monday
night to a good audience of intelli-
gent Americans,

Fort Colville.

“The Kettle Falls—called by the
voyageurs Chandiere;-are on the Co-
lumbia river. They are well worth
seeing, and I saw them on August
20th. They consist of two principal
falls, and their height is variously es-
timated. At these falls, hundreds of
miles from the Pacific Ocean, vast
numbers of salmon appear in August.
During my visit to the falls I ob-
served an Indian woman patiently
sitting by the falls with hook and line
seeking salmon for' her dinner, On
account of these great falls at this
point on the Columbia river the fur
traders were compelled to portage
their canoes.

“Accordinly in 1826 the greatest
fort of the upper Columbia—Fort Col-
ville—was built, it being so called af-
ter the name of the Hudson’s Bay
company governor of the time. I vis-
ited the fort on the day of my second
visit to the falls. This was once a
great fort, indeed. Here, according
to the Hubert Bancroft, “the first at-
tempt was made at what might be
called farming in all that vast region
north of San Francisco bay and west
of the Rocky Mountains.” The fort
was, it is said, kept up as a Hudson’s
Bay fort until 1860 or 1862. It fell
into the hands of a Highland trader
whose son, Donald McDonald, pos-
sesses it. The portraits of the propri-
etor and his wife, both natives, hang
on the walls of one of the rooms of
the main building, which had been
once burned, but was rebuilt around
two huge chimneys, which still re-
main, . Evidences were here geen of
what was once the large library of the
fort. I saw copies of Cicero’s Ora-
tions, a very old dictionary and Ma-
cauley’s Essays. The house was in
charge of a German,.Carl Graub, who
had been a prospector as far.north as
Fort Chippewyan. Graub stated that
the large warehouse, now a barn, of
heavy timbers, built in old Red River
fashion, was erected in 1808. This I
find to be a mistake as. Fort Colville
is declared by Alexander Ross “fur
trader of the far west’’) to have been
laid out in 1825. I saw also the old
blockhouse—one of the four bastions
—and'a number of relics of which I
may give a fuller account at some
other time. A short distance south
of Fort Colville there is one log build-
ing standing of the old Jesuit mis-
sion.

A Pioneer Gone.

“Returning to British Columbia,
and journeying along the Crow’s Nest
Pass, I stopped at Lethbridge and
Medicine Hat, where I found the
strikes. of last year quieted down.
Both of these towns are thriving. The
great bridge to be built at Lethbridge

for the C.P.R. will be a western won-
der, both as to length and height.
Both of these towns are aiming at be.
ing manufacturing centres—the one
with its coal and the other with -its
natural gas. While I was in Leth-
bridge a gloom seemed to have fallen
on the whole community. This was
on account of the death of he pioneer
clergyman of the district; the Rev.
Charles McKillop. The talk about
him was general. I remember but
few such marked cases. His was a
picturesque figure, Going west, years
ago, to the rough district of Southern
Alberta, Mr. MeKillop came intn
many of the fiery spirits of the border
country. MecKillop was a match ip
strength and as a boxer for any of
them, and once or twice in return
for insults showed his prowess. His
name became a famous one in ths
community for physical strength, as
it did also for righteousnegs and bene-
volence. Many a kind act he did; and
his home was a synonym for hospital-
ity. The whole community agreed in
saying “that a good name is rather
to be chosen than great riches.” |
held services in St. John’s Church,
Medicine Hat, last Sunday, both
morning and evening.”

INDIAN BRIDGE WORKERS
AWARE OF CRACK.

Quebec, Sept. 6—When the inquest
was resumed . yesterday as to the
cause of the collapse of the Quebec
bridge more interest was aroused n
the testimony pf Alexander Quimet,
who testified that as long ago as last
May he saw a crack three-quarters of
an inch wide 1 one of the plates of
the outer pier, This testimony caus-
ed a decided sensation in the court
room and the engineers of the bridge
who were-present seemed very much
surprised,

Alexander Ouimet was called to the
stand and was first asked to show
the jury where the  ecrack of which
he told yesterday wus situated. A
photo of this. part of the structure
was produced and on it he. pointed
out the plate on which the crack ap-
peared. This crack, which was about
20 inches long and ‘84 of an inch
wide, was in . what is technically
known as the bottom lateral plate of
the shoe connection from the chord
to the pier. This plate was on what
is locally known as tha Montreal side
of the bridge.

The coroner went into the position
of this crack fully and Ouimet stuck
to his statement., He said that the
plate in question was gix feet long
and abou 3-4 of an inch thick. The
crack was the whole depth of the
plate and when he saw the defect it
was just bolted. He first noticed it
in May and he saw 1t again in July.
He did not inform the engineer at
the bridge of the defect as he was not
an inspector and did not think it was
his duty. Questioned the witness said
that he worked around: this spot for
three or four days and that the last
time he noticed the erack was in July.
Raoul LaFrance conflrmed this evid-
ence.

Engineer Did Not See Crack.

After LaFrance had concluded his
evidence Mr, McLure. the engineer,
was recalled. He stated that although
he examined “the part in ‘question
many times -during the sumimer he
did not see the erack-in  question:
He told the jury that this plate was
of no importance only when the wind
was blowing and was practically only
a wind plate. To the coroner he said
he remembered visiting the spot late-
ly and .of seeing the plate but had
never ,seen the crack. Asked if a
crack in this position and of the size
described, would affect the solidarity
of the -bridge, he stated than any
crack would affect the solidarity of
the bridge. but he was most emphatic
that this would not have been dang-
erous, He admitted, however, that
if he had seen a crack of this kind
he would immediately have taken
steps to have it repaired.

Plate Was Bent.

The witness stated that he had it
on record that the plate came from
the shop slightly crimped and that
it was reported to Mr. Cooper, who
approved of it. He explained that
the bend was made on purpose as 1t
would hardly fit the shoes. It was a
practice that was commonly used and
the plate had been' reinforced by an-
other. Mr. McLure stated that the
crimp in the plate might on casual
examination to an inexperienced eye
lonk like a crack. The special use of
the plate' was to hold the end of one
of the bottom laterals or traces. It
was part of the wind bracing simph;\

he examined the plate

crack—what he saw

This crimp would probably be taken
by an inexperienced man for a crack,
and especially if he did not make a
close examination. He remembered
perfectly seeing the plate in question
and was positive that there was no-
thing wrong. Several other witnesses
were heard who did not materially
add to what had been said.

When adjournment had been reach-
ed Foreman DeLage said the jury had
not heard enough evidence to reach
a verdict and thought they should
adjourn till the government investiga-
tion was over. This was decided on.

Hoare’s Report to Directors.

Juebec, Sept. 5—I' tbecame known
during the -investigation - into the
bridge disaster that Chief Engineer
Hoare had presented a report at the
meeting of the directors of the bridge
company, showing a flaw had been
discovered before the collapse of the
structure. The report as presented
says: :‘On the evening of August 27,”
remarked Mr, Hoare, “Mr. MecLure,
the resident inspection engineer,came
to see me with a sketch showing that
the ribs in' one of the lower chords
of the west truss of the anchor arm
showed an inward side deflection. The
matter was reported the same day to
the consulting engineer and the Phoe-
nix Bridge company, but in order to
avoid the delays and any misunder-
standing that might arise from trans-
mission of messages, Mr. McClure
left the next merning for New York
and Phoenixville to discuss the ques-
tion. - Soon after these interviews took
place the structure very suddenly
collapsed.”

Whether the chord in question was
the cause of the accident or not is at
present unknown. Personally, I did

L

not see any immediate danger. At
the same time I considered the ques-
tion of sufficient importance to send
McClure to explain the situation to
the consulting engineer and the Phoe-
nix Bridge company.

“A few days previously the tests
were taken for deflection = which
agreed with the theoretical calcula-
tions showing that everything was
working out as it should. If results
had been otherwise, the conclusion
would ,have been that something was
wrong.*”

At the opening of the inquest En-
gineer Hoare was questioned ‘on the
report. In reply to the coromer, Mr.
Hoare said that he never thought the
condition of that chord was serious
enough to cause an accident to the
stated, he thought it was of sufficient
importance to necessitate McClure
himseli going to New York. The wit-
ness stated that since the accident he
had not had time to make a thorough
examination of the bridge, nor enough
to come to a definite conclusion. Mr.
Hoare stated that a very precise in-
spection' was made of the work. Ii
progressed not- only at the bridge,
where the construction was going on
but at Phoenixville as well, where the
material was prepared. They had no-
ticed a deflection in other pieces of
steel, but not so pronounced as this
one, but never considered them of
any moment, as they always could he
repaired.

Asked by the coroner, he said that
it might have happened in transporta-
tion, He could not say as to whether
it had happened before or after the
chord was put in place, but, if before,
it was prébable that it would have
been noticed. It may have been dam-
aged before it went into the bridge,
they should not put any more load on
the bridge. He did not give the wit-
ness any instructions to telegraph to
Quebec. The witness thought  that
Mr. Cooper was to some extent wor-
ried about the curvature. He did not
go to Phoenixville on Mr. Cooper’sin-
structions, but on those given by Mr.
Hoarse before he left the bridge. He
arrived in Phoenixville at 4.58 p.m..
and went at once to the office of Mr
Dean, the company’s chief engineer.
Mr. Dean already had a report from
his own resident engineer by. mail.
He had exactly the same sketches in
his office received from Mr. Birks, the
Phoenix company’s resident engineer
at the bridge. The witness was not
aware when this report had been re-
ceived, but it had come by mail, - The
witness said that Mr. Dean expressed
the opinion that this chord had al-
ways been in the same condition. The
witness said that he was oi a different
opinion, and told Mr. Dean so, but
that did not change the latter’s mind.
They discussed the matter as to what
should be done. He did not tell Mr.
MecClure not to put any more material
on that bridge. He made no recom-
mendations at all. It was about an
hour after he left Mr. Dean that he
heard of the aecident. No verdict was
reached before the adjournment.

Canadian Part of Work Faultless

Ottawa, Sept. 5.—Alex. McDougall
one of the government engineers, has
returned from Quebec.” He says that
the report of the examining engineers
was correct and that the fault lies
with the steel construction.

CONGESTION 'N THE CITY
SCHOOLS.

The second week of school shows a
very large increase in attendance as
compared with the same period last
year. During last September there
were enrolled in the pyblic schools a
total of 1,064 pupils, while this year
there are already registered 400 more
than this number. These figures
show that there is no abatement in
the rate of increase in the school
population. The superintendent es-
timates that there will be enrolled
during the year 1,907 at least, 110 per
cent. more pupils than during 1906.
The percentage of increase in 1906
over 1905. was 35 per cent., so that
both relatively and actually the in-
crease will be considerably above
that of last year.

Relief of Congestion Inadequate.

At the close of last term the board
had an extra room available for the
fall opening. This room has -been
furnished and occupied, but it does
not give adequate relief.  During last
year the board successfully met the
demands for school room by putting
up temporary buildings, and the same
policy. will have to be pursued even
to a greater extent this year, owing
to the time required to put up large
permanent schools. Last year the
congestion was principally in the
East end and not less than seven new
rooms were opened in all in this part
of the city, while one room was open-
ed in the basement of the McKay
avenue school, This year the chief
pressure is in the West end and vig-
orous steps will be requiréd to furn-
ish relief.. The board have been met
by an unexpected increase of 150
pupils in McKay Avenue school alone,

To - relieve this steps have already
been taken to open two rooms in the
West end. A building will be' put
up on the half block recently acquir-
ed by the board north of Athabasca
and between” 13th and 14th streets.
This building will be completed in a
month. It is not improbable that re:
lief may be sought later by furnish-
ing schools to the rapidly increasing
population on the Flats.

The High school opened with an at-
tendance of 63 the first week. This
number will likely be considerably
increased. The total school popula-
tion will in all probability reach 1,900
by Christmas. | Over 300 pupils were
added last year during the fall term
and the number will undouhtedly be
400 this term.

S B. Woeds, deputy atiormey-gen-
eral, appeared for the prosecution and
R. B. Bennett, Calgary, for the lum-
bermen.

The summons reads that members
mentioned therein did conspire, com-
bine  and agree to unduly limit the
facilities for supplying or dealing in
an ‘article or commodity which may
be & subject of trade or commerce,
to wit, lumber, and thereby did com-
mit an indictable offence contrary to
the provisions of the e¢riminal code.

The summons also includes an in-
dictment faor. combpining with the Brit-
ish Columbia lumber manufacturers
to arrest productien, manuiacture and
transportation: of lumber, and there-
by strangle legitimate frade in a com-
modity eof .ecommerce.

Only Two Failed To Appear.

All the members of the association
Mentioned in the summeons were pres-
ent exeept F. D. Becker. who now re-
sides in British Columbia.

The witnesses subpoenaed in the
case arée Messrs. Grogan, Wells, Alex-
ander, Austie, MeNicol, Ambrose,
Skead, Taylor and Filtness. All were
present except - Messrs. Skead and
Tayler,

By an arrangement of the counsel
for -eaeh side, it was decided. to take
up the charge against one of the de-
fendants. as representative of the as-
sociatiop and these imentioned in the
indictment, a8 far as the preliminary
investigation was _concerned.

And
were not regarded as legitimate lum-
ber dealers,
The Edmonton Meeting.

All the directors were present at
the Edmonton meeting when a resolu-
tion was passed to the effect that the
mountain millers often sold to parties
ignorant of the fact that they were
not members of the association, and

which led Mr. Woods to. remark he
was_yery glad this happened on both
sides of politics,

. The portion of the Ottawa evidence
in question relates o the deposition
respecting the officers of the associa-
tion present at the Edmonion meet-
ing and as neither Mr. A. T. Cushing
nor Mr. A- J. Robertson were pres-
ent their mames naturally do not ap-
pear.

Upon the investigation being resum-
ed yesterday afternoon Mr. Bennett
asked for. the protection of the court
for the Witness Grogan.

InSpector Worsley, who adjourned
the court at 1.15 to consider the oh-
jection of counsel for the defence,
asked for a counter argument from
Mr. Woods.

Mr. Woods in defending his posi-
tion said that it was an extraordin-
ary contention that a witness exam-
ined in Ottawa should return to Cal-
gary and burn all the documentary
evidence -in the exhibits, and thus
protect himself by ‘saying the court
can’t produce the 'secondary docu-
mentary evidence as stated in the
Parliamentary report, The witness
had wilfully, he said, destroyed all
the evidence of his own conspiracy.
He stated there was a statute-that if
a witness was adverse the judge had
diseretion to permit the very device
the prosecution was adopting.

Mr. Bennett still held .to his objec-

The resolution and a list of the
names of the aceredited members of
the association was sent to Mr. Wells
of the Mountain Mills association, A
list of non-members was not sent.
The resolution set forth the meaning
of legitimate dealer as™stipulated in
the bylaws of the association.
Witness, questioned in reference to
the Becker reéport of the Nelson meet-
ing, said it was destroyed. The report
was written and sent to the witness
as secretary of the association.
“Did you take any action on this
report?”’
“Yes, a copy was sent to the direct
ors and posgibly a circular letter.”

Non-Members Total 50.

The list of non-members includes
about 50 men, some of them the larg-
est dealers in Alberta. Witness stat
ed that the object of Becker’s visit
to Nelson was to corall all the busi-
ness for the dealers of the association,

“We wanted it all, sure,” said the
witness.

Witness stated that at the Edmon.
ton meeting a year ago the provision
preventing contractors from member
ship in the association was repealed,
It was confined to the contractor who
had a lumber yard commensurate
with the demands of the trade in his
district.

“Who was to decide whether the
contractor .had a yard commensurate
with the trade?”’

“He statéd it in his application. Tf
he was a stranger’' I made inquiry to
see if he was a legitimate contractor,
I referred it to the local director. T
the applicant’s credit was no good
his application would not be OK’d.

The last list members
was sent to Mr, Wells about Christ-
mas. Witness said he was busy pre-
paring a revised list of the members
now. There were about 125 members.

The receipt book would show when

each joined. One dealer had resign-
ed irom the association before this
prosecution was announced.

Prices Advance Four Times.

In answer to a question witness
stated that the prices had risen about
four times since the formation of the
retail association. There was also a
rice since the Ottawa investigation.

To Mr. Bennett, witness stated that
he knew nothing about lumber, or the
lumber trade. He was merely a di-
rector, by virtue of his office of sec-
retary-treasurer, of the association.
From time to time he prepared lists
of the lumber dealers in the province.
He had no secret instructions to do
anything contrary to the bv-laws of
the association. He had no informa-
tion that members of the association
received rebates from the -manufac-
turers, or that anyone not a member
of the association was dealt unfairly
with by the manufacturers, or that
the members were even given a pre-
terence, He never received price lists
from the manufacturers, He saw
lists that were sent to the dealers, but
had no control over the distribution
of these price lists. There was no ar-
rangement that he was aware of by
which these price lists were sent to
members alone, He knew of no cases
where applications for membship in
the association. had been refused,

As far as he knew there was no dis-
crimination urged against the nbn-
members of the retail association, and
he knew .of no digcrimination by the
manufacturers against non-members.
No Connection With. Price Cutting.

"As to cutting prices, he stated that
he had nothing to do with the ar-
rangement of prices in any place in
the province, or with what was charg-
ed at any point.

He knew of no fixed price being

made by the dealers in this province. |

Cutting of prices was a matter over|

which the association had no control,
nor attempted to exercise any.

He knew of no arrangement where-
by members of the association cut to
drive out non-members who were
dealers. ;

He stated that there was nothing in|
the action oi the retail lumbermen’s
association in trying to prevent whole-
salers in lumber or manufacturers
from selling direct to consumers dif-
ferent from retail grocers preventing
wholesalers from selling to consumers
over the trade. When the Mountain
mills idssned their price lists they re-
gerved the right as stated on the back
of the list, to sell direct to elevators,
railways, flour mills, governments
and to the foreign trade.

3y this’ list ‘the prices were. f.0.b.
at ‘the point of delivery. The manu-
facturer paid the freight. Witness did{
not know that the members of the'
association got any better freight rate
than other dealers in: tite ‘province.

The Mountain mills had never at-
tempted to fix, contrel or dictate the
price of lumber in. this province. This
would also apply to the Pacific coast
mills.

Witness never heard, ,or knew of
any agreement between the Alberta
Portland Cement Co. and the associa-
tion as to more favorable treatment
to members of the association, and of
no ‘attempt to fix the price of retail
lumber here.

As To Car Supply.

He knew of mo discrimination in
car supply in favor of association
members or other facilities, as placing
cars in favorable position for loading,
ete.

The association knew no record of
the cars coming into Alberta and no
attempt was made to limit the num-
ber of cars of lumber coming into the
province from British Columbia. He
uever heard of any scheme to lessen
the quantity of timber manufactured
in British Columbia to limit the sup-
ply ior Alberta. He knew of no case
since the organization of the associa-
tion -of ahy attempt to limit the num-

ber of yards in a particular point in|

this province. There had been no les-
sening of the number of yards.

No Correspondence as Secretary.

With respect to Messrs. Alexander
& Heaps, he said he had no corre-
spondence with them as secretary of
the Alberta association .to lessen the
manufacture or sale of lumber for Al-
berta.

Witness, in respect to Becker’s visit
to the Mountain Mills association,
stated to Mr. Bennett that Backer was
vice-president of the association, em-
ployed by Staples & Co. He left them
this summer. He ‘explained that
Becker went to Nelson to the meeting
of the Mountain Mills association- on
business of his own. He was not a
delegate in the accepted sense of the
term. There was no understanding
or agreement bewteen the Alberta as-
sociation and the millmen in British
Columbia, He went to place griev.
ances before the millmen, but had no
power to advise or dictate to them.
He had no status in the organization
of the millmen.  Becker returned, and
made a report, which had been de-
stroyed. The gist oi his report was
sent out by witness in a circular let-
ter to the members of the associa-
tion.

The ‘““Legitimate Dealers.”

Dealing with the resolution that
was passed at the Kdmonton meeting
of the association, whereby it was re-
solved to send a list of the “legitimate
dealers” to the millmen, so they
would not have the excuse of ignor-
ance any more, as to who belonged
to the association. Witness stated
that the resolution instructed him to
send a list of “legitimate dealers.”
He sent a list of only members of the
association, but there was no agree-
ment between him and the directors
to send only the accredited membars
of the association. He took the onus
of that action.

When contractors who were dealers

were made acceptable as members of
the association, it was done, not by
changing the ‘constitution or the by-
lawg: It was: merely a change in the

form of the application.” The form of
application was originally drawn up
by the witness, and when the associa-
tion met in Edmonton, it was pointed
out that the application form contra-
vened the consttution and by-laws,
and was accordingly modified to re-
move the restriction on contractors.
Wells Never Asked.

Mr. Wells never inquired of witness
whether certain men dealing in Alber-
ta were members oi the association or
not. With respect to the Skead inci-
dent, the question was who supplied
him, He was hawking lumber around
the country and had no yard. He was
never a member of the association,
though he had a lumber yard in Cal-
gary for a considerable time,

With respect to the letter from Sta-
ples & Co. per F. D, Becker, he stated
that Didsbury was territory outside
the jurisdiction of Becker, and his
statement in no way involved the Al-
berta assoc:ation.

He never was present at any mect-
ing of the association when
were discussed or fixed.

Examined .in Rebuttal.

Re-examined by Mr. Woods,
stated that with respect to rebate
virtually knew nothing about it, th:
is he knew nothing of the alleg
charge that if the millmen sold ]
ber to an elevator or flour mill in any
place, the retail dealér there could
demand the spread between (i~
price and the list price from
manufacturer.

Asked if he would positively swe
that the association had nothing t
do with prices in the face of the ex
plicit statement of the by-laws, wit
ness said he would qualify it by say-
ing that he meant as far as individual
members were concerned.

Asked if he, as author of the appli-

an applicant to maintain prices as set
forth in the list, would still contend
that the association had nothing to
do with prices ,witness stated it was
true as far as individuals were con-
cerned. §

Mr. Woods then took the
over the statement to Mr. Bennett,
where he said that though Bécker at-
tended the meeting of the Mountain
Mills asscciation he was not a dele-
gate, and that no agreement existed
between the two associations. Wit-
ness admitted that the action of-the
Elk Co. in promising not to supply
Skead was virtually an agreement and
established relationship.

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WITH THE FARMERS

EXPORT CATTLE ARE MOVING
NOW.

Winnipeg, Sépt. 4—There will be a
very cunsiderable reduction in the
number of cattle exported from West.
ern Canada this fall, according to the
estimate of H." C. McMullen, general
live stock agent of the C. P. R., who
‘s in the city. Mr. MeMullen has
headquarters at Calgary and is un-
questionably the best authority on
the range industry in Canada. While
he forecasts a very considerable fal-
ling off in export cattle Mr. McMul-
len predicts that Canadian stock
dealers who send their herds aeross
the pond this fall will receive a very
considerable advance for everything
offered.

“You see, it is like this,”” observed
Mr. McMullen in deseribing the situ-
ation on the plains of Saskatchewan
and Alberta, “we moved for export
purposes from Western Canada exact-
lv 74,000 beef cattle in 1906—the high
water mark. This year I don't be-
lieve the number to be shipped to
European markets will exceed 50,000

“Phis condition is not due to any
particular loss last winter and can-
not be accepted as a lack of prosper-
ity among the owners of range cattle
in the West, but rather to unusual
conditions in the way of cattle ma-
turing.

No Yearlings This Year.

“For instance, in 1903 some ten o1
fifteen thousand yearlings were plac-
ed on the Canadian range and these
matured for the export market in
1908. 1In 1904, however, the yearlings
which gshould have been putf inte
the herds to mature in 1907 were not
to be had. This will account for a
very considerable diserepancy in the
number of head exported last year
and that to be shipped out this year.

“We have already begun to mov=
stock eastward, the first train - going
out on July 15. This-is a laler per-
iod than usual. I have seen the move-
ment well under way on July 4. The
heavy rains in the west have been
partially responsible for this -delay.
the grass being rank and wet, pre-
venting the stock thaturing for this
export trade.

Higher Price for Beef.

““The beef exported thus far has
commanded from three-fourths to a
cent higher value than last year and
we look for quotations to continue to
advance. Range owners are in a very
prosperous- condition throughout the
Canadian Northwest. They have all
the ‘money they need to handle their
stoek - and - the steadily inecreasing
value of land'is 'thé only circomstance
that “oversiadows their prosperity.
Of course ‘with so many settlers com
ing into the country the old frec
range ‘is broken- up, fenced in and
destroyed. It costs money to leave
land fer the range now where in the
old days the government supplied the
range free, or nominally so.

Losses Were Not:Excessive.

1 don’t think the Tosses were éx-
cessive last winter in spite of the
hard lnck. stories ecireulated. The los-
ses were 2 Hitle qmiore than normal,
but it taught a lesson that is valu-
able. It means more hay will have to
ba: put up for stock in future and
tthat on the whole the country will
benefit by what was regarded -as a
nasty condition.

“All through western Baskatchéwan
and easdern Alberta the range eoun-
trv is filing with farmers. From
Moose Jaw-to Medicine Hat the det-
tlement is something marvellous, The
country over which I rode for miles
without finding a wire fence or a
human habitation on both sides of
the' C. P. R. tracks from Moose Jaw
to Medicine Hat but a few years ago
is ‘mow well settled up and the sec-
tiom is producing large quantities of
wheat. North of the track this de-
velopment continues right through to
Battleford and south it goes into the
Dirt Hills and south of the Cypress
Hills. All these farmers have brought
in stock and have invested consider
able money. The whole country is
vefy prosperous.”

Mr. McMullen is the man who hag
charge of all cattle movements, the
ordering of cars, etc. He lives at Cal.
gary, but travels all over the west
and into the States, where he keeps
it touch with the live stock-ipndus
try.

Prices in the American markets have,
like Winnipeg, made new high re-
cords, an advance of one to two cents
being made in Minneapolis and Chi-
cago with the close of.all the marksts
at practically the best figures of the
day. . A fraction was lest in Winni-
peg just at the close on some short
selling by a leading elevator concern.
October closing at 993. one dollar
being the highest point of the day
any sales were made at., The oats
market is stronger today, and about
half a e2nt higher. Cash oats are in
demand by exporters and local con-
sumers, and very few old oats are
eoming forward.

THE PREVENTION OF THE
MANGE.

Two years ago mange among cattle
crept into Alberta from the south,
among range cattle in the north,
which gradually spread to an extent
which led the Dominion government
to take steps to try and eradicate the
disease. Two years ago, although in-
spactors were appointed, the dipping
of cattle was not compulsory, and
although most largez cattle owners,
such as the Cirecle and Oxley ranches,
dipped their ecattle, many hundreds
of small cattle owners did not de
go, the mange still spread. Last
vear very few cattle owners dipped
or treated their cattle at all. The re-
sult was that last fall nearly all herds
of cattle north, south and east of
Calgary were badly affected with
mange, and when the last hard win-
ter came on, many thousants ol
cattle suffered with this disease,which
not only brought them down in flesh
and took the hair off, but made them
unable to withstand the winter. Also
enough hay was not put up last fall.
by either large or small cattle owners,
to feed their stock, and many men
had come into the sections of Alberta
which were adapted for stock raising.
with a false idea, which was that
the cattle could range out all winter
without or with but little feed. The
result of this was seen last spring.
when thousands of cattle had died
during the previous winter, and those
that remained were weak and poor
and greatly affected with mange. Of
course there are many instances
where cattle winter fed, as some of
P. Burns’ or the Oxley, did not con-
tract mange, but as soon as these
cattle were turned out on the range
they must come in contaet with dis-
:ased animals and at once become
infected. The government, seeing
that ‘the disease of mange would be-
come prevalent, passed a compulsory
dippiing act, making it compulsory
for all cattle owners, whether great
or small, to dip or spray their cattle,
sither with a preparation of sulphur
and lime or crude oil and soap. This
action on the part of the government
was no doubt a very good one, as if
mange is not eradicated among the
cattle herds of Alberta not only will
the losses to owners be most serious.
but if ‘it takes great hold, cattle will
ba quarantined through the province.
Now, the results of the. compulsory
dipping, as far as T have seen, in: the
Little Bow and Queénstown districts.
arz as follows:—

All Must Work Together.

Not one man, if he is the owner of
one cow or ten thousand; is - not anx-
ious and williing {o do his level best
to eradicate the -mange and help all
govermment imspectors to the best of
nis ability, Many of the small men
have no means of dipping their cat-
tle, although they can do so by hand
under a .certain number under the
supervision of an  inspector. Of
course an inspector in a large dis-
trict cannot attend every man who
hand dips a cow, but those owning
dipping vats are all glad to let smal-
ler cattle owners use their vats at the
time they did. This was done :all
through the Queenstown district and
many thousands of cattle were treat-
ed, both with sulphur and lime,
and also oil, but the spring
was late, very late, and the
round ‘up - was -also  late. The
government. compulsory dipping did
not begin until towards the end of
June, also late, and closed the 15th of
Auvgust (much too early for the season)
great trouble was.found in getting - a
sufficient quantity of sulphur, and it
was almost impossible to proeure

ude oil. The Oxley and Circle
ranches with many thousands of
cattle to dip, had arranged with the
Sebury Spraying Company to spray
their cattle at a great expense. They
were bound to use a c:rtain Texas
oil.” 8o much was procured and no
more, and the want of this oil caused
a great delay. The government itself,
represented by tne Indian agency at
the Blackfoot crossing, had also mad:
an agreement to have the Indian
cattle treated by tihs spraying com-
pany, but on August 15 not a move
had they made towards carrying out
the compulsory dipping act. Why?
Because no oil could be procured.
Thousands of cattle had been trzated
in the Queenstown district and the
owners of those cattle treated had
just grounds to object that othe:s, for
whatever cause, had not done so,
thereby re-infecting their . herds.
Cattle mange is a parasite; sulphur
and lime will kill it, but one dipping
will not kill the net or‘'egg, but one
dipping will kill the parasite and egg
if erude oil and soap is used. This is
well worth noting.

To Make it Successful.

After the foregoing, it can be seen
that dipping began too late and clos-
ed too early, and I think all cattle-
men will bear me out in this. Sul-
phur or oil was almost impossible to
procure, thereby causing an inade-
quate carrying out of the compulsory
dipping law,

What is the remedy? I will tell
you. If mange is to be prevented
next spring, oil or sulphur should- be
sent in quantities to railroad points
near the infected districts early -in
the spring. During the winter
notice mhould be given when the
dipping must begin, thereby -giving
the round-ups time to get their cattle
in. . The foregoing to bz done by the
Dominion government, and at certain
places throughout the cattle country
of Alberta dipping vats -should. be
built, “and i the”dipping season in-

cpeetors to look after the distriet in
which such vats are, and see that all
cattle in such districts are treated.
( give this only as a suggestion, but
I think with what I have before
stated. it is enough.

Before closing I might point out
that as there can be no doubt that
compulsory cattle dipping will be en-
forced next year and it will become
absolutely necessary that the compul-
sory dipping of horses be also en-
forced, as mange is beginning to show
itself in many districts among these
animals, and horse mange is harder
to cure than that of cattle. There is
a law regarding horse mange which is
they must be tied up after being
quarantined, but this is impossible to
enforce. For instance, McHugh
Brothers, south of Gleichen, own
over a thousand head of horses or
more: They range free. There :s
mange among them, They are doing
their level best_to stamp -out this
disease. by, continually dipping, It is
to their interest to do so; but should
ths law be enforced regarding mange
among horses, they would have 1to
catch and tie up all they have. This
is impossible, Theve afe a thou-
sand questions regarding the matter
I have written on that should be
brought before the, public. Hundreds
of cattle and horse owners wish to
get advice from the government
veterinary officers. Would it not be
well that this information be given
in the public press, and I ask cattle
owners to answer this letter, pointing
out where I may be wrong or agreeing
with me, and also let us hear the
other side of the question, if there is
ona.

Lethbridge. Sept. 5.—It is only
when the most sanguine estimates ~f
winter wheat yie!ds in this district
are being verified by the threshing
machine that people appreciate the
bountiful ecrops in Southern Alberta.
C..R. Daniel has just finished thresh-
ing ‘one thousand acves of volunteer
wheat. 'The land was never touched:
The yield is seventeen bushels. C.
8. Crest, four miles east of the eity,
is just completing threshing one hun-
dred acres Tuitkey Red, which aver-
ages forty-five bushels, Much of the
spring wheat in the Coal Dale district
will do as well, OQOats are good, too.
Both are being cut now, though there
is some later grain that will not be
ready for two weeks. Two new
elevators are being rushed te com-
pletion here, and construction will
begin on another at Coal Dale tomor-
row.

CROP CONDITIONS IN MANITOBA

Winnipeg, Sept. 5.—With the pre-
sent fine weather prevailing the har-
vesting of the grain throughout the
west is progressing very favorably,
and the crop report issued by the
C.P.R. today indicates that the
year’s crop will not be such an in-
ferior one after all. In the Brandon
section wheat cutting is general and
th> réeports state that from twelve
per cent. to twenty-five per cent. of
the grain has been cut. The wea-
ther has been favorablé, The Teulon

and Minnedoca sections have experi-

eneed warm weather for the past few
days and report everything O.K. In
the Emerson section several of the
farmers have finished cutting already,
and the rest have about half of their
harvest ready for the thresher, At
Fannystelle, in the Souris section:
forty-five per cent. of the wheat is
cut, and at- Carman they have ecut
sixty-five per cent. Fifty per cent.
is already done at Holland, and by
the end of the week seventy-five per
cent. will have been completed aut
Cypress River. Many placeg in the
Lariviere district will finish cutting
this week. In the Broadview section
the cutting is just commencing, as
clondy weather has been experienced
recently. In several of the places
in this district efitting will not begin
for nearly a week, Cutting has com-
menced in the Yorkton section and
will not be general till the latter end
of the week. At Sheho it will be
ten days before cutting commences,
Pheasant Hills, Last Mountain and
Estevan . sections.are . a -little -hack-
ward. but cutting in these places and

surrounding districts will be general]

about the 9th or 10th. Napinka sec-
tion i3 further advanced and about
half the cutting has been comp eted:
The Reston branch report that owing
to the prevailing cool weaths: the
oats appear to be a long way off
harvesting, but with a few good warm
days the wheat will be in shape. The
Arcola section report is very en-
couraging, and they report no danger
and fine warm weather. The Moose
Jaw seetion has a similar first class
report and cutting’ is in full swing.

The preliminary hearing of, the case
against the members of the Alberta
Retail Lumber Dealers’ association
was eontinued before Inspector Wors-
ley this morning at the R. N. W. M.
P. barracks.

Three witnesses were examined.
Messrs. H. J. Helliwell, secretary of
the local lumber dealers’ association
of Edmonton; A. M. Grogan, secretary
of the provincial gssociation, was
again in the box. The rest of the
morning session -was occupied with
examining Geo. P. Wells, secretary of
the Mountain Mills association, who
has been succeeded in this office by
W. Anstie.
~ Mr, ‘Bennett raised the same objec-
fion to evidence of this witness that
he did yesterday with A. M. Grogan.

Mr. Wells, like Mr. Grogan, had

destroyed all the documentary evi-
dence that was submitted to the par-
liamentary committee. When the
court adjourned last evening, Mr.
Woods asked for the productions of
the former secretary that he might go
over them and so shorten the exam-
ination of the witness by traversing
only essential ground. Mr. Wells stat-
ed that he had nothing, that all the
ietters and documents had been de
stroyed. His successor as secretary
was present, and informed the court
that the Mountain Mills association
kept no minutes of their meetings;
by-laws had been drawn up but never
adopted, and that his productions to
submit to the Court small indeed, but
e would cheerfully hand them over
for the inspection of the deputy at-
torney-general, in order to expedite
the business before the court.
. The first witness called this morn-
ing was H. J. Helliwell, of Edmonton,
the secretary of the local dealers. He
would not say these were members of
the Alberta association or not.

“They are just the local members,”
he said. -

A list was produced, a complete
list of the Edmonton and Strathcona
dealers. .

“What are you secretary of?”

““A conference of the local dealers.
[t is a continuing conférence, The
fees are $10 a 'quarter. I bank them.
No part goes to Mr. Urogan.”

“When was the conference
formed?”

“Couldn’t say. Several years ago.
[ was made secretary last fall. F. 8.
Green was formerly secretary.”

“Have you his ‘papers?”’

“I have some.”

“Are the members on the submitted
list members of 'the provincial- asso-
eiation?”” i

““Yes, I believe some of them are.”

Witness was asked to go over the
list and pick out the names that did
not belong to the provincial associa-
tion. He didn’t know of- Gardiner,
Manning and Donnelly being mem-
bers .

The. association meets once a
month.

“You -are a salaried official of this
local association?’;,

“Yes.” ‘

‘““Has it connection either directly
or indireetly with the provincial. as-
sociation?”

““No, as far as I know.”

No Correspondence With Grogan

Witness had never any. correspond-
ence with Mr, Grogan, except one or
two letters, which he'submitted; He
never sent any application to join the
Alberta association on behalf of any
member ‘of the local association,

The fees go for price lists, and sec-
retary’s salary. :

“What body are the fees paid to?”

“Paid to me personally as trustee.”

“Who are you trustee for?”

“T don’t know.,”

“Anybody may preside at the meet-
ings. Somebody is voted to the chair.”

He never heard of any lumbermen
being refused membership in the local
association. He had applications
from Gardiner and Manning in his
time. The application was la’d before
the next meeting, and what happen-
ed is in the minutes. He notified
these men by letter of their election.
He never heard that these men ever
afterwards joined or applied for mem-
bership ‘in the provincial association.
Witness stoutly combatted the call-
ing of the organization as an associa-
tion. They had no by-laws or consti-
tution.

His Lamont Visit.

From a letter in the documents pro-
duced, it was discovered that Mr Hel-
liwell went to Lamont to induce lum-
bermen there to join the Alberta as-
sociation, for which he was paid his
expenses by the provincial associa-
tion.

Witness was allowed to go until Mr.
Wood. examined Mr, Helliwell’s pro-
duections,

Grogan Recalled,

Mr. Grogan was recalled To =»
question by Mr. Woods, witness ad-
mitted that he hurned other papers
besides those mentioned in yester-
day’s evidenee, or in the parliamen-
tary report.

“T burned a stack that high,” said
he, indicating a height of one and a
half feet. .

“What documents have you in your
possession since you burned the Ot-
tawa documents?”’

“We haven’t any. We bhurned them
up as they were received.”

“Why did you do that?”

“We had no use for them.”

“The Ottawa investigation taught
you a lesson,” remarked Mr. Woods.

“Do you do that with your other
correspondence as a business man?”

“No.”

“Can you explain such action?”

“No.”

““Is that your idea of eandor?”

“Do you remember getting a re-
quest from the Mountain Mills asso-
ciation lately for a list of members

and non-members of the Alberta asso-!

ciation?”

“Yes. I sent the old list, I am
making up a new list.,”

“How did you prepare such a list?”

“I wrote to the directors.”

Witness promised to produce all
such letters from the directors,

Bennett Objected Here,

Mr. Bennett objected to Mr. Grogan
being examined again. Mr. Wood
held that in a preliminary investiga-
tion, like the plumbers’ case in To-
ronto. the widest possible latitude
should be given, and would be stout-
ly claimed.

‘“Do you divide the province into
distriets?”” continued Mr. Woods in
his examination of Grogan.

“Yes.”

The districts and directors for each
are as follows: Vermilion, Irwin; Ed-
monton, Macdonald; Wetaskiwin,
Goss; Olds, Dean; Calgary, Stewart;
Nanton, Barclay; Lethbridge, Mec-
Nicol.

‘“Have these districts local boundar-
ieg?”’

“Yes. That will be in the minute
book?”’

Witneéss stated that the by-laws re-
quire that the geographical boundar-
ies be fixed,

Referring to the resignation of A. T.
Cushing from the association, that is,
the Edmonton or local association,
Mr, Grogan received the information
from Mr. Macdonald by letter, which
he destroyed.

“Would your association permit a
man to remain a member aiter he Rad
broken with the local association in
Edmonton?”

“Yes, I think so,”

Mountain Millmen’s Secretary.

Mr. Wells was then put in the
stand. He lives in Nelson and was
secretary of the Mountain Millmen’s
association, but resigned last June.

“Was it after the exhibits came
back irom Ottawa?”’

“Yes.”

After he received the documents
from Ottawa he burned -them. He
never talked with Grogan in reference
ti burning these dccuments.

“I retained what was necessary Ior
the officer,” said he. He destroyed
the minute books. He thought it was
dead matter and quite unnecessary.
So were the by-laws and price lists,

Identification of Ottawa Evidence.

Mr. Woods then referred to the Ot-
tawa evidsne2, to have witness identi-
fy the documents destroyed, in order
to place them beiore the court,

Mr. Wells admitted that the copy of
the proposed by-laws of the associa-
tion as set forth in the parliamen-
tary committ:e’s report was correct.
Other exhibits in the Ottawa evidence
were identified by witness.

Witness identified a latter written
by him to the Enterprise Lumbear
Company in March, 1906. Mr. Woods
read the, letter. It dealt with the
shipments to the King Lumber Co.
and to Taber. The letter stated
that such sales as made by . Ross
DBrothers would b: stopped, and
hoped for a better working of the
retail association,

Witness Didn't Know,

Looking at the letter, Mr. Wells
said evidel King Company was
shipping to some one they shouldn’t
ship to.

“You had the right to go to the
membszrs of your association and
prevent them from shipping to con-
sumers, did you not?”’

“I don’t. think I had.”

“Weren’t they bound in honor to do
802"

“Well. T don’t know that they
were.” :

‘“Was it not your duty to prevent
shipping to consumers?”’

“Yes,”

“That was by virtue of a promise
to the retail association?”

“I don’t remember of any pro-
vinee.”

“Didn’t you write the Eik Lumber

“Can’t remember.”

When questioned in reference to the
complaint of MeNicol as to shipments
to Hoagland from Ross Brothers, wit-
ness said some manufacturer was
shipping against the recognized me-
thods. He couldn’t remember de-
finitely the nature of the grievanee.
The letter of McNicol to Wells, stat-
ing the grievance, was destroyed,

Relating the uistory of the Moun-
tain Mills Association, witness stated
that the Mountain Mills Assoc’ation
was reorganized in 1905. Before that
it was a nameless affair. Up to 1905
every manufacturer was cutting the
throats of the others. A meeting was
called in January, 1906, at Revel-
stoke, to organize and promote the in-
terests of the lumber business,

“Isn’t that the time the Alberta as-
sociation was formed, or a montH
later, in February, 1906?”*

‘“Yes, about that time.”

“You received a salary as secretary
of the association?”

f¥es.”?

“Your duty was to get all the manu-
facturers in the association?”’

“Certainly; but I didn’t approach
them all.”

Reason For Organization,

Giving a reason for the formaticn
of the retail. association, witness gave
it as his opinion that at that time
the large mills were opening up
yards in Alberta, which made the
small mills hot, They theld that th-
big mills would cut prices.. Hence
an association was necessary to con-
trol prices.

Mr. Woods read from the minutes
of the Mountain association a minute
that no shipments b: made to muni-
cipalities, as set forth in tue Ottawa
evidence, Witness could not other-
wise remember.  Mr. Woods wanted
to find out whether this motion was
carried or not at the meeting at which
it was mada.

Mr. Wells gave it as his best reccl-
lection that the motion was dropped.

Wilness furgherstafed that .there
was a general understanding among
the members of the a#sociation that
they should d:al only with legitimate
dealers.

“That position has been communi-
cated to the Alberta Association?”
said Mr. Wood,

“Yes. I have no doubt they under-
stand that,”

Mr. Woods then read from Becker’s
report to the Alberta association,
where he (Becker) stated that a com-
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mittee of four, including Wells, wait-
ed on Boynton. of the Elk Lumber
Company, of Fernie. Witness  re-
membered having a talk with Boyn-
ton and advised him it was “ bad
business principles to br:ak the rules
of the( association.” Witness  fur-
ther admitted that Becker’s report as
read in the Ottawa evidence was .cor-
rect, and that he must have receivet
the information frem the Mountain
association,

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba or the
North-West Provinces, excepting ¢
and 26, not reserved, may be home-
steaded by any person the sole head
of a family, or male over 18 years ot
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more or less. .

Application for homestead entry
must be made in person by the ap-
plicant at the office of the local Agent
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may,
however, be made on cecrtain condi-
tiong by the {ather, mother, sou.,
daughter, brother, or sister of an in-
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspec-
tion made personally at any Sub-
agent’s office may be wired to the
local Agent by the Subagent, at the
expense of the applicant, and if the
fand applied for is vacant on receipt
of the telegram such application is
to have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
¢d by mail.

In case of “personation” the entry
will be summarily cancelled and the
applicant will forfeit all priority of
claim,

An - application for inspection must
pe made in person. The , applicant
must be eligible for homestead entry,
and only one application for inspec-
tion will be received from an indivi
dual until that application hag been
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in
good standing, and not liable to can-
cellation, may, subject to approval of
Department, relinquish it in favour
of father, mother, son, daughter,
brother or sister, if eligible, but to
uo one else, on filing declaration of
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can-
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub-
sequent to institution of concellation
proceedings, the applicant for inspee-
tion will be entitled to prior right of
entry.

Applicants for {inspection must
state in what particulars the home-
steader is in default, and if subse-
nquently the statement is found to be
incorrect in material particulars, the
applieant will lose any prior right of
re-entry, shoutu the land become
vacant, or if entry has been granted
it may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to
periorm the conditions under one of
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year during the term of three
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, ii the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
resides upon a farm-in the vicinity o!
the land entered for by such home-
steader the requirement as to - resi
dence may be satisfied by such per-
son residing with the {father or
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent
residence upon farming land owned
by him in the vicinity of his bome-
stead ,the requirement may be satis-
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making application .fo
patent the settler must give six
moenths’ notice in writing to he Com-
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot-
tawa, of his intention to do so.
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal mining rights may be
leased for a period of twenty-one
vears at an annual rental of $1 per
acre. Not more than 2,560 -acres
chall be leased to ome individual or
eompany. A royalty at the rate oi
five cents per ton shall be collected
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quariz.—A person eighteen years of
age, or over, having discovered
mineral in place, may locate a claim
1,600 x 1,500 feet.

The {ee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must be expended on
the claim each year or paid to the
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When
$500 has been expended or paid, the
locator may, upon having a survey
made; and upon complying with other
requiremgents, purchase .ue land at
$1 per acre. X

The patent provides for the pay-
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent. un
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew-
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases
to dredge for gold of five miles each
for a term of twenty years; renewable
at the discretion of the Minister of
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in
vperation within one season from the
date of the lease for each five miles.
Rental $10 per annum for each mile
of river leased. Royalty at the rate
of 2 1-2 per cent. collected on the
output after it exceeds $10,000.

NO TYPHOID IN THE CITY
WATER.

During the past month of August Dr.
Ternan Medical Health Officer, has giv-
en special attention to the city’s water
supply which some claimed last year
was the cause to some extent of the ty-
phoid epidemic.

““The bacteriologist has reparted,” says
the Medical Health Officer in his month-
ly repert, “on the samples taken:from
the sedimentation basin and from -the
tap on Aug 8 and all proved to be free
from Bacillus typhosus, but while this
examination has been favorable it must
be remembered that the water supply of
the eity is -always liable to contamina-
tion from day to day onraccount -of . its
spurce.”

The report for the month shows that
in the city there were only six cases of
typhaid fever, twelve more having come
in from the country.

New Jasper Avenue Bpﬂding:Erectgd
by Magrath and Hart Wil Open |
: ‘Next Week—Cost:$30,000..

The McGrgth-Hart arcade on Jasper
avenue, which has been erected at a”coyt
of “$30,000, ~will be openod next week.
The-+building lacks -enly the finishing
touches before it is ready for otcupancy.

The building is a handseme. one. It
has -a depth of 75 feet and a breadth eof
95 feet. 1t is of brick -with stone fac-
ings. It is designed on a wmetropelitan
plan. 1t contains not enly a'music hall,
a -restaurant and a suit of €lub roems,
but a ‘number of office rooms -as well.
The architect is A. ‘M. Calderon, :and
the contracters MéRoberts and Keyes:

The music ‘hall, which has been named
the Orpheum, - and ‘will “ba -under the
management of Fowler and Me¢Kinnon
will have a seating capacity of 850. The
restaurant is on the left of the main
entrance. - The restaurant -preper: is on
the ground floor, and is large, high
ceilinged, and well lighted. It is situ-
ated to the right of the emtramce. Pro-
vate dining -rooms are on the second
floor. The kitchen and pantry:are mogd-
ernly constructed. o

On the second floor of the building
are situated the rooms of the Elk club.
These comprise an immense hall, a bil-
liard reom and-several game rooms, .as
well as a reception hall, ante room,
cloak roem apd wash room. There are
also. eight office rooms-in-this fleer, four
of which have been engaged by Mr.-R.
